On Saturday next, July 20, Station 
2HD, located on the coal field~ of New­
castle, will broadcast a· very fine pro­
gramme of choral and other musical items 
by the celebrated Cessnock Male Voice 
Choir. 

This programme will also be relayed to 
Station 2CH Sydney, and according to 
Mr. E. A. Wood, Ge·neral Manager of 
Station 2HD, thi6 is about the ~tst .ti;pe 
that a relay from a provincial town has 
been taken to a capital city. 

The Cessnock Male Voice Choir won 
the Male Choir Championship and Hurn 
Cup at the Newcastle Eisteddfod on two 

six days. At this writing; 4A Y has been 
on the air exactly nine months, and h as 
148 advertising contracts RUNNING of 
a cfaration of three months or over, in 
nddition to a larg~ number of short.er 
duration. 

Since opening, 4A Y has found it neces­
sary to extend its hours three times, and 
a further ext.ensicn in the near future is 
oe1taln.'' 

This information is received from Mr. 
Norman L. Dahl, Managing Director of 
Ayr Broadcasters Pty. Ltd., Ayr, North 
Q ueensland, transmitting on 306 metres 
980 kilocycles, and using the callsign 
4AY. 

It will be recalled that this station was 
erected by Mr. Sid H. Colville, of Col­
ville Wireless Equipment Co., Rowe St., 
Sydney, in September, 1934.

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Racing Broadcasts 
MUST Continue 

OpRosidon to be . Resisted 

T HE Sydney Press during the past 
week or two has opened a further 
inspired attack against the broad­

casting of racing information and resul~s, 
by both the . National and Commercial 
Stations. 

The Sydney " Truth" July 14, page 2 
carried headlines to the fact that the 
radio racket was ruining racing. They 
said that the great racing .industry .of 
N .S.W. was being slowly strangled, pnze 
money was dwindling, attendance.s fall· 
ing flourishing country clubs gomg to 
the' wall, the once-wealthy Newcastle 
Jockey Club on its last le.gs and Sydney 
Clubs in financial d1flicult1es, etc., etc. 

" Truth" also said that the falling:ofI _ 
of attendances at races h ad syr:ichroms_ed 
with•'the spread of S.P. bett:n~ which 
was fostered by minute descnpttons . of 
races over the air. The broadcastmg 
stations pay nothing towards ~he upkeep 
of racing, but batten on the · game f1or 
their own good . Members of the pub IC 

can indulge in S.P. betting, and at the 
same time enjoy all the benefits. of at· 
t ending the racecourse, without seemg the 
actual race. . 1 

" T he broadcasting stations avail t 1ein­
selve·s of all avenues of raceco17rse in­
formation. Starters, jockeys,. barner post• 
tions are all announced. Tips ar~ given, 
plac~d horses and winning margins, and 
a few seconds after the race, the start• 
ing prices. A little later, listeners know 
the tote dividends. 

" Is it any wonder patrons . have wan· 
dered ·from racecourses? The mformat1on 
supplied over the air has made th i; busi­
ness . of S.P. operators assume g1gant1.c 
proportions." · . h 

"Truth" then goes on to give a sc e­
dule. of attendances from the year 1929 
to the year 1934, which indicates a sub­
stantial falling•ofI in these attendances. 

No Report! 
T he " Daily Telegraph" said that Cab­

inet was going to cons1~ei; a report of 
the Broadcasting Commission, and new 

regulations for the .control. of race broad, 
casts by commeroal stations would be 
considered by the Cabinet at its next 
ncceting. 

T his report ·was subsequently denied 
by the Broadcasting Commission Secre· 
tary, Mr.· Holman, who sai?: "No report 
on the prohibition of . racing broa.dcasts 
has been submitted by the Comm1ss1?n to 
the Federal Government for . con~~dera­
tion by a Cabinet Sub-Committee. 

I t is understood that the S.P.. bet• 
ting situation is being seriously considered 
by the Chief Secretary, Mr. Chaffey, who 
has a minut e on the que_stion for sub­
mission to the N .S.W. Cabmet. 

In the " Sydney Morning H erald" last 
Tuesday, July 16, one finds that there 
are increases under all headings except­
ing the retur~s for . taxation on . the op er• 
ations of bookmakers, which is included 
in the revenue returns prep~red by .the 
State T reasury for the financial year iust 
ended. · 

Revenue from racecourse admission 
taxes was £82,016, . as compar~d to 
£ 78 780 fo r a previous year, showing an 
incr~ase of £3,236. A lthough . revenue 
from the Bookmakers' T axation Act 
dropped by £2,70'i to £101_,466, revenue 
from the Totalisators increased by 
£9 223 to £1 19,790. Other forms .of 
ta~ation on bookmakers showed an tn' 
crease in revenue of from £29,044 m 
1934 to £33,328 in 1935'. 

R acing clubs and associations contri· 
buted . £49;35'4 in revenue, compared to 

· £47 .520 in 1934. . · 
T,his matter is likely to assume senous 

proportions for all commercial broadcast· 
ing stations. After all, the public are not 
complainin g about .the b roadcasting . of 
these results and necessary info~mation. 
I t is primarily a vested interest s com· 
plaint and yet, in. spite . of that, t.he 
St:;J.te 'revenue figures show substantial in· 
creases in the various sources of taxes on 
the racing business. 1 h 

T herefore, it does not look as Llougr, 
broadcasting has caused much loss m ra­
ing circles.

Canvassing am~ngst the broadcastinF 
stations in Sydney and some of the coun~ 
try ~tations, indicates a very definite feel· 
mg 111 this reg:ird·. In fact, in no case is 
there one station which suggests that 
broadcasting of race results should be 
banned. · 

As a matter. of policy it is essential that 
the broadcasting industry wake up to the 
111roads rnto their sphere. If they sit down 
and kt the authorities get away with any 
bann111g of these race results, that is only 
gomg to be the first nail in th eir coffin 
The listener must be served, and the list: 
ener 'demands this information. ·

" Once more looking for. a way to crush 
broadcastmg stations, the Press have 
picked them as the scape goats on which 
to put the blame for S.P. betting. S.P. 
bettmg has been in operation. since tac· 
mg began . All sorts of reforms have 
been brought into being, fines imposed 
etc. .Racing officials have thought of ancl 
put mto act10n many schemes to make 
the people attend the course, but did this 
stop S.P. betting. Definitely no! 

" fr is obvious then who is behind the 
scheme to stop the broadcast descriptions 
o.f racmg, jockey positions, etc., because 
smce S.P. bettmg has flourished since the 
advent of racing, broadcasting stations 
cannot be blamed for it. From where did 
S.P .. bookmakers first obtain their infor· 
mat10n? Need we tell ? · · 

"To suppress. the broadcasting of races 
and racmg posit10ns is to deprive .th.ous· 
ands of country people and thousands 
mo.re m hospitals and other public insti· 
tutions of hearmg described the king of 
all sport. Why impose hardships on our 
less fortunate brothers •who could not at­
tend a .race meeting even if it were free' 

. "Wesuggest to those journals who in· 
sist that radio broadcasts of S.P. positions 
be .banned, that they refrain from pub· 
lishmg S.P. starting prices and also re· 
fram from publishing a special edition af· 
ter each race . If the p apers are anxious 
to foster attendance at race meetings why 
publish a special edition after e:ach race . 
If the people are watching the race they 
do not read 'them. · · · . ·. -

"2KY have always given . the . p eople 
what they want and will rigidly oppose 
any attempt by the press to jeopardise 
that service t.o listen.ers. 

'.'Braadc~st:ng stations have had to 
qmetly .submit to news'paJ'>er 'attacks which 
blame. them for the falling off of attend­
anc0!· m all . sports, and yet facts and fig. 
~ir.es show that the .b.roadcasting of a sport­
ing . event has. not m any way . attributed 
~o the decrease in attendance. Broadcast· 

. m~ has b~n blamed for small gate re­
ceipts at football matches and vet since 
the 'A' stations have begun once. more to 
broadcast· football, attendance remains the 
same. 

. "fo reply to the S..P. question, the ob· 
v10us thmg to do is not to deprive thous· 
a.nds .of listeners who get pleasure from 
11stenmg to a race broadcast, but to follow 
South· A ustralia's lead ai1d license S,P. 
bookmakers to the advantage of all con· 
cerned. 

"B.oxing promoters were coerced into 
re_fusmg to allow contests to be broadcast 
w1th the .result that stations turned to the 
broadcastmg of .wrestling matches and the 
broadcast descnpt'ons were of such cali· 
bre, attendance at many stadiums h 
been t rebled. as 

In conclusion, let the State Govern­
m ent license S.P. bookmakers and that 
would assist materially in helping many 
of ~he Jockey Clubs. The broadcasting 
s!attons must, at all costs, retain this 
right. .7:~ey ~ust aJso wake up to their 
respons1biht1es m this important matter.

I am sorry that you published the art­
icle from "Export Advertising."

I 
cordially agree with my critics that it 
is on the conservative side and I wish 
to apologise, particularly to our New­
castle friends, for forgetting all about 
them. 

A s we went in the Golden Gate at 
San Francisco a ch arming A merican wo· 
man was pointing out the sights to Mrs. 
Worrall, and a woman,. from N ewcastle 
drew her on one side and whispered to 
her, "Don't let her get away with it. 
We're going to say we've got just as 
good back at Newcastle." A s an old 
Newcastle resident, I admired her spirit, 
if not her veracity. W hen I left the 
"coaly" city years ago the N ewcastle City 
Council gave me a certificate under Seal 
of the Council saying wh at a good boos· 
ter I had been for Newcastle. A las, how 
I have fall!:n from grace! 

" But I was not a seller in the United 
States, I was a buyer. · Some years ago 
we could get Australian rights on Amen· 
can transcriptions fo r about $8.00 per 
episode, then somebody from Australia 
(I don't think it was from Newcastle) 
went across there and told the transcrip· 
tion manufacturers how important we all 
were and bought, I think, one pro· 
gramme for whi'ch he paid $40.00 per 
episode for one station. I don't think 
he has ever bought anything else, but 
the cost of transcriptions to Australia 
was very promptly trebled. 

When I got there I found that these 
good people were saying, " There are 5'l 
stations in Australia and we ought tn 
get several hundred dollars per transcrip· 
tion for A ustralian rights." Can you 
won der that I failed to become enth usias· 
tic about the importance, coverage and 
purchasing power of our 50-watt stations 
(I really did forget Newcastle!) and as 
none of us are getting any business direct 
from the 'United States the only harm 
that h as been done to anybody that I 
ca11 see is to the feelings of some of our 
country friends." 

We should be prepared to pay fair 
prices for t ranscriptions, but it is against 
the interests of b oth makers and users 

to inflate prices .to a point where we can­
not take a reasonable quantity of the 
best. And compared to the U.S.A. sta­
tions of 50 kilowatts with millions of 
listeners in their primary coverage area. 
we are all just "dinky" little radio opera• 
tors, although I'm still willing to admit 
th at 3DB is a good station. 

I think M in gay played a low trick in 
publishing my effusion for home circula· 
tion, and I insist that he act for me 
when the injured N ew South Welshmen 
come to town and soothe their spirits 
with copious draughts of beer.
