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Musicians Demand 
Their Pound of Flesh 

We see in the action of the Musicians' 
Union in causing the abandonment of a 
eoncert to entertain sick and wounded 
soldiers at the 113th Australian General 
Hospital last Sunday night, another of 
the Union's .recent skirmishes to test 
their strength in the community. 

Actors who had arranged to take part 
ir. the entertainment had been willing, 
as in many other similar instances, to 
give their services free, but as a matter 
of principle, refused to work with the 
111usicians when it was learned t hat the 
Musieians' Union insisted on payment 0f 
double. time as provided in their award 
for Sunday night performances. 

The show was to be put on by t he full 
Tivoli compaily, and the Tivoli manage· 
ment was prepared to pay the musicians, 
as had been done in the past , to enable 
the show to go on. Actors and actresses 
however refused to work with t he musi·. 
einns because of their continued demands 
for payment for ente.rtaining the sick 
and wounded soldiers. 

The Musicians' Union was asked to 
nllow some of its members to volunteer 
their services free. The union would not 
agree· to this howeve·r, and Actors ' 
Equity arranged with the Minerva Thea­
tre to play the show "Rope" at the 
bospit al, that show not r equiring musi· 
~ians. 

The actors' a ward also provides for 
payment of · double rates for Sunday per­
formances, but actors and actresses have 
long been waiving their rights in that 
respect when providing entertainment 
for sick 'Soldiers or ot her war charities. 
There seems no rnason why the Musi­
cians ' Union should not allow its mem­
bers to do likewise, by volunteering their 
services. · 

While Actors ' Equity obviously in this 
ease forced the issue, t he attitude 
of Musicians ' Union president (F rank 
1\itson) is beyond normal compreh ension. 
t ven t he American F ederation of Musi­
cians over which the famed Mr. P etrillo 
~olds such dogmatic sway, allows any of 
its members to give one free appearance 
P week for war charities. 

Sydney musicians should have t he op­
portunity of giving their services f ree in 

such a case. Many of them would prob-
. ably be happy to do so-if they are good 
Australians. It would be creating no 
precedent either, for rMently in Mel­
bourne a t least two big cha1;ity concerts 
were performed in which the services of 
Musician ' Union members were free. 

Mr. Kitson 's · contention t hat having 
worked six days a week (for which they 
are very well paid-Ed.) his members 
would rather have Sunday off than work, 
displays an amazingly unsympathetic at­
titude towards the cause in which the 
free concert s are given.

Adelaide and _Perth Stations 
Join "Mutual" Group 

I n " C.B." (27 / 1/ 44) i t was announced 
that Radio 2UE Sydney and 3KZ Mel­
bourne had .finalised a.r rang·ement 8 to co­
ordinate t heir facilities regarding prn­
gram planning, and production as well 
as eertain phases of selling activities 
and national advertisers. 

It is now announced that Stations 5KA 
and 5AU Adelaide. and 6PM. 6A M 
P ert h have completed negotia t ions to 
join this mutual association. 

Plans have been made to handle pro­
ductions in eithe1" Sydney or Melbourne 
t o suit t he .requirements of any part icu­
lar program series. 

It can be anticipated t ha t the associa­
tion of t his prominent and widely liston­
ed t o group of st ations will prove a wel ­
come service t o both agencies and adver ­
tisers. 

Fire at Valve Works

It t ook t wo hours for the brigade t o 
get the ilr c unde.r control, an d during 
t hat time extensive water damage was 
also caused t o other floors of the factory 
lmilding. 

1943 U.S. Radio Showed 
60 Per Cent Increase 
Over 1939. 

No less than 60 per cent increase since 
1939, in the total v olume of radio adver­
tising in the United States is shown in 
sta tist ics issued by t he Department of 
Commerce. 

The st eady growth of radio advertising 
was unaffected by the setbacks experi· 
enced by other media . N ewspaper, maga· 
zine, and direct mail advert ising all fell 
during 1942 from 1941 levels. 

The effect of paper limitations on ad· 
vertisement space' has been felt mainly 
by magazines. In May last year many 
publishers had accepted all the business 
they could handle until t he end. of the 
year, and some had t o ration space­
generally on the basis of the advertiser ' s 
previous activity. 

Newspapers have not yet had to ration 
spa ce; . some found t hemselves able to 
mak e sufficient savings in other depart­
ments t o carry all advert ising ordered. 

Direct mail advertising has decreas.ed 
in dolla r volume because the lighter 
papers and Jess . elaborate designs now 
used are cheaper. 

The man-power situat ion has been the 
most serious problem wit h which pub­
lishers and broadcasters have had t o 
cope. Several hundred weekly papers 
w ere forced to suspend publication in 
1942, an d many went under last year, 
mostly t hrough lack of labour. 

Analysis of t he September, 1942, E xhi­
bit ion of War t ime Advert ising shows 
t hat Press an~ poster ads. were being 
devoted t o the following themes- in­
crnasing plant production 30 per cent; 
selling war bonds, 16.6 per cent; conser­
vation of time, material and foodstuffs, 
14.4 pe.r cent; improving national health, 
!l.4 per cent; improving labour Telations, 
:1.7 per cent ; promoting salvage cam­
paigns, 3.3 per cent; prevent ing sabotage, 
0.7 per cent; explaining price con t rol , 
O. 7 per cent ; miscellaneous wartime ads., 
12.7 per cent; ads. not calculated to help 
t he war effOTt , 8.5 per cent. 

I ncreased interest is being: t aken in 
export advertisi.ng. Out of 367 manufac­
t urers surveyed by t he Depart ment of 
Commerce, 146 ( 40 per cent ) are olJnain' 
t aining their normal export schedules; 
89 (25 per cent) , are increasing t heir 
advertising budget ; 45 <12 per cent), are 
decreasing it; 75 (20 per cent) , are sti ll 
eonsidering their expendifore. 

The same survey showed that 31 per 
cent of export advertising by U.S. manu­
facturer s was for cosmetics. t oilet 
articles, medicines, or drugs; 21: per cent 
fo r general products; 13 per cent for 
radio sets and household appliances : and 
23 per cent for motion pictures. 

Much of this adver tising. is in La t in­
America, and regional and district man:.1-
gers of the Department of Commerce arc 
constantly consulted regarding media. 
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A.B.C. Annual Report 

Extracts from Review of Year to June 30 Last 
The eleventh annual report of the Aus­

tralian Broadcasting Commission tabled 
in Federal Parlirunent recently contains 
many interesting details of the activities. 
of the A.B.C. during the 12 months' 
period under review. 

Some salient features of the Report arEI 
extracted below:-

News Agreement; Commission's Powers: 
One of the matters Ieferred to the Par­
liamentary Standing Committee at the 
request of the Commission, viz., the 
Minister's refusal to approve of nronosed 
agreements between the Commission and 
Australian ne.wspaper organisations for 
the supply by the latter of news ser­
vices, raises the question of the respec­
tive powers of the Minister and the Com­
mission .. 

Section 25 of the Act of 1942 reads:­
"The Commission may collect in such 
manner as it thinks flt news and infor­
mation relating to current events in any 
part part of the world and ma:I'. subscribe 
to news agencies." 
The Minister's check on the exercise 

by the Commission of this power derives 
from Section 21: 

"Notwithstanding anything contained in 
this Act, the Commission shall not be 
empowered to enter into any agreement 
involving any expenditure by the Com­
mission In excess of five . thousand 
pounds, or extending over a period of 
m·ore than five years, unless the ap­
proval of the Minister thereto has first 
been obtained." 
The over-riding force of the words 

· "Notwithstanding anything contained in 
this Act " is not questioned. but the 
Commission feels obliged to point out 
that in practice the exercise by Ministers 
of this power of veto can render, and in 
fact has rendered meaningless the Sec­
tion quoted above (and other similar sec­
tions) purporting to invest the Commis­
sion with authority in r espect of its most 
important program activities. · 

For over ten years the Commission, by 
virtue of its power under Section 22 of 
the original Act <Section 25 of the 1942 
Act) made agreements at various times 
with Australian press organisationq for 
the supply of local and overseas n~ws 
services. Because these at no time in­
volv<;ld a payment exceeding £5,000, the 
Minister's approval was not necessary, 
a nd was not sought. Last vear. influ­
enced by various considerations, the Com­
mission began negotiations which led to 
what it considered to be satisfactory 
tentative agreements with the press for 
both Australian and overseas news ser­
vices. As the proposed a greements in­
v olved payments exceeding £5,000, the 
1.finister 's approval was sought, but 
without success, and in cohseauence a 
deadlock has been reached with the 
press. The Commission bas referred the 
<rnestion to the Pa,rliamentary Standing 
Committee less with a view to .exploring 
the merits of the proposed agreements 
than to clarifying the position as to i:ts 
powers and responsibilities. 

Australian Composition: Although the 
Broadcasting Act required that 2-} per 
cent of the music broadcast should be 
Australian, the Oommi1:1sion 's contribu­
tion totalled 2.98 per cent. ComnetitionR 
fo.r a song and for a piano solo drew 160 
entries. · 

Last year the B.B.C. Symphony Orches­
tra, conducted by Sir Adrian Boult, per­
formed an All-Austrnlian program. which 
was recorded as a London Transcription 
and played over the National stations on 
April 25, 1943. The Sydney Orchestra, 
conducted by Professor Heinze, made re­
cordings of works by Robert Hughes, 
Lindley Evans, Willy Redstone, William 
G. James and J ames Brash. The Austra­
lian composBr-pianist, Roy Agnew, also 
made recordings of his o-ivn pianoforte 
works which have been distributed to the 
States for broadcasting. Two works bv 
Dr. Edgar L. Bainton were programmed 
-Symphony in D Minor and the opera, 
' .'The Crier by Night. " A musical 
comedy, ''The Scarlet Flamingo,'' by 
Walter G. Hurst was broadcast from 
South Australia. 

PRODU:CTIONS 

Although there was a further drop in 
the number of plays submitted. the aua­
lity was sustained. Including those sub­
mitted for the Verse Play Comoetition. 
some very notable contributions to radio 
drama were r eceived. In all. 207 straight 
plays, 21 serials and 10 musical plays 
were submitted and of these 37 plays, 
five se.rials and three musicals were ac­
eepted. In addition, Australian authors 
were commissioned fcir 44 adaptations ·of 
stage plays. The proportion of locally­
writ ten plays in the main drama periods 
fell to 45 per cent, but in the light en­
t ertainment :field 92 per cent of t he 
scripts used were by Australian authors. 
In addition nearly 80 f eatures were pro­
duced, of which over 80 per cent were 
locally written. 

The monthly series of verse plays lead­
ing up to a Verse Play Competition was 
produced from July to November inclu­
sive. Douglas Stewar t, who had pre· 
viously written "Fire on the Snow " and 
the bonus-winning plav 1 of 1941-42. won 
the competition with his play, "The 
Golden Lover." Of the 55 plays sub­
mitted, nine were purchased, and :five of 
these (the winning play "The Golden 
Love'r," "The Real Betrayal" by Isabel 
Andrews, "Path of the Eagle" by 
Catherine Duncan, " We 're GoinP' 
Through" by T. Inglis Moore, and 
"With Wings, as E agles " by Joy Holl­
yer and Edmund Barclay ) were pro­
duced. 

Light Entertainment: "Out of the 
Bag " ran throughout the year. It was 
transferred from the Radio Theatre and 
visits to camps were substituted. " The 
Big Dipper " ran until the end of De­

c.ember. Other serials programmed were 
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"Danger, Men at Work," "Take U 
bridge," "The Girl at the Hibscus '' Ill· · an.i 
' 'Hurrah for H ollywood.'' Musical 
shows performed during the year · 
eluded "The Scarlet Flamingo,'' " T1:· 

Great Victor Herbert.' ' "Madame p 0 e 
a dour,'' '' Veronique, '' ''La Fille ~~ 
Madame Angot '' and ''Romance 
Born.'' is 

TALKS 

The number of t alks broadcast on the 
National and State vrograms durinl!' th~ 

. year was 8,696-209 more than in the 
previous year. Of these, . 6,690 were 
broadcast from within Aust ralia, 1,5i8 
from the B.B.C., and 428 from other over­
seas countries, chiefly the United States. 

War Effort Talks: Most of the talks 
were related either directly or indirectlv 
to the war and the war effort. There 
were 1,544 such talks by Cabinet Minis 
ters, Government officials, representative~ 
of war organisations and other speakers 
apart from talks f eatures and numerou~ 
scatters. 

There were also over 200 talks bv 
members of Parliament (Federal and 
State). Two regular weekly series were 
broadcast for the Department of Infor. 
mation. 

Field Units: P erhaps even more than 
by direct appeals, the war effor t wa~ 
assisted by t alks and interviews recorded 
by the Commission's Field Units. One 
of these operated during most of the vear 
in New Guinea and another for ;ome 
months at Darwin. The recordings pro· 
vided a first-hand account of campaign~, 
and enabled many stories of personal 
gallantry to be told by officers and men 
of the figh t ing services. Because of their 
historic v alue these recorded t alks and 
interviews are being preserved. 

Human Interest Talks: In addit ion to 
the recordings made in the field by the 
Commission's observers other action 
stories of considerable ' human interest 
have been recorded and broadcast by 
men of the services as regular features. 
On the home front broadcasts have been 
made by men and women engaged in Aus· 
tralia 's war jobs. 

Educational and Cultural: One series 
of Science talks was planned in collabora· 
t ion with the Royal Society of N.S.W· 
Another was arranged under the t itle 
" Science Sidelights. " A series "Art 
and the People" has been a fea­
ture of the late afternoon on Sundays. 
Each Saturday night for a period of 
sevep. months an Australian Poety fea· 
ture, comprising readings and comment· 
ary, was broadcast .

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of the B.M.A., and a short talk entitled 
"The Kitchen Front" on six mornings a 
week. 
. In the preparation of these talks the 
Commission was advised bv an exoert 
committee of doctors and dietitians. 
Some 40 of the talks in the "Kitchen 
Front" series were -published in a book­
let entitled "The Kitchen Front," two 
editions of which have been sold out. 

Social Reconstruction: The series 
"This Changing Australia" was broad­
east weekly on Sunday nights during a 
period of nine months, and was followed 
by a shorter series in which problems of 
social security were presented by drama­
tisation or discussion. 

Listening Groups: Two regular week­
night series, broadcast under the general 
title "After the War-Then What," 
have been used for discussion purposes 
by Listening Groups. During the six 
months ended June, 1943~ the number 
of Listening Groups registered with the 
Talks Department increased from 67 to 
300. 

Most of the sessions directed specially 
to Listening Groups have been presented 
by means of discussions; first, to try to 
make a serious subject more interesting, 
and secondly, because discussion presents 
the main conflicting viewpoints in the 
same session. 

Talks Distinctively Australian: In ad­
dition to talks on Australian literature 
and Australian poetry there were many 
single talk!J on Australian subjects, and 
series such as "This Place Australia" 
written by Mrs. Ernestine Hill; "Aus­
tralian Reminiscences'' by David M. 
Dow: "The Australian Women Carry 
On," by various spe~kers; "The Voice 
of the West" bv Western Australian 
speakers; and a ·long series in Western 
Australia under the title "This Fair 
Land.'' 

Encouragement of Australian Authors: 
Short story sessions were broadcast regu­
larly, and during most of the year a 
session was set apart for the reading of 
an Australian serial story. During the 
year 151 stories written b'y 51 Austra­
lians, and six serial stories by Austra-

· Jians, were purchased and broadcast; 
1,899 speakers were engaged to write 
and broadcast talks. 

News Commentaiies: An average of 
eight commentaries a week were broad­
cast by Australians , nine rebroadcast 
from the B.B.C. Empire Program, and 
three by Americansi. 39 commentaries 
by John Fisher from Moscow were re­
broadcast. 

Rebroadcasts from Overseas: Rebroad­
casts were made of fourteen talks by 
President Roosevelt, seven by Mr. Win­
ston Churchill, and a number by other 
Statesmen in Britain and America. 

Regular talks sessions from America 
were a new feature. Towards the end 
of the previous year the American Office 
of War Information had arranged"for the 
first of these-a weekly commentary by 
William Winter. Since the O.W.I. has 
established an office in Australia, its re­
presentative . here has been able to 
arrange for this and other regular ses· 
sions to be sent to us by radio-telephone. 
Since August, 1942, a second commentory 
has been broadcast, first by John B. 
Hughes, then by Bill Henry, and later 
by Harry W. Flannery. "Battle Back-

ground" gives an interesting accom:it 
each week of some new device among the 
weapo~s of war. In a weekl:y series 

. entitled "America Speaks," leadmg per­
sonalities from all walks of life in 
America have broadcast talks specially 
to Australia, while in ''America Answe~s 
Questions '' a different group of Ameri­
cans each week has broadcast replies to 
questions received from listeners and 
cabled to America. Outstanding speak­
ers in this session were Mrs. Eleanor 
Roosevelt, Madame Chiang Kai-shek and 
Mayor La Guardia. The· total number 
of talks from America was 385. 

The 1,578 B.B.C. rebroadcast talks 
covered a wide range of types and sub­
jects. The majority were commentaries 
on, or topical talks relating to, the news, 
but there were also talks bv nersonali­
ties,, notably Mr. J. B. Priestly, whose 
series "Pages from My Notebook" was 
outstanding. Other regular features re­
broadcast included ''Here in Britain,' ' 
''Boomerang Club, ' ' '' Cobbers Club,'' 
and the educational features ''Science 
Notebook" and "Brains Trust." There 
were also other sessions specially design­
ed for and directed to Australia, such · as 
the "Calling Australia" series, talks by 
Australian servicemen in Britain, and 
regular series of personal messages from 
Australian servicemen to their families 
and from parents to their evacuee chil­
dren in Australia. 

Talks sent to the B.B.C.: Talks prepar­
ed by us and sent to the B.B.C. either 
by recordings or by radio-telephone, have 
included the return of personal greetings 
irom evacuee children to their parents, 
commentaries on the war in the South 
and the South-west Pacific areas, talks ~ 
on subjects as requested by the B.B.C., 
and Australian contributions to compos­
ite Empire programs. 

EDUCATIONAL BROADCASTS 
The number of schools in Australia regu­

larly listening to school broadcasts increas­
ed from 2,018 to 2,357 during year. 
Programs consisted of talks and plays deal­
ing with history, literature, science. r-on­
temporary events, music, art appr~ciation, 
health and other subjects related to school 
curricula. Reports from schools and from 
parents continue to atest the educational 
V"aJlue and popularity of these National 
sessions. 

Following the successful establishment 
of a Kindergarten SPssion in WPstern Aus­
tralia last vear, a National "Kindergarten 
of the Air". for the other States was intro­
duced ip May, 1943. It "!Uickly won popu­
larity. 

Weekly broadcasts to pupils o.f the State 
Correspondence Schools were extended to 
all States. In Victoria the special broad­
casts for sma.11 country schools. planned to 
interest countn' children in affairs :iutside 
their own neighbourhood, were contmued. 

In May, 1943, a conference was convened 
liy the Commission to explore the possi­
bility of standardising· school raclin eauip­
ment. A technical booklet, '"l'he Installa­
tion of Equipment for School Broadc!lst 
Reception," was issued by the Comm!ss10n 
for free distribution to schools to assist 
them in obtaining the most sui.table listen­
ing equipment. 

In 1942, a full-time Education Supervisor 
was. .appointed in Tasmania and a _full-time 
Edu~ation Presentation Officer. m New 
South Wales. Education Supervisors have 
now been appointed in all States and Edu­
cation Presentation Officers in New South 
Wales and Victoria. 

Permanent recordings of nine Junior His­
tory Plays were added to the schools play 
library during the year. 

The program of broadcasts linked up 
-with the syllabus of the Australian Music 
Examination Board was continued. 
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NEWS 

Overseas news was compiled from th 
B.B.C. Overseas Broadcasts, the Brit' h 
Official ~ireless, and the Commissio~8, 
own representation in London and 1\'e 8 

York. Australian news was supplied b~ 
the CommiSsion 's staffs in Canbel'r Y 
Melbourne and Sydney; State news w~ 
taken from the metropolitan daily papers 
by arrangement with Australian press s 

The service to the B.B.C. was conti~u­
ed during last year. On Several occa­
sions the B.B.C. expressed appreciation of 
this service. · 

The weekly Newsletter to Canada for 
broadcasting .to Australian servicemen 
training there, and the American news 
broadcast from Sydney for the informa­
tion of Americans in Australia, were con. 
tinned on the same lines as last year. 

War correspondents covered General 
Headquarters and operational areas. In 
November, 1942, we covered a special 
assignment with commando units in 
Timor and with the approval of the Com­
mission the war correspondent's story 
was circulated in the daily press of Aus­
tralia. 

The Commission's request for Minis· 
terial approval for Australian and Over­
seas news agreements with Australian 
newspaper organisations is , referred to 
earlier in this report in the section "Par· 
liamentary Standing Committee." 

'nHE A.B.C. WEEKLY 

With the issue of Ma'rch 20, 1943, new 
printing and distributing contracts oper· 
ated and the format of the journal was 
changed. A rapid improvement in sales 
and advertising revenue has occurred. 
The cost of the journal to the Commis· 
sion for the year ended J'une 30, 1943, 
was £21,108, a reduction of £7,851 on the 
previous year. The improvement which 
began later in the year continued and cir­
culation has risen to over 60,000 per 
issue. This is the largest circulation ?f 
any radio journal published in Australia 
and is the maximum obtainable under the 
newsprint quota. Advertising income has 
risen to more than £10,00Q< a year and 
current cost of the journal is about 
£12,000 a year, or nearly £6,000 below the 
estimate supplied to the Parliamentary 
Standing Commi~tee. This figure inclu~es 
£3,429 a year establishment cost which 
will· be written off by December, 1944. 

Advertising experts estimate that t~e 
journal is read by more than 200,000 hs· 
teners a week, and for roughly one-~hird 
of the space in . the journal advertiser; 
are paying about the oame amount 0 

money as the Commission pays for the 
remaining two-thirds which is used to 
publicise the Commission's program~. 
projects and activities. ''The A.Bbl · 
Weekly" has provided an invalua. e 
liaison with listeners and its corrective 
influence has done much to ste~ .irr~~ 
sponsible criticism of the Commiss1o: t 
programs. Our publishers estimate t ak 
another 20,000 subscribei·s pe! w~·­
could be obtained immediately if ne " 
print supplies were available. 

The journal can now be regarded as 
established and as a valuable asset.

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Bringing "Night'' Entertainment into the Light 
Another Big Step in Daytime 
Radio 

In one of the most sweeping program 
re-arrangements seen in daytime broad­
casting for a long time past, 2UW Syd­
ney last week re-built entirely their 
afternoon presentation by the incorpora­
tion of 12! hours of new features in the 
Monday to Friday 2 p.m. to 5 p.in. chan­
nel. 

The aim was to lift the standard of 
afternQon programming into line with 
the changing circumstance which has to­
day created a new afternoon audience. 

Starting point of 2UW 's re-planning 
was a realisation that industrial shift 
work, plus changing domestic habits, had 
raised a completely new picture of day­
time listening habits; and that while 
there still remafaed a tremendous audi­
ence for the morning program, there had 
been a very wide increase in the number 
of people seeking air entertainment dur­
ing the afternoon. 

It was found during extensive research 
which preceded the shaping of the new 
schedule, that there had developed an 
extraordinary change in the shopping 
habits of the community; and that where­
as the peak ' trading hours for both city 
and suburban shops used to be round 
about 3 o'clock. it now was much earlier. 
Most of the suburban shopping, it w:i,s 
found, was done in the early morning 
(when supplies of so many; commodities 
were more easily available). The ab­
sence of domestic help, too, plus grow­
fag restrictions on travel and transport, 
had contributed mate.rially to the cre:i.­
tion of this new afternoon audience. 

The station then carried their research 
a step further by addressing enquiries to 
advertisers as to their reaction to after­
noon advertising, and particularly why 
there had been such little advertising 
support for afternoon sponsorships. The 
rE·plies boiled clown broadly to a conten­
tion that whereas a listening habit had 
been created in the mornings by the plac­
ing of features such as " Big Sister," no 
~uch habit had been widely developed in 
the afternoons. It was admi.tted, how­
ever, that outstanding features such as 
the Sydney County Council's one hour 
Thursday afternoon broadcast ' 'Your 
Home, Your Family, and You,' ' were 
contributing largely to the creation of 
that listening habit. 

After examining all the factors, 2UW 
decided on a complete replacement of 
12! hours of program with a stream­
lined presentation of features, shaped to 
meet the mood of every hour,'' and 
scheduled ''across the board'' to provide 
a continuity of program interest through­
out each afternoon. 

Frank Hatheley, an experienced after­
noon announcer, was given the micro­
phone for the new set-up, and the com­
plete presentation went on the air in one 
block as from Monday last (February 
21). 

Included in the schedule are four out­
standing half-hour dramatic and human 
interest programs, scheduled at 2.30 p .m. 
on each of four days (Rockman 's 
" .Thursday at Three " fills the feature 
half-hour on that day); seven quarter­
hour features of unusual dramatic, his­
toric and musical interest; 13 new musi­
cal quarter-hours; and a . special half-

- One of the most interesting feature 
from the point of view of the eommerei:i 
radio industry, is that 2UW decided to 
go on the air with the complete set-u 
without first seeking sponsorship of i!. 
dividual programs. It was f elt that if 
pre-sponsorship were sought for the seve. 
ral features one by one, and that if thev 
went on the air only as they were sold, 
there would be a long time! lag before 
the complete schedule could be co-ordi­
nated into one whole presentation. The 
other way offered an immediate appeal 
to the Sydney afternoon audience, and an 
attraction of a complete program of new 
features. 

Incidentally, 2UW has described the 
innovation as ' 'a new deal in afternoon 
entertainment," and advertisers and 
agencies are being invited now to listen 
to the actual broadcasts of any of the 
new features in which they. might be in 
terested. 

"MUSIC WHILE YOU WORK" 

Another Unit to be Added to 
the "Choice of the People" 

\ 

Nearly every second letter that John 
Masters receives f rom listeners of the 
' ' Choice of the People'' programs, has a 
request that he should broadcas.t another 
'' choice'' program every day. Recently 
the pressure became too strong, when a 
few factories got together and put their 
request very strongly, and it was arrang· 
ed that a quarter-hour from 4.30 to 4.45 
should be added to the list of five daily 
half-hour programs. These sessions have 
built up a big following, not only in t~e 
factories but also in the homes of Vic· 
toria, and opening his daily mail is a 
job. of its own for Masters. "T~e 
Choice of the People'' has had a meteoric 
rise in popularity. About two yea;s a.go, 
3A W made a thorough investigation 
amongst the factories and found th~t 
there was a decided demand for " music 
while you work'' for the workers. They 
also found that the workers enjoyed the 
music in uninterrupted brackets of two 
or more records at once. The job of or· 
ganising and presenting the sessions ~as 
given to John Masters, who is somethmg 
of an authority on recorded music. ~e 
began by presenting the programs in 

· three half -hour brackets, at 9.30 a.m., 
10.30 a.m. and 11.30 · a.m., but it was 
only a matter of eight months and the 
demand for more ''choices'' became so 
insistent that the 2.30 p.m. and 3.30 p.Dl· 
brackets were included. These half-hou{s 
are still being broadcast, and with t . 1~ 
addition of the 4.30 quarter-hour, wi 
now make in all six sessions.

Reasoning that by the sheer force of

.Alllerica as well. 

What is organised advertising doing 
about that? Has a policy been formu­
lated? Is it ready to present to the Gov­
ernment a clean-cut plan for sponsored 
radio at home? Or will it be content-­
so long ·as the customary 10 per cent is 
safeguarded-to see a couple of million 
pounds or more of national advertisers' 
money go every year to France, Belgium 
and other Continental countries? The 
Treasury will not be able to lock up 
sterling forever. 

Advertisinig, in this respect, had better 
get busy for its own sake. If it does 
not act soon, the professional showmen 
are likely to step in first! 

What are the young advertising men 
and women going to say to . the Old 
Brigade-left to hold the fort-when 
they return from the battle:fronts and 
the factories? 

These yo:ung peopie will demand a 
reckoning and will see that they get it. 
They will ask wha.t plans have been 
made by advertising to meet the far­
reaching and fundamental chan,ges in our . 
industrial economy. 

Shall we weakly shrug our shoulders 
and tell them how hard we have been 
talking? Shall we make a virtue of con­
servatiSlll and senseless inactivity? Let' 
the Associations produce something. Even 
a bad plan is better than no plan at all. 
It may, at least, constitute a basis for 
something better.

"Outside of Canterbury, Rosehill and 
Moorefield, the only other course in use 
in Sydne3' at the moment is Randwick.

It's Women's Work 
with a Punch 

Women's associations and ''clubs,'' 
organised in close association with vari­
ous commercial . broadcasting stations 
throughout Australia are making tre­
mendous eonstr;iibutions, in both volun'. 
tary work for comforts and in hard cash 
raised for war and other charities. 

Not only in the big cities but in the 
small centres too the magnificient work 
of these groups goes on week after week 
and it is generally only at the end of ~ 
12 months' period when an annual stock­
taking is held that the sum total of all 
that has been achieved is silhouetted 
against that background of hard work 
and loyalty. 

One of the latest annual reports of 
one of these groups to hand is from the 
7EX Women's Association of Launces-
ton, Tasmania. · 

The report showed that the knitters had 
kept up a steady flow of garments for 
A.C.F. Four members had· regularly re. 
turned one garment per week. 

Magnificent work was done through the 
year by the camouflage netting group, One 
membe_r had returned one net a week. The 
first aid class ' proved successful and con­
tributed a substantial sum to the patriotic 
funds.

Trade Unionists Help Red 
cross with "The Magic 
penny" 

Behind the inauguration three months 
ago of ''The Magic Penny'' on Sundays 
~t 6.45 p.m. from 2KY, there is an in'. 
teresting story. 

Less than two years ago, Mr. W. G. 
'llahony, industrial organiser of the Aus­
tralian Red Cross Society, conceived the 
idea of placing a proposal before the 
local union leaders whereby unionists of 
N.S.W. could emulate the successful 
efforts of their fellow-workers in Britain 
in swelling the funds of the' Red Cross 
Society by weekly contributions of one 
penny. 

Mr. Mahony's proposal was sym· 
patheticall! receive~,, secretii:ries of the 
variouR umons promismg to give the mat­
ter their immediate attention. Conse­
quently, no time was lost by these live­
wire executives in placing the scheme 
before their members, who unanimously 
agreed to adopt the idea, and contribute 
Hd. weekly to the Red Cross. "The 
}\fagic Penny " was launched.

Kitson Explains Union's Attitude 

Following is a prepared statement by Mr. 
Frank Kitso.n , pre9ident of the Musicians' 
union, deal mg with the hold-up of an 
entertainment arranged for . the 113th A.G.H . 
on Sunday last:- / 

"The entertainment in question was 
organised by the Tivoli management, 
"ho, periodically gave entertainments on 
Sonday evenings at the 113th A.G.H. 
The musicians on all occasions have been 
paid for t heir services by t he manage­
ment. 

' 'A little before last Christmas Actors' 
Equity stated ' should the members of 
other organisations be paid fo.r their ser­
vices, members of Equity must be paid 
also.' 

" Musicians agree that actors should 
be paid for t heir services and consider 
that they should say so openly and not 
use the Musicians' Union as a catspaw 
to force their demands on the employer-. 

'' My organisation is of the opmion 
that the soldier is deserving of t he best 
of entertainment, and considers it should 
be paid for. In this, I am sure we are 
supported by all fair-minded people. 
There appears to be no more r eason for 
musicians giving free service than there 
is for trades people to donat e their goods. 

" The Musicians' Union, in common 
with Actors' E quity and allied interests, 
some considerable time back, decided 
that its members services should be paid 
for at award rates. Equity, in certain 
instances, has given services gratuit­
ously and is now aggrieved that Iilusi­
eians are being paid. 

''Owing to nume.rous demands on the 
services of musicians, a hard and f ast 
rule had to be adopted. The musicians 
p,re not seeking the work and desir e the 
night off. Entertainment for the troops 
in hospital can be supplied by army 
musicians at present being used in radio 
for the entertainment of civilians. 

" There is no objection. on t he part of 
the musicians to the actors demanding 
payment , but any hold up in the pro­
ceedings was due t o a change of front 
on their part. 

"We are quite sure that with a cor­
rect understanding of the position, the 
unionist s in hospital will uphold our at­
titude. 

" Musicians having worked six days of 
the week laboriously for two sh ows daily 
niuch prefer the Sunday off. ''
