KD WB Battles Phone Co. 
KDWB/IVEnneapols and the phone 

company managed to hang each 
other up in a series of skirmishes 
over the station's $1000-a-day give-
away contest. Northwestern Bell ori-
ginally filed an affidavit against 
KDWB using the station's lines for 
the promotion claiming that big 
money giveaways had completely 

blocked phone lines in the past. The 
court ruled in Bell's favor, but 
KDWB Senior Vice-President/Ge-
neral Manager Gary Stevens found 
a "perfectly legal" loophole in the 
phone company's regulations. and 
arranged to run the contest through 
a public phone booth. 
At issue, according to Stevens.

was Northwestern -Bell's refusal 
to install special equipment cap-
able of handling high-volume call-
ins without disrupting normal ser-
vice. The phone company claimed 
that installation and maintenance 
would cost upwards of half a mil-
lion dollars. but Stevens contend-
ed that Bell was exaggerating and 
that other radio stations have re-
ceived mass-calling equipment for 
contest purposes. 

When KDWB told listeners to 
call a phone booth number as part 
of the contest. four prefixes in the 
area were blown out of service, 
leaving customers without ser-
vice for up to half an hour. The 
phone company called KDWB back 
into court immediately. and a com-
promise was reached whereby the 
station adjusted its giveaway to 
UN ten times a day and took 
calls on its existing lines, reason-
ing that the lower cash figure 
would attract a more manage-
able volume of call-ins. The con-
troversy generated a rash of local 
press coverage and attracted the 
wire services as well -11 keeping 
KDWB in the public! ye. 

Stevens announced that KDWB 
will go before the Minnesota Public 
Service Commission to resolve the 
phone lines issue at a later date. 

Shaughnessy Names 
Pearl, Greenleigh For 
K100 Programming 
Billy Pearl and Tom Greenleigh 

have been named Managers, Pro-
gram Operations at K100/Los An-
geles, and assume control of pro-
gramming immediately.

unanimbusly voted not to give the 
album airplay.

WCAS Program Director Don 

Cohen told mot, "Most of the al-
bums that are damaging to the 
image of women are in the hard 
rock category. We are a soft AOR 
station. The Egan album is the 
first soft rock album to demean 
women in a long time. Each al-
bum will be voted on, in the fu-
ture, on a case by case basis. 
We feel that the music industry 
is not as aware as it should be of 
the ramifications of sexual stereo-
typing in both music and album 
covers. WCAS will not contribute 
to this situation by playing sexist 
music or any music contained 
within an album that projects sex-
ist images."

Civil Rights Groups Ask For FCC Probes Of EEO 

Petitions filed by a number of citizen's groups have lead a Washington D.C. Court of Appeals to 
tell the FCC to hold hearings on their Equal Opportunity complaints. The court reversed FCC dismissals 
of EEO complaints filed against KCBS/San Francisco, WTVR-AM-FM-TV/Richmond, and KONO/Sen Antonio. 
The three judge court panel told the Commission that they should play more attention to reasonable 
charges by minority groups when renewing licenses. According to the group petitioning against the 
WTVII renewal. out of 26 employees of both AM and FM facilities, none were Black, in a city of 
nearly 36% Black population. 

In a separate case, a group of civil rights organizations, represented by Citizens Communications 
Center in Washington, have asked the Commission to look into the equal employment records of 295 
radio and TV stations and 16 broadcast group headquarters nationwide. The informal complaint, if 
accepted by the FCC, allows the groups to do more research into the hiring practices of the stations. 
Among the groups appealing to the Commission are the NAACP and the National Organization for Women. 

Screen Gems Radio Exec VP Retires 
Effective immediately, Screen Gems Radio Stations' Executive VP Emil Mogul will retire from 

his position. Assuming Mogul's duties of overseeing broadcast operations will be the company's VP/GM, 
Wynn Alby. Screen Gems owns WYDE/Birmingham and W WVA-AM-FM/Wheeling. Mogul joined the Columbia 
Pictures Industries' subsidiary in 1972, and has been active in broadcasting for nearly 45 years. 

Maryland Station License Revoked 
An FCC administrative law judge has declined to renew the license of WE-I-I./Ocean City, Maryland. 

The judge noted that the station had violated several FCC rules and regulations, and "lacked candor" 
with the Commission. 

Chattanooga Stations To Bloomington Broadcasting 
An agreement has been signed to allow Turner Communications Corp. to sell WG0W-INYNO/Chattanooga 

to Bloomington Broadcasting Corp. for an undisclosed price. The sale is subject to FCC approval.  ' 

NAB Report Predicts Radio Surge 
Radio stations' profits will soar in the next decade, as well as sales of radios, according to a study 

done for the National Association of Broadcasters released recently. The six month survey predicts 
a total number of radios in use by 1985 of 560 million, approximately 2.4 per person. Also predicted 
is a huge jump in industry revenues, as much as 85% to $3.2 billion. Although competitive forces such 
as cable radio and satellite use were taken into consideration in the study, radio will keep its healthy 
share of profits with FM signals' share of revenues taking 42.6% of the industry's business by 1985. 
Expenses will also be on the rise, anticipated to reach a 79% increase by that year. Projections for radio 
audience are that quarter hour listening will go up to 34 million, an increase of 5 million from 1976. 

"Energy Saving Ace Hardware, 
Nationwide radio buys will support Ace Hardware's latest advertising campaign. The company will 

zero in on the fact that their hardware stores are "Energy Saving Centers," with the "helpful hardware 
men" able to give consumers advise on heating and cooling aids, gas and electricity conservation 
and water savings. TV spots have already been kicked off, with radio and print ads to follow. 

Gillette Tries To "Shave" Competition 
A $7 million-plus advertising budget will introduce Gillette's newest innovation in the shaving market. 

their "Atra" twin blade system. Atra features a pivoting action that conforms to the skin while shaving. 
While still pouring millions into ads for their disposable "Good News" razor. Gillette is touting Atra 
as "a quantum leap forward into shaving," and will heavily back up media buys with introductory 
rebate offers, coupons and co-op ads.

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The FCC 
[So You Can Understand It] 
Report On Recent Develop! nelit 

At FCC 
Following a relatively slow February, the FCC was extremely 

active in the month of March, 1977, and issued a vast array of significant 
if not landmark, rulings (as well as being involved in several important 
court decisions), that will substantially affect the regulation and opera-
tions of almost all entities, including Broadcasting and CATV, under 
its Regulatory Jurisdiction. Only brief references to the most important 
of these, would include the following: 

FCC Repeals Many Radio Network Hides 

And Issues Policy 
The FCC has, after comprehensively reviewing its Network Radio 

Regulations, repealed most of its Radio Network Rules operative since 
1941. Its new Rules include a specific definition of a "network" for 
the first time. The FCC alsomodified its Rules regarding the filing 
of Network Agreements, including for the frist time to require the filing 
ofonly those agreements whereby thenetwork furnishes programming 
to affiliated stations at least 5 days each week during 8 months or 
more of the year. Stations will also be required to file copies of 
Notices of Termination of Affiliations. The deadline for all such filings 
will be September 1, 1977. FCC alsohere repealed its prior "Dual 
Network" Rule andits "Small Market Policy" which had restricted 
use of material from the same Network by more than one station in 
a given market. 

'FCC Declines Quantitive Standards For Re, iewal Hearings 
The FCC has declined to adopt quantitative guidelines for es-

tablishing "substantial program service" in certain program cate-
gories by a Renewal Applicant involved in a comparative hearing. 
FCC reaffirmed its earlier announcement of what appears to be a 
new Renewal Application policy to the effect that any substantial pro-
gram performance above the mediocre level barely warranting a 
renewal. would raise a reasonable expectation of renewal of an existing 
license wholly apart from comparative criteria and their comparative 
evaluation. 

FCC Cautions A M Stations On Directional 

Antenna Monitors 

. FCC 'concluded that it would not extend the previously announced 
June 1 deadline for AM stations with directional antenna systems to 
install mandatory type-approved monitors that are now apparently 
available in good supply. As such. FCC also stated it would not grant 
waivers to stations failing to meet such deadline. 

Court Remands Pay Cable Rulemaking 
- The U.S. Court of Appeals has ordered the FCC to review its 
Regulation which limited the programming which "pay cable" could 
offer to the public for a per-program or per-channel charge. The 
Court literally held there was no evidence to support the need for FCC 
regulation of pay cable. Therefore, it now appears that the FCC's 
pay cable rules have been voided, and that the FCC is in a "twilight 
zone" of uncertainty as to pay cable regulation although a likely 
FCC appeal of the Court's ruling may help "clear the air." 

FCC Amends Multiple O wnership Rules On Regiona l 

Concentration 
FCC has amended its Multiple Ownership Rules in a relatively 

new area of a•defined regional concentration prohibiting the acquisition 
of a station that would result in common ownership of :3 broadcast 
stations where any 2 are within 100 miles of the third and if there 
will be a "primary service contour overlap" (as defined by FCC) 
of any of the stations. At the same time. FCC also initiated a Rule-
making proceeding ( in place of the rule it had earlier accepted) to 
amend rules to allow a party owning up to 100% of a station to acquire 
up to a 10% "passive stock interest" in each of several stations or 
newspapers which could not be commonly controlled under the Multiple 
Ownership Rules. It's outcome could well change a major part of the 
FCC's entire multiple ownership situation.

FCC Adopts "Sunshine Act" Rules And Procedures 
The FCC has adopted new rules to implement the "Government 

in the Sunshine Act." The Act requires Federal Agency meetings to 
be open to the public. Under the new rules, every portion of a meeting 
of the Commission will be open unless it concludes it would be likely to 
disclose certain sensitive information when it can and will be closed as 
in the past. 

FCC Lists Its Rules Most Frequently Violated 
FCC, after analyzing its many Violation Notices over the years 

has listed the following areas as those most often violated by Broadcast-
ers: (a) modulation levels; (b) operating power; (C) remote control 
operation; (d) indicating instruments; (e) equipment performance 
measurements; (1) operator requirements; and (g) EBS. Licensees 
are reminded to monitor these particular elements (as well as con-
ventional others) so as to head off FCC Violation Notices in the future. 

New And More Demanding FCC EE() Guidelines 
The FCC has recently announced new and more demanding "Rule-

of-Thumb" guidelines for reviewing Renewal Applications from the 
standpoint of their proposed, Equal Employment Opportunity Pro-
grams. Briefly stated, Renewal Applicants whose minority and/or 
female employees total less than half of their respective percentages 
In the local labor force, will be reviewed on that basis by FCC staff. 
The revised criteria also looks toward at least 25% of minorities-
women being In the top four job categories of the EEOC Report. 
Those stations with a "passive" (rather than an "active") EEO 
Program, and an inadequate explanation for failing to meet these 
standards, will have their applications referred to the full Commission 
for consideration, and whatever action or sanctions are believed 
,appropriate. This may cover a great many more stations than FCC 
anticipates or is prepared to deal with effectively. 

FCC Declines To Hold Hearing After Adverse EEOC 
Determination 

In a rather surprising holding -considering the prior item, the 
Fcc has declined to designate a Renewal Hearing although the EEOC 
itself had found cause to believe that the licensee had engaged in 
"racial discrimination." FCC held that parties were still in the con-
ciliatory stages of EEOC processes,and an FCC hearing would, there-
fore, be premature. 

FCC "Indeceny" Ruling Reversed By Court 
The U.S. Court of Appeals has reversed the FCC's most recent 

and basic obscenity ruling by holding that a George Carlin monologue 
recording broadcast over WBAI/New York City, was not indecent 
and not prohibited by Federal Law. The Court stated the FCC ruling 
specifying a certain limited number of "dirty words" that were not 
to be used by broadcasters would inhibit the free exchange of ideas 
and that the FCC's action amounted to censorship, prohibited by 
Section 326 of the Communications Act. 

FCC Extends Effective Date Of New AM/FM 
Non-Duplication Rules 

The FCC has extended from May 1st to June 1st the Effective 
Date of its new AM-FM Non-Duplication Rules, adopted several months 
ago. It did so because the May 1st date fell in the middle of a 
Rating Period, and was thereby likely to cause problems and con-
fusions due to program changes, etc. At the same time, FCC granted 
full or partial waivers of these new Rules, usually justified on the 
basis of financial or technical reasons to 18 of the 19 AM-FM com-
binations which sought them. They were, however, granted only through 
the current license period, and whether to be extended in the future 
is problematic,and remains to be seen.
