He doesn’t have a stereotyped AOR
background, but his knowledge of
music transcends that.

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SENATE VOTES EXTRA THREE WEEKS

WASHINGTON REPORT

Daylight Savings
Extension: Another
Blow To AM?

The U.S. Senate last week voted to start daylight sav-
ings time (DST) three weeks earlier each spring. Instead
of beginning the last Sunday of April, DST will start on the
first Sunday of April, if the bill becomes law.

In effect, that means it will stay
dark for an extra hour each morn-
ing for three weeks in April. And
that impact has many AM broad-
casters — especially daytimers —
concerned about the loss of morn-
ing drivetime audience. The extra
hour of airtime at night appears to
be little or no consolation,

The Chairman of NAB’s Daytim-
ers Committee, David Palmer of
WATH & WXTQ/Athens, had this
reaction: “The FCC fully ap-
preciates the major problem this
legislation will cause many AM
daytimers. We’re talking about los-
ing three or four weeks of prime
mormning drivetime hours to read-
Jjust for this new provision. It will
be a major burden to many of us.”

NAB Radio Board Chairman
John Dille 11T added, ‘“We regret
that Congress supports this legisla-
tion. The new law would authorize
the FCC to make power and opera-
ting adjustments that may be per-
mitted under existing treaties. We
hope the Commission will take note
of this (legislative) language.”

FCC Says
No Relief Possible

Dille was referring to a section of
the bill authorizing the FCC to help
daytimers to the extent possible
under international AM treaties.
But Jonathan David of the FCC
says, “That’s a piece of generosity
we can'’t use.”

According to David, the FCC has
already done everything it can for
daytimers under existing treaties,
and it’s impossible to increase their

power during the extra hour of
morning darkness in April.

Most daytimers are permitted to
signon at 6am under what’s known
as Pre-Sunrise Authority (PSA).
However, they remain at extreme-
ly low power until local sunrise to
avoid causing interference to more
powerful, distant outlets on their
channels. Thus, a three-week ex-
tension of DST will force daytimers
to remain at minimal power for
three extra weeks.

Wychor Pledges
Continued Fight

Jim Wychor of KWOA/Woerthing-
ton, MN, who headed the Daytime
Broadcasters Association until it
merged with NAB, said he was sur-
prised to hear the FCC can’t help.
He pointed out that in 1973, when
DST became permanent during the
energy crisis, all daytimers were
allowed at least 50 watts pre-
sunrise. If the Commission won't
help, he vowed, daytimers will
seek additional relief on Capitol
Hill.

Said Wychor, “This may be nice
for folks on the East and West

Coasts who want to spend an extra
hour on the golf course at night.
But it's a disaster for people in the
middle of the country. Kids will be
getting on school buses in the dark
for an extra three weeks."”
Wychor added that fulltime di-
rectional stations will be hurt be-
cause they won't be able to shift to
daytime patterns for an extra hour.

House-Senate
Differences Pending

Before it becomes law, the Sen-
ate bill must be reconciled with a
measure the House passed last
year. In addition to three weeks in
the spring, the House bill would ex-
tend DST for another week in the
fall, until the first Sunday in No-
vember.

Proponents of extending Day-
light Savings Time argue that hav-
ing more daylight on April eve-
nings will cut down on crime, ener-
gy consumption, and traffic acei-
dents. The change was vigorously
pushed by interests that benefit
from outdoor leisure activities, such
as the tourism and sporting goods
industries.

NEWS BRIEFS

Auxiliary Congestion
Feared At Statue Of
Liberty Dedication

Fearing that New York City's auxiliary
frequencies might be overloaded when
the Statue of Liberty is rededicated on
July 4, the FCC is requiring broadcast-
ers to sign up for auxiliary broadcast-
ing.

Normal rules allow stations to use
auxiliary channels for up to 720 hours
annually without getting FCC permis-
sion. But those rules are being sus-
pended for the Liberty ceremony, just
as they were at the 1984 summer
Olympics in Los Angeles, and at the
1984 presidential conventions.

From June 25 to July 7, auxiliary
spectrum within 25 miles of Miss Lib-
erty will be doled out by the New York
Metropolitan Area Frequency Coord-
inating Committee. Broadcasters
seeking access to those channels
should contact Lawrence Solow of
CBS (212-975-1776) or James Durst
at the FCC (202-634-6307).

NRB Counters ‘‘Phony

O’Hair Rumor’’

The National Religious Broadcast-
ers (NRB) has added its voice to those
seeking to quash the rumor that the
FCC is threatening to stamp out religi-
ous radio and television programming.

Since the false rumor got started
over a decade ago, the Commission
has received millions of calls and let-
ters in opposition. NRB says churches
across the country continue to distrib-
ute form letters about the nonexistent
initiative, “setting off a new wave of
rumors."”

NRB Executive Director Ben Arm-
strong said in a recent statement,
‘Please assure everyone that the FCC
is not considering any regulation to re-
strict religious broadcasting.”

The apparent genesis of the phe-
nomenon was a 1974 petition asking
the FCC to freeze applications by relig-
ious institutions for educational radio
and TV channels. That idea was unani-

mously turned down by the Commis-
sion in 1975

The false rumors blame the alleged
threat to religious programming on
Madalyn Murray O'Hair, the woman
credited with taking prayer out of the
classroom.

RTNDA Survey Says
Radio News Makes
Money

An RTNDA survey of news opera-
tions at 405 radio stations indicates
that 41% make money for the station,
46% are breaking even and only 14%
are losing money.

RTNDA Research Director Dr. Ver-
non Stone explained, "News staffs of
three or more were somewhat more
likely than smaller staffs to be operating
in the black with news. Small radio
news staffs in large or major markets
were |ess likely than others to be mak-
ing a profit.”

Stone noted a 1984 NAB survey
showing one of every three radio sta-
tions losing money, compared to one in
seven news operations in the latest
RTNDA study.  Stone concluded
“News appears to be doing better than
other programming in local radio. in-
vestments in news tend to be sound in-
vestments.

"Hiring qualified newspeople and
paying them professional salaries might
turn finances around at some of the ra-
dio stations where news is now losing
money or just breaking even

“Nude’” Beer Is Back

“Nude” beer, the brand whose
every bottle boasts a scratch-off
topless model, is mounting a
comeback this summer. The first
batch of sexy suds, a product of
the Irvine, CA-based Golden
Beverage Company, went down
the drain in 1983, when the Cali-
fornia Department of Alcoholic
Beverage Control held up distribu-
tion because of objections to the
label

This time, however, the label
has been approved by the federal
Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco &
Firearms, and the self-proclaimed
"full-bodied brew” should be
available in Southern California li-
quor stores within the next six
weeks. If the demand for the top-
less hops holds up, the provoca-
tive six-packs will expand into
Arizona and Nevada in the near
future

To meet the rigid federal stan-
dards, the company claims to have
spent $25,000 subjecting the
bosomy beverage’s labels to
various environmental tests in
order to assure the scratch-off
labels would not peel off or be
otherwise damaged by cold or
heat.

Meanwhile, the company has
also reformulated the Nude beer
formula. The new, improved pro-
duct will be brewed by the Mex-
ican firm of Cerveceria Cuahte-
moc, which is also responsible for
the Bohemia, Brisa, Carta Blanca,
and Tecate brands.

Initial distribution of the con-
troversial thirst-quencher will total
20,000 cases, sold in black and
gold six-packs and priced at
around $4. What's more, the com-
pany plans to change the labels on

the bottles approximately every six
weeks — exact dates will be kept
secret so distributors won't hold
up orders waiting for the next
model.

According to Advertising Age,
the firm is also considering putting
additional pictures of nude models
inside the bottlecaps and staging a
"collect the entire series” promo-
tion. But no, the slogan will not be
“Pick up a case of 'Nudes,’
dudes.”

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A Challenge To Radio Media Buying

It's no secret to the radio industry that sizable adver-
tising dollars spell success. A healthy portion of these dol-
lars is controlled by agency media buyers. They buy radio
time based on the market share and ratings from the *bi-

ble’ of the trade, the Arbitron book.

When fluctuations oceur in these
ratings. or new criteria are devel-
oped, we get a domino effect that
influences the entire industry. I've
kept a close eye on Arbitron during
the many years I've been in radio

testing, expanding and. at times.
challenging its methodologies.

As a result, I think I've come up
with a new way to evaluate the re-
lationship of *'time spent listening”
and “places spent listening” that
stretches conventional theory. The
basis for my proposal comes from
Arbitron Information on Demand
(AID), which is available to radio
stations but not necessarily to
media buyers.

Places Of Listening

T've been after Arbitron for a
number of years to elaborate fur-
ther on certain ratings categories,

- particularly in “places of listen-

ing.” They provide this now
through AID. I strongly believe
that radic media buyers are going
to be very interested in this places-
of-listening information, and I
think it will change the complexion
of media buying.

One of the most important ele-
ments to look at when buying radio
time for any station is the three
places of listening — the “home.”
the “car,” and “other.” Each of
these three places differs in the
amount of audience it commands
and the time spent listening.

Arbitron has just recently start-
ed supplying us with the ratings for
home, car and other. Before, all we
got were home and out-of-home,
the latter combining car and other.

The car place of listening, accor-
ding to the ATD run, has the most
audience, up to 2% times more peo-
ple listening, but with the least
time spent. So it has the least in-
fluence on the quarter-hour in the
Arbitron book (*). At the opposite
end of the spectrum is the other
category, which has the least au-

dience, but the most time spent
listening. So it commands much
greater influence on the quarter-
hour. The third category, in-home,
falls somewhere between these
two.
A New Twist
With Arbitron’s former method,
car and other were lurnped togeth-
er in the out-of-home category,
showing a combined rating. This
makes very little sense, consider-
ing they’re opposite in arnount of
audience and time spent listening
— really two different animals.
How could Arbitron possibly come
up with accurate figures?

RATINGS AND RESEARCH

Understanding the relationship
of the average quarter-hour rating
in each of the three categories is a
new twist for radio media buyers.
Traditionally. they have bought the
quarter-hour off ratings points. us-
ing the Arbitron ranking to get this
information. But the Arbitron
ranking is actually made up of the
three places of listening. If you add
the quarter-hour for all three
places of listening, it equals the Ar-
bitron average quarter-hour.

If a buyer continues to buy just
off the overall Arbitron ranking,
then he or she will not be know-
ledgeable about the three places of
listening rankings and, subse-
quently, where and to what degree
the audience is listening.

Let’s say a buyer purchases time
on Station X, which is ranked third
in Arbitron. By picking one of the
top three stations, the buyer as-
sumes he’s getting the best au-
dience spread. But then the buyer
looks at the breakdown for the
three places of listening for Station
X and how they’re ranked. He finds
Station X ranks first in other, fifth
in car, and tenth in home. This
buyer assumed he was safe in buy-
ing Station X and that he would get
the best results for his client's
dollars. But indeed what he's
bought is a station that's first in
other, which is the category that
has the least amount of audience.
and only fifth in car, which is the
category that has the most au-
dience. So this supposedly savvy
buyer isn't really hitting the target.

Balanced Buys

The point is. simply, you don’t
really know what you're buying if
you just stick to the overall Ar-
bitron quarter-hour ranking. You
have to look deeper. You have to
look at the breakdown in the three
places of listening. This is what I
mean when I say “balanced buy.”
My goal is to provide buyers with
this additional information from
AID, so they can make better bal-
anced buys.

How will buyers feel about this
new information? When I present-
ed it to some New York and Los
Angeles huyers, they were very en-
thusiastic. They felt there would be
tremendous advantages to ranking
the three places of listening since
they would be able to see how sta-
tions compare in the major geo-
graphical markets. Up to this
point, they’ve had no way of know-
ing the percentage of audience in
these three categories.

These rankings will eliminate
the guesswork in network buys,
which was one of their primary
concerns. Each time a buyer eval-
uates various stations in the major
markets, he or she can refer back
to the rankings in these three
places of listening. Thus. the buys
will be more accurate, better
balanced, and more effective for
the client.

The only negative I see is that it
may take buyers a little more time,
because they now have three rank-
ings instead of one to consider. But
I think it's worth the time tradeoff,
since they’ll be able to assess the

average quarter-hour in the home,
car, and other. Most buyers use
rankings to put together a buy. I
suggest they rank according to the
demo they want and create three
rankers — the home, car, and
other — instead of one.

Sometime in 1987, with the rede-
sign of the ratings reports, Ar-
bitron should have the places of
listening information in its book
and available to media buyers.

As far as future projects, a num-
ber of us would like to see Arbitron
break out the other category more
thoroughly.

We really don’t know what is in
the other. suspecting. for the most
part, that it covers time spent
listening in the office. But it could
be time spent on the street, at the
beach, in restaurants, retail stores,
and so forth. It's imperative that
we know what's in this category,
because it scores so high on the
average quarter-hour and. conse-
quently, heavily influences media
buying.

* Quarter-Hour/Average Quar-
ter-Hour Persons — The estimated
number of persons wha listened to
a station for a minimum of five
minutes within a quarter-hour. The
estimate is the average of the
reported listening in the total
number of quarter-hours the sta-
tion was on the atr during a report-
ed daypart.

* Average Quarter-Hour Rating
— The average quarter-hour per-
sons expressed as a percentage of
the universe.

The Case For News:
A Network Viewpoint

September 27, 1985. Hurricane Gloria sweeps up the
Eastern Seaboard, preceded by dire warnings about the
worst killer storm in decades. At 6:30am, WNBC-TV/New
York begins continuous coverage. They bring in their reg-
ular anchors and go wall-to-wall with live local and net-
work remotes. WCBS-TV and WABC-TV later (much la-
ter) go into continuous coverage, but it’s too late. By then
WNBC-TV “owns” the story and cleans up in the ratings.

None of this is too surprising if
you know anything about WNBC-
TV News Director Jerry Nach-
man. He cut his teeth in radio
news, specifically all-News radio.

Never mind that Gloria turned
out to be less than feared; WNBC-
TV owned that story that day. This
concerns me and it should concern
anybody who cares about the fu-
ture of radio.

In any previous case I can recall,
the story would have been owned
by one of the all-News radio sta-
tions in town — WINS or WCBS.
Occasionally they would get a chal-
lenge from information-oriented
radio stations which would break
format and stay with a hot story
wallto-wall — but at least it was
radio.

Falling Behind?

At stake here is a fundamental
audience impression about the
radio industry — both AM and FM
— that includes all formats. For
years broadcasters had well-
deserved bragging rights over
print competitors when polls asked
people, “Where do you get most of
your news?" (“Television.”) and
“Where do you get your news
first?” (“Radio.”) But in 1984 a
controversial Magid study com-
missioned by the Radio-Television
News Directors Association claim-
ed television had replaced radio as
the source for getting news first.
Some other surveys recently seem
to suggest that radio has lost its im-
age as the source for getting news
first.

Radio hasn'’t lost that image yet,
but there’s a clear and present
danger. Why do I state that radio
hasn't lost this image despite the
Magid survey and other indica-
tions? I'll deal with that point in a
moment; first, let’s look at the
clear and present danger.

In practically every major and
medium market in the United
States, local television stations
have become more aggressive and
more willing to go into instant news
coverage; so have the network
television news operations. Con-
trast this with radio’s coverage of a
recent gas leak scare at a Union
Carbide plant in Charleston, WV.
Local authorities charged that one

* of the reasons it took so long to get

out the alert was that it was Sun-
day morning and not one of the
radio stations in the area had a
newsperson available. Remember
that Pear]l Harbor happened on a
Sunday morning too.
Less Is More

For decades a radio reporter on
the scene of a big story needed no
more equipment than a pocket full
of dimes. Television had film that
needed developing; stories were
seen hours, if not days, after they
had been heard on radio. Then
came satellites and videotape and
microwave, Soon satellite trucks
will be commonplace in local tele-
vision operations. This incredible
revolution in electronic journalism
means that television news can do
almost everything radio news has
been doing since the Hindenburg
disaster. But as television news
hustles more, local radio stations
too often fail to compete; they are
in danger of losing by default.

I believe that radio has not yet
lost its image of being the source
for hearing news first, and sharing

that same belief is NBC VP/Ra-
dio Research Nick Schiavone. “It’s
not a question of television vs.
radio,” he says. “It’s more a mat-
ter of some researchers not being
able to tell time.” Nick points to
media research that convincingly
shows radio to be the dominant
broadcast medium between 6am-
Spm. “People take a utilitarian ap-
proach to media,” he says. “Since
media usage varies by time of day,
one cannot understand the impor-
tance of radio’s role as a news
medium by asking a single, sim-
plistic question in a survey about
people’s first source of news.
Minimally, the question ought to
be asked by daypart and when that
has been asked properly, radio’s
prominence as a news source for
two-thirds of the average person’s
day is underscored.”

A Few Pointers
When big news occurs, do you

want to give your audience a rea-
son to turn off the radio? If not, the

* You need a network to support
and supplement your local news ef-
fort. Very few networks try to pro-
gram local radio stations; most are
flexible and allow you to use as
much or as little network program-
ming as makes sense for your
needs. There are lots of news net-
works available; it’s a buyer’s
market. If nothing else, network
news is an insurance policy for
those earth-shattering stories. In
the past few months alone we have
seen three major events: the Soviet
nuclear plant meltdown, the bomb-
ing of Libya, and the space shuttle
tragedy. Just make sure the net-
work you pick had reporters in
Libya as the bombs fell, in the
Soviet Union when the nuclear
plant exploded, and at Cape Canav-
eral when the Challenger blew
apart. Otherwise you get im-
mediacy without the drama of

presence and location.

o If you make the two above
commitments, don’t keep it a se-
cret. Most stations won’t go wall-
to-wall when a major story breaks.
But it is important to assure your
listeners that they’ll hear new de-
velopments without having to turn
the dial . . . or even turn to televi-
sion or cable.

Sure, I'd like to see radio stations
do a lot more. I'd like to see them
carry network newscasts around
the clock and staff local news-
rooms for most of the day, seven
days a week. And I believe I can
make viable business and pro-
gramming arguments for doing so.
But these three suggestions I've
outlined represent a minimal com-
mitment that I think almost every
radio station ought to make for the
good of radio as an industry.

following recomir tions apply,
regardless of your format:

* You need a local news pres-
ence. The key hours are 6am-5pm
weekdays, when radio is the domi-
nant medium. Ideally, you would
have a newsperson available on a
beeper to come in when big news
breaks in the evenings or on
weekends, but at the very least you
need that news presence from
6am-5pm weekdays.

In a delicious
twist of irony, there comes a time
when keeping up with what is hap-
pening to your group will cause you
to expose the very thing that

A Neat Twist For
A Hot Idea

One of the basic tenets of “brain-
storming,” as devised by James
Proctor at Goucher College in
Maryland, is modifying an existing
successful idea to make it work for
your product or service. Phil Rap-
paport, Director/Advertising &
Promotion at WWNK-AM & FM/
Cincinnati, took those little yellow
signs you see in the back window of
virtually every car on the road and
modified it for station promo pur-
poses. It looks neat, carries a sta-
tion message, and can be employed
in lieu of perishable bumper
stickers for license plate promo-
tions.

Hitchhiking — Another
Way To Win

Not that I wanted this page to
turn into a ‘“‘brainstorming” testi-
monial, but another of the basics
was “hitchhiking” and that's ex-
actly what WRQC/Cleveland did
recently. As you are aware, the ci-
ty had been lobbying hard to be
the official site for the “Rock &
Roll Hall of Fame.” In order to fur-
ther attract attention to the city’s
proposal and draw a little reflected
glory to itself, the station decided
to stage the “World’s Longest Rock
and Roll Concert” and break the
Guinness world record in the pro-
cess. Appropriately, they got the
band Cleveland and rocked out for
100 hours and 26 minutes, making
history and attracting a lot of press
attention.

Not only did WRQC generate na-
tional interest, but the station/band
was the recipient of one of only two
“Contribution of Excellence”
awards ever given by the Greater
Cleveland Growth Association.
TIronically, this massive effort was
the last major promotion geared to
the “Hall of Fame” acquisition ef-
fort (the proceeds went fo the
Cleveland Foundation).

Did it help? Promotion Director
Tracy Benson reported that upon
hearing of the event, the Hall of
Fame selection committee in New
York informed WRQC, “OK,
Cleveland has the Hall of Fame —
you can stop now.” The moral: find
an effort that’s going to get a lot of
press attention and attach yourself
to it — you can’t lose!

A New Tool From NAB

I'm sure your station gets a lot of
requests for presentations. You
might even have a “speakers bur-
eau” that provides personalities or
management personnel for that

purpose. If you do, what do they
present? Is it a tired old sales pitch
written years ago, or do they go out
and ad-lib the latest information
about radio? You might like to
know that the NAB has devised a
neat, 24-minute taped pitch on our
medium called “The Mind Connec-
tion,” which is, incidentally, going
to be featured in NAB Sr. VP/Ra-
dio David Parnigoni’s session at
the upcoming BPME Seminar.

“Amadeus’’ Becomes

Electronic music fills the airwaves. Where once elec-

MIDI - the Musical Instrument
Digital Interface — is the key to
this phenomenon.

A recording
studio with an arsenal of state-of-
the-art MIDI gear has a definit

of paper rolls, the computer uses
digital memory. As the musician
plays, the sequencer memorizes
every note and every alteration he
makes to the sound. Individual
tracks are overdubbed and edited
until every detail is perfect. long
before anything is actually put on
tape.

On command. the computer
plays back all the instruments live,
with each track in perfect syn-
chromzatlon For electronic
scores, this technique means the
elimination of conventional tape

edge in the competitive business of
syndicated music production.

How does MIDI work? In 1983
several major American and Jap-
anese synthesizer manufacturers
formally agreed on MIDI as a
standard interface for intercon-
necting their equipment. Before
then, compatibility among brands
was virtually nonexistent. Most

overdubbing. Every mixd can
be first generation. The result is a
very crisp. clean sound with very
little tape hiss and an incredible
range. Even with the addition of
vocals and guitars, the difference
between MIDI recording and tape
recording is at least as impressive
as the difference between LPs and
CDs.

*“A lot of stations have tried to fill
the need by going to a music store
and trading out a small synthesi-
zer. That's a pretty naive ap-
proach. but sometimes it’s an ap-
proach of desperation. Unless you
have a person on the staff who is a
good musician to begin with, you
don’t really get the full range of
possibilities.” Besides, he”points
out, experimenting wih new equip-
ment takes too much time. Hiring
the services of a syndicator, in
most cases. makes more sense
than the do-it-yourself approach.

Dream Academy:

Getting Into The Act

Dream Academy’s Nick Laird-Clowes in his pop clowes with the Act and
currently

Dream Academy, with an unusual blend of psychedel-
ic trappings and a melodic bent so pronounced that AC has
warmly accepted the trio, would seem to have sprung out
of nowhere. But just as sober synth-poppers. Tears For
Fears are descended from the mod-styled pop band
Graduate, Dream Academy leader Nick Laird-Clowes
served his apprenticeship in a guitar-jangling pop-rock

group called the Act.

The Act had an album released
in the U.S. on Hannibal Records in
1981, as well as a British single call-
ed “Too Late For 20.” Little impact
was detected in this country (or
Britain, for that matter), and the
band broke up.

Laird-Clowes was resilient, how-
ever. and apparently has a knack
for associating with rock notables.
Beside the well-documented pro-
duction association with David

Gilmour on the Dream Academy
LP, Laird-Clowes also studied
songwriting with Paul Simen.
He's also worked with noted pop
producer Alan Tarney (producer of
the current “Love Parade” as well
as A-Ha and past Leo Sayer and
Cliff Richard hits), and has cover-
ed, on a UK single, a song by the
avant-garde guitar band the
Smiths, as well as a version of the
Beatles’ “Things We Said Today.”
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zed on Island (where he remains)
in 1974 and established himself as a
distinctive and wide-ranging solo
artist.

Palmer always wrote much of
his material {(“Addicted To Love”
is self-composed), but also adapted
songs from all over the place —
Southern R&B (“‘Sneakin’ Sally
Through The Alley”), reggae
(“Pressure Drop”), even calypso
(“Man Smart Woman Smarter”).
He also rocked out, even before his
1978 breakthrough hit, Moon Mar-
tin’s “Bad Case Of Loving You.” A
live promo-only album has him
alertly covering “Kid” by the Pre-
tenders, while he also collaborated
with Gary Numan and contributed
one of the most notable early
synth-pop records, “Johnny &
Mary” (a worldwide, though not
American, hit).

Palmer covered the Persuaders’
“Some Guys Have All The Luck”
long before Rod Stewart had a pop
hit (or Louise Mandrell had a coun-
try hit) with it, and has maintained
a sharp eye for adaptable Black/
Urban hits, covering the System’s
“You Are In My System,” Kool &
The Gang’s “Take My Heart,” and
most recently Cherrelle’s “I Didn’t
Mean To Turn You On.” At the
same time he’s covering current
songs and writing his own hits, he’s
also looking back further than ever
(the title track of his current “Rip-
tide” LP dates back over 50 years,
and he did his best Little Richard
covering “All Around The World”
for the “Explorers” soundtrack).

“Addicted To Love” (originally
planned as a duet with Chaka
Khan) is Palmer’s first No. 1. but
he looks set to continue for some
time.

Sure enough, it was the same
song. This version would almost
serve as a demo for the hit, being
accompanied solely by a strum-
med electric guitar, but you can’t
mistake that voice. I played it for
Jeff Green, and he nailed it, I think,
saying it sounded like early Neil
Young.

“Holding Back The Years” was
atypical for the Frantic Elevators,
who were normally more fast-
paced. When Hucknall formed
Simply Red, “Holding Back” was
the follow-up to their successful
British debut, a cover of the Valen-

To recall Precious Wilson, currently on the Black/Ur-

ban charts with “I’ll Be Your Friend,” requires a tenaci-
ous memory for late-’70s disco remakes, a quality not
universally found in even the most erudite music scholars.
Wilson was lead singer in the German-based group Erup-
tion, who had a minor hit with a thoroughly discofied ren-
dition of Ann Peebles’s “I Can’t Stand The Rain” in 1978 on
Ariola, around the time that label was scoring much more
dramatically with a disco remake of “Knock On Wood” by
another European-based singer, Amii Stewart.
Eruption started in 1974, and be-

came a project of German pro-
ducer Frank Farian, whose big
group was Boney M, a huge Euro-
pean disco-pop act, and who re-
cently assembled the Far Corpora-
tion, whose remake of “‘Stairway
To Heaven” materialized recently
on Arista.

Under Farian’s tutelage, Wilson
left Eruption after “I Can’t Stand
The Rain” and a subsequent al-
bum, and went solo with a version
of Sam & Dave’s “Hold On I'm
Comin’,” which also appeared in
“‘special guest” status on a Boney
M LP. Wilson made a couple of Eu-
ropeanrrelease solo LPs and a

number of singles, some new ma-
terial and some covers like William
Bell’s “Every Day Will Be Like A
Holiday” and “I Need You,” which
under the title “Everybody Needs
Somebody To Love” was recorded
by Solomon Burke, Wilson Pickett,
and the Rolling Stones.

A typical attribute of European
disco acts is their bizarre costum-
ery. and while I've provided a pret-
ty radical example. I only wish I
had the space to show you a few
more of the ultrafashionable crea-
tions foisted on Ms. Wilson, now
decked out in more conventional
style in her current photo.

Giving The Gift Of Music

When two new releases crossed my desk recently,
“Stars” by Hear’N Aid and “We Got The Love” by JAM
’86, I felt it was time for an update about the various rec-
ords made for good causes since Bob Geldof organized
“Do They Know It’s Christmas?"” 15 months ago. I not only
wanted to point out how our industry continues to confound
those who said charity would be “last year’s thing,” but
also to document how much money has been raised and by

whom.

On the other hand, several other
stations did parody the Middle
East leader.

Barsky, John Thomas, and Kit
Paraventi created another version
of “Khadaffi Sucks,” using Rick
Dees’s “Disco Duck.”

Programmers Forum—Part One

Earlier this year, I asked
several consultants and a
corperate programming
VP to predict what was in
store for AC in ’86. Since
we’re now approaching the
halfway mark, I checked in
with four successful pro-
grammers to get their
views on the current state
of the format.

This two-part roundtable session
features KFMB/San Diego’s Mark
Larson, WMJI/Cleveland’s Rick
Torcasso, KYKY/St. Louis’s Jim
Richards, and WISN/Milwaukee's
Mike Elliot.

Challenges/Threats

R&R: What are the greatest
challenges and/or threats facing
AC today?

RT: The biggest challenge is for
AC to create a vaiue-added profile
S0 stations are not only listened to
but also noticed. Some program-
mers think the way you make a
station win and work is to continu-
ously reinforce the attributes you
have going for yourself. A lot of AC
stations tend t0 become music
radio stations that are easy to
listen to

Then. because of the feedback
they get through research, they
end up reinforcing what they get
back. When you reinforce some-
thing, all you're really doing is
maintaining. Your're not growing.
Unless you create value added for
the listener, in other words. tune-in
reasons you didn’t have before, you
can't grow

AC is a victim of duplication and
specialization. It's not simply that
people are becoming more special-
ized within AC, it’s that ACs are be-
ing eaten alive by newcomers that
are programming for a smaller
market segment within the broad
AC niche.

Many ACs wind up doing the for-
mat in a way that can easily be
duplicated. You can be doing
45-minute music marathons for ex-
ample, and the guy across the
street can be doing 50-minute
music marathons. Duplication is as
bad as preemption because it simp-
ly dilutes a unique reason for tune
in

Bettering The Act

ML: The biggest threat is that
more stations in all formats, in-
cluding CHR, News/Talk. Urban,
are trying to do our act as well as
we’ve been doing it for years. The
big difference with AC’ stations,
whether they’re music-intensive
or more full-service, is the presen-
tation.

From the =l side, we sell pro-
duct based on the believability of

the on-air people. For example,
listeners know when they tune in to
a good AC station. they’ll get the
same kind of news from the News
station but with much more com-
munity appeal because of those
great warm, fuzzy things that
make us what we are. Now we
have CHRs doing well with Zoo-
type shows, where they’re putting
together more personality, more of
the AC-type presentation. Also,
some of the best News/Talk sta-
tions right now are Top 40 or AC-
type stations with breezy presenta-
tions.

We have to find ways to keep set-
ting curselves apart. It's up tous to
come up with “‘the next presenta-
tion™ or the “newest twists.”

Be Aggressive

ME: We need to make ourselves
aware of the musical product that's
being released day by day. Some-
times we're too conservative and
afraid to play things we need to be
playing. We have to pay attention
to the infusion of interesting new
product on these splinter-type ACs
like John Sebastian’s New AC or
the Classic Rock approach. Wheth-
er they win or not, they will get
sampled, and we need to be aware
of what they’re doing.

AC programmers have to lead
and not follow. We have to look at
where we and our competitors are
in the marketplace and be a little
bolder. Our slogan line here is,
“WISN, where the music never
grows old.”

You also have to have strong and
highly recognizable personalities.
When you have a music base, sure
you can play a lot of records in a
row but that becomes boring after
a while. When things are so com-
petitive and everybody's deing
basically the same thing with the
exception of one or two songs, you
have to have more to offer.

Demo Appeal
JR: The greatest challenge is
finding the right way to appeal to a
demographic (2549) made up of so
many different types of listeners.
The 25-30 year-old is a lot different
than the 30-35 year-ald, who's real

different from the 3540 year-old.
You have three distinctly different
tastes and lifestyles, yet you’re still
trying to shoot for the demo as a
whole. The challenge then, whether
musically, promotionally or from a
contest standpoint, is knowing the
right things to do that will satisfy
those age groups at one time.
Musically, it gets harder and
harder to decide when to play a
record that may represent a “new-
er” kind of sound like an OMD
record. It seems as the audience
gets older, it takes them longer to
adjust to a newer-sounding song.

Mark Larson

You also have to consider which
records may appeal to one end of
the demographic but not the other
end. It seems the 25-34 year-olds
are more receptive to groups like
OMBD or Mr, Mister right now than
to the more traditional artists, but
your older demos may have exact-
ly the opposite taste.

Changing Image

R&R: Are ACs keeping up with
their audiences?

ML: Some are. A lot of others
are afraid to. It's an area where
you frankly have to spend some
money and do meaningful re-
search. We've all gotten used to the
idea that when you reach 40 you're
not going to go running for the
Mantovani albums, but you have to
decide where the dividing line is.
We know today’s 25, 35 or 45-year-
old is not the same kind of person
his counterpart was ten years ago
at that same age.

In a recent issue of U.S. News
and World Report, it was confirm-
ed through a variety of surveys
that people don’t think of them-
selves as old as they really are.
People under 30 see themselves as
younger, and people over 40 or 50
see themselves as much as 15
years younger,

With image being so important,
we're faced with another chal-
lenge. 1f these adults start writing
down (in Arbitron) not necessarily
what they actually listen to, but
what they think they should be
listening to to fit the image of
themselves, it creates a whole new
game.

Survival Formats

ME: ACs have splintered off into
sub-formats. I think a lot of guys
have done that because they've
panicked. They’ve splintered off in-
to survival formats when it’s still
possible to serve the whole adult
demo.

The old joke is if you're really an
old-line MOR radio station that's
not keeping up, every time some-
one dies, you lose a diary. But
there’s a transition age where you
can start bringing new people into
the format.

The Right Direction

JR: I think we're keeping up in

St. Louis. AC right now is going

a change for the better and
in general is growing very well.
ACs are finding out that you don’t
have to play Turtles records and all
those other oldies to appease the
audience.

Traditionally, AC has meant lots
of oldies and a few currents, and
long rotations on the currents.
The Top 40 came on, and ACtook a
back seat. Now ACs are realizing
they can turn over the records a lit-
tle faster, be more current, and
have a better-sounding radio sta-
tion.

(But) that doesn’t mean you
have to break every record. AC
was just too well defined and it box-
ed them (stations) in. Then they
began to realize that just because
they were AC they didn’t have to
be boring. I don't see ACs hesitat-
ing as much anymore, and that's
something we wouldn’t have seen a
year or two ago.

I don’t know who came up with
the notion that adults want to be
bored, but it’s just not true. And I

-don’t think AC was catering to that

need. We're seeing more energy
and entertainment now; with AC
responding to the fact that adult
lifestyles and mental attitudes
have changed.
Heads In The Sand

RT: ACs are not keeping up. It
seems to me that an AC finds a
niche that it likes, does well there,
then it does everything it can to

reinforce and maintain at that
level. Sorry but the rest of the city
is moving forward, continually
changmg and adjusting its way of

You have ACs sitting here with
’60s records all over the place. But
in 1980 would you have seen very
many ACs playing '50s music?
Well, 1990 is just four years away,
and the ratio between 1950s to the
'80s and the '60s to the *%0s is the
same. I don’t think a lot of ACs are
anticipating the market.

They have their heads in the
sand. They're so busy trying to
identify numbers and think they're
research geniuses that you end up
with a follow-the-market concept.
As long as AC is going to continual-
ly follow the market, it's going to
lag too far behind, allowing a new
form of radio to walk in.

Plus today’s adults are different.
For starters, over 50% of today's
work force is made up of women.
Musically, today’s adults have
been weaned on everything from
Led Zeppelin to Barbra Streisand.

But there’s ancther issue here.
We have a bunch of people in this
business who actually believe the
way to get ratings is to increase
time spent listening. They think the
way to get quarter-hours is to
make it easier for people to listen
to the station 4¢ minutes instead of
30 minutes.

Time spent listening is not a pro-
duct of how long somebody listens.
It’s a product of how often they
tune in I would rather have a per-
son turie in my station five minutes,
five days a week than listen one
day for 30 minutes, which is two
quarter-hours. Five days at five
minutes each is five quarter-hours.
Tell me which is better.

We're in the day and age where
individuals listen to the radio when

MORNING MASTERS, PART ONE

Earning Big Wages By Being Outrageous

“Did you hear what ———— said on the radio this

morning?"

If that’s what listeners are say-
ing about your morning show, you
probably have a hit on your hands.
You stand out from the pack be-
cause you've got entertainers put-
ting on a show every morning,
rather than just disk jockeys spin-
ning records. This week and next,
we'll profile some of the most col-
orful wake-up wackies in rock

radio.  poward Stern

WXRK/New York's Howard
Stern must have the healthiest
psyche in New York. While others
spend thousands on therapy,
“How-Weird” makes a fortune by
purging himself on the radio of all
the hostility and perversity the rest
of us keep bottled up inside. What
follows are some recent on-air bits
(italicized) and Stern’s comments.

On rival morning man Scott
Shannon (“that fat, ugly disk
jockey™) shaving his beard: “I
wouldn't have shaved if I had facial
defects like he does. He looks like
his mother used to let him lick the
blender beaters and then turned
them on.”

“People 1 meet say, ‘You have
the same sense of humor as me.’
What they’re saying is that deep
down underneath it all, everyone
likes to be a little bit sick, a little bit
real, a little bit sad. Some people
say it's shock value, but I think
there’s a need for people to feel
rebellious and funny and to carry
on in that kind of manner.”

On his PD, Pat Evans, coming to
a prom he's giving for people who
didn’t attend theirs: “‘She’ll keep
the flies out of the  punch. We'll
have her wear a dress without un-
derwear.”

“I don't deal with personal
tragedy. That Washington Post
story that I called the 14th Street
Bridge in Washington after the
plane crashed into it? Absolutely
untrue. What happened was that 1
was outraged about how irresporn-
sible Air Florida was, and said
someone should call them up and
ask, ‘Is this going to be a regular
stop, or what?’ It wasn't a bit. I
never called them; it was in total
i ,.

On partner Robin Quivers's fic-
titious Lesbian roommate:
“They're twins ... they lick
alike.™

“ try not to let anything be in-
hibiting when I'm on the air. Ev-
erytime I let my ego get in the way
and say, ‘Oh, I shouldn’t say this,”
‘I'm embarrassing myself,’ or, ‘Oh
my God, that’s wrong,” then I know
I'm not being funny; I’m not being
real with the audience. As soonas I
let everything just drop, then it's
beautiful.”

Asking women callers, “‘How big
are your breasts,” he says to one,
“I heard you wore a haltertop to
the supermarket and the security
guard accused you of shoplifting
grapefruits.”’

“You have to act when you’re off
the air, and you have to get real on
the air. The way I am on the air is
the way 1 always was when a group
of guys would get together in a col-
lege dormitory or an elementary
school class and have a lot of fun.
Everybody has to supress that part
of your personality (in real life)
just to be socially acceptable, or
else you’ll be thrown in jail or get
the shit beaten out of you.”

his act recently. ‘“The show’s not
pearly as dirty as it first was. When
I first got on mornings, I thought,
‘Holy shit, now I'm waking up
Houston.” So I got on and it’s like,
*Oh boy, let's go crazy,’ and I did
literally just that. Every joke I
heard — I didn’t care how dirty it
was — if I could clean it up to the
point where it didn’t say ‘t—, I'd
tell it: anal sex, oral sex, sex with
animals — anything.

“It worked for a while because
nobody’d ever heard it in Houston.
People were taking bets with each
other about how long I'd stay on.

A slip in 12+ “had something to
do with it (the changes),” says
Moby. ““(PD) Andy Beaubien
helped; he’s a good ‘big picture’

of newspapers, two or three killer
jokes, and an interview or two lined
up. Il think, ‘Boy, tomorrow’s
gonna smoke,” and it'll just never

get rolling.”

Moby reminds PDs that major-
market morning stars require
tender loving care rather than firm
discipline. When problems arise,
instead of being chastised, he
would prefer that a PD “be my
friend, not hurt my feelings, and
realize that I'm sensitive and just a
big kid at heart. If he makes me
think he’s pissed off at me, I'll
probably slip off and cry.

“If there’s some problem with
the show, first ask how my family’s
doing, and then say, ‘Oh, by the
way, this was a problem this morn-

for “two years off to go out and do
drugs.” C'mon, Charles, what did
you do for the two years? “Is there
a problem hearing me over the
phone?” he replies.

Far from just another pretty
voice (“I don’t have a deep voice
like those other radio guys”), La
quidara’s heavy New England ac-
cent and nervous intensity make
him unique. “If I were smooth, 1
think I'd probably be making half
my salary. I just walk this edge
and people wait for me to topple
over. They listen for it.”

Over the years, Laquidara has
had stellar talent help write and
produce his show. Eddie Gorodet-
sky went on to write for SCTV and
David Letterman, and Tom Couch

Wendy O. Williams disciplines
Howard Stern

Asks a caller, “If you were the
Statue Of Liberty, where would you
hide your torch . . . which orifice?”

In his stage show, Stern lines up
women from the audience onstage
and sniffs them to guess which are
menstruating. The show was creat-
ed, he says, for “hardeore fans who
want to see us get really dirty. It's
just tons of ‘F— you, man.’ real
filth-bag humor. The first time we
played a theater in Connecticut, half
the audience walked out — they
were old ladies who had season
tickets. It was great.”

Moby

KSRR/Houston’s Moby de-
scribes his show as “a conversa-
tion between the newsman (John
Matthews) and myseli.” Rather
than heavy production or charac-
ter voices, the show is like a casual
chat between the pair, often center-
ing on listener letters, human in-
terest stories, and Moby’s pen-
chant for both ribald and cornpone
jokes.

Known for being bawdy and even
racist, Moby says he’s toned down

Moby

kind of guy. He said, ‘Moby, you
can’t shock people anymore to
make them listen. That has to be-
come history.””

Is his show significantly cleaner
these days? “Definitely. The Bap-
tists listen to me now.”

In place of the off-color bits are
off-the-wall stories. “I talk to peo-
ple that nobody else has ever heard
of, people who've done something
that's given them their little piece
of notoriety. Last week, I called up
a polygamist in Big Water, Utah.
He’s a 47-year-old member of the
Libertarian party, with ten wives,
and he’s running for a county com-

mission out there. He says having

ten wives proves his managerial
ability. It was a great little inter-
view"y

Show prep is no guarantee of a
great show. For Moby, the muse
sometimes comes when he least
expects it. “Some nights I'll get to
bed at one in the morning, think the
show’s gonna suck tomorrow, and
then it'll be good. Then there's
sorne mornings when I'll have aton
of material prepared, clippings out

ing. I think you could’ve handled
this differently,’ rather than being
dogmatic and memoing me. I hate
memos, and I hate meetings where
it's ‘Come in, sit down, close the
door. Listen, you did this this morn-
ing, blah, blah, blah.""

KSRR PD Beaubien feels
Moby’s appeal is linked to the gen-
uineness and humanity he shows
on the air. “He balances his ir-
reverence and controversy with
warmth and friendliness. A lot of
people are just plain acidic, and
pretty good at it; you turn on the
radio, and it's like Joe Pyne. Moby
has a down-home, small-town. lov-
able fat boy image that people real-
1y seem to get close to.

“] ean’t imagine people saying
about Howard Stern or Steve Dahi,
‘I’d sure like to get to know him
because he must be a real nice,
good-hearted person.’ People feel
like that about Moby. He may be
crude sometimes, but not in a cal-
culated sense.”

Charles Laquidara has been on
WBCN/Boston since 1970, except

is now Production Director at
WNEW-FM/New York. The cur-
rent crew includes man-of-a-thou-
sand-voices Billy West, whom La-
quidara calls “the best impres-
sionist and writer in the world,”
and Joanne Fitzgerald-Cote.

Some of their bits:

» When the Beatrice Company is
sued for polluting waters, they
make up a company spokesman
who talks about “how plain water
is ugly and boring, so we at Bea-
trice decided to do something about
it.”

-» After the bombing of Libya,
“Khadaffy Duck” dares “Ronald
Ray-Gun” to step over the line of
death.

Laquidara does three to five
wake-up calls every morning —
put-ons like this one:

Using the name of a character in
the cult horror movie “Nightmare
On Elm Street,” he calls a woman
and says, “I'm Fred Kreuger with
the Concord air control tower. One
of our DC10s has to dump some
weight because we’re having trou-

ble with one of the engines, and un-
fortunately we’re gonna be dump-
ing waste right over your house
shortly. Can you be out of the house
in two minutes?"

“She just went right along with
it,” says Laquidara, who adds that
the calls are not random, but set-
ups, with victims suggested by let-
ters sent in by their friends. That's
how he knew to call a guy who was
scheduled to have a vasectomy
that morning and tell him there
was a problem using traditional
anesthesiology, so would he mind
using a Walkman instead? If the
pain persists, the music could
simply be turned up louder.

Other features include:

* A trivia bit, “Mishegas” (Yid-
dish for “craziness’), where La-
quidara might do something like
play the intros of three songs that
start with cowbells — ‘“Working
For The Weekend,” ‘“Mississippi
Queen,” and “Honky Tonk Wom-
an” — and ask listeners to identify
the artists and titles.

* The “Big Mattress” song,
which allows Laquidara to pick a
favorite new song and play it every
morning one hour later each day
(6:45, then 7:45, 8:45, and so on) of
the week

 Invented characters like Du-
ane Ingalls Glasscock. a rude,
crude 17-year-old clone who was
given his own weekend airshift and
then told listeners “to send a bag of
shit to Arbitron because he only got
a 13 rating and knew that more
than 13 people were listening.”

J.C. Corcoran

KSHE/St. Louis’s J.C. Corcoran
has a theory. “When I was doing
Top 40 radio in small markets like
Ft. Wayne, there’d be six or seven
of us sitting around the studio at
midnight. We'd be yukkin’ it up,
laughing so hard that we'd be

sweating. Then the jock would say,
‘Wait & minute, I gotta go on the
air,’ and everybody would shut up.

“He’d turn on the mike, and go
‘WOW and blah blah blah,’ then
throw off the mike and the party
would continue. I said to myself, ‘It
should be the other way around.
This is the stuff that ought to be on
the air.””

That theory partly explains why
his show is 100% improvisational.
“There is no prepared material of
any kind. Everything we do is com-
pletely off-the-cuff and stream-of-
consciousness. We live by that and
die by that.”

Scripting out bits ‘“‘always
sounds fake,” claims Corcoran.
““The real hip listeners who are the
first to discover Saturday Night
Live and SCTV can tell the dif-
ference between fake and real.”

Show prep of any sort is anathe-
ma to him. “I know teams that get
off the air, and prepare for two
hours what they're gonna do the
next day. I challenge any morning
team to tell me that at ten o’clock
they still have enough creative
juice left to write material for two
hours. If they do, they did a crum-
my show.

“Saturday Night Live has 13-15
of the best television writers and
comedians in the country writing
about 55 minutes of material a
week. They only have to do it about
26 weeks a year, and look how often
SNL bombs. Now can you tell me
that some local yokel sitting in St.
Louis can write maybe an hour and
20 minutes of material 52 weeks a
year?”

Corcoran feels stirring up dirt
with an occasional outrageous re-
mark is justified. “If it’s an
isolated case, the word spreads on
the street: ‘Can you believe what
those guys said? How did they get
away with it?* And then everybody
listens for it, but it doesn’t happen

AOR

again for three months. It’s so er-
ratic that nobody can actually
jump on us for doing it.”

The effort required to be topical
is a 24-hour-a-day job, he says.
“You're constantly preparing and
thinking of things you're going to
use on the show. I submerge my-
self with information that could be
relevant. I watch a lot of TV —
Cable News Network is on a good
portion of the time. You go around,
talk to people about stuff, and con-
tinually prepare for a situation that
might pop up. Then, on the air,
somebody says something or
there’s a news story that triggers
something, and you rely on your
ability to improvise.”

Among Corcoran’s bits is ‘“What
You Want,” similar to a “Boogie
Line,” with J.C. going up and down
the phones for five minutes. “Ev-
ery 20 seconds, whether the caller
is done or not, the bell goes off and
we move on to the next call. We
take maybe 15 to 20 calls, and
everybody races through it. They
can ask a question, make a com-
ment, tell a joke, sing, do some-
thing stupid. At the end, everyone
is dying from laughter because it’s
all so stupid.”

When “Wheel Of Fortune” host
Pat Sajak was a guest during the
bit, he was asked if he ever slept
with his cohost Vanna White . . .
by four callers in a row. A month
later, “Newlywed Game” host Bob
Eubanks was on, and people asked
him if he ever slept with White.

One of the Zoo’s most notorious
pranks was when it invaded rival
KMOX’s Fourth Of July remote
broadcast aboard a naval ship.
“The guy was interviewing Gene
Hackman, and we came on the
boat with a Marti unit,” Corcoran
recalls. “We paid our money, so
they couldn’t throw us off. We just
held our microphone up and re-
broadcast their broadcast, adding

our own jokes to their show. A
KMOX guy tried to forcibly re-
move me from the boat, and it got
into a semi-brawl. It was a classic
moment in St. Louis broadcast-
ing.”

Another memorable stunt came
last season when the Cardinals and
the Mets were a game and a half
apart. The Zoo started calling New
Yorkers at random and taunting
them on the air, a la “We're from
St. Louis and you suck, 'cause
you're a Mets fan.”

But what started as abuse led to
an act of generosity. ‘‘We got these
two Equadorian brothers who
barely spoke English but were ma-
niacal Mets fans, and we started
calling them every day. They
didn’t really have a clear concept
of what was going on, but were
hilarious.

“We flew them to St. Louis for
the final Mets-Cardinals game of
the season and gave them box
seats. Seventy-five people and
three TV stations showed up at the
airport to meet them. At the ball-
park TV crews did shots of them
sitting there. People in the stands
‘had banners and buttons that read
‘KSHE Welcomes Ricky and Ron-
nie to St. Louis.””

The next morning, when the
morning show had the brothers on
the air, hundreds of people showed
up at the station. The show moved
outside the studio, and the traffic
jam that ensued was reported by
the computerized traffic . service
that most stations in town use.

When KSHE found out that the
brothers only listened to the games
on radio in New York, it gave them
a color TV to take back. ““They just
about started to cry,” Corcoran
remembers. This year, on Opening
Day, he called them to get a scout-
ing report on the Mets and a Span-
ish version of “Take Me Out To The
Ballgame.”
