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Payola Probe In High Gear 
As Isgro, Anderson Indicted 
Isgro Pleads Not Guilty; Anderson To Be 
Arraigned Next Week; FCC Warns Stations 

Los Angeles -based indepen- 
dent record promoter Joseph Is - 
gro, the apparent target of a 
lengthy Justice Department 
probe, has pleaded not guilty to 
a 57 -count indictment accusing 
him of conspiracy, fraud, 
racketeering, and payola. 

Former Columbia Records 
VP/Promotion Ray Anderson 
and former Isgro business asso- 
ciate Jeffrey Monka were nam- 
ed as conspirators to Isgro in 
some counts of the indictment. 
Monka also pleaded not guilty. 
Anderson will face an arraign- 
ment hearing next Monday 
(12/11). All three are free on 
bail.

FCC's Payola 
License Threat 

Activist FCC Chairman Al 
Sikes was quick to comment on 

the payola allegations involving 
four radio stations (see main 

story), warning that "the com- 
bination of drugs and payola, 
when shown to exist among 
broadcast licensees, involves a 

violation of the public trust 
which cannot be tolerated." He 

added that the FCC will act to 
"assure that our communica- 
tions system remains free of 
these totally improper influ- 

ences," and will follow "this 
matter closely to see if there is 
license involvement," 

Since the 1985 incidents 
cited in the indictments, all four 

stations have changed owner- 
ship, and none of the program- 
mers in place at that time still 

holds his position. 

The 55 -page indictment, re- 
leased last Thursday (11/30), 
accuses Isgro of : 

Defrauding the Columbia, 
MCA, Warner Bros., RCA, and 
PolyGram labels by falsely 
representing to them that he 
was not engaged in payola when 
he actually was; 

Paying Anderson kickbacks 
while Anderson was VP/Pro- 
motion at Columbia in 1985, in- 
cluding at least one check for 
$70,000; 

Obstructing justice by con- 
cealing evidence, and by per- 
suading former bodyguard 
David Smith to go into hiding af- 
ter Smith had been subpoenaed 
by the L.A. Grand Jury; 

Making payola payments in 
the form of cash and/or cocaine 
to executives at KIQQ/Los An- 
geles, KYNO/Fresno, KMGX/ 
Fresno, and KAMZ/El Paso 
through a former business asso- 
ciate;

Buzzard Returns 
To AOR Nest 
WMMS's Rock Routes Lead Back To Heritage 

After nearly five years as a 
rock -based CHR, Malrite's 
WMMS (The Buzzard)/Cleve- 
land has returned to its heritage 
roots as an AOR station. 

WHK & WMMS VP/GM 
Chuck Bortnick nulls the transi- 
tion a change in focus. He told 
R&R, "This station has been la- 
beled by the industry in a num- 
ber of different ways in its his- 
tory. The truth is, WMMS has 
always been a rock station, by 
industry standards, since even 
before I got here. As of my ar- 
rival in September 1988 we 
haven't played Madonna and 
artists of her genre any more. 
We didn't wake up one day and 
say we're AOR. Our shift is bas- 
ed on voids in the marketplace. 

"We know what we want to 
hear on the station and what 
will work for us. Because there 

are certain artists we will no 
longer play, that's what has 
focused WMMS as a pure rock 
radio station by today's indus- 
try terms. To say we were off 
the mark for years is wrong; 
this station broke every rule in 
the book for years. But what 
made sense for us five years 
ago just doesn't make sense for 
us in 1990." 

In a similar vein, OM Rich 
Piombino said, "Over the last 21 

years WMMS has played a piv- 
otal role in defining rock & roll 
in the Cleveland market and 
nationally. Despite inferences 
of a wholesale format change 
back to AOR, WMMS has al- 
ways been a rock station. Some 
of these changes are more im- 
portant to the industry than 
they are to the listeners."

Group W Radio and Legacy - 
Metropolitan Broadcasting ex- 
ecutives huddled with lawyers 
and accountants in New York 
Tuesday night (12/5) to put the 
finishing touches on a historic 
$385 million merger. The trans- 
action, eight months in the mak- 
ing, unites two of the nation's 
largest broadcasting conglom- 
erates into a powerful 19 -station 
chain based in 12 markets, with 
the economic potential to dra- 
matically alter the nation's ra- 
dio landscape.

country music to national televi- 
sion, died of cancer Monday (12/4). 

Gay was noted as one of the pre- 
mier country entrepreneurs in the 
Virginia -Maryland -Washington, 
DC area. He was instrumental in 
bringing Patsy Cline, Jimmy 
Dean, Roy Clark, and others to 
fame. 

Known for his homespun wis- 
dom, country witticisms, and 
colorful anecdotes, Gay scripted 
some of the rural-themed remarks 
in President Franklin Roosevelt's 
"Fireside Chat" radio broadcasts. 

Gay himself appeared on both 
the "National Farm" and "Home 
Hour" radio shows. In 1946 he be- 
gan broadcasting country music in 
the nation's capital on WARL. At 
one time or another, he owned nine 
radio stations. 

He was elected to the CMA Hall 
of Fame in 1980. Last year, the 
CMA Board of Directors renamed 
its Founding Presidents Award the 
Connie B. Gay Award in his honor.

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Sikes Backs Indecency 
Exemption For News 
KFI Pays Fine, FCC Rejects WLUP's Defense, KLUC Disputes `Erotic City' Charge 

FCC Chairman Al Sikes last week said he believes 
material included in legitimate newscasts should be im- 
mune from indecency actions, and that he would oppose 
actions based on public complaints about such broadcasts. 
FCC policy does not currently recognize an indecency ex- 
emption for news material. 

"[News material] is certainly an 
exception for me," Sikes told R&R 
on Wednesday (11/29). "If you are 
doing a legitimate news show, you 
should be protected, that's my 
view." 

Sikes's comments carne in the 
midst of a continuing flurry of in- 
decency activity, including KFI/ 
Los Angeles's decision to pay a 
$6000 fine, KLUC/Las Vegas's re- 
sponse to charges that Prince's 
"Erotic City" is indecent, and the 
Commission's rejection of WLUP 
(AM) /Chicago's contention that 
the material it was cited for con- 
stituted a protected discussion of 
current affairs. 

Cautious Praise 
Sikes said that while he does not 

plan any effort to turn support for a 
news exemption into official FCC 
policy, he will lend his vote in cases 
where the Commission must de- 
cide whether to take action against 
a station for airing allegedly inde- 
cent material during a newscast. 

"Typically we handle [indecency 
complaints] as they come up," said 
Sikes. "In such [news -related] 
cases I would vote [not to take ac- 
tion. ] " He refused to define what 
constitutes legitimate news. 

Industry observers cautiously 
praised Sikes's comments. "It's 
great that [Sikes] supports an ex- 
emption," said Washington First 
Amendment lawyer Tim Dyk. 
"But it really doesn't do much good 
unless he [makes it official FCC 
policy]." 

RTNDA President Dave Bartlett 
said his group supports a news ex- 
emption, but has concerns about 
resulting government efforts to de- 
fine legitimate newscasts. "I would 
urge Mr. Sikes to put his regulation 
where his mouth is [regarding the 
exemption]," said Bartlett. "But it 
is impossible and unconstitutional 
for the FCC to attempt to make de- 
cisions as to what is `legitimate 
news.' " 

More Battles 
Meanwhile, other indecency bat- 

tles rage on: 

On Wednesday (11/29), Cox 
Communications' KFI announced 
it had decided, for financial rea- 
sons, not to appeal a $6000 fine 
prompted by three segments of its 
Tom Leykis afternoon show. 

According to KFI GM Howard 
Neal, the costs associated with the 
station's recent legal battle with 
KABC/Los Angeles over the "Talk 
Radio" identifier were a key factor 
in his decision not to fight the FCC. 
KFI's Washington attorney, Wer- 
ner Hartenberger, estimated it 
would have cost $300,000 to chal- 
lenge the Commission in court. 

In a letter accompanying its fine 
payment, KFI maintained its inno- 
cence and expressed disappoint- 
ment with what it sees as the over- 
ly vague nature of the FCC's inde- 
cency standards. 

On Thursday (11/30), the FCC 
Mass Media Bureau notified Ever- 
green Media that it had fined 
WLUP (AM) $6000 for several bits 

aired by afternoon hosts Steve 
Dahl and Garry Meier, including 
one about former Miss America 
Vanessa Williams having sex with 
another woman. The bureau dis- 
missed Evergreen's contention 
that the popularity of the Steve and 
Garry show demonstrates that it 
does not violate contemporary 
community standards in Chicago. 

"Precedent does not require us 
to consider the popularity of al- 
legedly indecent broadcasts in any 
given community in our efforts to 
protect children who may be in the 
listening audience," wrote Mass 
Media Chief Roy Stewart. 

The bureau also rejected Ever- 
green's suggestion that the Willi- 
ams bit was a protected piece of 
social commentary. And Stewart 
countered Evergreen's complaint 
that the indecency standard is un- 
constitutionally vague by pointing 
out the FCC definition of indecency 
has twice been upheld in the 
Supreme Court. 

Evergreen has 30 days to appeal 
the fine. 

Nationwide Communications' 
KLUC, cited in November for play- 
ing "Erotic City" at 7:53pm - a 
time the FCC felt children were in 
the audience - last week respond- 
ed by disputing the Commission's 
contention that the song's lyrics in- 
clude the word "fuck." 

The station's response included a 
letter in which Warner Bros. Rec- 
ords Sr. Director/Business Affairs 
Richard Streicker guessed that the 
word the complainant heard was 
actually "funk." Streicker added 
that there is no official transcript of 
the "Erotic City" lyrics. 

Nationwide also argued that the 
original listener complaint should 
have been rejected because it did 
not include a recording or trans- 
cript of the broadcast in question. 

ACR Faces January Deadline 
To Produce Investor Funds 
Kinsolving Dropped From Probe 

A Baltimore judge last week gave financially troubled 
Atlantic Coast Radio (ACR) until mid -January to produce 
$677,000 in investor funds, and dropped former ACR talk 
host Lester Kinsolving from a probe of the radio invest- 
ment firm's possible securities violations. 

If ACR does not come up with the 
investors' money before the Janu- 
ary 16 deadline set Thursday (11/ 
30) by Circuit Court Judge H.H. 
Kaplan, Maryland authorities will 
ask that the temporary receiver- 
ship imposed on ACR last month be 
made permanent. 

The Maryland attorney general's 
office has alleged that ACR Presi- 
dent Alan Christian and other ACR 
officers sold unregistered secur- 
ities through unlicensed agents and 
failed to adequately disclose the 
risks involved in investing in its 
plan to acquire radio stations and 
other media properties. State of- 

ficials, who originally believed 
ACR had raised $500,000, have in- 
creased the figure to $677,000 based 
on information obtained from the 
company's records. 

Frozen Assets 
The assets of ACR, Christian, 

and ACR VPs Grace Starmer and 
Dale Andrews, which were frozen 
in November, will remain tied up 
until the January hearing. The 
temporary receivership also re- 
mains in effect. Kinsolving's 
assets, also frozen by the court, 
have been released. And Christian, 
who did not return R&R's phone 

calls, last week told the Baltimore 
Sun that he is close to finalizing a 
$500,000 financing arrangement for 
ACR. 

Kaplan dropped Kinsolving from 
the ACR complaint on Wednesday 
(11/29) at the state's request. Ac- 
cording to Asst. Attorney General 
Delia Burke, the request was based 
on information gleaned in lengthy 
interviews with Kinsolving and 
ACR investors. The fact that Kin - 
solving was not an officer of ACR 
also played a role in the dismissal, 
Burke said. 

Prior to his November 16 resig- 
nation, Kinsolving hosted a daily 
talk show on the ACR-owned Mary- 
land State Network, which is an- 
chored by WITH/Baltimore. Kin - 
solving said he now hopes to recoup 
$14,000 in back wages from ACR.

Olympia Begs Banks, 
Bondholders To Back Off 

Olympia Broadcasting has defaulted on its junk 
bonds - and Chairman Jaime Ireland is begging 
creditors to back off until January 15 while he 

works out a restructuring plan. 

The Seattle -based group operator failed to make a $1.64 million inter- 
est payment on November 1 and missed the 30 -day grace period deadline 
last Friday (12/1) as well. If bondholders and banks call their notes due, the 
company could be forced into bankruptcy. So far there's been no rush for 
the courthouse, according to Ireland. 

"Everything is holding fine. It's a deadline, but it's not one that I think is 
going to precipitate any action on anybody's part. We're obviously looking 
to give the bondholders a proposal here and work out a debt restructuring 
of some sort. There have been no earthshaking developments," Ireland 
told R&R. 

Elliot Evers of Media Venture Partners is circulating offering books to 
about 60 prospects, and he expects that offers will be considered by 
Christmas. Asking prices for the stations include $9 million for KXXR/Kan- 
sas City; $4.75 million for KTRW & KZUUISpokane; $2.75 million for 
KRZR/Fresno; and $4 million for Alaskan combos KYAK & KGOTIAnchor- 
age and KIAK & KORZ/Fairbanks. 

Europe Next Frontier 
For Group W, Sillerman-Hirsch 

Now that the massive $385 million Group W -Legacy - 
Metropolitan merger is history, executives Dick 
Harris, Carl Hirsch, and Bob Sillerman are going 

global. Their next deal target: Europe. 

Harris says he wants to buy FMs in Chicago and Boston next year, and 
create a syndication and networking capability. But his top priority is scout- 
ing for European radio acquisitions to position Group W as a global broad- 
casting power for the 21st century. 

Tuesday night (12/5) Harris revealed that Group W is making a "small" 
equity investment in London Jazz Radio. "It will be the next commercial 
radio station on the air in London," he said. "As we look forward to the next 

decade, I think taking radio forward into an international arena is something 
our expertise will allow us to do." 

Sillerman and Hirsch say they plan to continue as partners, and over- 
seas is where the action's at. While they sold KTWVILos Angeles and US 
syndication rights for the station's "Wave" NAC format to Westinghouse, 
they've retained ownership of the format's copyrights and logos. Hirsch 
hints that opens the door for foreign syndication deals. 

Sillerman - who's leaving this week on a ten-day swing through 
Europe - says he's already planning to buy broadcasting stations there, 

possibly with a $100 million fund being raised by Paine Webber. "We have 

some investors there we are meeting with, and we're looking for some 
places to put the money. We're working on something interesting. I think 
we might have a surprise for you soon," he said. 

Meanwhile, Connecticut -based radio operator Chase Enterprises will 

announce plans on Thursday (12/7) to build cable TV systems in Poland. 

PacifiCorp Radio Lending 
Cutback Rumors Denied 

Rumors are floating on Wall Street that PacifiCorp 
Credit is about to stop bankrolling radio deals, but 
company VP Steve Turpin says that's "nonsense." 

The company currently has a broadcast loan portfolio 
valued at about $100 million. 

Industry scuttlebutt has been that PacifiCorp is about to be taken over 

by a large publicly traded corporation - possibly AT&T, which would con- 
vert its telephone credit cards into competition for VISA and MasterCard. 
Turpin won't say whether a takeover is pending, but he denies speculation 
that PacifiCorp is about to pull out of radio. 

"I'm pushing for more realism on financial assumptions. Is that tighten- 

ing up? Probably so, but we haven't had any edict come down to pull back. 

We'll have a more aggressive budget in 1990 than we did this year. We're 

probably going to kick some ass next year, because a lot of banks are pull- 

ing out. "

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MANAGEMENT 
Lateral Communication 
May Help You Move Up 

A'though most managers 
know how to communicate 
"upward " and "down- 

ward," few realize the importance 
of "lateral " communication with 
colleagues in other departments. 

By sharing information and 
ideas with your co-workers, you'll 
learn from one another's experi- 
ence and keep informed about 
other departments. You'll also get 
a better idea of how your company 
operates, which will enable you to 
relate better to senior manage- 
ment. 

Here are seven suggestions - re- 
cently published in Working 
Women - for honing your lateral 
communications skills: 

Venture beyond your circle of 
friends. Expanding the number of 
your contacts means a larger infor- 
mation network for you. Try to 
visit one or two of your peers in 
other departments each week, 
either formally or informally. 

Make the most of chance en- 
counters. Much of your lateral 
communication depends on who 
you run into at the coffee machine. 
However, you can make even the 
shortest exchange productive. For 
example, instead of saying, "Hi 
Gail, how's it going?" - which pro- 
bably will get you nowhere - say 
something such as, "Gail, I'm glad 
I ran into you! What's the status of 
the Mitchell account?" 

Plan a managers' forum. Set 
aside a time for discussion among 
department heads once or twice a 
year. Don't focus on tasks - a 
forum should be used for activity 
coordination, planning, or 
brainstorming. 

Do favors. Although you're not 
expected to do other departments' 
gigs for them, offer the services of 
your department to other manag- 
ers when they're in a crunch. When 

you need help later, they'll pro- 
bably be glad to pitch in. 

Follow the grapevine. The of- 
fice grapevine is one of the most 
common sources of lateral com- 
munication. Don't shrug it off - it 
could provide you with some valu- 
able information. One recent study 
revealed the grapevine has an ac- 
curacy rate of 75% to 95%. 

Identify communication glit- 
ches. Does each department in 
your company know what the 
others are doing? Are you receiv- 
ing information from other depart- 
ments on a timely basis, or too 
late? If you're having problems, 
discuss the issues with your peers 
and brainstorm possible solutions, 
such as weekly lunches, interde- 
partmental newsletters, or task 
forces. 

Involve senior management. 
Even though you normally don't 
need approval to meet informally 
with other managers, it's a good 
idea to discuss with senior man- 
agement your plans for improving 
horizontal communication. 

Educate 
The Client! 

Selling a radio spot requires 
more than just a great sales 
pitch. Quincy, MA -based 

marketing consultant John 
Graham notes that the most suc- 
cessful salespeople are those who 
educate their clients, becoming 
valuable resources of business 
ideas and know-how in the pro- 
cess, and eventually becoming 
more important to the client than 
the specific product they're sell- 
ing. 

Wby do most workers 
get axed? According 
to a recent survey of 

vice presidents and personnel 
directors at 100 of America's 
largest corporations, the over- 
whelming reason is good of 
fashioned incompetence. 

Nevertheless, several other 
reasons were cited a significant 
number of times, as evidenced 
by the chart below.

Women 's 
Wages 

Although women account 
for the majority (52%) of 
America's managers and 

professionals under 35, they earn 
just three-quarters as much as 
their US male counterparts. 

According to a 1989 Census 
Bureau survey, 19% of all full-time 
working women -a figure slightly 
higher than that for men - under 
35 have had at least four years of 
college. 

However, college -educated wom- 
en who work full time as managers 
or professionals earned a median 
of $25,400 last year, compared with 
$32,100 for men in the same situa- 
tion. 

Take away youth and education, 
and the situation becomes even 
more bleak. Female professionals 
and managers of all ages make 
even less - their salaries drop to 
just two-thirds that of men in 
similar positions, which is the 
same salary gap between au US 
men and women workers. 

Handling Complaints? 
Question Authority! 

Every station has employees 
who complain about their 
immediate managers. If 

you, the managers' manager, find 
it difficult to handle such griev- 
ances, try the following approach: 

To avoid putting the immediate 
supervisor on the defensive by di- 
rect confrontation, ask him (or 
her) questions based upon the em- 
ployee's concerns. 

This approach will not only shed 
light on the manager's problem - 
if, indeed, it actually exists - but 
also allows for a more open discus- 
sion of the matter.

More than a fifth (21% ) of 
those VCR households have two or 
more machines at home - up from 
15% slightly more than a year ago. 

According to a recent poll by the 
NYC -based Roper Organization, 
79% of America's VCR households 
have one machine, 17% have two, 
and 4% have three or more. Signifi- 
cantly, that 21% with more than 
one VCR equals 13% of all US 
households. 

Not surprisingly, affluent house- 
holds are the most likely to own 
more than one VCR. The study 
says 28% of homes with annual in- 
comes of $35,000 or more are multi - 

machine households, compared 
with 15% of those earning less than 
$25,000.

edly work very well, but they're 
definitely not cheap - jackets 
made with the high-tech fabrics 
cost about $240-$310. 

Electronic Sunglasses 
Everyone knows sunglasses 
are one of the hippest ac- 
cessories around. Thanks 

to Research Frontiers, however, 

pee 
such sartorial,hipness just became 
a lil' more high-tech - the company 
has developed a prototype pair of 
sunglasses that's adjustable to 
light. 

The Woodbury, NY -based firm 
says these latest shades can filter 

out between 44% and 88% of the 
sun's light. The space-age specs 
are powered by tiny batteries, 
which are hidden in the frames and 
manually adjustable. 

Furthermore, the lenses are ac- 
tually two pieces of glass or plastic, 
which sandwich an electricity -con- 
ducting coating and an organic 
liquid. 

This liquid contains millions of 
tiny particles. When the voltage is 
off, the blue light valve blocks out 
light. When it's activated, the elec- 
trical field aligns the particles, 
making the light valve trans- 
parent. 

Price of these electronic sun- 
glasses: around $200. You'll have 
time to save up, though - they're 
not expected to be available for 
another two years.

Laundering corporate checks 
through a sham corporation set up 
by Monica, and then classifying 
those checks as business expenses 
for income tax purposes; 

Reporting $7.7 million in deduc- 
tible business expenses on individ- 
ual and corporate tax returns from 
1983-1987, knowing that $1.4 million 
of those expenses were fictitious. 

The indictment accuses Ander- 
son of conspiring with Isgro to de- 
fraud Columbia, and accuses Mon - 
ka of conspiring with T.sgro on in- 
come tax violations. 

Organized Crime Strike Force 
Special Attorney Drew Pitt declin- 
ed to comment on rumors that 
more indictments are expected 
from the L.A. Grand Jury. "I can- 
not discuss the passibility of any 
other investigation," he told R&R. 
"Right now we have the current 
case to deal with." 

Pitt claimed no knowledge of an 
NBC-TV News report last Thurs- 
day (11/30) which asserted that the 
business records of 43 executives at 
major record companies were to 
be subpoenaed, but that the sub- 
poenas had been quashed at high 
levels of the Justice Department. 

Isgro's attorney, Donald Re, told 
R&R, "All of these charges are 
completely unwarranted. After a 
lengthy investigation, the Justice 
Department is trying to justify the 
time they spent by making Joe the 
scapegoat." 

In a news release, Anderson's at- 
torney W. Michael Mayock stated 
that "Anderson intends to vigor- 
ously defend his unblemished and 
successful 25 -year career in the 
music business against the unwar- 
ranted charges in his indictment." 
He noted his client "is charged only 
in four mail fraud counts and not in 
the other 53 counts, which do not 
relate to Anderson at all." 

Isgro, who was indicted under 
the RICO statute (Racketeering In- 
fluenced Corrupt Organization 
Act), engaged in a "pattern of 
racketeering activity," which in- 
cluded the alleged kickbacks to 
Anderson, according to Pitt. 

Trial Date Set 
He also accused Isgro of setting 

up a sham corporation with Mon - 
ka, through which Monka would 
convert corporate checks issued by 
Isgro's company to cash. Pitt said 
Isgro would then use the cash to 
pay off "radio station managers, 
music directors, radio station 
employees, and for illegal kick- 
backs to record company execu- 
tives." 

The indictment specified that 
former bodyguard Smith frequent- 
ly delivered large sums of cash, 
sometimes exceeding $100,000, to 
Isgro. Prosecutor Pitt said Smith is 
expected to testify against Isgro. 

Trial has been set before US Dis- 
trict Judge James Rieman on Jan- 
uary 23. However, attorneys from 
both sides expect the proceedings 
to begin later in the year. 

If convicted on all charges, Isgro

Fisher Takes WEGX PD Post 
As ST hit the presses, the new PD at 
WEGX/Philly was all but a done deal. 
As of late Tuesday, WKTIIMilwaukee 

PD Todd Fisher was ready to make it official 
on Wednesday morning (12/6)! 

Emmis has sold KNRJ (Energy 
96.5)/Houston to Nationwide for $30 million 
(see Radio Business, Page 8). 

Although there had been 16 tons o' ST 
earlier this week about a format change at the 
Dance CHR, look for programming to remain 
stable until the sale is closed (pending the nod 
from the FCC) in about 90 days. 

Meanwhile, a note from Emmis to KXXX 
(X100)ISF, WLOLIMinneapolis, and 
WJIB/Boston indicated that these stations' 
sale was being reevaluated with the pending 
sale of KNRJ, but that a definitive decision 
hadn't been reached.

Taylor is already in the running. 

Citing those famous philosophical 
differences, KXRXISeattle PD Rick Lambert 
has handed in his resignation, effective 
immediately.

He's 
landed the lead role in the new CBS -TV series 
"Street Legal," which debuts as a midseason 
replacement. 

FM -92 cohosts Tim Kelly and Patty Lotz 
will handle wakeup duties in his wake. And .. 
ST hears PD Liz Kiley is rethinking her 
programming strategy. In the recent September 
to November Arbitrend, KKBT's new format 
debuted at 0.7, down from its previous 1 .2 
under the Classical format.

Sillerman, Hirsch 
Settle Suits 

The deal's closing marked an 
end to months of a game of high - 
stakes brinksmanship played by 
Sillerman and partner Carl Hirsch 
as they sought to fend off litigious 
institutional investors who were 
unhappy with the deal. 

Metropolitan Broadcasting bond- 
holders agreed to settle their law- 
suits on Monday (12/4) in return 
for $143 million - about $8 million 
more than Metropolitan's original 
$135 million buyback offer. Accord- 
ing to Sillerman, virtually all of the 
company's junk bonds have been 
tendered. "We got in over 99% of 
the senior bonds and about 96% of 
the junior bonds, which is an in- 
dication that they were quite pleas- 
ed with the settlement," he said. 

Sillerman and Hirsch will each 
receive a minority equity interest 
in Group W Radio, but the size of 
that stake remained unclear at 
presstime. Originally projected to 
be 15%, Hirsch now estimates it 
will be in the range of 5-6% initial- 
ly, while Sillerman told R&R he ex- 
pects about 10%. The final percen- 
tage won't be determined until 
"working capital adjustments," as 
called for in the merger contract, 
are finalized in about 60 days. 

Both partners say they expect to 
exercise options to acquire addi- 
tional shares - for a maximum po- 
tential ownership of 15% - which 
could eventually be worth hun- 
dreds of millions of dollars if the 
new company becomes the major 
industry force they expect it will. 

"It's showtime," chuckled 
Hirsch. 

Group W Ready To Roll 
From all indications, Westing- 

house is wasting little time in get- 
ting the new show on the road. Har- 
ris says he's created a new man- 
agement "team of all-stars to take 
us into the 1990s." 

Newly appointed Group W Presi- 
dent Jim Thompson will oversee a 
restructured chain of command for 
the combined companies. Aban- 
doning Group W's historic focus on 
separate AM and FM divisions, the 
new company will be split along 
loose east -west geographical lines. 
Day-to-day operations will be su- 
pervised by two new Regional VPs. 

Westinghouse veteran John Wau- 
gaman will supervise WMAQ/Chi- 
cago, KFWB & KTWV/Los An- 
geles, WCPT & WCXR/Washing- 
ton, KILT -AM & FM/Houston, 
KFBK & KAER/Sacramento, 
KMEO-AM & FM/Phoenix, and 
KQXT/San Antonio. Metropolitan - 
Legacy executive Mike Craven will 
administer WINS & WNEW/New 
York, KYW & WMMR/Philadel- 
phia, WBZ/Boston, KDKA/Pitts- 
burgh, WLLZ/Detroit, and KQZY/ 
Dallas. 

In addition, WINS VP/GM War- 
ren Maurer has been named VP/ 
News of Group W Radio and will 
oversee the company's all -News 
radio stations in New York, Chi- 
cago, Philadelphia, and Los An- 
geles. 

"I think they're going to do a 
helluva job," said Hirsch. "I'm 
very impressed with Dick Harris's 
appointment of Jim Thompson. 
The fact that they put Mike Cra- 
ven, a key executive of our com- 
pany, in charge of half of the sta- 
tions is a very encouraging sign. I 
think you're going to see an entire- 
ly different Group W."

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Anatomy Of The Birch Radio 
Telephone Interview 

From the beginning, Birch Radio audience estimates 
have been based on a personal telephone interview with 
each respondent. While there have been a number of modi- 
fications and improvements to the various elements of the 
process, like the sample frame, respondent selection, 
callback procedures, weighting, etc., the basic data collec- 
tion instrument - the personal telephone interview - has 
always remained intact. 

With more agencies and adver- 
tisers basing buys on Birch Radio 
data than ever before, there has 
been increasing interest in how the 
Birch telephone interview is con- 
ducted. Here is a look at the pro- 
cess. 

Why Telephone? 
Birch selected the personal 

telephone contact over other meth- 
ods like diary -keeping and door-to- 
door interviews on the basis of four 
main advantages: 

Projectability. The 1980s have 
been characterized by an enor- 
mous compression of leisure time, 
leaving potential respondents little 
time for anything other than life - 
sustaining activities at home and 
at work. 

Keeping a diary for seven days is 
a chore - and accordingly, most 
people will refuse to participate. 
Arbitron's non -response rate 
averages well over 55% nationwide 
and runs into the 60-65% range in 
major markets. 

Conversely, Birch's non -re- 
sponse rate averages less than 40% 
nationwide, running under 30% in 
many markets. 

As reliability in projecting 
estimates is inversely related to 
the degree of non -response (i.e., 
the higher the non -response rate, 
the less projectable the estimate), 
attaining the highest possible 
response rate is a fundamental 
research goal. 

Reporting Accuracy. People 
tend to behave differently when 
they become aware they are being 
studied. The Hawthorne studies in 
the 1930s examined the effects of 
workplace lighting on worker pro- 
ductivity. In the first stage, re- 
searchers found that when lighting 
was dimmed, productivity increas- 
ed. When the lighting was increas- 
ed, productivity went up still fur- 
ther. The workers were responding 
to the men in white coats with clip- 
boards - not to the lighting. 

An unannounced telephone inter- 
view catches listeners in their 
"natural" states and gathers infor- 
mation on actual listening, before 
respondents have a chance to 
change their behavior or perceived 
behavior; i.e., to "vote" for sta- 
tions other than those to which they 
have actually been listening. 

Control. Using centralized 
telephone interviewing, Birch can 
control the selection of households 
and respondents, interview in- 
structions, handling of confusion or 
ambiguity in reported listening, 
physical recovery of data, monitor- 
ing, validation, and data review. 

Most importantly, a personal in- 

terview assures uniform recall 
from all correspondents. Unlike 

Torn Birch 

unsupervised diary methods, 
which allow widely varying de- 
grees of recall in reported listen- 
ing, the Birch telephone interview 
limits average quarter-hour recall 
to "yesterday." 

Speed. Unlike other methods, 
telephone recall allows for rapid 
collection and processing of data. 
In the time it takes to place a diary, 
for example, Birch Radio inter- 
viewers can conduct a complete in- 
terview. 

Birch/Scarborough is now lever- 
aging the immediacy advantage of 
telephone -based data collection by 
computerizng the entire process - 
from sample selection to data col- 
lection to data processing. Through 
use of "CATI" - Computer -Assist- 
ed Telephone Interviewing - all 
Birch interviewers will soon be 
able to enter data directly into 
mainframe computers for immedi- 
ate processing. 

"In the time it takes to 
place a diary, Birch 
can conduct a 

complete interview." 

When the full CATI rollout is 
completed in 1990, Birch users will 
have access to instant data tabula- 
tions current through the most re- 
cent 24 hours. 

The Interview 
There are four distinct stages to 

each Birch Radio interview, se- 
quenced as follows: 

Initial screening 
Respondent selection 
Collection of radio listening in- 

formation 
Collection of qualitative data 

The initial screening identifies 
the purpose of the call and screens 
out non -qualifying respondents: 
those employed by broadcasting 
stations or advertising agencies (or 
sharing a household with someone 
similarly employed), persons liv- 

ing in group quarters or contacted 

By Tom Birch 
at a business, or persons living in 
households outside the survey 
area. 

Following screening, one mem- 
ber of the household is randomly 
selected for interviewing utilizing 
the "Last Birthday" method of 
respondent selection. Very simply, 
the interviewer requests to speak 
with the household member age 12 

or older (including the person 
answering the phone) who "had 
the most recent birthday." To en- 
sure an equal probability of selec- 
tion, multiple attempts are made to 
reach the designated respondent if 
that person is not immediately 
available. Otherwise, people who 
tend to stay home in the evenings 
would be overrepresented in the 
samples. 

Recovering Listening 
Activity 

The heart of the interview con- 
sists of questions which recover the 
respondent's listening, starting 
with a warm-up question that gets 
the person to "think radio." Re- 
spondents are asked to name the 
stations heard during the past 
week, including those heard "at 
home, in a car, or some other 
place." 

While the stations mentioned at 
this point are not included in the 
tabulations, the warm-up provides 
an opportunity for respondents to 
"vote" for those stations, if any, 
that have strong top -of -mind ap- 
i al - but were not necessarily 
heard in the past 24 hours. 

Once voting is out of the way, the 
interview zeroes in on real listening 
behavior. Proceeding daypart to 
daypart, respondents are asked to 
reconstruct their yesterday listen- 
ing. The sequence of questions is 
designed to allow the respondent to 
relate all radio exposure during the 
previous day. 

The radio listening portion of the 
Birch Radio interview is an itera- 
tive process; i.e., the cycle of ques- 
tions eliciting stations heard and 
exact start and stop times of listen- 
ing to each such station are repeat- 
ed exhaustively, until all stations 
and durations of listening have 
been reported. 

After listening has been reported 
within each daypart (5-l0am, 
l0am-3pm, 3-7pm, and 7pm-mid- 
night), the interviewer asks ques- 
tions ascertaining the respondent's 
zip code, age, origin and, in mar- 
kets employing Hispanic weight- 
ing, primary language spoken in 
the household. 

Qualitative, media, and prod- 
uct/service usage questions com- 
prise the final 10-12 questions that 
round out the interview. Qualita- 
tive and media usage questions are 
asked in virtually all the top 150 

markets measured by Birch and in 
many smaller markets. All told, 
the interview takes from five to 15 

minutes, depending on the amount 
of reported listening. 

Behavior Vs. Perception 
Perhaps the most important ben- 

efit of acquiring listening data by

Here's how the Birch Radio interviewer might gather 
morning drive listening information. 

Interviewer: "Did you do any radio 
listening yesterday morning be- 

tween 5am and 10am?" 

Respondent: "No."

Are you sure you didn't listen to any 
radio yesterday morning?"

Respondent: "Well, now that you 
mention it, I did listen on the way to 
work." 

Interviewer: "What station did you 
hear?" 

Respondent: "KXXX." 

Interviewer: "Was that on AM or 
FM?" 

Respondent: "FM." 

Interviewer: "What time did you 
start listening to KXXX-FM?" 

Respondent: "7:00" 

Interviewer: "What time did you 

stop listening to KXXX-FM?" 

Respondent: "7:30" 

Interviewer: "Were you at home, in 

a car, or some other place?" 

Respondent: "At home." 

Interviewer: "Did you hear KXXX- 

FM at any other times between 
5am and 10am?" 

Respondent: "No." 

(Note: if respondent had said 

"Yes," the interviewer would have 

repeated questions regarding 
start -stop times.) 

Interviewer: "Did you hear any 

other stations besides KXXX-FM 
yesterday morning between 5am 

and lOam?" 

Respondent: "Yes." 

(Note: At this point the interviewer 

relates the sequence of questions 

relating to start -stop times, asks if 

the second station was heard at 

any other times between 5am and 

10am, then asks again if any other 
stations were heard between 5am 

and 10am.) 

telephone is the ability of the 
telephone interview to capture ac- 
tual listening behavior without 
causing behavior modification or 
the reporting of perceived listening 
behavior. 

Bolton Research Corporation's 
recent NAB presentation ("Diary - 
keepers Exposed") included a 
videotaped interview with a diary - 
keeper who reported that she stop- 
ped listening to radio toward the 
end of the week because she was 
too tired to keep the diary - but 
wanted it to be accurate. 

"People who refuse to 
keep diaries are very 
different than those 
who agree to do so." 

Others reported changing their 
listening behavior in other ways; 
some tuned around to find out what 
stations (other than their current 
favorites) were doing, while others 
increased or decreased their listen- 
ing to stations on the basis of how 
they wanted "to vote." One noted 
that a pro -abortion talk show on 
one of her favorite stations so deep- 
ly offended her that she completely 
banished the station from her di- 

ary. 
Bolton's research also found peo- 

ple using varying degrees of re- 
call: some were meticulous, mak- 

ing entries throughout the day, 
whereas others reported several 
days on the assumption that they 
"listen about the same every day." 

An important element missing 
from Bolton's analysis was an ac- 
counting of the vast majority of 
people who simply refused to keep 
the diary at all. As Arbitron's non - 
response studies have demonstrat- 
ed, people who refuse to keep 
diaries are very different than 
those who agree to do so. CHR, 
AOR, Classic Rock, Urban Con- 
temporary, and Hot AC listeners, 
for example, are most likely to be 
"diary-refusers." 

Birch's telephone interview 
method produces the highest rates 
of response - providing all sta- 
tions with an opportunity for 
reliable representation in the 
samples. It improves reporting ac- 
curacy by measuring listening 
behavior and not perceived 
behavior, improves control over 
the process, and holds the greatest 
potential for rapid processing and 
dissemination of data. 

In a nutshell, that's why we like 
the phone.

Desirable Demo: 
A Look At 18-24s 

VITAL SIGNS 

Continuing our profile of young music consumers, this 
week's spotlight falls on music buyers 18-24 - what they 
earn, what they buy, what they listen to and watch. 

The period between 18-24 is typi- 
cally an eventful time in life. Kids 
leave home, moving away from 
Mom and Dad often for the first 
time. Some go to college. Many ex- 
perience their first fulltime jobs. 
Most will see their incomes rise as 
they enter this age segment. 

Based on statistics compiled dur- 
ing recruiting cycles for Soun- 
data's panel, 22% of today's active 
music consumers are 18-24. Among 
that 22%, the gender split is 50-50. 
And more of them are 21-24 than 
18-20 (six out of ten are in the older 
sub -segment) . 

The overwhelming majority are 
employed (75% ) , and half of those 
earn $10,000 or less annually. The 
18-20s don't take in as much 
money; 90% make under ten 
grand. One reason for that group's 
lower income level is a third don't 
work at all, and 41% bring in less 
than $5000. Just 10% of them pull 
down $5000-10,000; 15% make 
$10,000-20,000. 

Those 21-24 have much greater 
earning power; twice as many 
work as the 18-20s (four out of five). 
The majority (55% ) hold jobs pay- 
ing $10,000+. Thirty-two percent 
earn $10,000-20,000, 17% snag 
$20,000-30,000, and 6% manage 
$30,000+. 

"These consumers 
show a greater interest 
in owning a new VCR 
than any other age 
segment. Given their 
earning power, this 
finding shouldn't be 
taken lightly." 

Music To Their Ears 
When it comes to music, 18-24s 

overwhelmingly favor soft rock 
(four out of five say they like it or 
strongly like it). Pop music is the 
second most popular genre (seven 
out of ten like it), followed closely 
by hard rock (six out of ten). 

Chronologically, this is the first 
age segment in which we've found 
a significant number of CD buyers. 
They purchase 30% of their pre- 
recorded music on CD. But they 
don't shop at mall record stores as 
much as they did when they were 
younger. Since many own or drive 
cars, their mobility gives them a 
wider choice of stores to choose 
from. 

Where Their 
Money Goes 

Music consumers 18-24 
prefer to spend their cash 
on: 

Home CD players 
VCRs/video tapes 
Pay -per -view 

television 
Movies/concerts 
New cars 

They're also more interested 
than their younger counterparts in 
getting home CD players, and less 
interested in buying walkman units 
(whether radio, cassette, or CD 
portable devices). If they can't 
have a home CD player, they'll 
take a portable CD boom box over 
a Walkman. 

Wired For Cable 
These panelists show a greater 

interest in owning a new VCR than 
any other age segment. Given their 
earning power (particularly 
21-24s), this finding shouldn't be 
taken lightly. By this age, they've 
begun to move to more expensive 
electronic items.

They also represent an excellent 
market for pay -per -view television. 
Music consumers in general have 
greater cable penetration and are 
therefore better able to receive 
pay -per -view programs than the 
total market; among 18-24s, 57% 
claim they have pay -per -view 
capability. 

"18-24s represent an 
excellent market for 
pay -per -view television 
... their subscription 
levels were the highest 
recorded for the Who's 
`Tommy."" 

They showed the second highest 
awareness level of the Who's 
"Tommy" pay -per -view perform- 
ance and Bon Jovi's Moscow Music 
Festival program. Their sub- 
scription levels were the highest 
recorded for the Who and the sec- 
ond highest for Bon Jovi. Clearly, 

pay -per -view is a natural tie-in for 
radio; the program provider and 
local cable company are potential- 
ly profitable advertisers. 

As might be expected, prere- 
corded video tapes are very 
popular, as are movies and con- 
certs. 

Cruisin' 
A portion of the money that isn't 

spend on music and entertainment 
is likely to be spent on cars and 
car -related items: 90% of 18-24s 
have a driver's license, and 97% 
live in a household where at least 
one member owns a car. Signifi- 
cantly, 22% live in households 
where someone is in the market for 
a new car, and 18% report they are 
personally in the market for one. 

21-24s are more likely to be new 
car buyers than those in the young- 
er (18-20) segment - most likely 
owing to higher employment fig- 
ures. The brand of choice among 
the older set: Toyota, favored by 
13%. And take note of this poten- 
tially useful tidbit: not one men- 
tioned Nissan. Could Nissan use a 
little help?

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Quaffing Brews 
The drinking age in most states 

is 21, and that's the age beer brand 
loyalty typically begins. When we 
tracked beer consumption (July 
'89) , we found 58% had downed a 
brew in the course of the past 
month, and 51% had tipped back a 
light beer. 

Nine out of ten could recall sec 
ing or hearing a beer ad for a "reg- 
ular" beer during the past 30 days; 
three out of four 21-24s heard or 
saw a plug for Budweiser (the 
highest of any brand). Coors regis- 
tered the second -highest recall

(two out of three), and Miller Gen- 
uine Draft tied for third with Mi- 
chelob (for actual percentages, see 
accompanying graphs). 

Not surprisingly, Bud was hailed 
as favorite brand (17%), and its 
nearest competitor was Michelob 
(6%). Rounding out the top five 
were Miller High Life (6%), Cor- 
ona (5%), and Coors (4%). 

Light beer ads were seen or 
heard by four out of five. Bud Light 
enjoyed the highest brand recall 
among light rivals (72% ) ; Miller 
Light edged out Coors Light (54% 
to 52%). 

Light beer awareness and pre- 
ferences differed somewhat: 15% 

mentioned Miller Lite as their fav- 
orite, followed by Michelob Light 
(10%), Coors Light (10%) and Bud 
Light (9%).

In keeping with the style of the 
original, the new song spotlights 
each participating artist for one 
line. Naturally, many SAW acts 
take starring roles, and the lineup 
includes BROS, KYLIE MIN- 
OGUE, JASON DONOVAN, BIG 
FUN, WET WET WET, CLIFF

Mainstream CHR: Losing Its Niche? 
Increasing Fragmentation May Threaten Mass Appeal Stations 

As niche CHRs enjoy ratings successes, many in the 
industry are wondering if continued fragmentation will 
sound the deathknell of so-called "mainstream" CHR. 
Some Rock CHRs, however, seem to be moving in a main- 
stream direction (see accompanying story) . Consultant 
Tracy Johnson of Alan Burns & Associates offers his per- 
spective on CHR's past, present, and future evolution: 

In this age of improved competi- 
tion, more signals, and inflated 
property values, it's only natural 
for stations to narrowly define an 
audience and superserve it. In 
most cases, niche programming is 
the fastest path to a quick ratings 
score. 

Mainstream CHRs are becoming 
more and more scarce - some 
might say they're on the road to ex- 
tinction. (Ask three programmers 
and you'll probably receive three 
different definitions of mainstream 
CHR. For our purposes, here's a 
good catch-all definition: a broad - 
based contemporary music station 
that plays the most poplar current 
music including rock, urban, and 
pop.) 

The Long View 
Anytime a trend emerges, it's 

important to evaluate it in light of 
the past. As we head into the '90s, 
CHR seems to be charting a course 
very similar to that of the late '70s 
and early '80s, when mainstream 
CHR experienced a decline. This 
decline was a product of several 
important developments: 

Disco backlash - Stations be- 
came too reliant on one type of mu- 
sic. Record companies produced 
records to fit the sound of what ra- 
dio was playing. The result was a 
plethora of marginal disco records 
and little on -air variety.

Increasing emphasis on 25-54 

shares - Most CHR stations' core 
is 12-34 women. The further from 
the core you target, the more likely 
you are to alienate the core. 

Fragmentation - Niche for- 
mats such as "All Disco" and "Soft 
CHR" began chipping away at 
very specific segments of the tar- 
get. 

In the early '80s, ACs and AORs 
took advantage of CHR's lack of 
variety and fragmented both ends 
of the demographic spectrum, di- 
viding key demos. As stations tried 
to maintain 25-54 strength, record 
labels responded; a steady stream

of oldies, along with current coun- 
try and AC crossovers, invaded 
CHR playlists. Kenny Rogers, Li- 
onel Richie, and Air Supply chang- 
ed the sound of CHR. In the pro- 
cess, 12-34s were alienated and be- 
gan searching for stations that 
played more of what they wanted 
to hear. 

Current Parallels 
Today, there are at least four 

major variations of CHR frag- 
menting the format's available 
audience: 

Rock: Also known as Rock 40, 

Rock CHR, etc. Practitioners are 
WDFX/Detroit, KQLZ (Pirate Ra- 
dio)/Los Angeles, and KXXR/ 
Kansas City. 

Urban -based: Also called 
Churban or Dance CHR. WQHT 
(Hot 97)/NY and KMEL/San 
Francisco fit this bill. 

Leaning toward or switching to 
AC: WOMX/Orlando's recent 
change is a good example. 

Mainstream: Mass appeal sta- 
tions such as WKTI/Milwaukee 
and WKSE/Buffalo take this ap- 
proach. 

Fragmentation is becoming so 
severe it's affecting the music. 
Some markets have as many as 
three CHRs, and the hit records 
make it on only one or two of the 
stations owing to narrowly tar- 
geted playlists. Assuming all three 
stations share the market's CHR 
cume, it takes 6-8 weeks for new 
records to become familiar. Many 
records never reach a high degree 
of familiarity. 

National charts reflect the trend 
as well. With few records being 
played by a large percentage of re- 
porting stations, records appear on 
the charts several weeks before 

Protecting Your Flanks 
Mainstream CHRs should take these steps to protect 

themselves from current or potential niche competitors: 

Research the market 
Define your audience 
Target your product 
Scrutinize recurrentsloldies; play only those that 
complement playlist 
Don't overreact 

breaking. In fact, some never 
reach breaker status, such as the 
first Bad English, Eddie Murphy, 
and Young MC records. Breaker 
status is not necessarily a valid 
measure of a record's strength in 
many cases. 

"CHR fragmentation 
has probably only just 
begun. How it affects 
you and your market 
largely depends on how 
well you understand 
your audience and 
reflect their taste." 

Though the present charts aren't 
as polarized as those of the late 
'70s, there's a similar pattern. As 
was the case ten years ago, today's 
Top 30 is heavily dance -oriented, 
with artists such as New Kids On 
The Block, Gloria Estefan, Paula 
Abdul, Milli Vanilli, Surface, Ma- 
donna, Soul II Soul, Bee Gees, 
Neneh Cherry, Karyn White, Bob- 

by Brown, Janet Jackson, Prince, 
Expose, Jody Watley, Babyface, 
Seduction, Dino, etc. 

Defending The Fort 
Mass appeal, market -leading 

CHRs should take steps now to 
avoid becoming too vulnerable to a 
new or potential competitor. If 
your station is a mainstream CHR, 
research your market, define your 
audience, target your product, and 
strengthen your position. 

Great stations constantly identi- 
fy their weaknesses and prepare 
their defenses before a new station 
exploits them. Be ready to act 
rather than react. By knowing 
yourself and your market, you will 
better know how to respond. 

Another key is maintaining a 
proper on -air balance. Constantly 
scrutinize your recurrents and 
oldies to be sure they complement 
your playlist. If current hit music 
leans in one direction, consider re- 
ducing the rotations of similar - 
sounding records in your library. 

If a new station attacks, don't 
overreact. Carefully analyze and 
study the station to determine the 

JUST GROWING PAINS? 

Some Rock CHRs Move To Broaden Music 
While some signs point to a decline of mainstream 

CHR, a number of Rock CHRs are actually moving in a 
mainstream direction. Rock CHR programmers shifting 
their stations' music maintain their fledging format isn't 
in trouble, but merely experiencing growing pains. 

Chuck Beck 
Chuck Beck programs rock - 

leaning CHR WDFX/Detroit, a sta- 
tion that has altered its music mix 
of late. Said Beck, "Janet Jackson 
and Paula Abdul are now in there. 
We're still a rock -leaning CHR, but 
we felt the need to stretch.

Alan Burns & Associates consultant Tracy Johnson 
cautions, "Changing to a niche format just because it's 
working in another market, or because it's the 'next big 

thing,' isn't the right reason to change." 
He adds, "Don't be caught up in 

the excitement of the industry's 
latest darling format. More than 

ever, complete market research, 
market analysis, and a solid plan for 
implementing your strategy are the 
keys to success." 

Checklist For Change 
Before committing to a niche for- 

mat, Johnson advises programmers 
to consider all aspects of marketing 

including: 
Market demos - Does the 

age/sex/ethnicity makeup of your 
market support the appeal of the 
format you're considering? Is there 
enough of an available share to cre- 
ate a sales base? An older market 
with low ethnic composition may 

not support a dance -leaning "pow- 

er" station, regardless of how well 
you execute the format. 

Competition - Define your 

competitors and analyze their 
strengths and weaknesses. Where 
are they vulnerable? If you're up 

against a strong Classic Rock, a 

current -based AOR, and a main- 

stream CHR, there may not be a 

large enough core available for a 

Rock 40. 
Available marketing dollars - 

One of the attractions of a niche 
format is that it's easy to define. 
The more extreme your format, the 
easier it is to position. Therefore it 

can be a relatively inexpensive for- 

mat to market. Conversely, a main- 

stream CHR is often much more dif- 

ficult to position, making it even 
more vulnerable to a flank attack.

possible damage it might inflict. 
Chances are, you can't effectively 
battle an active, narrowly targeted 
competitor. Reacting means you 
subject yourself to more cume loss 
than could otherwise be expected. 
Instead, tighten all aspects of your 
station and improve everything 
you do.

CHR fragmentation has proba- 
bly only just begun. How it affects 
you and your market largely de- 
pends on how well you understand 
your audience and reflect their 
taste. 

It's too early to tell if a general 
CHR format decline will recur in 
the '90s. Mainstream CHR isn't 
dead, but it's healthier in some 
markets than others. GMs and PDs 
would be wise to learn from the 
past and apply that knowledge to 
their plans for the future.

Gorby, ski clothes that change colors when they freeze, 
Roseanne, the Berlin Wall break, international terrorism, 
the Nimitz Freeway collapse, the black -holing of the poor 
damned Dallas Cowboys, Elle McPherson, Yugos, AIDS, 
Quayle a heartbeat away, huddled socialist masses yearn- 
ing to breathe free, and the greenhouse effect? 

Well, the legal system and the in- 
surance industry became more 
monstrous.

Many of their songs 
don't have a texture suitable for 
KOAI." The group's smash "Soul 
Food To Go," though, was com- 
patible and did air. 

KOAI is big on playing covers - 
provided they fit certain parame- 
ters. "They must have unique in- 
strumentation," Frost said. "We 
played Kenny Vance's 'Bye Bye 
Love,' a wonderful cover with Da- 
vid Sanborn's saxophone. It's such 
a different style from the original it 
sounds like fresh, new music." 

Emotional Sledge Hammer 
Frost recounted a recent inci- 

dent involving Richard Elliot's ren- 
dition of a Percy Sledge hit. "Elliot 
told me many PDs didn't want to 
touch 'When A Man Loves A Wom- 
an' because it was a cover. When 
he came to Dallas, Elliot did the 
song for 4500 people. There was a 
four -minute standing ovation, and 
he cried onstage. It was one of the 

most amazing things I'd ever 
seen." 

Not all cover versions, however, 
find their way on to the playlist. 
"Flute covers are hard for me to 
play because they sound like K - 
mart," Frost said. "And Fatt- 
burger's 'Oh Girl' sounds too much 
like the original (Chi -Lites)." 

Not unlike many AOR program- 
mers, Frost avoids music played 
on other stations. "We play our 
own music that makes it to other 
stations. We don't take hits played 
on other stations after they've been 
hits. If (crosstown AC) KVIL broke 
a particular Vonda Shepard cut, 
there'd be no reason for us to go on 
it." 

Frost Warnings 
While KOAI's approach seems to 

make for NAC success, Frost cau- 
tions other PDs not to copy his sta- 
tion's style. "All other stations 
shouldn't sound like the Oasis," he 
commented. KKSF/San Francisco 
and KTWV (The Wave)/Los Ange- 
les do very well but don't sound like 
us. KOAI has a lot of tempo; we're 
not sleepy." 

Echoing sentiments expressed 
by others in the format, Frost 
believes NAC is "going to be the 
format of the '90s. There'll be lots 
of different versions. It's fun being 
part of this. We've transformed the 
CD business in Dallas. Stores like 
the Sound Warehouse love us!"

Wave Pioneer Advocates Aggressive Attitude 
According to KTWV/Los Angeles Director/Program 

Operations Paul Goldstein, NAC hasn't experienced dra- 
matic growth because most NACs haven't "dramatically 
added value to their product." 

Goldstein, who's responsible for 
coming up with the "Wave" name 
and cowrote and produced the 
Wave jingle, believes NACs should 
be more than jukeboxes. 

"Great stations are a lot more 
than just music," he declared. 
"Obviously, music's the main in- 
gredient, but there are many other 
things needed to win. No NAC has 
developed a new and different 
mass -appeal morning show, which 
is crucial for this format." 

Risky Business 
Goldstein thinks NAC hasn't pro- 

gressed the way it should have. He 
noted, "KTWV and KKSF/San 
Francisco have carved a real 
niche. NAC people need to be more 
aggressive, and should believe the 
format has the potential to be num- 
ber one 25-54. If people look at NAC 
as a music -only format, there will 
be problems. What's holding NAC 
back is what's holding back a lot of 
other businesses in America - the 
lack of taking risks."

Comparing NAC's progress to 
that of a Los Angeles AC which 
ascended to the #1 spot 12+ this 

summer, he said, "Look how long 
it's taken KOST to make it. The 
station grew slowly, stayed consis- 
tent, and is a great radio station. 
KOST has a fine morning show 
( Mark & Kim), its music is perfect, 
and it does a wonderful job of 
copromoting. The same can hap- 
pen to us. We're the music for the 
new generation." 

Goldstein points to strong local 
record/CD sales as an example of 
KTWV's strength. "Artists we play 
who aren't being exposed else- 
where are seeing their product fly 
out of record stores. We're the only 
station playing Windham Hill pro- 
duct, and stores are selling out."

There Ain't No Cure For 
The Summertime Blues 

Summer '89 marks the fourth year I've compiled the 
CRI statistics. And once again the summer CRI has plum- 
meted from the spring accounting, this time to a new all- 
time low of 870.3. 

Worse yet, there's very little 
solace in any of the comparisons. 
More stations went down than up, 
in both 12+ and 25-54 demos; both 
AM and FM were off; and 41% of 
all Country outlets ranked lower in 
adult demos than they did in the 
spring. 

In the past, I've placed part of 
the blame on diminishing TSL 
amidst steady cumes for lower 
quarter hours. Increased competi- 
tion for 25-54s from Classic Rock, 

Gold, and other formats has also 
taken its toll. 

On the plus side, Country sta- 
tions have been playing great mu- 

sic the past three years. So why the 
slide? Frankly, I'm running out of 
explanations. I suppose terrible 
Country summer ratings are like 
death and taxes - inevitabilities 
we just have to live with. 

Here's a look at the summer 
numbers from all Country stations 
in the continuously rated markets.
