FCC May Hold Hearings 
On Infinity Indecency 
Move could hamper Cook Inlet purchases 

A top FCC official this week 
said the Commission may ask 
an FCC administrative law 
judge to conduct a hearing on 
whether Infinity Broadcasting 
should be cited for allegedly in- 
decent segments of the Howard 
Stern show. Such a forfeiture 
hearing could slow - or kill - 
Infinity's pending deal to ac- 
quire three Cook Inlet Radio 
Partners stations. 

Last August, Infinity an- 
nounced its intent to purchase 
WUSN /Chicago, WZLX /Bos- 
ton, and WZGC /Atlanta from 
Cook Inlet. 

"I think there'll be a decision 
in the next three or four days 
[on whether to initiate such a 
hearing]," the official told R&R 
on Monday (11/23).

R &R Survey Probes News On Music Radio In The '90s 
Station managers now using shorter newscasts in fewer dayparts; features take bigger iole 

Ten years after the FCC lifted 
its news and public affairs re- 
quirements, most managers of 
music -formatted stations say 
they are striving to maintain 
news coverage despite financial 
restraints and competitive 
pressures to play more music.

That was one of the most 
prevalent sentiments drawn 
from an exclusive R&R survey 
of 700 radio stations - repre- 
senting every format and mar- 
ket size - about their attitudes 
and practices toward news. 
About a third of the respondents 
took up our invitation to fax us 
their thoughts about news on 
music radio. 

Among the findings: 
Today's newscasts are 

short: More than a third of sta- 
tions air just two minutes or less 
per newscast. Only 18% of mu- 
sic stations air five- minute -or- 
longer 'casts. 

They're in fewer dayparts: 
While virtually all stations aired 
morning drive news, only half 
did so in middays and afternoon 
drive. 

News and other information 
are, in growing numbers, being 
moved out of traditional news- 
casts and sprinkled into feature 
segments and morning show 
bits. 

Gulf War Sparks 
News Resurgence 

Several survey respondents 
said they were sparked to re- 
think their attitudes toward 
news on the radio during last 
year's Gulf War. Stations that 
dropped their audio networks 
and wire service subscriptions 
were left empty-handed during 
the military conflict. 

Listener demand for news 
from the Gulf was apparently so 
great that officials from Unistar 
- which owns radio distribution 
rights to CNN - tracked down 
dozens of unauthorized stations 
airing CNN audio. 

"In a music -intensive format 
such as ours, the audience 
wants to know that the world is 
OK while they're listening to 
music," stated KATM /Modes- 
to, CA ND Ryn Stephens. "We 
feel it's our duty to let our lis- 
teners know if something im- 
portant happens so they can be 
comfortable while listening to 
the music."

How Listeners Feel About News 
News On The Radio" survey commissioned by Unistar Ra- 

dio Networks /CNN Radio concludes that the vast majority 
of listeners want to be assured that their favorite station will 

bring them the news, at least when something important happens. 
The survey, which drew responses from 820 adults 18 +, was 

conducted by Statistical Research Inc. in the top 25 markets. 
Much of the information is being used by Unistar to tout CNN Radio, 
but several nonpartisan questions underscored radio's imp -rtance 
in the news world. 

The respondents said radio was their dominant source of news 
during two key dayparts. In the mornings, 37.7% said they get most 
of their news from radio, edging TV, which garnered 37.3 ° /0. In mid - 
days, 31 .9% got most of their news from the radio. while 21% did

FCC Small Business Panel 
Begins Work, Draws Fire 

The FCC's Small Business Advisory Committee re- 
ceived strong endorsements from sitting commissioners 
as it began its two-year mission to help the FCC encourage 
small and minority business development. But the panel is 
already under attack from the National Association of 
Black Owned Broadcasters, which claims most of the 
members are political appointees with no communications 
expertise. 

The Commission is "dead 
serious about the mission that has 
been given you," Commissioner 
Ervin Duggan told SBAC members 
at their first meeting (11/18). 
Noting that traditional minority 
business aids such as set- asides 
and quotas are "more fragile now 
than ever before," he urged the 
committee to find creative new 
ways to enhance minority oppor- 
tunities in communications in- 
dustries. 

Although Chairman AI Sikes ap- 
pointed the 21 members, Duggan 
credited Commissioner Andrew 
Barrett, the FCC's only black 
member, as the driving force be- 
hind the panel's creation. Barrett 

and Commissioner James Quello 
also attended and voiced support 
for the committee. 

In a letter to Sikes, NABOB Ex- 
ec. Director James Winston charg- 
ed that many SBAC members had 
"no clear relationship or apparent 
expertise" in FCC -related indus- 
tries. "In fact, it appears that for 
many members ... their only 
basis for being chosen to sit on the 
committee is a close relationship 
with the current Republican ad- 
ministration," Winston continued. 
He urged that Sikes either expand 
minority membership or disband 
the panel until the Clinton Adminis- 
tration takes office in January. 
Sikes, still recovering from sur- 

gery, had not responded to Winston 
by R&R's deadline. 

Nine Seats 
Following the introductory meet- 

ing, SBAC Chairman Joshua Smith 
acknowledged that "we are cer- 
tainly in a political environment" 
and that his panel's effectiveness 
could be limited by the lame -duck 
status of the outgoing Bush ad- 
ministration. But he noted there 
are nine seats remaining to be fill- 
ed once Sikes's successor is con- 
firmed. 

Two broadcasters are SBAC 
members: BROADCAP President 
John Oxendine (who owns part -in- 
terest in a TV group) and KIRL /St. 
Louis Chairman/GM Bill White. 
Smith said five members are from 
the financial industry. 

Much of the first meeting was 
spent acquainting members with 
the issues they'll confront: primar- 
ily new technologies, minority own- 
ership, and lack of available fi- 
nancing. The panel plans to meet 
quarterly. 

Five Competitors Petition FCC 

To Oppose Saga Springfield Duopoly 
Five competitors have petitioned the FCC to reject 

Saga Communications' $1.59 million purchase of WVEM/ 
Springfield, IL, which would give Saga an FM duopoly 
with WYMG /Jacksonville- Springfield, IL. The competi- 
tors say there's no reason to let Saga exceed the FCC's 
25 % Arbitron cap. 

Saga, which claimed there were 
"statistical anomalies" in the 
Spring 1992 Arbitron book, had sub- 
mitted a special audience survey 
by Strategic Radio Research as an 

alternative estimate of audience 
shares. The Strategic survey gave 
the proposed duopoly a combined 
share of 21.5%, opposed to 27.1% 

for Arbitron. 

NTIA Study: Little Change 

In Minority Radio Ownership 

Minorities acquired 26 radio and TV stations in the 
past year, but lost another 21 through sale, trans- 
fer, or business failure, according to an annual sur- 

vey by the National Telecommunications and Information 
Administration. 

NTIA has found virtually no 

change in minority ownership since 
it began the survey three years 

ago. The total number of minority - 

controlled stations was 301 in 

1990, 303 (adjusted) in 1991, and 

308 in 1992. Stated as a percent- 

age of total stations, minority own- 

ership dropped slightly to 2.8% this 

year, after holding at 2.9% during 

the previous two years. 

According to the latest survey, 

African- Americans own 111 (2.2 %) 

of the nation's 4969 AM stations 

and 64 (1.4 %) of the 4723 FM sta- 

tions. Hispanics own 63 (1.3 %) 

AMs and 24 (0.5 %) FMs. Other 

minority groups barely make the 
list: Asians, one AM and seven 
FMs; and Native Americans, two 
AMs and three FMs. (NTIA analyst 
Louis Camphor III said Native 

American group owner Cook Inlet 
Radio isn't counted because of the 
way its limited partnership is con- 
structed.) 

In its latest survey, NTIA asked 

owners how they acquired their sta- 

tions. It found that 81 % of the AMs 

and 68% of the FMs were purchas- 
ed by the current minority owners; 
19% of the AMs and 32% of the 

FMs were built by minorities after 

receiving FCC licenses. 

"There is nothing `anomalous' 
about the Arbitron data," said 
Saga's five Springfield competi- 
tors, who own WTAX & WDBR, 
WMAY & WNNS, WCVS (AM) & 
WFMB, WTJY, and WCVS -FM. 
"Quite the contrary, Arbitron's 
numbers are an accurate reflection 
of the market strength the two sta- 
tions have attained and will con- 
tinue to possess, particularly if 
Saga is permitted to bring its con- 
siderable resources and program- 
ming expertise to bear on the sta- 
tion combination." 

`Open The Floodgates' 

According to the competitors, 
AOR WYMG and AC WVEM have 
been consistently increasing their 
shares over the past four books - 
the only exception being a Spring 
1991 slip by WVEM. The competi- 
tors also supplied the FCC with 
demographic breakdowns that pur- 
port to show the two stations "have 
already attained considerable 
market power in virtually all age 
demographics." 

The competitors told the FCC 
there was no reason to even look at 
the Strategic survey. But if so, they 
charged that it was "patently in- 
sufficient" to be used as an alter- 
native to Arbitron. They criticized 
the study as tallying a listener's 
"favorite station," rather than 
measuring actual listening. 

If the Saga acquisition were to be 
approved, the competitors warned 
the FCC "would open the flood- 
gates" to similar custom surveys 
whenever Arbitron figures exceed 
the 25 % benchmark.

Westinghouse Won't Sell 
Radio Group 

Group W Radio staffers are breathing easier, now 
that Westinghouse Chairman Paul Lego has said 
the broadcasting group will not be sold to cut stag- 

gering corporate losses. 
"It's a big sigh of relief. We're just glad that we're staying with Westing- 

house. They recognize that we're a cash -flowing property, one of the 
jewels of the company," Group W Radio President Jim Thompson told 
R &R. 

Last week, radio dealmakers said Westinghouse was shopping the en- 
tire broadcasting division for $2 billion in an effort to raise cash. After the 
news helped plunge the company's stock to an eight -year low, Lego an- 
nounced Monday (11/23) that broadcasting would be kept as a core busi- 
ness while the hemorrhaging Financial Services group and three other 
businesses would be auctioned to raise $3 billion. The company reported a 

$2.65 billion pre -tax fourth -quarter charge because of loan losses. The 
company also reshuffled its executives, naming broadcasting division chief 
Burt Stanier and three others to a new President's Office. 

Thompson denied reports that the company considered selling the ra- 

dio division to CBS or KKR: "I never thought they would sell it. We cash 
flow too much money." According to Wall Street analysts, the broadcasting 
division's cash flow is about $187 million annually and provides about 20% 
of Westinghouse's overall operating profits. 

Maltz Denies Mairite- Infinity Merger Rumors 

Milt Maltz denies industry rumors that he might 
dance with Mel Karmazin. Insiders claim the 
Cleveland radio tycoon - facing pressure from 

bankers and bondholders - has been discussing a possible 
merger of Malrite Communications with Infinity Broad- 
casting. 

Under terms of the deal, Infinity would take over Malrite's debt by 
swapping stock and cash. Karmazin would come out of the deal with dual 

FMs in New York, Los Angeles, Chicago, San Francisco, and Philadelphia. 
"That's not true. There's not even the smell of the cork to that one," 

Maltz told R &R. "Mel called me about two months ago and asked if we'd 

sell him our Los Angeles and San Francisco properties - and I said no." 
Karmazin declined comment, then denied the speculation on the grounds 

that everyone considers financially flush Infinity to be an attractive merger 
partner. 

Footnote: Maltz said he and WKYSIWashington owner Skip Finley - 
whom DC lobbyists consider to be a possible contender for an FCC seat in 

the Clinton administration - are heading a newly formed NAB task force to 

promote capital formation for broadcasters. 
Other deal action this week: 

Premiere Radio Networks CEO Steve Lehman is buying his first 

O &O, KDHTIGreeley (Denver), CO, from APB Broadcasting for $3.55 
million cash. Lehman said the FM acquisition marks a turning point for 

Premiere's syndication network, because it will "serve as the flagship sta- 

tion for its first wired program." Programming and marketing plans will be 

announced early next year. 

Jacor and Great American are marrying their AMs in Cincinnati. Ja- 

cor, which operates powerhouse WLW, will take over GA's WKRC in a pro- 

gramming /sales LMA and obtain an option to buy the station. Cincinnati 

Bengals games will continue to be broadcast over WKRC, while GA will 

keep its WKRG. 
United Broadcasting's $4 million sale of WJMO -AM & FM/Cleve- 

land to Lynn Tolliver and Bobby Rush's Zebra Communications may hit 

a snag. The Plain Dealer reports the local NAACP chapter plans to 

challenge Zebra's claims that it is a minority- controlled company. Tolliver 

and Rush own only 22.77% of Zebra's equity - but they control 56.68% 
of its voting stock. "This may delay things a bit, but I'm confident this deal 

will move forward," Tolliver told R &R. 

Blackburn & Co. has slapped former broker George Otwell with a 

federal lawsuit demanding $500,000 in damages for allegedly breaking a 

one -year noncompete agreement and revealing trade secrets. Otwell, who 

recently jumped ship in October to join rival Media Venture Partners, 

denied any wrongdoing and vowed to contest the suit, which identifies 

MVP as "Blackburn's chief competitor." 
FCC Administrative Law Judge Richard Sippel has ordered a li- 

cense revocation for WKIJIParish, AL. The Brown Communications sta- 

tion has been dark without FCC authority since January 1991, after signing 

off because of money trouble.

Country music legend Roy 

Acuff died early Monday 

morning (11/23) in a Nash- 

ville hospital of complications from 

congestive heart disease. He was 

89. 
The undis- 

puted "King of 
Country Mu- 
sic," as dubbed 
by baseball 
great Dizzy 
Dean, Acuff en- 

joyed a 60 -year 
reign that en- 
compassed re- 

cording, acting, 
publishing, and 

even politics. 
The son of a Tennessee 

preacher, Acuff inclined initially 
toward athletics. When his hopes 
for a pro baseball career were 
dashed by a severe case of sun- 

stroke, he took up the fiddle and 

began performing with a traveling 

medicine show. He formed his own 

band in the mid -'30s, and became 
part of the Grand Ole Opry cast in 

1938, remaining as a regular for 54 
years. His popularity from that show 
led to a film career that included 
"The Grand Ole Opry" and seven 

other movies. 
Acuff recorded such tunes as 

"The Wabash Cannonball," "Night 
Train To Memphis," and "The Great 

Speckled Bird," selling 25 million 

records in the process. He founded 
Nashville's first publishing firm, 

Acuff -Rose, and had success with 

writers such as Hank Williams Sr. 

The first living member ever in- 

ducted into the Country Music Hall 

Of Fame, Acuff was also awarded 
the NARAS Lifetime Achievement 
Award in 1987, and last year re- 

ceived the Kennedy Center Award. 
Fondly remembered by nearly 

every country artist performing to- 

day, Acuff was perhaps closest to 

fellow Opry performer Minnie 
Pearl. When he recently visited 

Pearl (who suffered a stroke last 

year), he reportedly told her, "The 
next time I see you will be in

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News Organizations Respond 
To Radio's Changing Needs 

Music radio's changing needs - and economic 
realities - have prompted a spate of innovative 
products from both traditional news providers 

and some entrepreneurial upstarts. 
The new offerings range from 

fax services to format- specific 
newscasts to morning show prep 
services. But the bottom line re- 
mains the same: allowing stations 
to provide their audiences with the 
right news, at the right time, at an 
affordable cost. 

"We're getting to a point of pro- 
viding information to stations on 
demand," says CBS Radio Net- 
work VP /Programming Frank 
Murphy. 

Last year, the Associated Press 
conducted an extensive study to de- 
termine radio's news -related 
wants and needs. As a result, the 
wire service has taken several 
steps to better meet the needs of 
music stations. 

"While traditional newscasts 
may be less common [on music 
stations], I believe there's just as 
much information being distrib- 
uted," comments AP Broadcast 
Services Managing Editor Brad 
Kalbfeld. "But it's being delivered 
by the jocks during the time be- 
tween newscasts." 

To accommodate that reality, 
AP has expanded its product base 
to encompass a broader range of 
soft news stories and material - 
including more entertainment 
news.

For example, the wire's morning 
prep material now includes format- 
specific script- and -actuality 
packages focusing on artists and 
events. "If a Country station wants 
to talk about Garth Brooks, it's all 
there: the story and an actuality 
[from Brooks] ," explains Kalbfeld. 

Music stations that want an easy 
way to do morning news can sub- 

" scribe to AP DriveTime, which in- 
corporates prep materials with 
world, national, state, and sports 
headlines. 

DriveTime affiliates also receive 
a 24 -hour crisis news service that 
provides them with notification 
and coverage of the most urgent 
breaking stories. 

Zappin' It 
Among the best -known of the "al- 

ternative" information sources is 
Fairfax, VA-based Zapnews, which 
provides client stations with ma- 
terial via fax machine.

Zapnews President Jim Hood 
says he founded the company in re- 
sponse to music stations' desire to 
receive - and pay for - only the 
material they need. 

"There was a hole in the mar- 
ket," observes Hood. "AP was a lot 
more than these stations wanted or 
needed." 

Zapnews clients select the ser- 
vices they want from a menu that 
includes hourly newscasts, Accu- 
Weather forecasts, sports reports, 
state news updates, show prep ma- 
terial - even winning lottery num- 
bers. Packages of information are 
also available. 

The fax service draws on a varie- 
ty of news sources, including the 
German news service DPA, the 
Knight -Ridder Tribune Informa- 
tion Service, and a network of 
stringers. 

According to Hood, prices range 
from $100 a month for a couple of 
morning news reports to $400 for 
the most elaborate monthly pack- 
ages. The service's 30-day con- 
tracts give stations the flexibility to 
reduce their service options on 
short notice. The company says it 
currently has some 400 clients. 

Hood acknowledges that tough 
economic times have made his ser- 
vice more attractive to some sta- 
tions. However, he adds, the reces- 
sion has taken a toll as well. "I'd 
estimate that 100 of our stations 
have either gone bankrupt or 
dark." 

The CBS Radio Networks this 
summer began making Zapnews 
available to affiliates at a reduced 
rate as part of an effort to provide a 
more flexible, affordable news 
package. 

Spectrum Analysis 
In late September, the CBS Spec- 

trum network, which primarily 
serves music stations, added a 60- 
second bottom -of- the -hour news- 
cast. According to VP /CBS Radio 
News Larry Cooper, that capsule 
covers stories designed to "best 
serve the Spectrum demographic" 
of 25-54. 

The network also operates a 
morning show prep service that 
provides affiliates with 25-30 pages 
of material including almanac in- 
formation, offbeat facts, and televi- 
sion show summaries and pre- 
views. 

Topical morning show prep ser- 
vices have become a staple among 
youth- oriented networks. The 
Source scaled back traditional 
newscasts in favor of an enriched 
morning prep package that in- 
cludes access to an online database 
of other material, audio clips from 
movies, and even personalized sta- 
tion interviews with celebrities. 

UPI Update 
United Press International pre- 

miered its own facsimile service in 
mid -1991: FaxNEWS contains an 
assortment of material from the 
broadcast wire, including head- 
lines, news features, celebrity 
news, and offbeat stories. 

The news service has also taken 
several steps to make its news 
product more accessible to music 
stations. Earlier this year, it added 
a 60- second bottom -of- the -hour 
newscast with an underlying music 
bed that allows a smooth transition 
by the affiliate. Top -of- the -hour 
scripts have also been rewritten to 
create a smooth exit at the two- 
minute mark. 

To make life easier for busy 
NDs, the UPI Radio Network also 
provides affiliates with pre- written 
scripts to wrap around that day's 
actualities.

WBLK /Buffalo GM Mark Plimp- 
ton agreed, "Radio has to do more 
than just entertain an audience .. . 

we have an obligation to inform 
them. That's why we have a li- 
cense." 

Network Notes 
About two-thirds of the station 

managers said they were wired to 
a full- service news network. Of 
that group, two-thirds air network- 
fed newscasts, while about one- 
third use network audio clips in lo- 
cal newscasts or in feature 
material. 

Stations are also using copy gen- 
erated by the various wire services 
as the basis of morning show bits 
and features. Seventy-eight per- 
cent of respondents said they sub- 
scribe to a traditional wire service, 
such as AP or UPI, and more than 
half use them as research tools for 
feature material. 

The new wave of "wire" ser- 
vices, such as ZapNews, CBS Zap - 
News, or ABC NewsWire, is in 18% 
of stations, and nearly all of them 
use these services for feature ma- 
terial. 

"We're an Oldies station and the 
people in our demo want maga- 
zine -type information," observed 
KSNR /Grand Forks, ND PD Rob- 
ert Hultgren. "We give the au- 
dience bits and pieces ... If they 
want to know more, they'll turn on 
the TV news. I think there's a need 
for more human- interest, lighter 
news stories." 

News Attitudes 
Among those stations that have 

reduced their news presence since 
deregulation, 27% said they would 
like to air more news, but competi- 
tive forces require them to empha- 
size music; 22% said they don't 
have to air more because there's 
enough news from other sources 
such as CNN or a local all-News ra- 
dio station; and 22% said they 
would air more news, but it's not in 
the budget.

Eleven percent of the survey 
participants expressed the feeling 
that news would be a tuneout on 
their station. A survey of news us- 
age habits among radio listeners 
commissioned by Unistar (see ac- 
companying story, Page 1) indi- 
cated that the vast majority of 
adults would not tune away from a 
station if they heard news. 

When asked about their attitude 
toward deregulation, 82% of the 
managers - including many who 
run substantial amounts of news on 
their station - agreed with the 
statement "I'm glad the FCC de- 
regulated news requirements," 
while 18% agreed with "I wish the 

FCC would reinstate minimum re- 
quirements of news and public af- 
fairs on the radio." 

Despite competition from music 
stations, two prominent rock sta- 
tions air a relatively large amount 
of news. 

"We're a 25-44 heritage AOR 
with a long history of entertaining 
and informing our audience," re- 
marked WHCN /Hartford PD Bob 
Bittens. "Our listeners have a vor- 
acious appetite for information. 
We're never going to fully satisfy 
it, but at least if they're listening to 
us, they won't miss things. The 
news helps differentiate us from 
our competitors." 

WXRT /Chicago ND Na Parker 
concurred. "WXRT is celebrating 
its 20th year and has always had 
news as a top priority. We're doing 
as much or more news today as we 
did 10 years ago. We have an au- 
dience that does more than just tol- 
erate news -they want news." 

In large numbers, the managers 
of smaller market music stations 
consider news important to their 
programming mix. Stations in 
markets ranked 100+ aired longer 
newscasts in more dayparts than 
their counterparts in larger mar- 
kets, in part because they have less 
competition from TV, newspapers, 
and all-News radio stations. 

"What sets us apart from the 
rest of the market is our local news 
coverage," said KVST /Huntsville, 
TX GM Jan Stott. "News is our 
hook to the local community, and it 
works very well for us. Seventy- 
five percent of each newscast deals 
with local news."

"It's a good service for news peo- 
ple who have to give up prep time 
to kibitz with the jocks on- air," 
notes UPI Radio Network PD How- 
ard Dicus. 

ABCs Of News 
ABC Radio has also debuted a 

hard -copy information service for 
affiliates. But instead of faxing the 
news, weather, and sports mater- 
ial, ABC distributes it via its net- 
work of addressable data printers 
and personal computers. 

Affiliates can tailor the feed to 
their needs: "If you're in Alabama 
and don't care about hockey - but 
want everything about college foot- 
ball - you can choose to do that," 
says ABC Radio VP /News Bob 
Benson. 

The ABC News Wire is supplied 
by Reuters and Gannett News Ser- 
vice, with all stories rewritten in 
broadcast style. According to Ben- 
son, the service is solid and exten- 
sive - but not nearly as compre- 
hensive as a true wire service.

"This service was created after 
stations came to us and said they 
wanted an inexpensive wire ser- 
vice," remarks Benson. "But we 
tell [programmers] that if they 
want to be a news and information - 
intensive station, they need to be 
talking to a major wire." 

Benson said between 50 and 100 

stations are currently using the 
new wire service. 

StandardNews To Start 
Radio will have a new network 

choice next month when Pat Rob- 
ertson's StandardNews debuts its 
Washington NewsDesk reports. 

According to Managing Editor 
John Rodman, a former WEEI/ 
Boston ND, Washington NewsDesk 
will provide music stations with a 
"flexible" way to incorporate 
world and national news. 

Affiliates will have the option of 
picking up the hourly two-minute 
feed at :57, top of the hour, or at 
:03. Those choices, Rodman said, 
give stations the freedom to start 
their newscast with local news and 
spots before joining the network. 

Rodman said the web's news- 
casts will cover fewer stories than 
other network broadcasts. He be- 
lieves the result will be more in- 
depth coverage and less hour-to- 
hour repetition. 

The reports will be based on in- 
formation from Reuters, AP, and 
Standard's own staff of 15 Washing- 
ton -based reporters. 

Rodman emphasizes that, de- 
spite televangelist Robertson's in- 
volvement in the project, Stand - 
ardNews is a secular, objective, 
for -profit venture. "The goal is to 
provide straight, hard -lead news - 
and make a buck." 

Traffic And More 
Two traffic news providers have 

also joined the news game. 
Metro Traffic Control currently 

prepares and anchors newscasts 
for NAC WCDJ /Boston and has 
signed to provide similar service 
next year to Gold KRTH /Los An- 
geles. 

According to VP /Eastern Opera- 
bons Bill Yeager, Metro hopes to 
provide newscasts to several sta- 
dons in Los Angeles, New York, 
and Chicago in the near future. 

Those reports, he explains, will 
be custom -tailored in length and 
style to fit each station's format 
and audience. The cost of the bar- 
ter reports will vary, depending on 
the amount of service provided. 

Yeager says Metro will rely on 
an as- yet -undetermined wire ser- 
vice for its world and national 
news. At least some local news will 
be generated by Metro staffers. 

"We've been covering spot news 
for our affiliates for about five 
years now," notes Yeager. "This is 
a natural extension of that cover- 
age." 

Meanwhile, Shadow Broadcast 
Services (formerly Shadow Traf- 
fic) now feeds customized local 
newscasts to five Los Angeles sta- 
tions: Urban KACE, Gold KRLA, 
Classic Rock KLSX, Modern Rock 
KROQ, and Gold KCBS -FM. 

"We are looking to provide news 
that is reflective of the station," 
opines VP /Broadcast Services Lee 
Marshall, a former KABC /L.A. 
ND. "If you're doing music for 
18- year -old headbangers, you'd 
better make that news story about 
the consumer price index relatable 
to [them]." 

The company also has a bulletin 
service that provides music sta- 
tions with notice and immediate 
coverage of important breaking 
news events. 

"We call the station when a story 
breaks and they make the decision 
whether to take it," offers Mar- 
shall. "We only give them what 
they want." 

The company obtains its world 
and national news from a wire ser- 

vice, which Marshall didn't identi- 
fy, and has three reporters cover- 
ing local stories. 

According to Marshall, Shadow 
hopes to eventually provide news in 
most or all of its six traffic mar- 
kets. The company currently pro- 
vides news and sports for Gospel 
WDAS /Philadelphia, along with 
some sportscasts to Talk WABC/ 
New York and crosstown all-News 
WINS.

so with TV. On an overall basis however, only 9% said radio was 
their biggest source, while 57.2% got most of their news from TV. 

Listeners apparently don't just depend on the all -News AMs for 
their radio news either. More than half (52.7 %) said they got their 
news mostly from FM stations. Another 13.8% took from AM and 

FM equally, and 25% depended mostly upon AM stations for their 
news. 

Eleven percent of the station managers in the R &R news survey 
(see accompanying story) felt that news is a tuneout on their sta- 

tions, but an overwhelming number of participants in the Unistar 
survey disagreed. Seventy -one percent said they would listen to 

news if it comes on a station they're tuned to, while just 3.8% said 

they go out of their way to avoid news on the radio (about 18% said 

they go out of their way to find news on the radio). RR.

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An Alternative Outlook 
Modern Rock, Adult Alternative formats can provide a unique, 

profitable niche in most markets 

In an article a few weeks ago, I discussed 
the importance of finding the proper niche. This 
week, I'll examine one particular option that can 
provide a unique niche in most markets - alter- 
native formats. 
What Is Alternative? 
Lost in all the talk about 

the spectacular success of 
Country formats and the 
troubles of mainstream 
CHR is the rising number of 
alternative stations. Over 
the past few months, alter- 
native stations have debut- 
ed in a number of markets 
around the country. And 
most important, not just in 
the major markets. 

Just as the term alterna- 
tive embraces a wide varie- 
ty of musical styles, there 
are many different- sound- 
ing radio stations that can 
be called alternative. For 
this purpose, I'm dividing 
these stations into two 
camps: Adult Alternative 
and Modern Rock. 

Adult Alternative stations 
play an eclectic -based mu- 
sic mix that appeals to a 
highly desirable, musically 
knowledgeable 25 -54 audi- 
ence. Modern Rock targets 
a younger (18 -34) audience 
and a very different psy- 
chographic. 

Adult Alternative 
Stations such as KINK/ 

Portland, KBCO /Denver, 
and WXRT /Chicago have 
been doing well with their 
versions of this format for 
several years. Recently, 
stations in Minneapolis, 
Phoenix, Austin, and other 
markets have switched to 
Adult Alternative formats. 
These stations appeal to a 
core of adults who've found 
mainstream AOR and Clas- 
sic Rock stations too pre- 
dictable. 

Although each of these 
stations sounds different, 
there is common ground: 
They feature large play - 
lists, generally play more 
new music than their com- 
petitors, maintain music li- 
braries that are more var- 
ied than mainstream sta- 
tions, and avoid hard rock. 

In today's 
environment, with 
mainstream format 
shares shrinking, 
you can compete 
and make money 

with a niche format. 

The key elements for the 
existence of this format are 
longevity, a large enough 
demand for the music, and 
a fragmented rock market. 
While the demand for this 
kind of station exists in 
every market, the big ques- 
tion is how large a piece of 
the pie can you claim? Mar- 
kets with a strong local mu- 
sic heritage, such as Minne- 
apolis and Austin, are 
natural locations for these 
kinds of stations. Both cities 
are known for their unique 
local music scenes, and 
each market has an excess 
of rock -based stations. 

Modern Rock 
Modern Rock stations 

such as KROQ /Los Ange- 
les, WDRE /Long Island, 
and XTRA -FM (91X) /San 
Diego have been tapping in- 
to an alienated core of 
younger fans for over a 
decade. In the last few 
months, stations in Cleve- 
land, Las Vegas, Grand 
Rapids, Fresno, and other 
cities have switched to 
Modern Rock. While initial 
success has been mixed, 
the number of stations go- 
ing modern is increasing. 
Most significantly, several 
of these are medium mar- 
kets that help defy conven- 
tional wisdom that the for- 
mat will only work in large 
cities on the East or West 
Coast. 

Just like hard rock for- 
mats, there's always been a

demand for modern rock in 
many markets. Yet, while 
the perceived niche may 
have been obvious, the 
young -skewing demograph- 
ics have deterred many sta- 
tions from looking at this as 
a viable format choice ow- 
ing to sales problems. 

Modern Rock stations 
face some of the same pre- 
judices that hard -rock 
AORs have faced owing to 
the young demographics 
they target. But for Modern 
Rock the prejudices go 
deeper than just the age of 
the target listeners. The 
stereotypical view of these 
people as the skinny -tie- 
and-mohawk crowd has 
made it a tough format to 
sell. 

The future viability 
of an alternative 
radio format has 

never been brighter 
... An increasing 

number of markets 
are ripe for it. 

Interestingly, while this 
type of station is usually 
considered a form of AOR, 
a few Modern Rock /Alter- 
native stations are more 
CHR- based, such as KITS 
(Live 105) /San Francisco 
and KWOD /Sacramento. 

Staying Competitive 
With the number of sta- 

tions making the move to 
alternative formats, some 
may question if it will last 
and why it's happening 
now. I believe this is a trend 
that's here to stay. An alter- 
native station's arrival may 
not be imminent in your 
market. But an increasing 
number of markets are ripe 
for it. Here are the neces- 
sary elements that will give 
these stations a fighting 
chance: 

Fragmentation - With 
both forms of alternative, a 

m

fragmented market means 
stations will be looking for 
ways to be unique. Many 
markets have hit "critical 
mass," where the potential 
shares for these formats 
justify the move. 

Most of the KROQ wan - 
nabes in the early '80s fail- 
ed because they weren't 
able to generate large 
enough shares. In today's 
environment, with main- 
stream format shares 
shrinking, you can compete 
and make money with a 
niche format. This wasn't 
true 10 years ago. Also, 
CHR and AOR co-opted al- 
ternative /modern stations 
by playing the cream of the 
crop of this material; i.e., 
the new wave /modern rock 
hits. 

Shifts in musical tastes - This is where the distinc- 
tions between alternative 
and mainstream become 
blurred. Essentially, there 
is no definition of what 
alternative is. We concen- 
trate, instead, on what al- 
ternative isn't. If it isn't 
mainstream, then it is al- 
ternative. 

Over the past few years, 
acts that were viewed as al- 
ternative have claimed 
huge hits at mainstream 
formats, while many herit- 
age artists have not been 
able to follow up previous 
successes. Therefore, the 
time may be now for alter- 
native formats if main- 
stream success by acts 
such as Red Hot Chili Pep- 
pers, Nirvana, Jesus Jones, 
Alice In Chains, and Mat- 
thew Sweet are any indica- 
tion of the future. 

And the simple fact that 
many of these acts can no 
longer be called alternative 
(even though that's where 
they first broke) is an in- 
dication of the music's 
strength. 

Demographics - Adult 
alternative has the right 

demographics, but are 
there enough adults in an 
individual market who are 
interested in a format this 
narrow? 

In some markets, the size 
of the available audience 
explains the move. In the 
case of many recent Mod- 
ern Rock converts, man- 
agement has concluded 
that it's better to be the No. 
118 -34 station than to be No. 
9 in 25 -54s. 

The rise of alternative 
music /alternative formats 
was one of the most talked - 
about topics at Pollack 
Media Group's annual Pro- 
gramming and Manage- 
ment Conference last Janu- 
ary. Since then, I've watch- 
ed the trend continue. 

Still, merely having a 
"hole" in the market for 
these formats is not enough. 
Perhaps more than any oth- 
er genre, it's important to 
understand exactly what 
alternative fans expect. 
The fact that these formats 
are not mainstream makes 
them more difficult to ex- 
ecute properly. But the 
future viability of an alter- 
native radio format has 
never been brighter.

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Westton Files 
New Complaint 
Against Stern 

He promised to do it, and now 
he has. 

Al Westcott, the man who 
brought the FCC down on 
KLSX/Los Angeles for alleged- 
ly indecent segments- of the 
Howard Stern show, has filed a 

Stem -related indecency com- 
plaint against KUDA/Las Vegas. 

The complaint also names ev- 

ery other station that airs 
Stem's program, Infinity Broad- 
casting, and Infinity's board of 
directors - including former 
football star O.J. Simpson. 

Westcott's 12 -page letter 
cites 71 recent segments of the 
Stem show that he believes are 
"obscene and indecent." 
Among the Stern lines that in- 

curred Westcott's wrath: 
"Rush Limbaugh, here's a 

guy who can't even reach 
around to wipe himself when 
he's on the bowl. 

" If no one fights the FCC, 
who will question authority, you 
dickhead? What a dick." 

"What are you doin'? Bang - 
in' some broad ?" 

Westcott also takes issue with 
Stem and actress Sally Kirk- 
land pretending to have sex in 

the studio, and several listener - 
submitted Mark and Brian paro- 
dy songs. 

KUDA added the Stem show 
a little more than two weeks 
ago. VP /GM Scott Seiden- 
stricker declined to comment 
because he had not yet seen 
the complaint. 

At R &R presstime, the FCC 
had not begun processing 
Westcott's complaint. 

Westcott's detailed protests 
earlier this year against KLSX 
formed the basis for a record 
$105,000 indecency fine 
against the Greater Media out- 
let. The FCC is currently con- 
sidering whether to fine three 
Infinity-owned stations for airing 
the same material. 

Westcott, a musician, lived in 

the L.A. area at the time he filed 
the KLSX complaint. He cur- 
rently resides in Las Vegas.

In a bid to head off any such ac- 
tion, Infinity President Mel Kar- 
mazin has made two trips to Wash- 
ington during the past week to 
meet with commissioners and their 
key advisors. 

A forfeiture hearing would focus 
on the same Stem bits that promp- 
ted the FCC to fine Greater 
Media's KLSX /L.A. $105,000. Sev- 
eral weeks ago, in response to a 
Commission inquiry, Infinity con- 
firmed that the same material had 
also aired on its WXRK /New York, 
WYSP /Philadelphia and WJFK/ 
Washington. 

Possible $750,000 Fine 
The forfeiture proceeding would 

be similar to a court trial, with In- 
finity and the FCC presenting evi- 
dence on whether the cited mater- 
ial is actionably indecent. While the 
Cook Inlet acquisition would not be 
at issue, the agency could put the 
acquisition on hold pending the out- 
come of the forfeiture hearing. 

The resulting uncertainty about 
whether and when Infinity would 
win FCC approval for the purchase 
would likely kill the deal, according 
to observers. 

To add significant insult to in- 
jury, if Infinity is ultimately cited 
for the material, it faces fines that 
could range from $315,000 to a max- 
imum of $750,000. 

On the plus side for broad- 
casters, such a proceeding might 
create a record that would help 
clarify the FCC's definition of inde- 
cency. 

The forfeiture hearing is just one 
way the agency could use Stem's 
controversial program to block the 
$100 million Infinity-Cook Inlet 
deal. Staffers have also discussed 
using informal objections received 
from Sen. Jesse Helms (R -NC) and 
Rev. Donald Wildmon's American 
Family Association to launch an in- 
quiry into Infinity's fitness to be a 
licensee. 

However, the senior FCC official 
hinted that such a proceeding is un- 
likely. "That would be awfully 
harsh," the source said. 

Mel Does DC 
During his two visits to the FCC, 

Karmazin met with Commission- 
ers James Quello, Ervin Duggan 
and Sherrie Marshall. Sources who 
attended the meetings say Karma - 
zin's message was, "There's more 
to Infinity than Howard Stem." 

"I think [Infinity] is really on a 
PR campaign," said one FCC staf- 
fer. "They're concerned about the 
way they're perceived here." 

As part of that campaign, Kar- 
mazin also sent FCC Chairman Al 
Sikes a personal note of apology for 
Stern's on -air prayer that Sikes's 
prostate cancer would spread to 
the rest of his body. 

Meanwhile, others continue to at- 
tack Infinity. Among the groups 
that have recently wrote the FCC 
to voice "concern" about Stern and/ 
or the Cook Inlet deal are: Terry 
Rakolta's Americans For Respon- 
sible Television, which gained 
fame fighting Fox TV's "Married 
- . - With Children "; Phyllis Schlaf- 
ly's Eagle Forum; Dr. James Dob- 
son's Focus on the Family; and 
Morality in Media.

KKSS: Tight & Bright In Albuquerque 
Moves from sixth to third on a 4.9 -7.5 jump 

It was snowing and 37 degrees in Albuquerque when I 
spoke with PD Roy (John) Jaynes over the phone, but that 
didn't dampen his spirits. He was beaming about the Sum - 
mer '92 Arbitron performance of KKSS (Hot Jammin' 97.3 
Kiss -FM). 

Posting one of its best books in 
nearly a year, the SunGroup sta- 
tion jumped 4.9 -7.5 to go from sixth 
to third 12 +. Now it trails only 
market -leading Country KRST 
(16.0- 15.5), and Full -Service AM gi- 
ant KKOB (8.4 -10.9) in this 28- 
station market (43+ signals if you 
include nearby Santa Fe). Further- 
more, KKSS came in first among 
18-24 females, second with 18-34 fe- 
males, third with 18-34 adults, and 
first with teens, despite the recent 
sign -on of a new CHR, KRBL (up 
1.0-1.1). 

Playing All The Hits 
Jaynes claims that when he ar- 

rived at KKSS in 1989, "I was the 
original Cadillac Jack. I got the 
name when I worked for Mark 
Driscoll at WAPE /Jacksonville. It 
was either take the name or pass 
on the gig." Name changes not-

known as Your No. 1 Hit Music 
Station." With three stops and 11 

units (not including promos) per 
hour, Jaynes doesn't believe in 

cold segues. Instead, he formats 
the calls or an ID into or out of each 
record. "There are too many sta- 
tions on the dial to risk letting lis- 

teners confuse your station with 
someone else," he stresses.

5pm hour:

withstanding, Jaynes credits 
KKSS's dramatic ratings increases 
to adjustments in the music and 
presentation. "We kicked in some 
changes about four or five months 
ago when we saw some burn hap- 
pening with our music and with our 
`in -your -face' presentation, which 
resembled the Power Pig [WFLZ] 
in Tampa. 

"Now we're doing a better job of 
identifying and playing the hits for 
the market," he says. "We played 
Brooks & Dunn's `Boot Scootin' 
Boogie' in the morning, because 
30% of our total cume also cumes 
into KRST. When we began to look 
at where our audience was and 
who it listened to other than Kiss, 
the rest became obvious. Likewise, 
we were among the first to play 
Billy Ray Cyrus's `Achy Breaky 
Heart' and just about the only CHR 
to play Brooks & Dunn. On the 
other end, six months ago you 
would never have heard Def Lep- 
pard or Guns N' Roses on KKSS, 
but now you will - and the au- 
dience loves it." 

Jaynes explains that the mar- 
ket's ethnicity requires a balancing 
act. "The metro is 34% Hispanic - 
so we still do the best we can in 
keeping the music rhythmic - but 
we found that all segments of our 
audience wanted more variety in 
the types of songs that we were of- 
fering. 

"While widening our variety, we 
also did some major surgery on the 
library. We dropped from 225 titles 
to a total of 83 titles including oldies 
and recurrents. We're currently 
playing between 25-30 currents and 
I bang my powers - three an hour 
- every 90 minutes. You might 
think that's tight, but our come and 
TSL are both up. However, we're 
monitoring it to see if that's too 
tight for the long run." 

Fresher, Friendlier 

Jaynes says tightening up on the 
music has contributed to the sta- 
tion's success, but adds, "By fall- 
ing back on the basics, we also 
cleaned up the excess interruptions 
and freshened up our delivery. 
We'd been sounding robotic and 
stale, and we'd overused the Pow- 
er Pig tactics. The audience told us 
it really got old. We took the 
`heavy' attitude off the air and be- 
came friendlier- sounding. I learn- 
ed about that from [WBBZ (B94)/ 
Pittsburgh PD] Buddy Scott when 
he was my PD at WGBF /Evans- 
ville in 1976. 

"There's another thing I've 
learned the hard way, and that's 
that I'm not in the business of mak- 
ing the hits, I'm in the business of 
playing the hits. We're proud of our 
short playlist, but it's not stale or 
boring. We keep a local cutting - 
edge perception and make sure a 
record will fly before we add it. 
Even so, we still use a lot of guts 
and aren't afraid to add a record 
early, if we're sure it fits the tastes 
of the core." 

Jaynes points out that KKSS has 
led the way musically on occasion 
(it was one of the first CHRs to play

N2Deep's "Back To The Hotel" 
and Goddess's "Sexual ") , but he 
says the station shouldn't be label- 
ed mainstream or dance now just 
because he plays a wider variety. 
"We just play hit music. Unfortun- 
ately, at one time we were so wrap- 
ped up in the dance thing that we 
had a mental block about playing 
the non -dance hits - and that even- 
tually hurt us. We found the mar- 
ketplace was hungry for a wider 
taste of music styles, so we put 
some non -dance hits in the mix and 
it flew. 

"It's not a question of getting 
wimpy or softer- sounding. Just 
play the hit records that reflect 
your market's lifegroup. We had a 
very bad book this past spring and 
were down 6.2 -4.9, our lowest book 
in years. Buddy told me years ago

that when you get scared, tighten 
up and do basic radio. I remem- 
bered that, so we simply became a 
real Top 40 station playing Brooks 
& Dunn, Saigon Kick, and 
N2Deep." 

According to Jaynes, many of his 
CHR peers are still suffering poor 
ratings because they're wearing 
musical blinders. "One of the big- 
gest mistakes most PDs make is 
following other PDs. There is far 
too much copycat programming 
and not enough originality. Many 
of my friends and I simply got off 
track by looking at some of the big 
stations - Hot 97 /New York, B96/ 

At a recent Kiss -FM Halloween par- 
ty, listeners' costumes suggested a 
wide variety of talents. 

Chicago, Power 106 /Los Angeles - 
and copying them without thinking 
about how those approaches would 
work in our markets. My MD, J.J. 
Morgan, said it best: `We sound 
more basic than a year ago, but 
more friendly, which makes us 
easier to listen to than before.' "

Supporting KKSS's presentation 
are Century 21's "Killer B" jingles 
and voiceovers from Mark Dris- 
coll.

Middays is six -year market veter- 
an Randy Savage, who also han- 
dles production. J.J. does after- 
noons in addition to music, and at 
night it's Charlie Foxx, who came 
in from WRKA /Louisvale about 
the time I joined in 1989. Joey M., 
our overnight talent, came from 
[WWCK] CK105 /Flint." 

A Blast From The Past 

"Borrowing a concept from Mike 
Joseph's `Hot Hits,' we use a shot- 
gun jingle into stopsets, and the 
jocks are limited to talking 15 sec- 
onds or less," explains Jaynes. 
"Personality isn't just phone bits 
and jokes - it's technique and 
style when you add emotion to 
what's being said. It's not a ques- 
tion of how long you talk. but what 
you can say in an economy of 
words."

KKSS has pulled another win- 
ning concept from the past ( "Big 
Money High -Low Cash ") and put a 
'905 spin on it. "We've had so much 
success with the contest that it's 
now part of the fabric of the sta- 
tion. We run it every other hour 
from 6am- midnight, and the au- 
dience guesses at the amount, 
which ranges from $100 -$1000 cash. 

The incorrect guesses are clues to 
targeting the exact amount. Many 
people believe forced listening con- 
tests don't work, but our TSL is up 
and so are our adults, so we're hap- 
py with the results. 

Unlike most 
companies, 
SunGroup 

appreciates that 
being a 12.24- driven 

CHR will deliver 
sizable 18-34 

spillover, which will 
put us in the middle 
of most advertising 

buys. 

"Our other on -air promotions 
tend to be on the outrageous side or 
from the top-of -mind end of the 
spectrum, which is part of my phil- 
osophy. We like to tie in to big 
things, like giving copies of Madon- 
na's book away on -air. We've taken 
a few negatives for this, but you 
can't be afraid of them when they 
surface. The same goes for 'Con- 
dom Weekends' to promote safe 
sex. Some people weren't all that 
amused, but it was the right thing 
to do." 

Additionally, KKSS was active 
this past summer with bumper 
stickers, and it's always visible 
with busboards, some TV spots, 
and an active schedule of street ap- 
pearances. "The clubs are a natur- 
al place for us to make those week- 
ly appearances, but we're also ex- 
tremely visible at the high schools. 
We stay on top of when they hold 
pep rallies, and we've done quite a 
few track dates at the schools. 

"We know that to program effec- 
tively to 18-345 we need to service 
the upper end of the teen spectrum. 
VP /GM Mary Ellen Marrigan and 
SunGroup are very supportive of 
the programming department's ef- 
forts to be a mass appeal CHR, be- 
cause they understand the format's 
strengths. My goal is to do well 18- 
34, which is what the format is all 
about. Unlike most other com- 
panies, SunGroup appreciates that 
being a 12 -24- driven CHR will de- 
liver sizable 18-34 spillover, which 
will put us in the middle of most ad- 
vertising buys. I feel fortunate to 
have the freedom to be able to pro- 
gram KKSS as it should be done, 
and to have the tools to win."

ALBUM ORIENTED ROCK 

WKLQ's Grand, Rapid Ascent 
Station caps three -year rise with huge book 

The story of WKLQ /Grand Rapids proves once again 
that you can't take anything for granted in this business. 

For many years, rock radio in 
Grand Rapids meant one thing: 
WLAV -FM. The Adams station 
went essentially unchallenged 
through the '80s and regularly fin- 
ished among the market's Top 3 

stations. If any AOR was thought to 
be bulletproof, 'LAV was it. 

So when Bloomington Broadcast- 
ing's WKLQ switched from CHR to 
AOR in 1989 and went after 'LAV, 
most industry observers didn't ex- 
pect much of a fight. Not only was 
'KLQ taking on an extremely suc- 
cessful station with a rich heritage, 
it was attempting to do so with the 
same calls and staff it employed 
during its CHR days. 

Nobody really took 
us seriously - they 

thought it was a 
bunch of old CHR 
guys doing AOR. 

Origins Of Success 
WKLQ PD Mike Tinnes, the sta- 

tion's MD at the time, describes the 
events that led to the daring 
switch. "We'd had real good suc- 
cess for a few years as a CHR, and 
then Bubba The Love Sponge came 
to town on [crosstown CHR rival] 
WGRD. We made some really clas- 
sic mistakes in dealing with him 
and started to lose audience. With 
three CHRs in the market - 
WSNX gets in out of Muskegon 
there was very little money to be

made. So we knew we needed to try 
something else. We tried Rock 40 

for a little while, but realized that 
wasn't going to get us where we 
wanted to go. 

"When we first got to the market 
[in 1984] we didn't think anybody 
would ever take on 'LAV. They 
were a monster, and we thought 
going against them would be a five - 
year project. But we'd done a per- 
ceptual study in 1988, and one of the 
things the research told us was that 
some of the most dissatisfied lis- 
teners in the market belonged to 
'LAV. They were unhappy they 
weren't getting a lot of the heritage 
'LAV had brought them up with in 
the first place. So we put that to 
use. We put the whole thing to- 
gether in a week and made the 
switch. 

"Nobody really took us seriously 
they thought it was a bunch of 

old CHR guys doing AOR. What

they didn't know was that [then 
'KLQ PD] Jim Owen and I had 
come up through AOR. (Owen and 
Tinnes were once PD and MD, re- 
spectively, at WFBQ/ Indianapo- 
lis.) We had a real good grasp of 
what we wanted to do, and we cer- 
tainly knew what the library of a 
good AOR should be. 

"The real coup de grace was that 
[new 'LAV PD] Red Noize made a 
fatal error and fired [longtime af- 
ternoon host] Ails Hampers a 
week after we changed. Aris is the 
quintessential AOR jock, and he 
gave us instant credibility when we 
hired him. It was all downhill for 
'LAV after that." 

Rival Caught By Surprise 

" 'LAV had never really had to 
compete," Tinnes continues. 
"They'd never been through a war 
like we had. Our battles with 'GRD 
- initially we took them, and later 
they took us - were great learning 
experiences. We knew what it was 
like to attack and be attacked. But 
nobody had ever tried taking on 
'LAV. 

"When we started beating them 
to the punch on concerts and crow- 
ing about the new music, they were 
really caught flat -footed. They fig- 
ured, `Everybody knows we're the 
concert station. Everybody knows 
it's always been 'LAV for music.' It 
can be a perplexing problem if you 
don't know how to combat that type 
of situation." 

According to Arbitron, the for- 
mat change didn't have an imme- 
diate impact. Three books after the 
programming shift, 'KLQ still

trailed 'LAV 6.8 -5.9. But it all came 
together in the Summer '90 survey: 
'KLQ soared to 9.2, while 'LAV 
dropped to 5.1. When the next book 
showed 'LAV plummeting to 3.9, 
Adams began a series of knee -jerk 
format adjustments, culminating 
with a switch to New Rock this past 
spring. 

Shortly after that move, struggl- 
ing Classic Rocker WJFM decided 
to go Country, and Tinnes - who'd 
just succeeded San Diego-bound 
Tom Marshall as PD - suddenly 
found himself with no direct com- 
petition. Result: 'KLQ soared to 
13.7, tops in the market. 

"I was a little surprised [at the 
ratings]. But when 'JFM changed 
format, we knew we'd get a 
bump," Tinnes says. "And I felt 
real confident we'd get a good 
bump, because we've been sound- 
ing real good to me. Anybody who's 
been at a successful station knows

there's a feel about it - an absolute 
magic and electricity And you 
could feel that here. When 'JFM 
switched I knew we'd get sampled 
a lot, and that people would like 
what they heard." 

Tinnes says the station decided 
not to make any significant adjust- 
ments in response to 'JFM's move.

"We didn't see any reason to 
change. We were playing what I 
felt was a good, palatable mix of 
currents and classics, ana we all 
agreed there was no need to make 
any drastic changes."

benefactor! I look at it as the big 
karma wheel turning my way. 

"Of course, as soon as we got the 
book it was like being a deer the 
day before hunting season. I could 
feel the crosshairs on me, and I 
knew something was going to hap- 
pen. There's always somebody else 
in the market not making money, 
and when they see you with a 13 

share, you're the biggest target. 

"What I thought for sure would 
happen was that someone - proba- 
bly 'LAV - would go Classic Rock. 
I didn't think 'JF IVI had done a very 
good job with the format, so if 'LAV 
was going to make a change that 
would be the direction they'd go." 

As expected, 'LAV did adjust - 
but nAt to Classic Rock. Instead, 
Adams decided to attack 'KLQ di- 
rectly with an aggressive AOR for- 
mat which, in its first weeks, 
sounds very similar to 'KLQ's ap- 
proach. 

Rocks Hard 
"We're one of the hardest - 

rocking AORs in the country," Tin - 
nes says. "We're doing Metallica 
and Megadeth in morning drive. 
One of our initial auditorium tests 
told us that old AC /DC was okay to 
play in the morning. All the radio in 
us was saying, `Is this really what 
people want? And if it is, is this 
really what we want to give them ?' 
And we decided to believe what we 
were seeing and go with it, and peo- 
ple loved it. 

"Then we told ourselves, `Well, 
AC /DC may be okay, but they've 
heard those songs dozens of times. 
It's familiar to them - they don't 
perceive it as too hard. But do they 
really want to hear Megadeth?' 
And the answer is yes - they're 
eating that up too. 

"So although we do try to sound 
like a heritage rock station, we 
rock so hard that I don't think 
we're as vulnerable as some of the 
other AORs in the country. We're 
playing things from all eras, but 
we're much narrower than most 
other stations. 

"I'm open to second- guessing, 
but I've always thought AOR is a 
low -end format. If you want the up- 
per demos, do Classic Rock. If you 
want to be AOR, you've got rock 
and you've got to play the new 
groups. The people who listen to 

rock and live that lifestyle are pret- 
ty much out of it past 35 years of 
age. So if we are indeed going to be 
an AOR, then we're going to play 
that new music, and the 25-54 -year- 
olds will go their separate ways."

But I feel 
we have a really good station, and 
we're not so far removed from the 
battles that we're either cocky or 
think we can't be taken. We know 
we can be taken - we've been 
taken before. So we're going to be 
real careful to guard our flanks, 
take care of all the little things, and 
just do the best job we can."

National Press Pounds PDs 
Over Garth Brooks Tune 

Consumer journalists have had a field day of late, be- 
rating and belittling Country radio programmers for their 
"prejudices and bigotry" in "refusing to play" Garth 
Brooks's "We Shall Be Free." Their gall in hurling these 
unfounded character slurs is exceeded only by their ignor- 
ance of the facts. 

A Los Angeles Times article 
(which was carried by countless 
papers across the U.S.) and a par- 
ticularly infuriating Nashville Ten- 
nessean piece suggested that the 
reason Brooks's song didn't hit No. 
1 was that its message was too lib- 
eral for country music. 

A commentary by noted Tennes- 
sean columnist Jerry Thompson 
went even further. The Pulitzer 
Prize winner, who was involved 
with Ricky Van Shelton's career 
and should understand how the sys- 
tem works, wrote, "It's obvious 
that some people aren't ready to 
tolerate understanding of other 
lifestyles and other skin colors. 
Radio programmers are refusing 
to play the record." 

To me, it's obvious some people 
prefer to ignore the facts. Is it fair 
to paint an entire group of people 
with such a broad brush? It's a 
simplistic view that doesn't ring 
true. 

The truth is Country radio did 
play the record - in huge num- 
bers. For eight of the nine weeks 
the record was on the R&R Coun- 
try chart, it was played by over 
90% of our reporters. From the sec- 
ond week on (six weeks total), it 
was on 100% of our reporters - 
most in medium or heavy rotation. 
Does that sound like the stats of a 
record that programmers refused 

to play? (The number of reporting 
stations was 201 for the first half of 
the song's run; 223 for the second 
half of the tune's life.) 

Because the song was played by 
all R&R Country reporters, it's not

too presumptuous to assume it was 
most likely played on most of the 
nation's 2500 Country outlets. 

'Simple- Minded 
Censorship' 

If Thompson was out on a limb 
with his suppositions, he went over 
the line when he closed his opinion 
piece by saying, "What's troubling 
is that the radio programmers are 
assuming a lot. First, they assume 
country fans are not capable of 

choosing what they want to hear. 
They also seem to assume that 
country fans are intolerant and in- 
sensitive. I wonder if the program- 
mers might be hiding behind their 
own prejudices and bigotry under 
the pretense of protecting us fans. I 
feel our greatest need for protec- 
tion is from their simple- minded 
censorship." 

Well, much as it makes for a con- 
troversial column topic, there was 
no censorship involved here. The 
stations played the song. The peo- 
ple heard it. The album it was on 
sold millions. All from radio air- 
play - there was no video. If it 
peaked at No. 7 instead of No. 1, it 
wasn't from lack of exposure. 

'Unusual' Social 
Commentary 

Also choosing to ignore the rec- 
ord's near -unanimous airplay were 
Dennis Hunt and J. Martin 
McOmber of the Los Angeles 
Times, who wrote, "[Brooks's] 
socially conscious single ... prov- 
ed too progressive for Country 
radio. 

"The record's inability to reach 
the top of the chart is being viewed 
within music and broadcasting cir- 
cles as a rejection by many radio 
programmers of the song's unusu- 
ally tolerant - for country - 
message." 

They later quoted Bill Malone, e 
Tulane University history profes- 
sor and author of a widely heralded 
book on the history of country 
music, as saying that songs with 
such specific social commentary 
are unusual in country music. 

Huh?

Was it completely lost upon all 
these investigative journalists that 
John Anderson's "Seminole Wind" 
- a song delivering a message 
about both the environment and 
the plight of Native Americans - 
was No. 1 the same week that "We 
Shall Be Free" peaked at No. 7? 
Maybe they missed the message - 
wasn't it specific enough? 

And how about these songs that 
were working their way up the 
charts during the same time "We 
Shall Be Free" was rising - Tra- 
vis Tritt's "Lord Have Mercy On 
The Working Man," Sawyer 
Brown's "Cafe On The Corner," 
the Pirates Of The Mississippi's "A 
Street Man Named Desire," Shen - 
andoah's "Hey Mister, I Need This 
Job," and Michelle Wright's real - 
life lament, "He Would be 
Sixteen." 

Country's strength has always 
been that its songs have dealt 
primarily with the human condi- 
tion and the world in which we live. 
No other format came close to hav- 
ing that many real life -relevant 
current songs on the air in recent 
months. 

Of course, such songs have long 
been part of the format's reper- 
toire. In recent history, Alabama's 
environmental anthem "Pass It On 
Down" peaked at No. 2 in 1990. In 
1982, Merle Haggard wondered if 
the American Dream was finished 
in "Are The Good Times Really 
Over For Good ?" Loretta Lynn 
showed a feminist side with her 
1975 pronouncement of freedom in 
"The Pill." Dolly Parton sang 
about a woman having to choose 
between abortion or giving birth in 
her early '70s song, "Down From 
Dover." And, of course, let's not 
forget the working man's anthem 
of rebellion, Johnny Paycheck's 
"Take This Job And Shove It." 

It's ironic that this spate of ar- 
ticles accusing Country program- 
mers of reactionary political ten- 
dencies should appear just weeks 
after singer Steve Vaus went to the 

national press trying to blame the 
failure of his conservative message 
song, "We Must Take America 
Back," on the liberal bias of the na- 
tion's programmers. Sometimes 
you just can't win for losing. 

Hidden Agenda? 
My final question after reading 

these commentaries: Is there a 
larger issue here? A few times in 
the past I've taken issue with jour-

nalists over their coverage of Coun- 
try radio, its programmers, and its 
fans - much of which has been 
negative, derogatory, and down- 
right condescending. 

Perhaps treating Country parti- 
sans as reactionary rednecks is a 
technique used by certain seg- 
ments of the media - who were 
caught unaware by Country's 
growth and seem to be a bit taken 
aback by a trend they didn't or- 
chestrate - to trivialize our music 
and culture. It sometimes smacks 
of a form of elitism. Why does the 
media disdain the populist follow- 
ing that country's always had? 

Whatever the reason, they'd bet- 
ter get over it. Now, more than 
ever, country is truly the music of 
the masses. 

Memo to the media - study it a 
little harder ... then relax and en- 
joy it. 
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Alabama Hits 
The Beach 

Two weeks ago, Alabama paid tribute to auto racing 
giant Richard Petty prior to his final run around the track. 
Now they've become business partners with Petty in a dif- 
ferent kind of race. 

The Academy of Country 
Music's Artists of the Decade an- 
nounced they've joined financial 
forces with Petty and several other 
investors in the race to develop 
Myrtle Beach, SC's famed Grand 
Strand strip, which already boasts 
four musical theater -type attrac- 
tions and a dinner theater co- 
owned by Dolly Parton. 

The investor group is building a 
$6 million, 2250 -seat theater at 
North Myrtle Beach's Barefoot 
Landing. Alabama will appear at 
the theater 10-20 times per year, in- 
cluding several major holidays 
(e.g., Easter, Memorial Day, 
Fourth of July, and Labor Day). 
The theater will host performances 
by other established entertainers 
throughout the year and employ a 
year -round cast of performers. 

Alabama's ties with the city go 
back to their pre -RCA days, when 
they were a lounge band at the 
Bowery. The seven years they 
spent playing in the resort com- 
munity no doubt factored into their 
decision to open the theater. 

In addition to the publicity gen- 
erated by the new Alabama 
Theater, the area is likely to gain 
even more exposure through the 
newly formed Americana Televi- 
sion Network. The Branson, MO- 
based cable operation will begin 
programming next March. Calvin 
Gilmore, co-owner of three Myrtle 
Beach theaters, sits on the net- 
work's board of directors and is a 
principal stockholder in the ven- 
ture. According to Gilmore, some 
of Americana's programming will 

originate from Myrtle Beach 
theaters, giving the rest of the 
world a taste of the area and its 
beaches, golf courses, and ever- 
growing population of musical 
theaters. 

Several new theaters may join 
Alabama's venture by next spring; 
one Myrtle Beach developer has 
plans in the works to convert a 
shopping center into seven 900 -seat 
celebrity theaters. Groundbreak- 
ing on the Alabama Theater began 
last week, with the grand opening 
tentatively scheduled for next sum- 
mer.

USO Christmas Celebration in 
Washington on December 3. Com- 
plementing the evening's theme of 
"A Country Music Christmas," 
Ricky Skaggs will entertain the 
more than 850 corporate, govern- 
ment, and community leaders 
from across the nation at the annu- 
al fundraiser. Secretary of Defense 
Dick Cheney is among those to be 
honored along with Travis at the 
event.

KSSK (AM) /Honolulu scores impressive 25 -54, 35 -64 gains 

Five Full -Service ACs bettered their Arbitron 
summer -summer 25-54 and 35-64 stats. In fact, 70-year -old 
KSSK (AM) /Honolulu saw the most improvement in both 
demos among all FSAs in continuous measurement 
markets. 

"It's really amazing because we 
normally write off summer 
books," admits native Hawaiian 
Dave Lancaster, who last month 
celebrated his first year as PD. 
"We reduced the number of active 
[library] titles from 1500 to about 
500. We now only play the best 
songs."

Lancaster lists four categories

dominant AM outlet: news, corn - 
mentary and community involve- 
ment; contests and promotions; 
personalities (especially morning 
men Perry & Price) ; and music. 

"It's a mix of all those things that 
keep us on top. We gave away 
$100,000 just before [the summer 
book]," he says. "Our yearly pro- 
motion budget is probably larger 
than most stations' operating 
budgets." 

Lancaster contends performers 
such as Phillip Bailey, Earth, Wind 
& Fire, Stylistics, and Loggins & 
Messina are especially popular on

the islands. "We play many songs 
that might not have been major 
hits on the mainland. Our people 
love romantic ballads and R&B 
songs. Loggins & Messina are well - 
liked because their acoustic guitar 
sound is similar to that of native 
Hawaiian music." 

While many other FSAs have 
dramatically reduced the amount 
of music they play, 'SSK continues 
to maintain a strong music profile. 
"We might play 15 minutes of mu- 
sic in morning drive and 45-50 
throughout the day," Lancaster ex- 
plains. "During the day, we aver- 
age two currents an hour. For 
years, we've been featuring the 
`Million Dollar Weekend,' playing 
classic oldies from the '60s and '705 

from Saturday mornings through 
Sunday evenings." 

`Best Coverage' 
Despite the presence of News/ 

Talk KGU, KSSK is regarded as 
the station local residents tune to 
for news and information. " [KGU] 
doesn't even have a teletype," Lan- 
caster says. "It gets stories from 
the newspaper. When the hurri- 
cane recently hit us, listeners came 
here because we had the best cov- 
erage. We became the focal point 
for the entire state." 

By offering a lot of music, big - 
money contests, and no sports or 
talk blocks, KSSK isn't a stereotyp- 
ical FSA. "Rush Limbaugh [heard 
locally on KGU] and Talk radio 
won't do well here because of our 
culture," Lancaster says. "Ha- 
waiians are very easygoing and 
want to be happy, so it's a turnoff to 
listen to arguments." 

With the exception of Dick 
Clark's "Countdown America" - 
which is simulcast Sunday nights 
with sister AC KSSK -FM - all of 
KSSK's programming is locally or- 
iginated. 

Historical Note 
Incidentally, next month marks 

a dubious event in KSSK's history 
- the AM station's signal appar- 
ently guided Japanese pilots to the 
area. 

"We were the horning device to 
find Oahu," Lancaster recalls. 
"They used our [590] frequency to 
locate Pearl Harbor. On December 
7, 1941, we had a 100 share with 
Japanese pilots."

Warming Up To More Talk By Reducing Music Content 
Several months ago, WARM (AM) /Wilkes Barre con- 

tinued to reduce its music programming by converting the 
midday and afternoon drive dayparts to Talk. The wakeup 
shift remains full- service, including two to four songs per 
hour. 

"After introducing Talk and in- 
formation values in the spring 
book, we saw an immediate 12+ 
jump," reports WARM & WMGS 
OM Chris Norton. "This summer, 
we really started catching on with 
25-54 and 35-64 adults. The initial 
spring shot seemed to be [among] 
upper demos. 

"We were glad we made a good 
initial impact, but it was among 
much older listeners than we had 
planned. This summer, it was very 
gratifying to see growth in the 
younger demos." 

Newscasts are prominently fea- 
tured throughout the day. "We run 
two per hour," says Norton. "The 
[bottom -of- the -hour] newscast is 
more concise [outside morning

drive]. Starting at 4pm, we do a 
one -hour block called `Reporter's 
Roundup.' " 

Serious Business 
Despite the station's new direc- 

tion, Norton didn't conduct any 
major summer promotion activi- 
ties. "We're doing important radio. 
We're into news and information - 
not contests. During the morning 
show, we'll do some fun things. But 
the rest of the day is pretty 
straight." 

Norton deliberately strives to 
downplay morning drive music. 
"We'd rather talk about something 
interesting than play music. The 
music we do play is familiar - we 
run a tight current list." In addition 
to currents, the station rotates '70s/ 
'805 gold and recurrents. 

WARM's nighttime program- 
ming is dominated by sports and 
network talk shows. "Spring, sum- 
mer, and fall, we're the Phillies' 
station," Norton explains. "On 
nights when they're not playing, 
we're [TalkNet personality] Bruce 
Williams's station. There's a con- 
tinuing proliferation of Talk pro- 
gramming sources. Networks and 

syndicators are popping up left and 
right." 

The station's sports bag also in- 
cludes Penn State football and bas- 
ketball, the NFL's Philadelphia 
Eagles and Ron Allen's locally pro- 
duced "Sportsline," airing nightly 
from 5-7pm. 

Supply & Demand 
Since Wilkes Barre was home to 

one of the country's most hotly - 
contested Senate races - involving 
incumbent Arlen Specter of Clar- 
ence Thomas /Anita Hill fame - 
WARM took advantage of its newly 
adopted Talk posture. "We had 
candidates visit and call us when 
they were in the area," Norton 
notes. "They know this is a good 
outlet for them. 

"We wanted to put variety in our 
talk topics, but listeners told us the 
election was the only thing they 
wanted to discuss. Stations like 
ours have a distinct advantage 
when the country demands infor- 
mation."
