Radio Out Of Used CD Battle 
Light record industry spending translates 
to little concern over co -op dollars 

The California -based Where- 
house Records retail chain has 
turned up the heat on its cam- 
paign to sell used CDs. The 340 - 

store chain has filed suit in Fed- 
eral Court against recorded mu- 
sic distributors Sony, WEA, 
CEMA, and UNI, accusing the 
four giants of conspiring 
against the Wherehouse. 

Record company executives 
have opposed the sale of used 
CDs, primarily because the ex- 
ecs feel they would cut into 

sales of new product. Some 
companies have gone as far as 
restricting the number of 
opened -product returns and cut- 
ting co-op dollar contributions 
that the retailers spend on print 
and broadcast media. 

The controversy was further 
fueled recently when Garth 
Brooks threatened to withhold 
product from retailers that sell 
used CDs. 

But regardless of the suit's

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Ex- Staffer Moves To Block WHFS Sale 
Former WHFS /Baltimore- Washington NSM Patti Eb- 

bert, who has waged a lengthy legal battle against station 
owner Duchossois Communications, last week launched a 
new offensive: She has asked the FCC to block Duchossois' 
proposed $15 million sale of the New Rock outlet to Liberty 
Broadcasting. 

Ebbert's petition to deny con- 
tains a plethora of accusations of 
wrongdoing by station personnel. 
According to the document, 'HFS 
air personalities put callers on the 
air without permission and used 
unauthorized audio from other 
broadcast outlets (i.e., Gulf War 
news coverage and snippets from 
Nickelodeon's "Ren & Stimpy 
Show "). The station also allegedly 
failed to inform listeners of a paid 
commercial sponsor for a political 
satire feature, allowed former talk 
host Howie Green to run the trans- 
mitter without the proper FCC 
operating permit, and denied Eb- 
bert access to the station's public 
file. 

She also claimed that at least six 
WHFS contests were marked by ir- 
regularities such as failure to 
award all prizes and deviation 
from the announced rules. Accord- 
ing to Ebbert, these violations 
"demonstrate a pattern of care- 
lessness and inadvertence" by 

Duchossois that demands further 
investigation by the FCC. 

Phones Bugged 
The petition also includes a letter 

to Duchossois President Rolland 
Johnson in which Ebbert expresses 
concern that her phone was tap- 
ped. In his reply, Johnson assured 
her that she wasn't being moni- 
tored but admitted the station 
did have the phones swept for bugs 
after several pieces of confidential 
sales information were leaked. 

WHFS FM Alan Hay said Du- 
chossois's attorneys are review- 
ing Ebbert's allegations. Hay 
downplayed the petition, saying it 
has become commonplace for "dis- 
gruntled ex- employees" to use li- 
cense transfers to vent their anger. 
While there's little chance the com- 
mission will actually nix the 'HFS 
sale as a result of Ebbert's com- 
plaint, her petition will undoubted- 
ly slow approval of the transaction 

and cost Duchossois thousands of 
dollars in legal fees. 

Meanwhile, the antagonists con- 
tinue to snipe at each other on two 
other fronts. Ebbert's battle with 
WHFS dates back to 1989, when she 
spearheaded a successful legal and 
public relations effort to force 
Duchossois to reinstate her hus- 
band, speech- impaired 'HFS mid- 
day host Damian Einstein, to his 
airshift. After her March 1991 dis- 
missal, Ebbert filed a complaint 
with the Maryland Commission on 
Human Rights alleging she was 
harassed and terminated in re- 
taliation for her role in defending 
Einstein's rights as a disabled per- 
son. 

In a separate $3 million lawsuit 
filed in October 1991, Ebbert claim- 
ed she was fired after refusing to 
take part in such fraudulent busi- 
ness practices as overcharging ad- 
vertisers and rigging on -air con- 
tests. Duchossois has countersued, 
charging Ebbert with improperly 
interfering in its ability to conduct 
business. 

A decision in the MCHR proceed- 
ing could come before summer's 
end. The civil action, on the other 
hand, is just getting under way 
and could take years to resolve. 

Third FM Proposed For Town Of 545 
The FCC has proposed to allocate a third FM frequen- 

cy to Sun Valley, Idaho - population 545. That works out to 
one station for every 182 people. 

Despite public statements by 
Chairman James Quello that FCC 
Docket 80-90 (which launched the 
process of allocating hundreds of 
new FM channels nationwide) was 
a "mistake," the Commission has 
continued to grant new allocations 
wherever a petitioner can identify 
a technically feasible frequency. 
The economic ramifications of 
such allocations aren't considered, 
despite repeated protests by the 
NAB and individual broadcasters. 

Economic Implications 
In this case, Sun Valley Fine Arts 

Broadcasting petitioned the FCC to 
allocate a new Class C station to 

Sun Valley at 107.5 MHz. Commun- 
ications attorney John Garziglia 
declined to identify his client, ex- 
cept to say that he's a parttime res- 
ident of the popular resort area. "I 
wonder if they've even considered 
the economics of it ?" asked KECH 
GM Larry Mott. "It is very com- 
petitive and difficult to make a go 
here." 

"It's very challenging for the two 
existing stations," agreed neigh- 
boring KSKI GM Charles Bern- 
stein. "We weren't real thrilled to 
see the second station [KECH] go 
on." Bernstein also noted the 
economics of the local advertising 
market forced him to pull the plug 

on KSKI's former AM sister a few 
months ago and send the license to 
the FCC for cancellation. 

Mott and Bernstein are already 
bracing for another competitor 
later this year when a new FM 
signs on in nearby Ketchum. 
That's in addition to two weekly 
newspapers, three phone books, 
and a cable TV station competing - 

for local advertising dollars in the 
county of 13,000 people. The Cham- 
ber of Commerce estimates that 
Sun Valley and Ketchum have 
about 500 businesses with $98 mil- 
lion in retail sales. 

Neither GM would discuss their 
revenues or whether they are mak- 
ing a profit. But both made it clear 
that Sun Valley is no radio gold 
mine.

Broadcasters Report Improved Earnings 
CBS Inc. (NYSE CBS) re- 

ported second -quarter earn- 
ings of $107.4 million 

($6.73 per 
share), up 56% 
from $69 million 
($4.46) a year 
earlier. Revenues 
were $835.8 mil- 

lion, up 7 °ró from 
$779.9 million. 
Company profits 
increased for its rado division, ow- 
ing to a cost -control program. Prof- 
its were also up for its TV stations 
and TV network. 

CBS owns 21 radio stations in 13 
markets and the CBS Radio Net- 
works. 

Capital Cities /ABC (NYSE: 
COB) registered second - 

quarter net income of 
$151.9 million ($9.21 per share), 
up 4% from $147.5 million ($8.84 
per share) a year ago. Revenues 
were $1.44 billion, up from $1.39 
billion. Operating income for radio 
operations increased significantly, 
according to the company, while ra- 

dio revenues rose moderately. 
Cap Cities /ABC has extensive TV 

and publishing operations, owns 17 
radio stations in nine markets, as 

well as ABC Radio and Satellite 
Music Networks. 

Gannett (NYSE: GC') an- 
nounced second -quarter 
earnings of $113.7 million 

(78 cents per share), up from 

$97.8 million (68 cents per share) 
a year ago. Total revenues were 
$937.8 million, up from $892.1 
million. Broadcast revenues were 
$109 million, up from $97.5 mil- 

lion. The company said radio rev- 
enues rose 13°ró. 

Gannett has extensive newspa- 
per and TV holdings, and owns 15 
radio stations in eight markets.

Zapnews Zapped With 
Inside Radio Court Action 

Inside Radio Inc. has taken Zapnews owner Fairfax Me- 
dia Inc. to court in Virginia, seeking a judgment of 
$737,507 for cutting off delivery of Inside Radio's daily 

fax. Zapnews President Jim Hood ended the tradeout deal 
for advertising in the fax and co -owned Radio Only in an Ap- 
ril 19 letter that cited "Zapnews' continuing and severe 
cash flow problems." 

Inside Radio claims it has eight years left on a nine -year contract and 
that its long distance phone bills for fax delivery over that period will run at 
least $720,000. 

"We're certainly going to contest it," Hood told R &R. He called the mo- 
tion for judgment an attempt at "harassment" by Inside Radio Publisher Jer- 
ry Del Colliano and questioned how the publication could prove financial 
damages from an ad tradeout: "We're the ones who spent money out of 
pocket propping up his service." 

"His service had monetary value and our advertising had monetary 
value," Inside Radio President Steve Butler told R &R. He questioned 
whether Zapnews may have wanted out of the deal to make its balance 
sheet look better to potential investors, since Tribune Broadcasting has 
been trying to sell at least part of its controlling interest and is said to be 
nearing a deal with religious broadcaster Pat Robertson. "We want to make 
sure they are not trying to make the company look better to a potential 
buyer on our backs," Butler said. 

FCC Gives Thumbs Up To Charleston, WV Duopoly 

The FCC has issued its first public ruling in a con- 
tested duopoly case - granting West Virginia Ra- 
dio Corporation's acquisition of WCAW & WVAFI 

Charleston, WV. 

Crosstown competitor WOBE -AM & FM filed a petition to deny the du- 
opoly on the grounds the combined shares of WCAW & WVAF and the 
buyer's existing combo, WCHS & WKWS, went over 25% in the Fall '92 
Arbitron - which wasn't issued until after the deal was filed. But the FCC 
ruled that the only book that counts is the most recent one at the time a 
deal is filed. 

Snowden, Clear Channel Grab Louisville Move -In 

Ctear Channel Communications can't buy a duopo- 
ly FM in Louisville because its powerhouse combo, 
WHAS & WAMZ, has Arbitron shares that easily 

exceed the FCC's 25% cap. But that doesn't mean Clear 
Channel can't be a "lender" in the market. 

Jim Snowden, with a loan from Clear Channel, has a $1.92 million deal 
to buy WSLMISaIem, IN, after a $2 million sale to Ragan Henry failed to 
close. The Louisville move -in will have a joint sales agreement with Clear 
Channel's duo. (See Transactions for more details.) 

In other business news: 

Payback time: Stratford Research has struck back after petitions to 
deny filed by Toledo competitors tied up its $4 million purchase of WSPD & 

WLOR long enough to scare off the lender and kill the deal. 
Stratford has challenged Keymarket's dual deals to acquire WSPD & 

WLQR along with WVKS, claiming that its research proves the duopoly 
goes over the 25% cap, even though Arbitron's numbers are lower. The 
NAACP is also challenging the deal on EEO grounds. 

Jerry Atchley's Southern Skies and Joel Hartstone's and Barry 
Dickstein's H &D group have withdrawn their second merger attempt from 
the FCC.

Getting a jump on the recovery 
phase, KMOX has already spon- 
sored a flood relief fundraiser, a 
Sunday (7/18) concert by the St.

Emmis AOR KSHE /St. Louis 
gave concert tickets, CDs, and 
Pepsi products to listeners who 
brought in a $20 donation toward 
flood relief. 

Worst Is Over 
WHO /Des Moines PD /morning 

co-host Van Harden said his station 
has seen and survived the worst of 
the crisis. "We're in pretty good 
shape," Harden said. The station is 
still pumping out a heavy volume 
of flood - related information and 
programming but, he noted, 
"We're starting to get back to nor- 
mal programming." 

On Wednesday (7/14), WHO 
hosted President Clinton for a call - 
in segment that was simulcast on 
KMOX /St. Louis and WCCO /Min- 
neapolis. 

Meanwhile, WHO -AM -TV & 

KLYF is launching a program call- 
ed "Iowa Cares." The three sta- 
tions, in conjunction with Norwest 
Bank, have raised $500,000 so far. 

Across town, KIOA, which was in 
the middle of moving its studios 
from the suburbs to downtown 
when the flood struck, has set up 
"Flood Bank '93" to raise money 
for stricken residents. Fellow Saga 
stations KRNT & KSTZ /Des 
Moines are also participating. 

Cleanup Mode 
With flood waters in the Quad 

Cities area now subsiding, WPXR/ 
Davenport PD Terry Simmons re- 
ports: "We've had a couple of days 
of sunshine and we're in cleanup 
mode ... it's a major mess. Right 
now we're passing out information 
to people about getting national 
disaster relief loans and are coor- 
dinating with Shearson -Lehman 
regarding local financial disaster 
assistance." 

KOKZ /Waterloo OM Dan Olsen 
reports that flood waters there are 
receding. But nearby Cedar Rap- 
ids experienced major flooding 
that wiped out sanitation/sewage 
services for a couple of days. 
"We're trying to focus listeners 
toward the government agencies 
and Red Cross efforts for relief.

outcome. most radio executives ex- 
pect to feel little fallout from the 
rising controversy. 

WBRU /Providence PD Mike Os- 
borne said, "I don't know who 
Garth Brooks thinks he is and how 
he can pull this off. You can't stop 
record stores from selling used 
CDs. It's not like the CDs were 
stolen. 

"I don't think the record corn - 
panies have the guts to pull co-op 
advertising from the big chains. 
The chains are too big of a client. 
The record companies have to ad- 
vertise somewhere. If they start 
pulling co-op dollars, they'll have 
to pull their print dollars too." 

Osborne doesn't understand why 
record companies haven't policed 
selling promo CDs. "If I were an 
artist, I'd expect to get some cash 
from some of these deals. That's 
like me opening up a record store 
and selling all my promo copies. 
Why should record stores be able to 
sell them ?" 

KISW /Seattle PD Steve Young 
noted, "It'll probably hurt the 
newspapers more than it'll hurt me 
since the record stores don't spend 
money here anyway." 

Print Gets Dollars 
WFBQ /Indianapolis OM /PD 

Marty Bender echoes much of 
Young's sentiment: "I've never 
been a believer that we get a whole 
lot of money from [record com- 
panies] to begin with. I can't re- 
member the last time a label of- 
fered support for an act with a time 
buy. Record money has tradition- 
ally gone to print. Print ads were 
meant to get favorable research 
from retail to radio. 

"There's a lot of evidence sup- 
porting [the idea that] big chains 
selling used CDs is actually a posi- 
tive. It takes the music one step 
further down the [consumer line], 
making it bigger. And since re- 
tailers are keying in on giving cred- 
it rather than cash, the industry as 
a whole will probably see an in- 
crease in sales." 

"If retailers are selling used rec- 
ords, who cares as long as they 
aren't promo copies? If labels have 
a problem with consumers buying 
used CDs, they should have 
thought of it when they invented 
them," remarked WMMS /Cleve- 
land PD Michael Luczak. "News- 
papers and street rags are the ones 
getting the dollars from labels 
nowadays. As far as our revenue 
from time buys is concerned, it on- 
ly amounts to half of a percent." 

KCQR /Santa Barbara PD Tom 
Van Sant believes co-op dollars are 
being routed to the stores that don't 
sell used CDs. "We're also seeing 
active advertising dollars from the 
Wherehouse [with no co-op sup- 
port] to advertise their used CD 
sales. The revenue we get from 
time buys is 1% or less."

Nurturing Air Talent: A Two-Sided Story 
Many PDs complain about the lack of decent air tal- 

ent. In turn, many personalities blame programmers for 
not spending enough time with them. Who's at fault? This 
week, the two factions discuss the issue. 

M.J. Kelli 
WOW /W. Palm Beach acting 

PD /morning man M.J. Kelli has 
been pulling double duty for the 
past three months, while manage- 
ment acquires a new PD. He ad- 
mits it's been tough finding time to 
work with the other jocks. "Some- 
how, I'm making the time," says 
Kelli. "I try to get the key players 
in every three days and 
weekenders once a week. My early 
training included intense aircheck 
sessions, so it's built in to my way 
of thinking. 

"[When critiquing air talent,] I 
kick back and listen. First, I make 
sure the station basics are covered, 
then concentrate on the talent's 
own creative flavor. If there's a 
[consistent] problem, we isolate 
and work on it. If the jock wants to 
do better and learn, you'll see im- 
provement by the next session." 

Kehl holds weekly meetings to 
bring the airstaff together and 
discuss what's on everyone's 
minds. He also believes that on -air 
PDs have a distinct advantage 
over off -air programmers: "When 
you're on the air, you're in the 
trenches [with] the rest of the staff.

Kelli doesn't condone "repetitive 
badgering on the hotline. Unless 
air personalities jeopardize the sta- 
tion license, leave them alone until 
they're off the air. Better yet, chat 
with them the next day.

don't want to see that red light 
flash when they've blown some- 
thing. On the other hand, receiving 
a call when they've done some- 
thing right can send their mood 
through the ceiling." 

Concerned about the next gener- 
ation's talent pool, Kelli says, 
"Many consultants have turned 
jocks into non -personality card - 
readers. This slowdown in talent - 
which began in the late '80s - has 
made radio sound antiseptic. Many 
jocks who started within the last 
five to seven years have a creativ- 
ity problem. Thankfully, we're be- 
ginning to see a return toward cre- 
ativity. Stations that let their jocks 
talk only four times an hour should 
ask themselves, `What's the dif- 
ference between listening to us and 
sliding a CD into a car stereo ? "` 

Rob Morris 
WWHT (Hot 105) & WAHC (Hot 

107) /Columbus, OH PD /morning 
man Rob Morris says, "The big- 
gest problem with today's young 
air talent is their lack of on -air 
basics. When I got started 10 years 
ago, I loved the idea of being on the 
radio; I was a student of the art of 
being on -air. You must keep learn- 
ing and reinventing yourself. I was 
lucky enough to have worked at 
[crosstown] WVKO & WSNY, 
where I learned from [former PD/ 

current consultant] Harry Lyles 
and [current GM] Tom Gilligan. 
Air personalities will get out of this 
business what they put into it. It's 
up to them to demand the PDs' 
time." 

In his pursuit to fill his stations' 
Production Dir. /midday opening, 
Morris says he's disappointed with 
the quality of air talent. "Most ap- 
plicants' tapes range from medio- 
cre to poor. I've always believed 
that the best stuff should come dur- 
ing the first few minutes of the 
tape. I'm not hearing good materi- 
al in those first few breaks. 

"With LMAs and satellite for- 
mats becoming more common, 
there are less jobs. That may help 
weed out the weaker talent; only 
the strong will survive in the corn- 
ing months. Attitude also will be a 
factor in who makes the cut. You 
no longer can `do your four and hit 
the door.' Most jocks need to spend 
time with show prep, production 
after their shifts, and personal ap- 
pearances. Air talent without the 
energy and stamina to do all of this 
- plus anything else thrown their 
way - won't make it." 

Bobby Wilde 

KDWB /Minneapolis veteran air 
talent Bobby Wilde used to do 
nights, but now holds down after- 
noons. That airshift change made 
him modify what he does on -air. 
"As an established personality, I 

already bring certain things to the 
table. But I'm still willing to learn. 
PDs need to remember that every- 
one's different; they shouldn't put 
a blanket over the airstaff and 
make them sound the same. 

"I prefer constant feedback - 
whether good or bad - rather than 
regular aircheck sessions. To feel 
totally comfortable, I need to know 
what PDs like and dislike. I also 
need to know that they're listening 
and grasping what they're hearing. 
I'm motivated when the PD builds 
a team around a winning, fun, and 
positive attitude. If jocks believe 
their station is the hottest kick -ass 
station in the world, then that's 
what they'll have." 

Wilde details what PDs shouldn't 
do: "I don't want to be molded into 
someone I'm not. Today's listeners 
are sick of superficiality and want 
to listen to someone real. If the PD 
takes that away, the jocks become 
robots. I also don't want any nasty 
hotline calls. No one wants to hear 
angry remarks when they're on the 
radio. The best way to avoid those 
calls is to find out what's expected 
and do it." 

While some people blame liner- 
card radio for the lack of creative 
air talent, Wilde says, "Though 
that liner-card phase was boring, it 
helped me learn how to operate in a 
tight format and edit myself. It's 
sad that many PDs have to dedi- 
cate more time to the station's fis-

cal responsibilities than creative 
brainstorming with jocks. The 
entertainment aspects of many 
stations have gone by the way- 
side." 

Wilde offers feedback to younger 
jocks. "If I hadn't been able to visit 
with other jocks and become in- 

spired, I wouldn't be here now. We 

must give of ourselves to help other 
air talent. That, in turn, will help 
the business. More than ever, what 
goes on between the records is 

most important." 

Whitney Allen 
KIIS /Los Angeles midday per- 

sonality Whitney Allen says, "For 
the last eight years or so, we've 
been into reading liners - some- 
times in our own words - without 
much leeway in the areas of free- 
thinking and creativity. We bought 
into the falsehood that listeners 
weren't smart. When you become 
more active and creative, how- 
ever, your audience comes with 
you. Passive radio generates lis- 
teners who just go through the mo- 
tions with you." 

Allen credits syndicated morn- 
ing personality Howard Stern with 
loosening some PDs mindsets and 

prompting some of her peers to be 
more creative. "[KIIS PD] Jeff 
Wyatt totally encourages creativi- 
ty. After being stuck with liner 
cards for so long elsewhere, it's 
been an interesting transition. We 
can talk about six times an hour - 
I'd love to talk more when there's 
something good to talk about. But if 
you have to search around for 
things to say, maybe you should 
just keep your mouth shut. 

"I like a PD who shows leader- 
ship and communicates the sta- 
tion's mission clearly. A great PD 
will say, `Try it a different way,' 
not `Don't try that again.' I also like 
when I'm told I'm doing it right in- 

stead of always being told what 
I've done wrong. 

"One thing's for sure: It's finally 
getting better for women. The usu- 
al quota was one on -air female per 
station. And you could get that job 
if you could mumble the call let- 
ters. MIS has three women on -air, 
including [Rick Dees's sidekick] 
Ellen K. and [parttimer] Wendi. 
Now you must be better than the 
boys [ to be] on the air. In 1993, that 
takes more than just being a 
woman."

A TIME -BUY ALTERNATIVE 

New Ways To Generate Revenue 
This week, a couple of New Rockers explain how radio 

and retail programs attract labels and deposit dollars. 

Monthlong Program 
Six months ago WEEQX /Man- 

chester- Albany and local record 
chain Records 'N Such developed 
"H.O.T.T. (Hits Of Tomorrow To- 
day)," a program for developing 
artists. The monthlong marketing 
campaign combines positioning, 
pricing, a buy -in from the record 
store, and radio and print advertis- 
ing. 

'EQX Promotion Director Joy 
Johnson recalls, "PLC's [Assoc. 
Director /National Alternative Pro- 
motion] Bill Carroll gave us the la- 

bel's perspective on how to not 
make it seem like we're asking for 
a time buy. He said we definitely 
had to tie in a retailer, because the 
display in the store is the most im- 

portant thing for the record com- 
pany. You need to make it easy and 
appealing for the labels. 

"Here's how it works: The labels 
get positioning and pricing for the 
whole month in the three local out- 
lets. The retailer gets .16 60- second 
spots per month - 18 aired during 
the first and third weeks of the 
month. The rotating spots feature 
six new artists - each one has 
three hooks and three mentions. 
The first spot has ;looks from 
bands A, B, C, and mentions D, E, 
F. The second spot has hooks from 
D, E, F, and mentions A, B, C. The 
ad stresses the sale price is for the 
whole month. If there are more 
than six artists, the record store 
buys a bigger print ad or we run a 
few more spots. 

"The program includes two print 
advertising avenues: the second 
week of each month in the alterna-

five weekly magazine, Metroland 
and in a monthly magazine, Buzz. 
The retailer pays for the half -page 
ad - so it's a Records 'N Such 
print ad - our logo, six minis, and 
pricing." 

Getting Labels Involved 
Johnson obtains the Top 30 list 

from Records 'N Such every week. 
"I compare it with our Top 12 list 
[weekly request show], our play - 
list, and Soundscan. I also look for 
an artist with a tour coming 
through town or who is in heavy 
and has a buzz developing. This 
program isn't for the R.E.M.s, U2s, 
or Midnight Oils of the world. They 
should have their own time buys. 

"When I notice success stories, I 
pitch the [label's] local promotion 
person. Some labels have more 
money for certain artists than 
others. I call Records 'N Such GM 
Donna Smith the second week of 
the month to let her know who I'm 
going after. She'll mention it to her 
sales rep and from this point I push 
the promo rep and she pulls from

motion Jon Leshay notes, This 
project has been one of the most 
challenging and exciting to set up 

and work. It's a multifaceted project 
[incorporating] elements of the 
most incredibly adventurous music - from the fashion industry to the 
streets and clubs all over the 
world." 

RockFile highlights breaking artists charting for the first time. 

the sales rep. I never talk to the 
sales rep. The key is having an ag- 
gressive retailer. Donna is on our 
side when talking to the record 
salespeople. She knows our airplay 
sells records. All the time buys go 
through the record store with our 
standard rates. 

"It's win -win -win. The stores get 
advertising and don't pay a dime. 
The labels get buy -ins, positioning, 
print, and radio advertising. It's 
working for everyone. We expect 
our record company revenue to 
double last year's." 

Requests = Time Buys 
WBRU /Providence has launch- 

ed an in -store program with Straw- 
berries' 15 -store retail chain. The 
tie-in centers around the station's 
specialty show, "12 Cuts Above The 
Rest" -a weekly countdown (Fri- 
days at 7pm) of the week's Top 12 

requests. 
Nine months ago, 'BRU Nat'l 

Sales Mgr. Tracey D'Apice was

contacted by Strawberries' Broad- 
cast Media Manager Jim Meserve 
about ideas for an in -store pro- 
gram. "He felt they'd benefit by 
having a display with our logo," 
says D'Apice. "Their research in- 
dicated we produce results. We 
wanted to be involved with them 
because they're the only major 
retailer in town." 

D'Apice faxes Strawberries and 
the record labels the week's Top 12. 

"Strawberries needs to send it to 
their buyers immediately so the 
store display will be stocked for the 
next week, which begins the follow- 
ing day [ Saturday through Fri- 
day]. Logistically it's tough - we 
don't count the ballots until noon on 
Friday. 

"We offer labels a special adver- 
tising package for a one -week time 
buy. The price for the 15 units is 
about one -third lower than we nor- 
mally charge, so people make deci- 
sions quickly. We didn't want this 
to go through two or three different 
decision -makers. The idea was to 
keep it inexpensive so they would 
just do it. 

"Also, each Monday Strawber- 
ries offers one -day sale pricing on 
all 12 featured artists. The reason 
for it being on Monday is because 
it's their slowest day of the week. 
We wanted to do something else to 
help stimulate sales. Our commit- 
ment to Strawberries is 30 promos 
every week in all dayparts, identi- 
fying them as the feature sponsor 
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WEQX's front -end display features its logo on the header cards and head- 
phones, with a loop cassette playing radio spots and emphasis tracks from 
each artist. 

and mentioning to drop by on Mon- 
day for the savings on '12 Cuts 
Above The Rest.' 

"I make four or five calls a week 
to labels that have artists on '12 

Cuts' because I don't want it to lose 
awareness and hype. I find out 
their plans for supporting the art- 
ist. This week's list features four 
records which already had time 
buys. The Gin Blossoms' 'Hey Jeal-

ousy' has been on our list over a 
month. We've generated about 18 

time buys since we kicked off the 
program in February. Almost ev- 
ery week we have a buy. It's been 
tremendously successful." 

Label Perspective 
Discussing WEQX's program, 

PLG's Carroll says, "It's not a 
situation where we are just tossing 
money into the station. This pro- 
gram is about artist development. 
It happens after a record has pro- 
ven itself on the station. I consult 

my ADR Dee Dee Carney at PGD's 
Boston branch to find out the 
groundswell at the moms and pops. 
I prefer three to four weeks of air- 
play before considering the pro- 
gram, because it's unfamiliar until 
this point. 

"This type of program is more 
advantageous than a regular time 
buy. It's a campaign. It's not just 
available at all record stores; it 
targets a specific account. They 
[people] hear it on the radio, see it 
in print, and then they get to the 
store and it's right in front of them. 
The label gets value -added promo- 
tion - radio spots, print advertis- 
ing, and additional record store 
perks. We get a lot more than we 
would for a time buy." 

IRS Records' National Director 
Promotion/East Coast rep Karen 
Lee supports both programs. 'The 
'BRU program makes perfect 
sense because they're reaching all 
the active listeners by focusing on 
their 12 hottest records. We get in- 
store positioning, sale pricing, and 
on -air promotional support. Our la- 
bel has a lot of new artists - some- 
one like Dada can get buried under 
miscellaneous D. 

"We've also bought WEQX's 
program twice because it's incred- 
ibly cheap. It reaches active 
buyers on three levels - print. ra- 
dio, and retail. Everyone wins; 
both programs are comprehensive 
and cost effective. I hope b see 
more stations getting involved in 
programs like these because it's a 
great artist development tool for 
record companies."

If you're uncomforta- 
ble in the sex kitten role, eventually 
it'll take its toll: either it'll tear you 
down or become fake - or some- 
one else will come into the market 
and do it better. 

"Women have to work twice as 
hard as men to get half as far. The

really worked her ass off to get that 
far. If you want something done, 
hire a busy woman. We're better at 
managing people, more intuitive, 
more caring, and more concerned 
with employees' needs. 

"I hope one of the many women 
on my staff becomes interested in 
management. The industry needs 
to hire and help more women to be- 
come stronger and more balanced. 
[The PD job] might look stressful 
and scary from the outside, but it's 
a lot of fun. If you love people, it's 
the best job in the world."

most often attributed to females, 
but that's not bad. It's just like 
positive reinforcement and encour- 
agement, which are essential in 
building a solid team that wants to 
work with and for me. 

"If people are diligent, resilient, 
and decisive without being rigid - 
and combine these characteristics 
with heart, courage, and intelli- 
gence - they'll be successful re- 
gardless of sex.

You have to speak out 
more and maybe be a bit wackier 
to prove you're just as capable as a 
man.

If you can't attend a music meeting, take home a stack of 

CDs and write your opinions. Demonstrate your ability to write and plan in 

advance. Prove you're a team player. Submit ideas to the GM and PD that 
would help the station accomplish its goals." 

WIOT/Toledo's Lyn Casye: "Be certain you want to be a PD; it doesn't 

allow much room for a personal life. Tell the GM it's your goal, and learn ev- 

erything you can. Be flexible but opinionated, and see how your boss re- 

acts to those opinions. Remember: It's a business; you have to be tough 

emotionally and always expect the unexpected." 
WKLL/Utica, NY's Mimi Griswold: "Be active in both programming 

and sales. Contribute ideas. Be tactful, visible, and vocal, but use the prop- 

er chain of communication. Also, look for owners with radio experience - 
not just real estate dealers." 

WROVIRoanoke's Ellen Flaherty: "Try to get into the APD slot first - 
it provides a training ground. Create the position if it doesn't exist. PDs al-

But it 
depends on the individual - I've 
met some sensitive men and some 
callous females. I don't believe that 
women are more sensitive than 
men; we're just allowed to show it 
more. 

"If you can read a book to learn 
how to be a leader, certainly you

could learn how to be more sensi- 
tive or communicative. If anyone is 
motivated enough to hone those 
skills, they could do it regardless of 
their sex. My previous PD was in- 
credibly good at managing people.

NOVEL REVENUE SOURCES 

ADULT CONTEMPORARY 

Bullish WTMX Goes To Press 
If you're exploring nontraditional marketing and sales 

approaches, you'll find especially noteworthy the insights 
of two GMs whose stations have successfully tapped alter- 
native revenue sources. 

WTMX /Chicago recently 
blanketed Chicagoland with the 
third issue of its Today's Mix quar- 
terly magazine. Containing life- 
style information, personality pro- 
files, station updates, and adver- 
tising, the slick publication is a 
significant upgrade from typical 
four -page station newsletters. 

WTMX's offering - produced in- 

house by Editori Special Products 
Manager Elaine Wang - was 
initially a 16 -page publication, but 
grew to 28 pages in issues two and 
three. 

Quick Launch 
After the magazine idea was pro- 

posed last August, the station 
managed to get the debut issue 
out in late October. "We were on a 
short fuse," recalls VP /GM Drew 
Horowitz, who estimates that each 
issue rakes in about $80,000. 
"[Neither] Elaine [nor] I had ever 
done anything like this before. We 
put an outline of the concept on pa- 
per and I empowered her to get it 
done. Most people assume it's pro- 
fessionally done. It's definitely a 
fulltime job." 

Horowitz notes that such a pro- 
ject - especially in its first year - 
should not be planned as totally 
self- liquidating. "If you expect that 
to happen, you'll put yourself 
through undue pressure and lose 
focus on what you're supposed to 
do. 

"Our intent was for it to come out 
of our marketing/promotion and

sales promotion budgets. It's been 
responsible for getting us more 
business than I'd ever hoped for, 
but it should be budgeted as an ex- 
penditure.

Listeners Respond 

WTMX's has plugged its "Infor- 
mation Line" with full -page 

Drew Horowitz 

spreads in each of the last two is- 

sues; Horowitz says it's generated 
a healthy increase in calls. "AC 
doesn't generally create the fervor 
and loyalty for a station. Our line 
takes the listeners' lifestyles into 
consideration and caters to their 
needs. Anyone can play the music, 
but we're here to serve our consti- 
tuency - the listener - both on 
and off the air." 

Although it has produced a wel- 
come revenue boost, Horowitz 
realistically doesn't expect 
Today's Mix to raise WTMX's 
ratings. "We're in an evolutionary 
rebuilding phase. The magazine 
might be a ratings enhancement 
for an already -successful station. It 
could become a loyalty builder and 
put a leading station another cut 
above everybody else." 

Advertising Criteria 

Receptive advertisers meeting 
certain dollar -level requirements 
appear in the publication, which is 
direct -mailed to several thousand 
households. "There are full-page, 
half -page, and quarter -page quali- 
fications. Some advertisers [that] 
just want coupons can qualify for 
that level. But you have to make 
sure there's real value with those 
coupons - 10% off isn't that big of 
a deal. Clients do what they feel is 
best, and we're learning as we go." 

Horowitz points out that his sales 
force maintains its radio roots. 
"We learned about the magazine 
business and became knowledge- 
able about it, but we aren't maga- 
zine salespeople. That's something 
people who want to get involved in 
this must understand." 

While advertisers were a bit hes- 
itant at first, Horowitz claims, 
"They're now embracing it. In ad- 
dition to local advertisers, we're al- 

so getting national advertisers to 
participate. That's something I 

didn't think we'd be able to ac- 
complish." 

Initial issues have appealed to 
clients seeking value -added sales 
tools. "They like the concept and 
the fact that information in the 
magazine has a long shelf life. I 
don't know of any other radio sta- 
tion doing such a lifestyle- driven 
magazine. Our call letters are on 
every page. It's a positive reflec- 
tion on the station - people will re- 
member where they got the articles. 

"This magazine appeals to 
WTMX's typical family, which 
tends to be suburban and in the 
broad middle class. They want to 
know what to do with their kids and 
where to go on vacation." 

One feature that appeared in the 
magazine dealt with a wildlife park

in downstate Illinois. "They had to 
shut down the switchboard the first 
day after the publication came out 
because they were inundated with 
calls," Horowitz remarks. "The ar- 
ticle was responsible for giving 

them more reservations than 
they'd ever had. 
"We have a feel -good attitude 
about superserving our audience. 
We know we're making an 
impact." 

Magical Ways Of Generating Revenue 
WMMO /Orlando's eight -week free concert series net- 

ted the Rock AC several hundred thousand dollars. One 
revenue source of 'MMO's clever marketing campaign 
came from the city itself. 

"Orlando's Downtown Develop- 
ment Board has money for cultural 
projects and we tap into those 
funds," explains WMMO GM Bob 
Poe. "From beginning to end, 
we're the promoter and control ev- 
erything. Our [sponsored events] 
help draw people to downtown. We 
also get money from bars and res- 
taurants in that area, many of 
whom don't advertise on radio." 

Flocking Downtown 
Reflecting WMMO's varied and

"Leon Russell, 38 Special, and 
Robert Cray drew between 13,000- 

15,000 for their shows," Poe re-

ports. The attractions were held 
adjacent to the 'O Town' Church 
Street Station district. "A street is 
closed off to create a courtyard 
area and it can hold a ton of 
people." 

WMMO charges event sponsor- 
ship fees that aren't related to 
spots. In some instances, however, 
spot commitments are required. 
"In the case of the city, no spots 
are involved - we just take their 
money," Poe jokes. "Sponsors get 
benefits of signage and they give 
those present an opportunity to 
sample product. BMW put cars 
around the event so people could 
easily see them." 

Inventing Alternatives 
The station's unique on-air pres- 

entation and execution, devised by 
Poe and PD Cary Pall, eschews 

such traditional marketing ele- 
ments as remotes. "WMMO's par- 
ticular theme is music, music, mu- 
sic," Poe comments. "By not doing 
the typical stuff heard on many 
other stations, we've had to come 
up with alternative ways - like 
this concert series - of generating 
revenue." 

Poe, who was previously involv- 
ed in marketing the NBA's Orlando 
Magic, applied a good chunk of 
what he learned from that experi- 
ence to WMMO's event marketing. 
"People are willing to spend 
money on promotional opportuni- 
ties that have nothing to do with ad- 
vertising," he contends. ''We've

Reaping The Rewards Of Recurrents 
Two PDs recount the reasons and requisites for recycling recent hit records 

Urban radio has been current -based since its incep- 
tion back in the late forties. But as markets change, for- 
mats fragment, and familiarity breeds success, many sta- 
tions have incorporated more recurrents and gold into 
their presentations. This week, I talk to two Urban AC PDs 
about recurrents' roles and rotations at their stations. 

WVKO /Columbus PD Sam Nel- 
son believes recurrents are invalu- 
able tools in serving his upper - 
demo target. "We're more adult in 
our presentation, so recurrents are 
very important - they're really 
the base of what we do. 

"We identify a recurrent as 
something that was Top 5 in terms 
of sales, has performed strong in 
requests, and - most importantly 
- has performed well with our pri- 
mary and secondary cells in call- 
out research. 

"We look at records in recurrent 
category as potential gold to solidi- 
fy our adult musical presentation. 

m

Songs that have gone through the 
rotational process and show 
through testing that they belong in 
recurrent are the music we feel 
solidifies the demos we're trying to 
reach.

son says, "The process can take 
anywhere from six to eight weeks. 
When a record is over in our cur- 
rent power category, we look at a 
record and say, `Is this a record 
that we think warrants going into 
our recurrent category?' We want 
those real killer records that'll 
come up in three months or six 
months and people in our target 
demos still want to hear them. 
That's what we want a recurrent to 
be - a great song that has lasting 
power in the minds of our 
listeners." 

Three recurrents per hour is the 
norm at WVKO, and Nelson notes 
they're carefully placed to maxi- 
mize their impact. "In most cases, 
a recurrent is preceded by a gold 
cut and followed by a current hit. 
This way, we have a total of three 
hits in a row back to back." 

Nelson stresses that research is 
an extremely important part of the 

recurrent selection process. "It's 
imperative you have the callout 
research to make sure you look be- 
yond the sales and requests. Those 
variables should be factored in. 
But to really trace a record from 
the beginning to where you think 
it's a recurrent, that's where you 
really need callout research. Im- 
press upon management that you 
should have it available in order 
for you to do the best job. 

"I'm happy that I have it - this 
is the first time WVKO has had a 
research budget. We have a firm 
that does it for us, but if you don't 
have that luxury, you could have 
interns or volunteers from local 
colleges come in and help. And if 
you don't have any money to pay 
the people, you could always re- 
ward them with concert tickets and 
other types of free goods like CDs 
and T- shirts." 

Familiar Favorites 
WCXJ /Pittsburgh GM/PD Del 

King says recurrents are a vital 
part of his station's mix. "A solid 
recurrent is just as powerful as the 
top current records. The most im- 
portant thing about them is that 
they're familiar. Anyone who's 
been in the industry for any length 
of time knows familiar music is a 
must to go along with whatever 
else you decide to play. Recurrents 
have proven themselves to be valu- 
able with your listeners - most are 
aware of the titles we consider re- 
currents." 

King carefully considers a song's 
current shelf life before granting it 
recurrent status. "You notice 
songs that stay on the radio and on 
the charts for 10-13 weeks as oppos- 
ed to those which disappear after 
only four or five weeks. We use the 
records that have shown they have 
staying power ... hits that people

"These are powerful records be- 
cause our audience is a little bit 
slower than a younger audience 
when it comes to current music. 
This audience is the type that'll go 
someplace else and may not come 
back if they're not given what they 
want to hear. We need these rec- 
ords to help keep the old tuneout 
factor away."

If you could hire any nonradio person in the world to 

host a talk program on your station, who would it be? And 
why? 

That's the question I recently put 
to several Talk programmers 
around the country. Their answers 
- like all good Talk programming 
- proved both entertaining and in- 
formative. 

Not surprisingly, the first person 
drafted in this exercise was billion- 
aire/political activist Ross Perot, 
who was chosen by KFI /Los An- 
geles PD David Hall and mention- 
ed by several other programmers. 

"I'd put Perot on the air in a 
heartbeat," said Hall. "He's unpre- 
dictable; he can make anybody un- 
derstand anything, and - he's 
crazy." 

The Official Word 
WWRC /Washington PD Peter 

Laufer also chose a Texan - popu- 
list politician- turned -radio- 
commentator Jim Hightower. 

"Jim has the energy and the 
glibness to perform in the face of 
the Rush Limbaughs of the world 
and make a strong case for the op- 
posing point of view. He's funny, 
understands the medium, and has 
constructive ideas on how to solve 
some of our social problems." 

The shortage of liberal hosts 
prompted WGST /Atlanta PD Eric 
Seidel to tap failed Clinton Justice 
Department appointee Lani

What's more, Rimmer added, 
Cuomo is a fierce competitor. "I've 
watched him campaign in races 
where he was certain to win, and 
he just doesn't lose his competitive 
edge. He'd give it his all no matter 
how well the station was doing." 

(Actually, Rimmer joked, his or- 
iginal dream choice was Pope John
