Electricity Problem

One of the problems In juke
export growth is lack of elec-
tricity. Electrification is of para-
mount importance to the expan-
gion of juke box exports in many
forelgn countries, especlally in
the hinterlands. Philippine cities,
for example, are ripe for great
juke box growth because of in-
creased electriciation spearheaded
by two of the largest projects in
the Far East, the Ambuklao and
Maria Cristina Falls undertakings.
“Because of this,” said Suter, “it
ia expected that, barring any wars
or other upheavals, many more
coin-operated phonographs can be
well placed within the next few
vears."

In South America, where elec-
tricity is scarce outside the major
cities, juke boxes are often sold
in a package together with small
electric generators. Dealers there,
who sell not only juke boxes, but
also radios, refrigerators and other
electrical appliances, benefit two
ways—they can sell a radio or
refrigerator often by selling a
juke. That's because In the small
ack-country saloons a proprietor

In its order this week, the FCC
repeated the statement it made
in a letter to Lamb in March that
the FCC had received charges
that Lamb had been a Communist
party member. Stating that Lamb
had categorically denied the
charges, the FCC said the forth-
coming hearing will therefore seek
to determine whether Lamb's
statements in earlier FCC appii-
cations that he had never been
a Cormmunist party member, nor
had associated with any group
which had an un-American ob-
jective were “true, correct and
accurate or whether they con-
stitute misrepresentation to and
concealment from the Commission
of facts.”

The Commission said a second
objective will be to obtain full
information about allegations
Lamb made in his suit against the
FCC in District Court charging
that FCC investigators ‘hatl tried

to get people in Erie, Pa, and
Toledo, O., to testify falsely that
Lamb had been associat with

the Communist party, and that

the investigators had “said pub-
licly, ‘We are going to get Lamb
and take WICU away from him'"

A third objective, said the FCG
will be to determine in the light
of evidence on these two issues
whether Lamb is qualified to be
a broadecast licensee.

The Commission also ordered
that the FCC present all of its
evidence first, a move which FCC
legalists contend will give Lamb
a fair chance to refute the evi-
dence.

If the FCC decision after the
July 28 hear.ng is not to renew
Lambs' broadcast license, the case
can be expected to develop into
a lengthy court case.

Zenith Loses
Fight Vs. CBS

WASHINGTON, June 5.~—
Zenith Radio Corporation lost its
fight this week to bring the Co-
lumbia Broadcasting System's pur-
chase of the Chicago Stadium for
$1,500,000 into the Federal Com-=
munications Commission hearing
on whether Channel 2, Chicago,
will eventually go to Zenith or
to CBS,

Zenith claimed that the CBS
purchase of the Stadium and the
announcement it would spend an-
other $1,500,000 on modernizing
the structure to house TV studics
was in violation of the FCC's spe-
cial temporary authorization per-
mitting CBS to operate WBBM-TV
on Channel 2. The FCC ruled
that this waz not a violation.

The TV channel has been in
dispute since the TV station CBS
bought from Balaban & Katz Cor-
poration was shifted by the FCC
from Channel 4 to Channel 2,
for which Zenith had applied.
Zenith took the case to the Court
of Appeals which ordered the FCC
to hold comparative hearings om
the issue.

NARTB Exec Pledges ‘Neutrality’
On ‘Segmentized’ Trade Problems

WASHINGTON, June 5.— The
UHF controversy will reach a new
climax when the Senate Interstate
and Foreign Commerce Commu-
nications Subcommittee resumes its
hearings June 15 with an array of
industry witnesses including Har-
old E. Fellows, president and board
chairman of the National Associa-
fion of Radio and Television
Broadcasters,

Fellows, who has accepted an
invitation to a confab with tem-
porary Chairman Harold H, Thoms
of the UHF Industry Co-Ordinating
Committee on June 14, eve of re-
sumption of hearings, has advised
NARTB members that he intends
to stick to the associatlion’s policy
of “neutrality” on "segmentized”
industry problems like the UHF
issue,

Despite this neutrality effort,
Fellows will be faced with a bar-
rage of cross-guestioning from
such subcommitiee members as
Sen. John O, Pastore (D, R. 1),
who is almost certain to insist on
Fellows' views on the UHF Co-
Ordinating Commitiee’s recom-
mendations as a threat to the in-
dustry’s stability and economic
future,

In this controversial atmosphere,
the subcommittee will face the
tough task of trying to remedy the
UHF situation and, at the same
time, assuaging differences in the
broadecasting industry, with little
time left in the session to perform
the job.

All Mixed Up in Denmark -

COPENHAGEN, Denmark,
June 5.—Officials of '=2 Danish
National Radio are currently
wrestling with a question which
has all the earmarks of being a
gag but to which they are obliged
to come up with a serious answer,
The knotty problem is whether a
cow stable, with cows and a radio
receiving set, should come under
the radio bureauw’s classification
as a factory or as being an inte-
gral part of a dairyman’s home.

The Danish National Radio re-
cently upped the annual license
fee on receiving sets to $2.90
each, but also established a new
“family"” rate nting a family a
cut-rate fee of $5.08 for two re-
ceiving sets in the same home,
A shrewd dairy farmer tock time
out from his chores to write a
formal note to ¢he DNR inform-
ing that org that he had installed
a radio in his cow stable, for use
during milking periogds, and

wished to know if he should pay
the reduced *“family” license fee
or the full fee for this radio.

Some officials of DNR contend
that a radic in a cow stable
should pay the same fee, the full
rate, as a radio in a factory, while
others retort that cows are not
machines and a cow stable is not
a factory.

To complicate the matter still
further, it seems that where fami-
lies have servants, radio sets in
the servants' quarters of the home
do not come under the “family”
listing and must pay full license
fee; so some sages of the DNR
insist that as in most cases cows
are milked by hired dmr’ﬂl maids
—ergo, servanis—either the cow
stable radio must pay full rate or
the dairy maids must stuff their
ears when the radio is in use.

AFL Film Council to

h]ing dialog on secratch paper.
0. Bardahl approved the ideas
the next day. Then the work
began.

t wasn't easy, The entire
Wallace Mackay organization
pitched in, talking, thinking, kick-
ing additional ideas and reactions
around, writing and rejecting,
worrying about animation tech-
nigques and cost, throwing away
story boards and starting over
again., Everyone turned their
backs on the traditional and tried
to look at TV in an entirely new
light. Finally, finished story
boards went to the Ray Patin
Studios in Hollywood for anima-
tion. Work prints were approved
and the first print went air ex-
press to St. Louis where Mr. Bar-
dahl and I were meeting with
Irwin E. Fuchs, president of Bar-
dahl OQil Company of 5t. Louis,
Midwest blending distributor.

First Showing

We booked a first showing on
KSD-TV, St. Louis, and found a
restaurant-bar full of noisy cus-
tomers, When the spot hit the
screen, the room went absolutely
silent. Every head in the place
looked up. en theﬂlspgt was
over people actually yelled parts
of the diplﬂug at each other, The
spots had accomplished their first
job. They were attention catch-
ing and entertaining . . . but
would they sell?

Time was bought. First in St.
Louis, then Chicago, Indianapolis,
Detroit, Seattle, Rochester, San
Francisco, Fargo, Phoenix, Salt
Lake City . . . across the nation in
61 markets. The resulis answered
the question. Wherever the spots
ran, Bardahl sales went up.

End of the vear results show a
35 per cent gain in national sales,
a 56 per cent gain in Western
sales with sales increases in indi-
vidual States soaring. Results
State by State were almost un-
believable: Washington up 54 per
cent, Utah up 98 per cent, North-
ern California up 35 per cent,
Southern California up 54 per
cent, Arizona up 55 per cent.
Colorado had a fantastic 165 per
cent increase over the same pe-
riod in 1952. Across the country
Bardahl sales broke records. St
Louis, Boston, Milwaukee, or Mi-
ami, Cincinnati or Chicago, the
story was the same, People were
talking, q-[uﬂtmﬁ. buying, selling
Bardahl. It all happened in a few
short months—from selling idea
to sales avalanche.

A Bardahl distributor in New
England reported, “I have wit-
nessed a miracle . . . we showed
the spots at the World Motor
show in Madison uare (rarden
in New York City. Believe me, it
was absolutely fabulous. When-
ever that theme sounded adults
came running like children to see
it. I mean , never, never has
anything I've seen taken such a
hold. ey came back a second
time (at $1.50 a head) and brought
friends to see it."”

A Denver Bardahl representa-
tive told us, * ... first time in 30
vears of selling that results and
comments came from every Bar-
dahl customer we had, as well as
:he ntew ones we have been able

Success Snowballs
Newspapers ran stories about
the spots. “By far the finest com-
mercials yet displayed on video
. . . sponsors who spend a fortune
for a show would do well to pay
more attention to their commer-
cials, These prove it . . . people
even call the station to find out
when the next one be
shown.” This from the Pheonix,
Ariz., Republican Gazette. The
Kansas City Star printed a fea-
ture story in which they said,
“ . . can't remember that we
ever before wished for a repeat
of a commercial” Kids and
adults alike picked up the dialog.
Boats and dogs were named after
the characters in the spots. High
schools held dances and parties
using the spots as their theme for
decoration and programs. Quite
literally, television took Bardahl
over the hump that stands be-
tween any relatively new, nation-
ally distributed consumer product
and national brand recognition.
Within four or five months
starting with a small number o
TV outlets, Bardahl jumped from
a product with a good qualit_.:.r rep-
utation and reasonably fair dis-
tribution to one with thousands
upon thousands of new friends
and customers and heavily ex-
panded distribution. The spots
were not only doing a selling job,
but had become a subject of con-
versation and laughter in house-
holds thruout America, whether
they contained television sets or
not.
Merchandising material went
out to the field, The Bardahl TV

WASHINGTON, June 5.—The
musie industry will face a slow-
down in service from the U. S.
Copyright Office next year if the
Senate goes along with a House-
approved slash in the Copyright
Office's appropriation for the com-
ing fiscal year,

The appropriation bill as passed
in the Jouse would give the Copy-
right Office a flat §1,000,000 for
operations in the fiscal year be-
ginning July 1, That is $100,000
less than the current year's out-
lay. Because a sharp rise in copy-
right registrations is anticipated
for next year, the agency has re-

quested an outlay of $1,153,000.

If the Senate poes along with
the House-passed measure, the
Copyright Office see: no alterna-
tive except to reduce its 240-man

Radio Employment
Radio employment in 1953 to-
talled 1,722 men who earned
nearly $14,000,000. Single engage-
ment commercial broadcasting
employment gave the musicians
an additional $2,600,000. The un-
ion's men in the United States
Canada and Puerto Rico earned
$18,590,558 thru radio work,

In television employment, re-
ports Petrillo, the radio staffs are
often used. Only 137 AFM mem-
bers have steady employment on
TV. Total monies earned from
television was $6,086,851.

The theatrical field used 824
men in vaudeville, and presenta-
tion houses, 1,725 men in drama-
tic and musical shows, 738 in op-
era and ballet, 183 in burlesque,
and 13 organists.

Senate restores the $153,000 which
the House has cut from the Copy-
right Oiffice appropriations for
next year, the bill will go to a
joint Senate-House conference
committee to adjust the dif-
ferences between the two meas-
ures.

In the fiscal vedr which ended
last June 30, the Copyright Office
brought in fees amounting. to
$865,300 which went directly to
the Treasury Department. In ad-
dition, the Copyright Office has
increased the government's ac-
cumulation of books an other
valuable materials by an esti-
mated $500,000. These materials,
sent to the Copyright Office along
with copyright registration re-
quests, have been added to the
Library of Congress's collection at
no cost to the government, Thus,
the Copyright Office brought in
$1,365,00 in fees and materials
last fiscal year, or $265,000 more
than Congress appropriated for the
agency's operation in the last fiscal

year.

alert attitude on the of rec-
ord execs to happenings in the
world around them. re are

times when it appears that many
a.&r. men and even artists are
current events or political science
majors. An event that captures
the mind or the heart of eri-
cans, or of the world, more often

than not becomes immo
on wax.,

This has happened again this
month with the current spate of
records concerning the Senatorial
investigation of the Army-Mc-
Carthy charges now going on in
Washington. To date, there have
been three records released on
this subject: the Stan Freberg
record on Capitol, “Point of Or-
der"; the Cactus disk on
Four Star, “With the Sen-
ator and the Private,” and the
Hal Block waxing on Jubilee
::Bailled “The Senator MeCarthy

HEE."

Obviously these records are re-
leased for only one reason—to
rack up sales, it is hoped. The
diskeries involved are not trying
to influence the hearings or nec-
essarily to turn in an historical
judgment on their meaning. Yet,
if in the future a social chronicler
wants to have an idea of the feel-
ings of many concerning the
hearings, he could do worse than
add up the number of sales and
performances of these three disks
along with his other material to
help reach his conclusions.

It takes a certain amount of
courage under any circumstances
to release a record on a topical
subject, Such records must be
made, shipped and received
t\:.:mkly, and their period is much

orter than a regular re-
lease. In the records re
on the Army-MeCarthy hearings,
they tock even more courage on
the part of the record companies,
since much of the matter in-
volved in the hearings is quite
serious.

In bringing forth these three
disks, the record industry has
vgam proved that the tradition of

1l Rogers and Mark Twain has
not completely disappeared from
the American scene. As serious
as the hearings are, they can be
looked at more t}b&)eetwely by
fmmsans of either side if they can
augh at the funny aspects of
them as well.

We cannot say with accuracy
at this point whether these three
records—or any of them—will be
hits or misses. It is still too early
for that. But no matter which
way they go, they have shown
that the record industry does not
dwell in an ivory tower.

Merion Shop's Biz

By BOB ROLONTZ

NEW YORK, June 5. — The
growing importance of self-serv-
ice as a spur to business has been
strikingly demonstirated by Dan-
nenhauer's Record Shop in Me-
rion, Pa., in the suburbs of Phil-
adelphia. According to Mark
Rubinstein, owner, the store has
experienced a 35 per cent increase
in business for the past five
months after a changeover to
complete self-service completed
last September.

Dannenhauer’s handles records,
radio-TV sets and air condition-
ers. The store is located on a
main street at the Philadelphia
boundary line and has been in
existence for many years.

Last August, Rubinstein de-
cided to make it a complete self-
service store. At the suggestion
of the RCA Victor distributors for
Philadelphia, Raymond Rosen &
Company, he called in Holley
Associates, a Merchantville, N. J.,

store designing and construction
firm.

Up to this time the store was
about 75 per cent serviced and
about 25 per cent self-service. The
Holley Associates redesigned the
entire store for 100 per cent seli-
service, and constructed special
leaf racks for all EP and LP al-
bums. In addition, they designed
a new ceiling, floors, walls,
counters, fixtures, color schemes,
ete., for the store.

In ad-
dition, he has been able to cut
down the number of listening
booths and now has only two
demonstrators, a three-speed and
a single 45 r.p.m. phono.

Attracis Atiention

The cost of the designing ran
about $5,000, but the owner is
more than satisfied with the ex-
pense due to the upsurge of busi-
ness, Since it was the first record
shop designed by Holley Asso-
ciates, it has become a showplace
for the firm in the city. Rubin-
stein said that dealers from all
over the city have been out to see
his store, and that dealers have
come from areas as far west as
Chicago to see it.

The increase in business, ac-
cording to Rubinstein, is due to
the unhampered and unhurried
huying that a customer can do
with self-service, Self-service has
also helped increase impulse buy-
ing by having all the stock on
view and accessible. Rubinstein
expects eventually to add self-
service to his other store in

Wayne, Pa., the M-R Shop, also
located in the Philadelphia sub-
urhs.

Hi-Fi Shop Backs
FM-Only Show

CLEVELAND, June 4. — The
Custom Classics store, local re-
tailer of high-fidelity records and
parts, sponsors an FM-only show
over WGAR here, marking the
first time an AM-FM station has
made an FM-only sale in this
market.

WGAR programs the Custom

p.m. across the board) on FM
only, while airing the CBS radio
nighttime sustaining schedule at
the same time over its AM hook-
up. Altho the FM-only show has
only been on a few wecks, the
Eﬁpunsur reports immediate sales
response to the campaign.

charged that the AFM refused to
meet to discuss them as provided
in the agreement. The AFM
claimed there was nothing to dis-
cuss, because it was protecting
its members in the right to work,

Jurisdiction

Under its AFL charter, AGVA
has jurisdiction of all variety per-
formers in night clubs, theaters,

fairs, circuses, water and ice
shows. Such names like Bob
Hope, Danny Thomas, Danny

Kayve, Milton Berle fall into this
category when doing personal ap-
pearances. The AFM, also an AFL
union, has jurisdiction over in-
strumentalists in all fields except
opera and classical concerts.

A few months ago AGVA re-
voked its 1950 agreement and
various AFM locals retaliated by
ordering members not to play for
AGVA acts. AGVA promptly
brought suit against these locals.
It won most suits, settled one and
lost one. But the legal expense
was considerable. The battle is
now continuing and will un-
doubtedly be a major subject on
the convention floor.

But while AGVA was in a fight
on one front, it was attacked on
another by night club owners who
charged the union with being a
body of independent contractors
and therefore not entitled to rep-
resent performers., Suits were
started in Philadelphia, Balti-
more, Chicago and in the States
of New J ersey, California and

From the adminisirative stand-
point, AGVA has been criticized
as being excessively emneshed in
political maneuvering, Some crit-
ics have felt that the hands of
Jack Irving, administrative secre-
tarv, are tied by the national
board.

The membership of the national
board, consisting of 45 non-
gsalaried wmembers and almost
self-perpetuating, has also been
the target of attack. One allega-

cause the Republican State ad-
ministration has not come up with
sufficient financial aid for the city's
budget woes. State officials said
there i= no need for the tax and
that the city is raising “a counter-
feit political issue for next fall.”

The new tax can seriously affect
the outing booking picture in
which area amusement parks are
the parties. Steeplechase in Coney
Island and Rockaways' Playland
in Queens will feel the 5 per cent
bite. Palisades (N. J.) Amuse-
ment Park, Indian Point Park in
Peelskill, and Playland, Rye, will
not be affected,

It is anticipated that competition
in booking activity will heighten
as a result of the tax, with the
untaxed parks enjoying the initial
advantage, since in figuring pack-
age deal rates they will not be
faced with the city taking out a 5
per cent bite.

Many of New York's kiddie
parks -vent to 10 cents when the
federal admissions tax was lifted.
Some retained their old 9-cent
prices, and are expected to come
up to a dime now that there is no
danger of a tax. This penny in-
crease would offset the penny they
would ha‘i_"f to give the city on any
15-cent tickets for kiddie Roller
Coaster.

Also caught in the tax vise are
kid parks which have recently in-
stalled major rides, with prices
scaled at nickel steps up to a
quarter.

In order lo come up with even-
nickel prices of 15, 20 and 25
cents, the city’s ride people, which
includes traveling organizations,
would have to give away fractions
of pennies at every level. A pos-
sible ticket structure, with the true
5 per cent show in parenthesis,
would be as follows: 15-cent ticket,
14 plus 1 (.7 cents), 20-cent ticket,
19 plus 1 (.95 cents), quarter
ticket, 23 plus 2 (1.65 cents). In
esch instance the operator would
concede to the city a few mills over
the 5 per cent, for the sake of
achieving a “round” price,

A move o increase the exemp-
tion on tickets up to 50 cents for
movies only was rejected. The
council saild an exemption from
the tax would not be valid unless
f—_‘f ??phed to the entire amusement

eld.

The tax matter has proven un-
popular in wvirtually all ecircles
here. Every dally newspaper has
editorialized against it, All amuse-
ment area chambers of commerce
have protested it. Times Square
was blacked out from 9 pm. thru
the next day during which time
all marquees were darkened, It
was eslimated that joining in the
blackout were 570 movie houses,
plus legitimate theaters, dance
halls and other establishments.
Theotlers all had {ables under the
marquees at which protest peti-
tions were signed by more than a
million people thra today.
