Ill lOsht'ets or 1.5 12-slHH‘ts, 20 S-sheets, 00 
O sheels. 100 2-slieets, 200 l-sheets. Klther 
of the above amounts can be doubled or 
tripled. Kespect fully,

C. C. Uohcrts, Bowling Green, O.: 
Pear Sir—Iteplyiug to your favor of the 

ITth, stating that my estimate us published 
was too small, and that you would not con¬ 
sider an order for 2 lO-sheets. 0 S-sheets 
and 10 2-sheets for your city, I would beg 
to say that I think the estimate correct. 
You say n small hilling requires 5 24-sheets, 
0 2»»-sheets, and 10 lO-slieets or 10 12-sheet8, 
20 S sheets. 50 S-sheets, 100 2-sheet8 and 2110 
1 sheets. Either of the above amounts can 
he doiihled or tripled. 

According to your tigures for a small dis 
play you want 0 24-slu^ts, 0 20-8heets, and 
U» Iti slu'cts, tigured at your price of 0 cents 
per sheet, Itso sheids, lf22.HO; or 10 12- 
sh(‘ets, 20 V sh*>et8. .00 .'l-sheets. 100 2-shect8 
and 200 l-sheets, Wkt sheets, at ti cents per 
she»‘t, $.0:i.4<i. If tripled would he $1«0.'20. 
The otliclal Government census figures your 
IMipiilation at .0,<n;7. 'I'lie otliclal organ gives 
you the high limit of 12 tS-sheets for u 
heavy hilling, or 90. sheets at 0 I'ents, <H]ual 
to $0.70. .My estimate gives you 2 lO-sheets, 
0 .S sheets and 10 2-siieets, equal to Itrj 
sheets, at 0 cents, or $0.12 per month. My 
estimate Is ample for a thorough hilling In 
a town of your size, and If you follow In¬ 
structions which accompany all our orders, 
you would retniire 22 different hill boards, 
located in 2*2 different places, and very few 
towns of 0,(N)t) have this number of loca¬ 
tions. 

If I asketl an advertiser to spend over 
this amount for posting, outside Of cost of 
IMisters for each town of your size, he 
would re<i\ilre the hacking of the Billion 
Pollar Trust, and would likely go broke at 
that. Hememher, there are other towns, 
and we must use the advertiser Justly. 

The elaims set forth hy you ore the iden¬ 
tical things that discourage and scare off 
adv«'rtisers froip the smaller towns, and 
force them to the larger cities, where the 
iHipulation justly justities the outlay. Be 
eonservative in your estiiiuites, and give 
the advertiser the henetit of the posters 
that III his judgment is siifllcient to bill 
your town. Keniemher, the advertiser must 
get his returns, and only a certain pen-ent- 
age of his profits can lie spent In adver¬ 
tising. For Instance, in Bowling Grwn it 
Would require the sale of S.tllKl “Judge 
Taft" .5-<-eiit cigars la-r month for the tMst 
of posting 2 li! sheets. Tt 8-8hi‘<‘t8 and 1.5 
2 slu*ets. and I know to an absolute cer- 
taiiit.v that there is not .l.htNi r»-<‘ent cigars 
of any one brand sold per month in your 
town, and the advertised would he selling 
at a "loss” unless he got further returns 
through future orders.

.4 Blow to the Bill Boards. 

In the crusade against the bill lionrds of 
t’hleago, the Master In Chancery hand 
ed down an opinion that may result In the 
removal of many of the host stands and the 
cutting down of others. In his decision. 
Master <j. Fred Bush has decided that one 
of the city hill hoard ordinances is legal 
and valid and that the other is invalid. 
The one which Is upheld is the ordinance 
which restricts the size of tho boards, and 
indicates the midhods by whii-h they must 
he erei'ted. and the one which Is rejected 
Is that recently passed, and which was 
ircfiarcd hy the attorneys of the three park 
Miards, the object of which was to compel 

the n-moval of the hoards from the vicinity 
of all parks and Ixiulevards. 

If Ills decision is enftirced nearly every 
hill iMiard in the city will have to lie torn 
down, and the new ones erected will not 
lie over ten feet in height, and will not 
have over 100 square feet each of super¬ 
ficial area. These must not be closer than 
2.5 fwt to the lot lines. 'I'his w'ould pnive 
a great hardship to all the companies and 
theaters owning lioards in the cit.v, as the 
size allowed by the ordinance would ren¬ 
der worthless thousands of didlars’ worth 
of paper, as well ns entail great expense In 
the remodeling of all stands. The size, as 
given under the ordinnnci’, would fit no 
stand that Is in use hy any show or ad¬ 
vertising firm, and would render necessary 
the printing of special pap<‘r for that city. 

The ordinance which was passed for the 

“improvement of the city," from the nes 
thctic standpoint, and wliich was intended 
to remove ail hoards from around parks 
and near boulevards, Mr. Bush declared as 
unconstitutional and Ineffective. 

R. H. Taylor, Billposter, Mo* 
line, Illinois.

III. M. Taylor is thoroughly a self uiad< 
man. lie was Ixtrn at Galesburg. 111., 
April 27, lS(i2, n'ceived a public high-seluKiI 
education and, at the age of lU, was ap 
prentieed in machine shops of the B. »V 
'J. B. B., at which trade he was employed 
for three years. Later his engagements in 
this profession were -with the Missouri 
Bacitic B. B., at St. Louis and at Gttumwa, 
Iowa, at which later place he discarded his 
tr:ide to enter the hfll|s)sting field at Ot¬ 
tumwa. III. He was also the manager of 
Turner's Grand Opera House, that city, as 
soeiated with Iilek I*. Sutton, now of Butte 
Gity, Mont. In I.SST .Messrs. Taylor A Sut¬ 
ton organiziHl and put on the road a min 
strel show, whiidi was later made a inipu 
lar-prieed circus. In 1.S!I7, Mr. Taylor cm 
migrat'sl to Moline, taking tho management 
there of the Auditorium Theater for ('ham- 
herlin and Kindt, the following year organ 
izliig the Moline Billpostiiig ('om|iany, at 
the heail of which com-ern he has sine*- 
he«‘ii liH'ated. 'I'lu* Moline Billposting <5<m 
pany has 2,.‘tiNi feet of first class stisd 
hoards, and tho plant is reputed to Im< one 
of the iM'st and most suee«-ssfully eondueted 
eoiicerns of its kind in the Fiiited States, 
and. iis Levyne says, .Mr. Taylor is one of 
the “diggers” and a practical hill|Kister.
