FEEDTIME Suction (Rough Trade, 611 Broadway, New York, NY 10012)—We sobbed all over our keyboard
this Australian group's demise practically a year ago, and if you weren't likewise sent into a funnel of despair, thi
over the head with the realization of what a beautiful thing they invented and perfected; their roving spirit and unswer

just kept relentlessly gathering steam), taking the blues into a realm hitherto unimagined—sorrow and resignation and deeds .
wrong never before have taken on these proportions. With all the unstoppable force of a rumbling grizzly closing in on a hapless range
feedtime still has a burly, cantankerous roar to those guitars and pitter-pounding rhythms, but here on the circuit-overloaded “Motor-
bike Girl,” *‘Drag Your Dog,”” **Confused Blues’’ and *''ll Be Rested," the quintessential feedtime sound is realized in ways that both
define their impact and leave us to wonder what would've happened had they decided to continue.

VARIOUS ARTISTS Like A Girl, | Want You To Keep Coming (Giorno Poetry Systems, c/o Rough Trade, 611 Broadway, New
York, NY 110012)—From the thousands of miles of tape in the vaults of the Giorno Poetry Systems comes yet another compilation
of “can’t be gotten anywhere but here’ rarities and obscurities in the tradition of A Diamond Hidden In The Mouth Of A Corpse.
Among the key moments captured here are a startlingly Haitian-sounding Debbie Harry invoking voodoo deity Papa Legba from the
depths of a Manhattan recording studio, the cantankerous anti-anti-drug movement rumblings and muttered meanderings of William
S. Burroughs, the bare-tit rantings of New York underground performance artist Karen Finley (just in case you wore out all your copies
of her appearances on other compilations), New Order cranking up an open-ended jam on “‘Sister Ray’’ live from Sao Paulo, Brazil
(no keyboards!), and an absolutely stunning (as in “to make unconcious by delivering a blow’’) rave-up from the Rollins Band which
takes four minutes to totally redefine the meaning of its title, “Hard.”’ All of this bound up into one intensly controversial package featur-
ing suitable-for-framing or suitable-for-ClA-prosecution cover art by Robert Williams—though it's doubtful that the cover of this one
will get yanked from stores and replaced by a feeble illustration of one of Henry’s tattoos.

VARIOUS ARTISTS Konbit! Burning Rhythms Of Haiti (A&M, 1416 N. La Brea Ave., Hollywood, CA 90028)—Though its roots
may be shrouded in the heat, mist and swirling drums of mysterious and ancient voodoo religions, today the music of Haiti is not just
passionate and sensual, but supercharged with humanistic, political muscle as well. It's often easy to forget that elsewhere in the world,
people are hunted, imprisoned, and even killed just for the songs they sing, but such is the lot of many of the more politically-active
artists captured here (with the guiding hands of A&M, Jonathan Demme and various Neville Brothers helping throughout). Presenting
drum-fueled, passionate performances by some of Haiti's most vivid legendary artists (most of whose life stories make even the most
exotic Western rock figures seem like utter jokes), this collection bears political and social import as well, transcending just musical
entertainment, infusing the sounds of Haiti with a sense of purpose above the mundane (listeners are urged to write for more informa-
tion on Haitian culture and relief efforts). Start with the fascinating Kreyol-language version of the Nevilles’ “*My Blood'’; the brassy,
bouncing beat of Tabou Combo; or the two selections from Nemours Jean Baptiste; then move deeper into the dense jungles, humid
shadows, and politically-bristling, sprawling cityscapes of Haiti.

JUNGLE BROTHERS Done By The Forces Of Nature (Warner Bros., 3300 Warner Blvd., Burbank, CA 91510)—“All of yo minds
have been set into a trance/So instead of fightin’ out our problems/We order y’all to dance!” shout the Jungle Brothers, who have
followed up their debut, Straight Out The Jungle, with a more musically elaborate, lyrically focused effort that should put them at
the forefront of thinking person’s hip-hop. As the above quote attests, the JBs are progenitors of a peaceful, Afrocentric vision that
is fulfilled by the innovative interspersing of house and African beats with conversational, laid-back, free association rapping. Their
open-minded, open-eared approach makes for less egotistic preening and more sharing of the microphone (De La Soul, Monie Love,
A Tribe Called Quest, Caron Wheeler and KRS-One all take turns) and DJing chores (no less than five DJs—Red Alert and DJ Mark,
most notably—had a hand on the turntables!). The release of Done By The Forces Of Nature at the cusp of the '90s is appropriate,
as the JBs sample/plunder the past decade while also showcasing a mentality and sound that will surely gain even more popularity
in the next decade. Along with the new LPs by 3rd Bass and Divine Styler, the Jungle Brothers deserve airplay outside of the specialty
show ghettos. Put these in your Zulu Top 40: “‘Beyond This World,” ““Acknowledge Your Own History,” “‘Good Newz Comin’ "’ and
‘Black Woman.

erang (Geffen, 9130 Sunset Blvd., Los Angeles, CA 90069)—If you've ever thrilled to the mystery and intrigue
of Siouxsie & The Banshees' non-LP B-sides, then this Siouxsie spin-off project (featuring her distinctive vocals, augmented and enveloped
by Budgie's percussive textures) lays out a rich banquet that's been long awaited since we last heard from the Banshees’ alter ego
in 1985. Conceived during a vacation through Spain, inspired by the simultaneous pageantry and horror of bullfighting, Boomerang
is awash in the colorful spangles and sequins of the bullfighter’s regalia, yet storming with all the fury and passion of the wild and
doomed bull. Flooded with percussive timbres and newfound sounds (ever heard steel drums or marimbas as a lead instrument on
a Siouxsie album?), though often lacking the center of gravity provided by a standard melody line and instrumental backdrop, these
rhythm-buiit pulsations are driven by the bloodlust of the crowd and mad adrenalin rush of the matador, thundering to abrupt and
mysteriously ambivalent, almost deathlike resolutions. From the deranged rhumba of “Standing There” to the interstellar swing of
“Pluto Drive” or the hypnotic shimmy and tease of “‘Venus Sands,’ the world of the Creatures is a dark, nocturnal underworld, explor-
ing terrain that most would rather leave unseen except in daylight

TERENCE TRENT D’ARBY Neither Fish Nor Flesh (Columbia, 51 W. 52 St., New York, NY 10019)—Whether he’s haunted by real
demons or merely crowned himself rock’s imp of the perverse, the reigning prince of ego’s second LP puts his debut to shame. The
album begins with a brief spoken “‘Declaration,”” and then crashes into two songs of such mind-boggling pretension that it's hard to
keep a straight face—while well-written and sung, the songs and their arrangements seem to be inhabiting differen‘t, hostile planets
(and just wait’ll you read the lyrics!). Despite TTD’s defense of the sequence in the liner notes, the album really begins with the killer
seducto-ballad “To Know Someone Deeply,” and then moves into a brilliant melting pot of first-class, imaginative hit or near-hit songs:
the Stax-ish “I'll Be Alright,”" the lilting **Billy Don't Fall”* (though the subject matter will have hit radio running for the hills), the raucous
‘This Side Of Love™ (which worships the riff from the Stones’ ““19th Nervous Breakdown'’), the early-'70s funk of *‘You Will Pay Tomorrow,”
a scorching Otis Redding-style torch ballad ('l Don’t Want To Bring Your Gods Down’’) and Fhe easy groove of :‘Attracteq To You,'

which extrapolates ‘‘Dancing In The Street’”” and throws in some sweaty JB-style horns. Despite I'he excess, TTD's p'roducpon on this
LP is far more appropriate than the heavy gloss of his debut, and his singing is simply staggering. We have a feeling this is where
his career really begins.

JAYHAWKS Blue Earth {Twin\Tone, 2541 Nicollet Ave. S., Minneapolis, MN 55404)—The Jayhawks hail from I'hat mecca of the
underground, Minneapolis, but their music isn't gonna set the music‘world ablaze, won't §tart any trends, and won t even break any
new ground, but wili provide a smile on the inside to those who appreciate §ol|d tunesma'nshlp,‘ vocal harmon)f a'nd simply stated ]angly-
twangly guitar melodies. This four-man guitar combo mines the same territory as such' 60s pioneers of fplk n coun}ry rock aso\fessle
Colin Young's Youngbloods, Buffalo Springfield and the Byrds, with an approach that’s as likeable asitis unass‘ummg..Mark son’s
lead vocals are underscored by lead guitarist Gary Louris’s slightly lower pitched harmomes, which cling to O[son S Iea_d Ill'<e vs{et leaves
after an Autumn rainfall. Their sound sports a lonesome but spirited harmonica wail, a §Ieady rhythm section and is hlghllghted by

FUNDAMENTALS Feeling Strange (EP) (P.0.S., 730 Norman Place, Westtield, NJ 07090)—On this, the Fundamentals’ first ¢
release after a few demos and compilation tracks, we find the band moving beyond those qualities that had made their choice of n

justa little too apropos. In this case, that had often meant having the rudimentary lessons of R.E.M. 101 down cold, but for the majo

of tracks on Feeling Strange, this New Jersey quartet has brought aboard former Bongo Richard Barone for production guidanc.
a shrewd move that seems to have helped bring out the best in the band. While the songs here don’t lose sight of the basics, the
Fundies leave the comparisons to Athens’ finest back in grade school, allowing their strengths to come to the fore. The band, with
and without Barone at the helm, capitalizes on one of their fortes—an ability to write gutsy power pop and drive the hooks home with
passion (much like the best Smithereens songs) or to create dreamier, swirling moods (not unlike O Positive). On this outing, the vocals
have begun to establish an identity all their own, and when the guitars jangle, the production eschews the often-overwhelming polish
of most who stalk this territory. On Feeling Strange, the Fundamentals no longer make good on their name. Try “Cycles,” "“All | Want,”’
“‘Monday Morning” and **Sometimes.”

GOD’S LITTLE MONKEYS New Maps Of Hell (Alias, 374 Brannan St., San Francisco, CA 94107)—With a big tally ho, England’s
God’s Little Monkeys cast off from the shore of established musical traditions, sailing out of the harbor of the British music scene
flailing streamers and confetti and a rousing march. Like stowaways on the boat that launched the Pogues, the Oyster Band, and a
host of other Irish folk/punk types, GLM have only recently come to light, even though they’ve been on board in one fashion or other
since the very start. While a handful of Canadians who arrived early at shows on the Proclaimers’ last tour might have caught their
slot as opening act, most on these shores are still just waking up to the powerful crossweave of folk melody and bristly punk energy
that the Monkeys began stitching together on their first record (released under their original moniker of Malcolm’s Interview). Recalling
their neo-folk predecessors in Pentangle or even Fairport’s more upbeat acoustic moments, the Monkeys also slum around the town
with the minstrely, beery camaraderie of the Pogues or Boiled In Lead; like the best pub performers, they can either trigger raised
glasses and cheers on rowdy, upbeat numbers (“Tory Heart,” "*Pay That Money Down”’), or move the crowd to silence in their more
stirring, quieter moments, like *‘Underneath The Arches,"” or ‘Sea Never Dry.”

UT Griller (Blast First (UK), 429 Harrow Road, London W10 4RE, Engtand)—It’s pretty doubtful that this will ever see the domestic
light of day, so don’t sit on your hands now, because these three Englishwomen have gotten a firm hold on what we've only heard
snatches of from them before, making this one of the worthiest records for your import money right now. Their sound is one of discon-
tent, circling high and gracefully as an overhead gull, guitars and bass flying and crashing concentrically, but the nicks and scratches
of guitar and the mounting levels of unease are devoid of any abrasive quality, taking elements of friction and creating serenity from
them. While Jacqui Ham, Sally Young and Nina Canal’s wailing never lose their wild stridency, the guitars are sawing and pitching
at each other with a busyness that eschews normal rhythm, and the drums come down as crashing punctuations. There's a stormy
melodicism to the songs that stitches together the varied slashes and whirls of texture and direction within each cut, balancing the
jagged and flowing, the experimental and straightforward dimentia, with outpourings of innovation that consistently capture the listener's
interest. *‘Safe Burning,” **Canker” and *'Dr. No’' are fine launching points for a record anomalous to both current Brit fashions and
to past notions about the band, and all the better for it.

DANIEL OWINO MISIANI AND SHIRATI BAND Benga Blast! (Earthworks, c/o Virgin, 9247 Alden Dr., Beverly Hills CA 90210)—
Emanating from the musical ground zero of Nairobi, benga music spotlights the rippling, vibrant guitar lines and strutting, infectious
basslines that power this wildly infectious breed of Kenyan pop. Though others have borne the banner of **Nairobi beat,” exporting
it to other shores, Misiani is still undoubtably one of the key practitioners of the craft—such that almost 30 years into his career, his
band stili consistently places high in huge national *‘battle of the bands” contests and ranks among the most popular and lively acts
around Nairobi and Zaire. As the strings bristle and pop beneath Misiani's nimble, darting fingers, the pace is quickened by the drum-
mer’s frenzied, sizzling high-hat stickwork—whenever Misiani and his troupe crank it up, you'd better gear yourself for some of the
most rollicking and spirited music you're likely to hear anywhere. Whether Misiani's guitar buzzes in one’s ear like a gently lulling
tse tse fly or bubbles like a brook of fresh springwater emerging from underground, the blast can prove to be an irresistible and over-
whelming rhythmic impetus to move and shake. Always high in spirit and energy, pick a groove that moves you and brace yourself
for the Benga Blast!

DEATH OF SAMANTHA Come All Ye Faithless (Homestead, P.O. Box 800, Rockville Centre, NY 11571-0800)—Death Of Saman-
tha has never been afraid to grapple with rock ‘n’ roll in its most grand and overwrought form, with a fondness for the larger-than-life
tradition and mythology that most bands fail to comprehend fully, much less reenact without making themselves sound foolish. This
Cleveland foursome is capable of recalling a whole museum of cornerstone bands past, while not coming off as the slightest bit derivative
or even noticeably influenced by anyone specific, which is attributable to their oodles of heart, making even their most maudlin ex-
cesses natural-sounding. There's a lyrical finesse that lets you know DoS knows exactly what they're doing—John Petkovic's words
are dryly humorous and insightful, and his vocals (which lie somewhere between vintage David Johansen and vintage Tom Jones)
are melodramatic enough to telegraph the songs to the farthest reaches of any stadium; that and Doug Gillard’s mile-high riffs leave
an unmistakeably brave and not entirely serious impression. This third LP takes a more sweeping tack where their last was more of
a rollicker; here there're more near-balladsy numbers and a less breathless tone which might be first mistaken as a sign of maturity
but is more likely a variant of mood, as once again they capture the big picture in the palms of their hands. Top cuts: "'Rosenburg
Summer,” “'Geisha Girl,” *‘Machine Language” and “Nostalgically Yours."

OPAL Early Recordings (Rough Trade, 611 Broadway, New York, NY 10012)—These unearthed and re-earthed recordings span
Opal’s five-year history, a mesmerizing excursion into the efflorescent pulsations that wound up having a tenacious effect on the California
flowerbed-spaceout scene that's still evident to this day, a deltawave ambience swimming tazily through the tracks that sets them apart
from the others in the psychedelic jungle. For those who weren't alert enough to pick up the group’s first EP, Fell From The Sun,
tracks like ‘Lullabye’” and ‘‘Grains Of Sand" are slow-knit implosions that strike knells into the conscious mind as deeply on the first
listen as they will after five years wrapped around the brain, gyrating into a land of electric strum and keyboard haze that turns time
irrelevant. The previously unreleased tracks (most of which compare mightily with what Opal saw fit to put on record), with Kendra
on vocals, emanate from an after-hours reality, songs such as My Only Friend,” “Empty Box Blues’’ and *‘Harriet Brown" suggesting
the end of a smokey, liquid-filled night in some bordertown cantina, tranquil vocals and arrangements serving as a balm restoring
inner serenity. As heard here, Opal casts a strobe of clarity on both the original '60s electric dreamers and on those who're still reaching
for that perfect horizontal plane, encapsulating both and providing a casually enchanting excursion into the atavistic.

JOE ““GUITAR' HUGHES If You Want To See The Blues (Black Top, P.O. Box 56691, New Orleans, LA 701 56)—When the revised
version of the Annotated Guide to Underappreciated and Underheard Bluesmen goes .0 press, there will definitely be a chapter or two
about the life of Joe "“Guitar’” Hughes. He's been in the business of laying down classy, sassy blues for 30 years, working with the
likes of Albert Collins, Lowell Fulson and Johnny Copeland (at one time Copeland was Hughes’ second axeman), and yet this album
is only his first full-length LP release—as Joe puts it, “those European blues magazines know more about my recordings than ! do.”
Recalling B.B. King in his manner of dress and vocalizing (as well as the presence of his trusty, red jumbo Gibson guitar), Hughes
splits his album’s sessions into two groups according to the location and personnel involved; in Houston, Hughes splashes his blues
with a sassy, brassy horn section and a larger band, while stripping down the ensemble to the bare bones of the blues for the New
Orleans dates. Though admittedly there may be a bit of a Crescent City bias to our editorial ears, we dug the more down-home, gutsy
and hornless tracks from the New Orleans session over the slicker, more high-class Houston horn sound. If you want to hear the blues,
listen to the title track, “Running From Your Own Shadow” or “‘Stuff Like That.”

R.OBERT EARL KEEN, JR. West Textures (Sugar Hill, P.O. Box 4040, Duke Station, Durham, NC 27706)—If you haven't aiready
given the ever-burgeoning class of new traditionalist country artists a shake, your excuses for not doing so are dwindling every time
another talented one emerges. Already acknowledged as a particularly gifted songwriter—he's penned tunes for Nanci Griffith and
Lyle Lovett, and has won top honors in the prestigious Kerrville Folk Festival and the Austin Chronicle’s readers poll in the category
of Songwriter of the Year—Robert Earl Keen, Jr. deftly mixes country and folk like many of his brethren. What helps set Western
Textures apart i.s his judicious use of mandolin, accordian and fiddle, instrumentation that warmly rounds out a sound that also relies
on Keen's‘own intimate acoustic guitar. Like fellow Texan Lovett, Robert Earl is also distinguished by his ability to make turning a
phrase a cinch, tossing off lyrics in a friendly, unassuming manner. While those who've seen Keen live boast of his sense of humor,
it's the more sentimental side he's strived to showcase here, on his third album, that rings truest. Stoke the wood stove this winter
to the following: **Sing One For Sister,” *The Road Goes On Forever" (a companion piece of sorts to Steve Earle's *’Copperhead
Road"), the sweet border sounds of ‘‘Maria” and the more somber **Mariano,” and ‘‘Love’'s A Word | Never Throw Around.”

BOB (HARVEY) Bread & Circuses (King Snake, c/o MDTA Management, P.O. Box 23257, Providence, Rl 02903)—Detroit got its
mqsrcal reputation when it ushered in the Motown sound some years ago. The East Lansing-based septet BOP (harvey) is attempting
to introduce a new sound, mixing reggae, ska, jazz, blues and rock ‘n’ roll to create their take on the worid beat explosion. On their
second album, these boys skank to the beat, and don't miss a single one. With a solidly propelled rhythm section providing the im-
petus, and an infectious groove augmented by a brazen horn section, BOP (harvey) proves that you don't have to be Jamaican to
fee_l }he pulse—in a similar vein to the Crazy 8's, BOP (harvey) is putting the U.S. on the world beat map. With songs ranging from
polmcal statements to silly pokes at fun, BOP (harvey) manages to pull them all off convincingly. Bread and butter picks include the
title track, which can also be found on Certain Damage Vol. 23, “‘Lazarus,” “*Can't Blame The Youth,”” "Dubmaster’” ai ¥ *“*Vibe."

ALL ABOUT EVE Scarlet And Other Stories (Mercury, c/o PolyGram, 825 Eighth Avenue, New York, NY 10019)—With Scarlet
And Other Stories, All About Eve continues to strike a majestic balance of frailty and power, a rare essence they unveiled on last
year‘§ eponymous debut. Suggesting forests and folklore, the muse here is awash in layers of acoustic picking and strumming, all
of which frames the crystalline voice of Julianne Regan to produce music not too unlike the Cocteau Twins if they chose to be more
forthright. When their songs are as enticing as their sound, and while the band sometimes tries to precariously bolster the effort with
bolder chords, the most graceful and subtle tracks work to the best effect. Scarlet’s rich arrangements (credit producer Paul Samwell-
Smith) ought to provide at least one single to infiltrate the commercial airwaves, much like Dream Academy’s ‘“’Life In A Northern Town’
stole people’s hearts during the winter chill some four years ago. Might we suggest the following stories: *'Dream Now," *‘December”’
{which offers lyrics and music that suit each other perfectly), *‘Pieces Of Our Heart,”” "*The Pearl Fisherman™ and the intimate slide
guitar of *‘Blind Lemon Sam."

REDDOG Standing In The Shadows (Survival, P.O. Box 7032, Marietta, GA 30065/404-436-8631)—Singer/guitarist Reddog, (a.k.a.
Jeff Higgins) serves up his third long-player, another tasty platter of southern-smothered electric blues roots-rock, light on the barroom
booze boogie cliches and long on good ideas. Reddog has always openly rehashed the blues that he loves, from Clapton, fellow Georgians
the Allmans (see *‘Farewell Song’) and Hendrix (he covers his *‘I Don't Live Today"), to ZZ Top, Lynyrd Skynyrd and Stevie Ray,
and in the process come up with something fresh, albeit not unique or novel, but which hinted at a possible breakthrough. His passion
for blues and understanding of pop have led him on a search for a proper balance between the two, but here he steps decidedly towards
the blues, giving pop a back seat and in so doing writes some commendable songs and plays guitars (both electric and slide) with
oodles of expression, proficiency and style. The only unsettling moments come when he tries to emulate other singers (like when he
forces that Ronnie Van Zandt-meets-Gregg Allman gruff-growl on us) instead of stepping forward with a more natural vocal style. All
things considered, Reddog, with his worthy road band in tow, puts in a solid effort that should make guitarists and blues lovers sit
up and take note. Stand-out tracks: the ballad ‘‘Honest Man'' and ““Was It You."

FRANK TOVEY Tyranny And The Hired Hand (Mute, c/o Restless, 11264 Playa Court, P.O. Box 3628, Culver City, CA 90231-3628)—
Often in his career (and as far back as his pioneering electro-pop as Fad Gadget), Frank Tovey's music has had a bouncing lilt to
it that suggested he was trying to make futurist jigs, or traditional folk music from a parallel universe. Well, the Gadget has landed,
recruited some top-notch folk musicians and made an album consisting almost entirely of traditional English and American folk-songs-
of-the-downtrodden, throwing in more recent like-minded songs by Dylan, Merle Travis and even Lou Reed's ‘‘Men Of Good Fortune’
(John Lennon's “*Working Class Hero" would have fit in perfectly). Side one features raucous, almost satirical jigs complete with man-
dolins, tin whisties and banjos, that will appeal to Pogues fans, while side two is darker, with much quieter songs delivered in stark
acoustic settings. A complete departure from anything he’s done before musically (aithough lyrically it's practically a bibliography for
Tovey's own knife-edged commentaries), on Tyranny Tovey doesn't necessarily master a new form, but instead makes interesting,
intriguing experiments on unfamiliar terrain. Top cuts: ‘‘Men Of Good Fortune,” '‘Black Lung Song,” ‘‘Dark As A Dungeon,” ‘’"Money
Cravin' Folks,"” “The Blantyre Explosion’’ and *‘Sixteen Tons."

BOBBY “BL‘UE” BLAND Midnight Run (Malaco, 3023 w. Northside Drive, Jackson, MS 39213)—Blue it may be, yes, but bland,
it most certainly ain’t—few singers today possess voices as sweet and mellifluously soulful as Bobby “Blue” Bland. This is music
poured straight from the heart, as Bland and band iay out perfect examples of the dying art of classic 70s-styled soul dripping with
Iove-and-tgnderness ballads and heartfelt, Sweat-soaked testimonials, shining with light like diamonds on velvet, and punctuated by
soaring strmgs'scored from a page straight out of the Love Unlimited arrangement book_ Recorded in part at the famous Muscie Shoals
recgrdtng studio in Alabama, this recording marks a return to vinyl for Bland—he’s been touring the club circuit down south since
phe $Os but has never really been properly caught on wax—and shows him at his sweet and soulful best. Whether he’s sweetly croon-
ing his affections or sweating out a bluesy, heated rage, Bland soars like a swallow or testifies like a tent-revival preacher with perfect
ease and heartfelt abandon. Like alf the great soul men from Otis Redding to Curtis Mayfield to Sam Cooke to Maurice White, Bobby
‘Blue” Bland is about singing from the soul. Get cozy with the one you love and these: “You've Got To Hurt Before You Heal “Keep
It A Secret,” “If | Don’t Get Involved” and the title track.

BBUCE DAIGREPONT Coeur Des Cajuns (Rounder, One Camp St., Cambridge, MA 02140)—Ever since his first regional jukebox
hit way back in 1981 Daigrepont has been heralded as a name to watch in Cajun music, and now the time’s come for him to step
up to the bandstand and reap the rewards of his talents, as he follows up his Stir Up The Roux debut with this peppery platter guaranteed
to turn any party or airshift into a regular fais do do blowout. Never mind that Daigrepont drawls in a thick patois virtually unintelligible
to anyone living outside a 200 mile radius surrounding the corner of Napoleon and Tchoupitoulas Streets in New Orleans, site of Tipitina’s;
for years Bruce and his outfit have served as “‘house band”’ for Tips’ Sunday fais do do playing away while the club serves up mounds
of free red beans and rice or jambalaya to the gathering crowds. Daigrepont’s true skills are his heartfelt vocals and agile accordion
squeezing, and the way he melds those two together into music that is not only rooted in the traditional, but forward-looking as well.
Skip the usual musical gumbo metaphors and move right on to ““Laissez Moi Tranquille,” “Coeur Des Cajuns,” “Bruce’s Twostep,
or any of the lively fiddle-fuelled rave-ups of the second side as in "'La Valse Du Vent Nord” or “Aux Natchitoches.”

ROY ORBISON AND FRIENDS A Black And White Night Live (Virgin, 9247 Alden Dr., Beverly Hills, CA 90210)—As we rapidly
approach one year since the Orb's untimely passing, and thus hear less of the critics’ eulogizing, waxing eloquent upon his ethereal
sense of melody and unfalteringly perfect pitch, perhaps now it’s possible to return to the music itself rather than focusing on the myth
of the black suit and shades and perhaps from there we can arrive at a re-evaluation and even a new understanding of Orbison and
his music. Though drenched in saccharine and schmalitz (with weepy liner notes that would have made the Orb himself shed a tear
Or two from behind his impenetrable shades), this soundtrack to a live 1987 video throws an old-fashioned limelit spotlight on Orbison
as he leads an all-star backup band (including T Bone Burnett, Elvis Costello, Tom Waits and Bruce Springsteen) through a dream-like
set list of hits and classics spanning his career, from his first hits (“Leah,” “Only The Lonely”) to his last bow (“The Comedians’)
While not the most essential of recordings (the performances are aimost indistinguishable from the originals, which could be both the
album’s strongest and weakest points), this is nonetheless a valuable document of an important musical moment in the Orb’s career
one well worthy of a special listen.

Escaping album. These five songs showcase the band'’s diversity, keeping away from the L.A. glam scene with some Celtic-influenced
sounds, creating songs that they play both acoustically and electrically with the same ntensity. Darren Rademaker’s vocals add a
gritty “‘street”-ness to the polished production work of Pat Moran (Robert Plant, Edie Brickell), bringing to mind Waterboy Mike Scott
in his delivery, with some musical similarities to Bob Seger and Derek And The Dominos—check out the “Layla”-esque coda of “Sweet
Mystery.”” Musical help from Anthony Thistlethwaite and Colin Blakey of the Waterboys may have something to do with the Irish in-
fluence, especially on *“Imitation Of Life”; other songs feature the oboe and vocals of Dream Academy’s Kate St. John, who, along
with the others, adds a softness and airiness reminiscent of their own work. This sampler shows a promising new quartet positioning
themselves to stand and cast their shadow.

FIRE PARTY New Orleans Opera (EP) (Dischord, 3819 Beecher St. N.w., Washington DC 20007)—About the only thing you can
stereotype the Dischord label for these days is their fondness for the EP format. asone listen to Fire Party’s second shows that strength
of both musical and ideological character is effective in many guises. Fire Party’s songwriting has become more direct, their lyrics
capturing with precision the acutely introspective nature of what's troubling them, as vocalist Amy Pickering curls her hurricane growl
around the words with a deliberate fury. The eight songs all resound with the mid-tempo, clarion guitar of Natalie Avery, backing up
Amy’s intently unbending roars with hary an opportunity for snarl and buzz wasted. The upright, unbending power of the band is oftset
by a lingering, warm undercurrent of melodicism that adds depth to the tempest, keeping the record from being simplistic or overly
strident. Melodies swirl into the fray rather than impose order, the band well able to stomp down firmly on their own propulsive brand
of emotional investigation and noisy frustration, “Make It Quick,” “Gethesmane” and “Prisoner” scanning such territories with a yinlyang-

like quality.

HOUSE OF FREAKS All My Friends (EP) (Rhino, 2225 Colorado Avenue, Santa Monica. CA 90028)—‘‘Sometimes when | lie awake
at night/l can see my death acted out on stage/Oh yeah, am | the coward or the hero/Where will | be when I've got ten more minutes
to live.”” So goes the verse that kicks off the new House Of Freaks EP. Next time the verse comes round we're swept up in |§ with
a jumpy, infectious beat and a jazzbo guitar strum that makes it every bit as catchy as a Crowded House or Squeezg hit. Immediately
following “Ten More Minutes To Live” is a pretty little McCartney-like acoustic ditty called “Thi; Old Town,”" which just goes to show
how quickly House Of Freaks can Change the pace and keep us interested. This Six-songer is just enoggh to whet our whlstles'and
ready us for more HOF, which we’ll get in the early part of 1990, when a new album is due. Here Mr.’s H
to improve on their scrappy pop bliss with some fresh rhythmic infusions and a touch of jazz (cqurtesy of the Bearls & Cornbread horQ
section), but they’ve still got the spunk of flyweights, scrapping out a 15-rounder with such kinetic pop sf?akerf as “‘Pass Me The 9un

PIXIES Live (EP) (4AD, c/o Elektra, 75 Rockefeller Plaza, New York, NY 10019)—Hot on the heels of a drop-dead tour sci
the inexinaustible Pixies issue their fourth chunk of plastic in a year, a seven-song live slab culled from a broadcast on WXRT in C

last August. The EP wisely avoids overkill by focusing primarily on older songs, and spotlights the animal frenzy and razor-wire inte

ty of the band at its peak, showing why every Pixies show we've seen this year seems to dissolve into a sweaty, blistering, and mi,
melding experience for all concerned, perfectly capturing their piranha-pounce live attack—alphabetical set list and all. The Pixie rhyth
section rips and pummels the songs, while up front, the tortured and nervous soul of Black Francis sings and plays guitar like he's
been awake for days and isn't about to stop now, performing his personal exorcism rituals, emitting leveling riffs and larynx-shredding
yelps and howls, sounding as if he somehow had a cat plugged directly into the electrical current of his guitar and amps. Guaranteed
to gouge eyes: “Bone Machine, “Cactus,”” ““The Holiday Song’" and the hilarious *‘Nimrod's Son.”

VARIOUS ARTISTS Christmas Guitars: A Benefit For The National Coalition For The Homeless (Green Linnet, 70 Turner Hill
Road, New Canaan, CT 06840)—As the yuletide rolls in, so creeps in the deluge of Christmas-related records as well, but always
a few still manage to stand out among the sea of green and red. One current example would be this guitar-based compilation which,
in keeping with the nature of all the best holiday records, doesn't just keep the **X"’ in Xmas by selling a product, but benefits a worthy
cause as well (here, it's the National Coalition for The Homeless). Naturally, it just wouldn’t seem like Christmas without lots of guitars
and guitarists, whether they're decking the halls with stacks of Marshalls or celebrating in high classical style (the aptly-named plectrist
David Tanenbaum'’s “'Christmas Passacaglia™), lightly strumming a few jazzy chords by the fire's glowing embers (Larry Coryell’s con-
tribution), or even the spacey whiz kid playing with his newest electronic gizmo beneath a tree of plastic and tinsel (Adrian Belew's
weird treatment of ““We Three Kings”). From the warm and resonant (the good-natured, bluesy cheer exuded by Taj Mahal's *‘God
Rest Ye Merry Gentlemen™) to the cheesy (Al Kooper's ‘‘Winter Wonderland™), and all the way to the downright bizarre, this comp
provides a Christmas cross-section of the guitar that's as much fun as it is richly varied.
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Jackpot!

PRESIDENT’'S BREAKFAST President’s Breakfast (Disc Lex-
ia, 739 Myra Way, San Francisco, CA 94127/415-334-1927)—
This effusive and cataclysmically honking ten-piece has come
out with one of the ultra-spaciest, wide-lensed zooms into the dub
stratosphere we've heard this year. Led by arranger/com-
poser/master of the drumbeat Click Dark, this debut has been
five years in the making and is so jumbled with interstellar grooves
it may take years to sort them all out. The base of operations here
is pure funk that's carried as far out as the rings around Saturn
(scratch that, Neptune) and back, sucking odd sampled pro-
turberances (not much in the way of vocals, but there's plenty
of dialogue), jazzed-up horn lines, Afro-centered rhythmic forays
and simple post-nuclear weirdness up in the process. The
simultaneously frantic and expansive loopiness that President’s
Breakfast locks into has more than a shred of resemblance to
the more ambitious inhabitants of Adrian Sherwood's dub shack,
but the range of their musical building blocks and their willingness

to go leaping into the altitudes without a parachute puts them in their own explorers club. Occasionally some
of the longish cuts noodle themselves right into thin air, but there’s always some unexpectedly convulsive
twist around the next bend to get them back on track, making us glad they’ve chosen this planet to bestow
their works upon. Top cuts: “Lonely Woman' (an Ornette Coleman cover), ““They Defy Gravity,”

““Goosebumps’’ and the title track.

F.Y.L

Where the art is. . . Against a backlight of an eerie, greenish blue
glow, upstate New York's Home lays out careening, right-angle
guitars, clashing with yet complementing gently spiraling and swirl-
ing basslines framed over slow, pulsing rhythms, burdened further
by the weight of heavy, introspective vocals. Unlike so many of the
wash of post-Joy Division clones, Home's Kittycat Caca Cave
Cassette (Dan Griffin Productions, P.O. Box 306, Clifton Park, NY
12065) beckons out to the listener and suddenly pulls him or her in-
side its own world—over their somber, aimost melancholy backdrop,
singer Bob Lukomski emotes lyrics that even though they probably
aren't very specific, just sound like he's sittting you down and tell-
ing you deeply personal secrets and confessions. Evoking the grim
darkness of Red Lorry Yellow Lorry, the Stranglers or subtle shadows
of Sisters Of Mercy or even Bauhaus (especially the vocal intona-
tions), but without necessarily deriving too much from those sounds,
Home combines just enough impending doom and gloom at-
mospheric wash with breath and air to create a rich, compelling
labyrinth of sounds, a mesh of the earthy and the interstellar that
echoes and resonates as if it was recorded in some dark catacomb
beneath a medieval monastery. Though there’s a host of great cuts
here to cue up, listen to anything from the second side, or *‘Walis"
and “Gladiolus Heaven ... She's breaking up, she's breaking
up... Bearing a warning to "“PLAY LOUD, EARTHLINGS,"”
Delaware’s Rocket Scientists rip out raunchy garage-grunge riffs
with just enough off-kilter spin to keep them from ever getting dull
or predictable. This ever-so-slight wobble in their trajectory gives the
Scientists an edge and distinction above your run-of-the-mill ballistics
experts, charging their music with extra punch and savage carnivore
intensity. There are only two songs on each side, but still, by the
end of both, things are pretty well heating up to re-entry burnout
levels—make sure all those heat-resisitant tiles on the walls of your

studio are still in place. For further secrets of the space program,
write to the Rocket Scientists Launch Pad at 908 Providence, Clay-
mont, DE 19703. .. Above the fruited plain. . . The Rise is a Bay
Area band that plays upon the roots-planted, capital-A American
sound with a twist: they incorporate Native American references in-
to their sound and lyrics. Their debut, Fortunes Ride (Shaman Recor-
dings, P.O. Box 280073, San Francisco, CA 94128) is rife with titles
like ““Trail Of Tears’ and ‘‘Eagle Dancer,” which the band delivers
with mesas of sincerity and gut-searching flourish, the vocalist croon-
ing with all the gruffness one can muster after listening to Jason And
The Scorchers and the Replacements, with dramatic pauses and
ringing guitar lift-offs to match. Though the arrangements and
melodies can stray into terrains trodden a bit too frequently in the
recent past, the swelling enthusiasm and spirit, and the band’s ability
to come up with some stirring riffs, hit home on ‘‘Desert Hope,” ‘A
Great Spirit,” “‘Eagle Dancer’ and *‘Salvation” . . . Standing in the
wings as the heirs to the throne of Connecticut guitar-rock that once
seated Miracle Legion and Dumptruck, Disposable God Squad has
chosen to abdicate to New York, and once there takes the requisite
Television/Feelies/Spiral Jetty guitar interweave and twining lines
to new levels of complexity on their latest self-titled demo cassette
(Tom Asanovic, 68 Dean St., 2R, Brooklyn, NY 11201/212-456-2219).
With added punch and impact from the production presence of Noise
New York’s Kramer giving things a Galaxie 500-ish tinge in the Wistful
Reartfelt Strums department, Disposable God Squad is suprisingly
well-honed and mature for a band still in the demo-tape stage; look
for these guys to be one of those bands that seem to explode on
the national scene, fully matured, from out of nowhere—but hear
this tape first, and you'll know that they actually have a lengthy list
of experience and street smarts working behind what might seem
like a sudden flash of overnight success. —D.LY.

Although Sonic Boom may not
appreciate their sense of humor, people are salaaming to their Mudhoney fan club aitars
(Itd. ed.) and appreciating this record all the way up the charts, as Mudhoney scales
its way up 17-7 College, Commercial takes a nibble at #58, and overall Mudhoney adds
some spice to the Top 10 with a 21-9 hop. Programmers bestow their affection and
gratitude in other thoughtful ways, like a hearty heigh-ho from their Western brethren
at a #2 Regional high, and the #16 Audience Response plants the seed for coast-to-
coast worship, while meanwhile the money just rolls right in at #8 on Progressive Retail.

The lead single 'Down In It,”” which is a bit harsher than the rest
of the LP, gobbles up 21-11 Top Cuts, while the band nabs the #12 Adventure Pick,

Although no one may know what goes on behind their nihilistic sunglasses, the two Reid
brothers are obviously onto something, as each of their albums have simultaneously
brought them down to lower and lower depths of dark sonic landscapes and
up to ever greater above-ground acclaim. Now the Reid Brothers have stripped themselves
down to a duo, slashing and wrenching their trademark codeine-thick guitar fuzz across
a surprisingly danceable and (gasp!) accessible beat. The Chain continues storming up
the charts, riffing 11-3 College and 29-13 Commercial, moving them 9-3 Combined.
Through the impetus of the lead single *‘Blues From A Gun,"” which bullets 6-2 on the
Top Cuts chart, the strong #3 Progressive Retail stance is triggering, er, a Chain reac-
tion of sorts, with the #9 Adventure Pick and #5 Audience Response slots adding links.
Stations automatically programming Automatic number one include CFMU, KFSR, KRLX,
KUNV, KUPS, WBTY, WDCR (NH), WFDU, WGAJ, WKNC, WRBC, WTTU, WUJC,
WUMF, and WYBC.

SCREAMING BLUE MESSIAHS Totally Religious (Elektra)

Emphasis Tracks: Four Engines Burning, Watusi

After two albums of very heavy, tension-filled rock (1986’s Gun-Shy and '87s Bikini Red)
you would have been well within reason to assume a new Messiahs record couldn’t match
those LPs in brute force. Totally Religious, however, is as manic and weighty as its
predecessors, as relentless and forceful as any album a mere trio can record. Believers
are worshipping the bald-domed Bill Carter and his fellow clergymen, making the LP
the #1 Radio Breakthrough, edging out the equally fiendish new records from Ministry
and the Lorries. Its debut at #24 combined means parishioners aren't worried about a
lack of church Fymns, a fact reinforced by debuts at #23 College and #71 Commercial.
Totally Religious has also won over converters as an Adventure Pick, with a #5 show-
ing. Seeing the light shone by these Messiahs are KSLU, KTUH (#1), WBSU, WBTY,
WESN (#1), WFIT (FL), WMNF (#1), WNEC, WQHS (#1), WRBB (#1), WRUC, WRVU,
WTUL, WUJC, WVFS and WWSP, all of which have placed the album Top 5.

Ahhh, a fine thing indeed! New Butthole vinyl fresh from the cauldron of Gibby, Paul,
Theresa, Jeff, 2nd King Coffee (a.k.a. King Vitamin), as these gleeful proponents of the
miracles of better living through chemistry continue to practice the scatological electric
sun-worshiping rituals they've been incanting in the Texas desert for nigh on the last
eight or nine years. The numerology of the Butthole chemistry is thus: they emerge on
the charts, hopping like a Mexican jumping bean 66-17 on the College chart, as many
adventurous programmers wave the Butthole flag from the highest pinnacles, while Com-
mercial dips into the dose at #84, good for a #20 slot when combined, and our #4 Radio
Breakthrough this report. Add to this an immediate strong Retail response (rising 13-5)
and a tip as #20 Audience Response, this Butthole spinner (ooh, there’s a concept) just
could be their biggest one yet.

Monsignor Jourgenson and his hump-backed assistant, Paul Barker, have been known
to taste a few minds in their time. First they crafted synth-pop songs that snatched up
the pleasure zone/dancing feet parts of the brain; then they moved into a harsher, grind-
crushing mode that rubbed the seedy underbelly/shadowy, dark sides of the mind. This
fourth album takes the carcass of industrial noise pollution created by The Land Of Rape
And Money (uh. . . Honey) and pulverizes it with breathless punk-paced backbeats and
more inhumane ‘‘mad scientist meets MID{"’ bone-chilling vocals.

Thanks to my friend
Michelle Shocked, who helped get Captain Swing on the record, for which Top Five
reports have already come in from KCEB, KCPR, KDHX, KTOO (#1), KUNI, WESU,
WHSE, WKCO, WRAS, WRBC, WRFL, WRVU, WUMD (M) (#1) and WVIA. See ya on
my next cruise.

LUSH Scar (4AD (UK))

Emphasis Tracks: Bitter, Etheriel

Lush is one of the brightest jewels in 4AD’s crown, a previously-undocumented four-
some that, mere weeks after the release of this debut mini-LP, has the import-eager
masses hurling adjectives of merit like so many thesaurus-culled javelins. And that’s
not all being bandied about in Lush's favor, as quite a few people out there are backing
up their words with statistics: Scar makes an imprint on the College chart at 68-30, and
goes hippity-hop up the combined chart 73-31, sashaying into the #6 Radio Breakthrough
slot. There's also status as #1 Import to contend with, as well as a #13 Adventure Pick,
a big slobbery kiss from the Eastern region as Scar hits a height of #21, and an instep
into Progressive Retail at #46. And these stations just can't stop looking at the pretty

RED LORRY YELLOW LORRY Blow (Beggars Banquet-RCA)

Emphasis Tracks: Happy To See Me, Blow, Temptation

With their trademark fuzz and buzz, Red Lorry Yellow Lorry adds some more accesible
sounds to Blow, making it more than just the eerily heavy collection as they have been
known for. Formed in the days of Joy Division and The Fall, The Lorries have been steadily
plugging away, and are now being more deservedly recognized on this side of the bird-
bath. The thickness is intact, but is combined with a more delicate base that shows maturity
instead of selling out, shedding some light on their darkness. Their sounds are Blowing
into the ears of many, as the album debuts #35 College and #38 on the CMJ Radio Top
100, good for the #3 Radio Breakthrough. Programmers have also chosen Blow as their

Emphasis Tracks: Noon Daylight, Sad Mile

, . For their third album and first for Twin\Tone, these four swell guys from N.Y.C. (including
. new bassist Dave Motamed) have refined their songwriting, incorporating the band's
reverence for feedback and wah-wah with the likes of quieter passages and the kind
‘ of hooks that have been sprouting up in greater numbers since they first proved
" : ‘-"' { themselves a threat on their self-titled debut EP. Mousetrap is a highly-listenable power
trip that’s thoughtful to boot, a fact that hasn’t been lost with those at college and non-
' commercial radio, where programmers have taken the cheese and run with it, resulting
in the LP’s 74-36 scurry. Commercial radio hasn't been playing cat and mouse either—
the Damen LP’s indie-rock debut at #75 makes for a 81-37 combined jump and the #5
Radio Breakthrough, which is certainly something to squeal about.

VARIOUS ARTISTS !Sabroso!: Havana Hits (Earthworks, c/o Virgin,
9247 Alden Dr., Los Angeles, CA 90210)—While most Americans are
tamiliar with the Puerto Rican/Colombian roots music called salsa, most
of their contact with the Cuban son has been limited by politics and Ricky
Ricardo movies. The much more African-tinged sounds of Havana have
been long appreciated by jazz players and enthusiasts, but little contem-
porary Cuban music has hit the airwaves north of Miami Here's your
chance to correct that. The "’son’" is a country music form from the eastern
provinces, and it displays a startling variety of styles, feelings and rhythms.
1t has influenced the music of Africa, Europe and South America profound-
ly, and has also happily assimilated thesr music into itself. This is a truly
universal expression of passion, one that constantly recycles and renews
itself. 1Sabroso! is a collection of some of Cuba’s best bands, from the
rootsy Sierra Maestra, heavy on the drums and guitars, to the more electro-
pop feel of Los Van Van. (Check their Mango LP Songo.) The soulful voice
of Celina Gonzalez plays hard against a barrage of horns and acoustic
guitars, and Irakere's gang of singers trades licks with a hot piano/horn
section. There’s not a loser in the bunch, but it will leave you hungry for
more. When it does, go on a scavenger hunt for these artisis, and add
Carlos Embales, a dynamite percussionist, and the absolutely essential Miguel Matamoras And The Trio Matamoras. And
when you really want to get to the root of it all, get Arhoolie Records’ two volume set, La Historia Del Son Cubanao, 1920s
recordings of Sexteto Habanera and Sexteto Bolona.

VARIOUS ARTISTS The Street Music Of Java (Original Music, RD1 Box 190, Tivoli, NY 12583)—Most of us have heard the classical music of Southeast
Asia and Indonesia, especially gamelan and the more contemporary jaipongan music of Java, but throughout history, Europeans and then Americans
have, for better and usually for worse, exerted their influence on the culture and potitics of the region. Western European instruments like the guitar and
violin can be found throughout Asian music, and American records are everywhere, especially since the Vietnam war. These recordings from the mid-'70s
show how well these influences have been adapted and made new by the street musicians of Java. There is a long history of busking in Java, as much
an element of overpopulation and poverty as it is a musical tradition. These musicians play traditional songs, adaptations, and borrowed or lick-for-lick
copied songs from radio and recordings. '"Kuda Lumping™ is pure rock 'n’ roll played for two voices on cello, guitar and drum, chopping through a very
tamiliar pop song. "Hinam, Hinam" is a soloist in an Indian movie mode, very sweet and slightly haunting. Also some tunes that have a subtle Caribbean
tinge, like ""Panceng Ora Diseyda,” a slow tune which still maintains a regional flavor in the vocals. Also unique in this collection are some “'street gamelan”
pieces. These are strictly non-professional, and have an energy and excitement that matches the more trained ensemble’s virtuosity. Two are ronggengs
performed by a quartet of metal gongs, xylophone and drums, with two accompanying dancers. The final cut is a spectacular song for three vocalists,
drum, flute, gong and a siter. The siter is a 2ither-like instrument with a beautiful sustain, and this piece is an epic 12-minute showcase for it. The Street
Music Of Java is a very different look at the music of Asia, and very entertaining ‘original’ music from the streets of Indonesia.

REBIRTH BRASS BAND Feel Like Funkin' It Up (Rounder, One Camp St., Cambridge, MA 02140)—There was first Louis Armstrong and Preservation
Hall, then Dr. John, the Nevilles and the Dirty Dozen. Move over, boys, because there are new kids on the block. Rebirth is a collection of 1984 high
school buddies who decided it was time for their generation to make its mark in the Crescent City. This i1s classic New Orleans brass, a gumbo of jazz,
dixieland and soul, but this stew is spiced with a file of funk. The standards are here, like Sam Theard's "You Rascal, You,”" and the oft-covered "'Big
Chief” (the tune | want played on my grave), and they also do a stomping job on Fats Domino’s "‘I'm Walking.”" But what's this? "Shake Your Body Down
To The Ground” with a tuba and a wicked back beat—and no smoke-and-mirrors show! Therr originals aren't too shabby, either. The title track cooks,
and they even supply some social soul in their anti-crack rave-up, “'Leave That Pipe Alone." But my all-around favorite is their own “Mexican Special, '
a vaguely mariachi riff that gets buried in the funk and gives everyone in this young troupe a chance to strut. The Rebirth Brass Band has one foot firmly
in tradition, but the other is steppin’ to its own tune, and you would do well to dance along.

GOOD NEWS FROM BEAUTIFUL ISSAN: As promised, here's the latest from the discos of Thailand. At long last | have gotten a copy of Glawng Seuk
Disco (Disco Long Drums). This is a recording of a show band from Issan, full of drums, kaen (a wind instrument made of bamboo with a sound somewhere
between a concertina and a chicken chasing a bulldozer!) and what sounds like the Herb Albert horn section. Alternating between a trad-sounding melody
and a backbeat with a thumping brass line from “"Tijuana Taxi,” this is so tongue-in-cheek it's painful A more musically satisfying note is struck by
Haman Hongsa and his troupe, playing traditional Thai instruments like the kaen, the pin and the long drums. While this 1s folk music, it rocks so hard
it's sometimes impossible to believe these are acoustic instruments. | am told that the main thrust of the vocals is a deluge of puns, something the Thais
are very fond of, and that the language, with its all important tonal inflections, is conducive to. | don’t get the jokes, but their high spirits convey the feel-
ing. .. White the tapes | have are all from the record shops of Bangkok, | hear that Globestyle has recently recorded the Hongsa group, Issan Slete,
in London, so a record should be forthcoming. And hopefully an American company won't wait years to put it out in the states! Last is the latest from
Surachai Jantimatawn. it's titled Footnotes From China and includes songs like "Tien An Men,” “Build A Forest'' and an instrumental, ''Tanks Rush
To Open Fire." Founding member of the Thai band Caravan, Surachai's music was born in the wake of the October, 1973, student uprising. The music
is a folk-rock blend of Asian and American pop idioms, sometimes bordering on the imitative, but at its best it is powerful and plaintive, something inherent
in the soul of the language. ''Little bird, you fly away. The path of victory is not yet clear. Little bird, you fly away, you daring spirit. Face the dictator,
and fight for freedom (from "'Tien An Men""). Special thanks to my friend Ginny Landgraf for all the music, the translations, and most importantly,
the beautiful, endless letters.

HORIZONTES: While there are dozens of revivalist groups out there, faithfully reproducing the music of the world, there are a few performers who take
a style and transform it into something new and vital. Among that few are Glen Velez, and new song ensemble Huayucaltia, who both manage to pay
homage to folk music without rigidity or insult. On Assyrian Rose, Velez has assembled an unusual quintet to perform his frame drum pieces. His regular
compadres Layne Redmond (percussion) and Steve Gorn (flutes) are joined by John Clark on french horn, and Howard Levy on harmonica and piano
Levy is the addition that is the most intriguing, his harps sounding at home in the unexpected setting of Arabic and East European rhythms. The complexity
of the music, formed by layers of repetitive lines on each of the instruments, is woven into a bolt of boldly colored fabric that entrances and excites, and
avoids the "new age’' cliches that are so often the result of tribal tinkering. (CMP/USA, 155 West 72nd St. #704, New York, NY 10023) Huayucaltia
also manges to rise above the norm, due in large part to the abilities of the players. These songs are more directly tied to traditional dances and songs,
but are given a jazzy treatment that occasionally falls flat, but when it succeeds, as in the opening instrumental, ’Cuzco,”” and "'Chicha,” both Ciro Hurtado
originals, the results are lovely. Horizontes is their second release on the ROM label (Box 491212, Los Angeles, CA 90049), and once again shows soul
and promise. . . Also in the revivalist camp is the Rustavi Choir from Georgia, a region now in the Soviet Union that straddles Europe and Asia. This
crossroads position on the map has left Georgians with a cultural mix that is quite unique, and the songs they choose to perform come from work, play
and praise. The polyphonic (many melodic lines) structure of the pieces is at once chaotic and intricate, and demands your attention. And while the strong
back has given way to combines that don't sing, the songs live on in concerts and casual get-togethers, and taken as such are as moving and beautiful
as they ever were. Georgian Voices (Nonesuch, c/o Elektra, 75 Rockefeller Plaza, New York, NY 10019) is another example of "'voix’' that should be
more familiar and less mysterious to our ears. Give you listeners a chance to hear real voices by great singers, before they're sampled by some pop
star riding the latest trend if you want to take a package tour of the world, get ahold of World Wider, Your Guider, the Globestyle (48-50 Steele Rd.,
London NW10 7AS, England) collection that travels from Thailand to Cuba, with stops in Kenya, the Sudan and Colombia. There are impressive cuts
of popular music from every continent but Australia and Antarctica (I'll bet they’re working on that!), all in the Globestyle tradition of putting out the music
that's being played now, not what we think they ought to play to soothe our savage ears. Daniel Misiani And Shirati Jazz are once again in print,
and while the benga sound they are famous for is great, | wonder when all the other bands from Kenya, and all the other sounds besides the Nairobi
beat, are going to get some U.S. coverage somewhere besides the odd cuton a compilation. This 1s not to put down Shiriti, whose guitar and bass sound
sparkles, and whose infectious grooves could keep any dance floor packed. Benga Blast! is a fine collection from one of Kenya's best. (Earthworks,
¢clo Virgin, 9247 Alden Dr., Beverly Hills, CA 90210). . . I'll finish off with a real roots record from Arhoolie (10341 San Pablo Ave., El Cerrito, CA 94530);
Your Struggle Is Your Glory is the soundtrack for John Cohen's movie about the Andean peoples’ struggle to hold on to their culture. The recordings
were made in Peru in 1964, '76 and '83, and culled from commercial 45s. They are dance tunes, social comments and wedding songs, each giving insight
into the fight of a society to hold on to its history while living in the present. Once again, proof of the power of the song.

New Music In Performance

BUZZCOCKS

The New Ritz, New York, NY, November 10

Ten years before this time- and mind-warping reunion gig, the Buzzcocks had
just released their swan song, A Different Kind Of Tension, while at Studio
54—now known as The New Ritz—the mammoth P.A. thundered the death
dance of the disco age. That wasn't the only unnatural contrast on this Friday
night: playing before one of the most bizarre audiences we've ever seen
(when’s the last time you saw a pink mohawk or a Discharge t-shirt?), the Buzz-
cocks rendered chestnut after chestnut, sending each audience member into
his own nostalgic reverie before the setting or some slam-dancer snapped them
back to 1989. It might have been the venue's cavernous sound, but the band
just didn’t sound on: part of the Buzzcocks' appeal was the hairpin turns and
dead stops in their songs, and tonight the band was as lean and agile as
guitarist Steve Diggle’s substantial beer belly, although Pete Shelley—
resplendent in one of his vintage 1978 test-pattern shirts—sang as beautitully
as ever. They exhumed just about everything you could possibly want to hear
(no new or solo songs}): the perhaps confessional opener, "I Don't Know What
To Do With My Life,” “’Fast Cars,” “‘Ever Fallen In Love,” " You Say You Don't
Love Me,” “Autonomy,” “Chainstore,” **Pulsebeat,” "*Oh Shit" and many
others, leading the crowd through a singalong on "I Believe™ and finishing
with a deadpan ""Boredom.” While it was enthralling finally to see The Buzz-
cocks, this remains the year of the greybeards (The Who and the Stones for
one generation, the Damned and Stiff Little Fingers for the next), we were con-
fronted with a very frightening sensation: it was fun, but how ditferent would
the reactions of one ten years older than us be at a Jefterson Airplane gig?
‘Sixteen Again,” indeed

NIGHT OF A THOUSAND BANDS

Brooklyn Academy Of Music, Brooklyn, NY, November 18

OK, there weren't 1000 bands, only 11, but the grand finale to the 10th An-
niversary of New Music America was spectacular. For those whose musical
tastes are extremely diverse, it was better than orgasm. With performances
on four stages simultaneously at close proximity, you could sample bits of them
all and create your own concert experience. Our night ran something on the
order of: the Horseflies, surely the loudest and most decidedly cynical band
you'll ever hear that features two banjos and a violin; the World Saxophone
Quartet backed by three Senegalese drummers, who bopped, jived and almost
blew the house down; Thoeung Son, an extremely popular band of Cambo-
dian refugees, with a cheesy new wave sound and outfits and stage moves
that had us wondering if we had stepped into the lounge at the local Holiday
Inn; the Ordinaires, local faves, sputtered and flowed through various seem-
ingly incongruous styles with tantalizing grace; the Butthole Surfers, whose
multimedia mindfuck fit in well with the clamor and whose uncommon at-
mosphere represent what New Music America is all about; and lastly the end
portion of Ned Rothenberg And Paul Dresher’s set, a mesmerizing sound-
streamn created with electronics, samplers, guitar and saxophone. The total
etfect of the evening was numbing, yet exhilarating—the range and depth of
the performances in one space were unlike any we're likely to experience
again, unless we travel to Montreal for New Music America 1990.

NEW MUSIC ITINERARIES

ALBANY NEW MUSIC EXPO

QE2/Pauley's Hotel/Bogie's/Justin’s, Albany, NY, November 8 and 9
When thinking of a town known for its music scene, places like Athens, Austin
and Boston automatically come to mind. New York's capital, Albany, is trying
to prove that it belongs up there with the big guys, and this ambitious two-day
event showcased the town’s wide range of talent. Forty bands played in four
clubs during the first annual Expo, and while most were guitar-oriented, the
sounds of country, jazz, reggae, blues, metal, synth and solo acoustic perfor-
mances also found their way onto the stage. Leading the pack was the power
pop quartet Dirty Face. Playing with a fury of energy, sound and a
Replacements-style attitude that has brought them much local acclaim, their
set, consisting of material from their two self-produced albums (Mad Again
has just been completed), proved this to be a band to watch. Home, another
four-piece, uses a controlled mix of thrash and industrial pop to come up with
a sound that hints at the Birthday Party, Sisters Of Mercy and Morrissey. Their
uncategorizable sound can be found on their Kittycat release on Wanga
Records. 1313 Mockingbird Lane (not to be confused with the Australian band)
goes to the garage to come up with a psychedelic grunge collection, with some
Cramps-style sounds added to the groovy '60s retro. For a change of pace,
Woodstock, NY's Futu Futu provided a mix of reggae, funk and jazz, with
island-heavy percussion to add some warmth to the cold Northeastern weather.
This world beat sextet, though sometimes too cluttered in their percussion,
have been plugging away for years, and are beginning to gel strongly as a
unit. Leading the way as far as pop was Even The Odd, whose Mitch Easter-
produced debut, also on Wanga Records, only hints at their live power. Sport-
ing a big more goth than jangle, they suffered from thin vocals, but did show
high potential. The Colourforms, together for only 10 months, formed from
several prominent local bands that went under. Their moody pop adds dance
touches a /a The Cure, but also suffers from vocal problems. With some more
time together, these two bands may break beyond their local borders.
Blacksmith led the way for metal, combining classic sounds with thrash and
speed. Their heat can be felt on their Tropical Records release Fire From
Within. The Delta Rays, a six-piece from Syracuse, provided a laid-back coun-
try atmosphere that has garnered leads Craig Marshall and Maura Boudreas
honors as 1988 Songwriters Of The Year from the New York State Country
Music Association. With the amount of bands playing, there were certainly
others that deserved mention, but were missed due to lack of time. While none
of these bands are likely to earn gold records in the near future, many did
prove themselves worthy of attention. See you next year.

ZAHAR .

The Knitting Factory, New York, NY, November 11

This show was a part of the New Music America festival, this year presented
by the Brooklyn Academy of Music, which has become a showplace for avant
garde “‘new music."" Zahar is a culture-clashing power trio that has never made
any recordings, but that should change with showcases as energetic and ex-
citing as this one. Hassan Hakmoun, a Moroccan, is the frontman who sings
and plays an electric zintir (a fretless lute covered with camel skin—but it looks
like a big log with strings), while Hahn Rowe, a Japanese-American, plays elec-
tric guitar, and Yuval Gabay, an Israeli, plays drums; their music is as ex-
hilirating, groove-oriented and uplifting as it is bizarre in its juxtaposition of
genres, styles and language. Hakmoun's vocals could be a bit stronger, but
musically, there really is no band in existence that uses this mix of Arabic
melodies, African rhythms and Jimi Hendrix guitar licks! The trio had a
remarkable amount of material to play, too, with their 90-minute performance
bringing the stuffy audience to raucous applause and to sing along many times.
Zahar's innovative twist on so-called *'world beat’” music (what drummer Gabay
calis “abused Moroccan music’™’) can only bring them more attention in the
future.

John Carter Y o Xl JOHN CARTER Shadows On A Wall (Gramavision, c/o Mesa/Blue-

L moon, 209 E. Alameda Ave., Suite 101, Burbank, CA 91502)—Unlike
many musical masterpieces—and, make no mistake, this extended com-
position is indeed a masterpiece—Shadows On A Wall doesn't lend itself
to carefree programming. Selected impulsively, without forethought and
some explanation to your listeners, an isolated movement from this
magnum opus might sound a trifle peculiar. Shadows On A Wall is the
fifth and concluding movement of clarinetist-composer John Carter’s Roots
And Folklore: Episodes In The Development Of American Folk Music.
The four previous installments (the first on Black Saint, followed by four
on Gramavision) trace with beauty, sorrow, pride and majesty the plight
of Africans from their lives in Atrica through their capture, slavery, eman-
cipation and development as a people in America. This fifth chapter—
performed by Carter, his seven-piece band and three gospel singers—
evokes the post-1865 period in six passages. ''Spats” conjures the
pre-1940 contributions of tap dancers to big-band jazz while *'52nd St.
Stomp’’ pays tribute to that glorious era when jazz abounded in midtown
Manhattan. "Hymn To Freedom,” the concluding section, sums up the
experience of African-Americans and points to the needs of the present
and future. All in all, Roots And Folklore is a crowning achievement worthy of international commendation (how about
a Grammy?) and, for the moment, your undivided attention.

STAN GETZ The Girl From Ipanema: The Bossa Nova Years (Verve, c/o PolyGram Jazz, 825 8th Ave., New York, NY 10019)—The patented purring
tenor of Stan Getz, allied with lilting bossa-nova rhythms, is the perfect antidote for the arctic blasts soon to come our way. Following its earlier release
on vinyl in a boxed set, The Bossa Nova Years has made its way to disc. This four-CD collection (with full session credits and an engaging essay by
Neil Tesser) unites in one neat package the music from from 1962-64 that the tenorman made with a coterie of Brazilians (Joao and Astrud Gilberto,
Luiz Bonfa, Laurindo Almeida) and American jazz musicians (Charlie Byrd, Jim Hall, Bob Brookmeyer, George Duvivier). The Bossa Nova Years contains
the five original bossa-nova albums on Verve, which feature a wealth of immortal music besides the oft-played classics by Antonio Carlos Jobim, "Desafinado™
and ""The Girl From Ipanema.” A must-have collection.

IN THE MAINSTREAM: With Fleur Carnivore (Watt/ECM, 825 8th Ave., Worldwide Plaza, New York, NY 10019}, the alternately serious and wacky and
frequently wondertul composer-keyboardist Carla Bley returns to the context for which she is best known and most esteemed—the big band. Recorded
live in Copenhagen last November with her 15-piece big band, Fleur Carnivore boasts five numbers arranged and composed by the leader. The music,
commissioned by a West German outfit to mark the 10th anniversary of Duke Ellington’s death, contains solos by, among others, Gary Valente (trombone),
Steve Swallow (bass), Andy Sheppard (tenor), and Lew Soloff and Michael Mantler (trumpet). . . The latest edition of Out Of The Blue is represented
on Spiral Staircase (Blue Note, 810 7th Ave., New York, NY 10019): Michael Mossman, trumpet; Steve Wilson, alto; Ralph Bowen, tenor; Renee Rosnes,
piano; Kenny Davis, bass; Billy Drummond, drums. Mossman, the member of longest standing, chips in four of the seven numbers on the CD; all the
other members (except Davis and Drummond) had a say in the composing on this straight-ahead neoclassical (read: hard bop) date. It's reassuring that
OTB, after more than a year's layoff, is back on track with a new recording. . . You may already have received from Blue Note another batch of best-of
titles. Besides a second volume from Horace Silver, Blue Note has come out with compilations featuring Stanley Turrentine, Freddie Hubbard, Sonny
Rollins, Bud Powell and Art Blakey Boxed sets, best-ofs and reissues are holiday staples for the record companies. MCA/Impulse! is expected on
Nov. 21 to ship reissues of titles by John Coltrane (Live At Birdland and Quartet Plays), Keith Jarrett (Mysteries), Freddie Hubbard (The Artistry
Of), Milt Jackson (That's The Way It Is), Elvin Jones And Richard Davis (Heavy Sounds), Lorez Alexandria (Alexandria The Great/More Of The
Great Alexandria) and others From RCA/Biuebird (1133 Ave. of the Americas, New York, NY 10036) come digitally remastered releases, in all three
formats: Fletcher Henderson (1927-36), Hocus Pocus; King Oliver (1929-30), The New York Sessions; various artists, Barrelhouse Boogie. Artists
represented on Barrelhouse Boogie are Meade Lux Lewis, Jimmy Yancey and Pete Johnson and Albert Ammons. . . Ron Carter, the ever-tasteful
bassist and standard-bearer for decades, teams with vocalist Helen Merrill for Duets (EmArcy, available from PolyGram Jazz), a collection of 12 standards
(and one Carter original), among them ""A Child Is Born,” "Come Rain Or Come Shine,”” "'In A Mellow Tone" and "Lover Man.”” Well done. . . Heaven
Dance, new from The Leaders Trio, a spinoft of The Leaders, is a richly rhythmic conversation among pianist Kirk Lightsey, bassist Cecil McBee and
drummer-percussionist Famadou Don Moye, all of whom are represented as composers. Lightsey picks up the flute for a stirring passage on “Fresh
Air."" (Available from Sunnyside: 133 W. 19th St., New York, NY 10011). .. Town Crier (205 W. 89th St., New York, NY 10024}, a young label founded
and tendered with loving care and good taste by Claudia Marx, has put out on CD Alone Together, a 1987 studio date by pianist Carol Britto with assistance
from bassist Michael Moore and tenorman Flip Phillips. Phillips, you may recall, was a hootin’, hollerin’, bootin’ favorite on Jazz at the Philharmonic
tours of yesteryear, and, as heard here, he's still capable of inspired play. The program, 11 numbers in all, includes such perennials as "Li’l Darlin’,”
"Talk Of The Town," ""Sophisticated Lady,"” "Nuages' and "'Stompin’ At The Savoy." Delightful. .. CONTEMPORARY COUNTDOWN: Front Seat, the
Japanese saxist Sadao Watanabe's follow-up to the Brazilian-flavored Elis, which spent four weeks atop Radio & Records’ jazz chart, boasts contributions
from session stalwarts Abe Laboriel on bass and Alex Acuna and Jeff Porcaro on drums. Promising cuts for contemporary radio include ""Only In My
Mind’" and ""Any Other Fool,”” which feature guest singer Patti Austin. (Available from Elektra: 75 Rockefeller Plaza, New York, NY 10019). .. Fellow
singer Randy Crawford, whose stature on pop-jazz radio was assured a decade ago when she lent her effusive vocals to the Crusaders’ ''Street Life,"”
is back on vinyl with Rich And Poor (Warner Bros., 75 Rockefeller Plaza, New York, NY 10019). Her rendition of Bob Dylan’s Knockin’ On Heaven's
Door,” which also appears on the soundtrack to Lethal Weapon 2 (and features the guitar of Eric Clapton and sax of David Sanborn), is the album’s
prime opus and major candidate for airplay. .. Famed composer-arranger Lalo Schifrin’s lovely ballad "Never Say Never" is a highlight of saxist Gary
Herbig's new, second album for Headfirst, Friends To Lovers. For his accompanists Herbig tapped hot-shot studio aces Don Grusin and Greg Mathieson
(keyboards) and Harvey Mason (drums). (Available from Headfirst: 15535 Medina Rd., Plymouth, MN 55447). .. GRP (555 W. 57th St., New York, NY
10019) is far and away the leading company in the pop-jazz field, what with a roster including David Benoit, company co-founder Dave Grusin, Lee
Ritenour, Special EFX and Chick Corea. Yet, owing to the fickle nature of the idiom—after all, pop music is utterly ephemeral, often living up to the
15-minute Andy Warhol credo—the company is wisely developing its farm system. One of the company’s most promising young artists is saxist Nelson
Rangell, whose GRP debut, Playing For Keeps, has recently been issued. Rangell’'s main axe is the alto sax, but he also doubles on flute, and on one
track, ""Find Your Way,"’ the 27-year-old reedman also displays his prowess as a piccolo player and puccoloist (whistler). . . David Chesky, whose one-
year-old Chesky label (P.O. Box 1268, Radio City Station, New York, NY 10101) has done itself proud with superb-sounding mainstream jazz issues by
Phil Woods, Clark Terry and violinst John Frigo, gets into the act himself with Club De Soul. Unlike the aforesaid releases, Club De Soul is a
classical/Latin/pop/jazz hybrid aimed at the contemporary market. Chesky, you may recall, made a snappy big-band fusion date, Rush Hour, for Columbia
in 1980, which hit the racks for a minute before vanishing. The experience left a bad taste in Chesky’s mouth and ultimately resulted in the formation
of Chesky Records, a very promising company. Club De Soul, a peppy disc with Bill Washer on guitar, Cafe on percussion, and synth on three cuts,
is a highly polished effort that could win tavor on pop-jazz stations. One hopes, however, that Club De Soul is the exception to the company’s justly
lauded mainstream direction VIVA BRAZIL: You can't swing a dead cat these days without hitting a Brazilian-jazz title. Not since the mid-'60s, when
the bossa nova created an international uproar behind Antonio Carlos Jobim and Joao and Astrud Gilberto ('The Girl From Ipanema’), has Brazilian
music enjoyed such widespread favor. The record racks are bursting with legitimate Brazilian albums by legitimate Brazilian musicians, but there are
plenty of dilutions and outright bastardizations out there, too. Following is a rundown of some of the more winning titles: Besides the Stan Getz box cited
above, we've received a dozen or so superb titles—some jazzy, some pop-ish, some a mixture of both. Brazilian vocalist Ana Caram’s U.S. debut, Rio
After Dark (Chesky; see address elsewhere), highlights her on lively rhythmic numbers and on dark, shadowy songs. Caram, singing in both English
and Portuguese, is joined by guests Paquito D'Rivera (one tune each on alto and clarinet) and the Godfather of the Bossa Nova, Jobim (piano, on two
cuts). Outstanding The better-known Brazilian singer Caetano Veloso adopts a more decided pop approach on Estrangeiro (Stranger) for Elektra/Musi-
cian. Backed by co-producers Arto Lindsay (guitar) and Peter Scherer (keyboards), who work together as the Ambitious Lovers, as well as Bill Frisell
(guitar) and Nana Vasconcelos (percussion), Veloso presents nine of his own songs with breezy confidence. . . Continuing in the pop vein, yet emphasiz-
ing fusion, we come to Brazilian guitarist Toninho Horta's latest effort for Verve/Forecast, Moonstone. Horta, a master plectrist on both acoustic and
electric axes (his sound on the electric nylon-string is especially fine), plays and sings a variety of tunes, many of them his own, with support from Onaje
Allan Gumbs, Eliane Elias, Randy Brecker, Mark Egan, Danny Gottlieb, Vasconcelos and Pat Metheny (be sure to check out his duet with the leader
on the title track) Music Of The Brazilian Masters (Concord, P.O. Box 845, Concord, CA 94522) not only spotlights the scintillating playing of three
guitar masters (Laurindo Almedia, Carlos Barbosa-Lima and Charlie Byrd), assisted by bass and drums, it also pays tribute to, and further exposes
to Stateside listeners, the renowned Brazilian composers Heitor Villa-Lobos, Alfredo Vianna and Ernesto Nazareth. Each of the three co-leaders contributes
to the arrangements on this pure, heartfelt Brazilian treasure . . . The inimitable vocal style of Milton Nascimento is set in bold relief on the spare, stripped-
down, utterly compelling Miltons (Columbia, 51 W. 52nd St., New York, NY 10019). Unlike some of the leader’s more pop-oriented, heavily arranged
albums, Miltons back-lights the leader's guitar and voice with subtle dashes of instrumental color, mostly provided by Herbie Hancock (keyboards) and
Vasconcelos (percussion). That Nana is a busy fellow these days, isn't he? Exquisite. .. Closing out this Brazilian segment on an upbeat note (more
next time), we come to Jungle Cat (DMP, available from Telarc International, 23307 Commerce Park Rd., Cleveland, OH 44122), new from the Brazilian
composer-pianist Manfredo Fest. Superbly recorded in full-glory digital, Jungle Cat amply displays the leader's flair for, and prowess with, classicism.
Backed by his working trio (bass, drums, percussion), which is augmented on two cuts ("'Stella By Starlight”” and "'Slaughter On Tenth Avenue') by the
feisty trumpet of Claudio Roditi, Fest explores with lilting grace and passion several bossas by Jobim along with Nascimento's "'Bridges.” The leader,
heard on both the Steinway grand and Korg M-1 (I prefer his work on the former), has turned in a bright, lively, direct-to-digital p/aying CD that won't
sound out of place on any radio format. Well done. —Gene Kalbacher

JUNGLE BROTHERS Done By The Forces Of Nature (Warner Bros.,
3300 Warner Bivd., Burbank, CA 91510)—1989 has been a year of vast
innovation in hip-hop, with De La Soul's 3 Feet High And Rising and the
Jungle Brothers' new album serving as funky, trippy bookends (it's no coin-
cidence that the JBs guested on De La's ““Buddy,”” which has just been
released as a 12"'). Done By The Forces Of Nature comes out of deep
left field with crazed samples (everything from *‘White Lines” to “‘Last Night
A DJ Saved My Life”’) and in-jokes—two hallmarks of the New New School
of Rap. Whereas De La Soul branched into a million directions musically
and aesthetically, the Jungle Bros. are focused on a serious African groove
and sensibility. *“Tribe Vibes” and “Good News Comin’” utilize fast-paced
rhythms that should give club DJs an alternative to the overkilled house/hip-
house genres. While Afrika, Mike G and Sammy B can take on heavy sub-
ject matters such as racial injustice (**Acknowledge Your Own History’)
or respect for women (*‘Black Woman,"” which features Soul Il Soul's Caron
Wheeler), they also go off “I'll House You''-style with *'Feelin’ Alright’* and
“Doin’ Our Own Dang"”’ (with De La Soul and U.K.'s Monie Love in tow).
Kudos go out to Kool DJ Red Alert, who's executive producer and unof-
ficial mentor, for helping the JBs create this hip-hop harbinger of the '90s—
a fantastic LP that mixes Zulu, funk and attitude into an aural barrage that DOES NOT QUIT. Swing on your vine to these:
"“Beyond This World,"” *‘Sunshine,” '‘Seeds On A String,” and the 12" B-side "“Promo No. 2 (Mind Review '89)"” with A
Tribe Called Quest.

DEF JEF Just A Poet With Soul (Delicious Vinyl, c/o Island, 14
E. 4th St., New York, NY 10012)—"Money’s not the name of my
game or my claim to fame/To make you rock is my one and only aim,”
says Def Jef on *‘Droppin’ Rhymes On Drums.” Def Jef (a.k.a. Jef-
frey Fortson) was brought up in the Bronx, and his associations with
Kurtis Blow and labelmates Body & Soul (among others) have led to
his recording major-indie Delicious Vinyl's third full LP (after those
of the outrageously popular Tone-Loc and deftly intelligent Young
M.C.); on Just A Poet With Soul, Jef produces all but three tracks
and wrote or co-wrote every single song! While some of the cuts have
commercial potential, Def Jef's LP has a rougher, soulful, more
“‘underground” feel to it with deep, bass-driven songs like *‘Poet With
Soul” and *‘Black To The Future.” Unluckily the most musically
catchy song on the album is the demeaning demand “Give It Here”
that Jef has for women; programmers should go straight for *‘Drop-
pin’ Rhymes On Drums,” with Etta James joining in at the chorus
on this fast-paced tune. Other Def stuftf: "Givin 'Em Rhythm,” *‘On
The Real Tip,” *‘Do It Baby" (produced by the Dust Brothers) and
“Downtown.”

POSITIVELY BLACK Positively Black (Select, 16 W. 22nd St., New York, NY 10010)—With all the either overproduced or just plain boring rap floating
downstream, it’s refreshing to hear something that goes “straight to the dome’’ of any listener. Positively Black, who are Prince Kharique, King D.J. Storm
and King Najee, take some totally hype grooves (check out the one on “‘Escape From Reality”’) and some very curious samples (which may leave you
scratching your head in wonder), and layer them under optimistic, streetwise lyrics to create a wrecking ball of justice. Dealing with racial inequality at
the forefront and with a hope of unity lurking in the shadows, Positively Black is a group with a vision that we all can applaud. Top Cuts: “‘Soldier At
War,"” “Escape From Reality,” “Nightmare On America Street,” “‘Ebony Princess.” [GS]

VARIOUS ARTISTS FFRR—Silver On Black and D MOB A Little Bit Of This, A Little Bit Of That (FFRR, c/o PolyGram, 825 8th Ave., New York,
NY 10019)—"Dance music has returned to its roots, back to the emotional voice of black America: the soul that made it possible,’ claims the liner notes
on FFRR Records’ Silver On Black compilation, and they’re right on target. This British-based label has gone from snatching up American dance trends
to setting the pace with new and exciting sounds. Let's go straight to the mix: Soul Il Soul’s Jazzie B and Nellie Hooper produce the first track by Diana
Brown & Barrie K. Sharpe, “Blind Faith,” which, like most of the comp, mixes house beats with soulful singing. The compilations highlight both familiar
material (Richie Rich's “*Salsa House" and Frankie Knuckles/Satoshi Tomiie's **Tears") and more obscure tracks (Circuit’s *'Shelter” and Electra's “Jibaro™).
Not included on Silver In Black, but one of FFRR's finest acts is D Mob, who finally released a domestic LP that contains much of the earlier dancefloor
hits—"‘We Call It Acieed,” “'Trance Dance' and “It Is Time To Get Funky." The new additions round out Dancin’ Danny D's sound fully, with help from
vocalists Cathy Dennis (a wonderful performance on ““C'mon And Get My Love’ should make it a smash), Danny Madden and rapper Nuft Juice. Full
Frequency Range Recordings lives up to its name...again.

ROXANNE SHANTE Bad Sister (Cold Chillin’, c/o Warner Bros., address above) and CRAIG G The Kingpin (Atlantic, 75 Rockefeller Plaza, New
York, NY 10019)—On the Marley Marl tip (he produces both platters), we have two of NYC's finest hip-hop talents. Roxanne busts tight, mainly sex-
oriented rhymes (“‘Feelin’ Kinda Horny,” “What's On Your Mind""), at times combining Lyte’s wisdom (“‘Independent Woman'') with J.J. Fad's high-speed
raps (“Wack Itt"'). Marley's stamp is not as apparent as usual, with zaniness invading with a wet kiss/smack here or funky horn blasts there. M|A|R|R|S
mates C.J. Mackintosh and David Dorrell have a hand in the remixing, too, with a pounding take on “‘Live On Stage.’” Unlike his work on Shante's LP,
Marley Marl raises a hellish storm on Craig G's Atlantic Records bow, The Kingpin. Lyrically, Craig G. (Curry) might not be up to snuff, with a vague
reminiscence of Rakim, but Marley makes a masterful backing that includes more live scratching (actual scratching!) than we've heard in years. Cut these
up: “Love Thang,” “The Kingpin,” “Why'd You Have To Go" with TJ Swan, and “Dopest Duo.”

NEMESIS To Hell And Back (Profile, 740 Broadway, New York, NY 10003)—"Yo Suckas, listen up!"" What would it take for you to believe that there
may be another thriving, fertile garden for new rappers to emerge from? Would you consider Texas? Hot on the heels of The D.O.C. (another successful,
though transplanted-to-L.A., Texan rapper) comes a very kickin’ trio known simply as Nemesis. They originate from the Dallas-Ft. Worth area, where The
Snake, an accomplished percussionist, Big Al, the "concept man'' and MC Azim have put together a very driving, funky collection of songs that provide
the listeners with social commentary and music for the mind. From beginning to end, their *'in your face™ attack never ceases to entertain. Top Cuts:
“Timekeepers,” *'To Hell And Back,” *‘Back Talk’’ and ‘*Greet 'Em With Peace.’’ [GS]

VARIOUS ARTISTS Syndicate Sampler (Rhyme Syndicate, c/o Epic, 51 W. 52nd St., New York, NY 10019)—Coming from one of the newest rap
labels, Rhyme Syndicate Records, this sampler showcases some of the strongest budding rap talent that you’ll hear on one disc. Donald-D leads off with
his first single and anti-drug song, “F.B.1.,"” and also appears with Rhyme Syndicate's driving force, Ice-T, on a freewheeling track, ““Lost In A Freestyle"
(James Brown's in the mix, too). Also crushm is the De La-esque Divine Styler And The Scheme Team's ‘‘Ain’t Sayin’ Nothin'.”" There's a new Rhyme
Syndicate 12'' by British rappers Hijack, cailed “‘The Badman is Robbin’,”” and these British rappers stack up to the best of 'em. The track snatches
samples from the original Batman T.V. show and fuses them with forceful, PE-style hardcore rapping. Also on Hijack's 12" are the bonus tracks ‘‘Hold
No Hostage' (which also is on the Syndicate Sampler) and “Doomsday Of Rap."” [GS]

STOP THIS CRAZY THING: Take Brit sampling kings Coldcut (they indirectly “‘discovered’ Ofra Haza, remember), add Junior Reid on vocals, then throw
in a pinch of Adrian Sherwood and a smidgen of David Dorrell and C.J. Mackintosh to make the best dance 12" of the year, COLDCUT's “Stop This
Crazy Thing'" [110 BPM] (Tommy Boy, 1747 First Ave., New York, NY 10128). There's reggae, there's George Jetson, there's Tarzan—need | say more?.
Speaking of brilliant, the BEASTIE BOYS don't seem satisfied with simply creating one of the most exciting rap records of the year; they had to come
out with an even more freaked-out 12" called *‘An Exciting Evening At Home with Shadrach, Meshach and Abednego’’ (Capitol, 1750 N. Vine St., Hollywood,
CA 90028). The maxi includes six songs, only one of which is on Paul’s Boutique (‘‘Shadrach’’). Highlights are Mike D.'s anthem *'Some Dumb Cop
Gave Me Two Tickets Already,”” with a goofy, slowed-down voice processor giving Mike the soul he always wanted. Also check out “*Your Sister's Def,"
a weird a cappella rap over what sounds like someone stomping on a porch; this is the closest approximation to '30s rap we have! Add bonus points
for the retro-style cover art that'll have record shoppers looking twice. .. DE LA SOUL'’s latest in a long line of sensational 12" singles, *‘Buddy’’ [106
BPM] (Tommy Boy, address above) has guest spots by the Jungle Brothers, Q-Tip, Queen Latifah and Monie Love (do we detect the possibility of a Tommy
Boy signing for Monie?). There's an extended mix of *'Ghetto Thang," too!. . . Be sure to mix these in: ELECTRIBE 101 “‘Tell Me When The Fever Ended"
(126 BPM)] (Phonogram (UK)); from the British Arm of Profile Records, SPECIAL ED *"Think About It” [95 BPM] and *“Club Scene” [126 BPM] (both on
Profile (UK), 10 Tech West, Warple Way, London W3 ORQ, England) with the latter getting remixed by Dave Dorrell & C.J. Mackintosh (that's the pair's
third mention in this column—did the “‘Pump Up The Volume" royalties run out?); from the Home Office of Profile—ROB BASE ‘“‘Turn It Out (Go Base)"
[122 BPM] (Profile, address above) with Gail *‘Sky"" King doing remixing honors on this cranking new cut by the E-Z Rock-less Base and UROHAUZ '‘Nothing
Changes'’ [126 BPM] a techno-pop/house fusion (!} on Profile; FRESH 4 “Wishing On A Star” (98 BPM] (10, c/o Virgin, 9247 Alden Drive, Beverly Hills,
CA 90210); ART OF NOISE (featuring Mahlathini and the Mahotella Queens) “Yebo'" [114 BPM] (London, c/o PolyGram, address above); WEATHERMEN
“'Bang Bang!" (122 BPM] (Play It Again Sam, c/o Wax Trax, 1659 N. Damen Ave., Chicago, IL 60647); CRAZY 8'S “‘The Key" [128 BPM] (Red Rum,
P.O. Box 1084, Beaverton, OR 97075/503-239-7070), the most accomplished, most uncategorizable, unsigned dance band in the world; LES NEGRESSES
VERTES *Zobi La Mouche" [106 BPM] (Sire, c/o Warner Bros., address above); DAVID BYRNE “Make Believe Mambo'* [122 BPM] (Luaka Bop/Sire,
clo Warner Bros., address above), with an *“Acid Mambo™ mix; FASCINATING FORCE *‘Doin’ The Bang' [90 BPM] (Select, 16 W. 22nd St., New York,
NY 10010); PLAYHAUS “Want Your Soul Tonight" [126 BPM] (BMG (Germany) c/o Modus Operandi, P.O. Box 1882, Old Chelsea Station, New York,
NY 10011/212-627-5195) with the G. Fine Posse and Scholar 1 lending a ““Choice Moist Mix."”. .. MUSIC MARATHON RAP-UP: Overall the Rap and
DOR panels, and the Beat Box Conclave, went well thanks to Dr. Dre, Bill Coleman (Billboard) and Bill Stephney (soon to be co-label head of SOUL Records)—
the respective moderators. Uniuckily, the Rap Showcase at The World ran into some noteworthy problems. KING SUN, CHILL ROB G, LORD FINESSE,
POSITIVELY BLACK and JESSE WEST all were ready to perform, but the management at The World would not provide even one working microphone
(though Jesse West and Positively Biack gave it a belated try). The fact that a venue would agree to stage a show and then seemingly sabatoge itself
makes no sense. It's embarrassing that New York City, the birthplace of rap, cannot provide a venue for up-and-coming rappers because of the unwar-
ranted fear of violence. . . On a happier note, this issue marks the first time we have received over 100 Beat Box reports (102) in a reporting period!

HANOI ROCKS Bangkok Shocks Saigon Shakes Hanoi Rocks/Oriental Beat/Self Destruction Blues/Back
To Mystery City (Uzi Suicide, c/o Geffen, 9130 Sunset Blvd., Los Angeles, CA 90069)—If you haven't
already, you'll soon be receiving a package that contains four timeless and essential slices of early '80s
hard rock that have never been widely available in this country. Without Hanoi Rocks, there wouldn’t have
been a Poison or a Guns N' Roses, and not a week passes where we don't receive a record from a band
that's taken something from them. Hanoi formed in Helsinki, Finland, in 1980, as two members
(guitarist/songwriter Andy McCoy and bassist Sam Yaffa) of a very successful Finnish teen pop group called
Pelle Miljoona united with three other misfits, including vocalist Michael Monroe, a born star if ever there
was one. The band moved to London in 1982, and created an enormous buzz by playing a seemingly endless \
series of club tours and courting the British rock press in expert fashion. At the time they seemed derivative
(New York Dolls, Aerosmith, MC5, punk), but now they seem positively visionary: powered by their cool look,
ballsy sound and McCoy's flair for melody, by late 1984 the band was poised to break through in the States.
Then, drummer Razzie was killed in the car accident that got Motley’s Vince Neil thrown in jail for a month,
and Hanoi just fell apart. While their last LP, Two Steps From The Move (on Epic), was to be their introduc-
tory blast Stateside and was their most mature album, their loud, brash, boozy rawk seethes with confidence,
hooks and barely-restrained abandon from the opening chords of the debut Bangkok Shocks, and each
album contains at least three should-have-been hits. The remastered sound quality makes these records
sound twice as good as they did originally, and although we would have appreciated more thorough liner
notes (like the band members’ names and what they played; for the record, the line-up was Monroe, McCoy,
Yaffa, guitarist Nasty Suicide, and Gyp Casino played drums on the first three albums, with Razzle joining
for Mystery City), this is a superbly executed reissue series from one of the most influential hard rock bands
on the '80s. Each album is strong on its own merits (Bangkok and Mystery City are the best) so there are
loads of suitable airplay tracks, but start with *“Motorvatin',”” *“Visitor,” *‘Tragedy,” *‘Don’t Ever Leave Me,"”
“Mystery City,” ““Self Destruction Blues,” *“Malibu Beach Nightmare' (the foreshadowing of Razzle's death
in the band’s songs is really eerie) and the seasonal chestnut “‘Dead By X-mas,'’ which was once actually
banned by a college administration! Hanoi Rocks disintegrated at the peak of their creativity, but at least
we can follow them that far, and finally Monroe and McCoy have both gotten their promising solo careers
in gear. For better or worse, it looks like they’ll become huge five years after they should have.

JAILHOUSE Alive In A Mad World (EP) (Restless, 11264 Playa Ct., P.O. Box 3628, Culver City, CA 90231-3628)—Look out: these
guys are gonna be huge. We have a feeling that this live five-song teaser EP is a pre-major label debut buzz-builder, but the advantage
in these things is that you get to hear the band raw, without lots of studio gloss neutering their sound. Jailhouse plays superb melodic
stadium rock with an energy that makes them hard-edged enough to be considered metal, but with utterly killer commercial songwriting
that suggests they have plenty of hit singles in store. Danny Simon's soulful vocals shine throughout (three of the five members used
to be with Rough Cutt), and while the socially conscious lyrics seem well-intended (they're even donating part of the EP’s proceeds
to runaway youth charities!), occasionally they're a little embarrassing—hell, extra points to them for at least singing about something
that matters. While we'd hate to say that Jailhouse (or anyone) is the next Warrant, the shoe does kinda fit: between this and Little
Caesar and Kill For Thrills’ debut EPs, you've got a six-month jump on next year's bands-most-likely-to.

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WHITESNAKE Slip Of The Tongue (Geffen, 9130 Sunset Bivd., Los Angeles, CA 90069)—After two-and-a-half years, a personnel
change (six-string stunt man Steve Vai replaced Vivian Campbell), a hand injury that left guitarist/co-songwriter Adrian Vandenberg
unable to play on any of this album (Vai played all the guitar parts), and countless rumors and allegations, $.0.T.T. is finally here.
And as expected, it's a consummate, state-of-the-art, mass-appeal commercial rock record. While it's obviously aimed at CHR as much
as AOR (the weepy ballad, "‘Now You're Gone," will be an enormous hit, and the keyboards pour way too much sugar on the title
song), there are several tracks here for the rockers who've been with the band from the start: "'Fool For Your Lovin'" (the single, a
re-recorded version of their 1980 British hit) is the obvious track, but we'd also go with **Cheap An’ Nasty,’" a bluesy grind that would've
fit perfectly on Slip Ht In, and especially **Judgement Day,” which has an absolutely killer riff and a really funny ‘‘Kashmir” rip on
the bridge. While we would've liked something a little bit more adventurous, this record will probably be multi-platinum within weeks,
and the band just smokes—especially Mr. Coverdale himself, who possibly turns in the performance of his career.

D.R.l. Thrash Zone (Metal Blade, 18653 Ventura Blvd., Tarzana, CA 91356)—Enter the Imbeciles’ fourth elpee, one that links D.R.I.'s
hardcore glory days of the past with this odd thrash thing that they've been hitting on their past two efforts. While Thrash Zone often
treads on the same riffs and lyrics (i.e. the pit, let's get drunk and smoke weed) and some of the songs sound only half finished, Bill
“Brother of the 'Blade’ Metoyer and guitarist Spike Griffin add their special raw-yet-crisp production once again by pulling out the
thick/crunch guitar sound and the rapid vocal assault of Kurt Brecht. It's traditional D.R.I., dude, but it's cool as shit! Picks: ‘‘Beneath
The Wheel" (which is also on our apocalyptic Metal Marathon CD sampler), **Gun Control’ and “'Kill The Words.”" [KS]

McAULEY SCHENKER GROUP Save Yourself (Capitol, 1750 N. Vine St., Hollywood, CA 90028)—Whew! The hair extensions are
gone and so are the watery keyboards and everything else that made MSG's last LP such a nightmare, and from the blazing solo
that opens this album, you know that Michael Schenker, one of the greatest and most influential guitarists ever coughed up by that
vile form of music known as **heavy metal,” is back on track. (Saga: Michael joined brother Rudolf's group—a Ii'l band called Scorpions—at
the age of 15, at 18 turned the rock world on its ear with his amazing work with UFO, and since '79 has been solo.) While Robin McAuley's
lyrics give new meaning to the word *‘inane’ (except the cool and very commercial metal radio anthem *‘| Am Your Radio’"!), he turns
in a vocal performance as strong as any on an MSG album, and of course, Schenker's playing is superb throughout—we've never
known him to play badly! This is by far the best Eurometal-styled (a sound Schenker practically invented) album we've heard since
Iron Maiden's last, and it's the best album to which he’s put his name in at least six years! Also check ''Destiny,”" *‘Shadow Of The
Night'' and ESPECIALLY the soaring title track.

MINISTRY The Mind Is A Terrible Thing To Taste (Sire, c/o Warner Bros., 3300 Warner Blvd., Burbank, CA 91505)—Sometimes,
you just gotta take a chance. Ministry is certainly more of an industrial kind of outfit than metal, but before you scoff, just check out
the aggression and guitar-sound-from-hell on these songs. On Public Enemy’s It Takes A Nation Of Millions To Hold Us Back, there’s
a song called "*She Watch Channel Zero?!"" that samples the riff from Slayer's “'Angel Of Death’ and, in the process, created the
greatest rap/metal crossover song to date. Ministry uses a similar approach—setting screaming guitars to a pulverising electronic beat—but
doubles the aggression by using a distorto-megaphone vocal and absolutely bone-jarring beats. It's real different, but this is an idea
that's only begun to be tapped. Check out “Test,” ““Thieves" and ‘‘Burning Inside."

ICE-T The iceberg/Freedom Of Speech. .. Just Watch What You Say (Sire, c/o Warner Bros., 3300 Warner Bivd., Burbank,
CA 91505)—For anyone who might've dug Run-D.M.C.’s *‘Rock Box"' or even the Beastie Boys’ more metallic moments, two tracks
[ here deserve a serious earful: on "“She Tried To Kill Me,"" sky-splitting power chords and screaming lead guitar bolster a funny as {
shit (parental advisory) rap about ice’s exploits with another dude's woman. Also check out the album's intro, where a Jello Biafra
‘ totalitarian rant is laid over a sample of ‘‘Black Sabbath’’ ’s armageddon riff. Bitchin'! ‘

SHARK ISLAND Law Of The Order (Epic, 51 W. 52 St., New York, NY 10019)—Shark Island is a quartet who play L.A.-styled melodic
hard rock but occasionally show signs of something more: "‘Paris Calling,” **Shake For Me'" and their surprisingly strong cover of
Fleetwood Mac’s **The Chain” are well-constructed, memorable songs. The band gets a bit submerged in the too-commercial produc-
tion (the five-song live EP released a couple of months back packed a bigger punch), but they're well worth keeping an eye on.

ANGELS FROM ANGEL CITY Beyond Salvation (Chrysalis, 645 Madison Ave., New York, NY 10022)—T.A.F.A.C. (they were originally
called the Angels, but there’s this other band with that name, blah blah blah) is an Australian band that’s been around for ages and
has released several records, but nothing they did ever really grabbed me—until now. The band kicks up a dust-storm of bluesy raunch-riffs
and singalong hooks that'd sound as great in a stadium as in a small, smokey bar. Many of the songs have a southern-fried grit that
places them more in AOR territory than hard rock, but **Am | Ever Gonna See Your Face Again” and especially the single, *‘Dogs
Are Talking,” carry more than enough brawn and biuster to fit any commercial hard rock playlist.

GODFLESH Streetcleaner (Earache, Mosh 15, P.O. Box 144 Nottingham, NG3 4GE, England)—What scares you? Godflesh knows
and they're quite capable of hitting you square between the eyes with whatever it is! Streetcleaner is mostly instrumental industrial
metal that combines painful grunts and squealing riffs—the sort of rumbling sounds that Germanic warlords would have loved to hack
and dismember innocent peasants to. Obvious references fean in the direction of Einstuerzende Neubauten, but this band adds their
own dimension. O.K., they’re insanely heavy and they’re on the same label that brought us Napalm Death, but Godflesh have a little
something for everyone. And you thought Treponem Pal was scary? Try *'Like Rats,” *‘Dream Long Dead,” *'Head Dirt"" and the title
track. Go ahead. We dare ya! [KS]

BROSCH Heya (EP) (Constrictor, Postfach 300149, 4600 Dortmund 30, West Germany)—Not your typical German trash metal band,
Brosch, named after vocalist Wolfgang Brosch, combine hard-riffing songwriting with doomy goth melodies; add the fact that they sing
in their native language and you've got one seriously frightening EP. In the spirit of early Tom G. Warrior, Brosch tosses in an operatic
singer that wails and moans throughout **Verspielt,” while continuing the interesting bend in **Gloria Mundi,” a fast-paced chugging
song interspersed with more sighs and moans. Heya raps up with a twisted intro dialogue in *'Ich Und Ich Und Solipsie,” that finds
our odd little Brosch asking himself, **Brosch. .. What does it mean?"” Sure wish we knew German! [KS]

HARD-ONS Love Is A Battlefield Of Broken Hearts (Taang!, P.O. Box 51, Auburndale, MA 02166)—Australia’s Hard-Ons are one
frustrating lot. Apart from the fact that their name alone is one very strong reason for not playing their records (when | taped one of
their songs for my sister | called them **The Chubbies”), their albums are inconsistent hodgepodges consisting of three or four good
songs and a half hour of the band (seemingly) writing songs on the spot. When they’re on, though, they write absolutely killer Ramones-ish
power-chord pop anthems, and those songs make the band’s idiosyncracies worth suffering through; in this case, they're “‘Been Had
Before," "*Missing Me,” “‘Throw It In” and especially the bruising *'Killer Your Mum’"!

VARIOUS ARTISTS The Picture Disc (Chameleon, 3355 W. El Segundo Blvd., Hawthorne, CA 90250)—ATTENTION BLACK SAB-
BATH FANS! (In these pages, we might as well say, ATTENTION HUMANS!) This cool pic-disc compilation LP features two items
that well deserve your attention: one is ““Bombers,” the first released track from ex-Sab drummer Bill Ward's first solo effort, Ward
One: Along The Way, which features a certain Mr. Osbourne on lead vocals. And yer just not gonna believe the second: there’s an
English folk-rock cover of Sabbath's *‘Paranoid” by (get this) the Holy Sisters Of The Gaga Dada, and it's great!

BAD NEWS Bad News (Rampage, c/o Rhino, 2225 Colorado Ave., Santa Monica, CA 90404)—Ever watch The Young Ones? Well,
the same crew have teamed up to create the uitimate heavy metal parody band, one-upping This Is Spinal Tap by making an album
consisting almost entirely of studio chatter: arguments, pretentious pseudo-musician speak, and absolutely hilarious ('l still maintain
that we should plug the guitars in and play them’) incidents, including the guitarist leaving the band. There's more dialogue than
music, making this more of a comedy album, and there’s not much to do that Spinal Tap hasn't already done, but there are years'
worth of drop-ins. On the cover, they've got zucchini, bananas, broccoli and dynamite taped to their legs, so that should give you an
idea of exactly where Bad News is coming from. There's a video that we haven’t seen yet (the boss won't let us watch it in his office!),
butwe'll betit's even funnier than the record. It doesn’t really hold up musically, but there’s the hilarious massacre of Queen's “‘Bohe-
mian Rhapsody,” the anthem ""Hey Hey Bad News," and the incredibly timely (and the best cut here) **Cashing In On Christmas.”

VARIOUS ARTISTS Underground Metal 2 (Regency, P.O. Box 279, La Canada, CA 91012)—(’ve never been Christian metal’s big-
gest fan, but there’s no escaping responsibility: most of us gleefully promote bands who sing odes to Satan, so it's completely unfair
to turn off a Christian metal band on the basis of their lyrics, and a few of them (okay, very few) manage to combine their lyrics effective-
ly with the aggression of metal—that's something that the ultra-heavy Ironwrath (who will appeal to Candlemass fans—no kidding!)
and the melodic Image and Xalt achieve on this tape.

BRUCE WILLIS If it Don’t Kill You, It Just Makes You Stronger (Motown, 70 Universal City Plaza, Universal City, CA 91608)—
Just kidding.

We don't usually lead the news column with tour dates, but here's
a bill that we couldn’'t recommend more: VOIVOD, SOUND-
GARDEN and FAITH NO MORE ON TOUR TOGETHER. Jan.
11, Montreal, QUE; 12, Toronto, ONT; 13, Detroit, Mi; 14,
Chicago, IL; 15, Cincinnati, OH; 16, Cleveland, OH; 17, Pitts-
burgh, PA; 18, Washington, DC; 19, New York City; 20,
Philadelphia or Connecticut; 21, Boston, MA.

The Indian
food is great but everything else pretty much sucks. | pierced
my nose and did all sorts of rock n’ roli things, like: Bad Brains
with Broken Bones, Nov. 11 at the London Marquee. Let me
start by saying | had no idea that any of the bands named Broken
Bones (I later found out there’s one in the U.K. and one here)
were still alive, much less playing together. After their less-than-
stellar performance, | kind of wished to keep the previous thought:
gone and quite forgotten. Unfortunate. | move on to ungues-
tionably the best hardcore band ever to walk the face of this
planet—Bad Brains. Vocalist H.R. led the posse through songs
that | haven’t seen them play in years (like ‘‘Pay To Cum' and
their reggae version of *‘Day Tripper”’—smoke that Mr. Jackson),
while very scary six-foot-five dreaded bassist Daryl dedicated
“She’s Calling You' to this gal who accompanied me to the show:
she was flattered, | was terrified! Next, The Grind Crusher Tour,
featuring Napalm Death, Morbid Angel, Bolt Thrower and Car-
cass, Nov. 14 at Rock City in Nottingham, absolutely the most
frightening show I've ever seen! Carcass started off the show
with their menacing form of meat-butcher grind. And while they're
not much of an aggressive band to watch—they didn’t move for
the entire show—their style was quite effective. This motionless
massacre fared extremely well with the interesting slides pro-

jected on the screen behind them. (If you've seen their record
artwork... well, you get the point). On to the surprise of the even-
ing, Bolt Thrower. They weaved through a very abrasive set while
vocalist Karl Willet established himself as a well-versed front-
man. Next, WAKE UP! Morbid Ange! will go down in history as
the most brutal death metal band ever. David Vincent stomps
a serious warpath led by his extremely manly vocals and his mea-
ty bass thugs. Even though **Vinnie” is quite a “‘real man,” drum-
mer Pete Sandoval stole the set with his mega-intricate drumm-
ing. By the encore, both guitarists had opened their self-inflicted
wounds and proceeded to bleed all over the place; these guys
explore new realms of sickness |'ve never seen and I’'m not quite
sure I'd like to see again.

We have a gig this weekend at CBGB's. Playing in New York
is always really weird. Someone you don’t want to see is
bound to show up: ““Hey Lyle, remember me? | was your lab
partner in Biology."' Yikes! As long as it isn't someone the
band owes money to, or the girl | lost my virginity to, every-
thing should be OK. Qur last gig at Maxwells, before we left
for the European tour, was a true DASaster. We titled the gig
The Abyss because we sounded like we were playing under-
water. Or the gig could have been called Alien—'‘In Hoboken
no one can hear you sing.”’ Jim’'s mike blew out on the first
song, unfortunately, it took him four songs to realize this. The
audience tried to help—holding up signs, doing pantomime, also a quick game of Win, Lose Or Draw ,
was set up, but Jim lost, thinking it was ‘‘Broken Bike,"" not ‘'Broken Mike."”

Like many college stations, we're trying to figure out how we're going to accommodate CD-only releases. Although the majors will soon be
deleting the vinyl configuration completely, | imagine it will be quite a while before all the notable independents are able to service CDs. As
a result, all of us will be forced to devise a current rotation system with CDs and vinyl. Jocks will be confused, some releases will get lost in
the shuffle, and some bands may be discriminated against by a stubborn jock, simply because they are on the wrong configuration. Of
course there’s the problem of a thief's preference for CDs. Much has been said about the prevention of CD theft, but no matter what, some
are bound to get taken. Our station is lucky, we report to enough trades, and major labels will promptly send out a replacement copy.
However there are hundreds of stations who are *‘low-priority” and will probably only receive one chance on a given release. I'm not sug-
gesting a reversal of the *‘digital revolution,”” nor should college radio be seen as reactionary, because we're “‘lagging behind.”" Before
record labels begin CD-only service, they will have to anticipate higher promotion costs. They will also have to bear with radio stations who
are still trying to find a way to accommodate CDs. In other words, the change-over is going to be a pain in the ass for everybody. Also
thanks to Dave Gottlieb of Epic for providing an opposing viewpoint to my Dialogue about tribute compilations (#181). Dave and ! disagreed
on several points, but we did it without name-calling or irrelevant remarks. A novel idea in these pages. New stuff: | was pleasantly surprised
by the new SCREAMING BLUE MESSIAHS.
