From his earliest days in Georgia (in bands like 
Oh-OK and Buzz Of Delight), through two albums 
on different labels, Matthew Sweet has always ex-
hibited promise but somehow never quite pulled it 
off; for those who believed in him all along (like 
himself, for one), this album represents the Big 
Payback—Girlfriend is perhaps as close as you 
can get to a definitive pop masterpiece in 1991. 
What can we possibly say about an album that 
condenses and combines the poignant wisdom, 
aching longing and soaringly wistful melodicism of 
Big Star, Badfinger, Chris Stamey, the sweet side 
of the Velvets plus a lifetime of listening to Beatles 
records, and crams them all into fifty wonderful 
minutes? Let's face it—usually even the best 
records really only have one or three or four 
drop-dead sing along melodies, the kind of tunes 
you hum and hum for days even in your sleep, 
but on Girlfriend, virtually every hook is crafted 
so it sticks around—listen to it all, and you'll see 
just what we mean. Helped out by luminous 
friends like Robert Quine and Richard Lloyd (lead 
guitars), drummer/producer Fred Maher and a 
special guest appearance by Lloyd Cole (at his 
best on rhythm "chink" guitar), this record is as 
warm and simple as pop music can get, and 
it's Matthew Sweet's finest hour. Yet. Top Cuts: 
"Divine Intervention," "I've Been Waiting," "Girl-
friend," "Evangeline" and "Does She Talk?."

Life 'N Perspectives Of A Genuine 
Crossover 
(Arista, 6 W. 57th St., New York, NY 
10019) 
Urban Dance Squad's 1990 debut was a giant 
step forward in the synthesis of rap and metal. 
Their follow-up, Life 'N Perspectives Of A 
Genuine Crossover, could've easily rested on 
the laurels of the first, but instead aggressively 
seeks to blaze even newer territory. The five 
members of the Dutch-based Squad arm them-
selves with many weapons of mass boundary 
destruction, keeping things fast, loud and furious 
behind Rude Boy's hardcore rap style. A musical 
alchemist's dream, UDS also adds lots of soul, 
jazz, reggae, funk and punk styles and attitudes 
together to brew a turbulent, rebellious and ex-
plosive collection. The opening "Comeback" ex-
plodes with fierce energy, while the following 
"The Gates Of The Big Fruit" shows Rude Boy 
making his first attempt at straight soul-influenced 
singing. DJ DNA gets his shot on the four title 
segments, while the Gregorian chants and 
the sitar joining the funky rap of the closing 
"Bureaucrat Of Flaccostreet" gives the album its 
most interesting and adventurous track. In between 
are sometimes humorous and sometimes cynical 
anecdotes for a truly world stage, songs that 
scream and shout, are challenging, unwavering 
and original, and still come across as highly 
listenable and enjoyable. Also Crossover to: 
"Grand Black Citizen," "Son Of Tha Culture 
Clash" and "Harvey Quinnt." 

SWERVEDRIVER

It's easy to dismiss some of Swervedriver's lead 
guitar parts as Dinosaur Jr. Jr., but these Oxford-
ions create fresh sounds by largely ignoring folksy 
underpinnings, preferring an icy, metallic atmos-
phere that is almost unparalleled (save selected 
My Bloody Valentine cuts) and completely sexual. 
Sexual, too, is Adam Franklin's voice; it's one of 
those rare holy groans that would illuminate even 
the plainest of rock cliches, so when he delivers 
a dazzler about an ex-cop who "blasts flies with 
his gun/because swatting's no fun," he makes us 
realize that these guys are going to be here for 
quite a long ride. Supposedly, it was a long ride 
with an early Swervedriver demo tape way back 
in 1989 that started all of this. The traveler was 
Creation Records' head Alan McGee, and during 
his ¡ourney on America's highways he became 
convinced that these boys provided perfect driving 
music, so he signed them. McGee surely knew that 
Swervedriver's obvious car fixation has everything 
to do with why they sound so good on the road. 
Franklin evokes chromey Fords and worn leather 
seats and the drama of bleak late night voyages, 
though he has insisted in interviews that their 
music is all about making love while on drugs. 
Either way, it's driving music, especially on "Rave 
Down," "Sci-Flyer," "Pile Up," "Sandblasted" 
and "Son of Mustang Ford." 

DRUNKEN BOAT 
Drunken Boat 
(First Warning, 594 Broadway, Suite 
1202, New York, NY 10012/212-925-
7220) 
Drunken Boat's songs reverberate with a dynamic 
tension that's both alluring and unnerving. The 
provocative fiber that ripples through the band's 
debut album builds upon key moments in New 
York rock history—the rhythmic foreplay of the 
Velvet Underground, the tension/release and 
fevered poetry of Patti Smith and the angry noise 
of Live Skull or Sonic Youth. While these elements 
play a role in the Boat's sound, it's their spastic 
reinvention of the wheel that sustains their re-
freshing naivete. Songs like the brash, almost 
Anglo-flavored "New Pop" and the cover of 
Husker Du's "What's Going On" may be a good 
place to get an initial grip on this eclectic album, 
although you may prefer to dig right in to the 
meatier, "artier" cuts. The tense outburst of the 
opening track, "Tragic," sets the stage for the 
violent, strange and beautiful things to come. 
"Home" is built around a suggestive, melancholic 
drone, while "Uniform Gold" radiates an acoustic 
simplicity. The tense Velvetsy ramblings of "Acci-
dents" and "Spin Around" throb gently, with 
Todd Colby's almost spoken-word vocals up 
above and a lulling melody down below. For a 
more experimental mood, try the psychotic tape 
loop of "Lisa's Dream," the instrumental 
"Jubilee" or the angst-ridden beats and moans of 
"Stacko."

WALKABOUTS Scavenger (Sub Pop, 
P.O. Box 20645, Seattle, WA 
981021206-441-8441)—While the 
Walkabouts' lilting, ruminating folk cum 
rock has always set them apart from 
the vast majority of the Sub Pop roster, 
Scavenger, album number three, is an 
even bolder, more brazen step into here-
tofore uncharted waters. For instance, well-
heeled producer Gary Smith (Throwing 
Muses, Pixies, Chills) has added luster and 
depth to the mix, there's an orchestral 
string section on the album's stellar closing 
opus, "Train To Mercy," and PoMo bon 
vivants Natalie Merchant and Brian Eno 
lend their services. Still, Scavenger is 
decidedly a Walkabouts record, falling 
somewhere between the Carter Family, 
Jefferson Airplane and, most obviously, 
Fairport Convention, a particularly cogent 
comparison with respect to Carla larger-
son's husky folk delivery, seemingly stepped 
in rural Appalachia and the high seas. And 
like Fairport, the uptempo Walkabouts is 
perfectly well and good, but it's the down/ 
midtempo Walkabouts where the demons 
are exercised and the beauty pours down 
like silver: "Where The Deep Water Goes" 
is a haunting voyage on murky waters; the 
lone cover, Randy Newman's "Let's Burn 
Down The Cornfields," menacingly lurches 
to and fro; "The Night Watch" skulks 
around dark corners; and, ir grand, nine-
minute-and-twenty-seven-seconds fashion, 

"Train To Mercy" closes the book with Eno 
and string section in tow, a brilliant, sweep-
ing, panoramic epic that ebbs and flows in 
majestic proportions. 

ROBBIE ROBERTSON Storyville 
(Geffen, 9130 Sunset Blvd., Los 
Angeles, CA 90069-6197)—For 
Robbie Robertson, Storyville is a key section 
of New Orleans, a moonburnt space where 
life was fast—a place he now wished had 
talking walls. Instead he speaks for the 
walls through songs. He's surely a man 
who has stories to tell when you consider 
his four-decade career wherein he once 
played a club owned by Jack Ruby. 
Storyville is also a key record for 
Robertson. It is not so much a departure 
from his last album, but a deeper investiga-
tion into atmosphere. Here are songs of 
desperation turning slowly towards hope, 
that comprise what is surely the moodiest 
and most detailed work of his career. 
Highly-polished, graceful production circles 
Robertson's sharp and magical lyrics and 
his gravely, restrained vocals, and adds 
sensuality galore to up-and-down tempo 
songs alike. Neil Young, a few Nevilles and 
Bandmates Garth Hudson and Rick Danko 
contribute. Best: "Soap Box Preacher," 
"Day Of Reckoning (Burning For You)," 
"What About Now" and "Breakin The

PRINCE AND THE N.P.G. Diamonds 
And Pearls (Paisley Park, clo Warner 
Bros., 3300 Warner Blvd., Bur-
bank, CA 91505)—Between Lovesexy, 
Batman and Graffiti Bridge, the mad 
genius of Minneapolis hasn't exactly been 
on a creative winning streak these past few 
years. Diamonds And Pearls is a brash 
and confident declaration of his next era: 
with a new band and a slicker, remodelled 
sound that still manages to cover a wide 
panorama of styles, the album is unmis-
takably Prince, but seldom sounds much 
like anything he's done before, and it's the 
"blackest" record he's done since Con-
troversy, containing everything from 
early-'70s soul-grooves to jazz to a serious 
dose of rap and house. Part of that is prob-
ably due to his new band, the New Power' 
Generation, which shares writing and pro-
duction credits and is sometimes too prom-
inently featured in the songs. Member-for-
member, it's the most talented backing 

-band he's ever worked with, but the band's 
secret weapon is vocalist/keyboardist Rosie 
Gaines, whose soaring, gospel-ish voice 
adds a degree of genuine soul that Prince 
albums have seldom featured before. That 
said, it's also the finest Prince album since 
Sign O' The Times: his wildly esoteric 
songwriting is as strong as ever, and his as-
tounding arrangements veer between jazzy 
adventurism, orchestral lushness and spare, 
solid grooves, preventing any two songs 
from sounding alike. All 65 minutes are 
strong, but we'll single out "Gett Off," the 
percolating "Daddy Pop" and the irresisti-
ble second single, "Cream." 

VARIOUS ARTISTS Glass Arcade 
(Sarah, P.O. Box 691, Bristol, BS99 
1FG England)—Though each and every 
one of these (mostly) British delicacies has 
previously adorned the import singles bins, 
Anglopop fixes are both cheaper and 
sweeter by the dozen. What's most notice-
able is how gracefully and homogenously 
the tracks dreamily wisp into one another, 
how unflappably the trademark-Sarah 
pleasantries swanningly proceed—if it 
weren't for the vocals, we'd be deceived 
into thinking one vaguely moody five-piece 
had recorded all these tracks in one bright, 
airy little studio. The 10 bands featured are 
all either perched on clouds or submerged 
beyond despair, and with the biorhythmic 
highs are Heavenly's chipper "I Fell In 
Love Last Night," the Springfields' lone 
American contribution, "Wonder," more 
subdued than alter ego Velvet Crush, and 
the hazily joyful and optimistic "Salvation" 
of St. Christopher. The most resonant, 
heartbreaking cuts are the overcast, baleful 
paens to love lost or unattainable: the Sea 
Urchins' teary-eyed "A Morning Odyssey"; 

"Farewell, Dear Bonnie," the Orchids' 
quivery lovelorn plea; the oceanic arrange-
ments of The Sweetest Ache's wide-eyed 
and whispery "If I Could Shine"; the 
wandering regret of the Field Mice's "So 
Said Kay" and the grey, misty ephemera 
of their instrumental "Holland Street." 

MANDALA OCTET La Spada Di San 
Galgano (Accurate, 117 Columbia 
St., Cambridge, MA 021391617-
354-4309—On this release, bassist, com-
poser and arranger John Leaman, with his 
two-horn, three-reeds and a rhythm section, 
the Mandala Octet, were inspired by the 
story of 12th century nobleman-peacenik 
Galgano Guidotti. La Spada di San 
Galgano covers the spectrum from sweet 
harmonic textures to fierce discord and 
agitated rhythms. The structural shift from 
maddenningly catchy melodies to more off-

No theme-solos-
theme here, Leaman realizes the importance 
of tradition, but takes this ensemble onto 
another level altogether, making La Spada 
di San Galgano stand out from the arm-
ful of new ¡azz releases.

RUDOLPH GREY Mask Of Light 
(New Alliance, P.O. Box 1389, 
Lawndale, CA 902601213-
430-6838)—When you live in New York 
City, you hear a lot of weird things, and 
one of those things is composer/guitarist 
Rudolph Grey. First emerging on the New 
York scene with his group Red Transistor in 

the late '70s, he's been a quiet but strongly 
subversive force in the music world ever 
since, appearing most recently on the New 
York Eye And Ear Control compilation 
Sh Matador. Along with John Coltrane 
alumnus Rasheid Ali on drums, Jim Sauter 
of Borbetomagus (the infamous squawking, 
honking two-sax avant-garde duo) helps 
out by spewing red-faced jags of torn 
sound over Rudolph's rude, crazed riffs, 
giving Mask Of Light a biting edge (and 
in fact, nearly obliterating Grey's guitar 
playing in some places). With its three 
lengthy and highly challenging composi-
tions, the closest thing we can compare 
Mask to is the duet between jazz sax-
ophonist Peter Brotzmann and his guitarist-
son Caspar on their Last Home CD, the 
kind of brutal avant-jazz duel where sax 
and guitar grab each other's throats and 
squeeze, wringing the life out as each 
tries to overpower the other's fury and 
tenaciousness. 

FRANK ALLISON & THE ODD SOX 
Hokey Smoke! (Collision Time, do 
Relapse, P.O. Box 611, Plymouth, 
MI 481701313-451-5604)—Hokey 
Smoke! is like a novel discussing the ¡oys 
and pains of the working class life—it just 
happens to be in the form of a compact 
disc. Each song is a chapter written in a dif-
ferent style, representing one facet of the 
central theme. Musically, Allison's Mid-
western twang is a constant, its weathered 
tones giving the songs a sincerity and 
warmth. The guitars, which alternate be-
tween jangly and Jim Beam-raunchy, also 
form a steady backdrop for Allison's tales. 
His songs relate stories of birth, growing 
up, the heartaches of love and a lack 
thereof, the monotony of working and 

other universal truths. Each song relays a 
specific story, but seen as a whole (and 
with the aid of the accompanying illus-
trated, sing-a-long booklet) the songs take 
on a larger, more significant meaning. The 
craft of Frank Allison's songwriting and the 
Odd Sox' playing really comes across on 
"Cowgirl's Rash Round-Up," the Neil 
Young-ish "Remus Road," the beautiful, 
acoustic "Girl Down The Street," "Bachelor 
Remains" and "Jay," which is also out on 
a Collision Time 7" that includes two new 
songs. 

GOD'S LITTLE MONKEYS Lip (Cook-
ing Vinyl, do Alias, 374 Brannan 
St., San Francisco, CA 94107/415-
546-1433)—On their second U.S. release 
England's God's Little Monkeys expand on 
the sounds found on their folk/punk debut 
from late-'89. Like a British indie brand of 
X or Glass Eye, GLM alternate male and 
female vocals between Jon Townend and 
Jo Swiss and infuse their political stance 
into their roots-oriented music (and they do 
it without sounding just like those bands). 
They weave their vocal harmonies around 
energetic rhythms that, while not at all 
Manchester-like, make you want to bob 
around ¡ust the same. Their cover of the 
Temptations' "Ball Of Confusion" contours 
their off-center view of things: they play 
fiery pop tunes that are too restless to be 
just pop tunes, always longing for more 
than settling in where it's comfortable. Lip 
gives a lot of lip to social and pop injustice, 
and it is not just meager lip-service. Pucker 
up to: "You Win Some But Lose More," 
"Hollywood Or The Humber," "Reynard," 
"True Colour" and "Defense Of The Wicked."

CURVE Frozen (EP) (Charisma, 1790 
Broadway, 20th Fl., New York, NY 
10019) —Curve's domestic debut takes its 
lead from the mesmerizing grooves of the 
band's first, import-only EP, Blindfold. 
"Coast Is Clear" shows Toni Halliday's 
mysterious, ethereal vocals becoming even 
more ensnaring, echoing the coos of My 
Bloody Valentine's Bilinda Butcher, but atop 
a bouncier beat. Dean Garcia's stormy 
guitars create a misty haze above an en-
rapturing bath of churning dance beats. 
"The Colour Hurts" is a slow, hypnotic 
lullabye, while the title cut shimmers with 
a rain of Cocteau-scented ¡angle. 

SONIC YOUTH/GUMBALLILAUGHING 
HYENAS/THESE IMMORTAL SOULS 
(7" EP) (Sub Pop, P.O Box 20645, 
Seattle, WA 98102/206-441-8441)— 
In this exclusive Singles Club double-pack, 
Alice Cooper, one of the spottiest and most 
prolific Detroit-esque icons (somewhere be-
tween Kiss and the Nuge in terms of quality, 
schlockiness and lasting popularity) proves 
to be one of the most compositionally flexi-
ble candidates for the hoary old concept of 
a covers comp. Either the bands take the 
cheese and run with it, as in Sonic Youth's 

hysterically soft-porn-horror-tease thump 
through "Is It My Body," or in Gumball's 
case, they actually present themselves as 
a viable heir to the legacy, sneering and 
sleazing through "Under My Wheels." 
These Immortal Souls play up the absurdly 
melodramatic "Luney Tune," and Laughing 
Hyenas undergo an astonishing sonic trans-
formation, John Brannon improbably har-
monizing with his own screams, and in-
cluding a real guitar solo on the jaw-dropping 
"Public Animal #9." We can only protest 
the lack of any versions of "I Never Cry" 
or "Clones." 

AMERICAN MUSIC CLUB "Rise" 
(5") (Alias, 374 Brannan St., San 
Francisco, CA 94107)—In the wake of 
a truly tremendous LP effort, Alias presents 
a CD-single spotlighting one of the more 
powerful tracks from American Music Club's 
Everclear. "Rise" captures AMC at their 
most anthemic and far-reaching; though the 
musical backdrop may sound huge and 
sprawling, Mark Eitzel's lyrics are as 
pointed and personal as they can get. The 
bonus tracks shed further light on the AMC 
experience, giving us three more reasons to 
live in these extra tracks not available on 
Everclear. Standouts: the laconic "Chanel 
#5" and "Crabwalk," presented here in a 
sparse acoustic setting. 

JONESTO WN You Can't Swim With 
Handcuffs On. . . (7" EP) (C1Z, 
1407 E. Madison, #41, Seattle, 
WA 981221206-441-0875)—Live, this 
5-member band continuously hovers on the 
edge of utter confusion, addled with tempo 
changes, extra instruments and complex 
frills, yet always manages to stay within the 
confines of each song, like a mug of beer 
that never really overflows, but only threatens 
a mess. Lead singer Dan Gannon tends 
to sound like a synthesis of Jon Langford 
(Mekons) and Mark E. Smith (The Fall) on 
the A-side, "Recall," which moves around 

one cute riff, Gannon's whistle adding to 
the excitement, and the band providing 
enough energy and fuzz to keep this catchy 
tune far from the "pop" genre. Their first 
LP, All Day Sucker, will be out in one 
month on their own Project A Bomb Records. 

PELL MELL "Bring On The China" (7") 
(SST, P.O. Box 1, Lawndale, CA 
90260/213-430-7286)—The music of the 
current Pell Mell extends the breadth and den-
sity of the terse rhythmic jams of their first two 
instrumental LPs. There's parts of "Bring On 
The China" that recall the jagged Velvet-isms 
of the Flying Nun school of wistful pop (minus, 
of course, the vocals), while at times Greg 
Freeman's throbbing basslines are reminis-
cent of Sugartime or a more rhythmically-
centered Love Tractor. There's some nice 
modernist 4AD-ish artwork as well, making 
the single well worth having even though 
both tracks are culled from the forthcoming 
and much-awaited Pell Mell album Flow. 

VARIOUS ARTISTS Tom's Album 
(A&M, 1416 LaBrea Ave., Holly-
wood, CA 90028)—Little did Suzanne 
Vega know that her a capella cup-of-
coffee-and-newspaper narrative would 
become the dut-dut-dut-dut heard 'round 
the world; on this release she's collected 
several unsolicited versions from locales 
such as Italy, Germany, Jamaica and 
Sweden, as well as the original from 
Solitude Standing and the DNA-
remixed hit. In her liner notes Vega recom-
mends skipping around from track to track 
instead of listening all the way through, 
and the best Tom's to go are the reggae 
interpretation by Michigan And Smiley, her 
atmospheric, Kurt Weill-ish instrumental ar-
rangement ("Tom's Diner Reprise") and 
"Tom's ?" by Billy Bragg, Peter Holsapple 
and Michael Stipe under the name Bingo 
Hand Job, who try winging the song live 
(with chuckleworthy results) during a secret 
gig in London.

708-869-8514)—After catching our eye 
with tasteful renditions of James Thurber 
hounds on their J-card, the subtle pleasures 
of Wag's slow-jangled, intricately tensile 
pop entered our ears with originality and 
freshness anew. Understated and un-

prepossessing without actually bringing a 
bummer upon the scene Wag float up 
carefree memories of those Great Midwest 
compilations, like Big Hits Of Mid-
America and when the region teemed 
with smart, sensitive and guilelessly simple 
shoulda-been-hits that have all sunk without 
a trace. Wag have obviously learned all 
the finer points of pop-crafting success, with 
carefree, soulful melodies, and a couple of 
guitars frisking ahead ¡ust barely keeping 
their leads from tangling. Hopefully they've 
also sussed enough about the filthy dirty 
reality aspects to avoid their elders' disap-
pearing acts. All members take turns sing-
ing and writing, and the two guitarists 
switch around on leads, which means we 
are treated to mild and equal variations of 
softly-rung charm. After a truly hectic pre-
convention day, our nervous systems were 
refreshed by the gamboling punk sprint of 
"Life In Two Minutes," the oddly Mono-
chrome Set-like dapperness of "Think Of 
You," "Sing To The Sun" and the butter-
cup smoothness of "GC" and "Get A 
Life," all taking a couple of listens to fully 
appreciate, and all undeniable mini-classics 
of the genre. 

F.Y.I. 
Look out, the world is about to experience 
Sheer Terror, if only by writing to Kraze 
Records (29 Willet Ave., Port Chester, NY 

10573/914-934-1313) and listening to what 
comes back. This band has sprung from the 
ashes of the NYC hardcore scene—you can 
tell because their bio includes a lengthy 

definition of what "punk" means, what it 
was like in the glory days, as well as a 
lengthy tirade about the "scene" and all 
the racist skinhead idiots who give said 
"scene" a bad name. But these guys aren't 
¡ust your typical sad punks; they're one of 
the few proud bands who have managed 
successfully to grow up and out with their 
music. The years of evolution have placed 
their sound somewhere in the vicinity of 
some of the harder postpunkers (Murphy's 
Law, Brutal Truth) with tinges of—dare we 
say it—a metallic edge to the production 
and vocals. Check this tape to see one 
possible direction that a mohawk can 
grow out into... From Vancouver, The 
Sweaters bristle with energy and intensity 
in their debut demo offering (103-990 Bute 
St., Vancouver, BC, VGE-147) fuelled by a 
slightly manic guitar attack, and a skewed 
sense of lyrical reality in the vein of TMB 
Giants or the Young Fresh Fellows. Per-
vading everything is a sardonic and sin-
gular sense of humor that sets them apart 
immediately from other guitar-ilk bands, 
sort of like what Buffalo Tom or Soul 
Asylum might be if they sat around and 
watched TV more often. Be forewarned, 
however, that these are only 4-track warm-
ups prior to booking time in a real studio 
with legendary Egg records producer (!?) 
Conrad Uno, he of Fastbacks and Young 
Fresh Fellows producing fame. Stay tuned.

A remote figure in rock/pop-marketing 

terminology, Wyatt's consummate brilliance 
is perhaps the ideal example of music 
falling into place in its own time, without 
careerist pressures, and of music that 
manages to jettison self-consciousness in its 
experimental foraging. Essential listening, 
needless to say. 

ROBERT WYATT Dondestan (Stone 
Immaculate, Studio 2, 8 Nursery 
Road, London NW9 8BPI071-274-
8921)—"Dondestan" is Spanish for 
"where are they?," which ironically fits a 
man prone to (at least) five-year silences 
between recordings. Such an underexposed 
but illustrious history as Robert Wyatt's 
demands reprising. A founding member of 
psych/pop-art luminaries Soft Machine, 
through to their jazz-fusion noodling, the 
drummer and occasional singer ¡umped ship 
to front the more emotive Matching Mole 
before an accident broke his back, leaving 
him wheelbound. The trauma only inten-
sified his already aching, avant-rock dream-
soaping, making 1973's Rock Bottom 
one of the all-time addictions, an English-
blues counterpart to Van Morrison's 
Astral Weeks. 1975's Ruth Is 
Stranger Than Richard signposted 
Wyatt's jazz obsessions before 1980-81's 
exceptional series of cover version singles 
built semiotic bridges between "Strange 
Fruit," Chic's "At Last I Am Free" and the 
trad Communist anthem "The Red Flag," 
among others, collated for 1982's 
Nothing Can Stop Us, the most succinct 
and humane of politicized records. 1986's 
Old Rotten Hat was a self-penned purge 
of similar veins, and now Dondestan, 
Wyatt's most realized exposistion since 
Rock Bottom. 
Inspired by a prolonged early-'80s so-

journ in Spain, long-time portlier Alfredo 
Bange supplies evocative lyrical accounts of 
the disorientation experienced in an out-of-
season holidcr, resort, to which Wyatt's 
four taut, haiku style tracts, whose anti-
colonialist fervor laments the e,:rth's 
"dispossessedness" (the title frolic name-
checks Palestine and Kurdistan), providing 
a political coda. To match these visions of 
rootlessness (a strange free world indeed), 
Wyatt continues to drift over jazz, folk, 
pop and ambient boundaries, building up 
sparse, swelling, somnambulating keyboard 
weaves, doodles and drones, part-scored 
by fleeting, windswept percussion and em-
bossed with that unique voice—an extraor-
dinary, drifting husk of an instrument, the 
quintessence of melancholy perhaps, but a 
plaintive burr capable of transmitting per-
plexion, anger and humor. Breathtaking in 
its simplicity, ingenuity and acute beauty, 
striking the same harmolodic, paradoxically 
mesmeric and restless chord as a Miles 
Davis or Coltrane exploration (no idle com-
parison), Dondestan reappraises Rock 
Bottom's floating, aquamarine introspec-
tion ("Catholic Architecture," "The Sight 
Of The Wind," "CP Jeebies") and Old 
Rotten Hat's starker, more defined 
"pop"/song moodistry ("Worship," "Lisp 
Service," "Left On Man"), while "Shrink-
wrap"s muttered, rap-driven boogie-
woogie flight and "Dondestan'"s quasi-

TECHNO ANIMAL Ghosts (Path-
ological, 11 Brondesbury Park 
Mansions, Salusbry Road, Queens 
Park, London NW6/071-372-1769)— 
Magnified images of fleas and flies, 
distorted hall-of-mirrors and Mansonesque 
portraits and a story of Joey's attempt at 
self-trepanation (boring a head in the skull 
to attain third-eye enlightenment) decorate 
the sleeve, which says all you need to know 
about Techno Animal's concerns, given that 
no vocals illuminate this venture—well, 
maybe a primal scream or seven. Techno 
Animal is Justin Broderick from Godflesh 
and Kevin Martin from God, UK grindcore 
maestros, lovers of disorientation, brutality, 
the ghost in the machine, the beast inside. 
Plumbing fathoms, scaling heights, Ghosts 
is man-machine, techno-animal heaven/hell, 
a post-Einsturzende/Young Gods transposi-
tion on samplers and programming, a cor-
nucopia of seizmic dervishes, or rhythms 
feeding off themselves in the style of serial 
composition. Ghosts' quaking, impacted 
brushstrokes tower across a cinematic spec-
trum: "White Dog" is a frazzling techno-
funk that dissolves into a Terminator sym-
phony; "Freak Fucker" loops a Nuremburg 
(or thereabouts) rally to fearsome, numbing 
ends; "The Dream Forger" layers aching 
saxes until drifts of smoke begin to resemble 
a choking post-nuclear wilderness; "God vs 
Flesh" is the 21-minute soundtrack to a 
dying civilization, in the year of the Dia-
mond Dogs; while "Walk, Then Crawl," 
"Tough Cop—Soft Cop" and "Spineless" 
are the least possible word in alienated 
tech-torment (Al Jourgensen and Trent 
Reznor, take note). The sound of nine-foot 
nails. 

VARIOUS ARTISTS Martin (Factory, 
c/o Capersvile, 83 Clerkenwell 
Road, London EC1/071-430-9060)— 
In Martin Hannett, the punk era found the 
one man to steer production away from its 
'60s pop and '70s rock moorings and 
toward the future. By the time he lost a 
fight against illness earlier this year, at 41, 
Hunnett's revolutionary spirit, primarily ex-
ploring dub-style ideas of echo, space, 
drums and digital delays, had radicalized 
even mainstream techniques. After Buzz-
cocks' , -d Jitled John's fractious punk 
en, ;.j. is neat:y preserved, punk-laureate 
John Cooper Clarke was the first to 
undergo Hannett's luminous, ghost-town 
acoustics and drug-fed hands-on ex-
periments. But Joy Division benefitted the 
most; New Order readily admit they fought 
against his industrial-radiation sound-glow 
because it didn't duplicate what they heard 
in their heads. But what a radiant sound, as 
"She's Lost Control" testifies. On through 
OMD, A Certain Ratio (a more mono-
chrome dance anthem than "Do The Du" 
you won't find), U2's debut single "11 
O'Clock Tick Took" (the sole non-Man-
cunians here), New Order's "Everything's 
Gone Green" and, years after Hannett had 
put business wrangles and personal ex-
cesses behind him, the Happy Mondays 
and World Of Twist, who got a warmer, 
less distinctively Hannett sound. Basically,

technology caught up and disappeared 
over the hill. To hear this extra-sensory im-
agination, one almost wishes that 
technology had stood still instead of racing 
into the kitchen-sink hands of Trevor Horn 
& Co. The sharpest reminder yet of Man-
chester's glittering prizes. 

PLUS, ALSO, TOO 
Great albums, too many adjectives, but lit-
tle in the way of news, having just returned 
from California foraging. Overwhelmed by 
endless desert vistas—circling the Joshua 
Tree Monument, the Mohave Desert and 
Death Valley—before paralleling the Sierra 
Nevadas on the way to Yosemite, it occurred 
to me how much groups (especially in the 
UK) approximate that blissed-out, tran-
scending feeling because their inner-urban, 
nocturnal lives rarely experience it in the 
flesh. Ride calls their album Nowhere, 
but Death Valley's enveloping, beautiful 
emptiness is a real, inspirational nowhere. 
OK, that's born-again glib, but they do 
say, when you're going to San Francisco, 
wear a flower in your hair. As for coming 
home, I'm in no mood to consider the onset 
of greying temperature/plummeting autumn, 
but you can have an In My Room: ROBERT 
WYATT's Dondestan, naturally; DEAD 
CAN DANCE's forthcoming compilation A 
Passage Of Time; THIN WHITE 
ROPE's The Ruby Sea; CRANES' 
Wings Of Joy; and DAVID BO WIE's 
reissued LowlHeroes1Lodger tryptych. 

SINGLES 
45-of-the-column: the BOO-RADLEYS' 
Boo Up EP sounds like the best streamlined 
mating yet of My Bloody Valentine and 
Dinosaur Jr. sonic-pop stylings. "Dreams 
Burn Down" aside, Ride has yet to capture 
guitars bleeding so beautifully or climbing 
in support of those childhood-ending, 
Byrdsian-yearning melodies. "Song For 
Up" is a close but irresistable cousin of 
"Freak Scene," with an ignited, Goo-ish 
guitar climax (Rough Trade, c/o Stone Im-
maculate, address above)... While the 
Trif-fids remain on sabbatical, core member 
DAVID McCOMB has hung out in Lon-
don, in the company of ex-Morrissey 
songpartner/producer-at-large Stephen 
Street. Given the lanky one's usual stan-
dards, "The Message"s slender Motown-
pop lilt, programmed percussive punch and 
rainswept arrangement lacks emotional 
resonance. OK, without a band, a humon-
gous advance and a change of musical 
scenery for 10 years, you can expect 
McComb to branch out, but going by the 
still gorgeous "Song Of No Return" and "I 
Heard Things Turn Out This Way," the 
machine method fails to magnify McComb's 
integral romantic schisms (Foundation, 
79B Moore Park Road, London SW6 
2HH/071-371-5946)... Strange how 
SPIRITUALIZED's new double A-side 
"Run"—another clearly Velvets-derived, 
Suicide-vibed pop drone, off the back of, 
yes, the VU's classic "Run Run Run"—and 
"I Want You"—melodic, mushrooming fuzz 
chords, feathery strings, clocking keyboard 
chimes—is outshone by its B-sides. "Lumin-
escence (Stay With Me)" and "Effervescent 
(Chimes)" are two typically extended,

Same as it ever was: Week number three for Nirvana at 
#1 shows the boys from Seattle becoming further entrenched 
and even more comfortable with their blessed chart positions: 
#1 Audience Response, #1 in all four regionals and Top Cut, 
and there's lots of leg room to keep them stretched out. 
Keeping pace are closet tennis players Red Hot Chili Peppers 
(3-2, #2 Audience Response, #2 in all four regionals and #2 
Top Cut) and closet soccer star Billy Bragg (4-3, #4 Au-
dience Response, #3 in all regions but the West where he's 
hurt by a #7 showing and #3 Top Cut). 

Ready, aim, fire: Leading the new entries to the Top 10 is 
the eagerly awaited fourth album from Public Enemy (#5 
debut, #1 Radio Breakthrough, #4 Adventure Pick, #3 Au-
dience Response and "Can't Truss It" #4 Top Cut), which 
could possibly be the first-ever rap album to top the CMJ 
Radio Top 150 chart. With the PE album out, the Pixies 
single becomes the highest charting 5", cruising into the Top 
10 (23-8). Look for their album to debut in the Top 10 next 
week. Also new to the Top 10 are the Smithereens (12-9), 
hoping to be "Top Of The [College] Pops." Look for Dischord's 
Fugazi (27-14), A&M's Soundgarden (#17 debut, #2 
Radio Breakthrough, #2 Adventure Pick) and SBK's Blur 
(41-18) to beat on the Top 10 door next week. 

It's a virtual melting pot: The scope and wide range of 
sounds finding success on the chart shows that programmers 
are opening up to a variety of styles, and that these styles 
can room together in harmony. The guitar driven Swerve-
driver (#21 debut, #1 Adventure Pick), the psycho hip-hop 
of Nettwerk-I.R.S.' MC 900Ft Jesus (#31 debut), the di-
verse indie-rock stylings of Homestead's Sebadoh (50-37) 
and King Kong (#85 debut) and Reckless' Bevis Frond 
(129-87), Pointblank-Charisma's blues legend John Lee 
Hooker (62-44), hip-hop's P.M. Dawn (74-59), A Tribe 
Called Quest (#69 debut) and Urban Dance Squad 
(trailer single debut at #96), techno's Die Warzau (#71 
debut) and Shamen (trailer single debut at #78) and the 
loudness of Dischord's Nation Of Ulysses (#88 debut) 
and Epic's Prong (#103 debut) all put the pieces of college 
radio's mus;cal jigsaw together.

a heavy-funk groove that forces you to 
move, frenetic breaks, scratching and samples 
to keep the energy level on 10, samples of 
the Jungle Brothers and the S.O.S. Band's 
"Take Your Time (Do It Right)" which give 
it instant appeal, and simple yet forceful 
rhyming from Kid Panic. Other singles that 
have "hit" potential include: the sunny 
dancehall rhythms of PAPA SAN's 
"Strange" (Pow Wow, 225 W. 57th St., 
New York, NY 10019 (212) 245-3010) 
and from the Time's Jimmy Jam and Terry 
Lewis' new Perspective label is LO-KEY?'s 
"Attention: The Shawanda Story" (Perspec-
tive, c/o A&M, 1416 N. La Brea Ave., 
Hollywood, CA 90028). Keep your eyes 
and ears peeled for The Digital Dope: 
Beat Box CD Vol. 2 coming at this 
year's CMJ Music Marathon. There will be 
a limited amount given away in the regis-
tration bags, so be there to get yours! 
OOPSI: In last week's Def Jef review, 
the cut "Cali's All That" was said to con-
tain samples of "Rappers Delight"—not 
so.

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Tw SHEILA CHANDRA Silk (Shanachie, 
37 East Clinton Street, Newton, NJ 
07860/20 1 -579-7763)—She has been 
a progressive rocker, a dance hall Indo-
disco queen, a wild experimentalist on par 
with Laurie Anderson or Meredith Monk. 
Through her career with Monsoon and then 
into the '80's with co-conspirator/musician 
Steve Coe, Sheila Chandra has been a 
musical and social revolutionary, not only 
bringing the music of India to a modern 
audience, but breaking ground for Indian 
women with her public appearances. With 
this collection of pieces from her numerous 
solo albums from 1983 to 1990, America 
gets its first real opportunity to share in her 
vision, and hear her stunning voice. From 
her first solo outing to her latest, a richly 
dark vocal experiment, Chandra has 
created a completely original sound that 
has imitators but few equals. She combines 
a pristine, unaffected vocal style with ele-
ments drawn from London's club scene, 
the streets of New Delhi and the depths of 
modern technology. Some of the cuts seem 
rather mundane eight years later, especially 
the four tracks from her first album, Out 
On My Own, but that's probably more a 
result of the world having finally caught up 
with her. In their time, these cuts pushed 
the outside limit. Her real strength is in her 
use of unusual voice techniques and strange 
settings. "Quiet 2" was an early use of a 
percussive, wordless vocal. Two from her 
1990 album Roots And Wings are her 
most enduring. "Lament Of McCrimmon/ 
The Banshee" takes all of her diverse ele-
ments, and fuses them to a Scottish melody 
and theme. "Mecca" is a endless cyclical 
chant against a droning string part, a sub-
liminal message both sensory and spiritual. 
Special mention also has to go to Steve 
Coe, who produced these recordings, and 
wrote many of the songs, and to Coe and 
Martin Smith, who performed much of 
the instrumental parts. The collaboration 
between them and Chandra makes for 
beautiful, sometimes powerful music. 
Shanachie has plans to release some of 
her other records, including the brilliant 
Roots and Wings. Tomorrow wouldn't 
be soon enough!

AZAGAS AND ARCHIBOGS The Six-
ties Sounds of Lagos Highlife/THE 
KAMPALA SOUND 1960s Ugandan 
Dance Music (Original Music, 418 
Lasher Road, Tivoli, NY 125831 
914-756-2767) —Two new CDs from 
Original Music come your way this month. 
The Kampala Sound is a reissue of an 
earlier LP, while Lagos Highlife presents a 
new collection of early sixties big bands 
from Nigeria. What both have in common 
is an interesting view of the African social 
and political scene in the sixties, and how it 
affected the music. In Uganda, it was dom-
inated by two fronts, the music of Kenya 
and, as in most of central Africa, Congo/ 
Zaire. But unlike other neighboring nations, 
the local influences barely had time to de-
velop. There were no recording studios in 
Uganda; most singers travelled to Nairobi 
and worked with Kenyan bands, singing in 
their own unique style, but to the groove of 
the local band. What wasn't influenced by 

the Kenyan sound was certainly colored by 
the almighty rhumba of the Congo. What 
the economics of recording didn't finish 
was certainly snuffed out by the rise of Idi 
Amin's terror regime. Lagos Highlife is a 
new set of the highlife dance bands from 
Nigeria. This was the jazz age of Africa, 
and the horn bands were at their pinnacle; 
Their blend of Cuban rhythm with local 
drum beats is one of the classic sounds of 
Africa. Since the bands were usually led 
by Ibo musicians, the Lagos sound came 
crashing down when the Ibo declared their 
independence and left for the new nation 
of Biafra. With their brand of highlife sud-
denly lacking in political correctness, the 
dominant Yoruba population turned to 
the guitars of juju (and like the rest of the 
world, rock 'n roll) for their inspiration. But 
in the short span they flourished, both styles 
on these recordings were creative and in-
novative, introducing the world to a rich 
musical civilization. The local flavor of these 
bands identified them in a way that later 
music never did and each band is distinctly 
regional in spite of their absorption of other 
African and European instruments and har-
monies. The heavy drum beats and horns 
of Lagos, and the strumming guitars and 
smooth vocals of Kampala are the antithesis 
of "world music." They are defiantly 
Nigerian and Ugandan. These old 45s are 
a priceless look at some of the sweetest 
music ever made on the continent. 

SALAMAT AND NAZAKAT ALI 
(Rykodisc, 58 Pickering Wharf, 
Bldg.C-3G, Salem MA 019701508-
744-7678)-1 am a fan of most things 
vocal. Meredith Monk, Shelly Hirsch, Salif 
Keita and Ella Fitzgerald all hold equal 
sway in my library. The Ali brothers have 
taken up a place of honor there as well. 
They are said to be legendary in North 
India, and these two rag are excellent proof 
of their right to the title. Hindustani singing 
is among the world's most complex styles, 
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demanding years of concentrated devotion 
and sweat. Together they also embody 
what is great in music, skill and passion, 
their very different voices creating a grace-
ful symmetry. A careful balance of structure 
and improvisation is at the root of khyal 
(literally: fantasy), and that carries through 
the performance. Salamat Ali is by far the 
embodiment of skill, his rapid-fire delivery 
of intricate lines counterpointing the tabla 
drums, swirling from octave to octave easily 
yet flawlessly. Nazakat Ali provides a 
melodic beauty, a lower pitched gentleness 
to his brother's hurricane force delivery. As 
you listen, though, what is most striking is 
how each disappears into the whole piece. 
You hear the rag, not the singers. The 
drone of the sarangi, the pulse of the tabla, 
the notes of the voices become whole and 

inseparable. Music this long and subtle may 
be challenging for a radio audience but the 
rewards will be obvious and rich.

THE LINES." 
I don't produce the show, and I don't get 
paid by the station: Nonetheless, I am 
proud to be affiliated with WPKN Radio in 
Bridgeport CT. During the first phase of the 
current Middle East war, WPKN instituted 
a special public affairs program called 
"Between The Lines" to try to cover the un-
told stories and little-covered alternative 
news and opinions concerning U.S. policy. 
It has expanded into a full blown weekly 
program covering all kinds of questions that 
the national and local mainstream press 
wouldn't dream of dealing with, from AIDS 
and abortion to environmental and political 
issues.

They don't 
always agree with what they hear, and 
more than one has called to pledge, adding 
that they can't listen to a lot of the pro-
grams, but they are sure glad there's a sta-
tion out there to broadcast them! Join the 
handful of truly alternative radio stations in 
America by ignoring the accepted wisdom, 
rules and the hype. Challenge your listeners 
instead of coddling them!

CULTURE Three Sides To My Story 
(Shanachie, 37 E. Clinton St., 
Newton, NJ 07860)—Culture, the 
reknowned vocal trio, have returned with 
another new album, and it's hard not to 

rave for pages and pages about something 
this earnestly conceived and exceptionally 
executed. Due to column space limitations, 
it's taken me a few weeks to get around to 
covering this record, but believe me, I was 
saving it because I wanted to focus on it in 
as great a depth and detail as possible in 
spite of the last few weeks' busy crush of 
new fall releases. And interestingly enough, 
over the two or three weeks of listening to 
this record, my favorites have changed and 
shifted two or three times—at first "Life" 
and "Be Honest" were my favorites, but 
now they're "Still Rest My Heart" and 
"Selector"—and I'm still finding new things 
I like in every song on this record. Joseph 
Hill is the posessor of one of those amazing 
voices that may not have a stunning range 
or impressive techniques, but still seems to 
glow with a warmth and a powerful charge 
that other singers can't imitate. The sounds 
of Hill, Albert Walker and Kenneth Daye 
make Culture an incredible vocal triumvirate 
that's among the best reggae has to offer. 
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WAILERS BAND Majestic Warriors 
(Tabu-A&M, 1416 N. LaBrea Ave., 
Hollywood, CA 90028)—Well, ¡ust in 
case you didn't know, the Wailers were 
key players in some of reggae music's most 
spirited moments, providing the pulse and 
power behind Bob Marley, Peter Tosh, and 
Bunny Wailer in some of their finest hours 
on the stage and in the studio. But ever 

since then, as the years have gone by, 
they've struggled to establish themselves as 
something more than fringe players or a 
footnote in history—one friend of mine 
likened their situation to that of the other 
musicians in George Clinton's legendary 
'70s bands Parliament and Funkadelic, all 
of whom were excellent, top-notch players 
of above-average talent who ¡ust coudn't 
quite get it together for themselves once 
their mentor had moved on. Well, that's 
unfortunately still a bit of the cose on 
Majestic Warriors, although having 
said that, anything I say has to be tem-
pered by the memory of the surprisingly ex-
cellent live show I saw them put on about a 
year ago. Musically, it's good modern-
sounding reggae that's better than much of 
what will back up many other artists this 
year, and you can still hear quite a bit of 
what mode them great pioneers of reg-
gae—the trademark pumping Hammond 
organ, the solid rhythmic base and dense 
percussive fills—but overall, it lacks a direc-
tion and cohesiveness, to the point where I 
almost prefer to enjoy the music through 
their various other recent sessions backing 
up other Jamaican singers and musicians. 
See them live if you can—they have years 

of invaluable exprience working crowds 
and winning over audiences and it shows 
on the stage. 

BIGGA Riding The Wave (Vision, 
13385 W. Dixie Hwy., No. Miami 
FL 33161)-1 figured I'd close out with 
a word or two about something new, the 
Florida-based reggae artist Bigga. It's good 
reggae, if slightly commercial, not to men-
tion slightly inocuous when compared with 
some of the other artists in these pages 
recently, but for what it sets out to do, 
Bigga manage to pull it off pretty well, mix-
ing blistering guitar with heavy keyboards 
and, er, large, anthemic sing-along choruses. 
I could see these guys going over well in 
concert, winning people over with the 
heavy dance and synthesizer inclination in 
their music, and that's alright. Points of in-
terest: the ubiquitous reggae rhythm section 
of Sly and Robbie (with Robbie Shakespeare 
also helping out with the arranging), and 
the reggae-fied version of Steve Miller's 
"Fly Like An Eagle": once you hear it, 
you'll slap your skull and realize that it'd 
been sitting there waiting for years under 
everybody's noses, and nobody'd done it 
until now.

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FABIO MORGERA QUINTET The 
Pursuit (Ken Musk, 301 W. 57th 
St. #26A, New York, NY 10019)1 
CHARLIE SEPULVEDA The New 
Arrival (Antilles, c/o Island, 14 E. 
4th St., New York, NY 10012)—In 
the wake of Miles Davis' death and the 
critical hosannas heaped on Wynton Marsalis' 
new Columbia trilogy Soul Gestures In 
Southern Blue, public attention once 
again is directed to the trumpet's status as 
the preeminent soloistic instrument in ¡azz. 
The two 28-year-old trumpeters represented 
here, both getting their first major exposure 
as recording leaders, have several things 
in common: Residents of New York City, Fabio 
Morgera and Charlie Sepulveda are both 
extroverted brassmen who have sharpened 
their chops and refined their managerial 
skills by leading bands around the Big Apple, 
notably at Visiones, an important forum for 
emerging and established bopsters. Morgera's 
debut for Ken Music—a strong straight-ahead 
label that has issued some 20 titles in its 
first year of operation, including ex-Mes-
senger trumpeter Brian Lynch's outstanding 
In Process (Jackpot, Aug. 16)—finds the 
Berklee-trained native of Naples, Italy, blowing 
often inspired, occasionally insouciant, hard 
bop a la Lee Morgan on six of his own 
pieces. Joining him on the front line is the 
robust young altoist Jesse Davis (whose 
Concord debut, Horn Of Passion, is 
highly recommended) while pianist Geoff 
Keezer, bassist Peter Washington and drum-
mer Billy Hart bring up the rhythmic rear 
on this winning 53-minute DDD project. As 
has become his wont, pianist Keezer (whose 
Blue Note debut, Here And Now, is 
making major waves) damn near steals the 
show, sweeping far and wide across the 
keyboard without interfering with the liner 
designs of the soloists. Whereas Margera 
mines the neoclassical vein, Sepulveda and 
his five-man band, the Turnaround (saxophone/ 
keyboards/bass guitar/ drums/percussion), 
perform an irresistible blend of modern jazz 
with Afro-Cuban and salsa rhythms, projecting 
with the impact and color-coordinated horn 
voicings of a big band when an extra 
tenorman (Ralph Moore) and percussionist 
are added to the proceedings. Sepulveda, 
onetime lead trumpeter in Eddie Palmieri's 
band, hits the High-C's effortlessly on up-
tempo cuts and exudes a lovely, lazily breezy 
lyricism on ballads, though "Briancito" is 
marred by the utterly unnecessary string-
like synth sounds that enervate the leader's 
trumpet. Choice cuts include the title track 
(penned by the abovenamed Lynch) and 
"Un Poco Mas" (a Sepulveda original in-
spired by the late trumpeter Kenny Dorham, 
whose Blue Note albums Una Mas and 
Afro-Cuban offer compatible programming 
juxtapositions). You might also spin a track 
From The New Arrival in a Latin set com-
prising tunes from the new Concord releases 
by Pablo Sanchez (A Night At Kimball's 
East) and Ray Barrett() (Handprints).

ON THE CHART 
It was a great run, but the summer domination of 
David Sanborn (1-3) has finally come to an end after 
ten weeks. Sonny Sharrock takes charge this time out 
with his Axiom release, one of three recent efforts 
bearing his name (6-1, and #1 on KBLZ, KCMU, KMNR, 
WEVL and WFMU). A few heavyweight releases on the 
way should make another ten-week run pretty tough 
(from Branford Marsalls especially). Also leapfroging 

up is the Bluesiana II collection (7-2), which has been 
hanging around the Top 10 for five straight weeks. 
This week's highest debut is another challenger for the 
top, the brill new effort from Harry Connick, Jr., which 
bows in at #10. Christopher Hollyday leads the re-entry 
charge at #9. In keeping with the additions of last few 
weeks, we are joined by new reporters WNDY and CHRW. 
(JAll REPORTS PRINTED AFTER TOP 35 REPORTS.) 

SHARROCK SHINES ON 
Underground legend SONNY SHAR-
ROCK has surfaced with three strong ef-
forts that display, variously, his ferocious 
string-bending, interactive/interpretive cap-
abilities and kinetic melodicism. The onetime 
sideman with Miles Davis stands to break 
out of his downtown New York cult strong-
hold and emerge as a major national at-
traction. Ask The Ages (Axiom, c/o Island, 
14 E. 4th St., New York, NY 10012) is an 
all-out sonic assault, grungy, bottom-heavy 
and improvisational to the max. Sharrock, 
an avowed John Coltrane disciple—what to 
Trane were "sheets of sound" are to the 
guitarist shards of 16th and 32nd notes— 
locks axes with two illustrious Trane-men, 
tenor and soprano saxist Pharaoh Sanders 
(his ex-boss) and drummer Elvin Jones; 
blowing the bass, so to speak, with abun-
dant energy and timing is Charnett Moffett 
(whose new Blue Note offering, Nettwork, 
features pianist Kenny Kirkland). Ask The 
Ages is to New Jazz what the Chicago 
Bears are to smash-mouth football, and, 
while not for the squeamish, this co-pro-
duction of Sharrock and Bill Laswell boasts 
strong presence and visceral impact. The 
ballad-like "Who Does She Hope To Be?" 
will segue smartly into one of the numbers 
on Sanders' new Welcome To Love 
(Timeless, c/o Rick Ballard Imports, P.O. 
Box 5063, Berkeley, CA 94705), a CD of 
caressing standards, including several (try 
"Nancy") closely associated with Coltrane. 
College-rock jocks (are any of you reading 
this?) who play whatever the hell they like 
(keep reading) will hear several things of 
interest on Ask The Ages. Why not bring 
multiculturalism to the campus airwaves... 
Sharrock's Faith Moves for CMP (155 
W. 72nd St., New York, NY 10023), a 
co-led duet date with fellow plectrist (elec-
tric and acoustic) Nicky Skopelitis, another 
downtown doyen and a member of Laswell's 
Material/PiL/Golden Palominos axis, is a 
brilliant collaboration sans accompaniment. 
When they're not harmonizing deftly be-

hind each other, one or the other is provid-
ing nongratuitous harmonics. The duo's 
shared timbral/textural/idiomatic palette (in-
cluding sitar, Middle Eastern drone-tones 
and occasional noise as a sonic-enhancer) 
makes Faith M oves a wet dream for any 
aspiring guitarist of the progressive-rock/ 
New Jazz persuasion...Of the three Shar-
rock titles, the most euphonious—I won't 
say accessible, for that connotes conces-
sions to commerce—is Highlife (Enemy, 
11-36 31st Ave., Long Island City, NY 
11106), new from the guitarist's working 
band, a quintet with two drummers. Snappy, 
buoyant, bright melodicism (as in African 
highlife music, which is suggested here) 
abounds throughout. The Coltrane/Sanders 
connection is also reaffirmed on Highlife 
as Sharrock & Co. interpret the former's 
classic "Giant Steps" and fuse two of the 
latter's numbers on "Venus/Upper Egypt." 
Elsewhere, the guitarist mind-travels to the 
spooky British heath for "Kate," variations 
on rocker Kate Bush's ."Wuthering Heights" 
theme. As the company bio states, "radio 
programmers may approach this material 
[more so than the other CDs] without fear," 
but that doesn't mean Highlife is mersh. 
No siree. This may sound weird, but the 
strikingly bright, ascending and descending 
runs by Sharrock on the the opening track, 
"No More Tears," will serve as a nifty 
prelude to the tune "Kind Of Bird" on the 
new album by the blues-rocking Allman

We Close Minds For A Living

In the last week of summer, I spent quite some time listening to the entirety of Jello Biafra's I Blow Minds For A Living 
spoken-word album. Needless to say, I was blown away. "People 

have to find out about this stuff," I thought. "How the hell can word get 
out?" Pause; revelation: "Say, I'm sitting in a radio station ..." The pro-
paganda factory went to work; a four-minute excerpt from Biafra's 
"Fear Of A Free Planet" went over the WFNM airwaves. Response was 
tremendous. I proceeded to fire up other spoken-word pieces from Sound 
Bites From The Counter Culture, with more to follow. I made it 
clear to Dis to listen to the material first, and play it only if they liked it. 
I also decided to follow such pieces with a disclaimer, the usual bullshit 
that something "was not necessarily the opinion of WFNM." 
Trouble soon struck in the form of our general manager. He removed 

all such tapes from the FM studio and even erased some of them. He in-
formed me that "People will turn off the radio when they hear this kind 
of stuff. We're not a political station." We also had to avoid everyone 
with an opinion trying to get on the air (I failed to see the problem in 
that). He was going to let me play such things on my show, but pro-
viding any such left-wing propaganda to other DJs, who otherwise would 
never find out about it, well that was right out. I suggested that we torch 
a copy of the Bill of Rights while we were at it.

I have only recently become aware of the war against alternative press 
in this country, and as such I have only recently become afraid for col-
lege radio. When a GM or PD's greatest concern is maximum listener-
ship through sounding as much like the local classic rock station as possi-
ble, something is very wrong. When an independent media source de-
cides not to use its power (before it's taken away permanently) for fear 
of offending people, someone is very confused. I only have the experi-
ence at my station to draw from , but I'm sure we're not the only ones. 
At the moment, I'm not sure what to do. The GM will not budge. I've 

considered taking it to the administration of the college, but at a small 
private school primarily attended by rich white kids, I doubt that they 
will be sympathetic. I certainly don't have the funds to take it to court 
(though I am contacting the Censorship Defense Fund). What I would 
like to see is those of us who still give a shit learning to network and 
combat problems like this before Public Enemy is banned from the air-
waves. I ask anyone who agrees that the situation at WFNM is terribly 
wrong to call up and tell our GM so. If you agree with him, call and say 
that, too. But I hope for everyone's sake that the response is one against 
censorship

If pot plus sweat plus more sweat 
equals the odor of the soul of to-
day's youth, then okay, yes, the 
Nirvana show at the sold-out 
Marquee did indeed smell like 
teen spirit. Opening with a Vaselines 
cover and then barrelling into a 
smattering of tunes from Bleach 
and Nevermind, there was 
plenty to be struck by that night. 
We were most literally struck by 
the airborn bodies of a ridiculous 
number of stage divers of both 
sexes, though the skins of semi-
new drummer David Grohl took a 
far greater beating, and for that 
he deserves credit for helping to 
elevate these guys to their current 
Next Big Thing status. Also striking 
was gangly bassist Chris Novoselic, 
laughing dismissively at the pro-
ceedings, reminding everyone 
that Nirvana is much more punk 
rock than heavy metal, as much 
as heavy metal programmers 
might disagree. But we were most 
struck by the reluctant hero, Kurt 
Cobain. Timid little guy was 
Cobain, standing frightened in 
the corner, delivering his mighty 
hooks and mightier moan perfectly, 
yet refusing to act the rock god.
