For all his adventures into everything from free noise to
ambient techno, Bill Laswell's work has always hinted that
he really just wants to be George Clinton—up in front of a
cast of a million spacy funkateers
and guitar gods—and with
a4 funkcronomicon, for all practical

purposes, he is. it's essentially an
encyclopedia of the state of the P-
Funk, with old-school members of
the troupe (including Bootsy

v Collins, Maceo Parker, the late
Eddie Hazel and Clinton himself, not to mention the
sleeve by crudemeister cartoonist Pedro Bell), their like-
minded contemporaries (Herbie Hancock, the Meters’
Ziggy Modeliste and a couple of Last Poets), and latter-day
acolytes like Henry Threadgill. Buckethead and Laswell
bumping heads, beats and uglies all over the funky territo-
ry. There are Parliament-style anthems (“Under The
Influence,” the giddy “Hideous Mutant Freekz"); there are
“Maggot Brain”-ish guitar freak outs (“Orbitron Attack”
and “Pray My Soul,” as well as the latter’s vocal reworking
“Sacred To The Pain”); there are who-says-a-funk-band-
can’t-play-rock grooves like Blackbyrd McKnight’s
“Blackout.” Of course, Clinton has sung the praises of
filler in funk, and the set is drawn out to two discs with a
handful of remixes of the Laswell label’s P-funkiest
moments. But there are also tracks that draw the legacy
of Clinton’s '70s work into the '90s, including the album’s
highlights: “Jungle Free-Bass,” a chaotic stab at jungle with
an impossibly deep low end, and a trip-hop cover of Jimi
Hendrix’s “If 6 Was 9,” featuring Bootsy’s watery, rubbery
bass and voice.

BEN HARPER Fight For Your Mind

Ben Harper’s debut showed an earnest soul revealing his
simple ideas of the world through his music; sometimes,
the music behind the ideas was more intriguing than his
somewhat didactic sentiments.
With Fight For Your Mind, his sec-
ond release, his didacticism is still
there—evidenced by songs such
as "Oppression,” “Ground On
Down™ and “One Road To
Freedom”—but his songwriting
has improved, a natural result of
maturity and constant touring. Harper’s voice has depth
and power, and both his vocals and his strong, acoustical-

ly-tempered music carry the weight of his lyrics, some-
times surpassing them by their passion. Harper seems to
have grown even more confident in his guitar-playing;
not only does he make his own guitars, he wields
impressive control over how they sound. The songs
which work best are those which have as strong a senti-
ment as music and vocals, as on “Gold To Me,” where
Harper tackies a personal issue—love—and “Power Of
The Gospel,” whose six minutes are split between a
pretty instrumental piece and a heart-felt tribute to his
religious beliefs. The | |-minute plus “God Fearing Man”
is a complex weaving of guitar, vocal and bongo drum
which rises and falls in step with his lyrics. Fight For Your
Mind is a shining example of what a prodigy can do the
second time around.

You might lock at Penthouse as a collection of song post-
cards—"Chinatown,” "Kalamazoo,” “Sideshow By The
Seashore” (an infamous spot in Coney Island), “23
Minutes In Brussels”—observing
places and people, roaming and
exploring at a casual, unhurried
Luna pace. Straightforward and
unpretentious, Dean Wareham’s
songs communicate like short
notes from a friend. His singing is
: fragile and relaxed, reassuring and
likable, and right upfront in the mix, allowing the group
to get away with a slightly more polished production
than most indie-rock without sacrificing any of the inti-
macy. The group’s slow-rock sound is also distinguished
by Luna’s chiming guitars, continuing the musical jour-
neys of the Velvet Underground and Television. The
instantly recognizable guitar of Tom Verlaine himself
pops up on the terrific “23 Minutes In Brussels.” Also
recommended are the tense guitar rave “Freakin’ And
Peakin’,” the strum and twang of the catchy “Moon
Palace,” and the quiet haziness of “Lost In Space.” And
be sure to check out the bonus track (#11), a cover of
the delightfully kitschy “Bonnie And Clyde,” Wareham
playing Serge Gainsbourg to Laetitia Sadier’s (Stereolab)

Dub Narcotic Sound System is a musical project spear-
headed by Calvin Johnson, best known for his work with
Beat Happening and for co-running K Records. The
loose, art-as-it-happens spirit of
his previous musical projects jibes
easily with his newest aural pas-
sion: dub-inspired rhythms.
Picking up where the collective’s
previous 7” singles left off, the
Industrial Breakdown EP smears an
array of playful, sometimes echo-
y sounds over propulsive, rubbery bass lines and live
drum tracks, while Calvin waxes poetic about disco. A
super-catchy, James Brown-ish guitar line and a happily
thumping bass line drive the title song (which appears in
two versions, although the second is called “(Industrial)
Revolution Inclusion”), as Calvin announces his appropri-
ation of these powerful tools of the past and their recre-
ation into something new. In between are two mixes of
another song (“The Beat From 20000 Fathoms” is an
instrumental version of “Run Silent Run Deep”), which
lopes along at a lazier pace, snaking behind a jaunty
melodica melody, and “Typecast Sanction,” a ruffer-'n’-
tuffer, sparser cut. The instrumental, vinyl-only Rhythm
Record Yolume One reprises some of the same musical
themes as the EP (for example, “Run Silent Run Deep” is
recast as "Echo Control,” with lots of added echo) and
uses most of the same tools. The 10 cuts here allow
more room for inspired organ playing (check "Foxy
Hardcore”), hand claps (“Bite Attack”) and extreme
sparseness (“Dub Narcotic Renew”). To quote Calvin,
“Dub Narcotic Sound System testing, echo mic loud and
messy, bass drum overall runs silent.”

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THAT DOG Totally Crushed Out!

Drawing on their own painful personal experiences dur-
ing the past year, That Dog’s Anna Waronker and her
band mates churn out |3 songs about love and loss on
their sophomore release. Though
these are familiar subjects, few
handle them as well as That Dog.
The band’s slow, somber songs
are enough to make your eyes
tear, and its fast, angry ones are
sure to have you grinding your
teeth. “Lip Gloss” shows the
band’s punkier influences with its growling vocals and
racing bass line (think Veruca Sait). On “Michael Jordan,”
the calm repetition of the line “Why does he give up so
easily?” is opposed by a driving instrumental lead by
Petra’s wailing violin (2 la Picasso Trigger). The quieter
tunes “Anymore” and “Holidays” showcase the amazing
vocal harmonies by Waronker and band mates Petra and
Rachel Haden. In addition to the group’s siren-like
vocals, That Dog’s use of violin, piano and acoustic gui-
tars adds a quirkiness to its songs that has led some to
label it “chamber punk.” The band’s ability to fuse these
disparate elements makes Totally Crushed Out! a delight-
ful sophomore effort. Crush-city: “Ms. Wrong,” “He’s
Kissing Christian,” “Anymore” and “Michael Jordan.”

Next time you hear somebody bandying about platitudes
about how technology is going to revolutionize every-

thing, strap them in with EBN and let them experience
Telecommunication Breakdown. a
high-speed hell-ride down the
infotainment superhighway. EBN
became famous when it produced
the dazzling, larger-than-life video
footage blasted on those gigantic
screens on U2's Zoo TV and
Zooropa tours, and for its hilari-
ous/frightening video “We Will Rock You,” which blurred
the lines between video and music, inextricably linking
the two media, as actual video footage was used as the
basis for creating the song itself. Now, EBN is pushing
the envelope technologically, too: Telecommunication
Breakdown is a CD-ROM, with graphic images to support
the music. Musically, the 53-minute CD is an at-times
brilliant melange of wicked beats, samples and sound
bites, a manifesto of information and music that’s a
wake-up call for the Orwellian aspects of the “informa-
tion era.” Unlike other PC media-manipulation groups
(Negativland, Consolidated), whose agenda occasionally
overshadows the music, EBN keeps the music as its
focus; the subliminal messages are implied rather than
overt, disseminated rather than shouted. If anything,
tracks like “Electronic Behavior Control System,” "Get
Down (Version 2.2)," “Shoot The Mac-10" and “State
Extension” are brilliant because they mostly leave the lis-
teners to come to their own conclusions about what
they‘ve heard. If, after one listen through this disc, you
don't find yourself questioning everything about the
media, technology, and the control they wield over the
world in which we live, you're already sleepwalking. But
if you find yourself scared to death, then EBN has done
its duty.

Roman Candle, Elliott Smith'’s first solo record, was largely
ignored when it was released last year. The frontman for
Portland, Oregon’'s Heatmiser has gained a bit of attention
since then, however, changing
labels and touring with Mary Lou
Lord. Smith’s solo work is a far cry
from that of the noisy Heatmiser.
His eponymous second album is
mostly him and his acoustic guitar,
but is more full-bodied and pro-
duced with a slicker edge than
Roman Candle. Smith's songs are riddled with dark lyrics of
drugs, drinking and relationships, but that's counterbal-
anced by his soft, soothing vocals and smooth guitar
strums. Thankfully, the folk-ish songs that Smith pens are
more like artists of an earlier era (Nick Drake, for exam-

ple) and never fall into the leftover scrap tune/out-of-tune
lo-fi rut that traps many contemporary solo artists. In
mapping his distinctive style, Smith has discovered many
buried treasures, including: “Coming Up Roses,”

Few “rock” bands have such a command of orchestration
and instrumental manipulation as Boston's Dambuilders.
One listen to the slide guitar and bagpipe-ish intro to
“Lazy Eye,” from the band’s most
d recent work, Ruby Red, makes this
perfectly clear. Not only that, but
the wild violin displays found on
the quirkily dynamic, angst-ridden
“Teenage Loser Anthem” will
bring back the specter of the
Charlie Daniels Band. While these
instrumental experimentations are interesting in their own
right, there’s also no denying that the band's songwriting
skills have been improving since the release of 1994's
Encendedor. “Cosmonaut” is a tightly performed, exquis-
itely penned pop-punk track with gentle, lofty breaks. The
more conventional “Drive By Kiss” is a laid-back, radio-
friendly nugget with a particularly compelling violin
counter-melody. “Down” is just as memorable with its
string backdrop and wandering vocals, coming off like a
cross between U2 and the Beatles.

opens with a terrific rendition of
Tom Waits' “l Don’t Want To
Grow Up,” also the first single
and video. A couple of real toe-
tappers, such as “Life's A Gas”
and “Scattergun,” could have eas-
ily been cut from the same cloth as 1977's Rocket To
Russia. Most of the songs hover around the two-and-one-
half-minute mark, starting and stopping so abruptly you'll
think you were back at your |0th birthday party playing
musical chairs.

Phil Krauth’s name may be familiar to only the most ardent
indie-rock fans: the drummer was Unrest’s only consistent
member, outside of leader Mark Robinson, from the band’s
inception in 1983 until its disband-
ing last year. On Cold Morning, he
steps out from behind the kit (as he
had previously on some solo cas-
sette releases under the name
Clarence and on one Unrest tune)
to write, sing and play almost all of
the instruments on these 14 songs.
The mood starts off jauntily enough, with the toe-tapping
melodies of “Rainy Days,” similar in spirit to Unrest’s last
album, Perfect Teeth, but the dreamily suggestive “Heat Of
The Night,” highlighted by smooth organ and backing har-
mony vocals from Jenny Friel, is a more apt foreshadowing

of the less-than-predictable things to come. The backwards-
tracked guitars on “Taste Of Beauty” (a somewhat obvious
plea for the muse’s touch) recall Byrdsian, Love-inspired
'60s psychedelia, while the peppy “Spanish Rule” is pep-
pered with trombone and a Hammond organ break. On the
title song, Krauth's vocals are lifted by his crisp acoustic gui-
tar playing and delicate piano lines; the song is later reprised
as “Cold Morning Blues,” with his vocals given an echoey
treatment so that it sounds like he's singing this lament from
the bottom of a well. Krauth's straightforward singing style
(it’s almost like he’s talking in time to the music) and even
plainer lyrics sometime pop out from the varied musical
backdrops he creates, but Cold Morning winds up a pleasant,
reflective solo debut.

On Liz, the music’s the thing: this is an album of great,
rhythmically varied songs, many of which shift tone and
tempo ingeniously. "Leo,” the tape’s opener, guides a tight,
choppy guitar line into a lilting chorus—the vocals are
eminently catchy, but not overbearing, leaving plenty of
room for the band's top-flight musicianship. The stuttering,
slippery beat of “Stairmaster” suggests the Sundays, but
with a near-hardcore guitar break, and has a Veruca Salt-y
chorus woven in for texture. The brief, terrific “Sycamore,”
a standout on an album of standouts, weds girly-girl vocals
(a la Bunnygrunt) with a splintery guitar hook—"How
much do you want to fuck me like you fight?" asks Mount
with a just-so glint of irony. One of the guys sings on
several of the tracks, sounding like Luna's Dean Wareham
after being locked in a basement with Pavement—check
out the ominous fuzz of “Halifax” and the churning,
dissonant “Horseneck.” Throughout, Skulpey brings energy
and style to an album of pop precision: even if the songs
were sung in Czech, they would need no transiation.

This self-released album by Atlanta quartet Chauncey
Gardiner accomplishes what many bands never manage:
making a decadent, atmospheric-sounding rock record
without falling into the trap of becoming unnecessarily
histrionic or overblown. The album’s closer, “Me & Mary,”
proves that point perfectly, the band’s liberal use of effects
pedals and echo single-handedly shaping the song's gloomy,
ethereal sound; but it succeeds because it thrives on its
vibe (a pulsing rhythm and a floating vocal melody) rather
than drowning the mood in overindulgent excess. The
quietest moments on this record are some of the best for
that very reason. The sleepy “Home Again,” for instance,
only breaks its quiet, slowly building harmonizing for a
plaintive solo that lightly colors the tune’s backdrop of
reverberating guitar. Though the band never kicks out the
jams, per se, “Fill My Resolve” shows that Chauncey
Gardiner can flex where appropriate, letting a background
guitar line jump forward to take the reigns halfway through,
flaunting the band's impressive chops and ability to
interlock a song’s disparate parts with a prominent riff.

MOUNTAIN Over The Top

Over the top is right: when it came to hard-driving,
histrionic blues-based rock played by sweaty, hairy men,
few bands were greater than Mountain. Following in the
. wake of Led Zeppelin,
Mountain found the perfect
formula for getting through to
massive festival audiences
wasted on Quaaludes and Pabst
in the early '70s: play long-
winded, abrasive, aggressive
blues-based rock, include as
many lowest-common denominator blues clichés and
gratuitous solos as you can, and, whenever possible, play at
such impossibly high volumes that nobody can really even
tell whether you're any good or not. Fueled by the
rumbling bass lines of Bronx-born Felix Pappalardi (fun fact:
produced second Dead Boys LP) and the blues guitar girth
of man-mountain Leslie West, Mountain was a blue-collar
fave all the way. Lacking the alluring dark mysticism of Zep,
the superstud frontman of the Stones, the double-babe
sister act of Heart, or even the humorous cow-punk shtick
of Z.Z. Top, Mountain was just brutal, big and dumb, and
brilliant at it. The band's Mountain Climbing and Nantucket
Sleigh Ride LPs (a goodly chunk of both are here) are two of
the all-time great heavy rock LPs, while its epic '72 live
album The Road Goes Ever On could well have been
renamed The Drum Solo Goes Ever On. This crunchy two-
CD set will no doubt help many relive memories, once
thought lost to cheap pot and tequila, of seeing the band
rumble through its set opening for Grand Funk in some
godforsaken stadium in Flushing. Awesome. (Important
note for record producers: as you listen to Over The Top,
check out the incredibly flat drum sounds and the dry-
miked guitars, and how cool they all sound together.
Nobody’s making records that sound like this anymore,
nobody.

What to make of Malo and its one eponymous album on
Warner Brothers from 19727 Was the band a poor man's
Santana?

(the dominance of the Salsoul and Fania labels, the rise of
disco), could be pretty hard to pin down. While the band
might have had a narrower demographic in its original
heyday, this album sounds great in a context of today’s
open-ended, anything-goes fusionary mind set. “Just Say
Goodbye” is a winding, multi-section mini-epic of Latin-
esque prog-funk, while “Cafe” and “Pana” are nothing
short of brilliant, Santana-esque mid-'70s festival-rock,
making Malo the perfect record for a Saturday night block
party, for blasting out of open windows on a hot evening,
or for playing on the tape deck while you wax your car in
the afternoon.

VARIOUS ARTISTS Danceland Years

Point Blank, c/o Virgin, 388 N. Foothill Road, Beverly Hills, CA 90210
By all indications, Morry Kaplan, founder and proprietor
of the short-lived Danceland label, was about as ill-suited
as a person could be to run a blues record label, and that
is exactly what makes the music on Danceland Years so
immortal. His first record sold some 60,000 copies (in
1949 no less!) and yet he somehow managed to fold the
label within four years. Chances are, if Kaplan had known
what he was doing, if he'd have known more about busi-
ness and less about the music and what moved him, it all
wouldn’t have turned out so wonderfully. For one thing,
sonically, these recordings (often made in Kaplan's base-
ment rec room) often sound like he was taping in secret,
with the microphone hidden in a suitcase or under a
coat. As for career moves, recording his most famous
discovery, John Lee Hooker, under the pseudonym “Little
Pork Chops” probably didn’t help sustain the label’s
chances any. Pork Chop's sessions document an incredi-
ble early moment in Hooker's career: the first few tunes
are standard blues, with an unusually youthful-sounding
Hook singing fairly ho-hum lyrics. Then—BOOM—on
the fourth track, the churning, stomping boogie roars in
like a brakeless steam locomotive: it literally sounds like
all of a sudden, in the middle of a session, lightning struck
and John Lee Hooker finally discovered what he was put
here on earth for. Suddenly, there’s shouting in the back-
ground, what sounds like somebody dropping the micro-
phone in shock, and Hooker splaying his crazed boogie
guitar all over like a ray gun beam. It all feels more like a
brawl or a riot than a recording session, and the percus-
sive effects often sound like people punching holes in the
wall. Next up is a bluesman who, unlike Hooker, went
absolutely nowhere, becoming lost to the enshrouding
mists of time. Completely anachronistic, Tony “Blues”
Lewis couldn’t have been much more commercially out-
of-step: he recorded somewhere around 1949, but it
might as well have been 1929, based both upon the
sound of the recordings and the topics he’s singing about.
He stomps his foot, strums his guitar and wails like a man
possessed, moaning primordial deep blues, mean stuff
about shotguns, bulldogs and the like. if he'd left behind
more than four and a half songs, we might just be talking
about him in the lofty terms of a Robert Johnson, Son
House or Skip James. But the real score here is the
Unknown Artist performing a doo-wop-ish ballad,
“What's The Matter With The World?,” taken from an
unmarked, unidentified acetate found stuffed somewhere
in Kaplan's home, where it gathered dust over the years
until Morry couldn’t remember anything about it any-
more. So it goes. It's somehow a fitting fate for such a
melancholy, bizarre and brilliant record. The singer’s
voice possesses the most amazing blend of sarcasm and
sadness—listen to how he enunciates lines like “Cu-pid
brings nothing but sorrows” and “There's no place to be
roman-tic” like he's mocking small children. Also, if you
really listen to which lines they sing and how they sing
them, it sounds like the doo-wop-ish backup singers are
oblivious to the song's sarcasm and bitterness—they
seem gullible and entrenched in that moon-'n’~June '50s
thing, while the unknown leader has this weary, savvy,
sadly knowing quality about him. It gives a chill to hear
something so bitter sung so sweetly, that ultimate sad-
ness of knowing things really never will be the same
again. If, like us, you live for the indescribable beauty of
little records like this, you will be moved.

After playing a significant role in JPS Experience, David
Mulcahy left the band in late 1993, before joining drum-
mer Greta Anderson and bassist Ben Howe in Superette.
Musical sea-changes clearly weren't the cause of
Mulcahy’s departure, as Rosepig resonates with the same
disarming steely-sweet suavely broody mix of guitar-rock
styles as the |PS, starting with the languid haze and taut
tension of “Killer Clown” (also Superette’s debut 7" sin-
gle). The closing “Beetie” follows the same ambiguous
swoonsorne feel while in between “The Horse” and
“Slide” adopt more hypno-rocking grooves with dense
swirling centres. Then there’s a reworked JPS track even
though “Disappear” still sounds like prime JPS...maybe
Mulcahy simply wanted total control and a change of
sleeping arrangements. Whatever the case, Rosepig is a
brief but telling episode of delicious, lean pop twists and
turns.

( PLUS, ALSO, TOO \/‘ STEPHEN DUF.FY's
——— 1993 album Music In
Colour was a sadly underrated jewel, as lavish and textur-
al a pop rock thrill as you could hear that or any other
year. Now supported by Indolent (home of Sleeper),
Duffy returns with a more pronounced guitar-pop agen-
da, a new album produced by Mitch Easter and starring
Velvet Crush’s rhythm section, starting with “London
Girls,” a bouncy, beat-pop nugget that both patronizes
and celebrates the pop-star wannabes of the North
London-based Brit-pop spearhead in Camden Town.
“Tuesday lunchtime, get the papers, maybe this time,
indicators indicate as trend your way...all the pop stars in
your pub/think they're London girls, in mummy’s
pearls”...well, that’s the likes of Menswear seen off,
though Duffy says the lyric was finished before the new
fop-popsters appeared. "The Girl Of The Year” mines
the same sparkling vault, while "You & Me & God” and
“The Waitress Story” tap back into Music In Colours’
autumnal, string-laden atmosphere (Indolent, Bedford
House, 69-79 Fulham High St., London SWé U.K
0171.973.0011)...1t might seem obvious to hire Stephen
Hague to produce a track with clear Pet Shop Boys/New
Order overtones, but the dream-pop drift of Dubstar’s
“Stars” glistens in all the right places. Like Saint Etienne’s
“Avenue,” “Stars” is a gorgeous update of archetypal girl-
group romance with added New Romantic synth-pop
bliss. The four extra remixes over-milk the proceed-
ings—the “Sky” mix is fast, cheesy house, the “Mother
Dub” does a trip-hop makeover, et cetera, but the origi-
nal will be the only one to haunt you (Food, 172
Arlington Rd., London NW| U.K. 0171.284.2560)...
HEAVY STEREO comes heavily doused in glam trade-
marks—stomp-beats decorated with handclaps buzzing
‘glitrer’ guitar and scarf-waving chorus, with added '90s
brat-snottiness. “Sleep Freak” bizarrely echoes naff '50s-
tinged glam ‘legend’ Alvin Stardust (he took the best of
T.Rex and trivialised it), but there is as much of Jesus &
Mary Chain-style pure-pop/arch-rock thrills here—no
wonder Creation snapped up the group. “Magic Sponge”
is hard-rockin’ freeway pop, a Cheap Trick indeed, with
“Pleasure Dip” falling exactly half way between the two
'70s bookends, a little like a tougher Pooh Sticks. Rife
with retro-fever, Heavy Stereo is pleasantly young and
(knowingly?) dumb all the same (Creation, 109 Regents
Park Road, London NW| 8UR 0171.722.8866).

The cello may have a pretty stodgy reputation from 400
years in the concert hall, played sitting down by old guys
in suits, but Tom Cora can pull some of the wildest shit
imaginable out of the damn thing. Along with his '80s
New York City cohorts John Zorn, Fred Frith and Zeena
Parkins, he invented his own odd techniques to build a
personal language for his instrument. His work of the
past few years has been particularly enjoyable: while still
going far out in his improvising and conjuring up a full
palette of unusual sounds, Cora has shown a surprising
love for melody. In Curlew and the Dutch punk band The
Ex (he has recently left both groups), he worked within
song structures which gave him room for both adventur-
ous and lyrical cello-ing. THIRD PERSON is Cora’s
improvisational trio with drummer Samm Bennett
(Chunk/Bosho/Semantics) and a revolving door of guest
"third persons.” Lucky Water (Knitting Factory Works, 74
Leonard St., New York, NY 10013 212.219.3006) is their
second full album with Japanese saxophonist Kazutoki
Umezu. These three telepathic musicians put together
spontaneous rhythmic grooves and melodic develop-
ments that you'll sometimes swear were pre-planned,
but they're also constantly switching direction, surprising
not just the listener, but each other with overlapping bits
and pieces of jazz, blues, country, Asian and European
folk traditions, and some zany surprises from Bennett’s
sampler...Drummer GERRY HEMINGWAY, best
known as the long-time improvising partner of Marilyn
Crispell and a member of Anthony Braxton's quartet, has
been putting out his own excellent albums for just as
long. The Marmalade King (Hat Art (Switzerland), c/o
Challenge4hatART, 1917 24th St. #3, Sacramento, CA
95816-7245 916.455.4239), inspired by the storybooks
of Hemingway's three-year-old son, is a suite for quintet
(sax/trombone/cello/bass/drums) which is both daring
and swinging. Playful themes with elaborate development
are tied into inspired improvisation; compositional shifts
often take place in sub-groups within the quintet, provid-
ing exciting counterpoints and contrasts to the
solos...The PINO MINAFRA SUD ENSEMBLE is an
Italian sextet (trumpet/trombone/sax/rhythm) with wide-
ranging tastes, impressive talents and a ridiculous sense
of humor. One minute the musicians are jumping into the
fiery flames of fierce Coltrane-inspired free-blowing, the
next minute they’re dipping their toes into cool bossa
nova. With a mix of jazz, European traditions, Nino Rota,
etc., these guys are on par with Willem Breuker
Kollektief in their virtuosity, adventurousness and clown-
ing. Sudori (Victo, C.P. 460, Victoriaville, Quebec, G6P
6T3 Canada) is an entertaining and eclectic circus of wail-
ing, growling, moaning, vamping, tangoing, penny-
whistling, didgeridooing and loads more...ELLERY
ESKELIN's Jazz Trash (Songlines, Box 42], 810 W.
Broadway, Vancouver, BC V5Z 4C9, Canada
604.737.1632) came out way back in early Spring, but |
keep going back to it so often that | feel guilty for not
having mentioned it back then. On several previous
albums, saxophonist Eskelin has been attracted to some
pretty trashy standards like “Besame Mucho” and
“Jitterbug Waltz,” and he does in fact trash them, turning
jazz clichés inside out. But this time it's all original com-
positions. So, what is “jazz trash?” Is it the honks and
whines of Eskelin’s raunchy tenor? The strange and
cheezy wheeze of Andrea Parkins’ accordion? Jim Black’s
frantic banging on a pile of drums and percussion? Well
maybe, like Duke Ellington said, “if you have to
ask...you'll never know.” But to paraphrase another great
aesthete, Oscar the Grouch, | iove trash; Eshelin’s new
album is a keeper.

In the decade and a half since
Cassandra Wilson burst onto the
scene, no emerging African-
jazz singer has
provoked greater extremes in
criticism than Rachelle Ferrell.
Reaction to her 6'/:-octave range,
deft arabesques and daring
interval-leaps, as heard on her
1990 recording First Instrument
(released first in Japan and only
recently in the U.S.), is usually
immediate and intense: Either
you like her or you don't; you're
turned on or turned off, rather
quickly.  Physically and
idiomatically (*| live comfortably
in the worlds of pop, R&B, jazz,
gospel and even classical music,”
she says in her bio), Ferrell has all
the tools—and, yes, | like her
work. As a jazz singer, that is.
Ferrell, however, is far better
known for her R&B work: Her
eponymous 1992 debut (Capitol)
turned gold, made her an
overnight star and stayed on the
R&B charts nearly three years.
The R&B/pop-styled Rachelle
Ferrell was recorded after First
Instrument but, wisely, released
before it. Had First Instrument
been released first in the U.S,,
thus establishing her jazz bona
fides with the jazz critics, those
scribes would have pilloried her
with fervent shouts of sell-out
upon the later issue of the slickly
crafted Rachelle Ferrell. Because
Rachelle Ferrell came out first, the
cognoscenti had no expectations,
nothing to hold against the singer,
when First Instrument hit the
streets. Purely on merit, as a jazz
project, the Lenny White-
produced First Instrument is a
success. Taking bites big and
small out of a jazz program
drawn largely from the standard
songbook (“You Don't Know
What Love Is," “Bye Bye
Blackbird," “Inchworm,” “What
Is This Thing Called Love," "My
Funny Valentine”), Ferrell treats
the words and melodies in her
palate like so much taffy. As she
sings, she does swing, to be sure,
and her juxtapositions of light and
dark tones, combined with her
dizzying melismatics and
rhythmic displacements (as on
“You Don't Know What Love
Is)," in particular), are frequently

Abbey Lincoln (2-1) regains the top spot from Yerve labelmate Jimmy Smith (1-2). Blue Note's Charfie Hunter Trio is moving steadily upward (7-3). perhaps poised to unseat the Yerve dynasty (the label
has been dominating the top spot for most of the year). Making an impressive rise is the wonderful tribute to Herbie Nichols by the Buell Neidlinger Quintet on the independent K2B2 label {10-6). Top chart
entries: Homestead's William Hooker (#7), (olumbia’s sampler of newly released tracks from Miles Davis' Live At The Plugged Nickel (#10), Anthony Coleman Trio (#15) on john Zorn's new

captivating. On most of the CD Ferrell is backed by a rather spare trio
comprising pianist Eddie Green, drummer Doug Nally and stick bassist
Tyrone Brown. These ears would have preferred a conventional bass
fiddle to the buzzy stick bass, which lacks its acoustic counterpart’s
roundedness and textural variations, but this is a minor caveat. My only
other cavil is the employment of two unnecessary, sterile-sounding synth
parts on the CD-concluding "Autumn Leaves.” Ferrell, to her credit,
acquits herself well on two of her compositions: “Don’t Waste Your Time"
(5:13), on which she's accompanied by the trio cited above, and
“Extensions” (4:58), wherein her own piano is the sole instrumental voice
complementing her vocals. In addition, Ferrell does credit to Sam Cooke's
well-traveled “You Send Me,” breezing along on a jazzy mid-tempo romp
behind Green's discreetly jaunty piano. In substance and in timing, Ferrell
has been well-served by First Instrument. Now that her catalogue is
represented by disparate R&B and jazz recordings, it will be interesting to
chart the trajectory of her career.

C STORIN T SIRES =) blazing, now's the perfect time to
stoke the fires with some organ-jazz barbecue-boogaloo. The turban'd Dr.
Lonnie Smith (I still haven't figured out what he's a doctor of) caresses the
B3 keys and pumps the bass pedals in lively fashion on several cuts from
tenor saxist RON HOLLOWAY's new Struttin’ CD for Milestone (c/o
Fantasy, |0th & Parker, Berkeley, CA 94710). In tandem with Smith's
organ and John Scofield’s ripsaw guitar, Holloway blows hot ‘n’ heavy on |
Found A New Baby,” “Soultrane” and “Jungle Strut,” the latter a clavé &
chitlin concoction spiced with Steve Berrios’ engaging percussion.
Elsewhere on this album pianists Larry Willis and Kenny Barron make their
majestic acoustic presence palpable. Overall, Struttin’ is an hourlong mixed
bag whose tunes should appeal to various jazz tastes... TONY Z makes his
bid for B3 acceptance on his largely appetizing debut outing, Get Down
With The Blues (Tone-Cool, 129 Parker St., Newton, MA 02159). A
double-threat organist/vocalist (try “I've Got A New Love"), Z (real name:
Tony Zamagni) smartly aligns himself with such organ-friendly stalwarts as
Houston Person on tenor, Duke Robillard on guitar and Bernard “Pretty”
Purdie on drums. Well-versed in the blues, as any self-respecting B3 player
has to be, Z wails convincingly throughout, not least on the short-but-
swinging “Roger Pace,” which also features guest harmonicat Sugar Blue.
Having penned nine of the 10 selections here, Z is actually a triple-threat
on this tasty entree.

JON HENDRICKS & THE ALL-STARS Boppin’ At The Blue Note

As Boppin’ At The Blue Note makes abundantly clear, jon Hendricks at 73
has lost none of the sharpness and vitality he demonstrated in 1958 when
his best-known group, Lambert Hendricks and Ross, unleashed Sing A Song
Of Basie on the jazz world. Reunited on-stage in December of 1993 at the
Blue Note jazz club in Manhattan, where he has lived for many years, with
his family (wife Judith and daughters Michele and Aria) and a crack band
featuring four world-class horn soloists, pere Hendricks presides over an
hour long celebration proving that the human voice, in actuality and
inspiration, is the most expressive instrumental voice there is. Hendricks
purveys, in combination, unsurpassed erudition and enthusiasm, technique
and taste. Using his family singing group, Jon Hendricks & Co. (with the
aforesaid family members plus Kevin Burke), at the core, Daddy-O Jon
fashions a cohesive ensemble into which guest soloists Wynton Marsalis
(trumpet), Al Grey (trombone), Red Holloway (alto sax) and Benny
Golson (tenor sax) groove effortlessly. A people-person at his best in front
of attentive listenters, leader Hendricks keeps the sounds happening and
hilarious, not least on “Everybody's Boppin',” wherein he, Michele and
Marsalis (for the first time on record) engage in a tour-de-force scat-athon.
The acknowledged king of vocalese — the art of grafting words to
approximate instrumental passages — Hendricks is a hearty singer and
wily wordsmith (eight of the | | selections here bear his lyrics). "Shiny
Stockings” and “One O'Clock Jump,” Hendricks staples from the Count
Basie library, conclude the CD, as one might expect, but to these ears the
most play-worthy tracks are “Everybody's Boppin;” and “It's Sand, Man,”
both featuring Sterling vocal interplay.

BOILED IN LEAD has always had a split personality, part Mustaphas
worshippers, part heavy metal band, part Celt folk rockers. The group's
much-awaited new album (actually an alburm/novel/CD-ROM) is no less
confused, and no less wonderful for the confusion. Hard Balkan rock
gives way to American blues, Irish jigs and then back into the fuzz box
zone. Songs From The Gypsy (Omnium, PO. Box 7367, Minneapolis, MN
$5407) is based on the novel by Steven Brust, a songwriter in his own
right, and the mix here is unique. Now if they can only explain to me
how to get the CD-ROM part to work!

No summer is complete without some serious rock 'n’ roll, and the
BLAZERS' brand of East Side Soul (Rounder, | Camp Street,
Cambridge MA 02140 617.354.0700) is the perfect antidote to 101 in
the shade. East L.A. Latino sounds, pure-bred R&B, and a mean version
of Jesse Hill's "Ooh-Poo-Pah-Doo" are all it takes to cool it down.

Ivory Coast native ABOU SMITH is a new name to me. His debut
American album, Mafola (Sahara, 10807 Sugar Maple Terrace, Upper

marred by the ubiquitous drum and bass machines.

MADDY PRIOR, lead singer for the Brit folk-rock band Steeleye Span,
has always had a pop heart, and she has produced a number of solo
albums exploring where her voice belongs in the contemporary music
world. Some of her best attempts are documented on The Best
Of.../Memento (Park Records US, 67 Massachusetts Ave., Box 291887,
Cambridge, MA 02139-0008). It includes some of her wonderful Silly
Sisters recordings with June Tabor, and a fine new tune, as well.

As an ardent fan of rowdy Brit folk-rock, | want to point you to the
latest from the PRESS GANG, Burning Boats (D.D.R., Germany, c/o
Vox Pop, PO. 2018, Reading RG| 7EW U.K.). With accordions,
whistles, drums and electric guitars, this gang rocks in the grand

tradition of the Pogues, the Oysters and the Levellers.

Of course, the godfathers (grandfathers?) of the genre are FAIRPORT
CONVENTION, and after a couple of weak albums the last few years,
the group seems to have found new energy on fewel In The Crown
(Green Linnet, 43 Beaver Brook Road, Danbury, CT 06810
203.730.0333). There are the usual instrumentals here, but none of
them stand out. Their choice of songwriters has always been
impeccable, and it is no less here, with contributions from Steve Tilston,
Ralph McTell, Leonard Cohen (a weird one, this version of “Closing
Time"), Clive Gregson and a marvelous title song from Julie Matthews.
Fairport has found the old spark; now all the band needs is a real lead

singer again!

Two new compilations for the lazy radio programmer hit the street this
summer. Global Divas (Rounder, address above) features women from
around the world, including Oumou Sangare, Cedilla Marley Booker,
Spain's marvelous Carmen Linares, Javanese pop star Nasida Ria, and
Patsy Cline, who brings it all back home. Music For A Changing World
(Xenophile, c/o Green Linnet, address above) is a premature
celebration of the label's few of years of world music publishing with
Tarika, Ad Vielle Que Pourra, the Ukrainians, Lazaros Ros and a number
of other artists from the growing Xenophile roster.

A compilation well worth seeking out is the collection of Italian folk
roots, Atlante Di Musica Tradizionale (Robi Droli, Strada Roncaglia
16, 15040 San Germano, ltaly WWW pages:
www.inrete.it/musica/robidroli.html). From the incredible Ritmia’s
fusion of roots and jazz to the thunderous throb of the Sicilian choir
Tenores Di Bitti, this is an album of wonderful sonic discoveries from
the Mediterranean.

BEN HARPER Fight For Your Mind

There's no sophomore slump for Ben Harper as Fight For Your Mind takes
up where his brilliant debut of last year, Welcome To The Cruel World, left
off. It's agreeably packed with his singular style of folk-soul with a mes-
sage, yet traces of Harper’s artistic growth
make it all the more worthwhile. The
album'’s salient feature is Harper’s use of
acoustic instruments in very electric settings.
Tunes like “Ground On Down,” “Gold To
Me" and the title track possess a remarkable
amount of energy. His quieter moments are
equally impressive, with the stark elegance of
“Another Lonely Day” and the hypnotic “Give A Man A Home" standing
out. Few contemporary artists in Harper's age group (he's only 25)

express joy with this much verve or communicate pain with such
anguished vocals, and Fight For Your Mind is only the second chapter in
what is sure to be a long and affecting career.

Toni Price is nothing short of a phenomenon in her hometown of Austin,
Texas. She draws overflow crowds wherever she performs, her first
record is still tops among local artists in terms of sales, and she's been
named Best Female Vocalist the past two years at the Austin Music
Awards, Hey continues in a similar vein as Price’s previous work, exhibit-
ing her raw yet sultry vocals on a wide-ranging set of blues and boogie.
Once again the majority of her material is from the pen of one of

LIQUORICE “Cheap Cuts”

Liquorice—a supergroup of sorts comprised of Tsunami's
Jenny Toomey, Ida’s Dan Littleton and His Name Is Alive’s
Trey Many—debuts its first
album, Listening Cap, with this
leadoff single and video. While
we can’t help reminiscing
about the truly beautiful clips
that Trey's other group has
done with the Quay brothers,
"Cheap Cuts" is as cute,
stylish and vibrant as you'd expect from musicians of this
caliber (and a director who cut his teeth on the Red House
Painters’ elegant "Summer Dress” clip). Here Toomey
plays the local Mary Kay girl, complete with coordinating
light blue dress and hat, while Trey and Many fulfill their
roles in drag as the housewives she calls upon. Lots of rich
colors, a few admirably silly acting performances and some

requisite shots of the trio playing round out this fun piece.

L»;_Eﬂx__j makes full use of a standard

split-screen effect and the dichotomy of color and
black-and-white film with its video debut, "Mouthful Of
Pennies” (Mute). The screen is split in thirds, with
vocalist Katie Walters appropriately separated from the
frenetic performance of the rest of the five-piece band.
See 'em live and you'll understand how well the clip has
captured the band's energetic presence as well Walters'
equally vivacious vocal performance...The CIRCLE
JERKS, one of yesteryear’s more infamous punk outfits,
have been resurrected for the '90s punk revival and
turn in one of the year's flat-out goofiest clips with a
cover of the Soft Boys' | Wanna Destroy You"
{Mercury). Riding around L.A. on the back of a flatbed
truck, the group first appears in hip, baby blue suits
before donning a series of ridiculous theater-prop-room
costumes. The clip ends with the group running around
a pen full of farm animals. Hmmm...He may be an
oldster (he's got a few years on the veteran Circle
Jerks), but NEIL YOUNG can still rock with the best of
‘em. "Downtown” (Reprise), the first vid from his
collaborative album with Pearl Jam doesn’t feature
Eddie and the boys at all, and includes very little of Neil
himself. Instead, its premise is one long dance party
peopled by a motiey bunch of hippies and punks—ya
know, your average Neil Young fans...From the people
who brought you the trailer park punk-pop sounds of
Bracket (Caroline) comes the Bay Area’'s ENGINE 88,
whose debut clip “Mangos” works all the flashy angles
possible with a primarily performance-fueled video. The
song is a riff-sharp, caffeine-charged number and the
video is the cut in the same mold—i.e. split-second
edits, racing camera movement, over-before-ya-know-
it, out-of-breath exuberance...Like the abovementioned
video, JENNIFER TRYNIN's latest clip, “Better Than
Nothing” (Squint-WB), is a simple performance
accompaniment to a song that speaks for itself. Expect
to hear this one all over the radio very soon...Last but
not least, Matador-WB's PAVEMENT has a new clip for
“Father To A Sister Of Thought” from Wowee Zowee. It
seems like the indie-rock champs have gone granola,
donning cowboy hats and other Western wear for this
slightly atypical track and clip. But never fear, there's
still some trademark smirking going on here.
