MACHINA/The Machines Of God
(Virgin)

In the vear 2000, as the nation
enjoys unprecedented prosperity
and pop music’s vapidity reaches an
apex, the Smashing Pumpkins’ dis-
affected altrock howl — heck, even

just the look of frontunan Billy Cor-

gan’s unforgiving Nosferatu noggin
— seems (o be a remnant from
another era. But as the band’s con-
tinued multi-platinum success
proves, the quartet's relevance
remains steadtast. In fact, the Pump-
kins' expressions of alicnation. set
against a backdrop of cultural com-
placency, now connect with more
scorching clectricity than ever
before. MIACHINA is a beacon in a
dark night for music fans disheari-
ened by the inevitable re-dumbing-
down of pop music. With phenome-
nal drumnier Jimmy Chamberlain
(“one of the preeminent rock
drummers in the workl,” accor ding
to Corgan) returning to the fold,
the Pumpkins regain their razor-
sharp teeth, and almost completelv
forsake the forlorn, almost gothic
quality of their last album, Adore. As
one might expect. MACHINA is an
album of bitter pills, but instead of
feeling leaden with self-absorption,
it's infused with an air of brute hon-
esty coupled with aggressive tenacitv.

Members of
Blinker The Star, God Lives Under-
water and Medicine also contribute
to the album’s finelv lavered whir-
and-crunch, but it's ultimatelv
Andrews’s dead-on pop sensibility
that makes Shifting Skin such a satis-
fying dose of FM-ready unease.

Screamin’ Jay Hawkins Dead At 70

Legendary R&B musician Screamin’ Jay
Hawkins, 70, passed away on February 12 in
a Paris suburb due to complications related
to surgery for an aneurysm. The renowned
performer was best known for the 1956 clas-
sic “I Put A Spell On You,” and his outra-
geous on-stage theatrics, which influenced
musicians such as David Bowie, Alice Coop-
er and Kiss.

Inspired by legendary baritone Paul
Robeson, Hawkins dreamed of performing
opera and studied at the Ohio Conservatory
of Music. But Hawkins would never realize
that dream. Instead, upon returning from
WW II military service, the one-time Golden
Gloves champ began playing jazz and blues.
In 1951, he recorded his first song, “Why
Did You Waste My Time,” backed by jazz gui-
tarist Tiny Grimes and his Rockin’ High-
landers, for Gotham Records in 1952. After
touring with Fats Domino in 1954, Hawkins
set out on his own, recording a few singles
prior to cutting the song that would define
his career.

“I Put A Spell On You” was originally
planned as a plaintive ballad. But, after a
drinking binge in the studio, Hawkins pro-
ceeded to holler, grunt and moan his lyrics
with abandon. Despite being banned by
some radio stations that were frightened by
its raw, primal tone, the song became a hit.
Thus began a career marked by unfettered
flamboyance. During his live shows, Hawkins

MTVi Files For IPO

MTVi Group, the online division of
MTV Networks, has filed registration papers
for an initial public stock offering through
which it is expected to raise as much as $10
million. While the company hasn’t indicat-

ed the number of shares that will be
offered, or at what price, the stock could

would perform in a cape while accompanied
by a smoking skull named Henry.

Hawkins witnessed a revival of interest
during the '80s. He opened for the Rolling
Stones at Madison Square Garden in 1980
(he later re-recorded “I Put...” with Stones
guitarist Keith Richards), and his signature
hit was a recurrent theme in director Jim Jar-
musch’s 1984 breakthrough film Stranger
Than Paradise. Capitalizing on his larger- |
thanlife persona, Hawkins began a film
career in the late-’80s with roles in Two Moon
Junction, A Rage In Harlem and Jarmusch’s ‘
Mystery Train.

In 1998, Hawkins released At Last, his
final album of original material. The album l
featured a cover of Bob Marley’s “I Shot The |
Sheriff.” In 1999, he released the best-of |
album Portrait Of A Maniac and Live At

Olympia Paris.

Hawkins reportedly asked not to be
buried as he’d “been in enough coffins
already.” He told a reporter that he’d like to
be cremated. “Fly over the ocean and scatter
the dust, so I can be little particles in every-
body’s eyes, drive everybody crazy the rest of
their lives.”

Other uses of the IPO funds will
include working capital, technology
enhancements and continued international
expansion of their online properties.

Universal Reports
Earnings Increase

Universal Music Group, the world’s
largest music company, reported earnings
of $465 million during the second fiscal
quarter of 2000. The figure is up 3% from
the $451 million reported the previous year.
Parent company Seagram credited the
increase to cost savings resulting from the
1998 integration of Universal and Poly-
Gram, as well as to increased market share
from albums by such artists as Shania Twain,
Andrea Bocelli and Dr. Dre.

Despite the increase in earnings, over-
all revenue fell 8.5% due to discontinued
operations, cuts in artist rosters and unfa-
vorable foreign currency exchange rates.
Rumors persist that the music group may be
sold to potential suitors such as News Corp.
and USA Network (46% percent of which is
owned by Seagram). The reported asking
price is in excess of $25 billion.

Fine Line Unveils New

Unlike Swindle, which was the brain-
child of McClaren and presented a self-
aggrandized view of his role in the Pistols,
Filth paints a picture of working-class British
lads striking back against economic condi-
tions and rock star pretensions.

Temple, who made his directorial
debut with Swindle, went on to direct the
movies Absolute Beginners, Earth Girls Are Easy
and Bullet. He has also directed music videos
for such artists as David Bowie, the Kinks,
the Rolling Stones and Janet Jackson.

A lawyer for
Scott-Heron claims that the cocaine did not
belong to him, and described the alterca-
tion with his former live-in girlfriend as a
minor squabble. If convicted, Scott-Heron
could face up to eight years in prison. DeLa-
tour told the New York Post, “I just pray that
he gets the help he needs before it’s too
late.”

The artist’s last studio album, Spirits,
was released in 1994 on TVT Records.

DEN Pulls Plug On IPO

Santa Monica, California-based Digital
Entertainment Network (DEN) has can-
celed its plan for a $75 million initial public
stock offering. The company, which oper-
ates a network of sites that offer TVstyle
entertainment content, cited “significant
management changes” as the reason for
withdrawing its IPO. In addition, the com-
pany has endured some troubling publicity
in recent months. Company employees
complained of the exorbitant salaries they
felt were paid to its executives. A lawsuit
alleging sexual misconduct against DEN co-
founder Marc Collins-Rector also tarnished
the company’s reputation. The lawsuit was
eventually settled out of court.

The company has announced that it
has completed a round of financing, which
raised $24 million. Concurrent with the
financing, DEN has made agreements with
Enron and Intel.

drugs were found in the pocket of the
driver, Tony Young. Young told police that
the drugs were not his and that Wretzky
had given him “some rocks to hold.”
Wretzky confessed to giving Young the
three bags of crack. She posted $10,000
bond on January 26. On February 14,
Wretzky pleaded guilty in Chicago’s Cook
County Criminal Court and was sentenced
to spend one month in a drug education
program.

Since her departure from the
Pumpkins last September, Wretzky has
been living in Los Angeles in order to
pursue an acting career. (She will make
her debut as a hit woman in the upcoming
Mickey Rourke film Peaces Of Ronnie.)
According to a spokesperson for the
musician, she had returned to the Windy
City to oversee the birth of one of her bull
mastiffs.

The Pumpkins drummer, Jimmy
Chamberlin, who, now rehabilitated, has
just made a return to the band, was booted
from the band in July 1996 for drug use.

album just to see what kind of vibe I was
on when I made those records. When
you're a young artist and you put
something out, you can’t look at it
objectively, you just know what you're
doing is the right thing. And then years
go by and you wanna figure out what it is
you were doing and then you can look at
it objectively. This album is like the new
launch pad. I can go to this album and
create more albums out of this material.
This is reflective as to where the Jay Beez
are at for the new millenium.”

As for their choice in Gifford to
produce V.I.P, which was recorded in the
Propellerhead’s home studio in Soho,
Bam says it was a natural selection. “We
needed to collaborate with somebody
who understands the art of DJing as well
as [someone] who is a musician and
knows how to arrange and compose
music. That’s what led us to work with
Alex Gifford,” he said. “Even though we
wanted to be in that RPM world, we
didn’t wanna just be like another record
in the pot. Alex is from that whole
community, but he’s inspired by hip-hop,
and that’s what drives him to make the
music that he makes, so we had a bridge
that we could meet halfway and come out
with something original. It doesn’t have
to be a Fatboy Slim or Propellerheads: It
will be a Jungle Brothers record. We’ll use
the same tools and methods, but we’ll
create something for the Jungle
Brothers.”

V.LP. also features collaborations with
electric soulmen the Holmes Brothers
and West Coast hip-hoppers Black Eyed
Peas, whom the JBs met at their double-
bill show at the Wetlands in New York City
during the 1998 CM] Music Marathon.
Over the past decade, the Jungle Brothers
and their Native Tongue breathren have
found across-the-board success at college
radio, charting on both the CM] Radio
200 and Core Radio charts; V.I.P should
be no exception. “The Native Tongues
posse has always gotten much love from
college radio,” explains Lawrence Lui,
Director Of College Radio Promotions for
V2. “Their take on hip-hop is refreshingly
different from the ice-and-Moet set. It is
also important to stress that, beyond the
Native Tongues connection, the Jungle
Brothers are moving forward and growing
musically. The new album introduces a
brand new sound, fusing elements of rap,
electronica, soul and rock. This is a very
exciting project to work on since there
has never been a major hip-hop artist that
has so wholeheartedly embraced the new
sounds coming out of the electronic
scene.” That said, Lui also feels that V...P

will experience success on CM]J’s RPM
chart. “I think people that enjoy Fatboy
Slim would totally dig this record,” he
said. “[The album] crosses many
boundaries [separating] musical genres
and will have heads boucing all around,
from the clubbers to the hip-hoppers.

Arriving in the top ten
on the Radio 200 and debuting in the top five
at Core, The Virgin Suicides will be a contender
for the top of the chart.

The radio compa-
ny broadcasts music from more than 200 sta-
tions; it is the largest online music broadcaster
to hold such a licensing agreement, which
allows it to webcast millions of songs over the
Internet. Following the announcement,
industry watchers speculated that the deal
could help establish an industry standard for
online broadcasting. Terms of the deal were
not disclosed.

Scott Purcell, CEQ of WWW.com, told the
Los Angeles Times, “We signed this deal because
we wanted to comply with the law.” WWW.com
was founded in 1999, and generates its rev-
enues from advertising and by licensing its
broadcast streams to other Web sites.

NetRadio.com Reports
Strong Financial Results

Internet music broadcaster
NetRadio.com reported net revenues of

$669,000 during the fourth
fiscal quarter of 1999, a 630%
increase compared to the
$92,000 reported during the same period in

Most rock music that seemed threatening
in its time seems either quaint or ridiculous
in retrospect, but there is absolutely noth-
ing quaint or ridiculous about NYC’s mas-
sively influential Suicide.

AGENT ORANGE

Living In Darkness (Poshboy, 1980; Rhino, 1992)

Listen up, all you grinning, bleached blonde,
muld-platinum-selling Southern Californian
pop-punk cuties. You owe your livelihood to
Agent Orange. I'm talking to you, Offspring,
Blink 182, and hell, even genre-challenged
pop-punk-ska-whatchamacallit No Doubt.
The roots of your success go back 20 years,
to a time when punk was lost. Punk’s dis-
ruptive and dramatic 1977 explosion into
the mainstream had prevented the genre
from generating any bands of real impor-
tance. During this time, as both the colder
sounds of plastic synth-pop bands and the
campy sounds of spandex-wrapped hair
bands began to emerge as the newest
shocks to the system, both skater and
surfer brats took punk underground -and
nurtured it. In 1980, a Fullerton, California
trio called Agent Orange recorded a
record that took the music where no one
else had ever thought to go. The trio reck-
lessly mixed elements of power pop and
surf rock with the blinding speed and
nihilistic values of punk. The band’s debut,
Living In Darkness, was by far their best. It
was a short (a whopping seven songs) but
wild, (literally) amphetamine-powered ride
across the beaches of the Golden State.
Tunes like the cataclysmic sing-along
“Bloadstains” (“Bloodstains/Speed kills/
Fast cars/Cheap thrills/Rich girls/Fine wine
/1 lost my sense/I lost control/I lost my
mind”) and the band’s punched up, jaw-
grinding version of the classic surf instru-
mental “Miserlou” were at once humorous
and chaotic. Originally, I had this record
on cassette, but too many listenings wore it
out. Luckily, Rhino rereleased it on CD in
1992 (with seven bonus tracks and an inter-
view). This missing link between the
thrashing, doomy punk of the Germs and
the jocular pokiness of the current So-Cal
scene continues to rile me.  — Kelso Jacks
