According to the Wall Street
Journal, major music compa-
nies are planning to up the
ante in their war against unau-
thorized online song swapping
by targeting individuals who
offer the largest troves of songs
on peer-to-peer services.
Working through their trade
association, the Recording
Industry Association of
America (RIAA), large record
companies are moving toward
filing copyright lawsuits that
“would target the highest vol-
ume song providers within the
services.” The new effort to
combat online piracy may also
include a public campaign fea-
turing well-known artists urg-
ing music fans to respect copy-
right rules. In addition, Reuters
has reported that labels are dis-
tributing “decoy” files on free
file-sharing sites. Though
empty, these traceable files
allow record labels to track the
material and find out exactly
who is downloading it.
“Spoofing is just one example
of a lawful and appropriate
self-help measure available to
the labels to respond to the
growing problem of peer-to-
peer network piracy,” said a
spokesman for the RIAA. “It
also happens to confirm the
adage ‘You get what you pay
for.” » In related news,
Rhapsody, the Listen.com
owned and distributed online
music provider, has signed a
non-exclusive licensing agree-
ment with Universal Music
Group, making it now the only
online service of its kind where
users can access songs owned
by all five major labels.
Offering its subscribers stream-
ing audio on demand, but no
downloads, Rhapsody already
has existing agreements in
place with the other four major
music companies —
Bertelsmann Music Group,
Warner Music Group, EMI
Recorded Music and Sony
Music Entertainment — as
well as several independent
labels, including TVT and Sub

Pop. The new deal increases
Rhapsody’s song library from
150,000 to 175,000 songs from
approximately 14,000 albums.
The California Senate’s
Judiciary Committee and the
Select Committee on the
Entertainment Industry will
conduct a joint hearing on July
23 to look into the record
industry’s accounting practices.
Sen. Kevin Murray (D-L.A.)
told Billboard that if the hear-
ings “reveal a pattern of with-
holding royalties on the part of
the labels, legislation may be
introduced mandating pay-
ment of the equivalent of puni-
tive damages in a lawsuit.” A
large number of artists have
sued their respective labels

azzanova is comprised of three DJs and three producers who are

responsible for the sound of tomorrow. Despite being one of the

most innovative and sought-after dance collectives on the planet,
possessing an acclaimed collection of remixes and producing a slew of
singles (most notably the hugely popular 12-inch “Fedime’s Flight”), a
full-length debut of original work appeared to be more of a myth than
a reality. Seven years since it first began making music, the Berlin-
based crew has put the finishing touches on its freshman release, In
Between. The ensemble’s sound has been labeled “nii-jazz,” but its

members — DJs Alexander Barck, Class Brieler and Jurgen von
Knoblauch, and producers Axel Reinemer, Stefan Leisering and
Roskow Kretschmann — prefer to call it Jazzanova. CM]J caught up
with unofficial Jazzanova spokesman Alexander Barck and spoke with
him about the importance of networking, giving back to the music
community and... Bon Jovi.

In Between has been one of the most highly anticipated
records in the dance community for years. Why did it take
so long to produce?

Well, just to have the chance to produce the way we wanted took us lots
of time. We didn’t want to have boundaries, and since we have our own
label [JCR] we felt that we could do it the right way if we took the time.
So we just closed the studio doors, came up with ideas, and we used
them. The result is satisfying because we did it the way we wanted to.

Jazzanova is six-member collective comprised of both DJs and
producers. How do you manage to work effectively together?

We all work together in a very informal way. Still, we find that the best
way to work is to have two people in the studio at a time — one of the
production guys and one of the DJs. If someone hears a sample or a
sound they like, we are always open to use it, and that’s really the most
effective way for us to work together.

Did you have any formal musical training?
No. We understand engineering and producing music but [we] are not
musicians.

How do you define the “Jazzanova sound”?
The Jazzanova sound is a universal sound; everyone expects that the

Jazzanova album will have a certain sound. But we like to keep people
on their toes, and [In Between] sounds different from anything we’ve
done in the past. When people are surprised, it brings the liveliness
back to both them and to the music. Then the people will listen careful-
ly again the next time they play the record. Music can often become
stale when people feel like they can expect a certain sound from an
artist. One day if we should decide to do a record that sounds like Bon
Jovi, then we’ll do it — and that would be a ‘Jazzanova sound. We have
to constantly surprise people to keep them listening.

What record will never leave your record box?

[Laughs] There are so many records to just pick one! [ Pauses] Well, I
guess there is a Ski remix of this Bahamadia track [“Uknowhowwedu”].
The track is uplifting and always stays with me.

Over the years Jazzanova has remixed so many great artists.
If you could choose one artist to remix Jazzanova, who would
that be?

Stereolab. They have such an interesting sound and I've always been a
big supporter.

If you could choose any artist to remix Jazzanova, who would
that be?

Our friends. We’ve been lucky to work with so many wonderful people,
so that would be great for us.

Speaking of friends, how did you choose the collaborators for the
album?

The best part of being a DJ is that in your travels you get to meet some
very interesting people from all over the world. Jazzanova is a world-
wide network of people. We’ve got Vikter Duplaix and Ursula Rucker
from Philadelphia. Capitol A is a San Francisco DJ that we are familiar
with through his work with King Britt and Dego [4 Hero]. Valerie
Etienne and Rob Gallagher we were familiar with from their singing in
Galiano. Desney bailey sings for Amp, who is part of the [Sonar]
Kollectiv. There was a great deal of enthusiasm when we told our
friends what we were trying to accomplish with this record, so it was
not difficult to get them involved.

Is it true that Ursula Rucker rejected Jazzanova’s contribution for
her own album?
Yes, Ursula is a very deep person and she just wasn’t feeling the track.

Did this pose a problem when you approached her about working
on In Between?

No, not at all. We have great respect for her, and realize that she just
didn’t feel what we were doing with the track. So when the time came
for us to ask her to be a part of the project there were no bad feelings.

Tell us a little about the Sonar Kollectiv.

You know, I think Berlin is sort of the way Greenwich Village was in the
past. There are so many talented DJs, musicians and artists [in Berlin]
and cost of living is inexpensive for this type of artist lifestyle. We start-
ed Sonar Kollectiv because there are so many talented people out there
who have good ideas, but they don’t have the means to get money for
equipment and such. This is a way for Jazzanova to give people a better
chance to release their music while also allowing them to meet and
exchange ideas with artists like themselves.

What's next for Jazzanova?

The DJs will be out touring the world through the summer. We will be
producing the new Clara Hill album [singer on “No Use”], Axel
[Reinemer] and Stefan [Leisering] have a side project called Extended
Spirit, so they’ll be busy with that and we’re doing some more remixes.
There’s also a great deal of material coming up from the Sonar
Kollectiv. There are records coming from Amp [with vocal contribu-
tions from Desney Bailey], Ras and George Levin. And of course, we’ll
find time for the next Jazzanova record.

What Was Me (K)

In indie-rock circles, Calvin
Johnson is an icon both as a
musician, label owner (he runs
the indomitable K) and produc-
er. From his days in quirky lo-fi
darlings Beat Happening to his
dance-worthy experiments with
Dub Narcotic Sound System,
Johnson has been at the forefront of the D.I.Y. music scene, and
his monotone singing style is instantly recognizable. On What
Was Me, Calvin goes as bare bones as possible; 40 percent of the
album is a cappella, and only an acoustic guitar accompanies
most of the rest. Still, those who are fans of his past work will
find much to love about these playful musings on love lost (and
found) — even if they are a little darker than some of the front-
man’s earlier material. “Lighnin’ Rod For Jesus,” a vocal-only
duet with Beth Ditto of the Gossip, sounds like it could have
come from a Vaselines record if said band was into Delta blues
and gospel.

for roughly 18 and a half hours straight.
Why did he do this? Because Carlito — and
countless listeners who lit up the station’s
phones after hearing the song — absolutely
hated the track so much that the jock went
on the air and stated he “would stay in the
studio and only play ‘real’ Metallica until
someone from the band called him and
explained to him, and all the fans, what the
hell was going on.”

Anyone who is
familiar with the recorded work of the Mighty Milano (and if
you’re not, please hand over your metal credentials now...you’re
fired!) knows that the man is always direct, gets right to the
point and has always sacrificed being subtle for brutal honesty,
even if it meant going against the grain. Now that S.O.D. is offi-
cially disbanded, CM] caught up with the inventor of the
Milano Mosh to ask him about the band, what his future plans
are and when we might hear some new music.

What is your official stance on the breakup of S.0.D.? Is
there absolutely no chance that you guys will reconcile?
No! Fuck Dimebag Ian [editor’s note: “Dimebag” Ian is Milano’s
“nickname” for former SO.D./Anthrax guitarist Scott Ian]! The
last thing I will ever do is stick up for that little bitch again!

| know that you and bassist Danny Lilker are planning on
forming a new band. What can you tell me about that?
We haven’t even jammed, but I'm sure it will be heavy, dark
and powerful.

The S.0.D. track “Fuck The Middle East” is more appro-
priate than ever. Where were you on 9/117?

I was in Hoboken [New Jersey] on the pier watching the
world change forever.

We were huge M.O.D. fans. What happened to the band?
I never took it seriously, but everyone else blamed me for the
world’s problems. So I said, ‘Fuck it!’

Tell the Loud Rock kids a little bit about your new band,
the Jersey Rebel.

I wanted to re-invent myself for years. I have found the per-
fect vehicle. I rule!

When do you think we’ll be able to get our grubby little
hands on the new album?

Look for M.O.D. in the fall with the Killith Fair to follow. The
Jersey Rebel in late spring 2003, if we’re still here. And then,
the new band with Lilker in Fall 2003.

To us, Billy Milano works on two levels. One, you are
undoubtedly hardcore and not to be fucked with, like on
“Hate Tank” or “United Forces.” But, you also have a gen-

CM]J caught up
with Jeff in his studio to discuss hip-hop now and then.

Give me a summary of what you’ve been up to these past few
years.

Just following my heart, just doing music. I mean that’s where my
heart was, just on the production shot, finding new talent and pro-
ducing stuff, and see what the world feels about it.

What made you decide to come out again as an artist and
record under your own name?

Well, 've been doing the Beat Generation series. What they did was
they came to a bunch of producers and basically said, “What makes
you up as a producer?” and [to] answer that question by doing the
record. So in all actuality, I wasn’t attempting to come back out as
an artist’s perspective as much as a producer’s album. There’s a lot
of people who got the impression that I was trying to make an
artist’s album, but more than anything, I was just letting people
know who I am as a producer.

What was the process for this record? Did you have all these
collaborations in mind or just pick people who contributed
the best to what you had already laid down?

Well, the beautiful thing about this it had more to do with creative
freedom, so you could just let your imagination run wild. If they
are going to be giving you the ability to be creatively free, then you
want to give that to the artist that you work with.

Do you think this new focus on the DJ and turntablism made
you change your mind to do this record and be comfortable
as far as a large audience is concerned?

Well, no, I feel a lot of different ways about that. Number one:
turntablism has always been my focus. I've always been kind of
down with knowing who is good and checking out all the new
guys and seeing a lot of the innovative stuff that was coming up.
Right now, turntablism is at the highest point it has ever been and
it has nothing to do with hip-hop. You have guys like Linkin Park
who are responsible for putting The X-Ecutioners — who are
incredible — on. More than anything, it was me paying tribute to
what actually put me in the position that I am in today.

How have things changed since you've started out? Where
was hip-hop then verses where is hip-hop now?

I think there was a lot more, I don’t want to say, creativity but it
just seems there was a lot more diversity. People were just really
open and wanted to do new stuff and try innovative things back
then. You could have a tour with Jazzy Jeff And The Fresh Prince,
Run DMC, Public Enemy and everybody has an audience and
everybody loves everybody. Everyone was making money, but
everyone was having so much fun. Then, the rivalries in hip-hop

were about “I'm the best DJ” or “I'm the best MC.” It just seems
now that’s it’s about “I have more money” and “No, I have more
money.” Where did all the skill level go? Now it’s like the best
rapper is the one that makes the most amount of money.

Well, the ironic thing is that hip-hop came out of such little
money and that is how it started. Now, it represents a lot of
money and that’s just not where the roots of it are.

It’s a shame because you kind of miss those days. I recently came
back from South Africa and I did a show where there was like
18,000 people, it was all over the radio stations, there were people
freestyling on the radio, the DJs were cutting on the radio. It was so
reminiscent of hip-hop in the ’80s when everyone was free and into
the music. Once again, because you are dealing with a culture that
just came out of not having any money. It was a shame because
being down there, they are looking at us like you are guys are the
ones setting a trend in hip-hop and we’re looking at them like this
is how it used to be.

How is this kind of process different from other records that
you've done?

Well, other records are more pressure-based because it is more
about the budget that someone gives you. I didn’t have a big budget
for this and everyone knew I didn’t have a big budget. No one was
really concerned about the money factor as much as everyone was
like “Wow, what are we going to do?” I didn’t have those expecta-
tions of how I have to make a record that they are going to play on
the radio, or I have to make a record that is going to sell a million
copies just to be accepted.

Do you think it is hard to go out as an artist after the whole
Fresh Prince thing? Do you think people pigeonhole you
because of that?

I don’t think so. One of things that I wanted to do, or try to do,
successfully was to angle people into understanding in what direc-
tion of music I am going into now, so it makes it a whole lot easier
for me to do what I am doing. It’s like you are not trying to sell
something on the people now. It’s about the actual product.

What are you listening to right now? What are the records
that hit home for you, that say, “This is hip-hop?”

J-Live, Slum Village. 'm from the old-school that I love when peo-
ple used to sample and scratch in their records. That was hip-hop. I
like a lot of stuff that is like that. I don’t criticize any type of hip-
hop or any type of music. I just feel that there is room for....more.
I don’t not like what the radio is playing. I just don’t like what the
radio is not playing.

Do you think this will be the first in a long line of “Jeff”
releases now?

Well, I wasn’t really paying attention to what I was doing for the
future. I really had a good time. 'm tackling back and forth more
now with my desire to be in the studio and just do my roll as a
producer. Sometimes it gets hard because the demands of being a
producer, a DJ and now you just made a record. It’s like you are
juggling three or four jobs and a personal life.

Who are you looking to produce?
Believe it or not, Bonnie Raitt. Bonnie Raitt has so much soul.

How many watts is your station? How
many people do you reach?

Watts that? Er, sorry. We’re just a little
bitty station, but we’re the only alternative
station in the area. All the cool kids listen
to CHSR! They’re certainly not going to
hear jazz, psytrance, punk, rai, ska or
synth-pop on any of the local commercial
stations. I'm really not sure how many
people listen, but most people I meet,
regardless of age or social standing, have a
familiarity with our programming.

What'’s the station motto/your personal
programming philosophy?

I say FM stands for “Freak Magnet,” but I
don’t think that’s ever been put in publica-
tion before. CHSR’s motto is “Your access to
the airwaves.” I still like Freak Magnet better.
As for a personal programming philosophy, I
strive to provide a robust cross-selection of
musical styles without playing the same
songs over and over again. I hear that way
too often with a lot of commercial stations,
and it disturbs me.

How long have you been and will you be
MD? How do you abuse your power?

I’ve been Music Director for a year, but was
an Assistant Music Director a few years ago
as well. I abuse my power by gobbling down
all the edible promos that come in. The way
to this MD’s heart is definitely through her
stomach. So please, friendly music reps,
keep sending candies, popcorn and all that
sort of stuff! I'll endear you much more
than just another sticker!

What do you do to build your station’s
audience?

I make frequent reference to the station on
my website: The ShanMonster Page

(http://shanmonster.lilsproutz.com). I get
several thousand hits each day, and since
CHSR also broadcasts on the web
(http://www.unb.ca/chsr), I figure I must
have increased the international listening
audience by at least two or three people.

Are you on the air? What kind of show
do you do?

I go live on Tuesday at 1 p.m. with my pro-
gram, “Ya Habibi” I play traditional, pop and
dance music of North Africa, the near and
Middle East. The program is also rebroadcast
on Wednesday at 10 a.m. Hosting this sort of
show makes perfect sense, since I am also a
professional belly dancer! Until very recently,
I also hosted “The Erotic Tablesaw;” an indus-
trial music program that ran off and on for
about a decade. I had to stop because sleep is
a very necessary thing. At some point, I may
go for my rivethead status again.

Who are you most proud of bringing to
your campus to perform and why?

I’'m not personally responsible for bringing
any bands to campus, but not too long ago,
Wesley Willis came to town. I was devastated
when I missed his show, but I'm still excited
that he played here. Some day, when my kung
fu is strong, I will be brave enough to stand
by him without cowering.

What'’s the most fucked up thing that
ever happened to you while you were
on-air?

I had a fascinating telephone conversation
with a schizophrenic listener who believed
he was in a centrifuge in a coffee shop in a
barn. I was finally able to ditch him when I
told him I’d just received a vitally impor-
tant transmission from the sun relating to
the apocalypse. As far as I know, he’s still
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sipping a cappuccino in the barn/cen-
trifuge while awaiting Armageddon and
my further directions.

What's the best line a promoter ever used
on you to get you to play a record?

Moose [from The Syndicate] told me that
not having any charting albums was a blow
to his manhood. I couldn’t bear to be respon-
sible for anyone’s emasculation, so I did the
dirty deed and managed to review some of
his albums myself. Yes, they were worth lis-
tening to!

Name one CD you’re embarrassed to

say you own.

I don’t think I have any embarrassing CDs, but
I definitely have some cringe-worthy cassettes
and vinyl: Neneh Cherry’s Raw Like Sushi, Phil
Collins’ No Jacket Required, and Kenny Rogers’
The Gambler all spring to mind readily. I am
not ashamed of my Tom Jones collection,
though. Tom Jones is the king!

Why did you go into college radio?
Free CDs?

Heck, no! I didn’t get any free CDs! I got into
it because I'm an unadulterated attention
slut, and getting my voice out over the air-
waves fed my need for attention!

File-sharing online: yea or nay?

Oh, yea. This is how I discover new music!
If it weren’t for the likes of Napster (R.I.P.),
I’d never have heard of VNV Nation,
Project Pitchfork or a host of other great
electro bands. If I like something, I go out
and buy the album.

Any shoutouts?
If Elvis is indeed alive, I'd like to apologize for
saying Tom Jones is the king.

ope everyone had a great July 4 and that no fingers or

other body parts were lost along the way. How was my

4th you ask? Well first, I spent the day listening to
Steppin’ Out With The Grateful Dead: England 72 (thanks to my
friends at Arista). Second, I spent a good portion of the weekend
with my 19 year-old nephew and two other members of their metal
band Manifest (no it’s not Carl Singmaster’s band). What I learned
was quite interesting: sit around the house, talk and listen to the
music these kids are into and it becomes apparent that much of the
time we, as a business, are just plain missing the boat.

We’re making an awful lot of assumptions about consumers. These
kids were into the usual suspects — anything loud and rockin’ that
pissed their parents off. Sound familiar? What got me was as much
as they all loved Skinlab, they also loved jazz, blues and classical
music — and were educated about it. Debussy, Miles Davis and
Muddy Waters all meant something to them. I played The Last
Waltz DVD and kept asking them if they wanted me to take it off.
The answer was an emphatic “No!”. They wanted to learn more. It
wasn’t their music, it was my music.

By the way, they also think most of us in the music business are a
bunch of wankers who don’t have a clue about what’s really hap-
pening on the street (hard to argue that one by the way). They

wondered why we release so many crappy CDs; wondered why
some new CDs come out cheap and others (sometimes 30 years
old) sell for nearly twice as much; also wondered why they can buy
one CD one place and go to a different store for a completely dif-
ferent version of the same disc. These kids don’t actually burn CDs;
they like to buy albums that support their bands.

Where the business has succeeded is in creating pre-packaged
images and categories for our artists to slip into. “No muss, no
fuss.” Exactly what we need to meet our numbers and make it easily
digestible for our friends at radio, press and retail. The problem is
that (broken record, broken record) these categories serve our pur-
poses, not the consumers. The three kids crashing at my place did-
n’t give two shits about whether their favorite band was on the
radio or in a commercial. They just liked what they liked. Here’s the
kicker: I had a box with a ton of CDs I let them go through. They
picked out maybe 20 CDs (many of which were just singles). Does
this mean we create and release a lot of crap? You bet it does — at
last count 30,000 titles a year.

Here’s what I walked away with: the generation gap has gotten
shorter—only 5-10 years between them now. We are trying so hard
to find that Thriller that will save help save the business. My sugges-
tion is simple: Release records from artists you believe in and work

In August, for back to school, label is pro-
ducing mini DVDs that will include live
footage of Ben.

hoice Music has been around for

eight years and has, like many

independents, struggled to find a
niche in the ever-changing retail climate.
They found their place in the local retail
mix, though, by being what their local
chains were not knowledgeable. Choice has
fought the big-boxes and mall stores by
offering face-to-face customer service with

an experienced staff who take special orders
and who are willing to track down that rare
and out-of-print item.

Choice has also expanded its business into
other musical areas that both compliment
and promote music and artists that other-
wise wouldn’t stop through Oklahoma. As
promoters, Choice is able to spread the
word about the store while simultaneously
pushing a particular concert. As a regional
concert production and promotion compa-
ny, they have worked with both new and
classic acts such as Pantera, Slayer, Slipknot,
Bo Diddley, Coal Chamber, Motorhead and

hundreds of others.

Choice has also set-up a new website that
promotes unsigned bands (www.infinitere-
cords.net). By linking these unsigned acts
together, Choice can expose each band’s fan
base to the others on site, allowing a cross-
pollination of fans that has proved a helpful

mix for many local and regional acts.
Anyone familiar with the regional music
scene knows Max Baker as the sole provider
of hard rock and metal promotions for
local acts. Max’s work gives fledging bands
the opportunity to support national acts,
which in turn help those bands build solid
local followings. He also sells independent
artist merchandise and sets up Choice’s in-
stores and pre-release binges (“parties”).
Choice has launched it’s own independent

signs and promotes new talent as well as re-
releasing classic albums by bands such as
Forte (Oklahoma metal legends who were
formerly with Germany’s Massacre
Records) and Oliver Magnum.

These side ven-
tures have definitely added more brick and
mortar to this operation.
