RIAA MAKES IT
PERSONAL

Citing sizable sales declines,
the RIAA announced on June
26 that it would begin to target
individuals who illegally offer
“substantial” collections of
music files on the Internet with
separate lawsuits. The specific
number of songs that would
warrant a lawsuit was not dis-
closed, but RIAA president
Cary Sherman stated that the
association would go after the
“worst offenders” first, expect-
ing to file at least several hun-
dred lawsuits in the next eight-
to-10 weeks against suspected
offenders — including minors.
The U.S. Court of Appeals
recently ruled that Internet
Service Providers must submit
to the music trade organization
the names of individuals who
are suspected of sharing copy-
righted music through file-
sharing networks, and current
copyright laws allow the RIAA
to seek damages from $750 to
$150,000 per illegal music file.
“The law is clear and the mes-
sage to those who are distrib-
uting substantial quantities of
music online should be equally
clear,” stated Sherman. “This
activity is illegal, you are not
anonymous when you do it,
and engaging in it can have
real consequences. We cannot
stand by while piracy takes a
devastating toll on artists,
musicians, songwriters, retail-
ers and everyone in the music
industry.” Along with the
announcement, the RIAA
included quotes from dozens
of artists, including Missy
Elliott, Eve, Peter Gabriel and
Sheryl Crow, supporting the
heavy-handed initiative.
Unfortunately, not everyone
else is convinced: Streamcast
CEO Michael Weiss is teaming
up with the Electronic Frontier
Foundation in an attempt to
organize the millions of

Morpheus users to lobby
Congress to make P2P file-
sharing legal. The EFF’s Fred
von Lohmann stated, “This lat-
est effort really indicates the
recording industry has lost
touch with reality completely.
Today they have declared war
on the American consumer.”

OEBASE BRINGS
MUSIC FANS
TOGETHER

Dave Allen, founder of seminal
post-punk band Gang Of Four,
has teamed up with Overland
Entertainment to create a new
online music store for both
independent and mainstream
artists at www.oebase.com. The
Web site serves as a hub for
fans to communicate with each
other and with the operators of
Oebase; visitors can discuss
what music they want to hear,
and the site provides them
with the chance to download
free MP3s or buy music from
the artists discussed. Overland
Entertainment’s CubeCast and
Microsite technologies let fans
keep up with their favorite
artists, listen to music, and for-
ward artist information to oth-
ers in the community.
“Overland Entertainment Inc.,
and OEbase.com, was formed
as a way for independent
artists, labels and unsigned
artists to effectively sell and
promote their music in a much
more personal way than the
majority of online music
stores,” stated Allen. “We
strongly believe that the most
effective way to reach music
fans is by listening to what
they want, not vice versa.”

t seems hard to believe

The video for “Low,” the
latest single offering from the
Foo Fighters, has been banned
by the network (the first time a
Foo video has ever been turned
down), leading the band and its
label, RCA, to make the

One By One). Lester and Cleetis
— the characters portrayed by
lead Foo Dave Grohl and
comedian/ Tenacious D front-
man Jack Black — are the stars
of the “controversial” video,
which was shot to look like a
home movie; as it progresses,
the guys, who start out appear-
ing to be a couple of rednecks
simply looking to party, reveal
themselves as cross-dressing
revelers who get up to some
serious silliness, dancing
around in silk threads and wigs
under green army lights for
much of the video.

Arista Records, leaving the
future of the disc unsure. It has
now been announced, however,
that the U.K. rock act, led by

a deal with Sanctuary Records
to distribute the album in the
U.S. Bearing Pierce’s own
Spaceman Records imprint,
Amazing Grace will be in stores
stateside on Sept. 9.

The record is
scheduled for a Sept. 30 release
from Arista, following the first
single, “White Flag,” which hits
radio on July 7. The singer —
who not only really bears the

name she records under, but
has actually shortened it from
the full Dido Florian Cloud de
Bounevialle Armstrong —
worked in part with her broth-
er Rollo, leader of U.K. dance
act Faithless, on the new
album; in addition to the new
collaborations, Rollo also had a
major hand in his sister’s debut,
and also featured her on all
three Faithless albums to date.
So, while you're waiting for Life
For Rent, if you haven’t already
checked out where Dido got
her start (well before she was
discovered and given a huge
helping hand by Eminem and
“Stan”), pick up 1996’s
Reverence, 1999’s Sunday 8 p.m.
and 2001’s Outrospective for the
full Faithless experience.

It was Blur’s 1991 debut album,

English acts of its time. Where
the previous disc simply added
its own spin on the baggy sound
of the then-thriving Madchester
scene, Modern Life Is Rubbish

steered clear of current trends by actually defining popular British
culture, instead of following it. Through classic pop-driven songs
like “Chemical World,” “Sunday, Sunday” and “For Tomorrow,”
frontman Damon Albarn was revealed as the truly gifted and
inventive songwriter he is recognized as today, while Blur’s ability
to function as an interdependently creative unit was highlighted by
the diversity of sound that permeates the disc. Moreover, Modern
Life represented the dawn of Blur’s ascendance to the role of the

The words hit like a fist to the

singer Nivek Ogre began tinker-
ing with new material alongside
Ruby producer Mark Walk
under the name of Ohgr. Years
of legal entanglements kept the

The seven-minute
“IOvNoW™ is as epic as industrial music gets, featuring broad
soundscapes that manage to both sooth and disturb. “Sunburn,”
meanwhile, with its distorted vocals and caustic synth squawks,
is a guaranteed future hit
with Goth clubgoers. Not
happy music by any means,
but there is more than a
glimmer of light amidst the
darkness. — Brad Filicky

robbing people. Or getting on drugs... again,” says Omar

Rodriguez-Lopez, mildly distant, somewhere between the
phone cord tethering him to his Los Angeles home and his own jus-
tifiably tangled headspace. “It’s the one thing that you have that you
could share with people when you really have so much to say, but
there’s not one word in this whole vocabulary that you could use to
describe how you’re feeling. You finally feel like: ‘Here it is. This is
what I'm trying to say. And no matter if I learned four more lan-

guages or read 20 more dictionaries, it wouldn’t help me to say
what I'm saying now.”

If Omar and partner-in-"fro Cedric Bixler-Zavalas sing that
proverbial body electric, it’s with the untamed voltage of a black-
out-inducing, Southern-California-Edison-leveling power surge.
Together in post-hardcore major label best-bet At The Drive-In,
they whipped microphones like Roger Daltrey and Indiana Jones
massacring inner snake-demons and treated guitars with the gentle
caress reserved for greasy pigs wriggling on your back or violently
harnessed for slaughter. Onstage with their latest band, the Mars
Volta, the two ATDI expats use the same corporeal pyrotechnics, as
seen this summer opening arenas for genre-vivisecting forefathers
Red Hot Chili Peppers. Flanked by keys, drums and bass, Rodriguez
and Bixler are like wiry Q-Tips; Omar on some Stooges-cum-Saturday
Night Fever death disco shimmy, Cedric violently contorting and molest-
ing lights and cymbals.

Conversely, the Mars Volta’s debut album, De-Loused In The
Comatorium (GSL-Strummer-Universal), would provide no indication of
such punk flailings. It’s a difficult, cryptic, labyrinthine, compli-fucking-
cated beast of a 2112-era concept album, boasting high-velocity avant-hard-
core, Santana shuffle and Afrobeat breakdowns, a soaring tenor wailing
fractured poetics, schizophrenic moods over equally schizophrenic blurs of
texture, keyboard sizzle, polyrhythmic percussion and a giant flying oinker’s
worth of prog noise.

Although the band most accurately exercises its duality through
live performances, this summer, the Mars Volta did not play the Coral
Sky Amphitheatre. It did not play the Alltell Pavilion, the Cynthia
Mitchell Woods Pavilion, the Smirnoff Centre, or the Ford Center
Sports Arena. On May 25, Jeremy Ward, the sound manipulation archi-
tect for both the group’s live shows and recordings, passed away from an
apparent drug overdose. On the cusp of its major-label debut, the Mars
Volta cancelled all of its remaining tour dates, choosing instead to stay
home and regroup — Rodriguez opting to take his indescribable emo-
tions inward, instead of expressing them as extroverted explosions.

So, after everything that has
gone down in your life, would
you rather be at home thawing
out or saying what you want to
say through live performance?
For right now, it’s at home. And
very soon it will be to play in
front of people. ’'m going
through something and I feel like
an animal that should be caged
right now. So, I find a warm feel-
ing in being at home and clean-
ing my room, and making music
at home and cooking meals and
watching the ants on the pave-
ment. Stuff like that. I can’t even
really begin to understand how
my brain is processing every-
thing, so therefore I don’t feel
like I belong outside anywhere,
although it helps at times. I like
riding my bike and being out-
side. I think everything will man-
ifest itself into wanting to play
and expressing myself that way,
but for now it’s so good to have
the comfort of objects, all these
objects that remind me of who I
am, or who I've been, and the
fun I’'ve had before. On July 1,
we're going back out. If we wait-
ed six years, it would still be too
early — it seems that you just
have to set something in stone,
and when you're ready or not,
you just gotta go for it and get on
with your life. Because it’s a very
easy thing to do, to wallow in
misery and questions and conjec-
ture. That’s the easiest road to
take. Anyone can do that. But to
really focus yourself and still
have faith in people, and to

believe and to love and to move
forward, takes hard work. It’s like
being in some kind of accident
and having your bones shattered,
going through physical therapy
once your bones have healed and
trying to walk again.

And these are headlining
shows?

Yeah. We need it to be our own
shows, where there are people
around us who are going to be
supporting us and nurturing us.
And that’s usually something we
don’t need. In fact, it’s something
we never needed in any of the
bands we’ve been in, so it feels
really strange to feel really needy,
but it’s also very natural and we
realize it’s OK to feel this way.
We’ve never depended on an
audience or anything else. We
want to get back into the swing
of playing, but we definitely need
some kind of comfort zone or
some kind of support.

You guys went through a lot of
trouble making an amazingly
intricate record, but when you
play it, you flail around and
barely touch your guitar.

I don’t feel like I owe the record
something, to play every note. I
think when we’re playing live, it’s
a different medium. It’s so hot
and records are so cold. I try to
be as involved as possible when
we're playing live, as present as
possible. Being present actually
allows you to go somewhere else
— it’s not hard to do, as long as I

have my bandmembers around
me. In the stadiums, the actual
environment that we’re playing in
became a backdrop. Just like we
had our backdrop behind us of
that design that we made with the
monkeys, there was another back-
drop on the other side of us,
which was the audience. And we
were just stuck in the middle,
playing to each other. Everything
else is so unimportant. It doesn’t
matter where we’re at or who
we're playing to, it’s the fact that
we're playing.

You’re on a major label again.
Why are you releasing the
lyric book through Gold
Standard Labs?

We tried to retain as much of our
identity as we can. GSL is our
label and our home. The Universal
thing is very much — forgive me
for saying this word — but it’s
very much a business relationship.
There’s very little philosophy
involved or artistic vision or any-
thing else. It’s the bottom line.
GSL is where we come from, who
we are as a band and what we
relate to. GSL is our culture. We get
to do all the vinyl, the booklet, we
get about two-to-three masters that
we can keep for ourselves, that we
don’t have to share with Universal.
Wherever the Mars Volta name
appears or anything having to do
with it, it has to say GSL first, then
Strummer, then Universal. We have
that in writing. I feel like I would
like the logo with some kind of
anchor. If we're floating in this
huge body of water, when you look
around and realize there’s no land
anywhere to be seen because you
fell asleep for a minute, it’s good to
have your own backpack with your
life vessel inside of it that you can
pull out at anytime.

Cedric said De-Loused was more
influenced by film than by music.

Tell us about that approach
and how you tackled it.

When we were recording the
record, we hardly played records,
and most of the time we were
watching different films. And I
think it’s because it’s a different
medium for us — it brings out
deeper ideas somehow. It’s differ-
ent to watch a scene and to realize
that you're feeling really uncom-
fortable — your hands are kind of
in a knot or your stomach’s feel-
ing a certain way — and then to
have a scene resolve itself and you
kind of calm down. You realize
what kind of feelings the scene
made you have, to take that feel-
ing and say to yourself, “Wow, I
want to make a piece of music
that can really make me feel like
that.” A good example would be a
Werner Herzog film like
Fitzcarraldo. There’s this fire
there, there’s this intent and it’s
really involved, but yet, the scenes
are so long and so quiet that it’s
easy for the average watcher to
really become disinterested or fall
asleep. Herzog takes the time to
have really long, drawn-out
scenes, where it seems the charac-
ters aren’t even saying a word. But
if you're really involved in the
story and you're really paying
attention, that’s not going to make
you tired; it’s not going to make
you fall asleep; it’s not going to
make you lose interest. That’s the
equivalent of a song like “Cicatriz
ESP” becoming really spacious
and coming back in with all this
movement and all this percussion
and the solos. If you watch a
Herzog film, there is no action
sequence, but yet there is — and
it’s nestled in the very subtleties —
the very slow-paced action or dia-
logue or movements that are hap-
pening. And you have to be open
to it, you have to be really present
and in the moment, and you can’t
let your mind stray. NIIVIR

t may be diffi-
I cult to do any-

thing truly inno-
vative in music today,
but the Welsh mad-
men in Super Furry
Animals aren’t about to let that get in their way. With its last release,
Rings Around The World, the band became the first act to release an
album simultaneously on CD and DVD, with the latter version featur-
ing a separate short film for each song, as well as a full surround-
sound mix. Now, with its sixth full-length undertaking, Phantom
Power (XL-Beggars Group), SFA is doing it again — only bigger. This
time, the DVD features original animation by longtime collaborator
and monster man Pete Fowler, alternate film footage, 5.1 surround-
sound, exclusive music, and a host of remixes from the likes of Four
Tet and Boom Bip. But all of that aside, as one can discover from the
CD alone, Super Furry Animals have turned in yet another collection
of fantastically skewed epic pop, embracing both the latest in technol-
ogy and the most timeless of songwriting sensibilities. CM] caught up
with frontman Gruff Rhys during a recent visit to NYC, where he
attempted to give some perspective on SFA-world, while making an
excellent case for updating our lexicon.

With Phantom Power, you get the feeling you're listening to a
concept album that’s not really a concept album — there’s no
obvious unifying concept, but it still seems bigger in a way.

I think, having listened to a lot of concept albums, that we usually try
and make something more concise. A lot of concept albums in the
’70s were so overblown. We’ve sort of grown up with punk rock, but
we ended up doing psychedelic pop music somewhere along the line.
But we still want to do it in a concise way, without the crassness of an
overblown concept album. Having said that, the new album artwork
has a landscape inside. And if you flip it over, you see the same land-
scape from the other direction. So, you know, we have some of the
hallmarks — I think the title is pretty conceptual, but I think it’s
much looser than Rings Around The World. It's much more tenuous in
terms of a direct link. There is a general darkness to the lyrics — pre-
sented in the happiest possible way.

So what exactly is phantom power? Is there an actual phantom?
Well, the phantom is at large. You see the phantom when you see the
overall landscape. The phantom is revealed. Also on the DVD, you
assume... well, the person watching the DVD becomes the phantom.
It becomes apparent on viewing. Basically, when you enter the cre-
ative interface, you assume a position within a cell. The cell has 14
windows, and every window is kind of silhouette-shaped. So, for
instance, one window is shaped like two horses head-to-head. And
you can make your way around the cell and enter your window. On
the sleeve, the landscape is seen through one of these different horse
windows, and then you travel through that window. But whilst youre
inside the cell, you get more of a sense of the source of the phantom
power itself.

Saying all of that, again, makes it sound very conceptual.
[Laughs] But I think we also have a degree of... I think there’s
satire involved, occasionally. Occasionally not. I don’t know. I think
we need to find a new kind of word, where it’s not straight-on
satire, because it’s not a joke. We've taken so much care in the con-
ception of it. There’s a sense of glee there. In the film for “Father
Father,” there’s a sort of extreme sunset. It’s so extremely beautiful.

And then, as you focus on the sun, you see there’s a horse smoking
a pipe standing on the sun — which starts coming out of the pipe.
It just gives rise to a sense of euphoria, which borders on hysteria,
or laughter. You know, we have fun with what we do. But it’s not
that we don’t take it seriously, as well.

Did you use any unusual recording techniques to capture the
sounds on this disc?

“The Piccolo Snare” was a pretty interesting song for us to do. That was
more or less all done in our office. To record it, we were erecting tents
and stuff in the corridors, because we had to record the songs
overnight. So, we’'d wait until all the other office workers had gone
home and go into the corridors and mic up these tents and hook up
our guitars in them. When we started the record, a guy down the corri-
dor sold us 700 albums of library music and sound effects for about
£100. We got all these crazy records made for news documentaries and
we just sort of set the mood for the song with clips of those. We picked

up a record that was called High Powered Theme To A Breaking News
Story, and we'd play it, and there’s this crazy synth solo — and we’d
sample that and play on top of it. At first, I didn’t like that tune, because
I thought it was constricted, but it turned into a big atmospheric record
in this claustrophobic office in Cardiff. Sonically, it sounds like it was
recorded at the top of a mountain, looking down at the sea.

Given the scope of what you do as a band, do you ever feel like
something’s missing from other music?

Occasionally. Although, you can appreciate one woman with a guitar
— or a kazoo. The most powerful music is often the simplest.
Someone can record a great record on a tape recorder in half-an-
hour. There’s no rule. We grew up with this duality of, on the one
hand, going to see punk rock bands or acoustic songwriters, and on
the other hand, we’d go out raving and going to clubs and getting
completely fucked out of our minds, with the most powerful sound
system on Earth in quadraphonic pumping out the sound. And that
can only influence you, you know. So we ended up making some kind
of bastard hybrid — or low-brid — of the world we’d been exposed
to. I think we gave up early on trying to be a band that makes uni-
form music.

LOUD ROCK Q&A...
NUCLEAR ASSAULT'S
DANNY LILKER

Yes, please, call it a comeback. Thrash
fans rejoiced when Nuclear Assault
reunited and recently released Alive
Again, a 12-track live disc featuring
all of the band’s best-known songs,
via Euro label SPV. CM] spoke with
bassist Danny Lilker about what to
expect from the band and its future.

What is the current state of Nuclear Assault?

We are fully back together and are touring, although not as exten-
sively as before. ’'m not going to say that we’re going to be around
for four-plus albums like the *80s, but for now; it’s full-steam ahead.

Why did you guys decide to go with a live album as the

‘“comeback?”

It shows people that we are serious about our return as a func-
tioning band, without making them wait for a studio record,
which, at the pace we have set, wouldn’t come out until Spring
2004. It’s also a way to show those who hear it that the band is
still valid and still “has it.” Being cynical myself, I wouldn’t blame
some people for wondering if the band could be as intense as we
were in the ’80s, so this is documented proof that we can still
perform as tight and fast as we were known for.

What is your opinion on the current state of heavy music?
That’s a rather broad term. Well, underground metal in the form
of death, black and “math” metal is still alive and well, it seems.
Thrash seems to be alive and kicking again! To be perfectly hon-
est, [ unconsciously insulate myself. I don’t watch MTV or VH1
— unless I'm getting shafted [laughs]. I don’t listen to “metal
radio,” which is bombarding people with nii-metal. That’s the
best answer I can give you from the shadows.

SEVENTH ANNUAL JJA AWARDS

azz musicians, journal-
ists, industry shakers
and media associates

were an interesting and com-
bustible mix as “The Seventh
Annual JJA Awards” filled BB
King’s Blues Club And Grill just
off Times Square. A complete list
of the winners can be found at
www.jazzjournalistsawards.com,
but the shortlist includes Cecil
Taylor, who was presented the
“Lifetime Achievement In Jazz”
award and Wayne Shorter (who
won a total of four awards) for
“Musician Of The Year” and
“Album Of The Year” for his
Footprints Live! disc. Jazz jour-
nalist and author Gary Giddons
won for both “Journalist Of The
Year” and “Lifetime Achievement
In Jazz Journalism.” Giddons
accepted with his typical sense of
class, but informed the audience
that he hoped his best work was
still ahead of him.

While the awards were the
raison d’entrée, the real action
came from the energy of having
all these strong Jazz personalities
in one place. The big hoo-haw
over critic Stanley Crouch’s dis-
missal from Jazztimes (he was
fired after making disparaging
comments in regards to Jazz
authenticity being tied to race)
was brought front and center
when Crouch was given time for
a five minute solo drum piece
because he was exercising his
freedom of speech. (Even
though he used to play drums
regularly, it’s for the best that he
decided to pursue journalism.)
The exercise, however, didn’t
supercede his actions at an

awards after-party in 1997,
where Crouch threw punches at
fellow journalist Howard
Mandel after being taken to task
for his unsolicited editorializing
on the presenters’ podium earli-
er that evening.

On this night, responses to
Crouch’s drum statement came
swift and sure from journalist
and author Francis Davis, who
said Crouch was practicing dem-
agoguery instead of journalism,
and Jazziz's Larry Blumenfeld,
who said he would have
brought his harmonica
if he’d known time was
going to be set aside for
amateurs to play.
Support of Crouch
came from sage Jazz
journo Nat Hentoff
(who is an expert on
First Amendment
rights). Also a Jazztimes
columnist, Hentoff
chastised the mag, even
though he didn’t agree
with Crouch’s assertions
in the article that got
him dismissed. Hentoff went on
to present and accept Jazztimes's
award for “Best Periodical
Covering Jazz,” saying this might
be the last thing he does as a
Jazztimes contributor, since he
could be fired for what he said.

These clashes caused some
groans in the audience, but there
were also some lighter moments,
as well. Clarinetist Tony Scott, a
wild-haired eccentric if there
ever was one, was absolutely
hilarious as he presented Marty
Ehrlich the award for
“Clarinetist Of The Year” and

refused to give up the micro-
phone or the award, insisting on
asking Ehrlich questions and
talking about his own week-long
gig with Buddy DeFranco and
other clarinetists at the Iridium.

Comedian Al Lewis
(“Grandpa” from The Munsters
television show) gave a keynote
address that adamantly detailed
his own longtime association
with Jazz. As it turns out,
Grandpa has seen some history
as Lester Young’s roommate

Al Lewis and Patricia Parker.

and a friend of Billie Holiday,
and it was fun to see him light-
heartedly go off on the young
whippersnappers who had
questioned the validity of his
being there.

All in all, the ceremony
was a great hang — people
were talking so loudly at times
that some of the presenters had
to shush the audience. And
while it was sometimes con-
tentious, this ceremony shows
that there is plenty of personal-
ity and passion in this musical
community.

SHIRLEY HORN STILL ON VERVE

A story in the June 22 edition of The New York Times misstated that singer Shirley Horn no longer had
a recording contract with Verve. According to a press release issued by Verve CEO Ron Goldstein,
“Many months ago, I personally called Shirley’s manager, Sheila Mathis, and informed her that we were
going to extend the deal and that a memo would be forthcoming from our legal department. We con-
sider Shirley Horn to be a creatively vibrant vocalist and musician.”
In a corresponding statement, Horn stated that her team was in negotiations to extend the con-
tract with Verve, a label she’s been with since 1986, and that she never said that she was being dropped
from the label. The thrust of the article was that Horn has had a tough year, losing her longtime friend
and bassist Charles Ables, going through chemotherapy for treatment of breast cancer, and having her
foot amputated because of complications from diabetes. Ever resilient, the 69-year-old Horn per-
formed on a co-bill with Dave Brubeck at Carnegie Hall on June 27. Her current album on Verve is the
recently released May The Music Never End.

Saxophonist Skerik stays extremely busy as a
regular member of Garage A Trois, Critters
Buggin’ and Tuatara, as well as with many
sideman gigs, but he still somehow found the
time and energy to launch the Syncopated Taint Septet. Recorded live in
the band’s hometown of Seattle, this album has the kind of groove you'd
expect from a Skerik project, but the five horn players offer endless brass
options in its manically gnarled heads and gloriously cacophonic cho-
ruses — it’s the super-sized brass section with a wrinkle that you usually
don’t get with this kind of music. Moreover, the individual playing from
these well regarded, but behind-the-scenes players is solid when they
step out. Featuring a B3 and drums, the rhythm section has plenty of
muscle — not only is it able to compete with the horns, but it also has a
rock-like intensity that sends the energy through the roof. Skerik calls
this (in deference to Jaco Pastorious) “Punk-Jazz,” and we don’t disagree.

RPM Q&A: ILS

CMJ has been all
over IIs’s Soul
Trader album since
its original release
in the UK. last
year. The usual
legal bullshit had
been in the way of
the record making
it over here, but
now the lawyers
have been chewed up and spit out, and Soul
Trader is about to land on your desk. The
disc’s first single, “6 Space (Next Level),” is
absolutely insane — it will easily help Ils
(a.k.a. Ilian Walker) reach astronomical
heights. Before he takes off though, the UK.
producer made sure to speak with CM]
about fucking up sound systems worldwide.

You couldn’t have come up with a better
name for “6 Space (Next Level)” — it per-
fectly describes the sound of the track,
because it really does reach the next level.
[Laughs uncontrollably] It’s funny, because
the track was completed and I thought it

really should have a vocal on it. I brought
some session singers into the studio to get a
female voice over it, but nothing stuck

because it’s just so powerful an instrumental.

So we gave up. We tried a lot of things on
that one, man, but it just made sense as is.

The best thing about Soul Trader is
that it has actual songs, and not just
breaks tracks.

I’ll tell you what; the main aim for me is
longevity and continuity. These two words
are the main principle behind writing any
album. There needs to be some sort of
concept or link between tracks. Making an
album is like writing a film, because I see
music visually. The problem with many
electronic producers is that there isn’t
much shelf life, due to a lack of musicality.

You started out recording for LTJ
Bukem and his Good Looking label.
How influential has that been for you?
The important thing was that, as an A&R
man, LT] Bukem actually took 15 minutes
out of his day to provide constructive

criticism for me early in my career. Most
A&R people don’t know anything about
making music, so they can’t provide neces-
sary input. All they say is, “No, I don’t like
this,” without further explanation; and that
isn’t the correct answer, because then you
can never improve yourself as an artist.
Also, me and Bukem have the same music
collection, so when we talk, we’re always
talking from the same songbook.

Adam Freeland once played a set in Las
Vegas where he dropped “6 Space” and
the ceiling collapsed. That must be the
greatest form of flattery for a breaks DJ.
[Laughs] Adam is a well-traveled DJ, and he
always has adventure stories! That is amaz-
ing, man! When you hear stories about your
track causing the trunk of a ceiling to fall
out, that’s a reminder of why you’re doing it.

Journeys By DJ will forever be remembered as the label responsible for
Coldcut’s truly remarkable 60 Minutes Of Madness compilation.
Released in 1997 and re-released in 2002, Coldcut’s memorable outing
might have actually had a negative effect on the label — while the disc
did put Journeys on the map, future releases never matched the leg-
endary 60 Minutes status. But one of the better mixes from JBDJ’s early
days was Gilles Peterson and Norman Jay’s Desert Island Mix; originally
released as a double-disc set, Peterson’s disc was re-released as a stand-
alone in 2002. Now, Norman Jay’s effort has followed suit. Desert Island
Mix, Pt.

HART OF THE MATTER

o value adds. No bonus DVD. No GWP sampler with
N live tracks. A recipe for failure already, right? Add to

that an album leaked and available on the Internet in
its entirety months before its “official release” and you have a

bona fide 21st century sales disaster unfolding right in front of
you... right?

Hail To The Thief is an appropriate title for an album that has just
robbed current perceptions about how not to release records these
days. Alright, there was a specially packaged version, some limited
edition vinyl as well, but this release was not preceded or launched
with the same desperate abandon with which so many albums and
their accompanying “tools” are jammed into the marketplace today.
This is not a slight on the Value Add—we all know what valuable
tools bonus audio, video, merch, etc. can be in helping an album
shout, rather than whimper, its way through the first few weeks and
months of sales.

Unfortunately, many of the value-added materials these days are
produced so formulaically that the relationship between what a
customer buys and what he/she is gifted seems random at best.
We've seen the wrong value adds actually hurt early perception and
word-of-mouth sales. As consumers, my friends and I always hated
getting value adds that either looked like they were manufactured

in some remote part of the world on the backs of cheap child labor
or seemed to have no clear connection to the album we just
bought. Either way, you sometimes felt that the label (and by
default, the store) had no idea who you were or what kind of
people might want to buy their records.

Doesn’t make sense to gamble at the register like this. Not because
you've lost an immediate sale (clearly, the first people who get the
token goodies have just given you a sale), but because you’re not
going to drive new sales or the word-of-mouth that can get new
fans there—the ostensible reason for the value add in the first place
(and a missed opportunity if it’s not). Truth be told, there are very
few “very cool” value adds out there that can really stimulate organ-
ic retail-driven buzz. Labels should listen to retailers, ask them first
what will work best with their customers before investing in and
cranking up the matchbook, lighter, trinket or even 7” machine
(good recent example: DreamWorks’s AFI set-up—UMVD and
DW understood their audience on that one). But labels can’t stop
there. Understanding the people buying your records is paramount.

Value adds have their place, but putting out music that doesn’t
require labels and retailers to carny-bark their albums with cotton
candy can truly cut through the circus noise of downloads, burns
and Grand Theft Auto.

oxy Friivous were playing in
the store and they had set up
in front of our front win-

dows,” says New World president Govindan
Kartha. “The lead singer, in his exuberance,
did a handstand on the riser, lost his bal-
ance and fell backwards through our front
window. He was laying half in and half out
of the window with a three foot shard of
glass hanging over him. He was lifted back
through and finished the set... It wasn’t
until the performance was over that he real-
ized what had just happened!”

With the force of a quirky Canadian folk-
rocker careening through a window, Kartha
has shared his passion for music for the last
19 years at Buffalo’s New World Record.
None of that elitist High Fidelity nonsense
here. “My favorite part of the job is being
able to turn someone on to something they
have never heard before,” Govindan says.
“We recognize that we are part of a neigh-
borhood and it’s really important to me
that the store be a cultural nexus, a place
where people can feel comfortable going
and asking about music. If we had a
mission statement, that would be it.”

Q&A with Govindan Kartha,

What local press affects sales most?
The Buffalo News, our daily paper; and
Artvoice, a bi-weekly alternative paper.

What radio station affects sales most?
Our NPR affiliate, WBUF; and WBNY,
Buffalo State’s station. We are also influ-
enced by some of the Toronto stations.

New World Record’s Govindan Kartha.

Do you have in-stores?

Some of our most successful in-stores have
been Goo Goo Dolls, Ani DiFranco,
Barenaked Ladies, Jewel and the Lowest Of
The Low. We do have a PA too.

What is your most effective program?

I would have to say CIMS’ Adopt a Band
program. If I had to reduce it, in-store play
and the employees getting behind a record
are what make a program effective. If my
people care about it, they will talk to people
about it.

What other programs do you offer? Are
any of them discretionary?

Listening stations. We do a limited amount
of P&P and just recently we have added
4’x4’s onto the face of the building.

What types of non-traditional promotions
have worked best?

We have done a number of co-promotions
with SPoT Coffee, who we share our build-
ing with. We have had in-stores in their
space for more folk-oriented artists, have
made coffee cup sleeves for artists and
have had breakfast listening parties in
SPoT as well.

What display materials work best for you?
Banners and foamcore boards. We really
like anything that we can get displayed up
and out where it’s not just attached to a
wall.

What records are your current and
all-time favorites?

Patty Griffin’s 1,000 Kisses and the Clash’s
London Calling.

What's the first record you bought and
where?
