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''The Coin Machines Merry- Go-Round"'

HOW LONG WILL THE USED MACHINES
BUSINESS CONTINUE TO LEAD?

As the war In Europe draws to a close, more and more coinmen thruout the nation are be»

ginning to wonder vihether they should continue to regard used equipment as the leading

division of their business.

Some are of the opinion that used machines will experience a tremendous price

drop the moment the war in Europe ends. Others are of the belief that used machines
will continue to be the one and only item of this industry for sometime to come.

Ihis is a serious problem for the coinman dealing in used machines. There is

every possibility that he may be caught short with a tremendous stock on hand* Prices

may fall far below what he actually paid for the machines, not considering the addition
al amount he spent to put them into proper operating condition.

Then, again, should he allow used machine deals to get away from him at this
time, in the belief that the war may soon be all over, and then find that used machines
will still be the essence and backbone of this business, even after the war in Europe
is finished, he may find himself without any merchandise to sell. And this is not
taking into consideration the loss of profit which will also result.

Many national and even international moves must be taken into consideration in
regard to the possibility of an early return to domestic products manufacture.

It is now well known that the moment the war in Europe is finished much of the war
material in that theatre will be left there, probably sold to the countries where it

will remain. Ihe men from this war theater will be hurriedly moved to the Pacific.

In this fashion, army experts claim, they will be able to get reinforcements into
the Pacific area so much faster. At the same time this will eliminate using much out-
moded war material,

Ihe armed services are therefore adamant that production continue at top speed so
that when these men are shipped to the Pacific fronts, and most of these men will be
shipped directly from Europe without even touching these shores, they will find the
proper material awaiting them when they arrive at their destination. This means con-
tinued all out production of war merchandise.

This can hold back conversion for a year or even more, depending upon the progres
of the Pacific war. Transferring millions of soldiers from the European to the Pacifi
front not only requires every available inch of shipping space but also makes necessar
tremendous amounts of war material to be awaiting these men when they land so that they
can get into instant action.

Another factor which enters into this equasion is whether the present government
agencies will decide that reconversion will be allowed on the basis of the number of
people a factory employs or vdiether it will be gauged on the essentiality of the
product manufactured.

In short will WPE, MIC and the other governmental agencies involved, decide that
a manufacturer who makes plunbing and sanitation equipment be allowed to convert his
plant to domestic production first because of the essential nature of these products,
or will these agencies decide that a factory, regardless of what it manufactures, be
first to return to former products production because of the fact that it employs a
large number of people?

Ibis, in addition to the requirements and the position taken by the armed forces,
who now are in control of all production, is the puzzle which this, and all other in-
dustry, is trying to solve, so as to be completely prepared,

average man, who has done some studying of this problem, is of the belief thai
is industry will not see on early return to loiy of its former products production.
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He feels that even when the manufacturers in this business get the ^’green light” to go
ahead it will take months for them to reconvert to former products production. There-
fore these men are of the belief that used machines will continue to be most prominent
in this trade. Thxey also feel that when the first early rays of the "green lin^ht” be-
come visible that prices will take a tremendous drop* Not from lack of actual°value
but rather from the effects of post-war hysteria which will then become most outstand-
ing*

After this first "false” drop in prices, they claim, and after the trade comes to
the realization that the nevir products are still far away, prices will once again return
to their former marks and may even go higher, ^hey may even remain at this higher mark
until production again reaches that point where competitive selling comes into being.

Even the first real production, they feel, will not mean anything as far as volume
is concerned, ^hey claim that such production will not even begin to shrink the tre-
mendous backlog demand in this trade.

All the above, and the follov/’ing, has been gathered over a period of some weeks
by The Cash Box from the leaders in this industry. It seems to be logical.- It does
signify sound thought on the part of many in this industry. It again proves that the
members of this trade are carefully v^atching their future' business interests.

Iho all this can come about as conjectured here, there is still the possibility
that sudden and great victories can bring about a return to former products production
and much sooner than expected. The word has already come out of Vfeshington that once
again War Mobilization Director James F. Byrnes is putting together reconversion plans
even tho these are as yet only on paper.

Many of •'feshington* s experts are of the belief that the present progress of the
war is such that both fronts, European and Pacific, may have a sudden termination.
They believe that the victories already gained in the Pacific have helped to tremendou'^
ly shorten this war.

It is aXso beXieved, by those who cXain to know the facts, that these industriaX-

ists wiXX work thru their own nationaX distributing organizations, and not thru the

present coin machines men.

As is aXso weXX knovm, certain nutomobiXe manufacturers have been mentioned from

time to time as possibXe producers of coin operated equipment in the post-war period.

ShouXd the reports which are now cireuXating thruout the trade be true, that

these manufacturers wiXX work thru their own deaXer organizations, then this industry

faces a very serious probXem,

The members of this industry have Xong fought the idea of any storekeeper, or any

other outsider to this business, being abXe to pay 25/ for a magazine at a newsstand

and Xearning aXX about this industry vfhiXe, at the sFime time, being abXe to purchase

equipment and thereby push coinmen out of Xocations.

Some of these nev/ manufacturers, entering this industry for the first time in the

post-war period, are reported to have pXaruiei to seXX thru their deaXers direct to re-

taiXers on a time payment basis, and wiXX even arrange for mechanics to be furnished

by their deaXers wiien the retaiXer needs such heXp.

Paynent for the machines they wiXX seXX direct wiXX be exacted from the income of

the equipment and coXXected by the deaXer^s service force. The Xo cation may receive

onXy a smaXX share of the take untiX the machine is paid for. Once compXeteXy paid it

becomes the storekeeper's property, Ke can then continue to operate it on his ov/n

account,

A service organization, such as the auto manufacturer now requires that his deaX-
er have, wiXX be enXarged and put into action so that the storekeeper wiXX need onXy

to pay a nominaX fee to the deaXer he buys his machine from to keep the equipment in

condition at aXX times.

Tho there is reaXXy nothing new or startXing in this pXan, for it was in opera-

tion in this industry in the days of the coin operated pianos, and even before then,

it was never before attempted on so grand a seaXe. Perhaps with the financiaX power
of these Xarge industriaXists such a pXan can be proved practicaX.

ShouXd such merchandising even be attempted, much serious discomfort wouXd resuXt
as far as the present coinman is concerned. It is therefore imperative j:hat the coin
machines man, to make sure he will not have to face such trouble in the future, get
legal and binding contracts signed with his Xocations.

Th is is the one and onXy vray such ^ saXes pXan can be stymied .

As the average merchandiser in this industry knows it wouXd not be too diffieuXt
for some very Xarge manufacturer to enter into the automatic music business and seXX
direct to Xocations, The Xocation owner VTouXd be happy to buy were he assured of an
easy and comfortabXe time payment pXan and a fine service organization to keep his ma-
chine in tip-top shape at aXX times.

Such a manufacturer couXd easiXy prove to his deaXers, especiaXXy these days, and
more especiaXXy in the post-war period ivith music machines bound to grow even more out-
standing and prominent everywhere in the nation, that by creating a service organiza-
tion, by furnishing the average retaiXer vrith records, needXes, parts, etc., etc., as
weXX as with trained mechanics (who wouXd probabXy be trained at a factory schooX as
the auto mechanics are) that he wouXd have a tremendousXy profitabXe Xong-Xife busin-
ess. This wouXdn’t be too hard for the average auto deaXer to beXieve,

It is well knovm that aXX industries seek other lines of endeavor, in addition to
their present merchandise. The Firestone retail stores featuring gXassv/-are, electrical
appliances, drugs, sundries, records, radios, phonographs, picnic ware, and a hundred
and one other items, in addition to their main business of selling tires, are a very
outstanding and pertinent example of what is coming in the post-vmr era. This is hap-
pening in every industry. Many are at present investigating this field. This business
not only offers the manufacturer a marvelous means for entrance into the average retail
store but it also creates a contact whichhe can make extremely profitabXe, Worked on
a nationaX basis this can be deveXoped into a reaXXy terrificaXXy profitabXe business
by these Xarge industriaXists,

It is therefore imperative that coinmen everywhere in this nation, protect them-
selves from such a post-war invasion of their business by using the method suggested
by Ihe Cash Box.

WAS THIS WHAT HE WAS FIGHTING FOR?

NEW YORK — The most shocking letter yet received in regard to the tactics used by the record manufacturers’

distributors, agents and branch offices, reached The Cash Box this past week from an honorably discharged soldier

who has just returned to his phono route.

Frederick W .Popolos, Pine Tree Distributors Co., Waterville,

Maine, coin machines man, enlisted voluntarily in the Army of

the United States on May 22, 1942. He turned the operation of

his route over to a relative while he fought for his country. After

being hospitalized, he was honorably discharged from the Army
in April, 1944.

He learned on his return to his business that his relative had
not been able to get records from the record distributors who had
been selling him previous to his enlistment.

He personally called on Farrar-Brown Company of Portland,

Me., distributors for Columbia Records, and advised them that he
had been hospitalized, honorably discharged, and was now trying

to get rehabilitated. In his own words the person in charge "was
unimpressed”.

He then contacted Decca Distributing Corp., Boston, Mass.,

w'ith w'hom he had also formerly dealt, and received the very same
treatment from them.

Since he is far out of the metropolitan areas he had hoped
that he would be given some consideration. He knows, as does
everyone in this industry, that honorably discharged soldiers of

the United States Army are to be given every consideration while
trying for rehabilitation. All business men have pledged them-
selves to this end.

In fact, certain large record manufacturers have written some
tear-jerking, flag-waving advertisements about "when our boys
come marching home again”.

But, instead of giving this returned soldier-coinman, who
voluntarily enlisted in the United States Army, any consideration

whatsoever, he received a cold shoulder from one record distributor

and a snub from the other.

He is now trying his best to continue operating his route. He
IS trying, with these obstacles in his path, to rehabilitate himself.

To again earn a living.

WAS THIS WHAT HE WAS FIGHTING FOR?

“OPS NOT GEHING BRUSH-OFF’
SAYS Billboard- QN RECORDS
NEW YORK—The Billboard maga-
zine, which caters to coinmen thru
newsstands, in its March 3, 1945
issue has a feature article entitled,

"The Operators’ Disk Supply Sit-

uation”.

The second paragraph of this

article is headlined ^ith the words,
yOps Not Getting Brush-Off”. And
is followed by this sentence, "The
general charge that the record com-
panies are brushing off operators in
favor of retailers and other outlets
does not seem to stand up under
close scrutiny”.

The Cash Box leaves the above to
all the music machine men in this
coin operated machines industry.
These men who have reported pur-
chasing records for years and are
now being told that they can't get
any. These men who report that they
are forced to buy anj-where from
759c to 909c of their records from
retail stores.

These same men who are back of
The Cash Box in its fight to get the
record manufacturers to grant this
industtA', the industrs' that pulled
them out of the worst slump of
despair they had ever fallen into,
equitable distribution.

Every day, everywhere in the na-
tion, new retail record stores pop up
and are rapidly supplied. Yet coin-

men who have worked to help make
the record manufacturers so healthy
financially— get NOTHING or so
few it doesn’t matter. And that state-

ment is backed up by the large

number of letters in The Cash Box
offices.

We leave the accuracy' of the
statements made in this article in

The Billboard to the judgment of
the music machine men of the nation.

RECORDS & FURNITURE

WICHITA FALLS, TEX.—In the
above item in The Billboard the
trade is advised that no new outlets
are being created by the record
manufacturers. It may be of interest

to this newsstand paper to read the
following from W. E. Thompson of
this city.

"The North Texas Furniture Store
has just opened a record store this

year. This in view of the fact that
we can’t get enough records to
service our machines. However, I

can buy any numbers in quantity
from the local 5 and 109 store. In
fact, I am forced to buy at retail from
the numerous record shops here.”

AUSTIN, TEX. — Texas coinmen
are all up in the air over the three

bills now before their state tax

committees here.

In two of the bills now being
discussed in the tax committee li-

cense fee for phonos will be placed
at $50 per year, Pin Games at $100
per year and merchandise venders

at $20 per year.

The third bill which has been in-

troduced, and which Texas coin-

men hope they have killed in com-
mittee, goes both of these former
tw'o proposals many times better as

far as income for the state is con-

cerned. This bill proposes that

there be 15% revenue taken from
the gross receipts on phonos and
pin games.

Coinmen here from various Texas
cities have been engaged in this

fight for almost a month. They have
been visiting with the committees
in charge and explaining that the

taxes proposed are confiscatory and
extremely inequitable and that their

equipment even at present earning

capacity could not operate with
such a tax load.

These coinmen have written to

The Cash Box and suggested that a

National Tax Council get under

way as soon as possible. They be-

lieve that the need is extremely

great and urge that such a tax

council should be made immediately

effective.

OPS PLAN HIGHER COMMISH

The Cash Box
has received letters that coinmen
believe the 70%-30% commission
basis can now be placed into effect

in a great many locations.

These men are now of the belief

that this 12 P.M. curfew emergency
ruling will, instead of harming this

industry, help by allowing coinmen
to get a better commission basis

under way.

Many of the ops in the larger

cities claim that locations, where
the play has been heavy after the

midnight hour (as in New York
City), are going to suffer. They
are carefully watching the receipts

for this first week of the curfew.

Should the play drop as much as

they expect that it will they are

going to get started on a new com-
mission basis to protect themselves.

Ed Brown Tells About Gigs
DALLAS, TEX.—In a most in-

formative bulletin issued to fellow-

cigarette machine operators, Ed
Brown, noted cigarette machine
distrib of this city, tells about the

cigarette situation and also predicts

that in his belief this present crit-

ical distribution will "grow even
worse” after V-E day.

Mr. Brown makes a remarkably
thoro coverage of letters and state-

ments from the leading cigarette

manufacturers. He also reports on
the general condition of cigarette

machines in locations and the fact

that some routes are being filled

more often than before.

He also brings some optimism to

his report by the statement, "A
reversal of the present set-up is

bound to come in the future.”
