Dave Gottlieb Makes Personal

Appeal to Distribs to Bring in

Ops as Associate Members

CHICAGO— Dave Gottlieb, president

of Coin Machine Industries, Inc., made
a personal appeal this week to all the

distributors and jobbers in the field

to help the organization complete its

drive for funds to start a public rela-

tions program.

He also advised the distribs, “You

can safely assure them (the oper-

ators) that their money will be in-

vested in building up public good will

for their industry from which they are

sure to profit.”

It is generally believed thruout the

industry, from reports already re-

ceived, that the campaign, which was
started last week by CMI for a “Pub-
lic Relations Bureau”, will prove suc-

cessful for it meets with the approval

of a great many leaders in the trade.

There is also a further belief that

the CMI should make public some of

its plans in regard to the type of pub-

lic relations effort it plans to do.

NEW YORK—The letters, wires and
phone calls which deluged The Cash
Box, after the appearance of the Jan-
uary 21, 1946 issue wherein this pub-
lication again urged that the juke box
industry get the record manufacturers
to arrange for a special label for the

records used by juke box operators

and that this label feature the word-
ing, “For use in coin operated music
machines”, definitely brings to the

fore that this is now recognized as one
of the paramount issues of this coin

operated music machines industry.

From everywhere in the nation

came instant recognition of this need.

Juke box men who formerly were
quiescent to the fact that they did

not get the allotment of records they
had expected, instantly jumped to

attention to make this one of their

first requests. It is the hope of these

men that the juke box trade nation-

ally will instantly enter into the work
and effort necessary to bring about
the required change in the wording
on the records now being used in

their equipment.

These men all realize that the
wording on the present records they
are using actually places them in the
position of using “illegal” merchan-
dise. Yet, the manufacturers them-
selves realize that they are selling

these records to owners of juke boxes
and cannot dodge the fact that this

can be considered “commercial use”
of the records which are actually, and
according to the wording on their

labels, “to be for use in home phono-
graphs only”.

EVERY RECORD LABEL

SHOULD FEATURE

"For Use In Coin

Machines"
Operated Music

All the way down the line there is

falsity in the use and sale of the pres-

ent records. The record manufacturers
reproduce on each record a trite and
seemingly irrelevant statement and
yet turn right around and arrange for

sales of their records for commercial
purposes. The juke box operator pur-
chases the records in good faith and
when he takes time to read the word-
ing on the labels wonders just what he
has purchased.

At the same time all in the juke box
industry realize that it is actually the

wording on these records which has
brought about suits from ASCAP and
BMI and which also started the Buck-
ley bill into action. So far everything

has worked out to the advantage of

the juke box trade. But there is no
halt to the further attempts at perse-

cution of this industry — simply be-
cause such persecution is tempted by
the wording on the labels of these

records.

One noted juke box leader writes,

“The labels on the present records

should have been changed years ago.

We have brought this to the attention

of the record distributors here many
times in the past. Your efforts in this

direction are to be commended. This
is in keeping with the marvelous work
which The Cash Box has done to help
protect this industry time and time
again and to call the attention of the
entire field to the many surrounding
ills which it can no longer afford to

shut its eyes to anymore.”

It is necessary, so that the juke box
trade continue forward without any
further persecution and without any
further obstacles being thrown into its

path, that it clear the way of all this

sort of unreasonable and unbusiness-
like abuse. It must have these labels

changed. It must proceed without
worrying that someday someone is

going to come along and take advan-
tage of this present record label and
demand to know how and why the

juke box field was allowed to use a

record for “commercial purposes”
which is strictly labeled for “home
use”.

The big three record manufactur-
ers: Decca, Victor and Columbia,
should be made to change their label

wording immediately. Even if the

record costs the operators more money
it is worth the additional cost for these

men to feel that they will not be fur-

ther molested and persecuted for

something which is being sold to them
like a “pig in a poke”.

The reading on the record label for

juke boxes should carry the state-

ment, “FOR USE IN COIN OPER-
ATED MUSIC MACHINES”.
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ASSN HEADS MAKE
JOINT APPEAL FOR
NAT’L TAX COUNCIL
Ask All Nation’s Ops’ Associations

Enter Into Tax Council For

Mutual Protection

NEWARK, N. J. — In what amounted
to a joint appeal to all the nation’s

operators’ organizations, Ray Bern-

hardt, president of the Phonograph

Operators Association of Eastern

Pennsylvania and Sol Kesselman,

attorney-manager of the Phonograph

Operators Association of New Jersey,

asked that everyone immediately en-

ter into the work necessary to create

a “National Tax Council”, as sug-

gested and urged upon the industry

by “The Cash Box” for almost four

years now.

Both Kesselman and Bernhardt

have the backing of their organiza-

tions towards entering into a “Na-

tional Tax Council”, they report.

Kesselman stated, “Our association

and the Phonograph Operators Asso-

ciation of Eastern Pennsylvania be-

lieve that this is the time for the cre-

ation of a ‘National Tax Council’ as

proposed by ‘The Cash Box’. We feel

certain that everyone of the associ-

ations thruout the country will agree

with us that the tax problem is grow-

ing more serious each day.

“Therefore, we believe, that the

trade needs and wants an organiza-

tion which will help it to better un-

derstand whatever tax measures may
be proposed and which, especially,

will help protect it from excessive

licensing fees.”

Bernhardt has long been an advo-

cate of the need for a “National Tax
Council”. Some months ago his organ-

ization reported that they had voted

this need “into the minutes of one of

our meetings”.

Bernhardt stated, “At the present

time we, here in Philadelphia, are

faced with the possibility of increased

license fees on each one of our phonos.

We know that this is not only unfair

but absolutely inequitable. Yet, there

is nowhere we can go in the industry

for expert tax advice, data, former

records, precedents, victorious cases,

etc., that we need to help our at-

torneys and others whom we have

employed to fight this increase”.

Both these association heads com-

pliment “The Cash Box” for being so

persevering in urging that this in-

dustry create a ‘National Tax
Council”.

Kesselman stated, “Once again

‘The Cash Box’, as with the Buckley

bill, has started the ball to rolling and

is helping the industry to greater and

better progress. In this case of a

‘National Tax Council’, ‘The Cash

Box’ is to be complimented by every-

one in the trade for the work it has

done and is doing. All the nation’s

associations should join in immedi-

ately to get a ‘National Tax Council’

under way for the mutual protection

of the men in this trade.”

Letters are already going forward

to everyone of the associations thru-

out the country. Both men believe

that there is sufficient interest in the

creation of a “National Tax Council”

at this time to bring about a meeting

of association leaders, as well as many
independent operators, in some cen-

tral location in the country where first

talks regarding a “National Tax
Council” can be held.

SOL KESSELMAN

They are asking that other associ-

ation leaders and individual operators

thruout the nation give their thoughts

in regard to the creation of a “Na-

tional Tax Council”.

They are of the hope that everyone

will enthusiastically enter into this

effort and that a central bureau will

be located where records of all pres-

ent taxes as well as former tax cases,

precedents and all material relative

to tax matters will be gathered to-

gether.

They will also seek for tax experts

who will make a study of present tax-

ation in the coin machine field and

offer helpful cures for some of the

inequitable taxes now in existence.

Leaders thruout the industry are

invited to send their comments and

thoughts regarding a “National Tax
Council”- to “The Cash Box” which

will be happy to present these to the

trade.

The work which Ray Bernhardt of

Philadelphia and Sol Kesselman of

this city are doing in regard to the

creation of a “National Tax Council”,

it is believed, will help to get such a

council into action long before many
dreamed it would become a fact.

AOLAC APPEALS TO ALL

COINMEN TO CREATE
NAT’L TAX COUNCIL
“Curley” Robinson Urges Trade To Rec-

ognize Revenue Drive By States, Cities,

Counties Thruout The Nation. “This Is

Our Greatest Necessity”, He Says.

SAMUEL (CURLEY) ROBINSON

LOS ANGELES, CAL. — Samuel
(Curley) Robinson of AOLAC (Asso-
ciated Operators of Los Angeles
County, Inc.) rallies to the banner of

a “National Tax Council” to be cre-

ated for the coin operated machines
industry just as fast as is humanly
possible.

“Curley” wastes no time in immedi-
ately getting down to brass tacks. He
states, “The need for a ‘National Tax
Council’ has gone beyond any de-
mands which were ever before made
on this industry for any sort of help.

The fact that ‘The Cash Box’ brought
this to the fore many years ago ap-
pealed to everyone in this business.

more money per machine per yearly
license, but, we note that this is hap-
pening all over the nation.

“The juke box organizations are
getting together. That means that

everyone of us in the amusement ma-
chines division of the industry, too,

must get together and work with
these juke box members of our in-

dustry to arrange for one ‘National

Tax Council’ as suggested by ‘The
Cash Box’ so that we can at least have
a central spot to go to when we need
tax information, tax data, tax records,

tax precedents, tax cases that have
been won and lost — so that when
new taxation drives come into being
(and they are coming into effect each
and every day everywhere in the
country) we shall have at least some
place where we can go to get the
advice of tax experts and sufficient

data to help us defeat any proposed
new tax revenue measures.

“The time has arrived when this

entire coin machine industry must
recognize the fact that we are faced
with an emergency of a desperate
nature. We need a ‘National Tax
Council’ now more than ever before
in the history of this trade. We are
being faced with a revenue drive
which is going to eat into the profits

of every single operator in this in-

dustry unless we do something about
it as quickly as we can.

“There is no question that every
association of coin machine men in

the nation is willing to put up money
to make this ‘National Tax Council’

a fact— and make this a fact immedi-
ately. We need the help of all oper-
ators, jobbers, distributors and manu-
facturers. And, in addition to the
members of our field, we need every
single one of the allied industries so

that they, too, who have always
profited from this business, will con-
tinue to profit from it — for we can
assure them that we will attempt by
every possible means to remove the
tax obstacles that face us — if we can
create a ‘National Tax Council’
immediately.”

We, at AOLAC, know what the cre-
ation of a ‘National Tax Council’ wiU
mean to every operator, jobber, dis-

tributor and manufacturer in the in-
dustry. We believe that if everyone
of these men will get back of this

great effort that this trade will have,
for the first time, one of the greatest
necessities it has ever needed.

“There is no time to be wasted on
words. This is the time for action. And
action is something that requires
everyone of the members of this in-
dustry to immediately let us know
here at AOLAC whether they will en-
ter into a ‘National Tax Council’ with
us as suggested by ‘The Cash Box’ so
that such an organization can im-
mediately begin to function for the
good and welfare of all in this field.”

FOR PUBLIC RELATIONS BUREAU
Describes "Bad Boys" As Frequenting "Juke Box

Joints". This Should Be Corrected Immediately.
NEW YORK—A feature story appear-

ing in “The New York Times Maga-
zine (Sunday, January 27) brings to

light one of the greatest reasons for

the need of a “Public Relations Bur-
eau” for the coin machine industry as

now being urged by the CMI (Coin

Machine Industries, Inc.) the manu-
facturers’ association, in addition to

the plea which The Cash Box has been
making for more than three years.

In this story, which appeared on
page 13 of that issue written by A. H.

Lass, who is considered an authority

on juvenile delinquency, there ap-

pears a list of the “traits” of “bad

boys” and among this listing is the

following: “They gamble, annoy po-

licemen and their neighbors, frequent

poolrooms and JUKE BOX JOINTS”.
Tho buried away in this full page

article by Mr. Lass, it may have been
passed up by many of the readers of

this famous newspaper, yet, there is

no doubt that of all those who did

read this article and this must in-

clude a large part of “The New York
Times” circulation thruout the entire

country, many came across the words
“juke box joints”.

Definitely this did not add flavor to

the words “juke box”. Nor did this

help gain prestige and better under-
standing for the great and grand work
which juke boxes have done for the

U. S. Treasury Department during the

war period, for many charities and
especially for many of the “youth can-

teens” across the nation now serving

the needs of youngsters to keep them
off the streets and make better citizens

of them.
There is only one real answer to

this sort of statement by a man who
should most definitely know better.

Or, if he doesn’t know what great

work the juke box has done for

minors — then he should be told —
and that story can be told him by a

“Public Relations Bureau”.
The Cash Box has continued to urge

and to plead for the creation of a

72 Tons Of Nickels

Put In N. Y. Chutes

Every Day
NEW YORK — According to Bruce
Chapman, lightning calculator, and as
reported by Pat Mitchell in the New
York World-Telegram, “The citizens

of the flve boros (of New York City)
are daily dropping 13, 412,583 buffalo
and Jefferson nickels into coin slots”.

This. is approximately 72 tons of

nickels as measured by returns of all

buses, subways, elevated trains, soft

drink vending machines, juke boxes,
coin telephone receivers and saloons
using nickel coin devices. Bruce Chap-
man is the “Answer Man” on radio
station WOR.
Chapman reports, “A freshly mint-

ed nickel weighs 77.16 grains and
about 4,000 nickels weigh about 44
pounds. But nickels wear to the ex-
tent that samples of 4,000 nickels in

circulation only weigh 43 pounds.

“The daily take in nickel chutes”.

Chapman continued, “is $670,629.15.”

The Federal Reserve Bank of the
Treasury Department believes that

Chapman’s computations are entirely

logical. Their figures show that there

are at present $295,000,000 worth of

minor coins (nickels and pennies) in

circulation in the country at this time.

(It has long been the belief of lead-

ers in the industry that there are more
nickels in total dropped into juke
boxes than coins put thru the wickets
of all theatre windows in the country.)

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TEXAS ASSN WANTS
NAT’LTAX COUNCIL

EARL E. REYNOLDS

DALLAS, TEX.—Earl E. Reynolds,

president of the Texas Coin Machine

Association, this city, reports that this

organization has always wanted and

always supported the plan of The Cash

Box to create a “National Tax
Council”.

In 1945, Texas coinmen ran up

against one of the most inequitable

and confiscatory state tax bills ever

yet presented in the nation. This bill,

in the capital at Austin, asked that

operators of pin games pay $100 per

yearly license fee plus 20% of the

gross collections from each machine.

In addition, the bill specified that

phonograph operators pay $50 per

yearly license per phono and 20%
of the gross receipts from each juke

box.

This bill was defeated by the coin-

men in this state after all came to-

gether and worked with untiring

energy for weeks in the state’s cap-

ital. “But”, as one coinman stated

sometime ago, “who knows but that

some other legislator may bring this

bill back into being in 1947 and per-

haps it may pass.”

Reynolds has time and again urged

the trade to come together in a “Na-
tional Tax Council” for its own future

welfare and especially for its imme-
diate protection.

“Most oustanding”, he said, “of the

need for a ‘National Tax Council’ was
when we coinmen, here in Texas, were
suddenly faced by this confiscatory

bill and found that there was no place

in the nation where we could get the

kind of information we needed so that

our attorneys and representatives

would know what to do.

“This was a great shock to us. We
never before realized how right The
Cash Box was in asking that a ‘Na-

tional Tax Council’ be created. This

is one of the greatest necessities for

our business. It supersedes everything

else. It is the one thing that we need

now — right away. It should be cre-

ated immediately so that every coin

machine man in the nation will have
some central place to go to when he
needs information to fight excessive

and inequitable taxation in his com-
munity.

“Just look what is happening every-
where in the country. New and bigger
license bills and ordinances are being
proposed one right after the other.

No one is safe. Everyone realizes that

his community is desperately seeking
revenue to offset any demand on its

present financial set-up. We must
protect ourselves as other industries

are doing.

“Here in Texas, tho our organiza-
tion hasn’t been as active as it should
be, there is no doubt that the men
would get together and immediately
vote for a ‘National Tax Council’ for

they realize that this is for their pro-
tection — not only for today but for

whatever may arise in greater rev-
enue demands tomorrow.

“The industry should not hesitate

an extra second — it should immedi-
ately get together, regardless of the
cost, to create this ‘National Tax
Council’ which is so necessary to our

future good welfare”.

FORBES MAG GOES GUSHY
OVER COIN LAUNDRIES

Trade Should Make Every Effort To

Bring Truth And Conservatism To Fore

On All Coinhiz Opportunity Items

NEW YORK — In their January 15

issue, the editors of Forbes Magazine
tell about what should prove a grand
opportunity for investors with very
little capital. They pick coin oper-

ated laundries as a very new and very
fascinating business with great profit

possibilities.

Forbes’ editor reveals that there is

now such a thing as an “automatic

laundry store”. The angle, of course,

is the installation of anywhere from
10 to 30 coin operated washing ma-
chines in a store in some naborhood
{preferably surrounded by big apart-

ment houses) and the housewives to

bring their bundles to the store and
have the machines wash the clothes

(about 10 lbs. for 25c) while they
gaily continue on their way to do their

daily shopping.

What Forbes’ editors do not reveal

is the past experience ops have had
wtih the coin operated washing ma-
chines. During the war period these

made plenty good—but, as far- as that

is concerned, what machine didn’t do
good during the war?

Anyway, when laundrymen weren’t
taking any new business and when
laundry work generally was hard to

get, Mrs. Housewife would be glad
to bring her bundle down to the base-
ment of her apartment building or
carry it a few blocks to an automatic
laundry store to get her washing done,
especially in view of the fact that the
laundry stores also sold her the pow-
dered soap (which was a very hard-
to-get item during the war period.)

But, now with the war over and the
large commercial chain laundries al-

ready beginning to put on new trucks
and new wagons and new drivers and
sprucing their men up with new uni-
forms and again beginning to adver-
tise to Mrs. Housewife about the swell
and economical laundry service they
offer and have their men call right at

the door — the coin operated laundry
store idea may still work — here

and there — few and far between —
but it isn’t as big and tremendous a
business as Forbes editors are trying

to make of it.

They tell about the Westinghouse

Electrical Appliance Division of

Mansfield, O. having equipped an

automatic laundry with 30 automatic

washers in Mansfield. They made this

into a modern style laundry room
complete with lounge and playroom,

according to Forbes editors. “It’s so

popular”, these editors report, “that

it has been operating 100% since

opening day.”

And here’s how Forbes’ editors

finish up this item on “specialized

laundries”, “Operators quick enough

to get into this growing new market

will find eager consumer acceptance

in every community. An owner and

one assistant can rim the whole show.

A husband and wife are ideal.”

The pitiful thing, to all experienced

coinmen, is the fact that the shrewd

promoter will clip this item and have

hundreds of reprints made of it which

will act as his stock in trade while

he interests returned vets and others

with just enough cash to want to get

into a little business for themselves.

The entire industry should make it

its business to warn outsiders of these

glowing “opportunities”. How do

Forbes’ editors know that, “This

growing new market will find eager

consumer acceptance in every com-

munity?”

IDAHO NOW HAS
193 SOCIAL CLODS
BOISE, IDAHO—Ira H. Masters, sec-

retary of state, reported this past

week that in the first eight months of

operation of Idaho’s law permitting

non-profit social clubs to have slot

machines, incorporation papers were
filed for 193 such clubs.

He also added that 803 slot machines

have been licensed at 194 locations.

Fraternal organizations are also per-

mitted licenses at the same rate as

for other non-profit clubs, $10

annually.

About 2,700 Federal slot machine
licenses have been issued in the state.

Masters added. These are required,

and cost $100 annually to the Federal

government.
Masters also stated that most com-

munities in the state also charge a

license fee for the operation of the

machines and that this usually runs

around the $50 mark.
In addition, all state licensees are

required to donate $250 annually to

charity for each machine they have
licensed.

— In addition to

coin-metered laundry machines in

apartment houses, M. P. Hodell of the

Coin Meter Company, this city, at a

meeting of the property management
division of the Detroit Real Estate

Board, reported that apartment

dwellers would soon have available

new refrigerators containing freezing

space on a coin metered basis. It is

generally believed that these will

prove very attractive to apartment

house dwellers.

NEW YORK — The following was
written by a nationally known econ-
omist as his explanation why taxes
must continue to remain top heavy.
(It is also all the more reason why
this industry should immediately cre-
ate a “National Tax Council” to
protect itself from any attempts to

increase revenue by taxing its

equipment.

)

“The public debt when it was half
its present size (275 billions of dol-
lars) was a terrific load on our eco-
nomic system. It is now a mountainous

load.

‘The interest must be paid. To pay
it the Government must impose taxes.

Where do the taxes come from? From
the revenues produced by all the big

and little enterprises of the country.
“A corporation of private business

me must pay taxes out of business

revenues. Employees must pay their

taxes out of the wages and salaries

they receive from their employer.
Thus the burden of taxes to pay the
Government debt and interest rests on
every business concern.

“A railroad corporation, a store, an
apartment house will have resting
upon it the mortgage resulting from
its own debts and in addition will
have the Government debt weighing
down on it like a vast mortgage.
“But the Government burden will

be greater than their own mortgages
because the Government debt is three
times as great as all the private long-
term debts in the land.”

Many coin machine leaders thruout
the country are now urging the trade
to adopt The Cash Box suggestion
that a ‘National Tax Council” be im-
mediately set up to offset what they
believe will be “a drive for ever in-

creasing revenue from the coin ma-
chine industry”.
