Manufacturer

One noted juke box manufacturer, a few weeks ago,
asked us why we had taken it upon ourselves to “fight
the battle of the industry” with the “big four” record
manufacturers, namely: Decca, Victor, Columbia and
Capitol.

In the first place, we are fighting this battle all by
ourselves because none of the other media in this field

seem to want to recognize the complaints and troubles
the juke box operators have had with these manufac-
turers. These magazines seem to have been blinded by
glowing advertisements. Therefore, we remain alone,
fighting as hard as we can, since we believe in bringing
such truths to the fore, even without any cooperation
from these other publications.

In the second place, a juke box, in our humble estima-
tion, can be built with a cabinet of the purest and finest

platinum obtainable; the selector keys can be made of
flawless sapphires and rubies; but, when Johnny Q.
Public puts his nickel into that gorgeous juke box — HE
ISN’T BUYING THE MACHINE — HE IS, INSTEAD,
BUYING A TUNE. And that tune may be just the one
manufactured and distributed by one of the “big four.”
As many ops have learned to their sorrow, if that tune

isn’t in that juke box — then that nickel (regardless of

how beautiful the phono may be and how outstanding its

mechanical quality) WON’T GO INTO THAT MACHINE
TO PLAY IT. And it takes a constant stream of nickels

to make it pay to operate juke boxes today .

So, when the “big four” decided to cut down on the .

number of records they had b.een selling to the men in

this business pre-war, and when they further decided
to cut out the lower dealer’s price many juke box ops
were obtaining, and used wartime restrictions as an ex-
cuse (along with other excuses) then we believed, here
at The Cash Box, that the time had come to expose this

hypocrisy. Otherwise, unless someone got up on his hind
legs and- did a little exposing — THERE WOULD BE
LITTLE, IF ANYTHING, LEFT TO THE JUKE BOX
BUSINESS.
WE’RE STILL FIGHTING. We know, from many

letters and phone calls we receive daily, that the average
juke box operator DOES NOT GET HIS SHARE OF
RECORDS FROM THE “BIG FOUR” RECORD MANU-
FACTURERS — RIGHT UP TO THIS VERY MINUTE.
This lack of recordings hurts the operator’s business.

And we are interested in keeping his business away up
on top so that he will remain financially strong and,

therefore, a good, solid base for all this automatic music
field to build and grow on successfully.

We feel, instead, that this juke box manufacturer
should enter into this battle with us. He should fight

shoulder to shoulder with us to assure the operators who
are buying his equipment that they will get the records

they need. In this fashion he will only be insuring his

own success.

It is up to a publication to bring evils to light. It is,

from thenceforth, up to the trade itself to cure those

evils. And, surely all will agree, this is one evil which
should be cured with great immediacy.
The Cash Box WILL CONTINUE TO FIGHT FOR

THE RIGHTS OF THE JUKE BOX INDUSTRY. It knows
that when Johnny Q. Public wants to hear Bing Crosby’s

recording of “White Christmas” at Christmastime — that

this juke box operator can’t give Johnny anything but

that record — not if he desires to maintain the play he
has built up in the location and also keep the location

owner’s good will. And the same goes for any other

record controlled by the “big four” which Johnny Q.

Public may request.

With overhead costs what they are today, with ma-
chines priced higher, surely, then, the juke box operator

must be given the most wholehearted support possible

to help him to maintain the leadership his juke box
business has already established thruout the nation and,

if possible, to help him to grow even greater.

Therefore, if the “big four” recorders aren’t going to

give him the support he requires (even after, and this

is well known, he helped build them back to their pres-

ent business leadership) this publication will continue to

honestly and sincerely bring this to the attention of the

trade and let this field cure this evil in the best pos-

sible way.
Every juke box operator will admit that he has not

been treated with the same respect and consideration by
the “big four” during the war and now, during the post-

war period, as he was prior to the war.

This juke box manufacturer should, instead, make it

his business to personally question the men who operate

his equipment and learn from his customers why The
Cash Box is fighting so hard to help them win this battle

for more records and greater consideration.

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Leaders Estimate Over 87% of

Nation's Coinmen Engaged in

the Music Biz. NeverBeforeSuch

High Percentage in Any One
Division of the Industry

NEW YORK—^In a report gathered

together from all over the nation,

The Cash Box has learned that coin

machine leaders believe there are at

present over 87 per cent of the men
engaged in this business in the auto-

matic music field in one fashion or

another.

These leaders report that tho many
of these men, perhaps an overpower-

ing percentage, are also engaged in

operating other types of equipment,

they are also operating, jobbing, dis-

tributing, or in one way or another,

engaged in automatic music.

This is, without any doubt, the

largest percentage of men engaged in

any one division of this field in the

history of the coin machine industry.

The very fact that automatic music

is today leading with such a great

percentage paves the way, these

leaders claim, to what will probably

be an era of juke box music leader-

ship for at least five more years to

come.

They are of the belief that sales in

automatic music will predominate for

the next five years. They claim that

the next convention will find more

music of one type or another on dis-

play than anything else which will

be shown at the meet.

“It is a well known fact,” one of

these men reports, “that today the

juke box field leads every division

of the trade by a very great margin.

The juke boxes are holding the

greatest amount of interest of all

operators, jobbers and distributors.

And this regardless of the fact that

the majority of these men are also

engaged in other divisions of the

field.

“Many have large routes of vend-

ing machines, pin games, consoles.

slots, arcade equipment, arcades

themselves, and many other types of

machines like scales and stamp vend-

ers, etc. But, everyone seems to also

be in the music machine business and

therefore all are most interested in

what the music manufacturers are

presenting.”

At the present time juke boxes

continue to lead in interest. Non-

selective wall boxes are capturing

much attention. Telephone or wired

music is also increasing.

It is believed that all the divisions

of the music field will enjoy their

greatest growth during these next

few years and, if all things are equal

and production on a large scale can

get going soon, that there will be

approximately 1,000,000 locations

featuring one type or another of au-

tomatic music by the end of 1948.

Leaders Urge Juke Box Ops to

Adopt One of Three to Assure

Continued ProfitableOperation
NEW YORK — A survey conducted

for the past many weeks has re-

vealed the fact that all juke box
leaders agree with The Cash Box
that the automatic music operator

should be obtaining a better percent-

age from the gross collections of his

music equipment.
All are of the opinion that the tre-

mendously increased overhead now
facing the average music operator,

plus the higher cost of machines
which will require an 18 to 24 month
amortization period, as well as in-

creased taxes, lack of beer this com-
ing summer which will close many
locations for days at a time during
each week, all add up to the fact

that the juke box op must instantly

change his percentage arrangement
with his locations.

First and foremost in favor in this

regard is The Cash Box suggestion

of 70% to the operator and 30% to

the location owner. Juke box leaders

agree that this percentage arrange-
ment, if all ops in any territory will

get together on it, will be the answer
to the music operator’s problem.
Next in favor is what many in the

trade call “front money” or “off the
top” money. Here the suggestion is

that at least $8 per week be taken
off the top prior to splitting the bal-
ance of the collection on the old

50% -50% basis.

In locations averaging about $20
gross per week this is exactly the

same as the 70i%-30% commission
basis for the net collection then
amounts to $14 in each case. But, in

locations where the take is less than
$10 then such “front money” would
seriously affect the popularity of the
music with the location owner from
a profit standpoint.

In short, the location owner, where
only $10 gross would be taken from
the machine (and many weeks dur-
ing the year collections drop in every
type of location) would receive only
$1 for the entire week’s play.

This certainly isn’t going to make
that location owner feel very happy
about the profits from his music ma-
chines, especially in view of the fact

that for so many years this has been
one of the best profit makers he has
enjoyed in his place of busuines.

Therefore, tho many believe that

“front money” is the best method,
there are just as many who feel that

the 70%-30% commission basis is

better.

The newest idea to arise in the

industry, and this is due to the fact

that a large number of wired tele-

phone music operators are now ob-
taining this arrangement, is for the

trade to charge 10c per tune, 3 for

25c. For wired telephone music
where the line expense is very great

and a tremendous number of selec-

tions are available as well as the

appeal of the personal voice of the

telephone music operator is to be

considered, it is possible in a great

many instances to obtain this 10c per
tune and 3 records for 25c.

But, as one leader in this field

pointed out, when the new juke
boxes begin to enter into locations

and these charge only 5c per tune —
then the 10c idea is going to have
tough sledding and will have to come
down to 5c to meet this sort of com-
petition.

The only way that the 10c per tune
idea (3 for 25c) can be made suc-

cessful is the same as the 70%-30',r>
basis — to get every single operator
in the territory to agree to do the

same.

There are a large number of juke
box ops against this plan for they
feel that the popularity of the auto-
matic music business was built on
the fact that only 5c was required to

play the machine and that doubling
the charge would create resentment.

The one and only method on which
all seem to agree is the 70%-30%
commission basis.

But, as this survey revealed, re-

gardless of which of these three
methods the juke box op likes — he
should immediately call in his fellow
music operators in his territory and
adopt one or the other for the time
has come when the 70%-30% com-
mission basis is now an absolute and
outstanding necessity if he desires to

continue in a profitable business.
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Need for Trained Mechanics
Reaches Emergency Peak
NEW YORK—^About three years ago
The Cash Box proposed that “Schools
for Mechanics” be created. This pub-
lication foresaw the need for more
skilled men if the trade was to con-

tinue its growth on a sure and steady
basis.

There can’t be increases in size of

operations if there aren’t mechanics
to handle the equipment. No operator

will enlarge upon his present opera-
tion, especially in view of the fact

that today he lacks sufficient me-
chanics to take care of the machines
he now has on location, if he can’t

get more skilled mechanical help to

assure him that as he buys more
machines, and thereby increases the

size of his route, he will at least have
men to take care of those machines
for him.

This, naturally, hurts the entire

industry all the way down the line.

The manufacturer will, eventually,

be halted in sales after the operator

has replaced his worn equipment,
because the operator will not dare
expand without mechanics to make
that expansion an efficient one.

At the present time some of the

larger music machine manufacturers
have schools for the mechanics of

their distributors, jobbers and oper-
ators. This is all well and good for

their individual machines. But, it

does not answer the larger problem
confronting the average coinman.
He must have mechanics who can

handle any and all type of machines.
His pin game routes, consoles, slots,

arcade machines, counter games,
venders, etc., require mechanics
skilled in all phases of the coin ma-
chine industry.

Such mechanics can only be created
by schools set up in various parts of

the nation where well known me-
chanics of long experience as well as

ics of long experience as well as

the engineers from various factories

can teach these men the intricacies

of all types of machines.
The U. S. Government is willing

to pay for training veterans on the

job. This is the program now being
carried out under the leadership of

General Omar N. Bradley. But, even
this program lacks the power of a

school for mechanics.
Certain distributors and operators,

regardless of the fact that the U. S.

Government will help pay for the

veteran while he is being trained,

claim that such training takes time
from their own mechanics and there-

fore throws them behind in their

work schedules.

If leading coinmen will get to-

gether in various sctions of the na-
tion, and create schools for mechan-
ics, they are assured (1) of Uncle
Sam sending men to them for whom
the U. S. Government will pay, and

(2) that there will be hundreds,
perhaps thousands, of other young
men and even older men with tech-

nical training and experience who
will enter the school at their own
expense to learn to be coin machine
mechanics, and (3) that many of the

distributors, jobbers and operators

will send men to the school for whom
they will be .willing to pay the entire

tuition charge, as well as (4) coin-

men who will agree to pay for some
man who might not have his own
tuition money provided that when
this man graduates as a skilled coin

machine mechanic he will ' come to

work for them.

All these above points have already
been agreed to by various coinmen
thruout the nation in surveys con-
ducted by The Cash Box some months
ago. There were distributors, jobbers

and operators who actually sent

blank checks to The Cash Box to

have these filled out with the re-

quired amount it would take to pay
for two, three and even more men
to be trained in some well known
trade school which would create a

coin machine mechanics division as

long as these men would then come
to work for them.

The need for trained mechanics,

according to all reports, is now at an
emergency peak. They have become
the greatest stumbling block to the

future growth of the industry. It is

therefore extremely vital that every-

one engaged in this field take this

need for mechanics’ schools into con-

sideration and arrange with noted

trade schools in certain leading cities

thruout the nation to get such courses

under way.

There should today be schools for

mechanics in New York, Chicago, Los
Angeles, San Francisco, Denver.

Dallas, Clevland, Detroit, Atlanta,

Miami, Birmingham, New Orleans,

and many other leading coin ma-
chine centers. These men would first

be trained in the types of equipment
now being operated in these centers

and would be able to come out of the
schools quick enough to help get op-
erators, jobbers and distributors the
skilled mechanical manpower they
need.
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TRADE ELATED
BY NEWS OF
CONVENTION
Look to February ’47 for the

Biggest Show in History
NEW YORK—Perhaps the greatest

elation noticeable this past week in

the industry was the fact that the

days for the 1947 coin machine con-

vention had been announced by the

CMI (Coin Machine Industries, Inc..)

in their meeting at their head-
quarters (134 North La Salle Street,

Chicago) after the election of new
officers and new members to the

board of directors of this organization.

Operators, jobbers and distributors

clear across the nation were tremen-
dously pleased to know that there

would be a convention again in Feb-
ruary, 1947. These men have long

waited to hear this news.

Generally it was agreed by all, that

this forthcoming show in February,

1947, would be the biggest in the

history of the coin machine industry.

One reason for this is the fact that

all coinmen believed that the manu-
facturers would, by that time, be
well set in production schedules of

their equipment and that they would
also have planned the new machines
they would present.

Some coinmen even believed that

the machines which would be shown
at this meet would be the real “post-

war equipment we have looked, for-

ward to for so long.”

The elation and enthusiasm is not

surprising to coin machine leaders.

They have for a long time felt the

need for another get-together with
the men in the industry. Some of

the manufacturers, distributors and
jobbers were even of the belief that

a convention should have ben held

during 1946.

But, the majority of coinmen were

against this from the standpoint that

transportation and hotel space were
still tight and that, furthermore, the

manufacturers were enmeshed with
too many production problems to be
able to make a proper presentation
of products to the visitors.

“It is for the best, then,” as one
noted manufacturer reported to The
Cash Box this past week, “that the
show was called for February, 1947.”

He stated, “This will give us plenty
of time to prepare ourselves for this

convention. We also believe that we
shall be' in very good production by
that time and turning out equipment
in pre-war quantity. This means,”
he continued, “that we will then be
able to present machines we shall

be able to deliver right after the

showing.”

It is extremely important for the

trade to realize that every convention

requires a great many months of

preparation on the part of the manu-
facturers.

It is also believed that by Febru-
ary, 1947, all those who will decide

to enter into the manufacturing of

coin machines will have announced
themselves to the field and will be
able to enter into this show.

There are today, here and there in

the country, manufacturers who plan

to present coin machines of one type

or another who were formerly never

engaged in the industry. These men
are withholding making any an-

nouncements of presentation of equip-

ment until production conditions ease

off and they can make deliveries

within a reasonable time after show-
ing their products.

This should all be cured by the end
of this year and these new manufac-
turers will receive much better at-

tention at a show in February, 1947,

than they would at this time when
they know they wouldn’t be able to

deliver anything they showed in any
quantity whatsoever.

At the same time this will also

give distributors and jobbers an op-
portunity to get lined up with the
manufacturers. It is well known that

even some of those manufacturers
who have announced new products
haven’t as yet completed their dis-

tribution set-ups.

Once all this is complete — then

the show will find itself in much
better condition t o roll ahead
smoothly, quickly and efficiently.

The elation, which is so noticeable

at present, is only the beginning of

what will grow on the trade as the

year fades out and 1947 comes into

being.

Reservations have already been
made by the major manufacturers

for rooms at various hotels in Chi-

cago. Many coinmen have also writ-

ten in and even enclosed checks, ac-

cording to reports, to assure them-
selves being right in the very heart

of the showing. Others, this past

week, quickly wired and wrote to

hotels to make rooms available to

them for the four days of this Feb-
ruary, 1947, showing.

This, in itself, is an indication of

what will happen as February, 1947

begins to roll around and the entire

industry will swarm down on the

city of Chicago to be present for a

real old time get together.

• Joe Liggins sings his own compo-
sition, “You Aint Goin’ to Heaven
Nohow” in a recording that has
plenty of zip to it, musically and
lyrically.

and uses it to the full on his own
number, with his Honeydrippers sup-
plying a swell background with the
instruments. It’s on the blues side

and done well. The backing is the
oldie, “Caravan,” and the Liggins
crew does okay by it.

• If only for the Wini Beatty piano
on both sides, this disk is worth
much more than the price. On “Early
Morning Boogie” the Beatty gal

“That Aint Right Baby,” Miss Beatty
does a little yodeling which is alright

but we prefer her piano. A good disk

for spots that cater to boggie woogers.

• Jimmy Dorsey and his Jammers
do a swell job with “J.D.’s Jump,” a

real jazz number done in subdued
vein so that even the old ladies’

homes will go for it. It’s good music.

The other side is “Perdido” and
smoothly executed by Dorsey’s full

orchestra with the Jammers’ rhythm
section featured in a couple of spots

on the disk. It’s a good buy for most
any spot, from tea room to bar room.

• The one and only Benny
Goodman takes a whirl at warb-
ling in “All The Cats Join In,'’

and, although it isn’t anything
like his trumpeting, the Good-
man voice is pleasing enough.
Just to play safe, the canny
Benny swings about two bars

and calls it quits. But the num-
ber is real Goodman swing, with
Liza Morrow carrying most of

the vocal and the boys in the

band chiming in now and then
for the backgroimd. The tune
is catchy and the lyrics interest-

ing and the disk should do more
than right well most any place.

The Morrow gal has a nice

voice and on this novelty uses

it to advantage. The flipover is

“Don’t Be a Baby, Baby,” with
Art Lund doing the vocal in

good ballad style and the Good-
man sextet handling the musi-
cal backdrop in tiptop fashion.

"Oh Helen"

"Gimme a Little Kiss"

Sammy Kaye Orch.

• “Oh Helen” is one of those corny,
stuttering numbers that every once
in a while finds its way to popularity,
more because of the gag attraction

to it than anything else. On this

version of it, Sammy Kaye gives it

all the corn it calls for and the Three
Kaydets do a good job of stumbling— but deliberately — over the word-
age. On the other side, “Gimme a
Little Kiss,” the Kaye crew and the
Kaydets let loose a little better and
do a good job of this cute oldie. The
disk shoTxld do okay in most spots.

"One More Tomorrow"

"It Couldn't Be True"

Glenn Miller-Tex Beneke Ork.

(Victor 20-1835)

• The bobbysoxers are sure to go for
Art Lund’s version of the ballad,
“One Tomorrow” as he sings it with
the Glenn Miller-Tex Beneke crew
on this recording. It’s a slow, torchy
tune with all the romantic wordage
needed to keep the lovesick under the
Dr. Cupid’s care. The backing is “It

Couldn’t Be True,” a typical Miller-
Beneke number, with Tex and the
Crew Chiefs doing the vocal in better
than average fashion. Again the band
proves itself worthy of carrying on
the name of the leader who lost his
life in the war.

"Talk of the Town"

"If I Only Had You"
Valaida Snow

(Bel-Tone 7002)

• “Talk of the Town” is an old
standby but if it isn’t done right it

lays an awful egg. However, Valaida
Snow has what it takes in the voice
department and carries off the oldie
in grand style. Buzz Adlam’s crew
does a nice job of supporting her on
the number. The backing is “If I

Only Had You” and again the Snow
gal scores, with a big assist from the
Day Dreamers, a better than average
vocal group. The disk should do well
in all spots.

• Noro Morales, the much touted
Latin band leader, does a nice re-
cording of “Without You” in Bolero
tempo and for those who like this
type of music the disk should be pop-
ular.

CLUB HITS SLOT
HUNT AS ‘ILLEGAL’

ROCKFORD, ILL. — Lawrence F.

O’Brien, attorney for the Rockford
All-American Press Club, this city

has filed a motion in Circuit Court
here with the intention of suppres-

sing evidence filed against the club

on the basis that such evidence had
been acquired illegally.

The motion was filed as a result of

O’Brien’s dissatisfaction toward the

issue as to whether Circuit Judge
William R. Dusher had heard all

angles of law in prior motions calling

for the suppression of slot evidence

which had been filed by the Navy
Club of Rockford and the Veterans

of Foreign Wars club in an effort to

dismiss the indictments filed against

them.

The indictments had been returned

by the Grand Jury in January and
on the strength of them the circuit

judge had upheld the right of two
city aldermen, as city liquor commis-
sioners, to inspect the entire premises

of the clubs licensed to sell liquor.

The motion filed by O’Brien ad-

mitted the presence of the slots, in

the press club when it had been
visited by the two aldermen, but de-

clared that, “the slot machines were
in a room separate and apart from
where intoxicating liquors were sold

and dispensed, and over which the

liquor commissioners of the city of

Rockford had no jurisdiction and had
no right to inspect.”

Should Judge Dusher rule differ-

ently on O’Brien’s motion than he did

on the Navy and VFW clubs, he will

have to reverse his position. He had
previously emphasized that the al-

dermen did have the right to view
the entire premises of the clubs, if

they were licensed to sell liquor.

projects would aot be put into effect,

At a press conference held hen
last week, Ralph Parker, regional

CPA administrator said the Veterans

Emergency Housing Order did not

mean a total restriction on industrial

and commercial building and alter-

ation.

The primary purpose of the order,

^ arker said, is to channel necessar^

materials into low cost housing for

veterans, but the top issue in decid-

ing whether a non-residential build-

ing can be constructed rests with the

type of materials planned to be in-

cluded in the new building.

In addition to the question of criti-

cal materials, Parker explained,

special attention will be given to

community hardship cases and em-
ployment conditions in individual lo-

calities. However, if there is insuffi-

cient building labor or materials,

veterans’ housing would be granted

preference.

Regarding essential repairs and
store displays, Parker urged the use

of substitute materials, declaring that

where the builder can show his proj-

ect will not drain critically short

materials, he will be permitted to

go ahead.

Parker said there was a certain

amount of “free material” which is

expected to provide for necessary re-

pairs and those authorizations urged

by CPA for commercial and indus-

trial construction.

Every effort, he said, is being made

to stimulate the production of these

critical materials and it is expected

that when the supply of so-called

“free material” exceeds the demand,

restrictions under the order will be

relaxed.

U. S. EASES EXPORT SHIPPING UWS
NEW YORK—In a further step to-

ward simplifying postwar shipping

and export, the War Shipping Ad-

ministration last week revoked vir-

tually all bans which required ships

cooperating in national defense to

carry only priority cargoes as defined

by the Ship Warrants Act.

The Act, which became law in

mid- 1941, authorized the Maritime

Commission to fix priorities for ships

in order that national defense re-

quirements be fulfilled in the most

expeditious manner.

Under the law the commission was

empowered to grant preferred ratings

in the use of shore facilities to all

ships cooperating in national defense

by following approved trade routes

and by carrying vital cargoes. It

further controlled ocean freight rates.

Now, however, with the export

race getting into high gear and com-
petition among shipping companies

in free action, the bans are off. The

one exception that remains is the

ruling which requires that business

dealings will not be permitted with

or thru any persons on “the black-

list,” which includes the names of

persons held to be enemies of the

United States.

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PM DEBUNKS O’DWYER PIN DRIVE
NEW YORK—PM, daily newspaper
here, last week featured an article

that was an acid criticism of the re-
cent drive ordered by Mayor O’Dwyer
against what he had termed “an in-

vasion on all fronts” by slot machine
and pinball racketeers and other
gambling interests.”

Written by Max Lerner, top edit-

orial writer on PM, the article scored
the hullabaloo as an indication that
the war was really over.

“I am ready to believe that the war
is really over,” Lerner wrote. “The
newspaper headlines are once again
screaming about gambling, the spring
impulse is in the air, and police

raids are busting out all over.

“Not that there isn’t any crime in

New York to proceed against,” he
went on to say. “There is plenty of

it, and you don’t need a couple of

newspapermen sitting around at po-
lice headquarters to dream up a
‘crime wave’.”

“I suppose,” Lerner continued,
“that in direct political effects the
gambling raids — or any anti crime
‘drive’ are a boon to any city admini-
stration. They make good reading
and good headlines. They take the

heat of public attention away from
so many more troublesome things —
higher subway fares, big budgets,

controversial tax programs, airport

squabbles.

“This, no doubt, is as it should be
in the scheme of things political. But
we have the right to ask for more
than the usual pattern. If the police

are going to go after small-fry gamb-
ling, then let us strengthen our sadly

understaffed police force, so there

will be enough manpower to take

care of the big fellows as well. Let
the Administration show that it

means business in planning a serious

over-all campaign against crime —
one that starts with the school system
where young minds are formed; and
housing and slum crowding, and the

system of courts, which has long

needed more personnel that has both
strength and a sense of humanity;
and, most of all, the tie-ups between
the empire of crime and the empire
of politics.

“If the mayor and the police com-
missioner mean business in their war
against crime, they will have to

throw away their pea shooters and
bring out their heavy artillery. And
they will have to point that artillery

at targets so powerful that it takes

real courage to shoot at them.”

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JOE HIRSCH ANSWERS NEW YORK PRESS
NEW YORK—In answer to the head-
lines which have been flooding this

city for the past week that there

would be a “pinball racketeer’s inva-

sion of New York” and other similar

statements which have appeared in

all the eight leading newspapers here,

Joe Hirsch, former president of the

Amalgamated Vending Machine Op-
erators Assn., answered the press

with a full column article in “The
New York Times” this past Friday,

April 12.

The “Times” reported Hirsch as

stating, “In past years pin games
were equipped with free play gad-
gets, push buttons and meters which
made it possible for concessionaires

to turn the games into gambling de-

vices. With the new machines and
the elimination of such gadgets,

gambling will become an impossi-

bility.”

He is also reported to have quoted

remarks handed down in a decision

by Justice Samuel I. Rosenman in

the State Supreme Court and in a

report by former Commissioner of

Investigation William B. Herlands to

the effect that, “pinball machines
which are not equipped with a free

play device are not readily converted

into free play machines and are not

gambling devices in and of them-
selves.”

He also reported on the meeting

held at the Broadway Central Hotel

(reported two weeks ago by The
Cash Box) and stated that the men
who had met there were legitimate

business men, many of them returned

veterans, who were only seeking to

re-enter into a legitimate business.

He told the “Times” that the state-

ments which had been made in the

press, “were completely distorted.”

He also stated that to prove to the

public that his group is strictly legit-

imate, “a test case will be held in

the Supreme Court in the very near

It is sincerely hoped by all coinmen
here that Hirsch’s answer to the wild

press notices and headlines which
have been appearing all this past

week will halt such further press

features in the future.

Road, Toronto 12, Can,

TORONTO, CANADA—In the main,

phonographs (with and without wall

box installations) are the favorite

coin-operated equipment in Canada.

Scales and weight guessing equip-

ment can be classified as next.

Many of the top-flight motion pic-

ture houses in Vancouver, Winnipeg,

Toronto and Montreal are equipped

with merchandise machines dispens-

ing chocolate bars and similar sun-

dries.

Slots and pin-balls are a sorry

subject in Canada. Almost every

province in the Dominion has enacted

legislation outlawing such equipment.

This situation has been going on for

several years and in spite of the

taboo slots and pins are being op-

erated to a certain extent in rural

areas.

No phonographs or scales are being

manufactured in Canada. What few

that are of Canadian manufacture,

are actually American equipment

which is assembled in Canada.

The main problem in Canada to-

day, however, is the scarcity of

equipment—as well as the high price

to import same from the United

States. This includes high importa-

tion duties and municipal taxation

wherever such equipment is installed.
