Talking It Over

An editorial in The New York Times re-

garding higher taxicab fares vnll sound very

familiar to every coin machine operator in

the country. By simply replacing the word
“taxicab” and inserting, instead, the words
“coin machine” all the readers of The Cash
Box will recall that this editorial is very,

very similar to what The Cash Box has been

writing for many years.

The Times writes, “It simply does not

meet the test of common sense to expect the

operators of taxicabs in New York City to

get along today on the same fare that they

charged fifteen years ago.” (This could

very easily be replaced with the fact that

“it simply does not meet the test of common
sense” to expect coin machine operators to

get along today on the same commission

basis they used fifteen years ago.)

The Times continues, “If the rate was fair

then it is not fair now. The cost of every-

thing that goes into the ride has gone up.

This starts with the price of the car, which
has doubled. Insurance, gasoline, garage
rental, tires, maintenance repairs—these,,

too, have doubled in many cases. In addi-

tion, several taxes have increased and new
ones have been levied.

“The driver’s cost of living has risen,”

The Times writes. “Meanwhile all other

forms of passenger transportation have
been forced to seek, and have received, a
higher fare.”

The Times also states a very pert fact,

“We believe that the taxi-using public fully

recognizes the need for justice in this

matter.”

All operators know that the price of ma-
chines have risen more than double and
that they, too, are faced with general over-

head which has, in a great many cases,

tripled and quadrupled. The operator’s liv-

ing expenses have risen too, just as have
the taxicab driver’s.

And, as The Times writes, the storekeeper
and the public are fully aware of these facts
and, further, “fully recognize the need for
justice in this matter.”
When so powerful a newspaper as The

New York Times at long last recognizes the
need for raising prices to meet inflated costs
certainly, then, the operators of America
should as quickly recognize the fact that
they, too, are in a position where they must
also obtain a more equitable share of the
present gross intake of their machines.
And realize, as The Times writes, that the
public and the storekeepers will agree that
this is .only “justice.”

That’s why national associations are com-
ing into being. To help the operators obtain
a more assured income. And now it is time
that the operators stepped into the picture
to make their future more secure by backing
up the need for a more equitable commission
basis.
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OPS REPORT COINGAMES

HELP SMALL BUSIHESS

MEN TO KEEP GOING
Point to Shuffleboards Bringing Taverns Back to Profit Basis.

Claim Pins, One-Balls and Other Games Have Kept Many
Small Bnsinesses in Good Shape Regardless of Predictions

by Economists That Many of These Would Go Broke.

One of the most outstanding features of coin machines has
heen their ahility to revive and, in most cases, return profits to the
nation’s retailers, hy bringing in more customers, holding those
customers in that certain place of business, and bringing additional

profits from the intake of the coin operated devices so that the
retailer profits from better business as well as from his share from
the coin operated machines.

As the buyer’s market became more and more strengthened,
even to the point where some of the nation’s greatest retail estab-

lishments were actually featuring “sales” before Xmas, and people
bought only what they felt they absolutely needed, and even then
shopped long and late to better the price of that necessity, econo-
mists predicted larger numbers of bankruptcies among smaller
businesses.

Many small business men have fallen by the wayside. Indus-
try after industry has had to face this fact. Industry leaders believe

that the “strong will prevail,” and that these would become the

nucleus on which a more solid base would be built for the future.

(The Cash Box wrote these very words during the war, when coin-

man after coinman was forced out of the field.)

But, as businessmen continue to fight hard to survive, word
comes in from operators that, “Many business men are only staying

in business because of coin machines.”

This is noticeable where shuffleboards have come into being
as coin operated units. Many an operator in areas where taverns

were closing up, now reports that these very taverns are not only
continuing in business, but find that their business is much better

than they believed it would be—only because the shuffleboards
have brought back their customers and have also brought them the
extra profit necessary to pay their rent and other overhead so that

the sales of their beverages and other produccts was being made
on an additional profit basis.

From many other territories come similar reports. New games
have been responsible for hoisting customer attendance, and also

showing retailers enough profit to keep them in business. This is

true in the case of pinballs and one-balls which have lately appeared
in the market. These games have, by their economical entertain-
ment, held the attention of the customers in retailing establishments
to the point where this small business man has been able to continue
onward.

For many, many years it has been known to all students of
coin operated equipment of every type, ranging from music to

vending machines to the amusement games, that the products

of this field are instrumental in great part in keeping many retail

establishments in business. The smaller business man, especially,

knows what a coin machine means to him. Everyone of the officials

and economists also realize the importance of coin operated
machines.

Never has this fact been openly publicized in any public rela-

tions program for the general public’s edification. The time has
arrived when this should be brought strongly to the fore. Espe-
cially today, when so many smaller businesses are worried as to

whether they will be able to long continue ahead. Such informa-
tion, at such a vital period in the history of America’s hundreds of
thousands of smaller businesses, would heap glory and reward on
the coin machine industry.

A very well known coinman wrote the other day, “I was get-

ting plenty worried about staying on in business. It wasn’t the fact

that my machines weren’t doing a job. It was, instead, that so
many of my locations couldn’t see their way clear to continuing
onward. I just started in placing some of the new games 1 bought
as well as, in one certain place where I operate, I used shuffle-

boards.

“The result was that customers started to come in larger
numbers, remained longer, and profits heaped up for both the
storekeeper and myself.”

All these facts, and leaders in the industry have dozens and
dozens of such statements in their files, can be made known to

everyone, everywhere in the nation, so that all retailers realize the
value of the coin operated equipment they have on hand even
more strongly than they now do and, what is most important, the
public then learns how much coin operated equipment means to

general business.

There is no longer any doubt of the great power of coin
operated machines to help keep business flowing. To bring that

necessary turnover of cash to the average business. And to further

bring all the public continued work so that all share in the fact

that coin operated vending, music and amusement is of vital interest

to the further development and success of this business nation.

The flip is equally
as well delivered, with the Camarata
ork backing the chirp in excellent man-
ner. Ops who need some oldies that
were and are first rate money-makers
should lend an ear in this direction.

It’s a fresh arrangement,
ably rendered, and should keep the
tavern fans excited. On the flip with
the ever-lovin’ Irving Berlin favorite,
“I’ve Got My Love To Keep Me
Warm,” the Starlighters bounce back
with another fair piece of wax. Both
sides of this platter can be used as
filler items to excellent advantage.

Wax shows the gals at their best, with
the Vic Shoen ork rounding out the
side favorably. Top deck, “The Pussy
Cat Song” is the one to keep your
eyes peeled for.

“serious” pitch on this label and might
drum up a bit of noise. Coupled with
the widely popular “Tarra-Ta-Larra
Ta-Lar,” the platter takes on a more
attractive air. Lullaby mood of the
song, which should be fairly well
known at this sta.ge, seems to fit

Dean’s tonsils better. This rendition
of the click tune should boost the
popularity of the tune. Ops should
listen in.

Top deck, the oldie that is cur-
rently bouncing back in a strong way
gets a terrific sendoff from A1 and
the Mills Brothers. Strong, deep,
meaningful tones of beautiful vocal
work ring crystal clear throughout.
The Mills boys’ harmony behind A1 is

hard to match, and makes for sensa-
tional listening pleasure. The flip, in
brighter tempo, is another plu-perfect
performance for the team. Both
sides of this cookie will definitely

catch on with the phono trade. Load
up on this hunk of wax—^but pronto

Aimed at those quiet, intimate
spots, this platter should garner its

fair share of phono play. Music ops
take note.

Tagged
“How Am I To Know” and “He Was A
Good Man As Good Men Go,” the
platter shows fair promise for music
operators. Top deck, a distinct, unique
Kenton arrangement, is the old stand-
ard dressed up in light, refreshing
style. Piano tinkling throughout by
the maestro, with a bit of brass blast
thrown in highlights the label. On
the other end, chirp June Christy
pitches her way thru this novelty
number in medium tempo, with the
Kenton crew keeping it down low in
the background. Ops who have the
locations that go for this brand might
take a look-see.

Love.” It’s a lively piece done up with
a ton of smart musical passages by
Tommy and the boys, with the vocal
refrain ringing clear and true
throughout. Ditty has loads of beat
and life within it and makes you jump
as you listen. On the flip with “You
Know What The Trouble Is, Baby,”
chirp Lucy Ann Polk grabs the mike
to spoon some torchy lyrics. It’s slow,

sensuous stuff that makes you stop

and listen and warbled in mood and
manner that fits like a glove. Both
sides of this hunk of wax stack up
heavily—get with it.

COLUMBIA RECORDS PREDICT GOOD
BUSINESS YEAR AHEAD FOR DISK INDUSTRY

Citing the introduction of the Long
Playing Microgroove record as a tre-

mendous sales stimulant for the com-
ing year, Frank K. White, President
of Columbia Records Inc., expressed
the belief that 1949 will be a highly
successful one for the record indus-
try.

In an end-of-the-year statement is-

sued at the company’s main plant in
Bridgeport, Connecticut, Mr. White
stated that with the end of the ban
on making new records and with the
added impetus given bv the new Long
Playing Microgroove records, the in-

dustry should have one of its biggest
years in 1949. It is his belief that the
coming year will see a gradual con-
version from conventional shellac to
LP among a great proportion of rec-
ord collectors.

In the Popular field, Columbia in-

troduced the new team of Doris Day
and Buddy Clark, which produced such
hit recordings as “Love Somebody”
and “My Darling, My Darling.”
“Name band” recordings began to re-
gain prominence in 1948, with Kay
Kyser’s two best sellers, “Woody
Woodpecker” and “Slow Boat To
China.” Les Brown’s recording of
“I’ve Got My Love To Keep Me
Warm,” released in the fall of 1948,
was acclaimed as one of the top in-

strumental discs of the year.

Frankie Yankovic’s polka disking,
“Just Because,” which was first issued
on Columbia’s Foreign label, then
transferred to the Popular Catalogue.
Arthur Godfrey’s initial Columbia
record, “Too Fat Polka” climbed into
the 1,000,000 bracket in early 1948.
The 1948 vogue for western-type
songs sent Dinah Shore’s recording
of “Buttons And Bows” soaring over
the 1,000,000 sales mark. “Here
Comes Santa Claus,” a western-fiav-
ored Christmas song recorded by
Gene Autry, became firmly estab-
lished in the past year as a seasonal

standard, with sales topping the mil-
lion figure.

In issuing his statement, Mr. White
expressed gratification over the en-
thusiastic response which has greeted
Columbia’s Long Playing Microgroove
record. “Rarely, if ever, has a new
commercial product been accorded
such spontaneous acclaim,” Mr. White
said. “We are extremely pleased by
the manner in which consumers, the
press, and our distributors and deal-
ers have received the new LP record.

It justifies the years of hard work
which went into its development.
Everyone concerned may be sure that
we here at Columbia are conscious of
the responsibility this acceptance im-
poses upon us. We shall discharge
that responsibility by continuing to

release the type of repertoire the pub-
lic desires and by maintaining the
most exacting production standards.”

PROPOSAL FORMOA COAST-TO-COAST
RADIO PROGRAM CLICKS WITH OPS
Plaque To Appear On Store Windows Of All

Members. Locations To Tie In With Air Show
Appeals To Assn. Leaders. Foresee Full

National Membership.
NEW YORK—The proposal for a

coast-to-coast radio show for the
Music Operators of America (MOA),
which appeared first in this publica-
tion this past week (January 1, 1949
issue), has clicked big with all associa-
tion members of MOA, and the belief
now is that all effort should be bent
to make this the bcadline proposal at
the forthcoming meeting of MOA dur-
ing the CMI convention in Chicago.
As explained in this past week’s

issue, this national network airshow
would feature the nation’s top ten juke
box tunes and would, at the same time,
have noted recording stars of all the
recording firms as its weekly guests.
The individual operator members of

all local associations which comprise
MOA would benefit from the program
by featuring a plaque on the windows
of their locations. Since MOA collects
its dues from all associations based, on
the number of phonos being operated
by the members, the association would
receive as many plaques as the number
of phonos it registers for its dues.

This same would apply to the inde-
pendent music ops who do not have
local associations. They would also
receive as many plaques to fasten onto
the windows of their locations as the
amounts of dues they pay.
As yet no set amount has been

named for dues per phono. It is be-
lieved that this may be approximately
50c. or $1 per year per juke box. If
regarded in the light of a goodly per-
centage of the 500,000 juke boxes now

operating’ thruout the nation entering
into this effort, the amount would in-
sure a very handsome airshow for a
good number of weeks.
The main theme of the coast-to-

coast network show would be to “sell”
the locations to the public where the
special MOA symbol is featured on the
window. In this fashion the members
of MOA would benefit from a business
drive to get them more customers to
listen to the popular music which their
juke boxes, wired music, and other
automatic music systems feature.
The result of the first announcement

regarding the suggestion for a na-
tional network airshow has brought
many happy comments from ops.

All are of the belief, too, that this
is what can insure the “fullest possible
membership in the national (MOA)
organization,” not only from local
associations but, most important, from
all independent operators who will
want to be part of this great airshow.
Tho The Cash Box was first to bring

this proposal to the fore, George A.
Miller, National Chairman of Music
Operators of America, instantly came
forward to advise that he was com-
pletely behind such a public relations
program.

Mr. Miller has always been a leader
in public relations work for the auto-
matic music industry and he feels that
this effort, especially since it is based
on a coast-to-coast broadcast, is of
great help to all the automatic music
industry.

Some disks have come out with wide
blank edges to the point where many
seconds elapse before the music starts.
This has been the cause in some cases
of damage to phonos and general
music equipment, because the player
becomes impatient and smashes the
juke box or the wall and bar box in
the belief that his coin did not make
contact and therefore the long wait
for the music to start playing.

Operators have, time and again,
asked manufacturers to cut down on
the long start. They have also pointed
out that such “long start records”
have received less play from the pub-
lic, even tho they may have been in the
“hit” category.
One more thing which juke box ops

have asked that the diskeries pay at-
tention to is their timing of records.
Some disks have appeared with far
over three minutes’ playing time and,
in the cases of many juke boxes, the
tone arm has lifted off the disk right
in the midst of the song. This has left
the public cold to the juke box.
The average music op instantly

eliminates such a record from his ma-
chine. Therefore, the ops report, if
the manufacturers will confine them-
selves to disks of three minutes (and,
especially, less playing time) the coin
operated music business will benefit.
Another big problem which con-

fronts the juke box ops is uniform
volume. Wired music operators espe-
cially have been burned in such cases.
Some firms will present disks with

the volume so low that, once the vol-
ume indicator is set, the record can’t
even be heard in the average location.

Immediately afterwards the record
of some other manufacturer is chosen
and the volume is so high it almost
blows the glass out.
“Why,” ops have asked time and

again, “can’t the record manufac-
turers come together and arrange for
uniform volume recordings?”

These technical problems, all in the
juke box industry believe, can very
easily be solved by an agreement
among the diskeries, and it will mean
more money for them as well as better
tone for the average juke box.
The music machine operator is try-

ing very hard to bring the public finer

tonal quality. This has been the drive
instituted since the beginning of post-

war automatic music.
Ops have tried again and again but,

due to lack of uniformity in the disks
which they are purchasing, they have
been set back just as many times as
they have tried to better tonal quality.

At the forthcoming CMI convention,
music ops will bring these technical
points to the attention of officers of
MOA (Music Operators of America)
while the meetings of the national
organization are under way, in the
hope that there will be some method
which can be adopted to bring the
diskeries together.

Colonel Fogel also disclosed that
the firm will likewise expand its ad-

vertising and promotion plans for

1949, not only in national and regional

trade papers, but in newspapers and
magazines as well.

CONTROL ATTRACT OPS TO TV

Almost 52,000 TV Receivers Now in Nation’s Public Places.

Met. N. Y. Leads With Over 15,500. Chicago Next With Over

5,100. More Juke Box Ops Entering Video Field as New Type

Equip’t. Announced. Four Coin Mfrs. Now Building TV Combos.

NEW YORK—Result of the news
story which appeared in last week’s

(January 1, 1949) issue, page 16, re-

garding the fact that more and more
coin machine operators are carefully

watching developments in coin oper-

ated television, brought a flood of

statements to this publication regard-

ing reasons for this growing interest

in TV.
One very important fact brought out

by many of those who called this pub-

lication was the fact that interest had
increased among coin machine ops, due

to the announcements by many of the

nation’s leading video set manufac-
turers that the new tubes, 12^ inch

and 16 inch, would tremendously in-

crease the size of the picture. The
new tubes, these men reported, are

bringing about a 72-square inch and a

127J4 square inch picture which is

more easily seen from any distance in

public places.

At the same time the announce-

ments which have been made regard-

ing TV remote control units mean
that the average location can be prac-

tically completely covered with tele-

vision, and to such an extent where
everyone in the spot will be able to

see the pictures from any angle. The
remote control TV units have created

the greatest amount of interest among
juke box operators.

As is well known, ops are mostly
interested in the combination juke
box-television receiver units. One
reason has been that play increases

on the juke box after the TV unit is

shut off. This has been reported from
many locations. It also means that

the TV unit, in combination with the

juke box, opens a greater source of

revenue and also allows the average
operator to obtain a front money
guarantee. The front money guaran-

tee alone means easier pa3onent for

the equipment and more certain

profits.

As one well known juke box leader

reported to The Cash Box, “We con-

sider the remote control TV units no
different than the present wall and
bar boxes. Therefore,” he says, “why
not tie right in with television while

there is still every opportunity to do

so and completely control all music

in the average location?”

At the present time there are over
52,000 television receivers in public

places. Only a very small percentage
of these are coin operated. But, the
coin operated TV picture is growing
bigger daily and, it is now believed,

will soon supersede the location-owned
sets just as in the old days of the

automatic pianos and harps and; early

model juke boxes, operators stepped in

and took over these location-owned
machines then in operation and
brought in their own units on a per-

centage basis.

At the present time there are only

four coin machine manufacturers in

the TV field. These are: Videograph
Corporation, New York; Tele-Juke

Corp., New York; Solotone Corp., Los
Angeles, Calif., and Aireon Manufac-
turing Corp., BLansas City, Kans.

Others are expected to enter the field.

As can be expected, rumors are rife

that many are already in the field

and just waiting for completion of

models and merchandising programs
to announce themselves. One of these

is believed to be an entirely new firm

headed by a well known juke box
figure.

Interesting to the trade are the

following figures (as of November 1,

1948) approximating the number of

television receivers in public places in

those cities where television is already

in operation.

Tho it will easily be noted that the

above figures are as yet incomplete,

for example, the city of Memphis has
just opened its first television station

and some other cities, too, have opened
since November 1, 1948, the facts re-

main that, with the possible exception

of the Metropolitan New York City

area where something entirely new
and different will have to be shown to

the public places to change them_ oyer

to coin operated locations, the majority
of the cities thruout the nation are as

yet wide open for further television

receiver development, and coinmen can
quickly set up on these spots.

Such cities as Atlanta, Fort Worth,
Louisville, Richmond, Memphis, Tole-

do, Salt Lake City, and many others,

have yet to be completely covered with
television receivers to match the num-
ber of public places that desire them.

With conditions what they are at the
present time, retailers are not too
anxious to invest in such equipment,
but they definitely will accept tele-

vision receivers from the coin machine
operators who are operating juke
boxes in the same spots anyway.
Therefore, the market for the coin

operated TV units or coin operated
TV-juke box combos is as yet In an
infant stage.

The automatic music industry has
aimed at coin operated TV for some
time now but development has been
slow, due to the fact that none of the

larger juke box manufacturers have

as yet entered the field. This cautious

approach to so vast and growing a

market has surprised many music ops,

who feel that the manufacturers of

juke boxes should have pushed into

the TV industry a lot faster than they

have.

It is a fact that some of the juke

box manufacturers have been experi-

menting with TV combos as well as

with coin operated TV sets. The ma-
jority of these manufacturers have

been very cautious only because they

believed that future development of

TV receivers would give them the type

of chassis which they required to build

into coin operated units.

With the development of the larger

screen, due to the new tubes, and also

with the fact that remote control has

now come into being, there is sure to

be an avalanche of coin operated tele-

vision receiver equipment on the

market, and very soon too.

This is, as some music ops state, the

new field for the automatic music in-

dustry. All are looking forward to

what will be presented to learn how
they can best fit into the TV picture.
