should also prove to be one of the
biggest winners of the year. Fea-
turing balladeer Tony Alamo, the

song whirls in slow infectious tem-
po while Tony purrs the smart lyr-
ics in captivating tones that score.
It’s a song that is wonderfully pre-
sented, with the use of a deep,
resounding echo chamber adding to
the beauty immensely. Tony’s vo-
cal work on the side is plu-perfect.
His soft-spoken caressing of the
fond lyrics adds up to an excellent
musical performance.
