What’s it all about—this thing we call a coin
i

machine ?

It’s just a gadget that someone thought up, and

in which someone else saw opportunity, and there

came to be an industry.

Building a coin machine is like putting on a show.

In well guarded, hidden factory nooks, away from all

else, sit busy men who saw and file and draw and think

and argue and calculate and eventually produce the

first handmade model of—a coin machine.

And then it is fearfully viewed by the manufac-

turer and his engineers and production experts and

advertising and merchandising staff.

Just like drilling the chorus and rehearsing the

stars and listening to the new songs and building the

stage settings. And then, after many, many thousands

have been spent, the curtain is raised.

And there, presented to all is—a coin machine.

And it either reaches the top or becomes a flop on the

say-so of those small and big town critics who buy it,

guide it, and attempt to earn with it.

And what about those men who baby it-—who
are called out of their warm beds at midnight because

Joe Doak’s Tavern needs $2.00 worth of nickels?

And return home tired and disgruntled?

And somewhere on a lonely road in some dingy

honky-tonk, another coin machine has stopped func-

tioning. And up he gets again. And once again he

starts to drive. Sleepy, tired, grouchy—and all for

what? For this thing we call—a coin machine.

“What a life,” he cries in disgust.

He continually howls about being “gypped,”

about “junk being shipped to me,” about “machines

that won’t work,” and about “manufacturers who
don’t care a damn about you after you’re sold,” and

about “distributors who are just after your money,”

and about “locations that are always griping,” and

about “parts that you never get when you order ’em,”

and about a thousand and one things more. But—he

loves it—loves this thing we call—a coin machine.

lose the spot; and you’ve got to take some jerk’s guff

and like it ;
and you listen to complaints that make you

sick, and you’ve got to smile thru it all.”

“And,” he groans, “you run into debt and the

finance companies holler and your jobber yells and

they put collectors on your trail; and when you want

a Sunday off, along comes some location and tells you

he’s having a wedding and won’t you bring some

machines around for the guests to play—free; and

when you’re all set to take a vacation some new monkey
busts into your territory and starts offering loans and

crazy percentages to get the spots; and you’re all set

to quit and the offers they make you for your equip-

ment almost knock you cold, everything they sold you

is suddenly N.G. and lousy and old, and you just bought

the stuff” . . . “So what the hell else is there to do? . • •

You’re stuck, so you may as well stay stuck” . . .

“After all, it ain’t such a bad business, you

know” . . .

Allied Industries Eager to Attend

and Offer Full Support to Music Ops.

May Have to Switch Convention to

Sherman or Morrison Hotel, Chicago

National Chairman for Music Operators of America

NEW YORK—In a long distance
telephone statement to this publica-
tion this past week, George A. Miller
from his offices in Oakland, Calif.,

having just returned from a two
weeks’ vacation stated, “This first

national meeting of the Music Oper-
ators of America will be a non-profit
convention in keeping with our prom-
ise to all of America’s automatic
music ops that this organization was
created for their benefit and their
benefit alone and will rest solely on
the shoulders of those men who are
actively and completely engaged in
the automatic music industry.”

Miller also reported, “My desk is

just piled up with letters from record
manufacturers and suppliers offering
us their most complete support and
also advising that they will do every-
thing they possibly can to help make
this first national convention of the
Music Operators of America one of
the most outstanding in history. Some
of these men have made us the most
heartening offers we have ever yet
heard of to help the nation’s music
ops to greater enjoyment of a na-
tional meeting which will be the first

of its kind in automatic music his-

tory.”
Miller urges the allied industries,

who will be present and will take
suites and rooms, to meet with the
operators who will attend the first

MOA convention, that they spend
their money in the “favorite trade
publications” instead of on booths
and displays at this time. He is also

arranging to include heads of the
various firms who will come to this
meeting to talk with the music ops
and tell the operators how they can
best profit from the use of their
products. This, he feels, is an ex-
tremely important factor to the aver-
age music op today.
Tho originally the Stevens Hotel

had been proposed as the meeting-
place for the MOA it seems that in
view of the fact the Stevens does not
happen to have an open date in No-
vember, MOA may have to switch to
either the Sherman or Morrison Hotel
for their first meet on November 7,

8 and 9 in Chicago.
The entire program of this meeting

will be decided at Chicago when the
15 member Board of Directors of
MOA meet with Chairman George A.
Miller; A1 Denver, vice-chairman; and
Sidney Levine, counsellor; sometime
in September. This will be to decide
just what the operators want to hear
about and what they want done for
them during this first national con-
vention.

Miller urges every single one of the
nation’s automatic music operators to
attend this first national convention of
the Music Operators of America.
Tho figures far surpassing 3,000
music operators to attend are already
at hand, Miller feels that this figure
can be greatly surpassed if all the
associations comprising MOA go all

out to make this first national con-
vention the most outstanding in his-

tory.

That, he claims, is one reason why
he wants this first meeting to be a
non-profit one from every standpoint.
He feels that the associations will

take care of whatever small expense
will be involved in registering in the
music ops and also the allied indus-
tries. He believes that if the music
op realizes it will cost him only his

fare and nothin" else to attend, that
he will come along to hear the im-
portant thoughts which have been
gathered from all around the nation
for his benefit.

With the way interest is growing in

this first MOA meeting, there is no
doubt that the nation’s music ops are

going to have one of the finest pro-

grams prepared for their benefit in

all their history. As leaders state,

“This is one time when the operator
is really going to be given his due.

He will learn here. He will be able

to go home, when the convention is

over, with information which will

mean something to his future liveli-

hood. This is one convention which
the average music op just can’t afford

to miss.”
