Look Foward to New Products. Believe Lower Prices

to Prevail. More
l

Pep Noted as Cool Weather Approaches.

With the trend generally thruout tlie nation indicating an up-
swing in sales it is now believed that as the vacations end and the
cooler weather approaches that the upswing will become much more
definite and that the trade can look forward this fall season to much
better business than it has enjoyed all this past year.

These reports come from roadmen Who have been and still are,
traveling the country and who are now reporting back to their
factories that the ops have shown indications of better buying for
the forthcoming fall and winter seasons.

As one of these district men reported to his factory, “Operators
here are not complaining anywhere near what they used to the past
months. They admit that collections have held pretty well and that
there has been an upturn in some equipment. They feel that this
Fall will show a lift in averages and many are now preparing to
revitalize their routes with new machines.”

It is generally believed, too, that prices will be lower this fall

and winter. This has already been noted in a few cases and the turn
in this direction is becoming even more noticeable as factories meet
competition.

With many of the leading manufacturers working hard to ar-
range for better engineering and production methods as well as
continue to battle with suppliers of raw materials and components
for lower prices the trade is gleeful in its belief that the leading
manufactories will once again prove their ingenuity to bring the
operator equipment at a lowered price so that he can continue on
even with lower averages and still show a decent profit on his in-

vestment.
At the same time most of the members of the industry look

forward to the introduction of new products. There has been a good
demand for entirely new equipment and the manufacturers are
working hard to meet this requirement.

The certain staple products, such as pinhalls, one-halls, con-
soles, hells, phonos and others in the arcade field will no doubt
remain but are expected to he shown this fall in new and more
enticing dress.

Sueh new products as the shufflehoards and the rebound games
which have come into being as well as the new' cue stick tables give
promise of new equipment of an entirely different nature.

At the same time the men in the automatic music field are look-

ing forward to phonos and allied music equipment which will be
different in many respects from what is now on the market and will,

at the same time, come into the field at somewhat lowered prices as

the prices of raw materials, components and smaller labor forces

is taken advantage of by the manufactories.
Should prices remain what they are in this field, but should the

new equipment be different and much better than the old, then this

division of the industry is expected to move ahead this fall for more
ops are in need of new music equipment than ever before.

The pinball business is also looked to for some new and startling

developments. It is believed that the manufacturers here are work-
ing hard to bring into the market some new styles of machines which
will prove of great value to all in the business. The large experi-

mental and engineering staffs which most of the pinball factories

employ are being pushed to bring about“the new game” which the

field requires.

At the same time mt>re pep is being noted everywhere in the

industry. This is probably due to the fact that the torrid summer
months are on their way out and the public is beginning to relax

from the terrible heat waves which cpyered the entire,nation.

The fact, very simply and logically,, that the entire, industry

looks to fall for a most definite upswing in business is sure to create

the necessary spiritual lift \vhieh has been lacking for some time.

As one very well known distribuior stated some months ago,

“There’s nothing wrong .with the coin machine industry. This is

not a reeession. It is a spiritvial depressjou. Once the spirits of the

people- in this business are again lifted up we shall see better.busi-

ness all around.”
It seems from all indications and all rej>orts which have come

thru so far that this is well on its way to becoming fact. Once the

spirits of the men in this'' industry are sufficiently lifted to bring
about that feeling of furtlier progress smd advancement (which has
always manifested itself in this industry under such conditions)

then the entire business will once again be boomirtg.

EASTERN FLASHES
Local music machine ops were huddled in many a discussion over the article

on TV in taverns, which appeared in the daily column written by Charles M.
Sieveft, on Tuesday, August 23, in the World-Telegram. Sievert, who is the

paper’s advertising expert, devoted almost his entire column to a report on

the current reaction of tavern owners to TV’s in taverns thruout New Jersey

and New York. {Complete reproduction of this columji appears elsewhere in

this issue.)

Sievert quotes from recent survey made by Piel’s Beer. “If recent trends

in New Jersey are typical” it states “this form of entertainment (TV) may be

discontinued in taverns in that state. Some taverns continue to do good busi-

ness despite lack of television, while others which offered television are re-

moving their sets as bad investments.” Sievert asks “Why ?”, and then answers
“Here are some of the reasons: Fewer drinks are bought while TV is on;

many drinkers prefer quiet atmosphere; some customers leave after their

favorite program is over; non-buying persons keep customers from the bar;

customers argue over which programs should be seen.”

“From our own observations and spot checks” Sievert continues “Jersey
doesn’t appear to be any different from New York.”

In a discussion with A1 Bloom, who states that he has about 100 tele-juke
box combinations on location, we are told that he (Bloom) doesn’t agree with
this survey. He states that he conducted his own private survey, and that the
majority of replies were to the effect that tele has become a factor in taverns.
It is Bloom’s contention that while TV at this time doesn’t add to the revenue
of the tavern, it does retain cusomers who keep the receipts from falling.

Operators here interested only in music machines contend that the juke box
would get the play if there weren’t any television sets operating, and that the
customers would gather at their favorite spots in the same numbers—or even
more—ibut would spend more money for drinks. They also state that they
agree with Sievert and the Piel report—that is, that TV is losing its hold on
both tavern owners and customers. They are of the opinion that as TV loses

its novelty and more sets are bought for homes, TV will fall into the same
fate as did Radio many years ago, and that the juke box will reign supreme
once again.
