Talking It Over

The coin machine industry, at present, is

a more closely knit unit than it has ever
before been in all of its history.
Even years back, long before pinball came

along to boom it to new heights, it was
never as close knit as it is today.

Yet, with all this closeness, it is also
noticeable that there are more organiza-
tions in the field than ever before.
Whatever the reason for this sudden

spreading out of the various divisions com-
prising the coin machine industry can only
be conjectured.
The facts are that in the movie field and

in other large industries, which are also
more closely knit together than ever before,
this has also come into being.
At present there exists the MOA (Music

Operators Of America); also CMI (Coin
Machine Institute); NCMDA (National Coin
Machine Distributors Association); NAMA
(National Automatic Merchandising Asso-
ciation); as well as a myriad of local and
state groups and the new shuffleboard or-
ganization with other groups soon to be
announced.

Therefore, tho the industry has become
more closely knit together, it has, at the
very same time, seemingly spread itself

apart into individual organizations com-
posed of men in specialized categories of the
field.

The vending machine people feel that they
have their own division and their own classi-
fication and do not desire to associate them-
selves with other groups. The pinball and
amusement manufacturers feel the same
way. The automatic music operators are of
the same opinion. There is also, by the way,
an automatic phonograph manufacturers
association.

In short, division after division, even as
the field grows smaller and becomes more
closely knit together, separates from the
central force which made this an industry

—

the coin chute.
It is somewhat puzzling to see this hap-

pening and it presents a new type of prob-
lem to the average man engaged in the
field. He wonders whether, if he operates
three or four different types of equipment,
he must belong to three or four different
groups. This has proved the case where
automatic phono ops who also operate
vendors have found themselves members of
MOA as well as NAMA, aside from local

groups.
Many years ago The Cash Box noted this

trend and urged the field at that time to

come together under a central banner. Not
to just divulge its own organization secrets
nor to create any competitive influence, but,

for the sake of the industry as a while.

It asked at that time that the field come
together because of the fact that Washing-
on was only meeting with industries as a
complete industry and not meeting with
segments of each industry.

In the case of Washin^on or of any other
national agency, especially for research pur-
poses, it would gain the entire industry more
credit, more prestige and possibly a great

deal more respect would it come together, let

us say, for charitable purposes as a com-
plete industry .

In short, during the Damon Runyon
Memorial Fund drive, if all the segments of

the coin machine industry would have been
able to join in this drive under one central

organization, there is no doubt that the
$250,000.00 or so that was raised, would
easily have been doubled or tripled and
won for this field even greater nationwide
resnect.
The same is true of other causes, of other

plans, of other research purposes, where as

a whole this field resemb’es a mighty indus-

try and where, as segments, it represents
only small trade groups attempting what
only the whole can better accomplish.

It’s well worthwhile for the leaders of all

these groups to think on this and too, per-

haps, since they are intelligent men of high
character, sit down together for an informal
luncheon chat.

Perhaps meeting each other under such
conditions, they might agree to agree.
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Are diversified

equipment routes

proving profitable ?

Most significant development which has come about with the

present adjustment period is the relinquishment of the former

specialization idea and a return to diversified equipment routes

in most territories thruout the country.

For some years prior to, during, and immediately after the

past war, an era of specialization came into being. Ops were told

to specialize in one certain type of equipment to assure operating

success.

This brought about routes exclusively devoted to certain types

of equipment only. It also caused the birth and development of

organizations devoted to the followers of specialized routes.

For example, the automatic merchandisers formed their own

organization. Automatic music firms created local and statewide

associations and have, today, a national organization devoted to

their interests. Pinball and general amusement games groups were

also formed. A new development in this direction is the appear-

ance of shuffleboard associations.

These past few years, as the readjustment period swept in,

have brought about a radical change in many areas. Operators

who were formerly firm believers in music only now operate games

as well as vendors, in addition to their music equipment.

The same is also true of pinball ops who have entered into the

operation of one-balls, consoles, bells, shuffleboards and vendors.

Many a cigarette machine route is today owned by either a music

or pinball op.

The operator, where it has been possible, seems to have re-

turned to the plan of controlling the location by placement of all

equipment required in the one location. This he has followed up

with a concentration of locations, leaving go those spots which are

too far from his route. This has helped him to cut down overhead

expense so that this saving alone has helped to better his business.

Tho this is not a new idea, but rather a return to what had

formerly been in effect in the coin machine business for many

years, it is proving successful for many operators over the country.

As one pinball op expressed himself, “As long as we can fea-

ture other equipment along with our pinballs we’re well satisfied

with our business.”

No longer does this operator feature pinballs only. In fact,

he continues to add equipment of all sorts to his route. He said,

“Pm going to add ball gum vendors, too, if I find the room for

them.”

As this program continues, the average op will soon have so

diversified a route that the word “specialization” will probably

leave the trade for sometime to come. As far as those operators

who have already entered into this diversification of equipment ar

concerned, this seems to be the answer to more assured profi

And that is most important to all the industry.

If diversified equipment routes are bringing back more finan-

cially sound operators then the field will find itself on a much

more solid base. That, in turn, means that jobbers, distributors

and manufacturers will find they have a better market in which to

sell their wares.

New equipment, of course has had much to do with this latest

trend. Intelligent ops realize that if not for the new equipment

which they have purchased their collection averages would have

been even lower than reported at present. The new equipment,

as it gradually spread thruout the entire route, held up collections

to a very great extent, and continues to do so today.

It was also the new equipment which brought about the present

diversification. An average small route of thirty units was so

highly diversified, when surveyed, that those who went over it

were actually amazed.

Nor is this uncommon today. Almost every route, whether

large or small, is gradually being diversified, with the owners add-

ing various types of equipment formerly foreign to their businesses.

But, if the operators are satisfied and report, as at present,

that this is what is keeping them “healthy” and “in business”,

then this is what we all want for it means a financially stronger

industry.

MGM Records- Loew’s In Heavy

Program To Promote Sale Of Disks
NEW YORK— Loew’s Theatres

have been tightly organized to cooper-
ate with MGM Records, not only to
make full use of the movie-exploita-
tion possibilities of MGM’s sound
track recordings, but actually to help
promote the sale of all MGM Records,
even those without a direct theatre-
tie-up.

In a recent sales conference at Cul-
ver City, a question was raised to
Loew’s theatre executives, regarding
the possible promotion activity of the
parent motion picture firm. Oscar A.
Doob, Loew theatre general execu-
tive, who is also on the Executive Ad-
visory Committee for MGM Records
along with Mr. C. C. Moskowitz, Leo-
pold Friedman, Howard Dietz, Mar-
vin Schenck ahd Frank Walker,
MGM Records chief, stated, “We’ve
been anxious to increase the interest
of the sales and distribution depart-
ment of MGM Records. We realize
how much help you can give without
encroaching unreasonably on the time
and energy that must go, of course,
to MGM pictures and we sincerely
believe that MGM Records can he of
assistance to your exhibitor custom-
ers from time to time in selling their
shows, MGM and others.

“Naturally, we don’t expect MGM
branch managers and salesmen to be-
come MGM Records salesmen. But
you all certainly could become MGM
record ambassadors in the field.”

Mr. Doob, addressing Loew’s thea-
tre personnel, continued, “It would be
a wonderful thing if the field force
became the ‘eyes and ears’ of the Rec-
ord Division, keeping us informed of
weak spots in our distribution, sug-
gesting remedies, etc. This would be
particularly valuable in cities and
territories where there are no Loew
theatres. In Loew cities, our theatre
managers are on the alert and are
doing a grand job in keeping us ad-
vised on record distributors’ and deal-
ers’ reactions. They contact disk jock-

eys, newspaper record columnists
juke box operators, etc.

“I believe every salesman should
make a point of meeting the distribu-
tor who handles MGM records in his

territory. We have 32 of them nation-
ally. The MGM man should get into
the frame of mind that makes him an
unofficial part of the MGM Record
field force. Properly informed, the
film salesman, in the course of his

normal contacts, can do much to en-
thuse exhibitors about the promo-
tional possibilities of MGM Record
tie-ups and to spur them to full use of
such opportunities. When time and
opportunity permits, a salesman

might even contact a record dealer or
two in the town he visits, to diicuss
with him the possibilities of working
with the local theatreman—and to
prove to the exhibitor how easy it is

to interest the record dealer in work-
ing out a promotion idea. This cuts
two ways for while the salesman is

working in behalf of his exhibitor-
customer’s theatre business, he is at
the same time prodding the record
dealer to a better appreciation of the
merchandising possibilities of MGM
Records.

“We’re trying to build up an all

company team to keep MGM Records
rolling. Whatever help the sales de-
partment can give us will be appre-
ciated. We realize it might be termed
extra-curricular work—but after all

the profits of the record division go
into a common Loew pot and help take
up some of the slack elsewhere.”

Ward, in addition to a thorough
background in the phonograph record
business, is well schooled in radio, ad-
vertising and publicity. Prior to his
association with Supreme, Ward was
general manager of Black & White
Records, and also handled the affairs
of the Cecille Music Co., and Republic
Records on the West Coast.

U. S. Army service, Ward was a
sports newscaster, one of the nation’s
first disk-jockey’s, and in addition, had
a nationally syndicated column ap-
pearing in hundreds of papers.

International Mutoscope Donates

Machines To Aid Fund Drive For Blind

NEW YORK—An exhibit that at-

tempts to place the sighted person be-

hind a blind man’s eyes, and that

closely approaches showing what the

great majority of the blind see, has

been created by The Industrial Home
for the Blind of Brooklyn with the

cooperation of Bill Rabkin, president,

the International Mutoscope Corp.,

Long Island City, N. Y.

The Industrial Home for the Blind’s

choice of the mutoscope device for

presenting action pictures of what the

blind see, was determined by the rela-

tive durability of the mutoscope dis-

play machine and its negligible main-

tenance factor, as well as the fact

that the hand crank could stop or slow

the action so that careful study of

what certain eye conditions do show

would be made possible.

The display, which houses five mu-
toscopes, is solidly booked from Au-
gust 1949 to June 1950 in Brooklyn

savings banks. The exhibit bears the

caption “WHAT DO THE BLIND
SEE?” and deals with that prepon-

derant number of the blind, who
though not totally sightless, have only

a distorted vestige of vision left.

The exhibit shows a man with nor-

mal sight doing routine, everyday

things; he shaves, eats breakfast,

walks down the street, and finally,

waits for and boards a bus. In con-

trast, the exhibit goes on to show
what the blind, with the vision defects

described, see when they shave, eat,

walk down the street for their bus.

Both graphically and dramatically, the

display presents the difficulties the

blind meet if untrained, while doing

the most routine things.

The tall, attractively proportioned

exhibit is six-sided. Five of the sides

are equipped with a mutoscope ma-
chine, in which are mounted “moving”

pictures that are viewed through con-

veniently placed eyepieces. A handle

to be turned by the person viewing

the pictures, regulates the speed at

which they move. In this way, the

speed can be slowed and even stopped,

so that the spectator can take the op-

portunity of carefully examining the

visual images of the blind.
