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Talking It Over

Perhaps no other product in the coin

operated machines industry has so cap-

tured the imagination of the public as

have the automatic drink dispensers.

These machines, probably because of

their very size, have won attention where
other equipment has lagged behind.

Furthermore, they have been given

major display spots in such outstanding

locations as theatres, factories, airport,

railroad teiTninals, and other places

where they simply commanded complete

attention of the public.

Merchandiser after merchandiser has

appeared on the market but none have

won so outstandingly a I'omantic busi-

ness following as have the drink dis-

pensers.

The nylon stocking venders, the ciga-

rette machines, the candy venders, and

the many others in the field, including

such service machines as the shoe shin-

ing machines, haven’t as yet come up to

capturing public attention as have the

drink dispensers.

In the first place, these machines serve

a great pui’pose. They are what Ameri-

cans like to refer to as efficient mer-

chandisers.” And with the public sold

on the popular soft drinks these ma-

chines simply take over and win public

favor for they eliminate waiting time.

They produce the drink speedily and effi-

ciently on the insertion of a coin

whether in bottle or mixer form.

The multiple drink dispensers seem to

have taken the attention away from the

single drink type machines. This is be-

cause they do a bettei’ and more efficient

job of satisfying the public. Yet, regard-

less of what form the drink machines ap-

pear in, it must be noted that they \yin

instant popularity on whatever location

they appear.

Of course, at this time, the drink dis-

pensers are much too expensive to at-

tract great crowds of operators to this

division of the field. The cost of labor,

steel and components, the amortization

of dies and tools, has zoomed the cost of

these machines to greater heights than

was ever expected. Yet, they go on to

win greater operator following each day.

It is certainly interesting and inspir-

ing to note that there isn’t a location of

outstanding significance which doesn’t

feature a drink dispenser of one type or

another.
This, in itself, is sufficient proof of the

great popularity of the machine and the

fact that, as time goes on, it becomes

part and parcel of the buying public.

There are few people, if any, who don’t

today know how to • operate the unit

wherever it is placed on location.

Airports, banks, department stores,

and other such outstanding locations de-

mand that they have a drink dispenser.

Employees are great users of the ma-
chines" in all industrial plants. They
have taken over from counter sales and
win great acclaim because of the uni-

formity of the drink dispensed.

This is one development of which the

coin machine industry can be very proud.

It is certain, as time goes on, that more
outstanding and even better drink dis-

pensers will appear on the market.

But, those operators who can afford to

get into the field at this time, shouldn’t

waste a moment to instantly make tests

in their own territories to convince

themselves that the drink dispenser is

as pow'erful a monejTnaker and as popu-
lar with the public as the cigarette ma-
chines ever were or ever will be.

“My business is selling entertainment.

Because it is more attractive and because your

customers will like to play it better than they like to play

the machine you now have here, and also because we will

service it correctly for you and always keep it neat look-

ing and in perfect working order, is going to earn you more

money than your machine will.

Born in Nutley, N. J., in September,

1925, Jackie started out studying

dancing and became a child vaudeville

prodigy, first treading the boards in

local theatres at the age of six, on the

same bill with Bill “Bojangles” Rob-

inson.

His first record, coupling “The Old

Master Painter” with a very unusual

treatment of the old ballad, “Good-
bye Sue,” features him with an instru-

mental group under the direction of

music critic - disc jockey, Leonard
Feather.

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Comet Advises Operators On

Counter Game Commish Basis

Rubenstein Tells Of Proven Methods Used

By Ops To Assure Profitable Operating

CHICAGO—Ted Rubenstein of

Comet Industries, Inc., this city, has

been advising ops, who are interested

in operating the new Daval counter

games which the firm bought, just

how to go about setting up commis-

sion percentage methods which assure

the ops profitable operating.

In the first place, as Ted explains,

the “Buddy,” cigarette reel machine;

miniature size “Cub” which features

cigarette or fruit reels
;

and the

miniature size “Ace” that features

poker reels; have coin dividers and
the coins entering the machines are

split on a 75%-25% basis.

Three coins go to the location in a

separate cash box for which the lo-

cation owner is given a key and one

coin goes to the op who also has a

separate cash box and retains his key.

The “American Eagle” and “Mar-
vel,” among two of the greatest

counter games ever built, feature

either cigarette or fruit reels, and in

the case of these machines there are

no coin dividers.

Aside from where the operator has

coin dividers, he can operate with as

low as 85%-15% basis and earn good

profits. In short, the op gets the 15%
of the gross collection and the re-

tailer 85%. But, the retailer pays

out all winners of packs of cigarettes

and also pays for the license, which

on a coin operated counter game is

$100 per year.

The op can remove the cost of the

license by taking $2 per week off the

top of the gross intake. There is no

$100 license required on the non-coin

operated models of “American Eagle”

or “Marvel.”

Another feature of the cigarette

counter games is that where there are

cigarette merchandisers in the loca-

tion they have proved themselves the

greatest sales stimulators for the

cigarette vendors.

Many ops are also operating

counter games on 80%-20%. That is,

80% to the retailer and 20% to the

operator, with the storekeeper paying

out all the winners.

The best operations today are con-

sidered to be the cigarette reel

counter games in view of the fact

that the ops locate them right at the

cash register in the location and the

further fact that the public will al-

ways invest the extra sales tax pen-

nies they get in change into this type

of counter game in an effort to obtain

cigarettes.

With the cost of cigarettes up, the

retailer will always stimulate his

sales and will, in this fashion, earn

more per pack of cigarettes than he

could in any other way.

It is also interesting, Rubenstein

commented, to note that many ops

will feature the non-coin operated

models and work out a weekly lease

basis with the location owner since

there is no license required on non-

coin operated machines.

“But,” as he said, “the most profit-

able operating method today is using

the cigarette reel counter games and

allowing the retailer to make all the

payouts while the operator works on

15%, 20% or 25%, depending on the

location itself.

“Of course, the counter games with

the coin dividers built right into

them, along with the fact that they

have two separte cash boxes, settles

this problem immediately. The op-

erator simply shows the retailer how
the money is automatically divided,

three coins to the location owner and

1 to the operator, and turns over the

key to the retailer for his cash box

so that he always has change as well

as his share of the intake.”

What is the mortality rate in the vend-
ing machine business as far as new blood
is concerned? * i

That’s a really interesting question
and asked of us by one of the younger
manufacturers in the automatic drink
vender biz.

Years ago we made a check up on the
mortality rate for new blood which we
obtained from salesmen who were out
covering the field.

Frankly, it was rather high. It .seemed
that the average man who entered into

the automatic merchandising business
with a few thousand dollars would, very
soon, tire of the more experienced com-
petition he faced and, without sufficient

capital to carry on against this sort of
competition as well as the growing finan-
cial need of his own business, would soon
sell out to his more experienced and
more powerful competitor.

Others who entered into the vending
field would suddenly discover the music
and amusement machines and, gradually,
would switch over their routes. Some
sold out their vendors after getting more
deeply into music and amusement. Oth-
ers held on to the better part of their

vending machine routes but continued
more intensely in the music and amu.se-
ment divisions which they had chosen.

The automatic merchandising machine
manufacturers are using national media
to bring in new blood. This is fine for
all the coinbiz. In due time, after they
get the new men started, the result is

that the majority, better than fifty per-
cent, will be engaged in other divisions
of the field as well as in the vending
machine business.

Some will drop out entirely before the

first year is over. These machines will

be taken over by more experienced and
well established operators. The opera-

tors, as stated in an editorial which ap-

peared here some months ago find that

varied equipment routes are the most

profitable. In short, the avex-age op’s

I’oute today is composed of almost every

type of coin operated machine. When
one type falls in collections, the others

will usually hold their own or go up. It

pays to vai’y equipment on all I’outes.

In the meantime, of coui'se, it is inter-

esting to check on the mortality I'ate in

the automatic merchandising field. Of
all fields, this is the one that attracts the

greater number of new blood. Somehow
the automatic vendor is most fascinating

to the newcomer.

It takes months in the field before he

suddenly learns that other equipment is

also fascinating and, perhaps, many
times moi’e pi-ofitable. Therefore the

rate of loss for new blood may not be
considei'ed wholly a moi'tality—it may
be a mortality to one division of the field,

but, a gain for another.

Fi-om any standpoint, then, whoever
brings in new blood into this business

simply helps to liven competition and as
the saying goes, competition is the life-

blood of business.

• It should be part and parcel of the

introductory job to help maintain and
keep new blood in the field regardless of

what division it winds up in after the

first trial operation.

CAPTURE AMUSE. FIELD

Ops Report Games Earn Big Returns. Hope For Rebirth

Of Bigtime Amusement Game Biz Action. Foresee Many

New Types Entering Field As Mfrs. Get Going

It is no longer a secret that the shuffle and rehound games
have captured the attention of almost everyone engaged in

the amusement games field. The phenomenal success

which these games are enjoying proves to the entire indus-

try that what was needed was something entirely different.

A game that would meet with the official nod of authorities

in cities where no other type amusement game could operate.

The action that is taking place because of these new
games in the coincenter of the nation, Chicago, is something

to really marvel at. It seems that the long lost days of boom
sales have returned, as more and more ops fight to obtain

the number of machines they need to help them get their

routes back in faster profit action.

What is most impressive is the fact that 10c play is be-

ing acclaimed by many ops who have so far taken on the

shuffle and reboimd games. This is something which The
Cash Box has sponsored and urged for over 7 years and

which was bitterly contested by some in the field, and which

now proves the claim of this publication that the 5c coin

was no longer able to carry the profit load for the operators.

Another first for this publication is the fact that back

in its September 24, 1949 issue, this magazine came to the

fore with an editorial (Page 4) advising the trade that the

rebounds and shuffle games were capturing the attention

of outstanding ops and distribs and that all should look

into this development from the large size shuffleboards.

Since then the action has been so keen that both the

suggestion made in that September 24th editorial, as well

as the long ago advice to swing over to 10c coin chute

action, has now been accepted. This publication goes on

ahead with the contention that as long as 10c play continues,

the amusement games field has every opportunity to profit.

The time has come when everyone in the field is now
suddenly giving more attention to the shuffle and rebound

games. As stated prior to this editorial, these are a de-

velopment from the larger size shuffleboards, but, have

been so ingeniously devised that the players have taken to

them with great relish and the intake has been almost

startling.

Collections have astounded many coinmen who have

been in this business for a great number of years. It is

also noteworthy that many ops who haven’t been too active

for some time are now plunging into the shuffles and re-

bounds with unbounded enthusiasm and report that the

games are doing better than anything else they have fea-

tured for a good many years.

It seems, therefore, that boom times are returning and

that the trade is destined for one of its greatest eras as long

as the manufacturers continue to produce just as interest-

ing and outstanding equipment in the rebound and shuffle

eategory as they have in these latest machines.

What is also thrilling is the fact that these games are

actually reviving the entire amusement games business and

this means that all manufacturers are sure to profit while

the operators are enjoying such excellent returns.

It can only be hoped by all the amusement games in-

dustry that this will continue without halt for it will build

back the size of the field to its fcwmer strength and will

also bring about a much better outlook for the future.

The time has arrived when everyone engaged in the

coin operated amusement field wants to get into something
* that is awakening the industry. This is, therefore, some-

thing of such outstanding importance that all in the trade

may as well hitch their stars to what has happened and what

seems destined to happen with even greater surety in the

future.

Perhaps from the shuffles and rebounds of today, just

as in the early years of pinball, will develop the game “in-

between”, that all are seeking, and bring about the greater

profits for all to enjoy.

Greater progress is at last under way and, it now seems

certain, the field will continue this progress until it all adds

up to greater growth and better profits for everyone.

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Decca Records Offer New York Music

Operators New “Sample Service Plan”
NEW YORK—Decca Records Dist,

Corp., this city, completed plans for a
hypo’d sales program aimed at music
operators this past week, and officially

put into operation the program called

“Sample Service Plan.”

Details of the plan were disclosed

to music operators throughout the
metropolitan New York area by Rob-
ert Arkin, sales promotion manager
for the New York and Brooklyn
branches.
A card listing six categories of

music, (Popular, folk & western, Irish,

Race and sepia, polka and Spanish)
is mailed to music operators, who in

turn fill out the card according to

their requirements. Records are then
shipped to the operator from the
cards received. Stimulating basis of
the plan is that the operator listens

to the recordings, and in the event,
he does not wish to keep the entire
release, he is allowed to return those
records. The plan offers favorable re-

sults to the operator. He buys only
what he likes after listening to the
records, what he doesn’t he returns
and Decca in turn sends an equal
amount of records on a no charge
basis on his next sample release.

Arkin disclosed that initial reaction

Follow Up Meeting Scheduled In Two Weeks
cent profit annually on capital invest-
ment, it was reported by firms exhib-
iting at the annual convention of the
National Association of Ice Indus-
tries.

LOS ANGELES, CALIF.—A fully
automatic Fruit Vendor is being
placed on the market by Fruit-0-
Matic Manufacturing Company, this

city. The vending manufacturing firm
is a division of Kold-Krisp Apple
Service, Inc., fruit growing company.
The vendor, called “Fruit-O-Matic,”

is a refrigerated machine, dispensing
several varieties of fruit, chilled to
the proper controlled temperature.
Over six feet tall, 45 inches wide and
24 inches deep, it holds 208 pieces

—

apples, oranges, peaches, pears, etc.,

each item displayed thru plate glass
windows. The manufacturers state
the unit can be easily adjusted to take
care of many other commodities.

“ ‘Fruit-O-Matic’ has been on loca-
tion for a while, without engineers
testing it thoroughly,” stated J. C. de
Graaf, “and there wasn’t a single case
of breakdown or failure due to faulty
design or mechanical failure.

“The merchandise is vended very
simply,” he continued. “Four electri-

cally-controlled, separately-operated,
endiess metal bands rotate the indi-

vidually suspended stainless steel wire
baskets that hold the fruit. Not only
does this offer selectivity, but it en-
ables four people . to choose an item
at the same time.”
