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Talking It Over

There have, many times in the past,

been discussions as to the “worth” of the
juke box to the average artist or band-
leader.

The juke box is the finest showcase for
the exploitation of an artist which has
ever yet been realized.

It assures the artist a “true count” of
his popularity with the public, regardless
of the fact that he may, or may not, have
a popular tune at the moment. In shox't,

each metered turn of a disk tells the juke
box op just how well liked that individual

artist’s or orchestra’s effort is by the
general public.

And since the public is actually pay-
ing to hear that artist play music to them
via the juke box then, surely, the artist

has every definite indication of his popu-
larity. He knows instantly whether or
not he is offering the type of music the
public wants.

It is interesting to note, of course,
that many unknowns in the music world
have suddenly sprung into great popu-
lai'ity as their disks were played over
and over again. Some of these ai'tists

has never befoi’e been on stage. But,
because juke boxes continued to play
their tunes, their popularity zoomed to

such heights that theatx'es evex-ywhex'e in

the nation began to demand personal ap-
peai’ances.

Individual records can always be
bx'ought to the fox'e and used as “ex-

amples” of what can happen to a little

known, or even an unknown, ax’tist. But,
this isn’t at all necessary these days. It

is much better to judge the ax'tist who
goes on year after year and who, after

many years, finds that his popularity
hasn’t diminished and that his disks con-

tinue to get ever greater play in juke
boxes around the nation.

In fact, it actually pays well known
ax’tists to have “recox'd px'omotion men”
who travel the country in advance of

public appeax’ances, to acquaint the juke

box ops with the x'ecox’ds of that indi-

vidual ax'tist and arrange for those rec-

ords to appear in juke boxes wherever
the ax'tist appears, usually weeks in ad-

vance of his appearance.

The constant play of this ax'tist’s music
helps acquaint him instantly with the

public and wins a following for him
which will jam any house. This is re-

vealed in the attendance x’eeoi'ds of vari-

ous spots thruout the nation where ax't-

ists, whose juke box acceptance is very
high, have played.

It has never yet failed to hold true
that any artist popular in juke boxes
thruout the country will find that he is

just as popular with the public.

There is no better barometer of his

popularity than the juke box.

The same is also tx'ue in cases whei'e

artists have won territox’ial following and
the juke boxes in that territory have
played his disks. His x'eception from the
public in such areas is terrific and yet
will fall to a low point when he visits a
territory where he is not so well knoxvn.

In shox't, not only is the juke box the
gx-eatest slxowcase for the ax'tist in all

music histoiy, but, it is his bax’ometer of

public acceptance, as well as his one big
and quick method to gain greater popu-
larity for himself.
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The very fact that the larger manufacturers in the juke box industry are
showing new models, aiid the further fact that the distributors for these manu-
facturers have already indicated that they believe they will enjoy better sales,

assures the entire automatic music industry of one of its better years in 1950.

In fact, as one noted music leader stated, “There’s a great music year
ahead.” And the belief is among many others in the field that this is some-
thing which will be proved true during 1950.

It must be remembered that the average operator has better arranged his

business. Has adopted more efficient business methods. Has cut overhead
wherever he could. Has tried to clean up his routes so that there would be
no inefficiency in any way whatsoever and has also arranged for better commis-
sion percentages for himself where possible.

The juke box ops are more optimistic than they have been in sometime.
They foresee a very grand year ahead and also believe that the public will

better accept their music than it has since the entrance of many outside factors
to interrupt play action.

ftlore attractive and more appealing machines are being presented by the
manufacturers. Distributors are doing everything in their power to make
deals financially attractive. The average juke box op feels he is now in a
better financial position than he has been in some years.

Another, and very important factor, is that finance firms and bankers
are once again being attracted to the field. They now believe that the industry
is on a more solid footing. They can arrange for time payment plans which
will prove profitable to themselves as well as extremely logical to all concerned.

This was noticeable at the meetings which manufacturers held the waning
months of 1949. At these meetings, there once again appeared, in the com-
pany of noted distribs, leading financiers and bankers who came to see and
hear what the manufacturers had to offer and, as one of these men stated,
“We feel freer to make loans to juke box operators today than we did some
months ago. We believe that they can pay for the equipment without too
much hardship on anyone’s part and the men are sure to earn profit in addi-
tion to whatever payments they will have to make to amortize their equipment.”

It is, therefore, rather strange to think that just a few months ago the
average bank or finance firm had decided that the juke box business was
“much too risky.” But, that as the music ops cleaned their own house,
arranged for closer cooperation among themselves, so as to assure a more
equitable commission basis, and complete protection of their locations, that
the financiers have returned to the field and are, once again, eager to do
business with those music men who have proved themselves businessmen of
outstanding caliber.

It is also the hope of the 1VIOA (ftlusic Operators Of America) in their
forthcoming convention in ftlarch at the Palmer House in Chicago that more
Mnd better finance will be arranged to benefit the automatic music industry, as

more and more of the ops get together in the various territories thruout the

country, so that all will benefit and profit from their music operations.

With all these facts at hand it can, therefore be seen why the average
music machine man is so optimistic regarding 1950. The old equipment lias

paid for itself many times over again, ftlost of the music now on location is

amortized. Few operators have heavy notes to meet. All are ahead of the

game, and all are eagerly looking forward to new equipment with which to

spark their routes, so that collections will rise right along with any new invest-

ment they will make.

Collections have been steady. The average music machine op has been
surprised at this fact. Some stated that they didn’t care if collections remained
static, or, even if they dropped to some extent. But, few believed some months
ago, that they would remain at the point which they reached.

Strikes, floods and storms, as well as unusual weather, haven’t been able
to diminish the appeal of music for the public. And as record firms and their

artists have turned out hit tunes and better recording, the juke box industry
has ridden on ahead to lead itself to a new and greater year for 1950.

It may be some months before all in the automatic music field will note
whether or not business is better for 1950 than in former years. But. if the
meetings which were held by the various manufacturers are any indication
of the future, then it is a certainty that 1950 will prove itself one of

.
the great

music years.

The orders placed in advance by many of the distributors who attended
these meetings, as well as the statements which they made during the meets
regarding general conditions in their territories, assures all in the field that

optimism is more rife for the year ahead than at any other time in the history
of the business.

It took some time for the automatic music field tof recover from its adjust-
ment period, but, now that it seems to have recovered, and further seems to

be on the way to a much better year ahead, many once again re-entering the

field. Old timers who have been out of the automatic music business for

some time are now back in it and believe that “the time has at last arrived"
for them to get back into the field.

It’s a great music year ahead, ftlore and more ops are closely studying
their music routes and ascertaining their needs for the forthcoming year,

ftlany have already committed themselves for numbers of the new models
which are being presented to the field at this time.
