a blaze of glory, with one of the finest enter-
tainments and banquets ever arranged, the
evening of the final day.

DISK BIZ

HITS NEW
HEIGHTS

The record business is zooming to new heights.

Almost every major company—and several independents—
are enjoying a rate of sales never before experienced. The first

couple of weeks in January saw the boom accelerated in every
department—pop, rhythm and blues, and folk and western.

This phenomenal activity proves once again the old adage that

there’s no trouble which a hit can’t cure.

During the summer doldrums, when business was disappoint-

ing, all sorts of reasons were put forth to show that records as a
medium of entertainment were slipping. Some said they couldn’t
compete with television, others that the public was tiring of the
same artists, and still others that the whole financial set up of
record distribution was wrong with distributors in no position to

pay hills promptly.

All these fantasies—and many others—have now vanished in

the avalanche of hit records which we are enjoying.

It turns out that television does not diminish the sale of records
after all—that is, if you have songs and artists that the public wants
to hear. As a matter of fact, there is good evidence that television,

which centers a family’s entertainment in the home, increases the
sale of records for the phonograph is one of the basic forms of
home entertainment.

As for hearing the same artists over and over again—if the
public was tiring of them, the A & R heads certainly lost no time
in developing new talent. These past few months have seen an
avalanche of fresh names, artists who have not only shown promise
but who have fulfilled that promise and hit the top. There is never
a shortage of any of the factors which contribute to the making of
a good record. They simply have to be looked for and found.

Finally, when the financial set up of record distribution was
questioned, those doubts were based on a period when there were
few great hits. The past several weeks have shown conclusively
that there’s nothing which gets a distributor to pay his bills more
promptly than his need for your next smash disk.

In other words, all this goes to prove that to have good busi-

ness, you need good records. It’s as simple as that.

This increase in record sales reflects on everyone in the music
business. It’s certainly not limited to the companies themselves.

The publishers, artists, disk promotion men—everyone who is

in any way connected with the business—enjoys some part of its

prosperity.

Now after months annd months of effort, doubts, changes, and
growth, we have entered a period which is capable of bringing
returns to all. And we each of us have an interest—even more, an
obligation—to keep the supply of hits going.

We have an opportunity to prove now that this increase in
record sales to new heights is not a freak, is not due to a few
lucky breaks, is not a passing phase which can’t be maintained

—

or improved upon.

In juke boxes, in stores, in the ordinary person’s home, records
are being listened to, discussed, liked and disliked. The more rec-

ords that can be produced which are liked rather than disliked,
the greater prosperity we in the music business can enjoy.

And so it is up to all of us—the artist, music publisher,
arranger, orchestra leader, A & R director, salesman, distributor,
juke box operator, disk jockey—each and everyone, to make certain
that our current volume of record sales is not a flash in the pan
but the forerunner of even greater things to come.

Completely oblivious to the roar of the elements outside the spa wherein

we had ostensibly gathered for refuge, we found ourselves in the midst of a

tidy little group recently. Seated directly opposite our Cash Box colummate,

Sam Evans, we took inventory of the loquacious characters comprising the

rest of the party. Besides Sam, there were five other deejays, two other pro-

motion men, a recording artist, the bartender, his comely waitress, and his wife

(to keep an eye on her spouse who continually keeps an eye on the comely wait-

As was their wont, the professionals drifted into a lackadaisical discussion

concerning the pitfalls which constantly seem to “bug ’ them. Not the least of

which are the artistes and their personal endeavors to plug their latest offerings

on wax.
Which brought us right up to the subject of d. j. interviews and interviewees.

From the individual dissertations, we made note of the following gripes and

opinions, and thought that it should be passed on to all and sundry concerned

with the manufacture, promotion and sales of records, the

distribution of same, and the counting of the loot:

1.—Sometimes it happens that a deejay just has had
“one of those days.” His wife insisted he wear the tie Aunt
Lucy sent him for Christmas. His ulcers have been acting

up. One of the tassels on his black loafers is missing.

And the program director keeps asking him, “why he

doesn’t play more of those cute hillbilly records on the

show.” In his frenzied rush to keep pace with all these

problems, along comes the promotion man from Faygeleh
Records and advises that their great singing star, Darken
Hansome, is in town for the day and wouldn’t the d.j. love

to have him on the show. Because the flack is usually so

cooperative, the jock revises his entire program. Adds
three Hansome sides to the show. Prepares a list of en-

ticing questions to ask the star. And sets up a titanic production. The gripe ?

The great singing sensation fails to show. The reason? Laryngitis, of course!

2.—It seems that the rank and file jockeys are oftimes amazed to note

the Jekyll-and-Hyde characteristics of some of our famed names of the record

industry. This can work both ways, e.g. the star who is all sweetness-and-light

off-stage and becomes Captain Bligh before the microphone, and/or the idol

of millions who drips milk and honey to his vast radio audience while sharing the

jockey’s airtime and then becomes imbued with the very essence of sadism once

the control-room signal goes off. In this regard, it isn’t too unusual for the

d.j. to hear: “Well, thanks Hack. It was nice. ... I guess. But I must confess

that I was a little disappointed that you only played my last seven sides. Last

week, when I played Cleveland, I was on Wacks Spinner’s show, and he

3. Another type of artiste who seems to raise the blood pressure of the

deejays with almost no effort, is the “all-out-commercial-hell-bent-for-leather”

professional. This is the guy or gal who feels that since this is only a half-hour

program, they’ve got to cover everything. And that must mean everything!

Therefore, the record label is mentioned 352 times, each record of the star’s

is hit at least six times, and the sound of the name is wafted over the airwaves

every 14 seconds. About the only thing the jock can get to say on the show is:

“This is the Bob Twirler show, with records and transcriptions. ... (I

think...)”
The boys in the back room covered other types of interviewees, such as

the “clammers” (i.e., those ravishing personalities who exude warmth and
vivaciouness in the Announcers Lounge before the program, but who are re-

duced to the realm of monosyllables once they spot the mike); the “slammers”

parers” (i.e., “Gosh, I sure like to be on Davey Drip’s show whenever I come
here. He’s so great! Don’t you think so?”)

Around three in the morning, the p-oup broke up to leave for home and
nurse their collective ulcers, but not without Sam Evans’ purloining of a cur-

rently-popular song hit to sum it all up:

“Ah, well—It’s all in the game . .
.”

Adopts 45-RPM System

All DJ and Recorded Music

Shows To Use New Speed

BOSTON, MASS.— Boston radio
station WHDH this week announced
that it has adopted the 45-rpm sys-

tem of recorded music as standard
broadcast equipment.

WHDH is the nation’s first major
independent station to go “45.” Last
year, Philadelphia station WFIL, an
ABC affiliate, became the nation’s
first all-45 station.

Installation of WHDH’s new 45-rpm
turntables has been completed, and
the station is now featuring 45-rpm
records on all of its many disk jockey
and recorded music programs, accord-
ing to William B. McGrath, managing
director of the station. To meet its

heavy musical requirements, the sta-

tion has acquired a complete library

of 45-rpm records, embracing- more
than 5000 discs.

The station has scheduled 40 periods

per week of 45-rpm record music, to

be spotted in 15-minute segments at

45 minutes past the hour on featured

disc jockey programs. The jockeys in-

clude Bob Clayton, Ray Dorsey, Fred
Co’e, and John Scott.

A feature of the promotion pro-

gram inaugurating the station’s

swing-over to 45-rpm involved ar-

rangement for “live” telephone con-

versations between the station’s disc

jockeys and five RCA Victor artists.

These conversations were tape re-

corded and broadcast during the day.

The calls were made by Perry Como,
from New York, to Ray Dorsey;

Shipper Arrested By FBI

NEW YORK—A question that has
been puzzling some coinmen recently

was “Is it legal to export -slot ma-
chines and consoles to foreign coun-

tries where the operation of this type
of equipment is legal?”

The answer was forthcoming this

past week when a Brooklyn individual

(unknown to those in the trade here)
was picked up after FBI agents had
seized 50 slot machines on a North
River pier. The machines were being
loaded aboard the liner Saturnia, sail-

ing that day, when one of the cases
was dropped in handling, according
to the FBI.

The shipper was promptly arrested
and accused of illegally transport-
ing gambling devices—a charge that
carries a maximum penalty of two
years in prison and a $5000 fine. It

was explained that the machines were
en route to a charitable organization
in Genoa, Italy.

FBI Drives Net Slots

In Four States

NEW YORK—The drive by the
FBI against slots and consoles got
going in earnest this past week, when
they reached out into four states and
confiscated many thousands of ma-
chines, and picked up a number of
dealers, charging them with violating
the law prohibiting the interstate
shipment of gambling devices.

The FBI agents, it is reported, aided
by local police, confiscated 3230 ma-
chines in lightning raids thruout Ken-
tucky. These machines were picked up
in a number of locations, such as
private and public clubs, cafes, etc.

In Pennsylvania, scattered raids

netted 88 machines at Scranton and
nearby Peckville. Another 28 were
picked up in Luzerne County, 24 of
them in Wilkes-Barre.

It was also stated that raids in

Indiana and Ohio resulted in confisca-

tions and arrests.
