We’re out of the “sound phase.”

For the past several months, the only thing people in the music
business would talk about was how to achieve a new sound, a new
gimmick. That seems to be behind us now. And we’ve entered a
new era—it’ll probably be called “the belting phase.”

Now the important thing is to belt out a song. But for that you
need singers—singers with pipes. And so in the past several weeks
we’ve watched the rise of a half a dozen new vocalists, all of whom
have attracted attention for their ability to really give out.

One after another we’ve seen such singers reach the limelight
as Al Martino, Steve Lawrence, Frank Stevens, Danny Sutton, Len
Forrest and Buddy Costa.

These young men all have one thing in common. They can take
a song and give it the excitement of a spectacular vocal.

Perhaps there’s no greater indication of the importance of
records today than the fact that all of these young men should be
able to put themselves in the path of stardom with only one fine
performance.

But to those in the record business, that’s not at all surprising.
A hit record moves faster than any other entertainment form. In
no time at all it is spread throughout the country by means of the
550,000 juke boxes located everywhere. In no time at all, it reaches
a wide listening audience through the vast coverage which our na-
tion’s disk jockeys have. A hit record takes a singer from obscurity
to prominence literally overnight.

Another indication of the increased importance which records

now enjoy, is the changed attitude which booking agencies have

towards up and coming singers. There used to be a time when the

major agencies would hesitate to sign up singers who had not only

one hit, but several. They would rather watch them develop slowly,

perhaps under the auspices of smaller agencies and then when they

really hit the top, buy their contracts and handle them.

Today there’s no longer time to watch a singer develop slowly.

One hit record can send him into the top money class. And so we see

the phenomenon of the largest hooking agents competing with all

sorts of offers for practically anyone who even looks as though he

has a chance on records. As a matter of fact, several cases have

come to our attention where singers have been signed by booking

agents merely on the strength of a record contract even before they

had cut any sides at all.

And so the entire record business, and the phases it goes through,

and the artists it creates have at last taken their rightful place in the

entertainment world.

The record business is now recognized for the important busi-

ness it is—one which constantly creates new entertainment trends,

one which constantly creates new artists.

It has become a practice—even among those in the music

business—to talk about all the phases we go through in a derogatory

manner as “that sound phase” or “that folk phase.” Yet each of

those phases, each recording era we go through, has left a perma-

nent mark on our recording tastes—has left a legacy of stardom

behind it.

And in like manner, long after the belting phase is over, we will

still be enjoying some of the stars it created, still he listening to

some of those six young singers who are reaching the public eye

because of their ability to adapt their styles to the public’s needs

and wants and tastes.

Even ’though we’ve oft made plaint of the common trials to which the pro-

motion and exploitation specialist falls heir, there are so many more facets

of the business which contains much of the elements of humor, incredulity,

glamor, etc., that disperses the lesser drawbacks.
One of the pictures we’ve long treasured wthin the recesses of our alleged

brain is “The Artiste at Rest.”

The greater part of this observation was accomplished both in the privacy

of a hotel room after some stint at a night club or theater, or, in some cases,

in the cell-like confines of a backstage dressing room. Whatever the habitat,

the schedule of activity runs the gamut from an exuberance of emotion to an

assumed ostrich complacency.
We say assumed, because the one glaring fact we’ve

uncovered in our private and unannounced survey is that

artistes, as a group, are just like people!

They have the same inner emotions, the same suppres-

sions of inhibition!?), the morbid fear of failure, the

crying need of praise, the incestial urge for physical stimu-

lation (not handball!) and the same curiosity for every-

day happenings as have we all.

While we have generalized the performers, as such, we
must admit that we have taken the cue from one of our

own clients, so to speak. This is a fame-happy singer who,
for want of discretion, we shall baptize Darken Hansome.

Darken is the type of artist who has come up the long,

tough road to success, finally achieving fame by singing

just the one number he deplores and derides. Therefore,

Darken must now close each show with this same piece of drivel, but has now
changed his theories about what type of material is best for his own peculiar

talent. Instead, he has become a paragon of loyalty toward the song and its

composer, and unbends his great self to declare: “I love that guy. That song

sure did the trick for me. And, Baby—do you wanna’ know how many the

record has sold to date? Even now?” This last is administered with jaw thrust

challengingly forward, eyes aglow, with teeth chopping off the syllables like

nail clippers. The answer is delivered with planned hesitation, so that the

full impact of the earth-shaking figure may not escape our concentration

—

4,189,369—the Artiste at Rest!
Then comes the issue of magazine and newspaper publicity. Throughout his

engagement at the theater or club which has now become his own private citadel,

The star is being kept aware of his unshakeable prominence in the show bizz

world by the latest publications of “Life,” “Liberty” and “Pursuit of Happi-

ness” and other worthy mags. Invariably, no sooner does his man make his

appearance with the armload of the “slicks,” than Darken pounces upon the

brochures, one by one, eagerly looking for the title alluding to him.

Ah, here’s one: “Nation flips for Darken Hansome.” After checking the

article for the “shots” and counting the number of times his name appears

in print, our hero goes on to the next pub. Great! There’s another story: “That
Hansome Guy.” This is too “wordy.” Darken decides. “Only thirty-one pictures!”

After about two or. three hours of reading about himself, Darken decides

it’s time to shower and get ready for the next show.

This requires the services of his “man,” three bottles of “He-Man Cologne,”

suitably inscribed: “Especially blended for Darken Hansome,” a box of ’spe-

cially-scented talcum powder, two plastic bottles of spray deodorant, a jar

of ’specially-formulaed solid hair brilliantine, a throat spray, “Especially

Prescribed for Mr. Darken Hansome” and the inevitable silk dress shirt with
ruffles, wth a monogram on the sleeve which resembles the formulae for the

latest development of the hydrogen bomb.
Thus having completed his ablutions, the star is now ready to face the on-

slaught of his tremendous horde of disciples out front, and condescendingly

invites us to accompany him to the fray.

During the descent to the stage, he confides to us his “little boy” outlook:

“All I want to be is just a regular guy. I don’t ever want to change. Ya’
know—with the business I’m doing here, I should never have taken this engage-
ment for a lousy twenty-five hundred bucks. . . . Wait’ll I get back to the

Coast and have a little chat with Manny Gelt, my manager. What was I saying
before—Oh, yeah—I just wanna’ be known as a right guy, see

Maybe he is, at that. . . . Well—that’s how it goes!

Music Leaders Hail Miami

Pre-War Juke Box Ban

Assn Heads, Distribs, Ops, Mfrs Acclaim

Action by Miami Assn As Big Step Forward

CHICAGO—First reports from op-
erators, regarding the opening of the
outdoor season with this past Memor-
ial weekend, are to the effect that all

indications point to one of the best
summers in a long, long time.

One well known op said, “We’ve
never before seen so many automobiles
on the road. What’s more they were
all jammed full of families.

“Collections from our machines,
which we hurriedly placed at well
known roadside eating, spots as well
as at resorts, ran higher than we ever
believed they would.

“In fact”, he continued, “if this is

any indication at all, as well as from
conversations we had with many of
these travelers, we believe -that this
summer of 1952 will see more auto
traveling, and with entire families
aboard, than the industry has seen in

a long time.”
Reports of this kind have encour-

aged a great many ops. They are
speeding equipment to nearby country
spots.

Phonos and horses are being
switched about in an effort to get the
best of the locations available.

It was surprising to many coinmen,
who also traveled during the Memorial
weekend, to find that:
“Operators were on the ball. They

had already placed equipment in the
better spots we came across.”

One op reported, “There are just
as many jalopies as brand new cars
on the road. This means that roadside
entertainment is going to be a big
factor this summer.
“The more expensive cars”, this

operator stated, “usually stop at the
bigger places along the road.

“It’s the jalopies that bring the
business to the roadside entertainment
spots”, he concluded.

This year many are preparing en-
tire kiddie parks for the travelers.
Some have just been thrown together
in a hurry. Others have improved
their caliber of entertainment.

Many new spots are going up, even
under canvas, in an effort to cash in
on the auto-traveling trade.

Whatever else is ahead, the opera-
tors report, this summer will see
some really great collections. The
people are traveling more than ever
before, they claim.

Also impressive are the number of
spots featuring shuffle games. Some of
these have four, and even more, about
the place.

In a few spots, ops report, they
came across shuffle games lined up
one against the other. And all busy.

One operator stated, “As long as
the weather remains good there is no
doubt that the games that were busy
in the cities during the past winter
will be seen all over- the road spots
this summer.”

Not only amusements and music
machines but vendors of all kinds
have been placed in gas stations, road-
side eateries, from the smallest to the
largest spots, this year.

If indications can be summarized,
according to many ops, this will be
one summer when much equipment
will more than amortize its cost.

NEW YORK — Operators with
equipment in resort and shore loca-
tions in the Eastern part of the
country weren’t as fortunate as their
brother coinmen covering the mid-
western and far western areas the
past few weeks.

These men are just as optimistic
over the tremendous possibilities of
doing a record business as any in the
country. For weeks these men have
been preparing their locations with
an assortment of eequipment, both
new and reconditioned in anticipation
of serving the many persons who will
be on the roads and at the beaches
seeking economical entertainment.
However, reports from ops as to their
Memorial week-end collections was
that the weather hurt them badly.
Most areas thruout the East have suf-
fered by an unprecedented amount of
rainy week-ends.
“However,” one operator stated,

“the season is young, and altho we
haven’t been lucky enough to get off

to a fast start, we should get the big-
gest play in all our history—if we get
any kind of decent break in weather.”

CLEVELAND, O.—After holding
off for more time than any other noted
association in the nation, the famed
Cleveland music ops’ organization
here, is now questioning members re-

garding whether or not a move should
be started to get the local O.P.S. of-

fice to allow 10c play (3 for 25c) on
phonos here.

Music ops of note have been com-
plaining for some time that, “We just
can’t make the grade anymore.
“We can’t meet the notes we have

taken on for the new equipment we
have purchased, pay the salaries we
are faced with today, and meet gen-
eral big overhead increases, and still

come out.”
Some of these ops phoned around

the midwest, where 10c play is now
in effect and, after talking with juke
box leaders in the Chicago area are
up in arms.

CHICAGO—Report which appeared
here this past week (Page 22, June 7,

1952 issue) that the Miami music op-
erators’ association had passed a reso-

lution whereby no further servicing
by the association would be given to

any pre-war automatic musical instru-
ment has won tremendous acclaim
from music leaders everywhere.

All this past week operators, dis-

tributors, manufacturers as well as
many association heads, phoned in

complimentary comment regarding
this resolution.

All stated that it was: “One of the
most progressive in the history of the
automatic music industry”.

In each case these men believed that
such a resolution should be placed in

effect everywhere in the country.
Their first reason being that this

would remove from many, many lo-

cations old, wornout and poor playing
juke boxes, which were giving the pub-
lic anything but the right idea re-
garding what juke box music really
is like today.

These men are going to approach
the association at its next meeting
and ask that an immediate vote be
taken to come to a decision regarding
10c play.

One well known op stated, “I pur-
chased $45,000.00 worth of new equip-
ment and I now find that I am up
against it to meet my notes.

“We must,” he stated, “make a
change here to 10c play, just as they
did in Chicago and other spots around
the country, to even clear ourselves
of the obligations which we have
undertaken.”

Jack Cohen, president of the Cleve-
land ops for many years, reported that
he will go along with the organization.

He believes that, “As long as dime
play has woi'ked out in other places
there is no reason why it can’t be
tested here.”

For example, one noted operator
stated, “This is something that I’m
going to propose at the next meeting
of our own association.
“Some of these old, worn-out and

ugly looking boxes have done anything
but help the industry to progress.

“In fact, these are the kind of ma-
chines that bring us all those bad
comments, even from cartoonists, and
have started such movements as
‘playing a blank record,’ instead of
the public listening to the screechy-
scratchy music that comes from such
old and wornout machines.”

Others are even more vociferous in
their statements regarding removal of
all old juke boxes from all locations
everywhere.
One distributor said, “Who does an

operator of a pre-war juke box think
he’s fooling when he places such a
machine in any spot?

“He’s only fooling himself,” this
distrib answered.
He gave as his reason, “Because if

such an operator had any sense at all
he’d know that he’s chasing customers
away from his best equipment in his
best spots after they listen to such
an old wornout machine.
“The customers think they all sound

like that screechy old box,” he con-
cluded.
Many well known musicians and

songsters also commented on the fact
that such old juke boxes do anything
for them, but good, when their records
are heard.
One well known songster now ap-

pearing in this city stated:
“I only wish that this would hap-

pen all over America.
“I don’t care if it would mean that

a lot less of my records would be sold,
but, I would know that the public
would be hearing me as I want them
to hear me, and not as some old, worn-
out machine plays my records.”

William Blatt, President of the
Miami Automatic Music Operators
Association, which passed this resolu-
tion, reported to The Cash Box:
“We have had much praise and good

comment from people everywhere re-
garding this move.

“Frankly,” he said, “we are thrilled
to learn that it stirred up such a
storm everywhere in the nation and
that leaders of the industry are prais-

ing this progressive move of our or-

ganization here in Miami.”

CLEVELAND OPS
WANT 10^ PLAY
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Keeney Introduces New Shuffle

Game, “High Score League Bowler”

reported he expects the sale of “High

Score League Bowler” to set new rec-

ords for his firm on shuffle alley

g-ames. “We were highly successful

with our previous game,” stated

Huebsch, “but all indications point to

a record performance for ‘High Score

Bowling League.’ Our pre-production

location tests proved to us that the

game made an immediate hit with the

players, and collections reports were

surprisingly high. We were also

greatly pleased with the enthusiasm

of our distributors, who placed sub-

stantial orders after viewing the

game.”

Huebsch describes “High Score

League Bowler” as a four-player shuf-

fle bowling type game that has 20-30

scoring, strike and spare boxes, with

a high score for the week feature. The

feature that appeals greatly to the

player and draws them to continue

play is the “Match Score” or “Mystery

Score,” which can be eliminated en-

tirely, or one of these two features can

be used at the option of the operator

to meet with local requirements. It

also comes in two lengths—9 ft. or

8 ft.

WASHINGTON, D. C.—The Gov-
ernment this week authorized a fur-
ther price boost for copper products in

brass mills only about six-tenths of a
cent more per pound will “break the
log jam in imports,” but he added “we
cannot be sure that industry will buy
at the present 35%c price being asked
in Chile or elsewhere.”
