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Trade Wants

Insurance

Weighing

Scale

CHICAGO—As has happened many times

in the past, The Cash Box offered a sugges-

tion for the construction of an entirely new
product in its editorial (May 10, 1952 issue)

which has since stirred up much comment
thruout the industry.

The new product suggested was an “in-

surance weighing scale.” To be more de-

scriptive, the product is the ticket type coin

operated weighing scale, but the ticket to

feature an accident insurance policy printed

on its back, where, for example, fortunes

and such are printed at this time.

In short, the ticket would show date, time,

weight, and would also be initialed by the

patron thru an aperture from where the

ticket would be vended, while on the back

there would be a very brief digest of the

usual $500.00 accident insurance policy.

This policy would be good for 24 hours.

Since then many suggestions have been

received while, at the same time, many have

asked if any manufacturer planned to build

such a scale.

Some distributors have stated that they

would very gladly discuss and finance terri-

torial operating and sales franchises with

any manufacturer who planned to build the

scale.

One suggestion was that the insurance

weighing scale be set for 10c. The patron

would be receiving his weight, date, time,

as well as a $500 accident policy for a 24

hour period, all for a dime.

The men who suggested the dime be used

believe that there will he no sales resistance.

All agreed that some opening must be

made in the scale whereby the patron could

either initial the ticket (and the duplicate

would remain in the scale) or write his full

name across it, prior to it being vended.

In short, the patron would have to push a

button to have the ticket vended to him, and

would then have to tear it off, these men
suggested, so that there would be no diffi-

culties when insurance payments would have

to be made.

Some suggested that the tickets come in

rolls. And that they all be serial numbered,

so that they could always be traced hack to

the scale featuring the serial number.

All agreed that, as far as sales were con-

cerned, this scale should not be sold out-

right.

It should, instead, be leased to the opera-

tor. In that way, control would always re-

main with the seller. This would not allow

for bootleg tickets.

It was agreed that the lease basis be ex-

tremely reasonable and the manufacturer

and/or seller earn his profit from the con-

tinued sale of the rolls of tickets.

Suggestions were made that no more than

20% commission be paid to locations on
this scale.

The tickets should, in gross, cost the op-

erators no more than 2c to 3c each. In this

way the operator would still be able to pay
the 20% commission and have some left

over on dime sales per weight.

It is believed that the operator should

wind up with a minimum gross profit of 5c

from each ticket sold.

At the present time there are ticket scales

available to the trade. But, no scale that

vends tickets showing weight, vends the time

of weighing as well as the date of the weight

and, especially, none of these ticket scales

have an accident insurance policy digested

in brief and printed on the hack.

There is no doubt that the comment
which this suggestion for a new product has

stirred up thruout the trade that there is a

big market for a scale of this kind.

Let’s Avoid That

SUMMER
SUjMP

Many people in the record industry seem to have a deadly fear of

a summer slump.

Each year, they’ll decry the fact that business drops off during the

warm season and doesn’t get going again until the autumn.

But what’s really bad is that they use this as an excuse to let up
their own efforts and wait it out.

Naturally, with such an approach, their business falls off.

It’s true, that as a whole, record sales are not as high in the

summer as they are during the winter months.

But it’s an indisputable fact that some of our greatest hits have
originated in the summer season. And there’s always a song that’s at

the top of the list no matter what season it may be.

It would seem natural to suppose that the way to attack a slump
is to go at it with your very best efforts and material. If sales are

harder to achieve, the situation won’t be overcome by putting out

mediocre records and doing little in the way of promotion. The way
to do it is to issue your best records and then go all out on them.

The summer season, contrary to what people in the music in-

dustry generally suppose, offers great possibilities as far as records

are concerned.

For instance, there is hardly a summer resort in this nation that

doesn’t have one or more juke boxes. In these locations, the ma-
chines are running almost all day and all night. Not only do they in

themselves eat up a tremendous amount of records, but the promo-
tional effect of having them played constantly creates untold pur-

chases by the people who are listening to them.

However the way to get the maximum sales that this situation

encourages is to make the finest possible records to put in the boxes.

Naturally if a listener hears one bad disk after another all day

long, he’s not going to be in a hurry to rush to his store to buy any.

But if he hears one great record after another, he has to buy some;

he just can’t help it.

The juke box therefore obviously can be one of the greatest

stimulants to summer record sales—and record manufacturers and

distributors who understand their potentiality are the ones who reap

the profits.

For to exploit juke box potential to its utmost, diskeries must

not only put their best efforts forward, get the best songs available

with the best artists to record them, but they must then see that they

are promoted with all the power and energy that is possible.

Promotion is perhaps one of the most vital areas of activity that

record manufacturers are apt to let up on during the summer
months. And of course sales then let up also. For everyone in the

record business knows that part of the process of making a hit be-

sides having good basic material to work with—is the creation of

excitement about the record, getting it talked about, making people

anxious to hear it, getting operators to buy it, disk jockeys to play it.

All this is part of the promotional approach to the merchandising

of records that simply cannot be neglected at any time—and espe-

cially at a time when slumps are feared.

As a matter of fact, fear of a summer slump is just the reason

why record firms should redouble their efforts and make even

greater attempts than they usually would.

We say again: The summer months can be extremely profitable

ones for the record business. And the way to achieve this is to go all

out, not hold back.

From time to time, we’ve listed the title of one of America’s unsung* hero
of the radio station family, without bothering to shed some small share of tl

rightful glory which is his (or her) due.

This is the record librarian. . . .

Despite the fact that most of these belesprits are expected to be a walkir
edition of the Encyclopedia Brittanica; with all the foreknowledge they a
supposed to possess; and because of the labyrinthical filing cabinet which
generally conceded to occupy their skull—they are the persona physicien to i

and sundry of the record and disc jockey business. In many cases, the static
librarian is the wet-nurse to the veritable record mob who pursue them relen
lessly to press upon them their wares and impress them with quality of same

This can be a most trying thing.

In addition to filing records, collecting data, followii
up on clearance information, re-stocking vagrant record
eliminating obsolete discs, checking the trade journal
tracking clown any number of elusive platters, timing
program fare, etc., etc., these cheery folk are also e
pectecl to play mine host and/or hostess to artists, sts

deejays, free-lance deejays, record promotion men, mus
publishers’ contact-men, sponsors, account executive

trade journal reps, transcription salesmen, filing syste
salesmen, etc.

They are treated to lunch, rarely to dinner. Dinner
for the disc jockeys.

They are escorted to pubs, not often enough to cockts
parties. Cocktail parties are for the program directors
and the disc jockeys.

They are invited to movie previews, hardly ever to legit shows. The stag

is for the literati—the station managers, program directors and deejays.

They have their day off—usually on Wednesday. The weekends are for tl

hierarchy: The musical director, station manager, program directors ar

deejays.

Yet, all the foregoing notwithstanding, the lords and ladies of the rad
station libraries throughout the nation, haye their brighter side of the trac

aspects and many sincerely enjoy their work. Naturally, a great number
these pleasant folk have an underlying motive and spurring ambition. Such
the great group of music students—all of whom welcomed the opportunity 1

“dig in” on this job and “get their feet wet in this business of music.”

Amazingly enough, not too many of our acquaintanceship among the librai

gentry hold any ambition to enter the mad scramble to become a jockey then
selves. Aside from the additional increase in monetary reward, there doesn
seem to be a fatal fascination for for the soundproof walls and the gleamin
microphone. The reason for this has rarely been made known to us, but we c

suspect a kindred emotion not unlike the lowly G.I. who has been offered
direct field commission. And most of these stalwart characters indicate tin

they might lose their self-respect, were they to assume the cloak of an “experl
postiche.

While they regard their steel-cabinet stronghold as anything but empyreal
we’re constantly reassured in our own undertaking by the legal bearing ar
stately individualism of the record librarian. It conveys to us that perhaps oi

own endeavor has its strong points with the possibility of finding some pot <

gold at the end of' some rainbow. (So far to date, we haven’t even found a pot

Albeit, then, this is our measure of paying tribute to the lads and lassh
who keep the records in place, the data on file, the programs on schedule, tl

trade journals informed, the promotion men aware, and themselves—happy.
Rare, indeed, is the day we would catch one of these folk sig’hing and fre

ting, murmuring low:

“Oh, well—That’s how it goes!”

Tahitian Theme Becomes

American Tune “Farewell”

NEW YORK—Criterion Music is
sending out pocket sized editions of
James Michener’s “Return To Para-
dise” to all the key disk jockies in the
nation in a promotional splurge on
their current plug tune “Farewell.”
The best seller contains a page on
Eddie Lund, writer of the song.

Lund, a disappointed musician, left
his native Seattle for Tahiti about
fifteen years ago to forget his unsuc-
cessful quest for fame in the music
world. He struggled in this tropic isle
until he became well known through-
out the Pacific as an exile American
pianist who wrote quaint Tahitian
songs. James Michener, author of
“South Pacific,” visited Papeete, Ta-
hiti and struck up a friendship with
Lund. In his latest best seller, “Re-
turn To Paradise,” he tells Lund’s
story and dedicates the book to him.
Music publisher Mickey Goldsen

read the book and came across the
page about Lund. A correspondence
that bridged the 3500 mile separation
was begun and resulted in the forgot-
ten American’s songs being forwarded
to the publisher with the fervent hope
that it would achieve success. One of
them, a beautiful original song based
on a Tahitian theme, had Polynesian
lyrics by Lund and was the official

farewell song of the Islands.

Jack Brooks of “OP Buttermilk
Sky” fame was called in to write the
American lyric and Helen O’Connell,
on the Capitol label, recorded it ex-
actly as the natives sing it in Tahiti.

Lund told Goldsen that if one of
his songs became a hit he would re-

turn to America. The pianist-com-
poser will be listening in on his short
wave radio hoping to hear “Farewell”
and awaiting a cable that he has
hit and can come home.

The day be-
fore, Cordiner took part in dedication
ceremonies for another new General
Electric plant at Asheboro, N. C.

Last year, Cordiner said, General
Electric employed about 9,000 men
and women in Southeastern facilities

and met an annual payroll of $35,-

000,000. The company operated plants
at Memphis, Tenn.; Goldsboro, N. C.;

Lexington, Ky.; Owensboro, Ky.; and
Jackson, Miss. It also operated a naval
testing operation at Key West, Fla.,

and administered some 158 offices and.

distribution centers in ten South-
eastern states.

With the addition of the Asheboro
plant, and the recently approved trans-
former plant for Rome, Ga., which
will be completed in 1954, G.E.’s pay-
roll will jump to the $50,000,000
figure, and its number of employes
increased to 13,500. This growth will

also embrace a corresponding increase
in service shops, warehouses, sales
staff and supply distribution • facili-

ties.

Furthermore, Cordiner said, the es-

timated payroll and employment
figures for 1954 could nearly be
doubled under the eventual plan the
company has for its “Appliance Park”
installation at Louisville, Ky., which
is now being constructed.

Canadian Coinmen Plagued

With Slug Problem

TORONTO, CANADA—What to do

about the width of the Canadian coin.

That is the problem that has the Can-

adian Standards Association tempor-

arily stopped. The body does not know

whether to set a new standard for the

manufacture of metal washers or to

change the thickness of Canadian

quarters, dimes and nickels.

Recently the Telephone Association

of Canada and the operators of coin

operated vending machines have been

finding an increasing number of metal

“slugs” in their collections. Last year,

the Eastern Division of the Telephone

Association alone suffered a loss of

$32,840. as a result of finding almost

150,000 washers and slugs in the 25c

boxes. Similar losses were sustained

in the 10c and 5c receptacles, and the

total losses probably reach in the

neighborhood of $100,000 yearly.

The Canadian Standards Associa-

tion issued a bulletin which stated : “It

is reported that in one industrial plant

some members of the night shift spend

their relief periods in filing down

washers and slugs in order to obtain

free soft drinks. It is apparent the

washers are being put to uses far from

the original intention.”

The quarter, when new, measures

0.936 inches in diameter, while the

washer that most nearly approximated

it measures 0.922. But, after being in

circulation for a while, the quarter

is worn down to about the same meas-

urement of the slug. The dime meas-

ures 0.708 inch in diameter and is

closely matched by -a washer that is

approximately 0.688 inch. A nickel is

0.845 inch and there is a washer that

is 0.813 inch in diameter.

The telephone company has sug-

gested that the makers of washers

shave off .032, .024, and .010 inches

from the quarter, dime and nickel

sizes respectively. This would enable

them to set their machines so that the

mechanism would reject everything

but the proper coins.

This could be the solution, but sev-

eral objections crop up, namely, be-

cause of the close relationship be-

tween Canadian and United States

industries, the sizes of washers are

standard in the two countries. Sec-

ondly, should the Canadian manufac-

turers agree to change the size of

their washers, what is to stop the im-

portation of United States washers.

Thirdly, if the Canadian Standards

could prevail upon the United States

manufacturers to change their washers

in accord with the Canadian sug-

gested measurements, the U. S. ven-

dors would find themselves in trouble

as the U. S. coins are slightly thinner

than those of their northern brothers.

If the slug can’t be charged, why
not change the thickness of the coins?

This would prove to be very difficult

inasmuch as, by law, Canadian coin-

age is established on a specific stand-

ard weight of metal for each denom-
ination. To change the weight of the

metal would necessitate a statute

amendment.

“A steady rain of batted balls fell

on the Bat-A-Way outfield. Coney Is-

land has indeed gone batty since the

range opened in mid-May. On one re-

cent day 5700 batters were clocked.

“One of the yoots spoke up. ‘We
want,’ he said to Jerry Belson, treas-

urer of Bat-A-Way, ‘you should leave

us go out there and catch fly balls.’

“ ‘This is a batting range,’ Mr.
Belson pointed out. ‘Why don’t you go
out and bat?’

“ ‘Me and him,’ the other yoot put
in, ‘don’t need no batting practice. We
can hit real good now. Only thing is,

the manager he says we got to prac-
tice catching fly balls.’

“
‘There are 11 pitching machines

out there,’ Mr. Belson said. ‘Each
throws 600 balls an hour. That’s 6600.

A lot of them get belted to the out-

field. We got kids with helmets to pick
them up back of a screen they push,
and they have to be careful they don’t

get beaned. You’re liable to get killed.’

“ ‘The manager,’ the first yoot said

heavily, ‘he says some day I’ll get
killed by a fly ball anyways, so what
the hell.’

“
‘Besides,’ the other said reason-

ably, ‘with 11 guys hitting at once we
got a better chance of catching at

least one ball.’

“Mr. Belson ushered them out into

Surf Avenue.

“Coney Island’s new-found batti-

ness is the result of the flawless hurl-

ing and hardiness of Bat-A-Way’s
pitching robots. This model is called

the Scientific Pitchmaster and it’s the

dream pitcher. It never gets elbow

chips or swelled head. It costs about

$2,000 and no arguments at contract-

signing time. Give it a shot of grease

and it’s contented.

“
‘It can throw a fast ball at 120

miles per hour,” says Max D. Levine,

president of the firm which makes the

machine. ‘Bob Feller’s record speed is

98.6 miles per hour.’

“The Bat-A-Way Iron Men, how-
ever, don’t throw that fast lest they

blow down the customers. They pitch

at different speeds (80 miles per hour
tops) in different cages to accommo-
date varying tastes, squints, and
punches. Every pitch is in the strike

zone, altho some come in higher than

others because of variations in the

condition of the ball.

“Bats are supplied bV the range,

and their lives are generally short.

The customers swing them with more
abandon than savvy. Sometimes the

bat, greased with remnants of knishes

or pizzas, goes flying farther than the

ball. There’s a resin bag in each cage,

but it can’t prevail against a slather-

ing of mustard on the batsmen’s

hands.

“The range is open from 8:30 to

4 a.m., and some shaken post-saloon

batters totter out of the cages to

whisper hoarsely the robots have been
throwing spitters and bean balls, and
they’re gonna write Ford Frick.

“Most of the batters are men and
boys, but an occasional old Bloomer
Girl nostalgically spits on her hands
and takes her nine cuts for a quarter.

Noil-batting ladies help their hus-

bands by running to the cashier for

more quarters. (The robots are mer-
cenary athletes. They start throwing
only after you’ve dropped a coin into

a slot in the cage. They don’t take
markers.)

“Coney Island offers no sadder sight

than a lone batter trapped in a cage
with a pocket full of coarse notes but

no quarters. There’s no one to get him
change and a long line of sneering

sluggers is waiting to grab his cage if

he steps out. They give no quarter.

“One hitter with foresight and

strong pockets went thru $13 in quar-

ters he had brought with him while

the waiting Musials gnashed their

teeth.

“ ‘This bum,’ one of the waiters

growled, ‘can’t get a loud foul, but he

sure has an eye for that slot.’

“This coin-operated batting game is

the first produced by Scientific Ma-
chine Corporation, and Max Levine

is on hand at the Coney Island spot

every day to watch developments.

Levine intends to produce them for

the coin machine trade, but being a

manufacturer of many years and long

experience, wants to be absolutely

sure that no ‘bugs’ develop.

“The income producing propensities

of our ‘Pitchmaster’ is a proven fact,”

stated Levine. “Since we’ve been stud-

ying the game in action, it’s produced

no important mechanical problems. If

we can secure materials, etc., we hope

to start manufacturing sometime this

year. If we are delayed for some rea-

son or other, we surely should be in

production in early 1953.”

Naturally, the most talked about event, before, during and after—was the

“testimonial dinner” given the popular Sidney Levine at the Moderne Room of

the Belmont Plaza Hotel on Tuesday night, June 10. It certainly was a party,

that not only Sidney, but all who attended, will long remember. ... Altho the

room was crowded to capacity, those who made the arrangements (Nash Gordon

and Dorothy Wolk) worked out the details so perfectly everyone was happy

and comfortable. . . .
