RECORDED MUSIC

Nothing in the world will irritate and
anger a recording manufacturer more, than
a timid approach to a location owner by a
juke box operator with the statement:

“This is the only recorded version of the
tune I could find. I don’t know whether
you’ll like it.”

Perhaps there is, or could be, a better

recording. Perhaps, too, there will, some
day, be a recording which will better strike

the public fancy.
But, what irritates, and what angers, the

recording manufacturer, is the timid ap-

proach.
Why? Because the finest music is re-

corded music.
The average operator has no idea, so it

seems, of the hours that go by in each and
every recording session.

Of the hours that go by even before the
recording session.

When writers, lyricists and arrangers get
together to put the tune “into shape”, for
the voice (or the band), that will do the
recording.

The hour after hour drill that goes on,
until the A & R (Artist and Repertoire)
hoss, is completely satisfied that this is “the
best” that the artist (or the band) can give
the tune.

The operator should be proud to present
a recorded tune. This isn’t something that
the artist just sang, or the band played that
one shot, whether feeling in low or in high
spirits.

This is something that was only done after
long, long study and arrangement, and then—the actual recording session itself.

Hours of recording that very same melody.
Those very same lyrics. Over and over and
over again.

Until everyone, including the artist, or the
band leader, agree that “this is it.”

The finest music is recorded music.
Because in recording music the artist

and the band leader work like mad to make
certain that, “This is the best that we can
do because this is an indelible and uneras-
able expression of ourselves.”

It would be worthwhile for every operator
to remember that an artist or a band leader
can fall (or become great) with what he be-
lieves is his best recording.

Therefore, the juke box operator need
not be timid. In fact, he can be bold in his

statement to his location owners:

“Here’s the tune you wanted, it’s the best
that could be recorded by the artist who re-

corded it.”

That’s telling the truth.

Because the finest music is recorded
music.
And that’s what the nation’s juke box

operators are offering the peoples of this

nation when these peoples drop coins into
juke boxes to play the tunes they want to
hear.

An artist may be irritated with his per-
formance on stage. Or on a nite club floor.

Or on the air. Or on television. But, he can’t
recall that rendition, and DO IT OVER
AGAIN.

He’s got to pray that the people may
catch on that he wasn’t feeling well; that he
was rushed; that time was against him; and
a zillion other reasons why it wasn’t what
he actually wanted it to be.

But, when he cuts wax, he can throw the
entire first cutting into the ash can. And
start all over again.
Or he can just chop parts out of it and do

those parts over again.
Or he can change his mood, or theme, or

speed, and do that over again.
In short, when that wax is turned into a

pressing, then the people have what this
artist (or this band leader) believes is his
“best”.

No juke box operator in the world, then,
should be timid about presenting a record
to any location owner.

That record says, “This is the best I could
do. This is my finest.”

And the artist, or the band leader, or the
artist and repertoire director, or the pro-
ducer, or the record manufacturer, or any-
one else connected with the disk—no longer
has any excuse—if the public doesn’t “buy”
it.

It will pay every juke box operator to
remember: “The finest music is recorded
music”.

P.S. (In the Seventh Annual Poll of ‘The
Cash Box’ the juke box operator now has
the opportunity to tell all the music business
what, in his estimation, were the greatest
moneymakers (the finest recorded music)
of 1952. It will pay every single juke box
operator to cast his vote now. Because by
those votes he tells the music industry what
it has to do to earn more money for itself,
as well as for the juke box ops.)

Xmas Tune To Plug

“Shop Early” Campaign

NEW YORK — One of the most
unique promotions ever placed behind
a song and record got under way this
week with release of Pollard Music’s
“I’m Gonna Do My Christmas Shop-
ping Early.”
The promotion, based on a Cadillac

record featuring vocalist Vicki Sun-
day with Alan Hayes involves vir-

tually every retail establishment,
from department stores on down, and
every radio and TV station in the
country, along with thousands of
newspapers, juke boxes, and chambers
of commerce.

Conceived and organized by Head-
ley, Cook Associates, a new specialized
public relations firm, the promotional
program was worked out at an over-
riding nationwide level through such
organizations as the National Retail
Dry Goods Association; the Broad-
cast Advertising Bureau; the Bureau
of Advertising, American Newspaper
Publishers’ Association; and Broad-
cast Music Incorporated.
Under the program, retail stores

make use of the song to “sell” the
perennial “shop early” theme in just
about every conceivable way: on their
own radio and TV programs; over in-

store public address systems ; to spark
newspaper advertising themes; title

page displays both in show windows
and throughout stores; and through
special record and sheet music de-
partment promotions.

• Radio and TV stations tie in with
the retail store program on a public
and customer relations basis, as well
as directly, by plugging the tune and
the record on sustaining, as well as
store-sponsored programs to help in

selling the “shop early” thought.
The direct newspaper tie-in is also

on a public relations basis, funda-
mentally involving community-wide
coordination of the promotional theme
in cooperation with chambers of com-
merce, merchants’ groups, etc. Use
of the song title in place of conven-
tional slug-lines between stories will

get a play in many localities.

Juke box operators are also being
asked to get behind the coordinated
drive on a public relations footing, to
round out community-wide programs.

Success of TV Deejay

Exemplified by

Silbert Show

NEW YORK — The enormous
strides made in television have brought
with it innovations and major trends
of importance to the record and juke
box industries. One such trend, un-
doubtedly a valuable aid in promoting
the sale of records, has been the tele-

vision disk-jockey.

“The Bill Silbert Show” telecast

nightly in New York over WABD is

a good yardstick of the growing im-
portance of the TV record spinner.
In less than four months, this pro-

gram of records and personal inter-

views between Silbert aryl the record-
ing stars has attained a weekly mail
of 5,000 requests for guest- star

photos.

Silbert emphasizes young, unex-
ploited talent. For not only can 'he

play their new records but he can
also turn the TV camera on them,
introducing them to the public some-
times for the first time. Among those
who he’s introduced in this way are
Bibi Johns, Dick Lee, Danny Sutton
and Buddy Costa.

“On our show,” Silbert says, “we
almost always have the artist do a
‘live’ performance. This serves to im-
prove the telecast, further acquaints
viewers with the singer’s or musician’s
talents and, of importance to the in-

dustry, creates a desire on the public’s

part to purchase the record plugged.”

These are some of the steps in Sil-

bert’s formula for improved TV disk

jockey programs, which is translated

into increased record sales. The large

viewing audience he commands every
night and the famous guests he Avel-

comes attest to the success of his

formula. Among the visitors in recent

weeks have been Elliot Lawrence, Don
Cornell, Toni Arden, Mitch Miller,

June Valli, Lionel Hampton, Richard
-Hayes, Bill Kenny and Alan Dean.

Silbert, a product of Detroit,

achieved popularity there before Du-
Mont brought him to New York to

explore his musical ideas.

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BINAURAL DISKING INTRODUCED BY ATLANTIC

NEW YORK, N. Y—A completely

new type of long playing disc record,

embodying “stereophonic sound” or

binaural recording, hailed by audio

engineers as the most noteworthy ad-

vance in the recording art since the in-

troduction of electronic record-tech-

niques was introduced this week. The

new binaural disc recordings were un-

veiled by the Atlantic Recording Cor-

poration, New York independent disc

manufacturer at the Audio Fair being

held this week at Hotel New Yorker.

Binaural, or “two-eared” recording,

has been known for some time as a

laboratory curiosity; but because it

has involved the use of special syn-

chronized tape recording machines

and earphones, has not been practical

for home use. This new binaural disc

technique introduced by Atlantic

makes this life-like process available

for the first time commercially. The

records are specifically designed for

home use, requiring only relatively

simple adjustments to existing home

play-back equipment.

Since normal hearing is “two-eared,”

that is, the sounds we hear are a com-

bination of two separate signals as

heard by each of the ears and com-

bined in the brain to form the sensa-

tion of sound which has depth and

direction, binaural recording is the

only method by which reproduced

sound can truly mirror the actual ori-

ginal sound. Since the solution during

the past few years of fidelity prob-

lems in sound reproduction, the chief

drawback to “natural” sound in phono-

graph recordings has been that, until

now, only a single source of sound has

been recorded and reproduced. This

“one-eared” condition does not nor-

mally exist in nature however, and

conventional disc recordings have

therefore remained inadequate and

artificial in sound.

Many leading performers and con-

ductors, cognizant of this “one-eared”

quality in conventional reproduction,

seek to get the effect of their recording

quality during recording sessions, by

listening to the performance with only

one ear. The familiar example of this

is the characteristic pose of Bing

Crosby listening to himself with his

hand stopping up one ear, thus simu-

lating the effect of the finished record.

So superior is binaural recording to

conventional reproduced sound that

after exhaustive tests, the Bell La-

boratories determined that binaural

recordings in which the sound range

is experimentally held down to a top

frequency of only 3000 cycles per sec-

ond, there is a more faithful repro-

duction of the original sound than a

conventional reproduction of the same

sound extending up to 15,000 cycles

per second. Atlantic’s new discs, which

extend up to 20,000 cycles per second

binaurally, have been judged to be

at least ten times as satisfying as

conventional recordings and, when
played back on a high quality repro-

ducing system are, for all practical

purposes, indistinguishable from the

original performance.

The first in Atlantic’s binaural disc

series, thus becoming the first com-

mercial binaural disc recordings in

the world, is a long playing set of

genuine New Orleans jazz played by

Wilbur DeParis and his Rampart
Street Ramblers, a musical aggrega-

tion boasting such all-time great per-

sonnel as Wilbur DeParis, trombone;

Sidney DeParis, trumpet; Omer Sim-

eon, clarinet; Don Kirkpatrick, piano;

Fred Moore, drums; Eddie Gibbs,

banjo; and Harold Jackson, bass.

Their spirited performance here, even

if only recorded conventionally, would

comprise an outstanding recoi’ding.

Captured binaurally, the music is

startlingly reproduced in epoch-mak-

ing clarity and fidelity hithei’to un-

known to most people.

The binaural disc recording process

was developed by the rising young
engineer, Emory Cook of the Cook
Laboratories in Stamford, Conn., who
is eai-ning increasing recognition as

a leading innovator in audio-electron-

ics. Cook is already well known for

his invention of the highly reputed

Cook Feedback Lateral Recording
System.

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Columbia Releases New Goodman

Album Using Numbers Taken

From Old Air Checks

Benny and Paul Wexler, Vice Pres-
ident in charge of Sales of Co-
lumbia.

NEW YORK—There was a reunion
at Columbia’s 30th Street recording
studio last week when Benny Good-
man invited a group of his 1937-38
band members to hear some music
they had played together—and for-

gotten.

Huddled around the Columbia studio
loudspeaker with Benny were voca-
list Helen Ward, sideman Hymie
Shertzer, and Arthur Rollini, as well
as a special and distinguished guest,
the band’s incomparable arranger,
Fletcher Henderson, still recuperat-
ing from a long illness. The turn-
tables in the control room began to
whirl, the studio was filled with the
exciting strains of never-recorded five-

minute-long “St. Louis Blues” Hem
derson arrangement. Present com-
pany was enchanted, to put it mildly,
as they heard more selections from a
new Columbia Benny Goodman Jazz
Concert album, containing the cream
of a crop of 1937-38 evening radio
broadcasts. The selections, many never
recorded at all or waxed in different
versions, were taped from “air checks”
by a BG enthusiast named Bill Sa-
vory, now a member of Columbia’s
engineering staff.

The reunited members of the great-
est swing band in musical history
were as surprised as Goodman had
been to learn of the existence of these
tapes. In fact, along with Benny’s
invitation to come and hear the new
records had gone the note:

“Enclosed please find check for
record date you didn’t know anything
about.”

The numbers are being released in
an album titled “Benny Goodman
1937-38 Jazz Concert No. 2,” and in-

cludes a series of the most authentic
recordings ever made of the original

Benny and Fletcher Henderson who
made many of Benny’s greatest
arrangements.

all-star Orchestra, Trio and Quartet.
Through the use of the “air checks”

Columbia had the great advantage of
being able to choose between six or
seven versions of the same tune, when
the Carnegie Hall Concert provided
only one. George Avakian, eminent
jazz authority and a Goodman de-
votee since his high school days, de-
scribes Columbia’s latest Goodman
“rediscovery” as “the absolute cream
of the greatest swing band in jazz
history, caught at its very peak mo-
ments.”

Included in the album are fifteen

selections never recorded by Goodman,
unlike the earlier Carnegie Hall Con-
cert set, in which he performed only
repertoire which had also been waxed
commercially. In five other instances,
the form in which the selection ap-
pears in this album is quite different

from that in which Benny had pre-
viously recorded the same number.
Among these “new” Goodman num-

bers are performances of tunes that
Benny himself hadn’t remembered
playing, numbers like the then-cur-
rent pop tunes, “Have You Met Miss
Jones” and “Sweet Leilani,” which
have since become standards. There
are even two on-the-spot improvisa-
tions by the Quartet for which the
radio announcer gave no titles, so—
fifteen years later—the titles “Benny
Sent Me” and “Killer Diller” were
bestowed.

This Columbia collection, includes
a total of 37 numbers, among them
Benny’s opening theme “Let’s Dance”
and his closing signature, “Goodbye.”
Three vocal renditions heard in the
set include Lionel Hampton in “Vibra-
phone Blues,” Martha Tilton doing
“I Hadn’t Anyone Till You” and Helen
Ward in “You Turned The Tables On
Me.” An Unprecedented Event

OAKLAND, CALIF.— As George
A. Miller, National President and
Business Manager of MOA (Music
Operators of America, Inc.) prepared
to entrain for Washington, D. C.

O.P.S. (Office of Price Stabilization)
who called him to come to Washington
to discuss Regulation 34 with them,
he stated:

“I am going to ask O.P.S. to de-

control the entire automatic music in-

dustry from Regulation 34.”

He also stated, “As all in the in-

dustry know we, here in California,

are having our problems with 0,P.S.

“Other music operators’ organiza-

tions, as well as individual music op-

erators, are also having their troubles

with O.P.S.

“We just can’t see how a music
machine, located in the dim recesses

of a tavern, can in any fashion what-
soever, cause inflation or, in any way,
affect war production.

“We do not believe that automatic
musical instruments were ever in-

tended to be placed under control of
O.P.S. because of the above which is

the actual reason for the creation of
the great Office of Price Stabilization.

“Now that I have been asked to
visit Washington by O.P.S. officials I

shall ask them to decontrol the entire
nation’s automatic music industry
from the one regulation which they
claim controls this business, and that
is Regulation 34.”

Wurlitzer Announces

Yearly Dividend

CHICAGO, ILL.— R. C. Rolfing,
president of The Rudolph Wurlitzer
Company, announced last week that
the consolidated operations of The
Wurlitzer Company for the second
quarter (July, August, and Septem-
ber) resulted in a net profit of $122,-
356.65 or 15c per share, after all re-
serves and taxes, as compared with
a profit of $146,074.65, or 18c per
square, for the same period a year
ago. Sales for the second quarter were
$8,065,078.33 as compared with $6,-

558,986.02 for the same period last
year.

For the first six months’ period
(April to September inclusive) net
profit was $364,987.90, or 44c per
share, after all reserves and taxes.
This figure includes the profit result-
ing from the sale of real estate dur-
ing the first quarter. Net profit for
the same period last year was $312,-
867.18. Sales for the first six months
were $14,951,851.00 as compared with
$11,972,353.35 for the same period a
year ago.

Working On Plans To

Handle Major Affairs

HARTFORD, CONN.—At a meet-
ing Thursday evening, October 30, in
Hartford, James Tolisano, president
of the Connecticut State Operators
Association, met with a special com-
mittee chaired by Paul Rechshafter,
treasurer, and consisting of Beno
Onafrio, Joseph Daniels and Irving
Gelser.

The committee has been meeting
regularly for the past six months and
plans which have been formulated are
to be presented to the entire associa-
tion for adoption.

The plans will call for a division
of the state into four regional groups.
The purpose of this sub-division is

for each regional group to handle its
own local problems and thus free the
hands of the state organization for
matters of statewide importance, such
as tax problems, public relations and
education at all levels of the industry.
The committee is working on detailed
plans for good relations and under-
standing with location owners, the
general public and various state and
local authorities.

One of the suggested plans, which
will undoubtedly be worked out, is
the presenting of surplus equipment
to various religious, armed forces,
and youth centers throughout the
Connecticut area. This has been a tre-
mendous good will builder for the in-
dustry throughout the nation in the
past, but in the past several months
the idea seems to have caught on with
a flush of enthusiasm and many
groups are already participating in
this “fight juvenile delinquency with
the aid of juke boxes” program.

In Chicago, in cooperation with the
Board of Education, operators have
given seven phonographs to elemen-
tary and high schools. It is expected
that more than 35 juke boxes will
eventually be distributed to the Chi-
cago school system. Bill Gersh, pub-
lisher of The Cash Box was appointed
by Chicagoland’s music ops to arrange
for all donations of juke boxes. (See
The Cash Box issue 10/25).

In New Jersey, the Passaic-Bergen
County Area Group presents a juke
box each month to the president of the
Tavern Owners Association of a dif-
ferent city each month, and he in turn
choses a local worthy group as final

recipient. (See The Cash Box issue

CHICAGO—For a period of time
the financiers left the coinbiz to it-

self.

It seemed, according to some of
them, that this industry had ‘run its

course’ at least as far as they were
concerned.

They could only see a continued
downgrade ahead. They did not be-
lieve that this business would again
become sufficiently sound to warrant
their pushing heavy finance into it.

But, since this past summer, there
has been an awakening among finan-

ciers.

They are once again back to grab
their share of the proceeds from this

booming business.

The first thing they did, according
to what the records indicate, is to

plunge more deeply into the juke box
field.

This field is booming. Not only
booming from the standpoint of con-
tinued backlog orders for whatever
production the manufacturers can
turn out.

But also booming from the stand-
point that the intake has continued
to go up and up all along the line.

This was very quickly checked and
noted by the financiers. They just as
speedily turned their men into the
field to take advantage of this boom.

But their men didn’t stop at the
juke box. Not after they saw what
was happening in kiddie rides.

Here they noted that the average
coin machine operator was obtaining
contracts from noted department
stores, and other such merchandisers
for a run of two, three, and even
more years.

They checked and rechecked. And
came back with the suggestion that
the finance firms get into the kiddie
ride business, which was growing by
leaps and bounds, and the fact that
their money was ‘safe’ in this divi-

sion' of the business.

The result, today, is that the aver-
age operator can purchase the coin

operated horses of leading manufac-
turers on a time payment plan, backed
by large finance factors.

Furthermore, these same financial

experts, are now digging into the new
space ships.

The belief in this town is that these,

too, will receive a most complete go-
ahead signal for loans from the
financiers.

But local bankers beat the finance
firms to the punch this time. For some
many months now they’ve been back-
ing noted distribs in various cities.

The fact remains that the average
distributor must produce almost a
dollar’s worth of high grade collateral

to obtain a dollar loan, but, some of

the bankers went along on the basis
of risk-enterprise.

These are, today, obtaining a good
share of the proceeds from this boom.

Yet, as many predict, the finance
firms jumping back into the coinbiz,

will probably, once again, take over
the bulk of the financing thru the
factories.

The ops, at the same time, will be
enjoying the opportunity of expand-
ing and increasing their businesses,

so that they will have more income
and a more solid business in the long
run.

Distribs Claim Juke Box Ops Don’t Know

Old Models Anymore. Create Confusion On

Trade-Ins Especially Over Telephone. Ask

“The Cash Box” to Publish Prints of Old

PreWar Juke Boxes to Learn if Ops Can

Identify Them to Eliminate Trade-In

Problems

CHICAGO—“There are too many
new juke box operators in the busi-

ness who don’t know anything
about the old time, pre-war pho-
nos,” distributors report.

“These men,” they continue, “are
creating much confusion on trade-
ins, especially over the telephone.
“They ask us,” distribs state, “to

quote them in a trade-in price on
an old juke box.
“We ask them the make, model

and condition.

“They tell us what ‘they believe’

it is.

“We go ahead and quote.

“When the phono comes in, it’s

anything but what they told us
it was.

“Then,” they conclude, “the argu-
ments start.”

In past months many of these
distribs have come to The Cash
Box asking that this publication
publish prints of old machines so
that those ops who aren’t com-
pletely acquainted with them will

know what they look like,

But, The Cash Box believes that
the majority of those today en-
gaged in the automatic music in-

dustry know the old- pre-war juke
boxes.

Therefore the publication of these
16 machines in the belief that the
juke box operators, themselves, will

be able to name them.

All over the country leading as-

sociations of juke box ops are pass-
ing regulations against protection

of old, worn-out, pre-war juke
boxes.

They feel, just as does everyone
else engaged in the automatic mu-
sic business, that these machines
do lots of harm and, absolutely,
no good whatsoever to benefit the
industry.

The machines pictured here may
be completely renovated. Some of
them may be playing almost like

they did when new.

But there isn’t a juke box man
in the industry today who won’t
bet that these, most definitely, don’t
sound like what they should and,
therefore, should be removed from
locations.

This is what’s happening every-
where in the country. Though as-
sociations will sell “stickers” for
these boxes, they will no longer
give them the “stamp of approval”
of the organization.

Since then, though not publicly
noted, many other organizations
have come forth to follow this prac-
tice.

There are operators who find
such old, pre-war equipment on
hand, and, in the majority of cases,
don’t even know how to identify
the model, is what some distribu-
tors claim.
The Cash Box has, therefore, de-

cided to publish some of these old
models, sixteen of them in this
issue, to see whether the music ops,
as well as the distributors them-
selves, can identify them correctly.

It will be interesting to hear
from all in the industry as they
name the numbers from 1 to 16
and see whether identification is

correct.

Distribs Claim Juke Box Ops Don’t Know

Old Models Anymore. Create Confusion On

Trade-Ins Especially Over Telephone. Ask

“The Cash Box” to Publish Prints of Old

PreWar Juke Boxes to Learn if Ops Can

Identify Them to Eliminate Trade-In

Problems

CHICAGO—“There are too many
new juke box operators in the busi-

ness who don’t know anything
about the old time, pre-war pho-
nos,” distributors report.

“These men,” they continue, “are
creating much confusion on trade-
ins, especially over the telephone.
“They ask us,” distribs state, “to

quote them in a trade-in price on
an old juke box.
“We ask them the make, model

and condition.

“They tell us what ‘they believe’

it is.

“We go ahead and quote.

“When the phono comes in, it’s

anything but what they told us
it was.

“Then,” they conclude, “the argu-
ments start.”

In past months many of these
distribs have come to The Cash
Box asking that this publication
publish prints of old machines so
that those ops who aren’t com-
pletely acquainted with them will
know what they look like.

But, The Cash Box believes that
the majority of those today en-
gaged in the automatic music in-

dustry know the old- pre-war juke
boxes.

Therefore the publication of these
16 machines in the belief that the
juke box operators, themselves, will

be able to name them.

All over the country leading as-

sociations of juke box ops are pass-
ing regulations against protection

of old, worn-out, pre-war juke
boxes.

They feel, just as does everyone
else engaged in the automatic mu-
sic business, that these machines
do lots of harm and, absolutely,
no good whatsoever to benefit the
industry.

The machines pictured here may
be completely renovated. Some of
them may be playing almost like

they did when new.

But there isn’t a juke box man
in the industry today who won’t
bet that these, most definitely, don’t
sound like what they should and,
therefore, should be removed from
locations.

This is what’s happening every-
where in the country. Thoue-h as-
sociations will sell “stickers” for
these boxes, they will no longer
give them the “stamp of approval”
of the organization.

Since then, though not publicly
noted, many other organizations
have come forth to follow this prac-
tice.

There are operators who find
such old, pre-war equipment on
hand, and, in the majority of cases,
don’t even know how to identify
the model, is what some distribu-
tors claim.
The Cash Box has, therefore, de-

cided to publish some of these old
models, sixteen of them in this
issue, to see whether the music ops,
as well as the distributors them-
selves, can identify them correctly.

It will be interesting to hear
from all in the industry as they
name the numbers from 1 to 16
and see whether identification is

correct.

Wall Street Journal Prints

Story Of The Growth Of

The Coin Operated Vendor

The story of the vending business
was printed in a long article published
by “The Wall Street Journal” on Oc-
tober 16. The financial publication

points out that the coin operated sales-

man had its birth in the peanut ma-
chine in the corner saloon of the
pre-prohibition era. Today the busi-

ness is a billion dollar industry that
reaches into every' town and hamlet
in the United States, and practically

every country in the world.

“The coin-droppers are plunking
more money into such mechanical
salesmen standbys as cigarette, pea-
nut and' chewing gum machines. And
they’re also buying from machines
such varied merchandise as lighter
fluid, postcards, hosiery and maga-
zines,” stated The Wall Street Jour-
nal.

Currently ready for the market is

a machine that offers four kinds of
refrigerated fresh fruit and can serve
four customers at one time. There is

a miniature version of the Automat,
called the Lunch-O-Mat which sells

hot and cold sandwiches, pie, pastry,
milk, fruit juice, and coffee.

Planners of future vending foresee
not only on the spot consumption,
but big inroads in the take home mar-
ket as well. Svend Bruun, of Den-
mark’s A. S. Wittenborg, says you’ll

soon find his “Ever Open Shops”

—

marketed in America by Automatique,
Inc., of New York City, pushed out
in store doorways at night and on
holidays to sell picnic boxes, canned
goods, cakes, pastries, tea, soap, pack-
aged coffee, bread, toilet articles and
pharmaceutical products.

F. B. Dickinson & Co., Des Moines

machine maker, reports its ice-vend-
ing stations finding fast favor. Says
sales manager Donald Rose: “Until
about three years ago, most ice vend-
ors were located at ice plants, where
they released a man for other duties.
Now ice companies are spotting sta-
tions around at good locations and
they’re selling crushed ice and ice
cubes in bags. Must be about 1,000
stations out now.”

Dickinson also produces a coal mer-
chant which sells sacked coal, charcoal
and briquettes, as well as kerosene in
five-gallon cans.

Much of the growth of vendors as
a factor in the retailing field is at-
tributed to the opening-up of new
markets in factories and on military
posts. In 1950 there were 780,000
vending machines in factories and
94,000 in Army recreation centers and
on Navy ships. 1951 saw an increase
to over 1,000,000 coin operated" vendors
in factories and nearly 145,000 in
Army and Navy locations.

Drink vendors have become such
a potent factor in the soda industry
that Pepsi-Cola has created a special
division just to handle sales of its

syrup base to vending machine opera-
tors. Coca Cola, also selling syrup for
machine mixing, is reported inter-
ested in a vending machine “de-cap-
per” contrived by engineers of Vendo
Co. It will take the top off a bottle,
pour the contents into a cup, and
discard the bottle for later collection.

According to W. B. England, Har-
vard lecturer who’s made a study of
the industry, 436,700 machines last
year sold $664 million cigarets. Rob-
ert Z. Greene, president of Rowe

Corp., says, “About one in every seven
packs of cigarets purchased by Amer-
ican smokers comes from a machine,
and about 15 percent of the nation’s
nickel candy bars are sold through
machines.”
An example of good will engendered

in large plants through the use of

the coin operated vendor is told by
D. C. Moore of Rockford, 111. Moore
has 34 machines in the W. F. & John
Barnes Co., manufacturers of hydrau-
lic equipment and machine tools, and
employers of about 800 people. “Those
workers sure can drink coffee. We
have to fill the coffee machines twice
a day. They’ll drink about 1,200 cups
in an average day, compared with
about 700 cold drinks and they’ll eat
as many as 600 candy bars a day. It’s

a good deal for me, and for Barnes,
too. The company gets a commission
on gross sales which goes into its

athletic fund to help sponsor dances,
basketball teams and stuff like that.

I’d say the fund gets about $175 a
month off those machines.”

The Journal points out the wide
variance in prices of the automatic
field. “You can buy a vending machine
for $15 for a penny ball gum job

—

or $1500 for a three variety cold drink
machine. An ice vending station could
cost even more, about $2000 for the
largest size.”

Cooperate With Newspaper Chain

To Choose Most Worthy Applicants

PORT CHESTER, N. Y. — The
Westchester Operators Guild, Inc., one
of the most progressive groups in the
east, has thrown themselves whole-
heartedly into the good will campaign
currently being employed by many
music machine operator organizations

in the country. Seymour Poliak, sec-

retary of the guild, announced that
the sensational sum of twenty five

juke boxes and 20 amusement games
will be distributed to deserving youth
groups in and around the Westchester
County area within the next two
weeks.

According to Poliak, the local news-
paper editorial pages have been loud
and lengthy in their praises of the
Westchester Guild for their superbly
generous gift, and the cost and ef-

fort involved will be more than amply
repaid through the good will now in

the hearts and minds of the citizens

of Westchester County. The steady
visits of the operator to service or
replace records will be a constant re-

minder to the CYO, Synagogue, Youth
Center, YWCA, or Army Center that
music machine operator is a friend
who is constantly working for them.
The newspaper publicity will arouse
in the parent an awareness of how
the music machine industry is help-
ing them to fight juvenile delinquency.

At G. E. Plant

BOSTON, MASS. — Ben Palas-
trant, division sales manager of Au-
tomatic Products Company in this
area, reports that one of his operator
customers has been able to complete
a deal with General Electric Company
of Lynn, Mass., to place 85 “Soda-
Shoppe” drink vendors.
“For quite a long while” states Pal-

astrant, “every operator in this ter-
ritory has been trying to get this lo-
cation for drink dispensers, but G. E.
wouldn’t entertain the idea. However,
we finally managed to break down
their resistance, and have made a deal
to supply their entire plant. The firm
employs about 25,000 people, working
in three shifts. The first 50 dispensers
which have been in for several weeks
are averaging 800 drinks per day per
machine, or an average of over $2,000
per day on soft drinks. The other 35
machines are starting to go into the
plant now.”

Palastrant also reports that the
New England territory is going for
“SodaShoppe” drink vendors, as well
as for the Automatic Products Com-
pany’s new “Lo-Boy Electric Smoke-
shop” cigarette vendor. He is par-
ticularly enthusiastic over the new
six-flavor drink vendor Automatic
Products Company is turning out, and
which has according to Ben “started
to take hold in this area in a sub-
stantial way”.
Having spent the last twenty years

among coinmen, Palastrant has a
large following in the New England
territory, which he states he plans to
fill up with the above vendors thru
sales to leading operating firms.

The Bally new “Space Ship” con-

tains a 4-way dive—dip—roll—swing

action, entirely new in kiddy-ride

equipment, according to Nelson.

Describing the new “Space Ship”

and its action, Nelson said, “The 4

motions are all in action at the same
time, with the space ship gliding for-

ward and backward
;

dipping and

rising; rolling right and left and

banking like a jet plane; and the tail

of the ship, swinging from side to

side with the motion pattern con-

stantly changing during the flight.

Variable speeds are controlled by the

movement of the ‘speed-stick’ in the

cockpit.

“Realistic instrument panel is

equipped with impressive illuminated

dials and indicators. Colored lights in

those, tail, wings and instrument

panel, flash on and off while ‘Space

Ship’ is idle to attract attention, and

continues to flash during flight. Air
blast blows from concealed blower
when starting button is pressed.

“The Confidential Price Lists” reports each quotation exactly as it is made and
depends on the subscriber to make average price adjustments to fit the

peculiarities of his territory.

METHOD: “The Confidential Price Lists” should be read as follows: First

price listed is lowest price quoted for the week; Second price listed is highest

price quoted.
