JOCKEY
Since the advent of television, the

entire music business has been wonder-
ing how disk jockeys would fit into the

new medium. For the past few years

there have been several variations of

the TV disk jockey show, some using
films to demonstrate the songs, some
having kids dance in front of the cam-
eras and some having guest stars sing

along with their records. Many of these

shows have attained various degrees of
success, but one that is leading the

way and attracting the attention of the

entire music business is the Bob Horn
show on WFIL-TV, Philadelphia.

The Bob Horn formula has proven
so successful that it now runs 2l/j hours
five days a week and has the highest rat-

ing of any station in the city at that time.

What is the formula? Mainly a com-
bination of all the best things that have
been done individually on other TV and
radio shows, all integrated with the com-
mercial personality of Bob Horn.

Basically, the show is composed of
records and teen-agers dancing. The
studio holds about 200 kids and there

are so many lined up outside before
each program that they have two shifts

of kids, thereby giving 400 a chance of
getting in each day. And still many have
to be left outside.

There’s plenty of music on the show,
with records being played constantly.

Horn talks a little with his side-kick Lee
Stewart, catering to teen-agers interests.

There are interviews with guest stars,

who then mouth the lyrics before the
camera while their records are playing.

There are interviews with teen-age lead-

ers. And there are many other gimmicks
that come up spontaneously.

How do you Explain the success of
the show? It’s hard to explain. Tlie only
thing we know is that by all criteria by
which we can measure it, it’s a tre-

mendous success. It’s fully sponsored—*-

and not just on a short term basis, but
well into 1954. It has the highest rating
for its time in Philadelphia. And as far
as the music business is concerned, rec-
ord company officials will testify that it

sells more records than any other show
in that city.

One independent manufacturer made
a control test in which he introduced a
record and had it exposed nowhere else

but on the Horn show. In a matter of
days thousands of those records were
being sold.

This news has spread to the entire
music business which now understands
the place that the TV disk jockey will

have in the business.

Essentially it will be the same as the
radio disk jockey but perhaps on an
even greater scale. For television offers

a more persuasive medium for selling.

When you actually watch the kids danc-
ing to a tune you like, the urge to buy
that record is greater than if you just

hear it.

And so for those in the music busi-

ness who have been wondering what the
future holds as far as TV is concerned,
it holds the TV disk jockey. And while
there may be different degrees of em-
phasis, the present situation whereby
records are made through the combined
promotion to juke box operators and
disk jockeys doesn’t look as though it

will be upset by TV.

It looks rather as though it will be
strengthened.

Sacks Reports Victor Summer
Sales Up 46%Over Last Year
Expects August To Be Bigger Month Than December

MANIE SACKS

NEW YORK—Manie Sacks, vice

president in charge of the RCA Victor

record division, reported this week
that Victor sales in June and July

were 46% above the same period last

year. What’s more sales for the first

half of August were running 50%
above last year with the expectation

that August sales would be higher

than last December’s sales. Since

December is always the top month
for any record firm, this is a phenom-

enal achievement.

Sacks said that a combination of

many factors has worked to overcome

the summer slump which used to be

taken for granted. First of all there

is a new dynamic merchandising pol-

icy on the part of record companies

which gives distributors and dealers

a greater incentive to get out and

sell. Also the introduction of EP has

opened an entire new field which has

been showing tremendous sales fig-

ures. In the pop field too, there has

been an expanding market for the

crop of children born in the forties

who are now reaching teenage, a time

when they start buying records.

One of the most important factors

has been the increased emphasis upon

records in all quarters during the

past years. Juke boxes have spread to

numerous locations which formerly

didn’t have them. Disk jockey pro-

grams have increased in number and

importance. And the stars who have

come out of the record field have in-

creased the importance of records in

the eyes of the public.

Last year, Victor ran only one shift

from June to September and closed

down almost completely for two weeks

in July. This year three shifts have

been running continuously and em-

ployees were offered a bonus not to

take a vacation which 50% of them

accepted.

An indication of the amount of

records being turned out, Sacks re-

ported, is the fact that beginning this

week the Indianapolis plant will pro-

duce 170,000 records a day, which is a

record for summer production.

Sacks feels that if sales continue in

the present manner, the industry will

rack up $25,000,000 more sales than

the $200,000,000 it reached in 1952.

Such an achievement would make this

one of the biggest years ever exper-

ienced in the record business.

Millionth To Mexico

Alberts Records Solo

NEW YORK—A1 Alberts, lead
singer of the Four Aces, has recorded
his first solo record for Decca. It’s

titled “Please Tell Me” and “Endless”
and will be issued this week. Decca
has announced that while the Four
Aces will continue to record as a
group, Alberts will occasionally re-

cord by himself when the right mate-
rial comes along.

DJ Discovers Mexican

City In Los Angeles

LOS ANGELES, CALIF.—This is

the story of a city within a city and
a disk jockey who discovered it. One
half million Mexican people having
settled in Los Angeles represented a
“lost city” of consumers the size of
Cincinnati, Ohio, who were, up to a
few years ago, largely ignored by the
media which could reach the highest
percentage of them . . . radio. It took
Eddie Rodriguez, dynamic Mexican
lad, to uncover the vast possibilites
available to advertisers who could
approach these 100,000 Spanish speak-
ing families in the proper manner.

Rodriguez convinced a skeptical sta-
tion, KFVD, that he could convert
some hitherto virtually “unsalable”
time into something worthwhile. Im-
pressed by his apparent knowledge of
the Mexican market, the station
agreed to build the 6 to 7:30 a.m.
time, but insisted on three stipula-
tions as part of the agreement. First,
the program and its sponsors were
to be station controlled; second, public

service was to be a feature; and

finally, it was to be bi-lingual in its

presentation. With Rodriguez at the

helm, the experiment soon proved suc-

cessful beyond KFVD’s wildest specu-

lation.

Key to Rodriquez’ success was
simply “to sell an audience, you must
serve that audience.” Among the

Mexican programs, “Buenos Dias”

has been a pioneer in public service.

The T.B. X-ray campaigns, holiday

safety campaigns, drives for worthy

charities, civic improvements, crime

prevention, various religious and civic

festivities have all had their an-

nouncements on the program. His

friendly, informal style has earned

Eddie a reputation as “the Mexican

Arthur Godfrey.” His obvious interest

and knowledge of the things dearest

to Mexican hearts have made him a

celebrity on almost constant call for

personal appearances.

Eddie also provides the bilingual

commercials and introduces the films

on KFI-TV’s “Spanish Film Hour,”

which screens the best of Mexican

films.

What with serving as contributing

editor to various Spanish language

magazines and newspapers as well as

usually being in the middle of any

huge promotion campaign being

directed at the Mexican group in ad-

dition to his time consuming radio

and TV activities, Eddie finds little

spare time for anything other than his

family of four.

HOLLYWOOD—Net sales of Cap-
itol Records, Inc. in the twelve months
ended June 30, 1953 crossed the fifteen

Net income before Federal taxes on
income but after all other charges was
$1,480,946 in the recent twelve month
period, with $806,000 provided for
Federal income tax. In the twelve
months ended June 30, 1952 the net
income before such taxes was $948,-
717, and the taxes were $524,000.

Dividends of 50 cents a share were
paid on the common stock in the
twelve months ended June 30, 1953,
amounting to $238,115. This compared
with 37% cents a share for a total of
$178,586 in the preceding twelve
months.

The Herald Story

NEW YORK—Herald Records,
which has had two hits in a row
with “Paradise Hill” and now with
the much talked about “Shake A
Hand,” was re-organized back in April
of this year. This is the story behind
the revamping.
When the set-up at Herald was

made, Jack Angel was appointed pres-
ident, A1 Silver vice president and
Jack Braverman, treasurer. Then the
company immediately entered into an
agreement with Jack Angel for his
recording of “Paradise Hill” by the
Embers and released it on the Herald
label. Since its release, the platter has
sold a reported 25,000 and is still said
to be moving well. Not long after-
wards, the diskery got together with
ork leader Joe Morris and signed him
to an exclusive recording contract
with Herald. With the Morris ag-
gregation was a vocalist named Fay
Scruggs. On her personal appearances,
for the past few months, Fay had been
singing a song called “Shake A Hand.”
The execs of the company heard Joe
and Fay do the number and im-
mediately grabbed it and signed Fay
Scruggs to a contract, changing her
name to Faye Adams. A recording
was made of “Shake A Hand” and
after an intense promotion job on the
wax, the number took off.

The record company has proved to
its distributors that it is not a one-
shot label. The company’s intentions
are to continue releasing good rec-
ords. “Foolish One” by the Rocketeers
is reported to be making noise in the
Los Angeles area, and the company
has in the can other items which it

thinks show great promise.

Groups Take Over R & B Field

While Novelties Were Riding High Only 6 Months Ago,

Today Vocal Combos Dominate the R & B Market

NEW YORK—The novelty trend

that -had captured the rhythm and
blues market a short six months ago
seems to have run its course and the

new bent seems to be toward the
vocal groups. Vocal combos are not
new and they have had their . share
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of hits in the past, but their accep-
tance seems to be at an all-time peak
at this time.
Back in 1949 and 1950 the Orioles

and the Ravens shared the spotlight
at the top of the heap. In 1951 and
1952 the Dominoes and the Clovers
moved up with the Orioles and Ravens
still holding their audiences.

1953 started with novelties garner-
ing in the coin with tunes like “I Don’t
Know,” “Mama, He Treats Your
Daughter Mean,” ‘Baby Don’t Do It,”

“I’m Gone,” “I’m Mad,” Hounddog,”
and others. These hits started an ava-
lanche of answers like “Yes I Know,”
“I Wanna Know,” “Daughter, It’s

Your Red Wagon,” “Shirley Come
Home” and “Shirley’s Back,” “I’m
Glad ,” “Bearcat,” “Baby I’m Doing
It,” and innumerable others. For a
time, it seemed in order to assure a
fairly good record sale all the manu-
facturer had to do was to issue an
answer to a best selling novelty. An-
swers called for more answers and
more answers called for more answers
till finally the bubble burst. Buying
switched to the vocal groups.
A small New York firm, named Red

Robin, came up with a smart sounding
group, The Du Droppers, who broke
into national prominence with “Can’t
Do Sixty No More.” The result of
this was their transfer to the RCA
Victor label and two more successful
Releases, “I Wanna Know” and “I
Found Out.” Their third effort on
Victor has just been offered to the
market.
With the Du Droppers at Victor,

Red Robin emerged on the charts
again with the Vocaleers who hit with
“Is It A Dream.”
What could be called the comeback

of the year, and what could also be-
come the top r & b record of 1953,
is to be credited to the Orioles on
Jubilee. Presented to the trade after
the tune, “Crying In The Chapel,” al-
ready was an established hit in the
pop and country fields with about an
eight or nine weeks’ start, the Orioles’
version proceeded to shoot into the
number one position in R & B and has
established quite a grip on pop sales
as well. The Orioles, before “Chapel”
has run its course, may find them-
selves a power in pop as well as its

forte, R & B.

Most consistent of the established
groups has been Atlantic Records’ the
Clovers, who have hit with seven
straight, and are at this writing shoot-
ing to the pinnacle with the sensa-
tional “Good Lovin’,” and the Domin-
oes, of Federal Records, who have
come through with “The Bells” and
“These Foolish Things” in the past
half year. Atlantic Records is also
riding merrily with another group, the
Cardinals, who have a best seller in
their current disk “Lovie Darling.”
Also, the long awaited release of the
newly formed group, the Drifters, is

about to be marketed. The Drifters
are headed by Clyde McPhatter, for-
merly lead singer for the Dominoes on
most of their hits.

Apollo Records got into both novelty
and group classifications with the “5”

Royales’ “Baby Don’t Do It” tnd “Help
Me Somebody.” Their third effort,

released a couple of weeks ago looks
like it also has the makings.

The trend has aided in no uncertain
terms to launch many new labels. Un-
established groups have become names
in the trade and at the same time
have lifted their labels from the ranks
of the unknowns. The aforementioned
Du Droppers established Red Robin;

the Embers with “Paradise Hill’ fa-

miliarized the trade with Herald Rec-

ords. The Five Willows came through

with “My Dear, Dearest Darling” and
Pete Dorraine’s Allen Label became
an R & B factor. Tico Records, firmly
established in the mambo field, de-
cided to launch an R & B label, Rama.
One of their first releases was “Gee”
and “I Love You So” by the Crows.
Both sides have been showing sporad-
ically in different cities and as a re-
sult, Rama finds entree more readily
granted them by R & B distribs
throughout the nation. Veejay crashed
with the introduction of the Spaniels’
“Baby It’s You.” This master was
later sold to Chance Records which
has issued the disk on its own label,

chance also has another team, “The
Flamingoes, who clicked not too long
ago with “That’s My Desire.” The
Kings on Jax are a strong item in

“Why, Oh Why.”
Sun, also a new label, had one pre-

vious hit. It more or less established
itself with “Bearcat,” one of the an-
swer novelties. Sun at this moment
looks to further solidify its stature
with “Walking In The Rain” by the
Prisonaires, a sextet who met and
formed at a Tennessee penitentiary.
MGM had its best selling R & B

waxing for some time when the Crick-
ets punched through with “You’re
Mine.” Joe Davis, who at the- time of
the hit was heading the R & B de-
partment for MGM, has since opened
his own record company, Jay-Dee and
has taken the Crickets with him.
Duke Records, a power in R & B for

this past year, entered the vocal group
derby with the 4 Dukes. Their initial

platter is that hot “Crying In The
Chapel.”

Federal and King, always strong
with such groups as the Dominoes
and the Swallows has another hit “Get
It” going with the Royals.

Chess, not to be outdone, jumped
into the picture with what could be-
come one of the big ones of the year,
“Nadine” by the Coronets. This tune
has taken off like a greyhound after

a rabbit.

Flair, a fledgling label started by
the Biharis of Modern and RPM, has
created a flurry with its first, ‘I Had
A Love” by the Flairs.

And certainly United is always a

threat with the Four Blazes.

NEW YORK—Goldie Goldmark,
publisher of “Please Play Our Song
Mr. Record Man” shows just how non-
chalant a publisher can be when he
learns that he’s having his tune re-

corded. Goldie’s song has two top

notch versions, one by the Fontaine
Sister on RCA Victor and the other by
Don Cornell on Coral.
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Marek Flies To Europe

NEW YORK George Marek, direc-

tor of artists and repertoire for RCA
Victor Records, left August 21 on a
four-week trip that will take him to

Rome, Madrid and London to scout
talent and confer with the company’s
European affiliates.

He is scheduled to inspect new RCA
Victor disk factories in Italy and
Spain and assist in blue-printing
plans for their first record catalogues.
During his stay in London Marek will
meet with key personnel of the com-
pany’s affiliate and work on new rep-
ertoire planned for the Melachrino
Strings, whose recordings have racked
up impressive sales for RCA Victor
in this country.

WASHINGTON, D.C.—New records

were established all along the business

statistical front, according to the

Commerce Department. High indus-

trial operations pushed power output

to a record high; steel product ship-

ments reached new highs for the first

half of the year; industry’s employ-
ment rolls were also tops, with non-

farm employment for July creating

an all-time record for the month; con-

struction awards in the Eastern States

broke all records for the year; and
commercial building projects set an
all-time peak.

This great activity swept business

this summer to a point where it has
been better than in any previous sea-

son, according to the Commerce De-
partment, which finds that consumer
spending has kept pace with rising per
capita income after taxes.

HARTFORD, CONN. — Following
the general trend of upping 5c coin

operated devices to a dime, the State

Public Utilities Commission, here, de-

creed that beginning Thursday, Aug-
ust 20, pay station telephone calls

thruout almost all of Connecticut will

cost 10c. We wonder if the telephone
company’s increased cost of running
its business has skyrocketed any more
than that of the juke box operator.

WASHINGTON, D.C.—Computing
statistics from income taxes paid, the
Commerce Department reports that
individual income gained in 44 states,

with only 4 states showing any de-

cline. The 4 states which dipped were
South Dakota, North Dakota, Mon-
tana and Wyoming. Largest declines
were in the Dakotas. Most sizable in-

creases were in Kansas (20 per cent)

;

Nevada (15 per cent); Arizona (12
per cent); So. Carolina (10 per cent);
and California (9 per cent). Florida,
Louisiana, Oklahoma, Colorado and
Idaho showed gains of 8 per cent each.
Most of the advances were attributed
to increases in industrial incomes,
while farm income in 33 states were
lower.

CANADA—While practically every
foreign country in the world showed
the American Dollar selling at a pre-
mium, the Canadian Dollar still con-
tinues to command a premium over
the American Dollar. Many attribute
this condition to the fact that Can-
ada’s imports have been free of re-
straints. In May of this year, Canada
hit a new, all-time high import figure.
American coin machine firms have
found the Canadian market a wonder-
ful outlet for both new and used
equipment, and Canadian wholesalers
and operators find they pay their
government nice sums in income taxes
derived from these machines.

FRONT MONEY
IS NECESSARY
FOR JUKE BOX
OPERATORS

Only ASCAP, and the other proponents of the

McCarran Bill, seem to believe that the nation’s

juke box operators are actually rolling in wealth.

Where, in 1952, the national overall average
was reported at $8 per week, gross, because of

tavern and other such retail business being as

much as 50 percent off, the juke box operators
everywhere in the country, are having their hands
full to maintain even this 1952 average.

The fact is that the switch to 10c play, 3 or 4
plays for 25c, came about only because the na-

tion’s juke box operators simply could not main-
tain themselves in business on a profitable basis.

Even though 10c play has helped to step up
collections somewhat, in various areas of the
country, what it mainly did was to cut down over-

head expense for the average juke box operator.

But much more than the change over from 5c
to 10c play is needed to assure the operators
speedier amortization of their equipment.

The one and only fashion in which this can be
accomplished has been many, many times re-

ported by The Cash Box in the past.

And that is for the nation’s juke box operators
to obtain a minimum front money guarantee
from each and every location.

There are three popular methods in use by
those juke box ops who have always maintained
the policy of obtaining a minimum front money
guarantee.

These are: No. 1—The front money to be re-

moved from the collection and to go to the oper-
ator with the balance of the collection to be split

on an even fifty-fifty basis.

No. 2—The front money to be first removed
from the collection and to go to the operator
with the balance split on either 60%-40% or
70%-30%.

No. 3—The front money, for example of $10
per week, to be first removed from the collection
and to go to the operator, with the next $10 to
go to the location owner, and then the balance
after this first $20 to be split on an even fifty-

fifty basis between operator and location owner.

Because of inquiries The Cash Box learned

that many, many operators, especially the newer
crop of juke box ops, know little or nothing of
minimum front money guarantees.

Therefore, The Cash Box decided to publish
a chart, each and every month, in its

“End-Of-

Month Inventory Issue,” whereby the nation’s
juke box operators would know just what the
minimum front money guarantee should be on
all types of automatic phonographs.

It should be remembered, by the operator who
uses this chart, that this minimum front money
guarantee each week, applies whether he features
5c or 10c play.

This is a necessity to assure him complete and
speedier amortization on the cost of the equip-
ment he features in the location.

The chart, naturally, is based on the “high”
prices featured in “The Confidential Price Lists

”

of The Cash Box.
“The Confidential Price Lists” of The Cash

Box are accepted all over the world. They are
now over 15 years old and haven’t yet missed be-
ing published each and every week of that more
than 15 years’ period of time.

Regardless, then, of what a tabloid weekly,
also somewhat engaging itself with the juke box
industry, reports regarding higher national av-

erage, and also regardless of what ASCAP and
the other proponents of the McCarran Bill

(S.1106) may think about the nation’s juke box
operators rolling in wealth, the fact remains that,

unless the country’s music operators obtain a
minimum front money guarantee from their loca-

tions, they aren’t going to be able to remain in
this business on a profitable basis.

CHICAGO — Information received
from George A. Miller, president of
Music Operators Of America, Oak-
land, California, to the effect that the
Board of Directors meeting which
originally was to be held here the
latter part of August, has been post-
poned until Monday, September 14,
1953.
At present, plans are to hold the

meeting in the Palmer House here,
on that day.
Many important discussions will be

under way at this all important Board
of Directors meeting.

Finances will be discussed with the
fact that the music ops will have to
speak in their own defense before the
Senate’s Judiciary Sub-Committee af-
ter September 15 in Washington, D.C.

This will be in answer to state-
ments made by ASCAP, BMI, and
other proponents of the McCarran
Bill (S.1106), who presented their side
on July 15 and 16, in Washington.

Also up for discussion will come
expenses of the organization which
seem to be running higher than ex-
pected.
Another big feature of this meeting-

will be talk by noted music publishers
who plan to create a third copyright
collection agency. [Similar to the

present American Society of Com-
posers, Authors and ' Publishers
(ASCAP) and Broadcast Music, Inc.
(BMI).]

This third copyright agency wants
to work with, and thru, the juke box
industry.

It will guarantee the juke box busi-
ness that never, as long as it exists,
will it ever charge juke box operators
royalties for the use of its copyrighted
music.

At the same time, speaker for the
publishers who intend to form this
third copyright agency, will advise of
their plans and also the backlog of
tunes they already have, their finan-
cial position, the tunes that they are
obtaining, and the composers who
have already agreed to work with
them.

Another discussion will be held re-
garding the forthcoming MOA fifth

annual convention March, 1954, at
the Palmer House.

There will be some changes made,
it is believed, in the very near future,
as regards public relations. A com-
plete discussion will cover this sub-
ject.

CHICAGO—The eighteenth annual
NAMA (National Automatic Mer-
chandising Association) Convention
opens in this city Sunday, August 23,
at the Conrad Hilton Hotel.

Indications are that the attendance
will be large, as in addition to the
specialists operating merchandise and
service equipment, many of the na-
tion’s operators who conduct opera-
tions which include music, kiddie rides
and games, as well as vendors, will be
in Chicago. These men will combine
their visit to the NAMA displays with
visits to the Chicago manufacturers.
Several out-of-town amusement ma-
chine and kiddie ride manufacturers
will have equipment on display in
their hotel suites.

At the past several NAMA shows,
many of the operators were disap-
pointed with the equipment they
viewed on display, pointing out that
the manufacturers in most instances
showed them very little in the way
of new models.

Convention gets off Sunday, August
23 and runs thru Wednesday, August
26. Mornings will be given over to

discussions, talks and panels. The Ex-
hibit halls open at 12:30 PM every
day, with the exception of Monday,
when the hours are 3:00 PM to 9:00
PM. Banquet takes place on Wed-
nesday night in the Grand Ballroom
of the hotel.
