NEW YORK—RCA Victor’s much
heralded Label “X” will issue its first

release Monday February 8. There-

after, there will be two releases a

month on the second and fourth Mon-
days.

The new label was announced last

summer when Joe Carlton came over

from Mercury to head it up. However
since then, Carlton has become A&R
head of Victor and Jimmy Hilliard

was appointed to take charge of “X”.

Joe Delaney, formerly A&R chief and
sales manager of London Records, and
now on leave from the law firm of

Spring and Eastman, is in charge of

sales for the firm.

“X”, which started out as the tem-

porary designation of the label, has

now become its permanent name.
It will be completely separated from

the RCA Victor record operation with

a different distribution set up. De-
laney recently returned from a
month’s trip throughout the country
in which he lined up distribs. They
are, for the most part, independents
who, Delaney felt, could best handle

the new line.

Starting off a big promotional cam-
paign, Delaney, Hilliard and Bill

Darnel, the first artist to be signed,

will leave on a four week trip this

week to visit distribs, operators and

disk jockeys all over the country. Be-

fore leaving, Hilliard announced that

the firm’s first LP and EP would be

issued in March; that Dinah Kaye,

the English songstress had also been

signed to the label; and that Eddie

Kissak, Hilliard’s assistant, would be

in charge of operations while he was
away.

In addition to label “X”, Victor has

also set up a new Rhythm and Bleus

outfit to be called Groove. Danny
Kessler will be in charge of A&R and
Joe Delaney will also handle the sales

end for this firm.

Groove will be distributed by the
same distribs as “X” in some cities

and by different distributors in other
cities.

RCA Victor will no longer issue
R&B records and the entire field will

be relinquished to Groove.

Nipper, who now will be more
prominent on RCA Victor labels than
ever before, has been riding high,
wide and handsome since Eldridge
Johnson founded the Victor Talking-
Machine Company in 1901. He is a
portrait of a real dog owned by a
London painter named Francis Bar-
raud.
One day Barraud found Nipper

listening attentively to the voice com-
ing out of his talking machine horn.
He was inspired to paint his dog in

that pose and when finished called the
picture “His Master’s Voice.” Ulti-

mately the picture became the prop-
erty of Johnson and soon was the

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DETROIT, MICH.—News reports

this past week point out that several

of the automobile manufacturers have

cut their employment by the thou-

sands. Some firms have claimed the

layoffs were due to retooling, others

to lack of orders. However, other re-

ports indicate the industry is swing-

ing back into volume production. Last
week United States factories built

119,430 passenger cars and 26,349

trucks, which compares with 103,649

cars and 27,910 trucks built in the

comparable period of 1953. Ford an-

nounced it plans considerable over-

time work, and the Cadillac Motor
Division stated it will be a most suc-

cessful year, as it entered 1954 with
a backlog of 93,000 orders for new
cars.

NEW YORK—When a number of

the country’s top economists met in

Washington a week ago, their opin-

ions on the welfare of the country

for 1954 were as far apart as Port-

land, Oregon is to Portland, Maine.

Here are a few statistics, on the op-

timistic side, reported this past week:
Personal income in November 1953

was $8 billion above November 1952;

Department Store sales started off

1954 with a 1 percent increase over
the first week in 1953; and Lumber
shipments for the first week in Janu-
ary 1954 were 22.9 percent above pro-

duction, and new orders were 34.9

percent above production.

WASHINGTON, D. C.—No one in
the coin machine industry would give
you the slightest argument that the
welfare of the liquor industry isn’t

closely allied with it. During the past
year, many restaurants and taverns
have been forced to close their doors,
decreasing the locations for machines.
The contention has been that profits
were impossible due to the high cost
of liquor. Leaders of the liquor in-
dustry were hopeful that on April 1,

the Federal excise would revert auto-
matically to $9 from the present rate
of $10.50 a gallon. (Since President
Eisenhower, in his State Of The Union
Message, asked that the tax be con-
tinued at its present rate, industry
leaders feel prospects for the reduc-
tion have been greatly dimmed.) How-
ever, the final decision rests with
the Congress. It is pointed out that
the tax on a bottle of blended whis-
key selling for $4.27 amounts to $2.38
or 56 percent of the retail price. It
is estimated that distiller’s cost of
producing, warehousing and bottling
is $2.10 a gallon. The Federal tax at
$10.50 a gallon represents 500 percent
of the distiller’s cost.

radically wrong.”

The fact remains, as the editorial

pointed out, that tho five-ball ops are
still charging 5c per play, just as they
did in ’31, the nickel, today, is actually
worth only 2.7c, as compared to the
nickel of 1931 or even the economist’s
base period nickel of 1939.

Whereas the average pinball oper-
ator paid about $149.50 for a game in

’39 he is paying about $364.50 for a

five-ball game today.

He is paying over three times more
for labor, parts, supplies, and for all

the necessities of operating and yet,

with this better than 300% increase
in all his costs, he is still charging
only a nickel.

One distributor here said, “It’s very

difficult for the average operator to

switch over to 10c play, even tho he

may sincerely want to do so, if the

other operators in his community
won’t go along with him.”

He also said, “But, like the juke

box operators, the pinball operators

must make up their minds that they

can’t go on as they did back in 1939

and still remain in business.

“To really put over 10c pinball play

in any territory, and it’s easier with

five-balls than with juke boxes, all the

operators must agree.

“Once they’re in agreement, then,

and only then, can they walk into each

location and simply change over the

chute.

“The average location owner isn’t

too interested in whether or not they

do or do not change over to 10c chutes.

If he learns that, whoever else he calls

in the territory, should he be some-

what hesitant about 10c play, that all

in the same territory feature dime

five-balls, then he’ll go along, just as

the locations went along with the juke

box operators, and the locations are

certainly happy that they did.”

I deeply regret that the limited time I had
in Dallas, Texas, did not permit me to accept an
invitation to speak before the Dallas Coin Ma-
chine Operators Ass’n. From my conversation
with several members, the association is meeting
with a little difficulty in getting organized 100%.
While there is no question of doubt in my mind
but that the operators of Dallas need an associa-
tion, it is going to take time and effort and some
sacrifice on the part of the organizers. In this
state where the one ball games were a standard
piece of equipment for a long time, the juke box
was only used as a filler-in. Very few operators
depended on a juke box to earn a living. Today,
the one ball game is past history. Operators have
to depend on music. They are now reaping the
results of years of using the juke box only as
a necessity. They will have to make a fresh start and learn what proper
programming means, what front money means, what minimum guarantees
mean, what record money means and if possible what contracts mean. They
need an association, and if they expect to conduct their routes successfully,
they need to learn how to cooperate with their fellow operators. To the organ-
izers—let me add that you should not be discouraged if only a handful at first
seem to be interested. It will take continuous plugging and by example you
will set the pace for the rest to follow.

Mrs. Audrey Hunter, a member of the 20 Year Club, is just as enthusiastic
about the coin machine business as ever. R. W. “Bob” Hunter, congenial sales-
man for many many years, still carries that youthful exhuberance with him.
Although Bob is a member of the 20 Year Club, he does not appear to be that
old. Abe Susman, State Wide Music Co., is the A. M. I. distributor for this
area. Abe has been in this business for seven years and believes he now has
a real winner. He is installing a premium department in his showroom.

As I see it, the operators made the mistake years ago of operating their
music as a filler-in for their games. It is going to require a good deal of hard
effort to correct this situation. Operators will have to learn how to cooperate
with their fellow operators. This is no easy task for Texans who are rugged
individuals. However, if they can do this, they will be surprised to find that
juke boxes can be operated as a very profitable business.
