In the last several years, Winterhalter’s career has blossomed
in two directions. Not only is he responsible for the arrange-
ments and backing for the disks of such stars as Eddie Fisher
and Perry Como, but as a recording artist in his own right he
has turned out a string of fine records, including “Bahama

Buggyride”.
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The record business needs a hit!

One huge hit; one million seller.

And that would start the ball rolling

all over again.

For the past several months, the rec-

ord business hasn’t been what it ought

to be. Sales haven’t been high. Traffic

in record shops hasn’t been heavy.

And the reason for that is there hasn’t

been one terrific record to bring the

customers into the stores.

In almost every period of strong

activity in the record field, you will

notice that there is a strong record (or

several strong records) around which

the business turns. Last year, for in-

stance, which was one of the peak years

in the industry, saw one million seller

after another. There was hardly a time

when at least one record wasn’t either

approaching the million mark or pass-

ing it.

Today unfortunately, there isn’t that

one standout disk. This doesn’t mean

that the records aren’t as commercially

good as the others. It does mean though

that for some reason or other, there

isn’t one that has caught the public’s

imagination with such tremendous im-

pact that it brings them into the stores

in large numbers or over to the juke

boxes which showcase these records.

For only by creating store and juke box

traffic can sales keep at a high pitch.

It’s when people come to buy the one

record they want, that they see others

they might also like to have and buy

them too. Similarly, it’s when people

go to play the juke box for the one

record they’d like to hear, that they see

others which they also play.

Fortunately for the record industry,

even in times of slack sales, there is a

stabilizing factor which creates a steady

base for the sale of records. And that’s

the juke box industry and the 550,000

machines which must be kept filled at

all times whether there is a hit or isn’t

a hit. The juke box operator must al-

ways buy records. He can’t wait for a

hit. His business depends upon music

and records, moneymaking records’

constantly changing records.

So the record industry as it is con-

stituted today need have no fear of the

bottom falling out. It can’t as long as

25% of all sales are made by operators

who must constantly keep purchasing

to keep their business going.

But in order to get back to peak sales,

the record industry needs a hit.

Yet that too is just a matter of time.

Perhaps even as you read this, that

hit record is being cut or conceived or

perhaps already lying in the can waiting

to be released.

When will it be issued? That remains

to be seen.

Whose record Mill it be?

Who Mill be the publisher?

Which record firm?

We should knoM' pretty soon now.

material of special interest to the
blind.

12,000 Turn Out For

Freed’s Moondog Ball

in Newark

NEWARK, N. J. — Alan Freed,
rhythm and blues disk jockey with
station WJW in Cleveland for the past
three years, whose shows have also
been heard on tape on Newark’s sta-
tion WNJR for the past five months,
held his first Moondog Ball in the
Sussex Avenue Armory in this city
on Saturday, May 1st. He promoted
the ball through the use of his tape
show on WNJR for a period of 3
weeks.

18,000 rhythm and blues fans turned
up to attend the ball and only a ca-
pacity of 12,000 people were allowed
in. 6,000 people had to be turned away.
This is reputed to be the largest crowd
ever to attend a dance at the Newark
Armory.

This was Freed’s first personal ap-
pearance in Newark since tapes of his
show have been there.

The Moondog Ball featured the fol-

lowing rhythm and blues artists:

Buddy Johnson and his Orchestra and
Ella Johnson, vocalist; the Clovers,
vocal quartet; Charles Brown; Bon-
nemera and his mambo band; the
Harptones; Nolan Lewis, Sam Butera,
New Orleans jazz saxophonist; and
Muddy Waters, blues guitar man.

Freed’s first ball in Cleveland in

1952 brought a crowd of 25,000 people
but the attendance at the ball in New-
ark was also considered tremendous
because the competition in New York
and Newark is considered a lot stiffer
for rhythm and blues disk jockeys.
Plans are now in the process of full-

filling requests from stations in other
cities for tapes of the Alan Freed
Moondog House Show.

Ace Disk Tops 100,000

HOUSTON, TEX.— “Orders from
distributors, record shops and fans

all over the country for Johnny Ace’s

newest release, have gone to the

100.000 mark”, says Don Robey, Pea-

cock and Duke prexy.

Robey is at a loss to explain the

avalanche of requests, since 80,000

records were ordered by sources which
never even auditioned the new Ace
platter.

The new disk, titled “Please Forgive
Me” is done up in the popular sweet
Ace style and is coupled with a fast
tempo ditty “You Been Gone So
Long”. The fast tune is something out
of the Ace ordinary in that all pre-
vious Ace waxings have been slow
ballads.

Irving Marcus, Duke Sales Manager
stated that in May 1951 Johnny Ace’s
premier waxing “My Song” sold
53.000 copies prior to its release, but
that disk was sold at the NAMM Con-
vention in New York.

If the two-sider makes the hit grade,
and first indications show it will, it

will give Ace a score of eight successes
out of five records.

WASHINGTON, D. C.—The average
length of life in the United States has
reached a record high of 68% years,
a gain of nearly four years in the
past decade, according to figures pub-
lished this week by the public health
service of the Department of Health,
Education and Welfare.

Whether 5^ or 1d Play, Agree Front

Money Guarantee is Necessary to Help

Obtain Profits byQuickerAmortization

Over ten years ago this publication brought to

the fore the need for “front money guarantees”,

so that the nation’s operators would be assured

of quicker amortization of the cost of all new
equipment, thereby being able to keep their

routes completely modernized, because they

would see profits from their investment so much
sooner and be able to continue buying new ma-

chines.

If an operator doesn’t enjoy profit—he can’t

buy new machines. It’s as simple as that. He
must be helped to a profitable business by every

possible means. And the most important way is

for every operator in any area to get together so

that some sort of front money guarantee system

can be arranged on the equipment operating in

that territory.

Not so long ago, Miami’s amusement operators

came together into an agreement on front money
guarantees for shuffle games, whether new or

old. These men are agreed that their present

mode of operatng these games would hold them

back from any profit, except from possible

trade-ins, provided that they had the type of game

which was in demand, and they could obtain a

decent trade-in valuation on their old game,

against whatever new product they desired to

purchase at the time.

Rather than gamble on future possibilities,

since the novelty might wear off completely, be-

cause Mr. and Mrs. Fickle Public might take to

some other type of amusement and neglect the

present machines, these men realized that their

investments in new equipment were growing
greater and yet they, themselves, had no assured

system whereby they would be able to realize

quicker amortization, so that they could enjoy
some sort of profit so much sooner.

This same is true of every type of equipment on
the market today. Regardless of whether the

operator puts the machines out on 5c or 10c
play, he must still arrange for a front money
guarantee from the location, so that he can more
rapidly amortize his investment in new equip-
ment. By enjoying profit, he can continue to

purchase more new equipment, thereby enjoying

a modernized route and the possibility of top

play at all times.

The front money guarantee methods now in

use have been explained by The Cash Box many
times in the past. The most popular is for the

operator to first remove whatever the amount of

the guarantee is from the gross collection, and
then split the difference with the location owner
on a fifty-fifty basis.

The next most popular method is for the op-

erator to first remove whatever the agreed guar-

antee is from the gross collection, for example:

$10, then give the location the next $10, and
split whatever is left on the usual fifty percent-

fifty percent hasis.

There are some other methods in use, which
have been worked out by individual operators

here and there about the country, but, the two

most popular are those as explained above. These
have helped operators to amortize their ma-
chines more quickly, and to thereby enjoy profits

much sooner than they ever did before.

The fact remains that the operators must real-

ize profits as soon as they possibly can for more
than one reason. They must be in position to

purchase new equipment the moment it is pre-

sented to be able to offset any serious competi-

tion to their businesses. They must also be able
to continue to modernize their routes, competi-
tion or no competition, as they go along, and
keep their routes modernized at all times.

They must have profit to be able to continue
to give the very finest service to their locations.

They must, then, more quickly amortize their

new machines, so that they can start to enjoy
profits so much sooner from their investments.

And the one and only way in which this can be
done, regardless of 5c or 10c play, regardless of
commission percentages, such as 60%-40% or
75%-25% or ?0%-30%, by “front money
guarantees” which will, at the very least, show
them a clear way to cover the cost of new equip-
ment more quickly.
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HIGH TAXES SLOW GROWTH
Ops Complain High License Fees Holding Them Back From Buying Much

Needed New Equipment to Build Up Routes. Urge Trade Leaders Adopt

‘The Cash Box’ Suggestion and Create “National Tax Council” to Halt

Further Excessive and Inequitable Taxation.

Miller Queries MOA Exhibitors

With View To 1 955 Convention

CHICAGO—Complaints have con-

tinued to reach this publication from

many well known operators all over

the country, urging that something

he done about creating a “National

Tax Council,’’ as proposed for over

ten years now by The Cash Box.

Perhaps the statement of one well

known operator gives a rather

startling and clear account of what

these men mean. This operator said:

“It’s getting tougher and tougher

to come up with the license money

every year.”

Operators complain that they are

being held back from buying much

needed new equipment to stimulate

their businesses and perk up their

routes,” . . . simply because we have

to pay those high license fees and

we have to actually borrow the money
sometimes to do it,” as one operator

reported.

Another advised, “I need new ma-
chines, especially this Spring season,

for I know that these games are going

to help stimulate my entire business.

But,” he continued, “I can’t buy them
now. I’ll just have to continue on as

best as I can due to the fact that

I’ve got to dig up a bundle of money
right now to pay for license fees.”

Furthermore, as operator after

operator has already reported, many
communities throughout the nation

plan to hike present license fees to

even higher points than where they

are at this time.

“This, in itself, is going to absolutely

slow down buying for our firm,” one

operator reported, “and what’s more,”

he stated, “it also means that we are

going to have to get up money for

lawyers because our City Council has

exaggerated ideas of what money we
earn. They are out to slap us with

the highest license taxes we’ve ever

heard of in this territory.”

Excessive and inequitable license

taxation is no news to this industry.

It has been going on for years.

Once communities learned that they

could, legally, license coin machines

of all kinds, they continued to in-

crease the license fee each year.

The result has developed into a

‘Frankenstein monster’ and of such

proportions today that, in many areas,

operators are absolutely up against

it to meet their annual license fees,

instead of expanding and modernizing

their businesses as they would like

to do.

The demand for more, more and
still more money,

_
by communities

everywhere in the nation, always finds

the coin machines business in the

forefront of the attack for proposed

higher fees.

From everywhere come reports

from desperate operators for infor-

mation as to what they can do to halt

this tremendous license fee increase.

They want facts. They want legal

precedents. They want cases that

were won. They want data and ma-
terial which only a “National Tax
Council” would have available for

them.

That is why so many more opera-

tors are urging the trade’s leaders

to help create a “National Tax Coun-
cil” as has been suggested by The
Cash Box for over ten years.

There is no one source where the
operators can go to get the informa-
tion they need when they are faced
with excessive and inequitable tax
demands. They must try to fight
their own battle locally, and, all know,
that if their attorneys were armed
with the proper precedents, data and
material of other cases from all over
the nation, their chances would be so
much better to win their battle.

As travelers get about the indus-
try they are hearing more and more
complaints from operators in regards
to getting together money to pay
for license taxation. These operators
explain that they would, very happily,
use this money to purchase much
needed new equipment.

German Coinman

Visits U.S. Firms

NEW YORK—Dr. Werner Hillert
of Hamburger Automatengesellschaft,
Hamburg Germany, and his secre-
tary, Miss Ria Dede, arrived on the
S. S. Constitution, Monday, May 10,
for their first visit to this country.

One of the foremost operators in
Western Germany, Dr. Hillert is here
to study American operating methods,
as well as to acquaint himself with
American equipment.

Dr. Hillert and his secretary, in
company with Joe Orleck, publisher
of The Cash Box, visited all the whole-
salers on Coinrow on Tuesday, and
on Wednesday he spent some time
in New Jersey. Other cities on the
itinerary of Hillert are Buffalo, N.Y.,
Washington, D. C., Philadelphia, Pa.,
and Miami, Fla.

highest payoff permitted, ten to one.

Many American-made slot machines
are working, but by government de-

clarations, they will have to be dis-

posed of by the end of 1954. Then,
only those types constructed in Ger-
many will be legal.

Music machines, while they do not

equal the number of other type ma-
chines, have made the most progress

during the past year. At the present

time, advises Dr. Hillert, there are

about two to three thousand juke

boxes on locations, and he predicts

that by the end of the year there are

bound to be about four to five thou-

sand. There are a number of “amuse-
ment centers” (arcades) in existence,

and more open up continually.

As in any area where competition

for locations is prevalent, there arises

disputes among the operators, but we
understand that Dr. Hillert is called

in to settle them in his area. Most
locations are under contract for sev-

eral years.

On his trin through New York’s
coinrow, Dr. Hillert was tremendous-
ly impressed with the number of

wholesalers, their offices, and with
the variety of machines available for

American operators.

“The answers to these questions,”

Miller states, “will help us to present

bigger and better conventions for you

as well as the music operators of the

nation.

“There have been a few who feel

that the exhibitors should show in

one large ballroom and eliminate the

individual rooms. There are many
others who think we should continue

on as we have in the past. We, of

course, will try and please the ma-
jority.”

Oklahoma City’s previous vending

machine license schedule which was

repealed by the council provided a 50-

cent fee for machines requiring 1 cent,

$1 for 5-cent machines, and $2 for

those requiring more than 5 cents.
