The occasion

was Ella’s 19th anniversary as a song-

stress. A long-time Fitzgerald fan,

Steve Allen, emceed the gala affair,

which was attended by a host of cel-

ebrities, among whom were Pearl

Bailey, Dizzy Gillespie, Audrey Hep-

burn, Mel Ferrer, Eartha Kitt, Fran-
chot Tone, Betsy von Furstenburg,
Harry Belafonte, etc.

Five continuous minutes of applause
greeted Ella’s appearance on the stage
at midnight and Steve Allen pro-
ceeded to read from a super-thick
stack of telegrams and cables from
showbiz persons all over the world.

Ella’s very first disk, “Love And
Kisses,” cut in 1935 with the Chick
Webb band (on Decca), was played
over the PA system, which started
the crowd applauding again and Ella
crying. Ella’s first big hit, “A-Tisket
A-Tasket” (1938, Decca) brought
more cheers. Then came the deluge
Sf scrolls, plaques, flowers and other
wards. They were from:

The final award was a
plaque from Decca president Milton
Rackmil commemorating Ella’s 18th

year with the firm and the sale of

her 22-millionth record.

Each award was presented to Ella

with a spoken tribute for her singu-

larly outstanding contributions to

American jazz and popular music in

the past two decades. The foreign

jazz journal representatives were
unanimous in telling how well-known

Ella was in Europe through her re-

cordings even before she “captured

our hearts” in person.

As another celeb in the room, Karen
Chandler, summed up : ;

“I’ve never seen such a touching

and wonderful tribute paid to an art-

ist—nor, in Ella’s case, a more deserv-

ing one!”

Series On History

CHICAGO—A new radio series,
“The American Story,” was announced
by Carl Haverlin, president of Broad-
cast Music, Inc., at the 32nd annual
convention of the National Association
of Radid and Television Broadcasters
held this past week in Chicago.

NEW YORK—Bess Berman, owner
of Apollo Records, and the only woman
ever able to break through with out-

standing success in the male-dom-
inated recording industry, just sprung
a surprise by forming a new pop
label, Lloyd Records, as a subsidiary

of Apollo.

Mrs. Berman, a grandmother who
became head of Apollo Records in

1948, almost immediately embarked
on the exclusive jazz and blues policy

that built the label, with such great

names as Billy Daniels, Dizzy Gilles-

pie, Coleman Hawkins, Wynonie
Blues Harris, Lee Richardson, Illinois

Jacquet and Mahalia Jackson.

Her recent decision to set up the

new Lloyd pop label was the result

of her discovery of a new quartet, the

Larks. She heard that two stars of

the Golden Gate Quartet, Orville

Brooks and Eugene Mumford, had

been talking to their opposite num-
bers in the King Odom Group, David

Bowers and Isiah Bing, about going

out on their own. The unusual aspect

was that the four men wanted to get

away from the spiritual kick and had

some highly original ideas in the pop

area. Mrs. Berman listened to them,

and was so impressed, she formed the

Lloyd label and began cutting them
under the name of The Larks. Their

second release, “If It’s A Crime”,

backed by “Tippin’ In”, scored a sharp

impact when it appeared a couple of

weeks ago.

With the Larks and her Lloyd label

proving the value of her pop experi-

ment, Mrs. Berman is hatching fur-

ther plans for a major move into the

popular field.

NEW YORK—We were going thru
an advertising column of a local writer
this week, and we thought for a mo-
ment we were reading about ASCAP
legislation. Note the similarity!

“Same old hassle is around again,
with spending the week in

Washington to tell a Congressional
committee that the Bryson bill

is without merit.” (The dots are words
we omitted—and which, when filled in

identify the industry that finds itself

in a similar position to the juke box
industry. The first series 'of dots would
read “Madison Avenue sleuths” (ad-
vertising agencies); and the second
series of dots would read “to bar in-

terstate liquor advertising.” The rest
of the column fits the juke box fight
like a glove. Here’s what the advertis-
ing columnist says: “Nobody expects
these attempts by the drys to mate-
rialize into law, but yet you can’t
afford to be complacent about it. . . .

It’s almost pathetic that distillers and
admen have to waste their time and
money every spring to oppose meas-
ures of this type.”

NEW YORK—In order to stimulate
business in taverns, as well as making
the public aware of the favorable and
social aspects of the neighborhood
tavern, the industry has been promot-
ing the month of May as “National
Tavern Month.”

It is estimated that
there are some 18,000 supermarkets
in operation thruout the country, and
the total is expected to be increased
to about 19,000 by the end of 1954.
Operators of kiddie rides should be
in close touch with their contacts, as
these 1,000 extra markets are all

possible locations for their equipment.

MILWAUKEE, WIS.—Of interest

to the operator of drink vendors is the
announcement by the Pabst Brewing
Company, the nation’s third largest
brewer, that it has entered the cola

field. The firm is now completing
plans for national distribution of two
new cola drinks—a non-fattening and
a regular version—in flat-top cans.

The new drink will be called “Tap-
A-Cola.”

To show the
operators, who were blocking off locations with
these sort of wornout prewar phonos, that they
were actually harming themselves, as well as

hurting the industry as a whole.
Many sent in press clippings whereby juke

boxes were described in anything but favorable
terms. An entertainment magazine in the city

of Youngstown, Ohio, also picked up the crusade
and went to work on its readers, who are the loca-

tions of that city, to urge them to get rid of these
old, wornout, marred, scarred, screechy, scratchy,

tone-dead prewar phonos.
Almost everywhere in the nation, association

after association joined this campaign. Praise
was heaped on The Cash Box for bringing this

truthful matter to the forefront.

Many associations, even tho they will still couni
these prewar phonographs in their membership
lists, will not give them any consideration what-
soever, in view of the fact that the more progres-
sive and intelligent members of the organizations
realize that, not only are these horrible-toned
juke boxes bringing down scorn and adverse
publicity on the heads of the men who still own
and operate them, but also on all the members
of the organizations.

Not only have these wornout, marred, scarred,
scratched-up phonographs brought adverse news-
paper and magazine publicity, but have been
the subject of much scorn from musically in-

clined peoples everywhere.
Intelligent and progressive music operators

have advised The Cash Box that the best such
machines can average in collections is anywhere
between $4 and $5 per week.

Even if they are “rented” at $5 per week, for
this is about the tops any operator can get for
these old machines, even this figure is a loss to

the operator, if he will intelligenty scan his over-
head costs of maintaining that machine.

As these men have pointed out, and as all in

the industry know, the reasons given by the men
who still operate such horrible sounding and
terrible looking phonographs is, “Well, anyway,
they’re all paid for.”

Definitely, this is not an intelligent answer,
because the proof of the matter is that, regard-
less of the fact they are paid for, it costs a juke
box operator today around $6.50 to $7.50 per
week for servicing and maintenance overhead
for his average location.

In short, then, the men who are operating
these prewar clunkers, if they will get any good
accountant to show them the facts, will realize

that not only are they ruining their own routes,

because the word spreads thruout their area that

they operate such horrible equipment, not only
are they bringing scorn and adverse publicity

down on all their fellow operators in the same
territory, injuring the entire industry and en-

dangering their own future welfare, but, they are
actually losing money on everyone of these hor-
rible, old prewar clunkers they still have on
location.

Furthermore, it has been proved time and
again that, even tho the payments on a new phono
may seem high, that the new, gorgeous juke
boxes now on the market are capable of stepping
up collections to new, high peaks and thereby,
bringing profit to the operators.

The operator, then, sets new equipment in

all his better spots. He moves his secondary
machines down to the lower spots, but, before
doing so revamps his two and three year old
machines so that they sound and look like the

newest on the market.

Then with new machines on his better spots

the backbone of his income, with his secondary
spots featuring one and two year old equipment,
and even his lowliest spots with third and
fourth year machines, he will find that his intake
is greater than it ever was before.

At the same time, he will be winning the praise

of the public and his location owners for the
fine equipment he features. He will be insur-

ing his future. He will tremendously enhance
the value of his route. He will be helping all

of his fellow operators. He will be helping his

industry.

What’s most important, he will have the oppor-
tunity to show profit, instead of loss.

Shuffle Games Operators Agree Dime Play is Answer to Profits

Spotty Collections Reported

Some Areas Reported Enjoying Better

Biz Than Even ’53. Others Claim Col-

lections ’Way Down

CHICAGO—After just about 12

years of the most intensive kind of
crusading by this publication, this

past week brought home a fact of

outstanding significance to all en-
gaged in the business of automatic
amusements.

This fact is that everyone of the
manufacturers of shuffie games are
now building 10c, 3 for 25c play, prod-
ucts.

These manufacturers, as they
frankly reports, “.

. . are more than
happy to meet the demand of the na-
tion’s operators for 10c, 3 for 25c play
action, on our games.”

As one of these manufacturers very
frankly stated, “There is no doubt
that we can attribute the demand
which we have received for dime play
action to the progressive and forward-
looking editorials which have ap-
peared in ‘The Cash Box’ over the
years.”

It is significant that the operators
of shuffle games, considered among
the most ‘accepted’ equipment every-
where in the nation, have found that
their games, like the phonos, require
dime play, to assure them of con-
tinued, steady profits.

As one well known operator here
reported, “This isn’t the early-days
of the shuffles. These games are now
priced at a point where we simply
must get 10c per play. Plus offering
the bargain of 3 plays for 25c, to
assure ourselves of being able to
purchase this higher priced equipment
and, at the same time, being able to
amortize the new machine within a
reasonable period of time, and still

enjoy some sort of profit on our in-

vestment.”

This statement can, in all probabili-

ties, be echoed by all other operators

from all over the nation.

Surprising to the shuffle games
manufacturers is the fact that even

out the nation, the demand for 10c,

3 for 25c play, has been extremely
consistent.

Operators have continued to urge
the manufacturers to ship the new
games with these coin chutes so they
would be able to show their location
owners that, “.

. . this is the way the
new games come from the factory.”

This has always been the most
emphatic contention of the average
operator who wanted to change over
to 10c, 3 for 25c play:

“If the factory will ship us the new
equipment with these coin chutes we
can, most definitely, prove to the loca-
tions that this is the type of play
action which is recommended and,
thereby, we can start adopting such
play with the complete agreement of
the location owners.”
The fact remains that, especially in

smaller communities, the storekeepers
are just as familiar with the quarters
of tbe operators, as are the operators
themselves.

When the retailers walk into the
operators’ places to see the new games
which have arrived, the operator is

in a much better and stronger position
to obtain 10c play, if the game comes
so equipped.

Usually, as these operators have ex-
plained in the past, they can then
get such play started.

Now that the shuffle games are
featuring straight l()c play, as well
as 10c, 3 for 25c play, the operators

are in a position to be able to get

such action going.

The fact that every one of the

manufacturers of the shuffle games
now so advertises his products is

sufficient of itself to prove to all the

industry that this is the one and
only play action which can assure the

nation’s operators some sort of profit

on the investment that the operators

have to make.
