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EARLIER
In the past few years, a practice has

developed among disk jockeys whereby

Christmas songs are not played on the

air until after Thanksgiving. This

doesn’t even give a Christmas song a

fighting chance.

Since this practice has developed,

there hasn’t been one big holiday num-

ber. The last one was “I Saw Mommy
Kissing Santa Claus” which received

heavy promotion several weeks before

Thanksgiving and so had the chance to

sell during the holiday season. Other

smash Xmas songs like “White Christ-

mas” and “Rudolph, the Red-Nosed

Reindeer” were also products of a time

when Christmas songs weren’t limited

to a two or three week period.

Disk jockeys and radio stations who
have made it a policy not to play Christ-

mas records early are taking a very

limited view of the situation. It is their

contention that people don’t want to

hear holiday songs before the holiday

season. But obviously they wanted to

hear “Mommy” and “Rudolph” and

“White Christmas.”

It seems clear that people will listen

to holiday songs at any time—IF THEY
ARE GOOD SONGS. What they don’t

want to hear are the hundreds of bad

ones. But that goes for any time of the

year, not just the holiday season. People

always want to hear the good songs and

they discard the bad ones. That’s the

difference between hits and flops.

A more sensible approach to the

problem, it seems to us, is not to ban
holiday songs before Thanksgiving, but

to select them with the same care that

pop songs are selected all through the

year so that really good records, which
have a chance of being hits, have time

to develop, grow and prosper.

By not playing Christmas songs early,

disk jockeys are being unfair to the

entire music business. They are being

unfair to the recording company, music
publisher and artist. All of these are

putting heavy investments in their

Christmas product. A record simply

cannot get enough exposure in the

period between Thanksgiving and
Christmas to pay off, for quite obvi-

ously sales on Christmas records stop

the day after Christmas.

Therefore if disk jockeys want Christ-

mas songs during the holiday season,

they’re going to have to play their part

in giving them exposure before that

season so that some of them can become
hits. Otherwise, the situation is going
to develop—as it is doing now—where
record companies, publishers and artists

will be reluctant to handle Christmas
songs because the odds against them are

so strong.

Basically though, no disk jockey
really has to worry about playing a

Christmas song. No one is ever going
to kick him for trying to evoke the

Christmas spirit a little earlier.

Members of housebands
have to be able to read and play on
sight many of the mutilated arrange-
ments that are thrown at them by in-

coming acts at the last minute. Com-
bos playing in lounges have to be able
to please not only the listening public;

hut also the hotel bosses. These im-
presarios though they recognize the
need for musical entertainment, frown
strongly upon anything that makes
any noise which intei'feres with the
gambling activities. With out-of-town
agencies booking groups into this town
there have been many disastrous

incidents because the people involved
had no knowledge of these and many
more local problems with the result
that owners, bookers and talent alike
ended up with a very bad deal indeed.
To remedy this situation is the main
purpose of the newly formed Nevada
Artists Bureau. The three local lead-
ers involved have been in town long
enough to realize all the requirements
and also have the necessary contacts,
in this basically very small town, to
be able to secure bookings.
“We want out-of-town musicians,

singers, leaders and combos to be able
to come to Vegas under the best pos-
sible circumstances for the talent and
the client alike!” said Cee Davidson,
“We know what is needed here now
and what will be available in the
future and want to extend a cordial
invitation to anyone interested in com-
ing to town either as a leader or as
an act or just as a single musician
looking for a gig to contact us for all

the particulars!”
Plans are now under way to line

up bookings in Reno and the west
coast for any group the agency books
locally. The ever increasing need for
capable additions to local 369 can be
visualized if one realizes that the
Sahara Hotel, for instance, employs a
houseband with 14 men; a relief band
on the house ork’s night off. In the
lounge are two local combos during
the early pm shift followed on the
stand by two out-of-town groups of
name caliber, playing from midnight
till six a.m. This is average for most
of the hotels and with all the new
spas slated to open in the near future
the need for combos and musicians is

increasing at all times.

NEW YORK—Releases this week
from two of the most important trades
in the country should put to rest all

stories about what Ben Fairless, chair-
man of the board of The United States
Steel Corporation, calls “the most
over advertised and overrated reces-
sion this country has ever experi-
enced.” Predicting an increase in

American steel production in 1955 of

5,000,000 to 10,000,000 tons from the
estimated 1954 output of 86,000,000
tons, Fairless said, “My personal opin-

ion is that the year of 1955 should be
one of moderate gains all along the
line and that business as a whole will

gather its strength and regroup its

forces for a still more rapid expan-
sion in the latter part of the 1950’s.”

The second important forecast came
from the United States government.
It predicted a building boom that
would set another record next year.

It estimated that building in 1955
would reach close to $40,000,000, about

7 percent more than the record year
anticipated in 1954. These predictions

have great consequences, the scope of

which we are unable to explore in the

short space allotted here.

GROWING!
As the industry grows, each person com-

prising the industry, grows apace.

The fact remains that, over the past years,

many have received bonuses of growth which

they have never expected, nor ever dreamed

they would receive.

For example, some years back, a route

was valued at the cost of the equipment in

each location.

Then operators began to demand part of

the yearly income against cost of the ma-

chines.

Today, good will has also entered into the

picture, with the resultant effect that, in

some territories, after cost of equipment

and settlement of intake is made, there is

added onto the overall price—goodwill.

And this is where growth in this industry,

in many, many cases, is most noticeable.

Here the operator obtains what he believes

his services building the route are worth.

And tlio, many times, his price may seem

high, it is, if everything else is considered,

only a fair price for the effort, energy and

salesmanship expended by the man who

started the location, and who made the loca-

tion a profitable business venture.

So growth continues. And becomes ever

greater. And is, today, exemplified, in

financial terms, such as the above, where

“worth” is considered in the “goodwill

terms” which are set up for sales of routes,

as well as sales of equipment, in the loca-

tions composing those routes.

It took some years to convince the aver-

age buyer that there was some goodwill

which should be added to the price.

Because of this convincing argument, and

the fact that it has been successful, espe-

cially in many outstanding territories, the

industry continues to grow, grow and grow.

It is almost inconceivable today to imagine

anyone with small capitalization entering

into this industry with the same number of

machines which he could have purchased

around the *’30's, and become as important

a factor in his territory, as many did be-

come, in those days.

A tremendous number of people now

engaged in this industry, if they will pause

for an instant to think about wliat growth

has come into being, will be amazed to

realize the amount of monies they would

have to expend to equal the position they

now enjoy.

And this is what is meant when people

continually report that

:

“The industry is growing.”

It is most definitely sure that the acme
of its true growth is as yet far off into the

future.
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DIME PLAY SPREADS
Even Without Full Agreement Among All Music Ops Over

25% of Los Angeles’ Juke Boxes Feature 10c Play. In

Chicago, San Diego, Rockford, Detroit, San Jose, Grand

Rapids and Many Other Cities Ops Very Happy With 10c

Play Music. Music Ops in Kansas City, Cleveland and

Other Important Cities Urging All to Change Over to

1 Play 10c, 3 Plays 25c.

Salesmanship Revival

Outstanding Necessity—
Manufacturer Points to Need for More Intensive

Sales Programs to Stimulate Business and

Assure Continued Great Growth for Industry

CHICAGO—1954 will go down in

history as the year when dime play
made its greatest advance.

Due to the inflationary economy of

the nation, and the further possibility

that inflation may become even worse
as the months go by, all music opera-

tors have come to the realization that

a change from nickel to dime play is

actually imperative if they wish to

remain in business on the meanest
sort of profit basis.

Costs have continued to rise and
where this publication has been re-

porting that, since 1939, costs have
risen 300%, the general belief among
the trade’s music leaders is that costs

have risen better than 400% and more
since 1939, the year the nation’s eco-

nomists use when rating the American
Dollar as actually worth 100 full

American cents. Today’s Dollar is re-

ported to be worth 54c in comparison.

As has been pointed out in this

publication time and again in past
years, in fact it is over 12 years now
that The Cash Box has urged the
nation’s music operators to change
over to 1 play 10c and 3 plays for

25c, even if the operator should lose

50% of his play action, that is: take

in only half as many dimes as he now
takes in nickels; he would not only

be taking in just as much money, but,

what is more important, he would be

enjoying tremendous savings—50%
less servicing, 50% less wear and tear

on his phonographs, 50% less every-

thing in overhead expense and this

means, 50% more earnings.

City after city, during 1954, sud-

denly came to the realization that an

increase in the cost of music play

action was absolutely necessary to

offset the continued growing infla-

tionary overhead expenses. This

brought about the biggest spread of

10c play action ever yet known.

Operators realize that with the cost

of high fidelity phonos going up con-

stantly, due to tremendously increased

labor costs and greater use of high

priced components creating the finest

juke boxes yet known to the industry,

as well as supplies, parts, and all other

necessities increasing in cost due to

higher wages for labor, more money

must be taken in to balance the in-

creases.

Operators in city after city, where
10c play has become fact, have learned
that their location owners are in full

agreement with them regarding an
increase in playing cost. The few loca-
tion owners who have been skeptical,
or who have dissented have, after a
while, also fallen into line and, in

most cases, have proved themselves
the greatest proponents for dime play.

Perhaps the finest expression re-
garding what 10c play has done comes
from Lou Casola of Rockford, Illinois,

who expressed himself in an advertise-

ment in the Twelfth Anniversary Is-

sue of The Cash Box, in the following

terms:

“Thank God for 10c play.”

The same could be said of Robert

Lindelof, president of the Music Oper-

ators of Northern Illinois, who stated:

“If they ever go back to nickel play

I’ll sell my business.”

The statement of Phil Levin, sec-

retary of the Recorded Music Service

Association of Chicago, should also

be included, he said:

“The only thing that has kept, and

is keeping us in business today, is

10c play.”

Dwight Osborn of San Jose, Cali-

fornia, said:

“Dime play’s the complete answer

to the operators’ problems.”

Roy Small, public relations coun-

sellor and conciliator of the United

Music Operators of Michigan, said:

“The biggest thrill I’ve yet had,

since the formation of our association,

is the fact that the membership is now
going to change over to dime play.”

From Jacksonville, Grand Rapids,

San Diego, and many, many other

cities, similar expressions are heard.

All agree that this small increase

in play cost is what the trade needs

to somehow cover the tremendous
overhead expenses which have come
about in these past inflationary years.

SAMUEL WOLBERG

CHICAGO—“The most outstanding
necessity for all engaged in our in-

dustry at this time is a complete re-

vival of aggressive, progressive and
intelligent salesmanship, as well as a

revitalization of sales programs,
building for an ever great and more
assured future for all concerned with
this field.”

So spoke Samuel Wolberg of Chi-

cago Coin Machine Company, pointing

to the fact that, tho many continue

ahead on various types of programs,
there is, without any doubt, a ten-

dency towards complacency and a lack

of drive to obtain knowledge, as well

as sales points, for the ever greater

growth of the industry.

“Lack of continued drive for any
industry causes a trend toward stag-

nancy”, said Wolberg.
He pointed to the fact that almost

every industry in the nation has re-
vitalized its salesmanship and sales
programs and has brought greater
progressiveness to its field so doing.

“The time has come”, he continued,
“when all of us must realize that we
just can’t expect to sit back and wait
for every game to be a hit. We must
get out there and sell just as hard as
we had to sell in the early days when
we first started out.

“We must follow thru on all sales.

This goes for everyone engaged in the
industry, whether operator, jobber,
distributor or manufacturer. Only by
intelligent and progressive salesman-
ship can we expect the industry to

continue growing and prospering.

“We can no longer afford to de-

pend on anyone else to help boom
this business to ever greater heights.

In his estimation, Samuel Wolberg
said, “A revival of aggressive, pro-

gressive and intelligent salesmanship

for all levels of our industry is of vital

necessity today.”

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Balto Ops Unanimously Go Dime Play

Conversions Begin Immediately. Operators Loud

in Their Praise of The Cash Box for Dime

Play Campaign

BALTIMORE, MD.—“All those in

favor of converting to dime play, say

aye”, said Irv Goldner, president of

the Amusement Machine Operators

Association of Greater Baltimore, at

a meeting of music operators (both

member and non-member operators),

held Monday night, here.

Every operator present shouted

“Aye”. So, unanimously, the music

operators of Baltimore, went on rec-

ord as favoring dime play.

It was decided that conversions

should begin immediately, and that by

December 1, all operators should be

changing over their equipment. A
target date was set for January 1,

1955, with most operators hoping to

have all their machines on dime play

by that time so that they could take

advantage of the Christmas and New
Year holidays.

Several operators in the area are

already converting machines, the pro-

gram actually spearheaded by Pete
Mongelli of .Jacquem Enterprises, who
reported to those present that resist-
ance by locations was practically non-
existent, and that collections made
on dime play machines showed in-

creases which in many instances ran
to almost 100% over 5c play.

The operators listened to talks by
several out of town visitors. Joe
Orleck, publisher of The Cash Box,
outlined dime play successes in other

territories thruout the nation, and
advised the operators that since The
Cash Box started to advocate dime
play, some 12 years ago, this past
year, 1954, was the year that saw the

most activity. He predicted that 1955
would be the year music operators
would “snowball” toward dime play.

Carl Pavesi, president of the West-
chester Operators Guild, and Louis
Tartaglia, treasurer of that organi-

zation, invited guests from West-
chester, N. Y., told the gathering of

their experiences with changing over
to dime play, which proved most suc-
cessful. Tartaglia, as a matter of
fact, told how he had opposed the
dime play idea, and only went along
with the plan to work with his as-
sociation. “Today” he said, “I am the
most enthusiastic advocate of dime
play. Increases on the average for
those machines I’ve changed over to
dime play, run more than 40%.”
The Westchester operators use a

certain percentage of EP records pro-
grammed in their machines. The
Baltimore operators will proceed
along the same plan. The intention
is to have these records on the ma-
chines to overcome immediate
squawks from patrons. As the dime
becomes habit, the operators expect
to cut down the number of EP’s and
then eliminate them entirely.

Jack Mitnick, regional representa-
tive of AMI, also told the operators
of the experiences of music operators
in other territories which he has
covered.

Most of the operators present at
the meeting were lavish in their
praise of the campaign The Cash Box
has been waging for so many years
to bring the operator around to dime
play.

So Baltimore, like many other ter-
ritories, goes dime play. Who’s next?

(300 for each of the two hits).

A double match is made
if a Star appears over the number
and a triple match if both a Star and
a Cloverleaf appear over the match
number.
The speed of the moving targets
