FILM SOUND TRACK

“DEEP IN MY HEART”—Selections Recorded from the Sound Track of

MGM’s color musical sung by Jose Ferrer, Helen Traubel, Rosemary Clooney,

Gene & Fred Kelly, Jane Powell, Vic Damone, Tony Martin, Howard Keel,

Ann Miller and William Olvis—MGM E 3153 (12" LP) List: $6.95

MGM did a big job with its sound track LP of “Brigadoon.” It did a fabulous

job with “Seven Brides for Seven Brothers.” But we can’t find an adjective

that’ll suit the possibilities in store for the track of Sigmund Romberg’s
“Deep In My Heart.” It could very well be one of MGM’s all time greatest.

The film is a musical lover’s dream. Almost every number in the pic is treated

in “big production” fashion. A dozen of Hollywood’s and waxdom’s top names
perform these Romberg classics. The sets and the music are out of this

world. The whole movie is tops. By putting a sound track on wax, one must
expect a great deal of the effect to be lost because of the removal of the visual

element, but with Romberg’s delightful music and such great performers as
those listed above, the loss is kept to an absolute minimum. “Deep In My
Heart” may very well be the big musical pic of ’54-’55. Dealers know what
this will mean over the counter. In this deluxe, box-type, picturesque con-
tainer, MGM has an LP that should sell for years after the picture has
finished its run. Keep this factor in mind. Heart on cover makes this a good
Valentine’s Day item too.

“THERE’S NO BUSINESS LIKE SHOW BUSINESS”—by Irving Berlin-
Original sound track of the 20th Century Fox production starring Ethel Mer-
man, Donald O’Connor, Dan Dailey, Johnnie Ray and Mitzi Gaynor with
Dolores Gray (not in film)—Decca DL 8091 (12" LP) List: $4.85
Before the curtain falls on the year 1954, 20th Century is sneaking under
the wire a big musical with a star studded cast that will probably walk off

with a number of honors. It’s a gala CinemaScope presentation of a delight-
ful story about a vaudeville family. The musical score features Irving Berlin
at his writing best. Included in the score are such classics as the title song,
“Heat Wave,” “Alexander’s Ragtime Band,” “Simple Melody” and a host
of others. Flicker should be a great big box office attraction which means that
retailers will be selling heaps of the sound track music. Berlin’s “White Christ-
mas” disk is already up atop the LP charts. This one will probably join hands
with the former in a few weeks.

“PRIVATE HELL 36”—Original Score from Sound track of Filmakers Pro-
duction starring Ida Lupino, Steve Cochran, Howard Duff—Composed and
conducted by Leith Stevens—Coral CRL 56122 (10" LP) List: $3.00
Coral Record issues the original sound track music of the Filmakers Produc-
tion of “Private Hell 36.” Picture is currently making the rounds of local
theatres. Mr. Stevens has composed an imaginative and exciting score that
should appeal to a limited audience. Movie goers will probably be the only
ones exposed to this music. Entire score has jazz overtones.

The fabulous sound and style that has made Roy Hamilton such a star in so
short a time, has a universal appeal. He’s a top seller in pop and in rhythm
and blues. With enough exposure, this great talent should be one of the big-
gest names in the singing profession in a few years. The reason for all this
is his dynamic vocal quality that really moves a listener. His expressive voice
often gives chills. On this LP, the ace newcomer offers six items which Epic
has already released as singles and two new tunes. The new ones include a
most spectacular rendition of what will definitely become an inspirational stand-
ard, “I Believe.” Roy sings this one right from the toes. The other is “The
House I Live In.” Even though there’ve been millions of “I Believe” record-
ings, we still feel that Hamilton’s reading is great enough to cash in on the
coin in the single form. Roy ought to do more and more inspirational ballads
in future LP’s. Such material is a natural to sell big for him.

A pretty collection of warm and inviting love songs
performed with strength, feeling and quality. Package should enjoy a healthy
sale among teensters who don’t already have all of these tunes as singles.

Beethoven’s beautiful “Pastoral Symphony” is enchantingly and thrillingly

performed by Leopold Stokowski and his select group of 12 NBC Symphony
members. Beethoven’s Sixth Symphony is one of his most popular and most
recorded works. However, this recording for sound, beauty and precision is

unbeatable. For a filler, “Sounds of Nature” is used and is a most interesting

as well as beautiful offering. Mr. Stokowski introduces the “Sounds” and
comments on each comparing them with Beethoven’s musical interpretation

of these sounds. A top-flight issue that should sell very well.

Heifetz’s deft, tender and loving treatments bring to the fore every delicate

This Decca offering showcases the unusual talents of Reginald Kell on the
clarinet. One side presents Kell etching the gay, light and witty Milhaud
“Suite.” Kell’s delicate performance conjures fairy tale mists. Milhaud, who
came into prominence during the later stages of Ravel and was one of France’s
first modernists is almost classical in this work. The Bartok “Contrasts” is

an interesting experiment in sound that tests Kell’s virtuosity. Limited sale.

This is a recording of the broadcasts as performed by Toscanini in the Winter
of 1944. It is an all star cast featuring Rose Bampton, Eleanor Steber and
Jan Peerce. Miss Bampton plays Leonora, wife of the imprisoned Florestan
(Peerce) and Miss Steber artfully portrays Marcellina, the jailor’s daughter
who falls in love with Leonora, disguised as Fidelio. It is a dramatic story
filled with the passions of love and hate, evil and virtue, but contrary to many
of the familiar operas, this one finds virtue the conqueror in the end. For the
retailer and the ultimate consumer this is a fresh piece of material as the
opera has seldom been recorded in its entirety although many orchestral ver-
sions of the overture have been issued.

NEW YORK—A few weeks ago, the

record industry was floored by the

fabulous reaction to a song called “Let

Me Go, Lover,” the now famous tune

played on the “Studio One” show of

the same name.

This week, Epic issues a recording

that can’t miss meeting with a greater

reaction on the part of the public. If

it’s not the biggest seller of the year,

it no doubt will be the most talked

about record of the year.

Before we go any further, perhaps
we had better describe the record.

The disk features the warm and ten-

der voice of Dolores Hawkins singing

in a sentimental, reminiscent manner
against a classical string backdrop
supplied by Don Costa and his orches-

tra. The instrumental opening is heavy
and moody and the lengthy introduc-

tion leads into the following reci-

tation:

We sit here and talk about it now,
But it was so long ago.

Much water has flown in the brook

since then,

But I still like to think about

(MUSIC)
You and I and George were walking

‘I love you.’

Epic A & R exec Marv Holtzman,

heard the song about a year ago and

recorded it seven months ago at a split

session. Since the material was so

different, he was not sure whether the

record could succeed, so it was kept

in the can.

About two weeks ago, Miss Haw-
kins’ manager Don Seat, brought two

demos to Robin Seymour, WKMG,
Dearborn, Michigan and Ed McKenzie,

WXYZ, Detroit. They played the

record a few times and needless to

say, everyone phoned in asking to

hear this unusual thing again.

The noise reached the Epic offices

and Holtzman decided to release the

record.

Reports from All Over Nation Agree 1954 was Good Business

CHICAGO—“1954 has been a good

business year,” is the way one leading

manufacturer expressed himself.

MANUFACTURE
Other noted manufacturers, in and

around this coincenter, also expressed

themselves in much the same fashion.

Some were more enthused than oth-

ers but, on an overall average, all felt

that business in 1954 was much better

than they had ever expected it would

be, considering- the slideoff that began

to make itself felt early in the year

compared to the big boom of the for-

mer year.

As one well known manufacturer

stated, “The introduction of new prod-

ucts revived the trade. The business

that has ensued as a result, stepped up

the overall average for 1954, bringing

this year’s business very close, and in

some instances, equal to 1953.”

DISTRIBUTION

Distributors, too, on an overall av-

erage, reported that business for 1954

was much better than they had ever

expected.

In some areas, such as the West

Coast, distributors report that busi-

ness held up well over the summer and

that since fall business has been at a

record rate.

Many of these West Coast distrib-

utors now believe that their 1954 busi-

ness will exceed the business they did

in boom ’53.

In other areas of the nation distrib-

utors reported that the new products

which were introduced picked up busi-

ness for them especially since the be-

ginning of the fall season.

The result, they report, is that ’54

business on an average held very close

to 1953.

MUSIC

Most outstanding in 1954, as in ’53,

was music equipment. “The growing

interest in music,” as one well known
leader reported, “shows that the oper-

ators are eager to assure themselves

a strong and basic operation which

will not be affected by business or

legal upheavals.”

He, and many others like him, agree

that the operators thruout the nation

have come of the belief that of all

equipment known to the industry, mu-

se, over the long run, has proved

itself worthy of the investment re-

quired.

Many claim that the growing inter-

est in music can also be attributed to

the spread of 10c play during 1954.

Operators believed they would be able

to go along with a more solid assur-

ance of profit as long as dime play

came into being in their ai'eas.

IN-LINE GAMES

Leading all equipment from the pro-

fit standpoint were the in-line games.

The new games introduced in this di-

vision of the field in 1954 were of

such outstanding quality and appeal

that they simply walked away with all

honors as to money earning ability.

The in-line games also continue far

ahead of all other amusement equip-

ment in the field as far as popularity

is concerned. Those operators who
can operate the in-line games report

that they have been the most out-

standing moneymakers of any equip-

ment yet introduced to the field, past

or present.

SHUFFLE GAMES
Next to these were the 1954 shuffle

games. Not only were these new
types, but very ingeniously designed

for greater play appeal, and more
beautiful than any ever seen in the

field.

The shuffle games appear in almost
every area in the nation and are con-

tinuing this popularity.

The fact remains, as many reported,

that the number of players, rather

than diminishing as the price of the

play increased from 5c to 10c, have
actually increased.

The shuffle game field bids fair to

continue its popularity. Even tho

there is a demand for lower priced

games in this field, the players are

causing them to remain so popular
that, in most cases, price has become
secondary.

It is generally believed that about

85% of the shuffle games now operate

on dime play and this, in itself, is

bound to continue the game’s popular-
ity with the operator, many believe.

CHICAGO—Work on the St. Law-
rence Seaway will start this coming
summer, and cities along the Great
Lakes are busy evaluating their po-
tential as ports for ocean shipping.

According to plans, it is believed
that ccean going ships will be pene-
trating the interior by 1960.

At this time, city after city is un-
dertaking surveys of its waterfront
area, studying proposed inmprove-
rnents and cost figures, and making
industrial surveys to determine if the

potentialities exist to warrant push-

ing for an adequate port to handle the

expected new flow of waterfront trade.

The advantages of these ports to

the coin machine industry is wide

spread. Manufacturers, most of whom
are located in this city, will be in a

position to ship equipment to foreign

countries without the necessity of first

transporting them to Eastern ports.

This will entail large freight savings,

as well as shorten transportation time.

Wholesalers, too, in these waterfront

cities will gain considerably. They
will be able to ship reconditioned

equipment to European and South

American countries at considerable

savings, and also will gain by faster

deliveries.

Chicago, which has begun to call

itself the nation’s sixth most im-

portant port, has a program which

calls for an initial expenditure of $25

million to develop the first section of

its port at the south end of Lake
Calumet. Another $100 million is ear-

marked for improvements to permit
barges from the Mississippi to enter
Lake Calumet.

Detroit figures conservatively it will

need $100 million, but is waiting until

Congress appropriates the money.

Toledo has 35 miles of water front-
age, of which 14 miles must be de-
veloped.

Cleveland is now spending $40,000
on an area survey to determine what
types of goods and in what volume it

can be expected to use these facilities.

It has a program calling for a $100

million outlay for port improvements.

Milwaukee is now enlarging one of

its transit sheds. Also being built is

a $2 million viaduct to provide better

truck access to the waterfront. Bank-

ers are now studying the question of

floating a multimillion dollar bond

issue to finance a new marine terminal.

Other ports along the Great Lakes

also are making plans to attract the

expected new flow of trade. These

include Erie, which needs substantial

improvements to match plans laid

down by Buffalo. Many millions are

to be spent. Oswego also will spend

some $20 millions.

With the above programs of expan-

sion, many people will be put to work
in these areas. In addition, with the

growth of these territories, cities all

along the way will increase its per-

manent residents. Operators of coin

machines will stand to benefit greatly

with the added patrons in these cities

and towns.

remained the five-ball game. This game
still continues to hold its strong posi-

tion in the field.

Tho not as many have been intro-

duced the past few years as there

used to be presented in former years,

the very fact that new games came
at less frequent intervals, gave the

operators the opportunity to amor-

tize their new games, and the player’s

demand for ever more intricate pin-

balls continued the popularity of the

five-ball game.

It is believed that, as long as this

industry will remain in existence,

there will be one type or another pin-

ball presented.

The pinball game is so strongly

entrenched in the player’s favor, and

found on so many thousands of loca-

tions everywhere in the world, that

it remains a prime favorite.

GUN GAMES

Most outstanding amusement devel-

opment of 1954 was the return of the

gun games. Their popularity zoomed

overnight. There hadn’t been any new
type gun games introduced in any

quantity since prior to War II.

Every so often some factory would

present a gun, in most instances very

similar to the prewar type, but sales

weren’t of such a volume nature as to

induce a mass manufacturing entrance

into the field.

This past year new type guns came

into being, presenting ait entirely new
play concept, with the resultant effect

that the gun game gained popularity

almost overnight, and collections- justi-

fied volume purchases by leading

operators.

The result was that factory after

factory entered into the field and now
the gun games continue to roll along

with ever growing popularity as new
developments are introduced.

There is no doubt that the gun
games will see many new improve-

ments in 1955 and, as a result, are

expected to continue to hold their

strong sales position in the industry

all during the forthcoming year, as

long as the factories will continue to

introduce ever more interesting play

arrangements.

KIDDIE RIDES

The only big sales slideoff that came
about in the amusement division of

the industry was the kiddie rides.

Having overproduced these for a few
years there was chaos in the field

and the leading manufacturers with-

drew.

The few who held on did so on the

theory that some new equipment would

always be needed by the operators of

kiddie rides. They were right in this

regard.

What was most surprising was the

fact that the kiddie ride operators

found that the horses remained the

most popular. Continuing orders for

these, tho not of a striking’ nature,

surprised many in this field.

Regardless of the fact that there

has been a slideoff, as far as sales

and manufacture are concerned in the

kiddie ride field, the field itself has

become more solid. The respite from
over-manufacture and sales gave the

kiddie ride operators a chance to

stabilize their routes.

The resultant effect has been that

the kiddie ride operators now believe

they are much better off than they

ever were. They are continuing on

ahead, purchasing whatever they re-

quire, without straining themselves

financially or fearing loss of locations

to new people who come in with up-

setting, and even ridiculous, com-

missions.

VENDING
The vending machine business did

not enjoy as great a year in 1954 as

it did in ’53, from all reports.

This can be attributed to a great

many pertinent factors. In the first

place leading business maker in the

vending machines division of the in-

dustry, has always been the cigarette

machine.

As the cancer scare came along,

sales almost halted completely. They
resumed after a period of time tvhen

the cigarette machine ops found that

the drop in sales wasn’t of such pro-

portions to upset their general busi-

ness.

Now most of them find that a great

many of the machines they had on

their routes aren’t fitted for the new
type packs of filter cigarettes. This

created a sales jump for new ma-
chines.

In the meantime drink dispensers

of all kinds were continuing along,

but with the many new and impressive

changes which came to the drink ven-

dor biz, new type machines were re-

quired by the operators.

Demand for these halted much pro-

duction, it is reported, and sales fell

backward here. Now that most of these

manufacturers have new type drink

dispensers under way, it is believed

that business will revive, especially as

the warmer weather of 1955 comes
along.

Most outstanding sensation in the

vending held were the bulk charm ven-

dors. These took strong hold. Without
too many at first noting the fact,

operations were suddenly appearing

thruout the nation. This division of

the vending field zoomed to the very

top mark. Some legal difficulties are

arising regarding these vendors here

and there, but, as yet, the field con-

tinues very active.

CONCLUSION
On an overall average, the entire

industry, in all of its divisions: music,

amusement and vending, enjoyed much
better business than anyone expected.

The result is, as the new, bigger

type amusements come to the field,

as the new vendors get into produc-
tion, and as the new high fidelity

phonographs take stronger hold, the
belief is that 1955 will be a very
active year for the industry.

Produces Greater Income

More Foreign Language Recordings Being

Programmed as Music Ops Study Locations

CHICAGO—Music operators now
agree that correct programming- is one

of the most important essentials for

efficient and profitable operating.

By paying closer attention to the

needs of their individual locations,

thruout this city, operators have found

that they are taking in extra coin

with recordings they formerly never

dreamed of using in their juke boxes.

One outstanding example is the
many foreign language records which
are now appearing on juke boxes.

As one operator stated, “Never be-
fore realized that there were enough
foreign speaking- peoples on some of
my spots who wanted to hear record-
ings in their own language.

“The play that some of these rec-

ords get,” he added, “is truly remark-
able. The result is that our collections

have gone up considerably.

“We are now making it a practise
to check each and everyone of our lo-

cations to ascertain whether, or not,

there are records which would bring
in extx-a coin, if programmed on our
phonographs.”

Leaders here for a long time now
have been urging better programming.
The opex-ators who are giving each
one of their locations their individual
attention, and checking on the record-

ings which are placed in the phono-
graphs, ax-e finding that much extra

coin results when the machines are

correctly programmed.

The resultant effect is that a survey

thruont the city shows more and more
operators are more carefully pro-

gramming their juke boxes.

They are checking with the people

who patx-onize the locations, as well

as the location owners, to learn

whether various types of recox-dings,

different from what are alx-eady in

the phono, will help produce extx-a

income.

Industry) BLUE BOOK” and “The
Confidential Price Lists”]

FOREWORD : Many times, wide differences appear
in the quotation of high and low prices of certain

equipment. Like any true reporter “The Confidential
Price Lists” can only feature the market prices as

they are quoted. “The Confidential Price Lists” acts

exactly the same as the market quotation board at

the Stock Exchange—posting the prices as they are
quoted for the past week, regardless of how much
they may seem to be out of line. Some prices do not
change for months. “The Confidential Price Lists,”

rather than show no price, retain the last known
quotations for such equipment so that the subscriber
at least has the last known prices as a basis to work
with. Prices may be very widely divergent. Someone
on the West Coast may feel a certain machine worth
$150.00 whereas someone on the East Coast may
think it worth hut $75.00. Of course, serial, ap-

pearance, demand, territory, quantity, and condition
of equipment must be taken into consideration.
(Some equipment offered by outstanding firms, hav-
ing a reputation for shipping completely recondi-
tioned machines, will be offered at higher prices

than others, due to the added cost of reconditioning.)
“The Confidential Price Lists” reports each quota-
tion exactly as it is made and depends on the sub-

scriber to make average price adjustments to fit the

peculiarities of his territory.

METHOD: “The Confidential Price Lists” should
be read as follows: First price listed is lowest price

quoted for the week; Second price listed is highest

price quoted.

FOREIGN BUYrERS: To cover cost of packing,
crating, shipping, etc., figure an additional $20 to

$25 on Pin Games—and $25 to $30 on Phonographs.

REGARDING SELLING PRICES

IMPORTANT!
Reports received indicate that, in some cases, pur-

chasers become upset due to the fact that they can-

not, many times, buy equipment listed in the lower

price brackets. Sometimes sellers of machines listed

at from $10.00 to $25.00 ask from $50.00 up to $75.00

and even more for these very same machines. Pur-

chasers of such equipment must realize that machines

in the very low priced categories are buying equip-

ment which is much worn to be priced at these low
figures. To completely recondition such machines, the

reconditioner must add onto his price the cost of

transportation to obtain these machines, the labor,

parts and supplies needed to recondition the ma-
chines, plus the cost of cartons, crates and labor for

packing and shipping of the machines, in addition to

a decent profit which will, in most cases, raise the

price of a $10.00 to $20.00 machine to anywhere from
$50.00 to $75.00 and up. In the case of arcade and kid-

die ride machines these may even be higher due to

the fact that many of the parts have to be made by
hand or contracted for at some machinist shop, since

manufacturers of many of the old arcade machines
and kiddie rides are no longer in business, and it is

impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Pur-
chasers of such equipment should take these facts into

consideration and, at the same time, should also real-

ize that many buyers today have their own repair and
reconditioning departments as well as experienced
mechanics. These buyers will purchase machines “as
is” at prices quoted by the trade at large and recon-
dition the machines themselves to meet their own
operating standards.
