MINOTTI: “Concerto for Violin and Orchestra”
HONEGGER: “Symphony No. 2, for String Orchestra”
Boston Symphony Orchestra, Charles Munch—RCA Victor LM-1868 (1-12" LP)
Gian-Carlo Menotti and Honegger are living composers. Both have been suc-
cessful to the point that they do not suffer the anonymity that composers
usually suffer when they are alive. Menotti, in particular, has been the subject
of much radio, television and Broadway publicity. He has been highly suc-
cessful in all mediums, having been twice awarded the Pulitzer Prize for
his writings. There is a great deal of interest in his work and if this album
is to receive real acceptance, it will be on the basis of his name. Neither work,
t® our knowledge has been recorded before. The Boston Symphony Orchestra
with Charles Munch at the baton and Tossy Spivakovsky in the role of violinist
of the Menotti concerto read the scores faithfully with proper colorations
and moods.

CHOPIN: “Concerto No. 2”

SAINT-SAENS: “Concerto No. 4”—
Alexander Brailowsky, pianist; Charles Munch, conductor, Boston Symphony
Orchestra—RCA Victor LM 1891— (1-12" LP)
Brailowsky and Chopin both so completely identified with the piano, should
make a mighty potent box office draw. Brailowsky’s complete mastery of
Chopin’s music has long been evident and his performance on this latest Victor
album is in line with his other heroic offerings. Saint-Saens’ “Concerto No. 4,”

his best known concerto, though lesser known than its Chopin companion
piece, is the pairing. Brailowsky’s dazzling technique is evident here again.
Blailowsky is one of the world’s leading pianists and this release will make
lovers of piano music happy. The Boston Symphony Orchestra, under the
baton of Charles Munch, is in perfect accord with Brailowsky, providing
depth, drama and mood.

MUSIC of JOHAN SVENDSEN—Mercury MG 90004 (1-12" LP)
Norwegian Rhapsody, No. 2; Norwegian Rhapsody, No. 3; Symphony No. 2

The music of Johan Svendsen has not been accorded the recognition it deserves.
Except for that of Grieg, whom every schoolboy knows, Norwegian composers
have not been overly exposed to the American public. Mercury deserves a
bow for the series of Norwegian music it has offered. The latest, the music
of Johan Svendsen, is filled with delightful melodic lines, gay at times, moody
at other times. The Oslo Philharmonic is spirited and sweeping in its inter-
pretations of the lively parts, sombre and haunting in its treatments of the
lonely passages.

Rachmanioff’s second piano concerto, melodically familiar to both classical

and pops buyers, is given a fine rendition by Miss Moura Lympany. Miss
Lympany’s evident feeling for the piece gives it a warmth and color though
it is the ill fate of this production to be faced with numerous fine and even
brillant efforts on other labels, including the parent label, RCA Victor. Victor
has issues by Rachmanioff and Rubinstein that will offer stiff competition.

NEW YORK—“The markets that

our soaring birthrate since postwar

have created extend beyond the needs

of infant novelties, food and clothing,”

observed an executive of a large ad-

vertising agency, after it had com-

pleted a survey. Among the reasons

advanced : “Though the marriage rate

has declined from almost 2.3 million

in 1946 to about 1.5 million in 1954,

the continued high birth rate indicates

that families in the middle and upper

income brackets are having as many
children as those in the lower brack-

ets. (Ed note: Marriage decline dur-

ing this period is attributed to decline

in birth rate during the depression

years). Since 1940 home ownership
has more than doubled. Basic demands
of population growth now call for

800,000 new homes a year. And after

1960 housing demands will receive new
impetus from the baby crop of post-

war years arriving at marriageable
age.”

PITTSBURGH, PA.—The steel in-

dustry here is seeped with super-optim-

ism. The question facing the industry

in June is whether there will be labor

peace, whether there will be price in-

creases, and how the customers are

going to^behave about third quarter
requirements. The odds, it is believed,

favor peace and a price increase, ef-

fective July. It is believed customers
will buy confidently. Steel executives,

attending the annual meeting of the

American Iron and Steel Institute last

week, are confident that the industry’s

output this year will toal at least 108
million tons, or within 4 per cent of

the all-time record of 111.6 million

tons.

NEW YORK—With the country’s

basic industries, steel and automobile,
showing record sales, and predicting

1955 will show an all time sales high,

economists look for 1955 to keep the
country’s economy on a high level of

prosperity. These two industries are
now joined by another giant, oil. Lead-
ing oil companies expect consumption
of all oil products in the country for

the full year 1955 to show a further
increase of 4 per cent to 5 per cent
(with a majority leaning towards the
higher figure)

.

WASHINGTON, D. C.—The Com-
merce Department reported this week
that personal income rose to new
record annual rate of $295,600,000,000
in April. Total personal income in

April was $1 billion higher than in

March, and $11 billion above April
1954. The increase from March re-

sulted mainly from the continued ad-
vance of factory payrolls. A record
was also set in the “take-home part of
the personal income.”

Competition is

too keen, too stiff, too tough for any operator,

anywhere in the nation to continue on in the be-

lief that he, or any other operator, can just

“plug-in-and-collect.”

As long as we’re putting our cards on the table,

let’s put them face up. It isn’t the operator, him-

self, who brought on this situation. ’Way back
when he could get away with just “plugging-in-and

collecting”, along came the big and outstanding

merchandisers and they forced their men to do
MORE than just SELL merchandise, to the retail

merchants.

They wanted their men to “SUPER-SERVICE”
these retailers. So that the retailers would RE-
MEMBER them when they had something more
to sell.

The result was that, perhaps, the retailer was

somewhat spoiled. He came to depend on the

representatives, salesmen and missionary men,
of these large firms to SHOW HIM HOW. To put

up free displays for him (and some displays

brought the retailer free merchandise).

To remain in the store to demonstrate to Jack

and Joe and Mabel and Irma how to use the prod-

uct. To put out sales and advertising campaigns

for him. All in all they made him realize that the

“sale was only the beginning” of the merchandis-

ing of a new product.

In the olden, golden days of the coin machines

business, it was necessary for the old timers

to tell the merchants “how to work and sell” a

machine.

This took hours of the old time operator'6

time. But he persevered. The result is that every

merchant today knows “all about coin machines.”

This, without doubt, is very helpful to today’s

modern operators. •

But some of the operators have become lazy.

They’ve stopped “merchandising” their products.

They’re still trying to “just-plug-in-and-collect”.

There’s only one answer to success. That’s

—

SERVICE. SERVICE in big, outstanding and

gleaming ten feet high CAPITAL LETTERS.

Only by using his noodle, by working closely

with each and every one of his locations, by delv-

ing into their personality, into their thoughts,

into their hearts, into their ambitions, beliefs, de-

mands and consciousness, will the operator ever

get to the point where he can be termed, “SUC-

CESSFUL.”

Those operators who are still working on the

theory that all they have to do with any new-

machine is “just-plug-in-and-collect” had better

talk it over with the people who manufacture and

sell the machine, but, even more important, talk

it over with themselves.

“Old Clunkers” Being Rapidly

effect that the numbers of old clunk-
ers (old, wornout, toneless, dirty

automatic phonographs, usually of
prewar vintage) are rapidly disap-

pearing.
One of the best known salesmen for

one of the manufacturers said, “The
campaign that The Cash Box con-
ducted, telling the operators what a
terrible thing these old wornout pho-
nogaphs are and how they hurt them
and everyone else in the industry has

helped tremendously.
“Wherever I’ve traveled of late I’ve

seen more and moi’e of these wornout,
dirty ‘old clunkers’ being traded in
and broken up.”
A national survey made by this

publication many months ago indi-

cated that there were still on loca-
tions, and the figure was very con-
servative, approximately 20% old
wornout, dirty, prewar phonos that
should have been scrapped long ago.

This meant that over 100,000 such
machines were blocking off locations
to progressive music merchants.

Addressing the meeting were Walter

Guild, head of Guild Associates and
Lucius Foster, who will manage the
music association. Guild Associates
have managed the Cigarette Merchan-
disers Association for nine years and
in 1942-43 represented the music in-

dustry in killing a move for taxation
of juke boxes.

In a report on the Cerebral Palsy

Drive, with which the organization

made a tieup, Baker reported that if

all the pledges come in, $10,000 will

be turned over to the cerebral palsy

officials, who have extended the drive

thru June 30.

and “The Confidential Price Lists”]

FOREWORD: Many times, wide differences appear in the quotation of high and
low prices of certain equipment. Like any true reporter “The Confidential Price

Lists” can only feature the market prices as they are quoted. “The Confidential

Price Lists” acts exactly the same as the market quotation board at the Stock

Exchange—posting the prices as they are quoted for the past week, regardless of

how much they may seem to be out of line. Some prices do not change for

months. “The Confidential Price Lists,” rather than show no price, retain the

last known quotations for such equipment so that the subscriber at least has the

last known prices as a basis to work with. Prices may be very widely divergent.

Someone on the West Coast may feel a certain machine worth $150.00 whereas
someone on the East Coast may think it worth but $75.00. Of course, serial,

appearance, demand, territory, quantity, and condition of equipment must be
taken into consideration. (Some equipment offered by outstanding firms, hav-

ing a reputation for shipping completely reconditioned machines, will be
offered at higher prices than others, due to the added cost of reconditioning.)

“The Confidential Price Lists” reports each quotation exactly as it is made and
depends on the subscriber to make average price adjustments to fit the

peculiarities of his territory.

METHOD: “The Confidential Price Lists” should be read as follows: First

price listed is lowest price quoted for the week; Second price listed is highest

price quoted.

FOREIGN BUYERS: To cover cost of packing, crating, shipping, etc, figure

an additional $20 to $25 on Pin Games— and $25 to $30 on Phonographs.

Reports received indicate that, in some cases, purchasers become upset due
to the fact that they cannot, many times, buy equipment listed in the lower
price brackets. Sometimes sellers of machines listed at frqm $10.00 to $25.00

ask from $50.00 up to $75.00 and even more for these very same machines.
Purchasers of such equipment must realize that machines in the very low
priced categories are much worn to be priced at these low figures. To completely
recondition such machines, the reconditioner must add onto his price the cost

of transportation to obtain these machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed
to recondition the machines, plus the cost of cartons, crates and labor for

packing and shipping of the machines, in addition to a decent profit which
will, in most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00 machine to anywhere
from $50.00 to $75.00 and up. In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that many of the parts have to be
made by hand or contracted for at some machinist shop, since manufacturers
of many of the old arcade machines and kiddie rides are no longer in business
and it is impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Purchasers of such
equipment should take these facts into consideration and, at the same time,
should also realize that many buyers today have their own repair and recon-
ditioning departments as well as experienced mechanics, such buyers will
purchase machines “as is”, at prices quoted by the trade at large, and recondi-
tion the machines themselves to meet their own operating standards.
