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At the recent NAMM convention,

record distributors were gathered from
all over the nation. They discussed

plans for the future anti also what had

happened in the first six months of the

year. And much to veryone’s surprise,

almost every independent distributor

was in a happy frame of mind telling

about the increased business he did in

the first half of the year. This despite

the fact that it was generally accepted in

the industry that the record business
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had been off somewhat from last year.

How come then that the independent

distributor did so well?

The answer we think can be found

in Rhythm and Blues.

The upsurge in the acceptance of

R&B throughout the nation has created

a new market. Whereas distributors

who handled R&B lines would before

this never even bother to visit a pop
location store, today those stores may
be his best customers. An entirely new
field has opened up, so much so that in

many instances the business of a dis-

tributor has more than doubled.

R&B hits have come from so many
different sources in the past year, from

so many different record firms, that a

distributor with an abundance of lines

—and in many cities there is really only

one main independent who carries al-

most all the lines—has been kept con-

stantly busy riding one hit after an-

other. Some of these R&B hits, more-

over, have reached fantastic figures,

figures such as a million or more which

was previously inconceivable in a mar-

ket limited to R&B purchasers only.

Today when R&B is accepted and en-

joyed by people who formerly never

even heard it, the expansion of busi-

ness has been marked and swift—but

probably only a fraction of what it will

be in the future.

Distributors of records, being in a

dynamic, developing business, can view

the future with great confidence. Ours
is a business which is constantly finding

new customers, new outlets. The rec-

ord business has grown in the past sev-

eral years to be one of the kingmakers
in the entertainment world. And its

influence is becoming greater with each

passing year. Records are becoming
part of more and more households
every day. And with an expanding
population and a prosperous one, we
can look forward to even larger pur-

chases of records in the future.

Several years ago it was the appre-

ciation of band music which opened
new vistas. Then the individual sing-

ers gathered large amounts of fans who
purchased records. Only recently a

new recognition of the folk field fur-

ther expanded record horizons. And
now R&B is playing its part in intro-

ducing records into homes where they

never had been before.

Just as each of these previous fac-

tors has achieved a periuaneiit place in

American music, so will R&B make its

contribution.

But most importantly for the record

distributor is the knowledge that ulien

R&B is thus so fully accepted and no
longer the immediate stimulant that it

is today, there will be other factors that

will arise to bring new stimulation to

record selling, find new purchasers for

recortls, and keep this business a dy-

namic, expanding, prosperous one.

CHICAGO, July 28—The famed

Grand Ole Opry, for many years

one of radio’s leading country music

programs, will be seen this Fall on the

ABC Television Network under the

sponsorship of the Ralston Purina

Company, it was announced by the

American Broadcasting Company
and Gardner Advertising Company,
agency for the client.

The “live” television version of the

pioneer radio network musical show
will be carried by ABC-TV every

fourth Saturday from 8 to 9 p.m.,

EDT, starting in October (exact date

to be announced later).

It will originate from Ryman Audi-
torium, Nashville, Tenn., the home
of Grand Ole Opry since it originated

as a regional radio show in 1926.

with a ’ number of forward steps in

the career of Hank Snow.

Hank Snow started early in life

as a singer and was confronted with
many obstacles.

and it proved to be highly successful.

In the past six months Hank has
become one of the most consistent

and profitable box office attractions.

Added emphasis on record promotion,
worked out by Hank Snow and Col.

Parker, has resulted in a steady flow

of hit records by Hank Snow, “The
Singing Ranger.”

Col. Parker has a number of nego-
tiations underway, but isn’t revealing
any details at this time. He recently
completed negotiations for Hank’s
appearances at the famed Hollywood
Bowl on August 6th.

Under the banner of Hank Snow
Attractions, Col. Parker is currently
touring with the Andy Griffith Show
throughout Florida. The show is fea-
turing Marty Robbins, Elvis Presley,
Ferlin Huskey, Simon Crum, Tommy
Collins, Jimmie Rodgers Snow and
Glenn Reeves.

Associated with Col. Parker in the
operation of the Hank Snow Attrac-
tions is Tom Diskin, who heads the
Chicago office, and is general repre-
sentative of the talent-promotional
agency.

Hank’s newest RCA Victor release
is “I’m Glad I Got To See You Once
Again” and “Cryin’, Prayin’, Waitin’,
Hopin’ ”.

DETROIT, MICH.—We know it’s

pretty boring to read a lot of sta-

tistics, but we must quote from Gen-
eral Motor’s report which stated it

enjoyed a record number of employes
and a peak payroll during both the

second quarter and the first half of

1955. GM said its world-wide employ-
ment averaged 624,954 and its pay-
rolls totaled $1,563,000,000 in the first

six months. Weekly earnings of em-
ployes working in the United States
averaged $103.09, compared with
$89.81 in the first half of 1954. The
average work week advanced from
40.1 hours to 43.5. This report covered
hourly rated employes only.

NEW YORK—-That the country is

“betting on the future” in a big way
is indicated by a report this week on
construction. Not only have building
contracts shown a 30 per cent gain in

the first six months (both industrial
and home), but George Cline Smith,
economist for F. W. Dodge Corpo-
ration, said this week that there is

still no indication of any slackening-
in the rate of increase. Dodge reported
that construction contract awards
totaled nearly $12 billion in the first

six months of 1955, a new record for
any six months.

NEW YORK—There’s a story mak-
ing the rounds on Broadway, which
we like. Seems there was a fellow who
thought up a terrific story. It was
stolen by the columnists and picked
up from there by television comedians.
Soon friends were re-telling this story
to the guy who had thought it up in

the first place. Everywhere he went
I he heard the gag again and again—and
again. It was a sad case of the “tale

^ that dogged the wag.”

The 1955 American Dime
is Only Worth as Much as

the 1939 American Nickel

Regardless of all the editorials which have

appeared here over the many past years

there still seems to exist a mistaken concep-

tion on the part of some operators that what

this publication is urging them to do, in an

effort to help them cut down on losses, is

to charge more per play.

When this publication first started, many
years ago, to point out to the nation’s oper-

ators that continued rising costs, due to in-

flation and the gradual dropping in value

of the dollar, required that they obtain more
for the entertainment they were selling—it

urged them, at the same time, to change to

“dime play.”

But, at the same time, this publication

explained, by use of charts and statements

of the nation’s outstanding economists, that

the American dollar was no longer worth a

full dollar, as it had been worth in 1939,
but that its value was now halved.

In short, the American dollar’s purchas-

ing power value had fallen down since 1939,
sixteen years ago, to only 50% of its actual

worth.

The American dollar is now worth only

about 50c. Therefore, by very simple arith-

metic, the average operator could figure

that, because the dollar was only worth about

50c, the present American dime was only

worth 5c.

Similarly, with the present American dol-

lar worth only half of its value, 50c, then
those operators who continue to charge 5c
per play, were actually only charging 2^^c
per play.

That’s half of what they used to get in

1939, sixteen years ago, when the American
nickel was really worth five, full, American
cents.

Yet, these operators who still charged
only a nickel, 2^c at the 1955 valuation of

the nickel, were paying over 300% more
for overhead expense and for everything

they needed in business.

The Cash Box has not urged anyone to

“raise the price of the play.” This publi-

cation has pointed out. logically, that since

the American dollar is worth hut half of

what it was worth, and since the operators
are paying 300% more for whatever they

require to do business, then the higher cost

of doing business against the devalued t-oin-

age of the nation shoidd he reconciled.

That is why The Cash Box urged the op-

erators to change over to dime play.

Only because the dime of 1955 is worth
only as much as the nickel of 1939.

Since the 1955 dime is worth only 5c
The Cash Box urges the nation’s operators
to:

lections than expected.

What did cut down play for some op-

erators is that they, themselves, over-

come by fatigue and heat, either didn’t

have the incentive to give locations

their cooperation, or went away for a

vacation. In these instances, these men
figured they were better off resting up

for later in the summer, or for a con-

centrated drive beginning in the Fall.

However, as reported in The Cash

Box in previous issues. Summer busi-

ness doesn’t take the all-off drop it

used to take several years ago. Busi-

ness, considered on the whole, has been

keeping at a surprisingly fine level,

particularly for those operators who

prepared in advance by setting the

newer and stronger money-making

machines.

NEW YORK—Ben Becker, re-

gional representative for United

Manufacturing Company, one of the

most beloved and popular coinmen

in the nation, died suddenly while

on a business trip to Montreal,

Canada.

A jolly, happy person, with

an outstanding personality, he made
an immediate impression, and must

have had thousands of friends in

the industry when he passed away.

Reports received indicate that, in some cases, purchasers become upset due
to the fact that they cannot, many times, buy equipment listed in the lower
price brackets. Sometimes seUers of machines listed at from $10.00 to $25.00

ask from $50.00 up to $75.00 and even more for these very same machines.
Purchasers of such equipment must realize that machines in the very low
priced categories are much worn to be priced at these low figures. To completely
recondition such machines, the reconditioner must add onto his price the cost

of transportation to obtain these machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed
to recondition the machines, plus the cost of cartons, crates and labor for

packing and shipping of the machines, in addition to a decent profit which
will, in most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00 machine to anywhere
from $50.00 to $75.00 and up. In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that many of the parts have to be
made by hand or contracted for at some machinist shop, since manufacturers
of many of the old arcade machines and kiddie rides are no longer in business
and it is impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Purchasers of such
equipment should take these facts into consideration and, at the same time,
should also realize that many buyers today bave their own repair and recon-
ditioning departments as well as experienced mechanics, such buyers will
purchase machines “as is”, at prices quoted by the trade at large, and recondi-
tion the machines themselves to meet their own operating standards.
