Decca Launches Album Series Cover-

ing Music From 8th to 1 8th Centuries

NEW YORK—Decca Records has

launched a new series under the list-

ing of Archive Productions that

should be of vast importance to col-

lectors, connoisseurs, musicologists,

schools and music lovers. Recorded,
pressed and packaged in Germany by
the Deutsche Grammophon Gesell-

schaft, Europe’s respected and fa-

mous recording company, the Archive
Production covers the development of

music from the 8th to the 18th centu-

ries. Decca is the sole distributor of

this series in the United States.

The series has already been re-

leased in England. Reports indicate

it is a success, acceptance having
proved itself to be very strong.

The Archive Production has been
divided into twelve “Research Peri-

ods” corresponding to successive

phases of musical history- Each “pe-

riod” is again sub-divided into sec-

tions consisting of groups of works,
types of music and individual com-
posers.

Representative of the Gold Label Di-
vision of Decca Records, said: “This
superb series has been recorded on
flawless Long Playing records. No
trouble has been spared to make these
recordings artistically and technically
perfect. Each record has been doubly
tested and approved for technical per-
fection.”

In addition to the usual notes, each
album contains an index card which
gives detailed scholarly documenta-

The album, which will sell for $5.71
each, is packaged in a polyethylene
sleeve and then entirely enclosed in
a plastic wrapper.

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LONDON, ENGLAND—Coin firms
here see no hope of the import ban
on American equipment being lifted in
the near future. The Board of Trade
figures show a rise in exports from
July to August, the highest ever
reached—but against this figure a
rise, also in imports, which makes the
balance worse than in 1954. Under
these conditions, it’s hardly likely
American coin operated equipment
will be permitted to be brought into
the country at this time. Some coin-
operated games are being brought into
the country from Germany, with
which England has a special import
deal set up. Meanwhile, English coin-
men are operating, buying and selling
such machines as: Turf Champs,
Major, Topper, Rink, Circus, Bally
Bumpers, Sidekick, Bally Supreme,
Bubbles, Ocean Park, World’s Fair,
Lightning, Stop and Go, Odd Ball,
Bally Reserves, Snappy, etc.

BUENOS AIRES, ARGENTINA—
An export credit group, meeting this
week, stated “The change of Govern-
ment in Argentina has yet to produce
any actual or potential improvement
in its trade with the United States.”
However, coinmen, like all others in
the United States, are hoping the new
Government of Argentina will, in
time, make the necessary changes in
its import regulations to permit coin-
operated machines to be brought in.

Coin machines in most other Latin-
American countries have played a big
part in their peoples’ lives, and the
peoples of Argentina, who also have
a great love for music and entertain-
ment, would take American coin ma-
chines to their heart. If the import
regulations were changed to allow
United States coinmen to export
equipment here, it would develop a
tremendous market.

MADRID, SPAIN—Football bil-
liards and old pinballs (without light-
ing effects) are practically all the
coin-operated equipment here. They
are found in practically every pub and
speakeasy, and are owned either by
the manufacturer, location, or a pro-
fessional operator. There’s a Madrid
factory supposed to be manufactur-
ing new type pinball machines.

MARSEILLES, FRANCE—Opera-
tion of coin machines in this second
largest city in France is practically
at a standstill since January 1, 1955.
An extremely heavy local form of
taxation is in effect, and operators in
almost every instance, have taken
their equipment out of locations in a
protest over this excessive tax.

BUSINESS
$7,740,750 SPENT FOR 28,365

MACHINES IN 1st 6 MONTHS OF 1955
NEW' YORK-—Exports of coin machines, both

new and reconditioned, since the end of World
War II, have been on the increase with each suc-

ceeding year.

Information supplied by the Department of
Commerce, tabulated in this issue, indicates that

1955 will top all previous years of coin machine
exports. Based on the business transacted for the
first six months of 1955, the year’s total exports
should run to some $16 or $17 millions, as ex-

porters always do more business in the Fall and
Winter months than they do in the first six

months.
Analysis of the figures supplied by the Depart-

ment of Commerce shows that in the first six

months of 1955, coin machine firms in the United
States shipped 13,436 automatic music machines,
valued at $5,907,592. Amusement machines for

this same period sent out of the country totaled

9,990 at a value of $1,377,099. And vending
machines totaled 4,939, valued at $456,059. A
total of all kinds of coin operated machines
exported ran to 28,365 machines, valued at

$7,740,750.

PHONOGRAPHS
Europe as a whole was United States’ best cus-

tomer. Coinmen there absorbed a total of 7,288
machines valued at $2,921,062. Of the European
countries, the Netherlands bought the most equip-
ment, hut from the cost of $387,514, it’s evident

that they imported mostly machines of the lower-

price bracket. Belgium took 1,937 pieces, ex-

pending $814,978, while Western Germany was
responsible for the purchase of 1,327 music ma-
chines, valued at $819,264.

In North America, Canada, Mexico and Cuba
bought most of the phonographs. Canada led the

list with 1,117 machines, valued at $577,433;
Mexico 999 machines, valued at $432,966; and
Cuba imported 682 pieces, costing $231,110.
Among the South American countries, Vene-

zuela and Colombia were the foremost importers.
Venezuela bought 1,189 phonos valued at $823,-

120; and Colombia spent $201,772 for 689 music
machines.

Countries located in the Pacific area bought
293 juke boxes, spending $150,728.

AMUSEMENT MACHINES
The European continent spent more money to

import amusement machines than any other sec-

tion, but the figures show they took less machines.
Europe spent $479,668 for 2,864 machines, but
countries in the North American continent bought
a total of 4,364 machines, costing only $456,223.
A look at the accompanying chart points up the
reason. 2,557 amusement machines were sent to
Mexico at a cost of only $89,594 indicating that
many extremely low priced machines were bought
up. From a money viewpoint Canada was United
States’ best buyer, spending $321,952 for 1,515
machines. Next best importer, in point of dollars
spent was France with $154,742, for which they
received 710 machines. Belgium, it is seen, pur-
chased more machines than France, 859, but
spent less than $87,881. Netherlands was next
w ith 490 pieces at $75,239, and Western Germany
follows with an expenditure of $68,463 for 241
amusement machines.

In the Pacific area Japan spent the most money
$109,249 for 337 machines. Altho British Malaya
imported the most machines, 757, it only spent
$79,085.

VENDING MACHINES
This division of the coin machine industry is

3rd and last in exports, shipping out only 4,939
machines, valued at $456,059. Canada was the
biggest buyer, taking practically most of the

vendors and spending the largest amount. Canada
bought 3,326 machines of the total exported, and
spent $312,306 of the total money.

LEADING EXPORT COUNTRIES
Canada led all countries in the purchase of

United States equipment, spending a total of
$1,211,691 for 5,968 machines.

Strangely enough Venezuela, South America,
ran second in money spent for coin machines ex-

ported from the United States, spending $930,568
for 2,536 machines.

Belgium ranked next with an expenditure of
$904,460 for 2.800 machines.

Western Germany was fourth, importing 1.570
machines valued at $889,220.

France placed fifth, spending $656,253 for
1,628 machines.
Mexico was sixth, sending $525,507 to United

States’ firms for 3,571 machines.
The Netherlands was next, importing 3,360

machines at a cost of $496,732.

Looking back on the third quarter’s

business in the U.S. it is safe to say

that it was good from all standpoints.

This regardless of the fact that the

weather, this past third quarter, broke

many heat records. It was probably

the hottest summer in U.S. history.

But all in all, business continued along

at an extremely high level, and as the

Fourth Quarter comes into being, a

real business boom seems to be getting

under way. Employment is at the

highest peak in U.S. history. Labor’s

wages are higher. People have more
money in savings banks than has ever

before been known. Credit expansion
is of such nature that it has created

controversy among economists. As far

as the coin machines business is con-

cerned it has proved that it can endure
the hottest weather and progress with
great enthusiasm and optimism.

During the month of July this pub-
lication noted the fact that the kiddie

games were coming back. Kiddie rides,

guns, games, tractors, and even post-

card vending machines, featux-ing

cards to attract children, were es-

pecially noticeable. Canada’s coin ma-
chines business was also reported to be

at high level. Similar reports were
being received from Europe, Central

and South America and the Pacific

countries. It was also evident that

coin machine operators were no longer

specializing in just one type of ma-
chine. Diversification was now the

rule—not the exception. The games
manufacturers, regardless of the heat,

were introducing new products. Busi-

ness was going right ahead.

In August this publication featured

the fact that, “Business Is Hot

—

Where It’s Cool.” This was an effort

to help encourage greater use of air

conditioning in retail stores locations,

even if the coin machines operators

had to help their storekeepers to in-

stall such systems. It was found,

through the hot month of July, that

business remained at a good level in

locations that were air conditioned.

Demand for used equipment reached

a new high during August. This was
attributed, in large part, to the grow-
ing demand from world markets. De-

mand was extremely great for all late

model used machines. At the same
time many manufacturers were pre-
paring to introduce new machines.

During September this publication

reported on the growing games busi-

ness. It editorialized regarding the

finer games being produced. The great

spread of 10c play. The bigger trade-

in prices being offered to the oper-

ators. The expanding export market.

And reported that all these factors

were contributing to the growth of

the games field. Most noted, during

this month, was the fact that the

manufacturers were fighting hard to

hold present prices. Price of copper,

steel, aluminum, lumber and other raw
materials, as well as components,

labor’s wages, overhead expenses and

production costs, were all tremend-

ously increased. The manufacturers

were, in the meantime, assimilating

these increases. They are hoping to

hold present prices. The U.S. coin ma-
chines business was going ahead with

leaps and bounds. The nation’s oper-

ators were eagerly looking forward to

even better business during the cool

Fall months ahead.

REVIEW
A. B. T. Manufacturing Corporation,

Chicago, 111.

This old line firm, one of the best

known in the industry, remained busy

all during the third quarter. It con-

tinued to produce many well known
accessories, such as its coin chutes,

paymeters, slug rejectors and other

units. At the same time the firm con-

tinued to produce its “Rifle Sport,”

which comes in three models, and can

also be constructed to meet require-

ments of pui'chasers. It also continued

into its 10th year of production for its

“Challenger” pistol target game. In

fact the firm introduced an entirely

new model of “The Challenger” during

the latter part of August.

AMI, Inc., Grand Rapids, Mich.

Opening the third quarter this firm

continued production of its Multi-Horn

High Fidelity Phonographs. These are

known as model F-120 (120 selections,

45 rpm); F-80 (80 selections); and

F-40 (40 selections), in addition to its

speakers, wall boxes, and other music

accessories. The firm announced that

it had enjoyed an increase of 39.1%

in business during the first six months

of 1955. It continued an intensive ad-

vertising and sales campaign in the

U.S. as well as in world markets to

sell its automatic music. During the

middle of September the firm intro-

duced an entirely new model phono-

graph in various two-tone color de-

signs, again featuring its Multi-Horn

Hi-Fidelity system, adding a new top

speaker and many other features. This

is known as the model “G”. It was

shown in 120 selections, 45 rpm.

Bally Manufacturing Company,

Chicago, 111.

One of the most progressive and

outstanding firms in the U.S., Bally

started the third quarter with the

following products in production:

“Gold Medal” and “Blue Ribbon” bowl-

ing games. “Gay Time,” an in-line

game. And the following kiddie games:

“Bull’s Eye,” a kiddie gun game; “Hot

Rod,” a toy sized kiddie automobile

ride; and “The Champion,” mechanical

kiddie horse ride. As the month of

July waned, Bally introduced two new

bowling games: “ABC Bowler” and

“Congress Bowler.” Both of these took

instant hold. They are considered

among the finest the firm has built.

Bally continued to remain busy all

during the month of August. As

August came to its close, the firm

advised that its kiddie auto ride, “Hot

Rod,” had been granted permission by

the Ford Motor Company to be called

“Model T.” The new model of this

kiddie auto ride will be known as

“Model T.” In quick succession, during

September, the firm introduced two
new bowling games: “Jumbo Bowler”
and “King Pin Bowler.”

It concentrated its efforts,

during the first part of the third

quarter, on its “Vacuumatic Card Ven-

der,” introducing a “Davy Crockett”

card series for the youngsters, as well

as on its “Treasure Cove Shooting

Gallery” gun. As the third quarter

progressed the firm announced that it

had enjoyed the best July month in its

history. A new president, Samuel

Lewis, was named by the firm. In the

meantime the firm was extremely busy

with a new product. This was an

entirely new departure from the type

games which have been manufactured

for some time. The new game is: “Skill

Pool.” This is a small-sized pool table.

It is attractively designed, compara-

tively low in price, and featuring very

fine skill play. The game took very

strong hold. The firm is among the

busiest in the U.S. attempting to fill

orders at this time.

This gun
game had taken very fine hold and
sales continued at a very good rate.

But before the third quarter was many
days old, the firm introduced an en-
tirely new game: “Champion Base-

ball.” The game was immediately
accepted. Sales were high. The firm

continued extremely busy with this

baseball game all during July and into

late August. Then as sales somewhat
slowed presented its new game. It is

called: “Quarterback.” A very fine

football game. It has already been well
received by the trade in the U.S. and
will, probably, be just as well received
in many other countries. The firm is

United Manufacturing Company,
Chicago, 111.

This popular manufacturer con-

tinues to be among the busiest in the

U.S. The firm entered into the third

quarter of the year producing: “5th

Inning Shuffle Targette”; “Capitol

Shuffle Alley”; “Derby Roll”; “Clipper

Shuffle Alley”; “Venus Shuffle Tar-

gette”; and its in-line game, “Man-
hattan.” Before the month of July had
reached its midpoint the firm intro-

duced a new baseball game: “Super
Slugger Baseball.” At the same time

it also introduced a new in-line game:
“Triple Play.” The firm plunged ahead
with greater activity into ever larger

production schedules. Orders had
gathered up while this factory was
closed for its vacation period. On
September 17 the firm introduced an-

Lifting of Stiff import Taxes Could

Expand Export Market Greatly

NEW YORK—One of the most im-

portant barriers to a greatly expanded
export market, even away beyond
what it is today, is the stiff import

tax now placed on all coin operated

equipment.

Letters arriving here continually

stress the fact that coin firms in many
countries would be more than willing

to import considerably more machines
if conditions were favorable.

From Manila, Philippines, comes
word that an excellent future lies

ahead if present high import controls

are lifted. “. . . which, under the
aggressive leadership of President
Magsaysay,” writes a coin firm there,
“might materialize within the next
18 months.”

An operating firm in Hong Kong,
where pinball machine games are the

best money makers, makes the same
complaint, stating “business is good,

and could be much better if the local

government would only relax import

regulations.”

“Our future is dependent entirely

on the same old question”, writes a

coinman from Casablanca, French
Morocco, “politics and how soon a har-

monious solution is reached.”

From some countries in Europe,
South America, Asia, and Africa,
comes the same complaint. Perhaps
in the near future, these import bar-
riers will be lifted, or at least soften-
ed up somewhat, and then American
exporters will really do a tremendous
business.

Operators and distributors in vari-

ous parts of the nation report that

they find fewer old clunkers on loca-

tions than ever before in the history

of their areas.

Some even claim, as did one noted

“In view of the fact that our organ-

ization absolutely would not agree to

accept any operator who had ma-

chines over five years old on location

many of these machines have been

replaced.”

Operators have learned that they

are much better off with the latest :

model equipment. They have found

that not only will these machines

bring better returns and also greater

prestige to them and to their firms,

as well as to all the other operators

in the area, but that they have tre-

mendously increased the value of

their own businesses.

It is also believed that the growing
demand for more and still more used

machines for export has helped to

pull many of these old clunkers off

1 jcations.

Distributors have made some very

fine trade-in offers to operators who
have found it profitable to remove
these old machines and purchase the

latest equipment.

Of outstanding importance to all

in the industry is the fact that these
old, screechy, scratchy, dirty looking
and, many times, insect infested ma-
chines are being replaced with new
and beautifully modern equipment.

This is winning greater respect and
prestige for all the trade. It is also
stepping up play action and bringing

NEW YORK—The Department of
Licenses, here, in its annual report
for 1954, disclosed that it took in

$392,800 from amusement machines,
which was $49,850 higher than in
1953.

This sum was more than a quarter
of the total amount collected from
the 75 classifications of activities and
occupations for which it issues li-

censes.

Chief Postal Inspector R. A. Carl-
ton said postal authorities can pin-
point some $300,000 in losses to the
vending machine rackets.

As can be expected, the swindlers
offer the suckers a “sure fire” money-
making business with only a small
investment and no work. All that is

necessary is to install the machine
in a busy store and then sit back and
rake in the profits.

Murphy reports, “By the time the
investor, who has sunk several thou-
sands of dollars into his machines
and plans to sit back and wait for
the money to roll in, discovers he’s
been gypped, the promoter has
skipped town.

Invariably, he finds:

1) Locations for the machines
either are fictitious or they do not
want the dispensers.

2) The products he buys to re-fill

the machines frequently cost as much
or more than regular retail store
goods.

3) The so-called “exclusive fran-
chise” area promised by the pro-
moter also has been sold “exclusively”
to other suckers.

4) The vending machines cost more
than what he could have bought them
for in a reputable retail supply house.

The vendors Murphy lists as those
mostly offered are Chili and beef
vending machines; self service pen
and pencil dispensers; candy ma-
chines; pizza pie vendors; and greet-
ing card machines.

Poorly Reconditioned Ma-

chines Cause Grief To Legit

Belgium Wholesalers

ANTWERP, BELGIUM— Belgium

has been one of the best export mar-

kets for American made machines

since the end of World War II.

Because of the large number of

machines imported here, and because

of the method of operating, estab-

lished firms with top reputations have

run into a number of difficulties. One,

and probably the most important is

the sale of reconditioned music ma-

chines and amusement machines that

are not put into working order. Be-

cause locations are “sold” machines

that do not work or hold up, estab-

lished coin firms are being hurt badly.

Max Lobo, head of one of this city’s

foremost importing and wholesaling

firms, writes The Cash Box, stating

“
. . . there is a certain danger in the

future for the good reputation of the

Juke Box as a reliable piece of equip-

ment.”

Lobo explains that in Belgium ma-

chines are sold to locations, with prac-

tically no operators running routes.

The cafes buy the machines outright,

and service is supplied by the whole-

saler.

The problem, Lobo states, is that

many have entered the coin machine

business, importing equipment, who

are not qualified to serve the buyer.

“It is a very dangerous situation,”

states Lobo, “as our business requires

a great deal of technical knowledge.

“As regards the Juke Box trade,

we may say that happily the new

machine trade is in safe hands and
that the local agents of the big brands

possess a trained personnel capable

of giving adequate service and doing

skillfully the necessary repairs and
revisions when necessary.

“But since, by far the biggest

amount of business is being done in

reconditioned Juke Boxes, it is here

the biggest danger lies in forming
public opinion.

“A large number of firms and per-

sons dealing in reconditioned Juke
Boxes have neither a workshop, nor

any kind of trained personnel. They
are only interested in one thing

—

selling. Once the money is in their

pockets, they do not show themselves

any more and leave their unhappy
customers with a Juke Box completely

out of order. It is difficult to realize

to its full extent the harm caused by
these people. They destroy the good
name of the Juke Box and undermine
the general confidence in that valuable

piece of equipment.

“What sells these machines to the

buyer,” continued Lobo, “is price. Ma-
chines that come fully reconditioned,

or are reconditioned by us, and other

legitimate wholesalers, are being sold

for considerably less than it cost us.

That the Juke Boxes are being de-

livered in a poor condition goes with-

out saying, but the fact remains that

a good market is systematically being
spoiled and that (which is perhaps
still worse) the Juke Box is getting a
very bad reputation indeed.”

Lobo concludes his report with the

suggestion that the bonafide local

dealers combine for a public relations

program, as well as circulating the

buyers warning them against buying
equipment from any other than the
professional and reliable coin firms.

Genco Announces New Feature

For “Tournament Pool”

CHICAGO—A new special feature

has been announced for Genco’s

“Tournament Pool,” which the firm

is now shipping and which can be

used only for its pool game, according

to Ralph Sheffield, director of sales,

Genco Manufacturing & Sales Com-
pany, this city.

The new feature is described as a

high styled, light assembly, which is

coated with a beautiful green hard

enamel finish to blend with the pool

felt.

“We have altered the cabinet con-

struction on our games to allow for

the light, and I may add, all of our

games from the first one can take

this accessory” stated Sheffield. “We
believe it adds a great deal to the

appearance and value of the game
and makes it definitely the leader in

the field.

“In trying to better our product,”

continued Ralph, “we realized some-

time ago the great need for a light.

Most tavern locations are dark and

oftentimes it becomes difficult to read

the rules card or play the game prop-
erly. Shadow or player cue inter-

ference is also a problem. With our
new ‘Tournament Pool’ light acces-

sory, the cord is covered on the floor

with a one square yard % inch thick

78’s Will Not Be Discontinued

OAKLAND, CALIF.—Altho the

following information was circulated

elsewhere, The Cash Box publishes it

herewith, as George A. Miller, presi-

dent and business manager of Music

Operators of America (MOA) feels

that every music operator should be

aware of the facts, and as he states,

“The Cash Box is read by every music

operator, and if it isn’t published in

it, many of them are going to miss

it.”

“Many letters of inquiry have been

received at MOA headquarters from

operators and associations all over the

United States,” says Miller, “inquir-

ing whether there is any authentic in-

formation regarding the discontin-

uance of 78 rpm records.

“I have written to all of the major

recording companies regarding this

subject, and answers from Capitol,

RCA Victor, MGM, Columbia and

Decca record companies are most en-

couraging as well as most assuring

that 78 rpms will be pressed as long

as there is any need for them. In

other words, there is no reason to be-

lieve that any of the major i-ecording

companies intend to discontinue 78

rpm records in the immediate future.

“I think these assurances by the
recording companies will probably
eliminate a situation that has caused
a great alarm and much concern to

many music operators in America”,
concluded Miller.

Exchange—posting the prices as they are quoted for the past week, regardless of

how much they may seem to be out of line. Some prices do not change for

months. “The Cash Box Price Lists,” rather than show no price, retain the last

known quotations for such equipment so that the subscriber at least has the last

known prices as a basis to work with. Prices may be very widely divergent.

Someone on the West Coast may feel a certain machine worth $150.00 whereas
someone on the East Coast may think it worth but $75.00.

“The
Cash Box Price Lists” reports each quotation exactly as it is made and depends
on the subscriber to make average price adjustments to fit the peculiarities of
his territory.

METHOD: “The Cash Box Price Lists” should be read as follows: First

price listed is lowest price quoted for the week; Second price listed is highest
price quoted.

Reports received indicate that, in some cases, purchasers become upset due
to the fact that they cannot, many times, buy equipment listed in the lower
price brackets. Sometimes sellers of machines listed at from $10.00 to $25.00

ask from $50.00 up to $75.00 and even more for these very same machines.
Purchasers of such equipment must realize that machines in the very low
priced categories are much worn to be priced at these low figures. To completely
recondition such machines, the reconditioner must add onto his price the eost

of transportation to obtain these machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed
to recondition the machines, plus the eost of cartons, crates and labor for

packing and shipping of the machines, in addition to a decent profit which
will, in most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00 machine to anywhere
from $50.00 to $75.00 and up. In the ease of arcade and kiddie ride machine:
these may even be higher due to the fact that many of the parts have to be
made by hand or contracted for at some machinist shop, since manufacturers
of many of the old arcade machines and kiddie rides are no longer in business
and it is impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Purchasers of such
equipment should take these facts into consideration and, at the same time,
should also realize that many buyers today have their own repair and recon-
ditioning departments as well as experienced mechanics, such buyers will

purchase machines “as is”, at prices quoted by the trade at large, and recondi-
tion the machines themselves to meet their own operating standards.
