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The music business has a new trend.

It’s an extension of folk type songs

but it goes even further.

The whole thing started with “Six-

teen Tons” which took off like a rocket.

That was a song about a miner and his in-

ability to free himself from the circum-

stances under which he lived. The music

fraternity thinks it rather odd that a

song such as this becomes the top pop

song in the country, but no one can

question the fact that it has.

In the wrake of the success of “Six-

teen Tons” have come other songs

which approach that same subject.

These are by no means imitations of

“Sixteen Tons”, but rather they explore

somewhat the same general territory of

thought—the inability of man to free

himself from the obligations and cir-

cumstances in which he finds himself.

And they each do this in an original

way. In the next few months we may
find hits in such current songs as “Chain

Gang”, “99 Years”, “These Hands” and

the current theme song from “The

Three Penny Opera”.

The entire trend of popular music
during the last decade has been toward

a broadening of its subject matter and
audience. Before the Second World
War, popular music was pretty well

divided into three separate categories,

pop, rhythm and blues, and country.

Right after the war. country music had
such a surge that almost every country

hit was immediately covered by a pop

artist. Then rhythm and blues took

over and soon it was hard to tell the dif-

ference between a pop list and a rhythm
and blues list.

Each of these trends had the effect

of breaking down the divisions which

people generally considered to be bind-

ing in their listening to and purchasing

of music. For instance when the folk

trend started, many people who had

never heard country music before, sud-

denly found themselves liking it and

buying it. When the rhythm and blues

trend got under way, we soon found

that its hold on teenagers was spectacu-

lar, that in some way it said what they

wanted said and that in a very real sense

it “reached” them.

Now we have a trend which goes even

further than these two former move-

ments. We are getting down to the basic

aspects of life.

These subjects are being sung about

not in soaring melodies but almost in

chants. And they are being accepted by

the record buying and playing public

in huge numbers.

What this means in terms of our na-

tional thought only time can tell. But
if it is a truism that the songs a nation
sings reflect the life it leads, then it

is certainly strange that at this moment
of our greatest prosperity, the most
popular song in the country should be
about a debt ridden miner who can
never free himself from the abyss in

which he exists.

Rosner Named Vik Sales Manager
NEW YORK—Ben Rosner has been

named sales manager of Vik Records,
it was announced last Friday by Bill

Bullock, manager of single records for

RCA Victor. Vik is the new name for

the Victor subsid that had formerly
been called “X” Records.

Rosner, who until now had been
pop and jazz promotion manager of

RCA Victor Records, takes over his

new duties immediately.
As of last week, no A&R man had

yet been named to the Vik post. There
were several names being mentioned,
most persistent of which was that of

Bob Thiele. However, on Thursday
Thiele announced that he definitely

was not leaving his present Coral po-
sition.

Rosner joined Victor in 1949 as ad-
vertising and publicity manager of
the Custom Record Division. He later

became advertising services manager
of the RCA Victor Record Division.
Rosner started his career as a fea-

ture writer on weekly magazines and
played in local bands at night as a jazz
guitarist. After coming out of the

Air Force when the war was over, he
joined United Artists in its promotion
department. He then formed his own
advertising, promotion and publicity

firm and in February 1949 joined NBC
as advertising, promotion and public-

ity manager of the Radio Recording
Division. It was this department which
was taken over by the Custom Divi-
sion which brought Rosner into the
RCA Victor Records setup.
Vik Records, which he now goes in-

to, is currently celebrating its second
birthday. It was started in January
of 1954 with Jimmy Hilliard as A&R
man and Joe Delaney as head of sales.

Delaney resigned several months ago
to take over as sales manager for
Cadence Records and is now free
lancing in the record and personal
management fields. Hilliard resigned
as of January 1st, this year, to be-
come A&R head of Bally Records, the
new Chicago diskery. Frank Amaru,
who stepped into the sales manager-
ship of Vik after Delaney left, re-
turns to the International Division of
Victor.

“It’s What’s in THE CASH BOX That Counts”
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WASHINGTON, D. C.—What will

1956 bring in the way of wages for

millions of the country’s workers ?

The Labor Department said this week

that at least 2,750,000 workers would

get automatic wage increases in 1956

under long-term union contracts. The

department’s Bureau of Labor Statis-

tics said deferred wage increases due

in 1956 varied widely and ran in the

neighborhood of 6 to 11 cents an hour.

Officials estimated that contracts cov-

ering at least 4,000,000 workers either

would expire or be subject to wage
renegotiation during 1956. With these

increases, 1956 should set records in

earnings by the country’s workers. In

November, 1955, the Department of

Labor reported that new records were

set in take-home pay and purchasing-

power of factory workers. Average

net spendable weekly earnings in

November totaled $72.85 for a factory

worker with three dependents and

$65.49 for a worker with no depen-

dents. This was about 80 cents higher

than the previous record. Compared
with November 1954, weekly take-

home pay was up $4.57 to $4.67, de-

pending on the number of dependents

and the amount of taxes deducted

from the average worker’s earnings.

$1,670,200,000. In 1954 the eating and
drinking places fell to 35,316, but the
volume of sales rose to $1,930,966,000.
Locations for coin operated equipment
were diminished by some twenty-five
hundred—and the increase in volume
sales means nothing as prices rose in

this period many percentages.

NEW YORK—We like the advice
by one of the nation’s leading adver-
tising men to sales people. He stated:
“More than ever it is obvious that a
salesman’s main qualification is his
thinking ability. WTiat kind of think-
ing ability enables one salesman to
outshine another ? The power to
learn? Dogs can do that! The power
to remember? Elephants can do that!
The power of analysis and judgment?
Electx-onic brains can do that! Cre-
ative imagination is the one power
that enables human beings to excel
all other animals—and by the same
token, it is the one ability that can
make one salesman outsell another.”

If a location wants a cigarette machine,

the amusement operator will bring it to him
today.

If the location wants a pinball, the juke

box operator will be happy to accommodate

him.

If the location wants a new pool game,

the vending machine operator will be very

thrilled to bring it in, set it up, and help

the location owner get it going.

The fact remains that “It’s the location

that counts!” first, last and always.

Whatever the patrons of the location de-

sire in music, amusement and vending,

that’s what the operator purchases.

More and more of the operators, who
formerly specialized in but one type of

machine, are diversifying their routes.

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Bigger and Better Business Predicted

as Country’s Population and Income

Continue to Increase

NEW YORK—With the start of the
new year, many economists and sta-

tisticians opened up their crystal balls

and gazed into the future. Not only for

1956, but for years to follow. Many
of the predictions auger well for the
coin-machine industry.

Baby production during the past
nine years has been high, and it ap-
pears as if it will continue. 1955 saw
a record high, with over 4,000,000 new
babies, a rate of about 25 new babies
per year for each 1,000 population. The
industry’s kiddie rides will probably
he the first to gain from this baby pro-
duction, and then as they add years,
it’ll be amusement machines, juke
boxes and vending machines.

In the past year, there were a mil-
lion and a half marriages, just about
the same as in recent years, but under
the peak of 1946 when almost two and
a half million youngsters took the
bans. It is expected that by 1960 there
will be a higher rate of marriages, as

the crop of 1940 babies reach mar-
riageable age. And, of course, another

all-time high in baby production.

With the population on the rise, and
with incomes along the line on the in-

crease as well, the coin-machine in-

dustry can look to the future for in-

creased activity and expanding busi-

ness.

The big expansion in income in the

past five years has been in the mid-

dle-grade group, and these are the

people who spend freely on economical

type entertainment which the coin-

machine industry offers. In 1950 there

were 8,700,000 families earning be-

tween $5,000 and $10,000, 19 per cent

of all. In 1955, families earning this

amount rose to 15,700,000, 32 per cent

of all. And those families earning

$5,000 or less in 1950, 35,200,000 in all,

shrunk in 1955 to 30,000,000, or a 15

per cent shrinkage in these 5 years.

And from every indication this $5,000

or less group will shrink much more
in the years to come.

Building is expected to continue at

the high pace it has been on for the

past years. As income increases, mar-
riages increase, and baby production

increases, there is a continual demand
for homes and larger apartments. And
many of these families, enjoying bet-

ter incomes, will follow the trend of the

day, and move to the suburbs. During
the past years, the move to suburban
areas has created many new shopping
areas, opening a number of new and
profitable locations for the operation

of coin-operated machines of all kinds.

The prediction is that this trend will

continue, thus assuring operators of
more and more suburban spots.

Another factor unveiled is the pro-
longation of the life span. Thus, the
industry capitalizes on more and more
people available to patronize their
equipment. The population of the
United States is now figured at 167
million. In 5 years, it’s expected to

rise to 178 million. In 10 years, to 190
million, and by 1975, it’s predicted
there will be over 220 million.

With this rapidly growing popula-

tion, and shifting of people from one

area to another, statistics show that

many states are benefiting. Among
the states showing the fastest popula-

tion growths are: Connecticut, New
Jersey, Delaware, Maryland, Ohio, In-

diana, Michigan, Virginia, Florida,

Louisiana, Texas, New Mexico, Ari-

zona, Colorado, Utah, Nevada, Oregon,

and California.

What’s the future hold for the coin-

machine industry? It would look to us

that it’s as bright as any industry in

the country—and probably better.

The fact remains that the
graduates of such a school would prove
extremely important to the nation as
a whole, especially in an emergency,
because of the electro -mechanical
training they would receive.

It is a known fact that many are
withheld from expanding their routes
and their distributing businesses due
to a lack of skilled mechanics. This
hurts the future progress of the indus-
try itself. This is another extremely
important reason for the creation of
a “School for Mechanics.”

Growing in importance, because of
diversification on the part of operators
and distributors, as well as many
manufacturers, all concerned with
every type of equipment, is the need
for a “National Board of Trade” to
set a code of ethics and maintain a
common meeting ground for all di-
visions of the industry.

CHICAGO—Tho the nation’s press

has been reporting statements of lead-

ing economists to the effect that price

rises are a surety after the first of

the new year, few, if any in the in-

dustry, have taken serious note of

these reports.

Now some of the manufacturers

here have been advised by their sup-

pliers that there will, most definitely,

be price increases on many raw ma-
terials and components after Jan-

uary 1.

Such items as coin chutes, rejectors,

fractional horse power motors, and

also copper and steel and other raw
materials and components, are ex-

pected to go up in price anywhere

from 5% to over 15%.

This means that the manufacturers,
and the majority of them have been
assimilating price increases for some
time now will, at long last, be forced to

pass on the increases in the price of
the finished end product.

Leaders here aren’t too much wor-

ried over the price increases. In al-

most all cases, this is expected after ;

January 1. What does worry them is

the fact that there might develop seri-
j

ous shortages which could hamper pro-
duction schedules.

Regardless of what develops as to
j

production in the months after Jan-
uary 1, there is one thing sure in the
opinion of a large majority, and that
is that prices are definitely on their
way up due to forthcoming materials
and components increases. These in-
creases will force prices up in every
line of end products.

Many of the manufacturers in the
industry have protected themselves by
heavy advance orders. Some have
fairly large stocks of the most critical
materials they require to continue
ahead with large production schedules.

But whatever will be ordered from
now on, and which will have to be
delivered after January 1, is bound to
range from 5% to 15% more in cost
than whatever stocks of raw materials
and components are on hand at this
time.

This, in turn, means that the prices
]

of the finished products will increase
in like proportion in all probability.

How To Use “The Cash Box Price Lists”
[Abo known as the “C. M. I. (Coin Machine Industry) BLUE BOOK”]
FOREWORD: Many times, wide differences appear in the quotation of high

and low prices of certain equipment. Like any true reporter “The Cash Box
Price Lists” can only feature the market prices as they are quoted. “The Cash
Box Price Lists” act exactly the same as the market quotation board at the Stock
Exchange—posting the prices as they are quoted for the past week, regardless of

how much they may seem to be out of line. Some prices do not change for

months. “The Cash Box Price Lists,” rather than show no price, retain the last

known quotations for such equipment so that the subscriber at least has the last

known prices as a basis to work with. Prices may be very widely divergent.

Someone on the West Coast may feel a certain machine worth $150.00 whereas
someone on the East Coast may think it worth but $75.00. Of course, serial,

appearance, demand, territory, quantity, and condition of equipment must be
taken into consideration. (Some equipment offered by outstanding firms, having
a reputation for shipping completely reconditioned machines, will be offered

at higher prices than others, due to the added cost of reconditioning.) “The
Cash Box Price Lists” reports each quotation exactly as it is made and depends
on the subscriber to make average price adjustments to fit the peculiarities of

his territory.

METHOD: “The Cash Box Price Lists” should be read as follows: First

price listed is lowest price quoted for the week; Second price listed is highest
price quoted.

FOREIGN BUYERS: To cover cost of packing, crating, shipping, etc., figure

an additional $20 to $25 on Pin Games—and $25 to $30 on Phonographs.

REGARDING SELLING PRICES

IMPORTANT!
Reports received indicate that, in some cases, purchasers become upset due
to the fact that they cannot, many times, buy equipment listed in the lower
price brackets. Sometimes sellers of machines listed at from $10.00 to $25.00

ask from $50.00 up to $75.00 and even more for these very same machines.
Purchasers of such equipment must realize that machines in the very low
priced categories are much worn to be priced at these low figures. To completely

recondition such machines, the reconditioner must add onto his price the cost

of transportation to obtain these machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed
to recondition the machines, plus the cost of cartons, crates and labor for

packing and shipping of the machines, in addition to a decent profit which
will, in most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00 machine to anywhere
from $50.00 to $75.00 and up. In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that many of the parts have to be
made by hand or contracted for at some machinist shop, since manufacturers
of many of the old arcade machines and kiddie rides are no longer in business
and it is impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Purchasers of such
equipment should take these facts into consideration and, at the same time,
should also realize that many buyers today have their own repair and recon-
ditioning departments as well as experienced mechanics, such buyers will

purchase machines “as is”, at prices quoted by the trade at large, and recondi-
tion the machines themselves to meet their own operating standards.
