It’s usually just about this time each
year when you’re bound to hear the fol-

lowing statement from some record
manufacturer, “Boy, business is ter-

rible”. What the disk exec means is not

that business is terrible— because it

isn’t—but that he’s not selling records

at the peak that he enjoyed a couple of

months ago. And let’s face it, we’re

heading into a period when the record

business has traditionally experienced a

slowdown.

But it doesn’t necessarily have to

happen.

Last summer proved to everyone in

the record field that summer business

can not only sustain itself, but even
beat out the usual boom seasons. It

was during the summer that the rec-

ord business found itself reaching new
heights and instead of falling off as

had been expected, pressing plants

were hard put to keep up with the de-

mand.

Last summer proved conclusively

that a record market exists all year

round. What the record industry has
to do is cultivate it.

As everyone in our industry knows,
we are in an expanding situation. Rec-

ord grosses are rising each year—and
by phenomenal percentages. To keep

it going up records must be sold all

year round. And that includes the sum-

mer.

Tliis therefore will be a crucial sum-

mer as far as our industry is concerned.

If we are able to repeat last year’s per-
formance and increase record sales
despite the season, then we can confi-
dently expect the record business to go
on to still greater heights. If we fail,

we will have to be satisfied with stay-

ing where we are—and very possibly
even going backwards.

It’s therefore up to everyone con-
nected with this industry to pull out
all the stops in the coming months.
The best songs must be recorded: the
best records must be released; and the
greatest promotional drive ever must
be put on by every record company to
make records of all kinds as attractive,

desirable and easy to buy as possible.

The slogan for the next several
months, as far as the record industrv is

concerned, should be Promotion, Pro-
motion, Promotion. Of course, first you
must have salable records. But after
that, they must be promoted in the
most concentrated possible manner to
all the avenues of exposure—the retail
stores, the juke box operators and the
disk jockeys—so th:xt they in turn can
make the public aware of them with
the greatest impact.

It was proven last summer that the
job can he done. Vt e U.-IA' increase rec-
ord sales to new levels during the sum-
mer mouths. If everyone in the record
business concentrates to his fullest ex-
tent on the job ahead in the next sev-
eral mouths, there's iio doubt that once

And His Orchestra—London LL-1700 (1-12" LP)

The strong mood music import from England
offers dealers another package with considerable
appeal to mood buyers. Mantovani’s familiar
stress on the string sound works its lush way
on 12 memorable film melodies (“Laura,” “Over
The Rainbow,” “High Noon”). Nice, spring feel-
ing about the package. A major mood maestro
displaying his wares effectively.

“SUMMERTIME”—The Ray Charles Singers—
MGM E3529 (1-12" LP)

This is a companion piece to 3 other song-fests
on the seasons by the Ray Charles Singers. Once
again the group provides superior vocal arrange-
ments on 12 decidedly superior melodies on sum-
mer (“Summertime” “Mountain Greenery,” “Lazy
Afternoon”). Taken as a vocal mood music pill,

this set is pretty hard to beat. Fine summer as
well as all-year-round stock.

“FUNNY FACE”—Buddy Bregman And His Or-
chestra—Verve MGV-2064 (1-12" LP)

This disk ties in with Verve’s original sound
track entry of the well received film musical,
“Funny Face.” The songs from the pic (“S’Won-
derful,” “Funny Face,” “How Long Has This
Been Going On”) and a bill of 6 Gershwin extras
on the flip side (“Liza,” “A Foggy Day,” “They
All Laughed”) are performed with Bregman’s
customary leaning toward a swinging band
style. Brightly arranged Gershwin.

“BERGEN SINGS MORGAN”—Polly Bergen—
Columbia CL 994 (1-12" LP)

Polly Bergen will portray famed stylist Helen
Morgan in a Playhouse 90 production due May
16th. This Columbia release features the singer-

actress in a collection of songs (with the excep-
tion of “Broken Hearted”) associated with the
late performer. Miss Bergen effectively, in her
own style, sines such high spots of popular sone
as “Bill,” “Body And Soul,” and “Something To
Remember You By.”

“THE KEY MEN”—With Larry Sonn And His
Orchestra—Coral CRL 57112 (1-12" LP)

Jazz-inspired group efforts have become a
worthy, and commercial art over the past few
years. This Coral entry presents the disk debut

of another combo that offers vocal imagination
rather than the constant saccharine approach to

a number. The team, the Key Men, smartly cover
such standards as “Spring Is Here,” “Easy To
Love,” and “When Your Lover Has Gone,” re-

taining warmth when necessary, always supply-
ing refreshing ideas. Larry Sonn conducts the

bright ork support. The Key Men are a solid

addition to the classy vocal set.

“LOVE ME IF YOU WANT TO”—Nilla Pizzi—
RCA Victor LPM-1378 (1-12" LP)
Miss Pizzi made a previous disk appearance

on Victor, and her second effort is a collection of
Italian melodies, including the American “Love
Is A Many-Splendored Thing.” Miss Pizzi pos-
sesses a sweet voice that clings nicely to the pop-
folk nature of her material. Those who enjoyed
the first Pizzi entry are the main source of rev-
enue for the set.

“LET’S FALL IN LOVE”—Jack Haskell—Jubilee
1036 (1-12" LP)
Haskell was part of the delightful Dave Garro-

way show when it originated in Chicago. The
singer is a big-voiced baritone, and on this Jubilee
waxing is confronted with some of the smartest
ballads you’re apt to meet up with (“What Is
There To Say,” “Darn That Dream,” “Have You
Met Miss Jones”). Haskell handles them with
unusual sensitivity and warmth. Two guitars plus
bass backing is impressively arranged. Fine vocal
sessions.

“SAY IT ISN’T SO”—Herb Jeffries—Bethlehem
BCP-72 (1-12" LP)
With work for Duke Ellington, and a hit of a

few years back (“Flamingo”) as solid vocal
credentials. Herb Jeffries, and a group of wistful
pieces form a relaxed, and skillful package item.
Jeft’ries, backed by the ork and arranging of Russ
Garcia' gently figures in such fine songs as “Glad
To Be Unhappy,” “When Your Lover Has Gone,”
and “Ghost Of A Chance.” Smooth vocal stints.

“AFRICANA SUITE”—Marais And Miranda—

The first side of the recording is devoted to

And His Harmony Bells Orchestra—Dana DLP
1230 (1-12" LP)

Polka specialists. Dana Records, adds another
to its long line of polka disks.

G/eat spiritual singer Mahalia Jackson once

again demonstrates her wonderful command of

the Negro spiritual. Miss Jackson in a moving
collection, (“Nobody Knows,” “His Eye Is On Ihe
Sparrow”) makes each singing effort a rich
experience in deep religious sincerity. The per-
former’s enthusiastic following will assure excel-
lent sales of the disk. Prime spiritual stock.

“SONGS OF THE OLD WEST”—Sung By Ed
McCurdy — Erik Darling, Banjo — Elektra 112
(1-12" LP)
This program of folk tunes describing, in one

way or another, the life and times of the early
west are sung authoritatively and clearly by oft-

recorded balladeer, Ed McCurdy. The artist, who
is provided with expert guitar accompaniment by
Erik Darling, sings such well known numbers as

Vivian Deiia Chiesa Forms Own Disk Firm

NEW YORK—Famous lyric so-

prano Vivian Della Chiesa has formed
her own record company, V.I.P. Rec-

ords. Miss Della Chiesa, in addition

to being executive in this new venture

is also the principal recording artist.

Heretofore, her efforts had been con-

fined to the opera and concert field.

While recording on this label however,

she will devote her time exclusively

to the popular field.

Her first record on the label was re-

corded under the pseudonym of “Vi-

vienne”, a name she will continue to

use. The company, with offices at 55

W. 42nd Street is headed by Joseph

Lupia, president, who is in the proc-

ess of building up its artists and
repertoire department. In addition to

Miss Della Chiesa, V.I.P. has signed

the A1 Conte Quartet, currently play-

ing at the Roosevelt gi’ill in New York.

Lupia and Miss Della Chiesa will

scout all possible talent for recording

on their label with an eye toward
building it into one of the leading
diskeries in the independent field.

“We are willing to listen to any-
body with talent. The only way to

build a record company as young as
ours,” says Joseph Lupia, “is to go
out and get the raw material and de-
velop it into star material.”

Vivian Della Chiesa first came to
the attention of the leaders in the con-
cert field shortly after her sixteenth
birthday. The Chicago-born lyric so-

prano won an “unknown singer’s”
contest, sponsored by the Columbia
Broadcasting System, over 3,600
other contestants. The prize was a
thirteen week network contract. Six
months later she made her debut with
the Chicago Civic Opera Company.
For her debut performance she chose
the role of “Mimi” in “La Boheme.”
Her acceptance by both critics and
public alike was unanimous. She was

hailed as a bright new star on the

musical horizon.

Within the next eight days she

assayed three leading operatic roles.

There followed engagements at the

leading opera houses all over the coun-

try. A high point in the career of

Miss Della Chiesa came when the

great Maestro Arturo Toscanini paid

her the singular compliment of having

her as his guest solist for two suc-

cessive Sundays as he conducted the

NBC Symphony orchestra. And later

she was chosen by the National Broad-

casting Company to be the first per-

former to go before the television cam-
eras for the first television broadcast

of an opera scene featuring only one

artist. This was the “Garden Scene”

from “Faust.”

In addition to appearing with Tos-
canini and the NBC Symphony orches-
tra, Miss Della Chiesa has sung with
symphonies the world over, including
both the Chicago and Toronto compa-
nies. She has appeared in Australia,
New Zealand, the countries of South
and Central America as well as in

London and on the Continent.

Miss Della Chiesa reached a peak of
concert work during 1944 when she
sang ninety concerts. In addition, the
soprano carried on with her operatic
roles, radio broadcasts, benefit per-
formances and war work!

About her current activities as per-
former and co-owner of her own record-
company, Miss Della Chiesa says: “I
feel that the public has, and always
will appreciate good music. It makes
very little difference whether the music
is jazz, whether the songs are ballads
or blues, or whether they cater to cur-
rent trends as rock ’n’ roll and calyp-
so, if the quality is there the public
will go for it. That’s the point I’m
trying to make with my record com-
pany, V.I.P. and I’ll always be willing
to listen to new talent.”

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WASHINGTON, D. C.—Here’s a
hint which may be utilized by many
coin firms. The Small Business Ad-
ministration, here, made a study of
older workers employed in business.
“Older workers can be a bigger asset
than many small business owners real-
ize,” concluded this report. Analyzing
the situation, it was pointed out that
“Millions of these workers are holding
down jobs today. More millions are
available but are not being effectively
used. Behind this fact are various
management misconceptions about
older people: for example, that there
is greater absenteeism among them,
that they have greater accident rates,
that they are less productive, and that
they retain old-fashioned attitudes.

Recent studies, however, dispute these
generalizations. Older workers are
often found to be better than the
youngsters. As a class, they are absent
less, have fewer accidents, produce at
comparable levels at least until the
late fifties, and frequently retain
youthful, forward-looking attitudes
past the seventies. Thei-e is no argu-
ment with the claim that older people
have certain limitations. Physical
strength decreases with age, so does
speed. But many essential jobs de-
mand neither.”

NEW YORK—One of the country’s
leading economists pointed out that a
number of firms are keeping their
profit levels this year by “stepped-
up sales, selling price increases or
cost reduction—or any combination of
two or all three.” Let’s see how the
coin rnachine operator stacks up with
these important factors. Have his sales
been increased? In most instances

—

no. Has his selling price been in-
creased ? Only those who have gone
to dime play—and not all, or even
close to all, have done so. Have his

costs been reduced? Quite the con-

trary. All means of conducting busi-

ness, including cost of equipment, has

continually increased. The answer is

obvious—“Dime Play Plus,” which
means increased selling price, and a

more equitable commission basis.

DETROIT, MICH.—Wow! Regard-
less of what the overall sales picture

in the automotive field may be, Chrys-
ler Corporation’s financial report for

the first quarter is astonishing. Sales

amounted to $1,150,723,000, against

$742,349,267 a year ago—a rise of

55%. This was Chrysler’s highest for

any quarter to date. Net earnings for

the quarter were $36,545,521 against

$10,905,722 a year ago. A lesson to be

learned by the coin machine industry

is the reason quoted for this sensa-

tional improvement “Radical styling.”

“Can you please immediately furnish

us with complete data on cases where
attempts by communities to obtain ex-

cessive and inequitable fees have been
defeated? It is imperative that we re-

ceive this information as fast as possible.

We are faced with a very serious, inequi-

table, excessive and drastic taxation

situation here.”

This is not the first time that such an
appeal has been received. For years

now operators and operator organiza-

tions have appealed to this publication

as well as to manufacturers and attor-

neys in the industry, in an effort to

obtain help when faced with inequitable

and excessive taxation.

It is a pitiful situation. No one has a

complete file of important license fee

data on hand. Time and time again, one
organization after another, has tried to

set up a central point where license fee

data would be accumulated. Where
photostats of all cases required could be

sent to those operators and operator

organizations in communities where
sudden, overburdening and inequitable

taxation is attempted.

For years now. The Cash Box has

urged the creation of a “NATIONAL
TAX COUNCIL.” The one central place

where information relative to occupa-

tional and license fees and all other taxes

could be gathered together.

The one place where operators sud-

denly faced with this desperate need,

would be able to go to obtain whatever
information they required to help them-
selves.

With the legislatures of 46 out of the
48 states meeting this year, news has
been received from all over the nation
that bills have been introduced to obtain
higher occupational license fees as well

as higher general licensing of all amuse-
ments, automatic phonographs, auto-

matic music accessories and vending
machines.

License fees ranging over $100 for

each juke box and occupational fees

ranging to $500 and more have already
been introduced.

Naturally these operators are des-

perate. They seek help. They need help.

They require all the legal data and in-

formation they can get to prove that

they absolutely cannot exist in business
paying such high and inequitable taxa-

tion.

Every single operator in the nation
is more than willing to help his coniimi-
nity and his state by paying fair license

fees. But no operator can exist in busi-

ness today where inequitable and exces-
sive license taxation comes into being.

Only a “NATIONAL TAX COUNCIL"
can help. This is a vital necessity. Everv-
one in the industry simply must come
to the realization that a central office

should be created.

One place where all license fee in-

formation can be gathered together.

Where all legalities concerned with
i excessive and inequitable taxation of

j

any nature whatsoever will be on hand
! to help operators when this need arises.

Reported to Have Cleaned U. S. of

Late Model Phonos and Games

CHICAGO — The continuing boom
business being enjoyed with all world

markets is reported to have just about

cleaned the U.S. of all late model

phonos and games.

To obtain equipment to fulfill orders

already taken, distributors are report-

ed to be offering the highest trade-in
prices in their history, against pur-
chase of the new machines.

Distributor’s salesmen are reported
covering all possible areas where
they can either buy or trade for late

model used machines as well as for
many machines that are two, three
and even more years old.

The European market is especially
anxious to obtain late model used
machines. Importers offer to buy in

hundred lots, both games and music.
Cables and transatlantic phone calls

are used by the European coin ma-

chines importers in an effort to obtain

equipment.

Canada is reported to still be the

biggest importer of all types of coin

machines. Central and South Ameri-

can countries are just as anxious to

obtain late model used equipment.

Most interesting is the growing de-

mand from the Orient. Hongkong,
Singapore, Macao, Manila, Tokyo and

many other important far eastern
centers are now calling for machines.

All these importing areas of the
world, converging on the U.S. for
machines, have cleaned the market,
according to exporting distributors.

Yet demand continues so great that
all leading U.S. exporting distributors

are trying as hard as they possibly
can to locate machines for their favor-
ite importers.

“In all of our locations,” comments
Stone, “we ask the girls to dust our
machines every time they clean the
place.

“We always give them a nice tip,”
he adds, “and, of course, in this way
they cooperate with us and help to in-

crease play on our machines.

“Many operators,” states Stone,
“should be taught to be perfectly
fair about trying to take away an-
other operator’s locations.

“Many,” he says, “are very dirty
in their practices. Especially a new
man who is trying to get hold and get
going.”

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Tennessee Legislature

Legalizes Pinball Machines

CHATTANOOGA, TENN. — Pin-

ball operators in this city were happy

to note that the state law naming

pinball machines as gaming devices

was repealed at the last session of the
legislature.

In 1955 State Senator Ernest Guffy
of Athens inserted the amendment
designating a pinball machine as a
gaming device in a law which was
directed at professional gambling.
At the 1957 session of the legislature

a bill amending the law was passed
by the House and went to the Senate.
In discussing the bill on the Senate
floor, Guffy commented that he had in-

serted the amendment in 1955 to at-

tempt to kill the gambling bill. He
added that he had no objection to
eliminating it this year. It was passed
in the Senate.

By that action the Legislature le-

galized the machines.
Chattanooga has no ordinance that

outlaws pinball machines. The city
does have an ordinance which author-
izes the chief of police to seize ma-
chines which are used as gaming de-
vices, but that must be on evidence
that the particular machine is being
used for gambling.

Pinball machines have not been
operated here since 1954.
A group of operators recently met

with Mayor Olgiati in an effort to
make arrangements for the return of
the machines. No agreement has been
reached.
The owner of a location must ob-

tain a city license before installing a
machine, but it is understood that the
city does not have the legal right to
refuse the license.

We
would like to serve all our friends,
and I therefore suggest to those mem-
bers of the industry who have been
procrastinating, that they make their
reservations at this time.”

Week-Ends in Aprii. Piay Action

Attributed to a Number of New Games

NEW YORK—If nothing in the

way of an unlooked for disaster and
a continual season of bad weather.
Arcades should have their best sea-

son of all time.

This leads to a
continual play of arcade machines. A
big aid also to arcade machine play
this year has been the very fine

weather enjoyed during the Easter
week which saw schools closed, and
pleasure seeking youngsters enjoy-
ing excursions to resort and beach
areas.
Another factor according to an old

time arcade owner, which is helping
considerably to increase collections,

is the fact that a number of highly
interesting and intriguing new play

machines are now being offered the
trade. Of course, he explains, there
are some standard arcade machines
which continually get action, but this
year, there are even some new guns
available. “A live-wire progressive ar-
cade owner can diversify his equip-
ment today” said this coinman, “and
thereby get play from all ages, and
satisfy all desires.”

Leading suppliers of arcade ma-
chines, both in New York, New Eng-
land, Mid-West and Far West have
been reporting that they have never
been so busy filling ordrs for equip-
ment. Mike Munves, known interna-
tionally as the “Arcade King”, said
this week that 1957 will be his firm’s

biggest year. Up to now, he states he’s

been so busy it’s almost impossible
to satisfy the demand from his cus-
tomers. “And I’ll be rushed trying
to satisfy my many friends and cus-
tomers away into July.”

As a result of the encouraging ar-
cade business, we hear that many
coinmen thruout the country have new
arcade locations* being set-up and are
planning others.

Sometimes sellers of machines listed at from $10.00 to $25.00
ask from $50.00 np to $75.00 and even more for these very same machines.
Purchasers of such equipment must reaRze that machines in the very low
priced categories are much worn to be priced at these low figures. To completely
recondition such machines, the reconditioner must add onto his price the cost

of transportaRon to obtain these machines, the labor, parts and snppRes needed
to recondition the machines, plus the cost of cartons, crates and labor for
packing and shipping of the machines, in addition to a decent profit which
wiR, in most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00 machine to an3rwhere
from $50.00 to $75.00 and np. In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that many of the parts have to be
made by hand or contracted for at some machinist shop, since manufacturers
of many of the old arcade machines and kiddie rides are no longer in business
and it is impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Purchasers of such
equipment should take these facts into consideration and, at the same time,
should also reaRze that many buyers today have their own repair and recon-
ditioning departments as well as experienced mechanics, such buyers will
purchase machines “as is”, at prices quoted by the trade at large, and recondi-
tion the machines themselves to meet their own operating standards.
