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RCA VictorTrade-ln Promotion

I Results In Peak Album Sales
NEW YORK, N. Y.—The sale of

RCA Victor classical long play al-

bums last month was 400 percent

ahead of any previous May in the

company’s history as a result of the

widely-discussed album trade-in pro-

motion.

W. W. Bullock, Manager of the

company’s Album Department, said

that dealers throughout the country

had credited the program with being

an extremely valuable sales stimulant

in a normally dull month.

The promotion enabled RCA Victor

dealers to offer their customers a

$1.00 trade-in allowance on any 78,

45 or 33% album of any label that

originally retailed for $2.00 or more
toward the purchase' of any current

classical album in the Victor catalog.

“The dealers liked and bought the

plan,” Bullock said. “The first two
weeks were slow as far as consumers’

trading in merchandise was concern-

ed. The next two weeks trade-in’s

poured in.

“In the New York area, because of

the local price cutting situation, there

was little activity in the promotion,

but Boston, despite price cutting, did

very well with the program.”

Bullock cited the following specific

examples of consumer reaction to the

program which have been called to his

attention

:

There were at least 100 instances

in which customers traded in their

78-rpm libraries to buy their first

classical long-play records.

There were 50 consumers who each
traded in 100 78 rpm albums at one
time. A dealer in Milwaukee reported

that a priest turned in 175 albums and
a chauffeur-driven Cadillac brought
in 60 albums to a Darien, Conn, store.

Dealers in such cities as Los An-
geles, Dallas, Kansas City, St. Louis,

Denver and Des Moines were unusual-
ly enthusiastic about the program.
One Los Angeles dealer received

1,757 78 rpm albums. Another Los
Angeles dealer reported 709 trade-

in’s—another 542. A Chicago dealer

said that one customer brought in

104 78 rpm albums at one time.

A quarter of a million dollars was
spent in local newspaper and radio

advertising to support the program,
exclusive of national advertising in

The Saturday Review and The New
Yorker. A one minute TV commercial

on the Perry Como show was also

credited with substantially bolstering

the promotion.

Factory counts of the trade-in’s

will be made at all distributors.

Chester Signs Natalie Trundy

NEW YORK—Julie Chester, gen-

eral professional manager of Mellin

Music, has signed 16 year-old motion

picture starlet Natalie Trundy to a

personal management contract. The
young actress will appear in two
forthcoming films, “The Monte Carlo

Story” and “The Careless Years”.

It is reported that a number of record

companies are bidding for her services

as a recording artist. Miss Trundy
is being booked through the William

Morris Agency.

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BMI Releases Statements Of 21 Artists

Disclaiming Licensing Organization

Pressure In Picking Songs
NEW YORK—Robert J. Burton,

vice-president of Broadcast Music,
Inc., last week released the state-

ments of 21 stars, popular singers
and orchestra conductors which as-

serted that they select the music for
their performances and recordings
themselves without regard to the li-

censing source of that music.

“We are making public what Dinah
Shore, Lawrence Welk, Benny Good-
man, Gene Autry, Patti Page, Nat
“King” Cole, Rosemary Clooney, Rudy
Valley, Les Paul, Eddy Arnold, Kay
Starr, Sammy Davis, Jr., Ray Bloch,
Ray Anthony, Percy Faith, Lanny
Ross, Mindy Carson, Jack Hope
(speaking for his brother, Bob), Fran
Allison, Sammy Kaye and Stan Ken-
ton have to say,” Burton said. “We
are doing this reluctantly because we
are being forced to do so by the fact
that a number of artists, the latest of
whom is Bing Crosby, has been quoted
in an attempt to prejudice the out-
come of the trial of an important law
suit brought by ASCAP members
against BMI. The issues of the suit
are a matter of fact, not of opinion;
and we are content to let these issues
he judged in the courts where they
belong. However, we cannot ignore
the effect that our opponents are at-

tempting to achieve on public opinion.

“For many months we have had on
file statements of hundreds of artists
testifying to the fact that their only
interest in selecting music is to please
their public and that they do not care,
and frequently have no knowledge
whether this music is licensed by
BMI, ASCAP or any one else. Even
Crosby, an ASCAP member, has
stated in writing that no one has ever
approached him with the idea of
pressuring him to use BMI material,
and that he does not know of any
entertainer who has been pressured.

“Our release of some of these state-
ments is a measure of self-defense.
We also intend to preserve our legal
rights by calling Bing Crosby and
others who have been quoted to ex-
amination under oath in the law
suit,” Burtain said.

Following are excerpts from state-
ments by the various artists:

DINAH SHORE, “In all the years I

have been singing on NBC or CBS,
on television or radio, I have never
been subjected to the slightest pres-
sure from them with regard to the
songs I sing on their network. Ex-
cept where the lyric has some objec-
tionable content or innuendo that they
feel might be offensive to the public,
they have never exercised the slight-
est suggestion or censorship.

“I am aware of the fact that you’ve
heard many arguments, pro and con,
but I assure you that where this sing-
ing artist is concerned, and I believe
the same holds true for all the pop
singers today, in so far as BMI and
ASCAP are concerned, they are only
as strong as the songs they have in
their catalogues at the moment. The
problem of keeping a fickle viewing
public happy is too important and
competition is too strong to allow any
performer to be influenced by any-
thing but his own taste and good
judgment.”

LAWRENCE WELK, “
. . . you know

as well as we do that it has never
made any difference to us whether a
song was ASCAP, BMI or what pub-
lisher had it.

“Our main interest has always been
to see that we had the best songs
in our opinion and ones the public
would accept.”

BENNY GOODMAN, “I perform the
music that I want to perform and
that I think my public wants.

“I have never felt any pressure
from any recording or broadcasting
company to prefer ASCAP to BMI
or BMI to ASCAP.”

GENE AUTRY, “At the very outset,
let me say that in my entire career
as a performing artist every musical
composition that I have selected for
recording or for performance on the
air or in motion pictures or elsewhere
has been selected because I liked the
composition and because I thought
that the public would also enjoy hear-
ing the song and because it was the
type of song that fit my particular
style. At no time has the question of
whether a particular musical compo-
sition was licensed by ASCAP or BMI
had any influence whatever in my
process of selection.

“Further, over a period of many
years I have been associated with
Columbia Records and have per-
formed over all major radio and tele-

vision networks as well as many in-

dependent broadcasting stations and
at no time has any recording company
or broadcaster attempted to influence
me in any way in connection with
whether a composition was cleared
through ASCAP, BMI, or any other
licensing agency.

“I should also point out that I own
and operate several broadcasting sta-
tions, KMPC, KOOL, KOOL-TV,
KOPO, KOPO-TV, and KSFO, and I

can attest to the fact that no one
connected with my broadcasting sta-
tions or with any other broadcasting
station that I have ever heard of has
the slightest interest in whether a
work is ASCAP, BMI, or otherwise
licensed. Broadcasters in my experi-
ence select musical compositions on
the basis of their intrinsic merit and
most important on the basis of audi-
ence appeal. After all, the prime pur-
pose of all broadcasters is to present
programs which will win wide audi-
ence acceptance.

KAY STARR, “I noted with much
interest recently, the charges of ‘pres-

sure’ being brought to bear on artists

to record and perform mainly songs
with BMI affiliations.

“In the interests of fairness, I must
say that never has material been sub-
mitted to either myself or my asso-
ciate Hal Stanley, by an A & R man,
at either Capitol or Victor with the
insistence that it was sponsored by
either licensing organization. We
never inquire as to which licensing
group a song belongs. The only test

is the merit of the song. There is no
other test. It is our position that we
will record any song if we believe it

is a hit, regardless if it is ASCAP
or BMI. We also feel that it should be
the people who buy records who

should determine what are hits and
what is to be considered good taste.

Any attempt to impose censorship

would injure the music business and
harm the people.”

SAMMY DAVIS, JR., “In my tenure

as a recording artist and performer,

I have never performed any song be-

cause of its BMI or ASCAP affilia-

tion.

“I have always gone strictly on the

merits of the song itself, and I’m

happy to say I have always noticed

this kind of attitude by the artist

and repertoire staff of Decca Rec-
ords.”

RAY BLOCH, “Noticing all the pub-
licity regarding BMI or ASCAP pres-

sure being used on artists to use their

songs in various ways, I would like

to go on record with the following:

“I record and play the music that
I like and I think the public wants.
Whether the music is licensed by AS-
CAP or BMI has never made any
difference to me.
“Nothing in my experience leads

me to believe that any Recording
Company or Broadcaster has the
slightest interest in whether the mu-
sic is ASCAP or BMI.”

RAY ANTHONY, “It has been called
to my attention that accusations have
been made that unnecessary pressure
has been exercised by BMI on record-
ing artists, such as myself, to record
BMI songs.

“I was amazed when I read this
and I want to go on record to state
that when songs are submitted to me
for recording or performance on tele-

vision, I have no idea whether they
are BMI or ASCAP songs. All songs
which I pick are chosen strictly on
the merit of the songs, not on a basis
of who publishes them or whether
they are BMI or ASCAP songs.”

JOHN SCOTT TROTTER, “I have
never been coerced or otherwise ap-
proached by either of the perform-
ing rights societies to consider their
songs on the basis of their control.
Thruout the years I have always
judged material on its merit, not its

origin, and shall continue to do so.”

PERCY FAITH, “As a conductor
and arranger I record on disks and
perform on the radio the music that
I personally prefer and the music that
I think the public wants. Whether the
music is licensed by ASCAP or BMI
has never made any difference to me.”

LANNY ROSS, “
. . . I pick the songs

I use on the basis of their appeal to
me. Sometimes I like something better
than the audience, and I’m disap-
pointed they didn’t go along with me.
Sometimes vice versa.

“Songs are my children. I play with
them all. In fact, in producing my
daily shows I cast songs as I would
talent in a show—the best one
for the best spot, regardless of
whether they are published by AS-
CAP or BMI.”

MINDY CARSON, “I record on disks
and perform over the air, the music
that I like, and that I think the pub-
lic wants.

SAMMY KAYE, “I record and play
the music that I like and I think the
public wants.

interest in whether the music is AS-
CAP or BMI.”

STAN KENTON, “Because there has
been a considerable amount of con-

cern as to whether BMI has operated
fairly in connection with the exploita-

tion of its music, I thought I would
probably be in line by expressing my
feelings, and knowledge, on the sub-

ject.

“In all the years of my band lead-

ing, in all its phases, I have never
been approached by anyone in BMI,
either directly or indirectly, in this

regard.”

ROCKAWAY, N. J.—A new Ware-
house and Distribution center will be

erected for the RCA Victor Record

Division in the Central Morris In-

dustrial Park on Green Pond Road in

Rockaway, N. J. Township. Ground
clearing is well under way for the

modern one-story brick building to

be constructed by Brown and Mat-
thews, Inc., engineers and contractors.

K. B. Tomlinson, Manager of the

Warehouse and Distribution opera-

tion, said that the 120,000 square feet

of floor area in the new building will

provide office space and storage for

all records produced in the Rockaway
Plant. Shipments of all types of pho-

nograph records such as disk jockey

releases, program transcriptions, cus-

tom records, and all speeds of com-
mercial records will be made daily

to radio stations, distributors and cus-

tom clients all over the country. The
bulk of the commercial type records

will go to about twenty states along

the Eastern Seaboard.

The Rockaway Plant which opened

in June of 1954 was designed to ac-

commodate both the manufacturing

and the distribution activity, but soon

became inadequate due to the continu-

ous increase in the sale of RCA Victor

phonograph records. Expansion in lo-

cal facilities became a necessity to

meet the increased demand. Both
locations will probably require the

employment of additional personnel

shortly after completion of the new
warehouse late in 1957.

Space currently occupied by the

Warehouse and Distribution activity

in the RCA Victor Rockaway plant

will be utilized by the manufacturing

operation. L. M. Goebel, Plant Man-
ager, plans to install a substantial

number of new record presses and

other supporting facilities. He antici-

pates that the new layout will place

the local plant in a more favorable

position to maintain critical produc-

tion schedules.

RCA Victor operates two additional

record manufacturing plants, one in

Indianapolis and the other in Holly-

wood.

Victor Experiments With Como’s

“Round And Round” As 49^ Kiddisk

NEW YORK — RCA Victor is in

the process of conducting a number
of experiments with its 49c Blue-

bird Children’s Records series — a

series which, from initial indica-

tions, promises to open an entirely

new field of merchandising.

About two weeks ago, the diskery

issued a Bluebird single of the title

theme from the Warners Brothers

Television Production “Cheyenne”,

one of the top rated western TV
films. The 45 rpm disk featured a

four-color photo of “Cheyenne” star

Clint Walker on the sleeve. In two

weeks, the disk racked up a sale of

55,000 pieces.

As a result of this success, the

record company last week issued two

new platters in this series. One is

the theme music from one of the

most popular westerns on TV “Wy-
att Earp” and the other couples two

songs from the latest Walt Disney

film venture “Johnny Tremain”. Both

will be housed in four color sleeves

designed to appeal to the kiddie
market.
A third release on Bluebird, is an

entirely different experiment for Vic-
tor. This one features a 49<j version
of Perry Como’s recent top seller

“Round And Round”. Victor brass
feels that the 89d regular pressing
of this hit disk has saturated the
normal sales channels, and now, in
its waning weeks, could add a con-
siderable sale by re-issuing the tune
on the 49d line aimed at the 6, 7 and
8 year old market. The disk has been
repackaged in a 4 color sleeve and
recoupled with a former Como smash
“Tina Marie”.
The idea for this new method of

record releasing was formulated from
the book field’s system of issuing low
price pocket book editions of waning
best selling hard-bound editions.

This Como release is only an ex-
periment, and if proven successful,
will result in the future release of
other recordings in this fashion. It is

obvious that most songs will not lend
themselves to the re-issuing system.
However, lighter numbers that may
appeal to the kiddies may be used.
Prior to releasing such a number, the
song will have had to be a top na-
tional seller.

“THE HISTORY OF JAZZ”—The Turbulent
Twenties—Capitol T794 (1-12" LP)
“THE HISTORY OF JAZZ”—Everybody Swings
—Capitol T 795 (1-12" LP)
“THE HISTORY OF JAZZ”—Enter The Cool—
Capitol T 796 (1-12" LP)
An important contribution toward the under-

standing of the origins and development of jazz
has been made in these Capitol releases repre-
senting the historical highlights of jazz. From
the great influence of Negro spirituals and blues
to the intricacies of the modern jazz school, well
performed sessions offer the listener accurate
examples of various jazz approaches. Artists in-

clude Sonny Terry, Paul Whiteman, Red Nichols,
Benny Goodman, Art Tatum, Nat Cole, Duke El-
lington, Dave Pell, George Shearing and Miles
Davis, and a host of others. These 4 sets will pro-
vide newer jazz fans a fine introduction into the
musical form.

CLASSICAL

“TROMBONE PANORAMA”—The Kai Winding
Septet—Columbia CL 999 (1-12" LP)
The disk gets under way with an almost one

full side tribute with Winding narrating to the
trombone as reflected by its historical develop-
ment (Dixieland, swing, blues, artist styles, etc.).

Then a collection of 6 Winding Septet favorites

(“Come Rain Or Come Shine,” “The Party’s

Over,”) roll off with the usual Winding regard
for inviting swing arrangements. A disk the jazz

coterie will want.

“ONE O’CLOCK JUMP”—Count Basie—Columbia
CL 997 (1-12" LP)
The sessions dating back to 1942, and up to

1951 are Basie at his swinging best. Jazz fans
will be delighted at this even flow of provocative
work, featuring Basie organizations on both a

big and small personnel basis. Numbers include

“Ain’t It The Truth” (1942); “Little Pony”
(1951); and “I Ain’t Got Nobody” (1950). Some
of the sides have as sidemen Buddy De Franco
(clarinet); J. J. Johnson (trombone); and Buck
Clayton (trumpet). Treasure of Basie gems.

“JAZZ SESSION”—Johnny Glasel, Trumpet

—

ABC-Paramount ABC-165 (1-12" LP)
This is the first major pressing for trumpeter

Johnny Glasel, a disk powered by a very pleasant
swing approach. Besides Glasel and his glib trum-
pet work (“The Party’s Over”), the rest of the
boys, Whitey Mitchell (bass), Dick Garcia and
Perry Lopez on guitar, and Osie Johnson (drums)
seem to relish this jazz lark, too. Appealing work.

“AMERICAN JAZZMEN PLAY ANDRE HO-
DEIR”—Savoy MG 12104 (1-12" LP)
French arranger-composer Andre Hodeir has

his day on this Savoy release, fine band readings
of his own tunes and arrangements. The nine
man ensemble (Donald Byrd on trumpet; Hal
McKusick on alto sax and bass clarinet; Eddie
Costa on vibes) take expertly to Hodeir’s ex-
pressive swing-blues approach. Excellent sessions.

SCHUMANN: Waldscenen, Op. 82—Kinderscenen,
Op. 15—Clara Haskil, Piano—Epic LC 3358
(1-12" LP)

These 2 richly descriptive piano pieces by
Schumann have a very able keyboard interpreter
in Miss Haskil. The “Kinderscenen,” imaginatively
picturing childhood’s emotional encounters is the
more famed, disk-wise, of the 2 work, while
“Waldscenen,” a rare package item, is imbued with
reflections on nature. On both counts, the per-
former is remarkably up to the demands of the
works’ musical analogies to life. Beautiful pre-
sentation.

VERNON DUKE: Souvenir De Monte-Carlo

ROBERT COBERT: Mediterranean Suite— Car^
los Surinach And Robert Cobert Conducting The
MGM Chamber Orchestra—MGM E 3497 (1-
12" LP)
Two contemporary works receive their LP debut

from MGM. Vernon (“April In Paris,”) Duke is

represented in one of his ballet scores, “Souvenir
De Monte-Carlo,” a craftily orchestrated fare
with a gay atmosphere, and Cobert’s colorful
“Mediterranean Suite,” which he himself conducts
on the disk. Carlos Surinach directs the MGM
Chamber Oichestra on the Duke opus. Imagina-
tive orchestral waxing.

MOZART: Symphony No. 39 In E-Flat Major,
K. 543—Symphony No. 40 In G Minor, K. 550—
Karl Bohm Conducting The Concertgebouw Or-

Epic continues its impressive “Mozart Jubilee
Edition” disks on with a worthy addition, by
Karl Bohm and the Concertgebouw of Amsterdam,
to the long list of other available pressings of
the composer’s 39th and 40th symphonies.

Everything Considered Leaders Report Coinbiz

Was Relatively Steady First Half of ’57. Admit

Some Soft Spots. Many Ops Who Found Profits

Easing, Blame Lack of Cooperation Among All to

Arrange for Lucrative “1 Oc Play Plus” Plan. Lead-

ing Distribs and Manufacturers Advise Export Biz

Tightened Slack and Held Up Sales. Importance

of World Markets Most Noticeable This First Half

Year. Factories Faced With Rising Prices for Raw

Materials, Components and Labor While Planning

New Machines That Will Satisfy Domestic and

International Market Requirements.

CHICAGO—All during these past

weeks, while the staff of The Cash Box

continued to prepare for its 15th An-

niversary Issue, many questions were

asked of leaders throughout the indus-

try.

These auestions were asked of oper-

ators, jobbers, distributors and manu-
facturers in every state in the U. S.,

as well as in many foreign countries.

With some despondency apparent, it

was believed that there would be pes-

simism prevalent in many areas.

The results proved otherwise. If

anything at all, optimism still reigns

supreme in the industry, but is tem-

pered by the hope that those who have

failed to cooperate in the past, will

do so in the future.

In short, leaders believe that, every-

thing considered, business held at a

fairly steady rate throughout the first

six months of 1957.

Operators claim that business would

have been much better, especially in

Those areas where some softening of

sales is noticeable and where an eas-

ing of profits has come about, if all

the operators in the territory would
co-operate to bring into being the lu-

crative “10
<J
Play Plus” plan as has

been recommended by The Cash Box
for some many months.
One most important factor was no-

ticeable these past six. months in the

opinion of most of the industry’s lead-

ers. Export business was responsible

for tightening the slack of sales and,

thereby, keeping business going ahead

at a very fine pace.

The importance of the world mar-
kets, not just the U.S. domestic mar-
ket, is now regarded by many dis-

tributors and manufacturers as out-

standing for a continued brighter fu-

ture for the industry.
The factories themselves are faced

with some very puzzling problems. For
example, the price of raw materials,

as well as all components and labor,

are on the way up. Many of the

manufactories had been planning to

crash the market with more economi-

cal machines. This sudden price rise

has curtailed such plans. Few know
what the future products will be, but
all now hope that they will be able

to hold the present price line.

This report is a very shoiff and
condensed version of what was said

and what has been happening in the

industry.
From it, all will have to enlarge

on the facts herein presented. The
weeks yet to come will probably elabo-

rate on the reports here and will, at

the same time, bring about more clar-

ity to the general business picture.

One operator, as an example, report-

ed the following:
“There is really nothing wrong with

our business that can’t be quickly and
efficiently cured.

“In the first place,” he elaborated,
“we a^e getting just as much and, in

some cases, even more play action than

we ever got before for our machines.

“But,” he commented, “we are not

getting the profits we should to be

able to amortize the cost of the equip-

ment more rapidly and also be able to

put something away for future re-

quirements.
.

“The big reason for this, he be-

lieves, “is the fact that, just as The
Cash Box has editorialized time and

time again, many operators just sim-

ply refuse to co-operate with each

other.
. „ ,

“In this area, as an example, he

stated, “if the operators would all

agree, we could place whichever of

the ‘104 Play Plus’ plans into effect

that would prove most feasible for

this area.
“This,” he believes, “would most defi-

nitely assure the operators a decent

return on their investment. It would
meet with the approval of the location

owners. It would meet with the ap-

proval of the public.

“But,” he sadly concluded, “it’s been

an uphill fight to just get part of this

area on dime play. The battle gets

tougher as we try to show operators

here that we just can’t any longer

exist on the dime play only without the

'overage of all or part of our over-

head expense which continues to grow
greater every week.”

Operators are not alone in their

problems. Some of the leading dis-

tributors claim they, too, are up
against a truly tough proposition in

the fact that other distribs are start-

ing to cut prices.

“This was something we never ex-

pected,” one leading music distributor

reports, “because we can’t see how any
distributor expects to remain in busi-

ness, financing the operator, servicing

his machines, carrying a complete,

huge stock of parts and supplies on

hand and, at the same time, cutting

his price so that there is barely any
profit left after a ‘double sale.’ The
sale of the original machine and then

the sale of the trade-in that must be

taken in at an unusually high price

at the same time.”

Condensed, it seems that the first

half of ’57 has brought into being the

problems that temper the big boom
which has been enjoyed by the indus-

try for some time.

It also seems, regardless of certain

soft spots here and there throughout
the field that what is most outstand-

ingly necessary is a return to really

hard work for many who have en-

joyed the use of telephones and drop
shipments.

“Perhaps,” one manufacturer sagely

stated, “the time has come for many to

get back on the job and work harder
than they ever did before to assure
themselves just as great, if not a

better, business than they have so far

enjoyed.”

ask from $50.00 up to $75.00 and even more for these very same machines.
Purchasers of such equipment mast realize that machines in the very low
priced categories are much worn to be priced at these low figures. To completely
recondition such machines, the reconditioner must add onto his price the cost*

of transportation to obtain these machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed
to recondition the machines, plus the cost of cartons, crates and labor for

packing and shipping of the machines, in addition to a decent profit which
will, in most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00 machine to anywhere
from $50.00 te $75.00 and np. In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher doe to the fact that many of the parts have to be
made by hand or contracted for at some machinist shop, since manufacturers
of many of the old arcade machines and kiddie rides are no longer in business
and it is impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Purchasers of such
equipment should take these facts into consideration and, at the same time,
should also realize that many buyers today have their own repair and recon-
ditioning departments as well as experienced mechanics, snch bnyers will

purchase machines “as is”, at prices quoted by the trade at large, and recondi-
tion the machines themselves to meet their own operating standards.
