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October 1st, that’ll be the day when The Crickets expect to be well over

the million mark with their Brunswick recording of— naturally—
“That’ll Be The Day”. Above, the high flying group, flanked on the left

by Boh Thiele, A&R head of the Coral-Brunswiek diskery, and on the

right by Norm Wienstroer, National Sales Manager of the same organiza-

tion, point to the likely date. The Crickets, in addition to achieving the

first big hit for themselves with their waxing, have also delivered the first

smash seller for the recently reactivated Brunswick label.
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EPs are enjoying a zooming mar-

ket.

They have carved out a sales area

for themselves which cannot be satis-

fied by either singles or LPs and to-

day every record company is care-

fully cultivating this market. EPs

are getting special attention at most

record companies because it has

been found that with the proper

selection of material and appro-

priate exploitation, they can achieve

gross sales figures which are very

respectable indeed.

This prosperity for EPs has oc-

curred in face of the fact that only

a short while ago they were con-

sidered by many people in the rec-

ord business to be no longer an im-

portant factor. This decline in the

fortunes of EPs started when LPs

were reduced to $3.95. It was then

found that EPs were overpriced in

relation to the new LP prices and the

public simply stopped buying them.

But then several things happened

which brought them back stronger

than ever. First of all, the price of

EPs was dropped to bring them into

proportion with LP prices. Second

of all the increased capacity of juke

boxes literally demanded EP pro-

gramming and juke box operators

started buying them in large quan-

tities. And lastly EPs came force-

fully to the public’s attention when

a couple made the single best seller

lists because they contained num-

bers which the public showed a

hefty demand for, but which could

not be bought as singles, only in an

EP package.

New record companies have

found a multitude of uses for EPs

which cannot be fulfilled by singles

or LPs. Today they are very often

used profitably by artists to cover

four current hits whereas putting

out a single on any one of them

would most likely prove to be profit-

less. Moreover the juke box oper-

ator, who has become such a large

purchaser of EPs, has found him-

self benefited by EP packages de-

signed to meet his special needs,

which many companies have issued.

It has also been found that the teen-

age market is a likely target for EP
promotions. Special material aimed

specifically at teenagers is very often

packaged in an EP and directed at

teenage situations. In addition, ma-

terial that might be just right for

teenagers is often culled from LPs

and put out in EP form so that the

teenager can have the songs he

wants at a price he can afford to pay.

As we can well see EPs today

have found a definite place for

themselves in the record market,

and it’s an important place. The ex-

treme importance of it is now be-

coming clear to record executives

everywhere and we can expect even

further emphasis on the EP picture

in the future.

Tops Million Mark

NEW YORK—16-year-old Canadian
singer-composer, Paul Anka, has
struck pay dirt with his very first

ABC-Paramount release, “Diana,”
with the announcement last week that
the record has reached sales of one
million fifty-two thousand.

The gold disk award, indicative of

the million mark, will be presented
to Anka in the near future, whenever
his busy schedule permits. He is cur-

rently on tour with the “Biggest Show
of ’57” company, which will keep him
on the road until the end of October.

Kapp feels that

many dealers have unnecessarily dis-

carded the EP and have regretted ‘t.

This new browser will enable them to

reinstate the extended play.
A window display program has also

been designed for better merchandis-
ing and involves three feet stand-up
simulated champagne bottles that
carry through with the “Vintage Year
Music” theme. A cover of each of
the “Fabulous Year” albums will be
reproduced on these bottles individu-
ally. This is available to all dealers
while the browser’s availability is

based on quantity purchases and will

be decided by the Kapp distributor-
ship in various territories.

Every salesman and distributor for
Kapp will receive a specially chrome-
coated black and white bound book,
carrying the “Vintage Year” design,
that contains laminated lithos of the
new “Fabulous” LP’s plus 20 lithos

of the best selling albums. Attached
to this boom will be a black and white
folder that will hold descriptive pro-
motional material about the new LP’s
and EP’s, price lists, special dealer
order pads and various other types of
dealer aids.

For the final touch to this program,
the champagne “Vintage Year” idea
is also brought forth in a deejay

“Vintage Years Library Kit” which

contains all four “Fabulous” albums,

with a separate and complete listing

of all the songs in these LP’s with

time, band #, publisher, artist, etc.,

aimed at giving the jockey greater

ease for programming.

BMI Field Clinics To Suspend In 1958

NEW YORK—The BMI Program
Clinics for radio broadcasters and

telecasters will be suspended for the

year 1958, according to an announce-

ment last week by Glenn R. Dolberg,

vice-president in charge of station

relations for Broadcast Music. He
pointed out that after 310 Clinics dur-

ing seven consecutive years in the

field, the BMI staff felt it “had earned

a respite from the big job of Clinic

preparation and the l'igors of travel.”

The decision to suspend Clinics was
made in spite of the fact that 1957

Clinic attendance at forty-five sessions

set a new record, and was 5.7% higher

than last year, Dolberg said.

He added, “At this time it is our

plan to resume BMI Program Clinics

in 1959 in states where these Clinics

may again be desired and felt to serve

a continuing useful purpose.”

The one-year suspension of Clinics

was recently announced by BMI di-

rectly in a letter to the presidents of

forty-one state broadcasting associa-

tions in states where Clinics were

held this year. Association presidents

from coast to coast voiced regrets at

the BMI decision and asserted that

broadcasters would look forward to

the resumption of Clinics in 1959.

Statistics presented by the BMI
vice-president show that attendance

at all field Clinics totalled 23,102 for

the sessions which began in March,

1951, and concluded in June, 1957. A
total of 802 broadcasters from sta-

tions of all sizes in all sections of the

country served as Clinic speakers.

Attendance represented a cross-

section of broadcaster personnel, and

included managers, owners, announc-

ers, program and production men,

news men and- copywriters.

“Of all the topics discussed through-

out the years of Clinics,” Dolberg

said, “the four that seem uppermost in

broadcasters’ minds are ‘Local News,’

‘Uses of Music,’ ‘Promotion,’ and ‘Pub-

lic Service.’ Ways and means of

gathering and broadcasting local

news were discussed on a broad front

over and above the wire service avail-

able from organized news agencies.

“When music was discussed, it was
without any relationship to the au-

thors, publishers or licensing agencies,

but a discussion in general terms on

the broadcasting of music as one of

the services performed by stations.”

Other topics covered in Clinic ses-
sions were “Sports and Special
Events,” “The Importance of An-
nouncers and Power of the Spoken
Word,” “Women in Radio and Women
in the Audience,” exchange of “Best
Program Ideas,” “Radio Today, and
Where Is It Going?”
BMI clinics originated in 1948 at

the company’s New York City home
office. A suggestion to move the Clinics
into the field, so more station per-
sonnel could easily attend, came from
the Missouri Broadcasters Association,
and the first field Clinic was accord-
ingly held in Jefferson City, Missouri,
on March 16, 1951. Broadcasters in
other states then requested similar
Clinics in their areas. This resulted

in constant expansion of the number
of Clinics until in 1957 they were held

in forty-one states.

The Missouri Broadcasters Associa-

tion led the list of forty-two broad-

caster groups in regretting the tem-
porary cessation of the Clinics with
the following message:

“We in Missouri are very proud of

the fact that it was at the suggestion

of the Missouri Broadcasters Asso-
ciation that BMI Clinics were brought
out into our state and many other

states, making it possible for a real

cross section of staff personnel to at-

tend. This year’s BMI Clinic, held at

our suggestion at the University of

Missouri, was considered by officials

of the university to be one of the

finest contributions ever made for

their radio and journalism classes.

Sincerely hope your well earned hiatus

is for one year only.”

Another Sinatra
effort soon to be found high on the charts.

“BELAFONTE SINGS OF THE CARIBBEAN”—
Harry Belafonte—RCA Victor LPM-1505 (1-12"'

LP)
The set, with four other sales smashes behind

it, is Belafonte on calypso, and is certain to short-
ly stand high on the charts. Performed in the
usual Belafonte gusto and grace are twelve calyp-
so items both newly recorded and old. (“Island
In The Sun,” “Cocoanut Woman”).

“THE PAJAMA GAME”—An Original Motion
Picture Sound Track—Columbia OL 5210 (1-12"
LP) .•

The film version of the Broadway smash musical
retained virtually all of the Broadway cast (Doris
Day replaced Janis Page). In this Columbia sound
track disk (they have the Broadway package,
too) is (“Hey There,” “Hernando’s Hideaway,”
“7% Cents”). The gay presentation of the spark-
ling Adler-Ross score is done by Miss Day, John
Raitt, Carol Haney, Eddie Foy, Jr. and others in

the flick’s cast. Film sound tracks of previous
Broadway musicals have proven frequent chart
winners. This one should do it, also.

“NOW HEAR THIS”—The Hi-Lo’s—Orchestra
Under The Direction Of Frank Comstock—Colum-
bia CL 1023 (1-12" LP)
The delightful vocal quartet weave another

waxing of refreshing harmony in their second
solo stint for Columbia. With a set of melodies
that maintain a high degree of quality thoughout
(“Little Girl Blue,” “Laura,” “A Quiet Girl,” “A
Shine On Your Shoes”), the boys are a joy when
either caressing or kidding a selection. Bright
Frank Comstock ork backing. Sure chart entry.

“CHAMPAGNE AND ROSES”—Lawrence Welk
And His Champagne Music Coral CRL 57148 (1-
12" LP)
“NIMBLE FINGERS”—Lawrence Welk And His
Champagne Music—Coral CRL 57178 (1-12" LP)
Two more entries continue Coral’s big fall

schedule of Welk packages. The “Champagne
And Roses” waxing features the Welk ork and
vocalists on a bill of tunes with either “rose” or
“champagne” in their titles, while the “Nimble
Fingers” offering is an all-instrumental affair in

the “ah-1 ah-2” Welk tradition. The disks join
a voluminous Welk LP catalogue and should fare
extremely well.

“FOUR FRESHMEN AND FIVE SAXES”—
Capitol T844 (1-12" LP)
After chart-hitting sessions with trombone and

trumpet backing, the smart vocal ensemble gets
support from five saxes, and likely chart news
is the sales outlook here, too. The tasteful ar-
rangements by Pete Rugolo and Dick Reynold?
(each takes a side) are imaginatively in line with
the quartet’s jazz-like blend on such standbys as
“This Can’t Be Love,” “This Love Of Mine,” and
“Liza.” Sure-fire stock.

“THE FABULOUS JIMMY DORSEY”—Fratern-
ity F-1008 (1-12" LP)

Fraternity, the label on which the late Jimmy
Dorsey came back to chart prominence, offers
thirteen pressings by the Dorsey ork. Four were
directed by Dorsey himself, and the others by Dick
Stabile and Lee Castle. The numbers get smooth
(“Speak Low,” “Maria Elena”) and exciting ren-
ditions (“So Rare,” “Just Swingin’”). Arrange-
ments include choral and solo vocal work. Sales
and air-play should be outstanding.

“DINO”—Original Sound Track Recording—Epic
LN 3404 (1-12" LP)
The disk has the makings of a tremendous

teenage sales sensation as it contains the score
to a film starring teen actor Sal (“Start Movin’ ”)

Mineo. Gerald Fried has written thematic mate-
rial which retains effectively vibrant and bluesy
jazz approaches. A very listenable sound track
entry, which has that all-important teen sales
appeal of Mineo.

“STOLEN HOURS”—Gordon Jenkins And His
Orchestra—Capitol T 884 (1-12" LP)

Jenkins’ mood sessions carry lots of sales weight
and this issue by the composer-conductor is due
for a fine sales response. The melodies have been
endowed with a rich, romantically inclined (with
the possible exception of the lively “Valencia”)
arrangements. Songs include “When Your Lover
Has Gone,” “Sophisticated Lady,” and “The Thrill

Is Gone.”

“ELLIS IN WONDERLAND”—Ray Ellis And
His Orchestra—Columbia CL 993 (1-12" LP)
The Ellis presentation here consists of first-

rate dance-mood arrangements of twelve smartly
selected melodies and as a Columbia Buy Of The
Month for September could move quickly off the
shelves. Variety of tempo, often hi-fi geared
sound, keynote the Ellis touch. Melodies include
Perry Como’s lovely TV theme, “You Are Never
Far Away From Me,” “P.S. I Love You,” “How
About You,” and “Alone Together.”

“SEA OF GLASS”—Starring Billy Ward And
His Dominoes—Liberty LRP 3056 (1-12" LP)
Ward, a prominent figure in rock ’n roll (“Star

Dust,” “Deep Purple”), forgoes the R&R idiom
here, as he presents his Dominoes in an imagina-
tively produced set devoted to a collection of

spirituals and Ward originals. With support from
Vic Shoen’s ork and chorus, the group colorfully
performs such numbers as “Deep River,” “Were
You There?,” and Ward’s own “I Am The Resur-
rection.” Sales prospects are excellent and may
well reach chart proportions.

“ACCENT ON YOUTH”—Glenn Derringer At
The Organ, Piano And Accordion—ABC-Para-
mount ABC-193 (1-12" LP)
The skilled teenager, in his second ABC-Para-

mount appearance, shows his musical know-how
on three instruments (organ, piano, accordion),
all merged by technical wizardry on the waxing.
Deftly handled by Derringer are such evergreens
as “Manhattan,” “Caravan,” “I Got Rhythm,”
and “Love Is A Many-Splendored Thing.” Many
TV stints by the versatile youngster should paint
a good sales picture for the effort.

“SING ME A BLUE SONG”—Hank Williams—
MGM E3560 (1-12" LP)
The late and great singer-writer is heard on

program of blues and wailer numbers, four com-
posed by Williams himself. (“Singing Waterfall,”
“May You Never Be Alone”). Others performed
by Williams with convincing emotion include
“Blues Love (In My Heart)”; “I’ve Just Told
Mama Goodbye”; and “Lost Highway.” Memor-
able Williams’ vocals C&W traffic will want.

“SERENADES TO REMEMBER”—Jack Pleis,

His Piano And Orchestra—Decca DL 8586 (1-12"

LP)
True to the title, the disk is devoted to a

collection of twelve modern-day serenades per-
formed with a polished mood flair by the ork
headed by pianist-conductor Jack Pleis. The line-

up of melodies includes such numbers as Leroy
Anderson’s “Serenata,” the Glenn Miller favorite
“Moonlight Serenade,” Louis Alter’s “Manhattan
Serenade” plus four new items aptly suited to

the disk’s theme (“Serenade To Michelle,” “Twi-
light Serenade”). Quality mood issue.

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“WE DANCED ALL NIGHT”—Ray Noble And
His Orchestra—Camden CAL 380 (1-12" LP)
Ray Noble’s famed ork during the thirties is

reprised via this Camden disk, a member of the
firm’s “Designed For Dancing” series. The selec-
tions, rendered in a lively dance-floor beat, include
two Noble songs, “The Touch Of Your Lips,” and
“Why Stars Come Out At Night,” a rarely heard
Rodgers and Hart melody, “Soon,” plus two Cole
Porter numbers, “I’ve Got You Under My Skin,”
and “Easy To Love.” Eight of the twelve songs
are vocalized. Lots of nostalgia here.

GOES TO JUNIOR COLLEGE

DAVE BRUBECK QUARTET

“JAZZ GOES TO JUNIOR COLLEGE”—Dave
Brubeck Quartet—Columbia CL 1034 (1-12" LP)
This latest Brubeck jazz entry, actually record-

ed at two junior colleges, is a follow-up to the
remarkably successful Brubeck “Jazz Goes To
College” pressing, and could create equal sales
activity. The quartet, brilliantly featuring pianist
Brubeck and alto saxist Paul Desmond, get off a
series of wonderfully fertile ideas on three stand-
ards and two Brubeck originals. Norman Bates
(bass) and Joe Morello (drums) are the two
other skilled members of the crew. Must for the
jazz shelf.

RACHMANINOFF: Concerto No. 1—RICHARD
STRAUSS: Burleske—Byron Janis—The Chicago
Symphony Orchestra—Fritz Reiner, Conductor

—

RCA Victor LM-2127 (1-12" LP)
The readings of both works here offer dealers

versions which will attract a major portion of

purchasers seeking to add the compositions to

their library. Rachmaninoff’s rhapsodic first piano
concerto and the sharp Strauss “Burleske” offer

demanding challenges, ones which pianist Janis
meet with beauty and excitement. Sturdy support
from Reiner and the Chicago Symphony Or-
chestra.

LALO: Symphonie Espagnole, Op. 21— VIEU-
TEMPS: Concerto No. 4 In D Minor—Zino
Francescatti, Violin—Philharmonic Symphony Or-
chestra of New York—Dimitri Mitropoulos, Con-
ductor—The Philadelphia Orchestra—Eugene Or-
mandy, Conductor—Columbia ML 5184 (1-12" LP)

Francescatti’s brilliant performance on the Lalo
opus will have to compete with the likes of Stegn,

Heifetz, Menuhin, and Oistrakh, but he is, how-
ever, free and clear on the lovely Vieutemps’
violin concerto, another triumph for the artist.

The two orchestras, the Philharmonic of New
York with Mitropoulos on the Lalo effort; and
the Philadelphia with Ormandy conducting, offer

assuring support. Fine sound. Marvelous violin

artistry.

“THE ART OF MORIZ ROSENTHAL”—Camden
CAL-377 (1-12" LP)
Camden comes up with one of its most note-

worthy $1.98 buys, a progx-am by the late key-
board master released for the first time. The
recordings (pressed in 1928, 1939 and 1942) con-
sist of works by Chopin (“Sonata In B Minor,”
“Tarantelle In A-Flat”); Liszt (“Chant Polan-
aise No. 5”); Handel (“Air And Variations”)
and Johann Strauss, Jr. (“Blue Danube Waltz”),
and are performed with brilliance by the artist.

Sound holds up very well. A rare classical offer-

ing.

FRANCK: Symphony In D Minor—Boston Sym-
phony Orchestra—Charles Munch, Conductor

—

RCAVictor LM-2131 (1-12" LP)
The symphonic staple gets a rendition from the

Boston Symphony that offers the classical buyer
an excellent choice from the many other available

versions of the work. Distinguished conductor
Munch and the first-rate orchestra beautifully

capture the orchestral shadings of this command-
ing opus. A notable addition to the LP catalogue.

“ROSA PONSELLE IN SONG”—RCA Victor

LM-2047 (1-12" LP)
The former Met soprano (she retired in

1937) is heard in a new waxing devoted to

sixteen art songs, and displays a voice that is

still skillfully delicate and sweet. Miss Ponselle,

with keyboard support from her long-time accom-
panist, Igor Chichagov, and, on three occasions,

her own playing, sings a varied program of both
gay and sentimental melodies. Excellent vocal

performances.

“MAN OF A THOUSAND FACES”—Music From
The Sound Track—Decca DL 8623 (1-12" LP)
The disk contains the Frank (“Tammy”) Skin-

ner score for the James Cagney starrer based on
-the life of the famed film personality, Lon Chaney.
Joseph Gershenson and the Universal-Internation-
al ork perform the moody music, which is dra-
matically descriptive of the pic’s events. The well-
received film should give the package good sales
potential.

“VIENNA”—Fritz Reiner—Chicago Symphony
Orchestra—RCA Victor LM-2112 (1-12" LP)

This waxing contains bright waltz material
expertly performed by Reiner and the Chicago
Symphony, and is enclosed in a book-type pack-
age which offers verbal and pictorial views on the
waltz and the waltz city, Vienna. Selections in-

clude three efforts by Johann Strauss, Jr. (“Em-
peror Waltz”); Weber’s “Invitation To The
Dance”; Richard Strauss’ waltzes from “Der
Rosenkavalier,”; and Josef Strauss’ “Village
Swallows.” Superb sound. Attractively mer-
chandised issue sure of impressive sales.

“JAZZ AT THE HOLLYWOOD BOWL”—Verve
MGV-8231-2 (2-12" LP)

This two-disk jazz omnibus of a concei’t held
last year at the Hollywood Bowl has an impres-
sive list of jazz luminaries, which includes four
items by the late jazz keyboard master, Art Ta-
tum; six solo vocal stints by Ella Fitzgerald plus
two with Louis Armstrong; two jam sessions

WASHINGTON, D. C.—In report-
ing that 1956 Personal Income hit a
record high, the Census Bureau re-

ported that the average income for
every man, woman and child in the
country, before taxes, came to $1,940.
The report was broken down into
States, and it’ll be interesting to coin-
men in these areas to know how the
people in their territories made out.
Delaware had the highest per capita
income in the country with $2,858,
38 per cent above the national aver-
age. Mississippi was low with $964,
less than half the average. Fifteen
States and the District of Columbia
were above the average—thirty three
States and Hawaii were below. Con-
necticut followed Delaware, with New
Jersey, California, Nevada, New York,
Illinois and the District of Columbia
next in order. Delaware also showed
the largest per cent increase in the
country from 1955—14%. Arizona
was next with 12 per cent; and Florida
third with 11 per cent. The Govern-
ment report said that these three
States showed sizable advances in all

major income sources. Next three
States with per centage increases over
1955 were: West Virginia, 11%;
Idaho, 11% and Louisiana 10%.

CHICAGO—As most coin operated
machines are located in bars and
taverns, we thought the trade would
be interested in a recent analysis of
the beer brewery business. Soon after
Repeal, this report states, there were
750 breweries in the country. Five
years ago there were 336. Now there
are only about 237. “The big breweries
are getting bigger by the merger
route,” according to this source, “and
the smaller ones are disappearing.
Materials cost more. So does labor.
So, too, does promotion, which takes
in advertising, marketing and public
relations generally. The smaller or-
ganizations do not have sufficient

funds to compete with the big na-
tional brewers, who spend millions
each year to keep their names and
their adjectives before the public.”

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57 USED MARKET'S BIGGEST TEAR
Oistribs Report Sales Of Used Equip’t

is Reaching All Time High As Export

Demand Continues Unabated While

Domestic Orders Continue To Pile Up
CHICAGO—There is now current

a very strong belief that 1957 may
prove itself the greatest used equip-

ment sales year.

This belief is based on the continu-

ing and unabated demand from all

leading importers worldwide for used
equipment of every kind.

Demand for phonographs, five-balls,

inlines, shuffles, arcade equipment and
other machines, leading distributors

report, hasn’t slackened a bit, as far

as the export market is concerned.

As the fall season comes into being,

distributors report, there is always
a pick up in domestic sales of both
new and used machines.
But this fall season, and probably

due to the U. S. Supreme Court ruling,

in the belief of manv wholesalers,

domestic demand for used equipment
has exceeded anything before known.
“Where operators have had to pull

machines”, one distributor here re-

John Frantz Calls Scales

“Insurance Policy” For Operators

JOHN FRANTZ

CHICAGO — John Frantz, presi-
dent of J. F. Frantz Manufacturing
Company, this city, reported that in-

terest in scales has revived during
the past several months.
He likened a route of scales to an

insurance policv against the ups and
downs to which this industry is so
often subjected.

“What’s more”, added Frantz, “it
will always cover overhead expenses
of games and phono operators.

“Starting from scratch”, said
Frantz, “a route of one hundred or
more scales will pay themselves off
in two and a half years.”

Frantz backs up his confidence in
the stability and earnings of scale
routes by offering to refund the entire
price of the scales purchased by any
operator.
He pointed out that scales are

known to last as long as 40 to 50
years.
“Many of the old-timers in the busi-

ness”, he said, “started out either as
operators or manufacturers of scales,

and they became wealthy.”
Frantz stated that the average in-

come per scale is $3 a month, based
on statistics available since scales
were an infant industry.
A tremendous number of new lo-

cations, he noted, have opened up in
the past 20 years, because most for-
mer manufacturers have diverted
production to other lines of equipment.

Frantz also noted the greatly in-

creased coinage of pennies by the
U.S. government for 1957-58.
“A ton of pennies”, said Frantz,

“can pay off a lot of overhead.”

FOREWORD: Many times, wide differences appear in the quotation of high

and low prices of certain equipment. Like any true reporter “The Cash Box
Price Lists” can only feature the market prices as they are quoted. “The Cash
Box Price Lists” act exactly the same as the market quotation board at the Stock
Exchange—posting the prices as they are quoted for the past week, regardless of

how much they may seem to be out of line. Some prices do not change for

months. “The Cash Box Price Lists,” rather than show no price, retain the last

known quotations for such equipment so that the subscriber at least has the last

known prices as a basis to work with. Prices may be very widely divergent.

Someone on the West Coast may feel a certain machine worth $150.00 whereas
someone on the East Coast may think it worth but $75.00. Of course, serial,

appearance, demand, territory, quantity, and condition of equipment must be
taken into consideration. (Some equipment offered by outstanding firms, haring
a reputation for shipping completely reconditioned machines, will be offered

at higher prices than others, due to the added cost of reconditioning.) “The
Cash Box Price Lists” reports each quotation exactly as it is made and depends
on the subscriber to make average price adjustments to fit the peculiarities of

his territory.

METHOD: “The Cash Box Price Lists” should be read as follows: First

price listed is lowest price quoted for the week; Second price listed is highest
price quoted.

REGARDING SELLING PRICES

IMPORTANT!
Reports received indicate that, in some cases, purchasers become upset due
to the fact that they cannot, many times, buy equipment listed in the lower
price brackets. Sometimes sellers of machines listed at from $10.00 to $25.00

ask from $50.00 up to $75.00 and even more for these very same machines.
Purchasers of such equipment must realize that machines in the very low
priced categories are much worn to be priced at these low figures. To completely
recondition such machines, the reconditioner mnst add onto his price the cost

of transportation to obtain these machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed
to recondition the machines, plus the cost of cartons, crates and labor for

packing and shipping of the machines, in addition to a decent profit which
will, in most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00 machine to anywhere
from $50.00 to $75.00 and up. In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that many of the parts have to be
made by hand or contracted for at some machinist shop, since manufacturers
of many of the old arcade machines and kiddie rides are no longer in business
and it is impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Purchasers of such
equipment should take these facts into consideration and, at the same time,
should also realize that many buyers today have their own repair and recon-
ditioning departments as well as experienced mechanics, such buyers will

purchase machines “as is”, at prices quoted by the trade at large, and recondi-
tion the machines themselves to meet their own operating standards.
