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Changing Moods,

Changing Music!

In the last several months, this na-

tion has undergone two disturbing

shocks. One was the realization of the

general slowing down of the economy
and the other was the launching of

sputnik by the Russians. Both of these

events have combined to create a feel-

ing of caution throughout the entire

country and a reappraisal of many of

the things which we had been taking

for granted.

Since the music which a population

needs and buys at any particular time

must necessarily reflect the emotional

state of the nation, and indeed of the

world, it would be well for everyone

connected with the music business to

pay special attention these days to how

these events are being reflected in the

attitudes of the public.

For a long time now, the leading fac-

tors in the music business have been

rock and roll for the younger genera-

tion which essentially buys single rec-

ords, and mood music or its equivalent

for people past teen age who essentially

buy albums. Not being trained psychia-

trists we’re not in a position to say why

these needs developed, why the public

took to these forms of music. All we

can say objectively is that it did. But

we must also understand that the con-

ditions under which the public bought

this music is now changing. We have

gone through a decade of seemingly un-

ending economic growth and a period

in which, while we didn’t have peace,

we were at least secure in the thought

that our scientific progress was greater

than that of any nation in the world.

These conditions have now been put

to question and it seems most likely to

us that with the changing of such es-

sentials, the attitudes, the emotional re-

sponses, and consequently the musical

needs of the nation must also change

in time.

It would be foolhardy for us or any-

one else to predict at this time just

what form these changes will take as

far as music is concerned. It will cer-

tainly take at the minimum several

months before public opinion reaches

a state that we can determine is a fixed

attitude. But that it is changing is tes-

tified to by almost everything that is

being written and spoken about today.

What everyone in the music business

must do is keep in careful touch with

every evidence of change to try to de-

termine which way public response is

going to go. We must be as free from

rigid thinking as possible. And as al-

ways, we must be prepared to give the

public the music it wants and needs at

this particular time in the world’s his-

tory regardless of whether this music

may meet with our own personal tastes

or not.

SWITZERLAND:
Although this is a small country,

the sale of records certainly is grow-
ing quickly and although you will find

German, French and Italian spoken
here, the American recordings are
certainly favored by teenagers who
are ardent listeners to American
Forces Network programs and keen
juke box supporters. It is obvious that
in the local field the tendency toward
German pop records takes pride of
place and is closely followed by
French and Italian records. You will

find the latest juke boxps in one out
of two tearooms. Here the public can
follow the U.S. trend of popular mu-
sic and attaches a great deal of im-
portance to the movies featuring pop
songs.

Incidentally, all movies from the
U. S. are shown in their original ver-
sion with German and French sub-
titles.

ITALY:
The Italian market is saturated

with recordings by local stars. There
are some twenty Italian labels, each
with a talent roster turning out
dozens of pop songs each month rang-
ing from the very popular Neopoli-
tan song to the Italian version of
American top hits. Slowly but sure-
ly the American influence in the pop
field is beginning to show and it is

confirmed by the fact that for the last

seven months the Platters’ version of
“Only You” has been the top seller.

Coming up really strong in Italy are
recordings by Pat Boone. “Love Let-
ters in the Sand” is a big seller in
this country.
Here again the sound-track of the

musical movie is the greatest selling
potential for any tune or artist. Rec-
ords are sure of an advance sale if

they can connect with a movie.
Since music plays such an import-

ant part in Italian life it is under-
standable that the juke box is a wel-
come addition.
Whereas an American hit song has

a run of a few months, the Italians
are stickers and will extend the life

of any hit to a period of one to two
years.

Great hoardings advertise the new
Mario Lanza picture made in Italy,

“Arriverderci Roma”.
No. 1 local star in the pop field is

unquestionably Renato Carosone.

This country is also a publishers de-

light because a great song can have

as many as twenty-five recordings and
it may be interesting to note that a

song such as “Only You” which has

been in Italy’s hit parade for seven

months is still being recorded by

various artists.

He hadn’t had time to work up anything new,

so he sang “White Christmas.” The crowd went wild and im-

mediately afterward we were plagued for records. A hurried

session took place and within a few days we found ourselves

swinging on a big, big hit.

In 1955 and 1956 again this was a great holiday favorite.

This year, without any advertising or publicity on our part,

"White Christmas” had racked up 25,000 sales before the 1st

of December. Each day sales snowball fantastically. A juke box

or store that doesn't have this record on hand NOW is asking

for trouble.

Voco cards, as

they were known, were sold nationally

for almost two years and, although
they were a comparatively short-lived

fad, they laid the foundation for Pick-

wick’s future record activities.

Court Rules Retailers

Responsible For Boot-

legged Record Royalties

On September 28, 1957 a decision
was handed down from the United
States Court of Appeals that affects

everyone in the business of selling

records. The decision is summed up
in a letter from the attorney of the
Music Publishers’ Protective Asso-
ciation to Harry Fox.
“Dear Harry:

I am pleased to enclose a copy of
the opinion of the United States Court
of Appeals, Second Circuit. . . . The
Appellate Court held that distributors
and dealers were liable for payment
of the statuatory royalty of 24 for
each unlicensed record sold by them,
in addition to court costs including
attorneys fees, entirely separate and
apart from the liability of the manu-
facturer.”
What does this mean to you? Sim-

ply this. Every time you knowingly
or unknowingly sell an unlicensed
recording you are guilty of an in-

fringement of the copyright act and
therefore can be held to pay the above
mentioned royalty.

This ruling does not affect your
doing business with any of the estab-
lished companies, but only affects
those records which we commonly
call “bootlegged” disks. Liability can
easily be avoided by dealing with
established companies and staying
clear of people who operate out of
their “hat” or the trunk of a car.
The temptation is great to purchase
goods as cheaply as possible, but al-

ways keep the consequences in mind.
If there is any doubt in your mind
it will be safer to ask to see proof
that the material is licensed before
you make your purchase.

With
Young blowing a French coronet, and Qumichette

blowing the tenor sax, the sextet offers six tunes

closely associated with Miss Holiday, including

“God Bless The Child”, “Good Morning Heart-

ache”, “Strange Fruit”, and “The Lady”, an origi-

nal by Young. Stellar improvisations by the

expert jazzists.

BEETHOVEN: Concerto No. 2 in B Flat Major
for piano and Orchestra, Op. 19 BACH: Con-

certo No. 1 in D minor for piano and Orchestra

—Leonard Bernstein conducting the Columbia
symphony orchestra, Glenn Gould—Columbia ML-
5211 (1-12" LP)
The disk programs a great combination with

The second day marked a high in

attendance, with coin machine distrib-

utors looking over the many new
products before deciding on how the

equipment will fit in with expansion

plans and diversified projects.

Most distributors were also visiting

the various factories, and being enter-

tained by factory officials before con-

cluding their business and heading

back home.

Standard Harvard Metal Typer,

Injunction Against City of Boston

BOSTON, MASS. — Attorneys for

the Music Operators Association of

Massachusetts went into Superior
Court here Tuesday, December 3, in

an attempt to get an injunction
against the City of Boston on the
$50 annual license fee which is due
January 1.

The $50 annual license fee for juke
boxes was clamped on last January
1, and although protested by ops and
the association with hearings and

actions, has remained on the books.

Last January 1, the action of the city

in raising the juke box license fees

caught the operators by surprise.

In addition to the $50 week day

license fee, Boston ops also have to

pay a $50 Sunday city license fee,

a $50 state license Sunday fee and

$10 Federal tax; a total of $160 per

machine.

This amount has been cited as “ex-

cessive” and “unwarranted” in several

stormy hearings at City Hall. After

the hearings and other early actions

failed to produce any change, the

association retained legal counsel

Atty. Arthur Sherman as associate

attorney, and Hirsh Freed of the law
firm of Brown, Rudnick and Freed,

who is bringing the case to Superior

Court now.

In a prior action, a preliminary

injunction was asked by Freed, rep-

resenting the music machine industry,

Boston restaurant owners and cafes,

and challenging the legality of fees

for juke boxes, TV sets and radios

in public places. The preliminary in-

junction was denied by Judge Vincent

Brogna in Suffolk Superior Court.

However, it was contemplated that

as a result of this action, that case

would be sent to the Supreme Court

for determination.

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Planning Aspects

Of Incorporation
by Herman Jaffe, CPA

Today’s laws often make it desira-

ble to carry on a business in Corpo-

rate form; but the tax structure

outlined in the new Code introduces

a complicating factor, and depending

upon the size of a man’s personal

business income, there is a point be-

yond which the benefit of the Corpo-

rate form is bought at the price of a

higher total tax. In many cases, this

price is considered well worth paying.

Before deciding whether or not to

incorporate, it is best to review the

basic tax aspects. A Corporation is an

artificial entity created by law, and

as a result a person automatically

splits his income, because he becomes

a salaried employee of his own corpo-

ration and he pays a tax, personally,

on the amount he withdraws as a

salary, plus any and all dividends

distributed by such a corporation. The
Corporation also pays a tax on all

moneys earned during the taxable

year; whereas in an individual pro-

prietorship or partnership, the owner

and his business are one as far as

income and taxes are concerned.

This income splitting feature under-

lies the entire question of changing-

business forms and emphasizes the

desirability of considering not merely

partnership or corporation, but also

the possibility of splitting into sev-

eral corporations; using combinations

of partnerships and corporations; or

forming a family partnership.

Of course, the ultimate goal is to

work out a balance, which in terms of

earnings of the business and the in-

come bracket of the owner, will yield

the lowest total of tax.

Before deciding to incorporate, we
must come to a firm decision on the

tax issues involved. In order to ar-

rive at such a decision it is necessary

that we ask ourselves four basic ques-

tions, to wit:

1. Which form of entity will chan-

nel the most business profits into

the pocket of the individual

owner or owners.

2. If the present business form is

not the best, what is the cost of

changing.

3. Can further economies be ob-

tained by subdividing the busi-

ness into two corporations or

into one partnership and one

corporation; or into a family

partnership.

4. If a change is desirable, how can

it be accomplished to get the

greatest tax benefit out of the

new form.

If an individual has income other

than from the business itself, the

benefits of operating a corporation

are increased. If the business is un-

incorporated, his business income is

piled up on top of his other income

and is thus hit with surtax rates; how-

ever if the business is incorporated,

the income left in the corporation will

be subject to lower rates.

It must be remembered that since

a Corporation is a separate entity, all

salaries and dividends paid out become
ordinary income, as received, and

never retain the form in which they

were earned by the Corporation. Thus
fully tax-exempt income, partially

tax-exempt income and capital gains

and losses, earned by the corporation,

become fully taxable income to the

recipient, when paid out. This prob-

lem can be overcome at the time of

incorporation, by leaving in the hands

of individuals, all property which pro-

duces tax-exempt income or capital

gains.

Under the 1954 Code, the unreason-

able accumulation of earnings must
be carefully watched. The $60,000.00

Earned Surplus provision is not as

fixed as one is lead to believe. A
Corporation has the right to grow.

The law does not require a business

to remain static. Earnings plowed

back into the business for expansion,

cannot be treated as an excess ac-
cumulation of Earned Surplus, in

order to avoid a tax on stockholders,
even though it may exceed the $60,-

000.00 limitation.

The Collapsible Corporation provi-
sion under the 1954 Code must be
carefully watched when real property
is incorporated and when such real

property is to be sold within three
years after incorporation, and the
Corporation then is dissolved. It must
be remembered that such a deal may
be considered ordinary income instead
of a long-term capital gain at the
time of liquidation, because of the
Collapsible Corporation provision. At
the present time, the presumption is

that a Corporation is collapsible if

such assets are 50% or more of the
market value of all of the assets of
the Corporation. To overcome this,

it is best to sell the stock of the
Corporation rather than its physical
assets.
The new Code leaves to chance as

well as to choice, important tax con-

sequences of incorporation of an un-

incorporated business. The Propor-

tionate Interest Theory comes into

play. The principal concerns are

whether, and how, gain or loss will be

recognized on a transfer of property

to the Corporation, respective bases

of the transferred property and of

stock and securities x'eceived in ex-

change; and other collateral aspects,

such as gifts, compensation, and divi-

dends. The Senate Committee report

says that, when gift or compensation

is found, and I quote:

“The transaction will be treated as

if the stock and securities had first

been received in proportion, and
then some of such stock and securi-

ties had been used to make gifts,

to pay compensation, or to satisfy

obligations of any kind.”

You must remember that although

the 1954 Code permits a dispropor-

tionate distribution to qualify as tax-

free, the regulations clearly state that

such a distribution can result in un-

favorable tax consequences. Such un-

favorable tax consequences can be

overcome through gifts, compensation
or through an equalization for the

basis of assets transferred to the

Company.
With the advent of Real Estate

Syndicates, where real property is as-

sembled and purchased and then in-

corporated, the moving figure often

donates his past and future services

to this new Corporation. The value of

the shares of stock so issued, becomes
ordinary income to the recipient. This

is a must, and as such, should be

carefully watched.

Let us review what has already

been said. There are two basic forms
of doing business:

1. Partnership or sole proprietor-

ship.

2. Corporation.

A partnership return is merely an
information return and all of the in-

come shown therein must be reported

by the individual partners.

A Corporation may, by retaining its

earnings, insulate its stockholders

against the inclusion of its income in

their personal returns.

There are, of course, risks which
must be considered. Deductions for in-

terest and salaries paid to stockhold-

ers may be disallowed, and operating

losses cannot be considered by. stock-

holders in their own returns. The
unreasonable accumulation of surplus

may be penalized.

While it is generally advisable to

incorporate with a minimum of capi-

tal, there is the danger of a “Thin
Incorporation.”

If assets in excess of business needs

are transferred to the Company, it

may be difficult to distribute the ex-

cess assets to the Company’s stock-

holders, without incurring tax conse-

quences. It would also be more difficult

for the Company to defend its position

against excess accumulation of sur-

plus and thus avoid the penalty tax

on accumulated surplus, since it al-

ready has sufficient capital for all of

its business requirements.

Recent cases on “Thin Incorpora-

tion” make no attempt to define the

permissible limits of what is, and what
is not, a “Thin Incorporation”; but

instead contain sweeping dicta which
may be interpreted to mean that all

stockholder advances, regardless of

ratio, will be ignored for tax pur-

poses. Thus, it suggests, the need for

caution on the part of the Incorpo-

rators.

DETROIT, MICH.—Sam M. Willens

of this city, like many another music

operator, suddenly received the fol-

lowing letter from one of his most

outstanding locations, the Recreation

Commission of the City of Wyandotte,

Mich.

“In reference to the juke box in the

all-purpose room at the Memorial

Pool,” the letter read, “I find that our

overhead is so great that it is im-

possible for you to operate under your

plan of which you take the first $30.00.

“I want to change this plan,” the*

letter continued, “to a 50-50 basis or

other arrangements will have to be

made.

“I have been assured by another

juke box operator that he can give

this 50-50 plan and the same service

that you offer.

“Therefore,” the letter concluded,

“if you cannot equal the above ar-

rangements, it is best that you remove

the juke box by the first of Novem-

ber.”

The letter was signed by Benjamin

F. Yack, Superintendent of Recreation

for the City of Wyandotte, Mich.

Just as any operator would, Sam
Willens dashed out to Wyandotte, to

learn what this was all about. But

Sam came prepared. He had editorials

and articles from The Cash Box to

back him up and to prove the state-

ments he was going to make to the

Superintendent of Recreation that no

operator could long exist under a

50-50 division of the gross intake

from any juke box.

Sam was sufficiently convincing in

his argument to have the Superin-

tendent of Recreation agree with him
that the very best and the only thing

that any juke box operator could do

was to make the location his “true”

partner and, by so doing, split the net

income on a 50-50 basis.

In short, both the operator and the

location would enjoy an equal share

of the profits from the juke box. They
would really be “partners.”

One month later, Sam Willens re-

ceived the following letter from the

Recreation Commission of the City of

Wyandotte:

“Enclosed please find the agreement

between the City of Wyandotte and

the Willens Music Systems of Detroit.

“According to the agreement,” the

letter continued, “the City of Wyan-
dotte will receive 50% of the profit;

this is in due order.

“Mr. Wilfred Kane, City of Wyan-
dotte Purchasing Agent, signed this

agreement which will become effective

on October 15, 1957.”

Do Ops Resist New

Game Ideas?

CHICAGO—Altho operators every-
where are constantly on the lookout
for “something new and different” in

the way of games, they tend to re-

sist new ideas that are being present-

ed to the trade.

This opinion was expressed this

past week at one of the factories here
by an executive who prefers to re-

main anonymous.

“When an operator sees a brand
new game at his distributor”, he
stated, “he should try it out in two
or three locations before passing
judgment.

“The majority of operators”, he
explained, “render quick judgment as
to the profit potential of a game at
first sight or after playing it once
or twice.

“They tend to criticize a new idea,

and prefer to let others pave the way
in proving whether or not the game
has outstanding play appeal. Which,”
he added, “we’ve already proved with
our own tests.”

He pointed out that when pool
tables first came out about three
years ago, most operators thought
these tables couldn’t possibly be good
money-makers.

“They said the game took too long,

that players would steal the balls and
cue sticks, and that people wouldn’t
pay a dime to play pool.

“Yet pool tables even today”, this

executive said, “are still in use thru-
out the city and all over the country.”

He also stated that when a manu-
facturer does come out with an in-

expensive game, the operators will

demand highly styled cabinets, mul-
tiple player games and additional fea-

tures that add to the cost.

spoke on “Money Trends in the Coin

ommendations Silbert advanced was
that the operators should have com-
plete financial statements available
for their banks so that they can es-

tablish credit ratings.
The keen interest of those opera-

tors present was indicated by the
number of penetrating questions they
asked. Upon leaving, one operator
stated, “This was the most education-
al and interesting meeting I’ve ever
attended, and I would gladly have
stayed on another few hours.”

Parkoff advised that no more for-
ums will be held this year due to the
holidays, but another will take place
early in January.
