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What kind of music is in store

for us in 1958?
From where we sit, we would

say more of the same.

There have been many around

who have been predicting the de-

mise of Rock and Roll for several

years now. Well, they’re still pre-

dicting it. But if the crowds that

Alan Freed drew at the New York
Paramount last week are any crite-

rion, Rock and Roll is not only still

with us, but apparently stronger

than ever.

But in addition to Rock and

Roll, there has been an obviously

widening market for ballads. Some
of the beautiful slower numbers
which didn’t stand a chance only a

couple of years ago, are now not

only making it, but staying up on
the charts a long, long time.

This has been the pattern in

1957 and it is safe to say that unless

some strikingly new rhythm comes
along in 1958, it will remain the

pattern.

Between these two types of

music, the industry is covering

effectively the two distinct groups

of our population who buy popular

records—the teenagers and those

who have in the last decade passed

that stage.

It is well known that Rock and
Roll appeals almost completely to

the teenage market. Somehow the

beat seems to say what teenagers

want to say and emotionally, it rep-

resents them. The ballads, however,

which are coming more and more
into vogue, seem to be appealing to

a slightly older audience, the people

who started buying records when
they were in their teens and who
have continued buying records at a

later date, but who no longer are

attracted to the same kind of music.

This is essentiaUy the audience that

is buying the ballad and it is an audi-

ence that must continue to grow as

our population grows and as our

record business expands so that

more and more teenagers get into

the record collecting habit. It is this

habit that must be cultivated and

encouraged for once teenagers get

used to buying pop records, it is

more likely they will continue to buy
them even after they pass the teen-

age level.

And so the music business in

1958 can look forward to pretty

much the same kind of music that

was prevelant in 1957 with this one

difference—there will be an ex-

panding market for its wares. More
and more people will buy records.

More and more teenagers will ac- ^

quire the record collecting habit.

And therefore there will be a need

for more music of all sorts and par-

ticularly the two basic types which

cover the majority of the record

buying public today. Rock and Roll

and ballads.

Am-Par Eastern Distribs In Conclave
i

I

NEW YORK—Response to the in-

vitation from Sam Clark, president
of ABC-Paramount, by principals of
all Eastern distributorships for the
label turned out so well that the
special meeting scheduled to be held
in, the Board of Directors Hall, last

week, in the Paramount Building in

New York was forced to be moved
to the private dining hall at A1 &
Dick’s Restaurant in New York.

Preceded by an evening of gaiety,
including dinner and refreshment at
the Copacabana, where the label’s

singing stars, the Axidentals, were
appearing the group of 29 distributor
heads and/or managers met with
Clark and his departmental executives
for an all-day session. The agenda
included talks by Clark; Larry New-
ton, the label’s Director of Sales;
Don Costa, A & R topper; Creed
Taylor, Associate A & R; Natt Hale,
National Director of Promotional and
Publicity; and Dewey Bergman, Jr.,

Director of Album Sales and Mer-
chandising.

Also present from the diskery head-
quarters were Harry Levine, v.p.;

A1 Genovese, Fiscal and Auditing
Head; Irwin Garr, National Disk
Jockey Liaison and the Director of
the firm’s two pubberies; Romeo Fab-
rizio. General Director of Production;
Rick Ward, Executive Assistant to
Natt Hale; and the label’s two new
appointees, Clayton Burdick, East
Coast rep; and Sid Pastner, to fill

the created post of Special National
Liaison Representative.

Discussion centered about the disk-
ery’s plans for 1958, with focal atten-
tion on the February-March album
promotion, plus a strong pitch for
ABC - Paramount’s recently - released
group of stereo tapes.
Newton summed up the advances

made by Am-Par in 1957, pointing
up the fact that seven disks released
by the label are currently on the
charts. His talk revolved exclusively
about the singles business, with dis-
tributors enjoying Newton’s presen-
tation of new singles skedded for
release during the year.
Don Costa expressed humble appre-

ciation to the distribs for their coop-

eration during the past year, and
intimated that ’58 would find the label

generally represented on the best-sell-

ing charts at all times. The A & R
topper called particular attention to

a number of the label’s artists who
had gained a considerable following

by virtue of consistency, and pointed

out the names on the roster who, he
felt, would make their marks some-
time during the year.

Taylor, having concentrated strictly

on Am-Par’s long-playing album
product, presented a specially-pre-

pared disk of excerpts from the forth-

coming group of 22 twelve-inchers to

be released on February 1st for al-

bum exploitation. With the accent on
sound—stereo, binaural and the ad-

vent beyond high fidelity—Taylor'

asserted that the balance of this year
and the years to follow would offer

much in the way of sonic develop-

ment and, thereby, would open a vast
new market for the record business.

The label’s veteran flack, Natt Hale
described various aspects of proper
and improper exploitation, utilizing

color slides to enhance his lecture.

With his exec assistant, Rick Ward,
operating the special slide projector,

Hale’s presentation was well received

by the guests.

Folowing the luncheon, a final ad-

dress to the distribs was made by
Dewey Bergman, Jr., who described

the promotional plan for the 22 al-

bums to be released. In essence, the
plan is designed along the same lines

which the diskery found successful

last Fall, i.e., its “Lucky 7” promo-

tion Bergman won favor with the
distributor execs as he made tangible
reference to each of the twenty-two
covers of the special group mounted
on a series of gold-black or gold-

white display boards.
Following the official announcement

of the album promotion and the ex-

panded plans for the ’58 season, Sam
Clark then announced formal adjourn-
ment of the conference, stating that

orders for the album promotion would
be accepted by the ABC-Paramount
staff members at the diskery’s offices

in the Paramount Building. On-the-
spot order-taking prevailed, and the
Am-Par staff was kept busy writing
for some two additional hours.
The success of this meeting has

cemented plans for Clark, Levine,
Newton and other members of the
Am-Par staff to repeat the huddle for

all Western divisional distributors of

ABC-Paramount in Los Angeles some-
time within the next ten days.

Reporting on the meeting, Clark
said: “This special Eastern Distrib-

utors’ Conference has convinced me
of the enormous progress which we
have made and are continuing to make
with the ABC-Paramount label. The
meeting was a source of sincere grati-

fication to me, personally, and I know
that the department heads working

with me rejoice in the undeniable

approval which we received from our

incomparable group of distributors.

With this solid vote of confidence,

my optimism is unbounded. I think

you will find that the ABC-Paramount
label will rise to new heights steadily

from now on.”

In

essence, this means that the consumer

may now obtain two proven hits for

the price of a single record.”

Included in the new series will be

such recordings as: “Miserlou” and

“Malaguena” by Jan August; “Peg

O’ My Heart” and “Charmaine” by
the Harmonicats; “Ruby” and “Dan-

sero” by Richard Hayman; “To Each
His Own” and “It’s No Sin” by

Eddy Howard; “Caravan” and “Pre-

tend” by Ralph Marterie; “Night

Train” and “One Mint Julep” by Bud-

dy Morrow; “Tennessee Waltz” and

“With My Eyes Wide Open I’m

Dreaming” by Patti Page. There will

also be other selections by the above

artists plus representative recordings

by David Carroll, Dick Contino,

Xavier Cugat, Billy Daniels, Rusty

Draper, Jack Fina, Erroll Garner,

Georgia Gibbs, Eddie Heywood,
Frankie Laine, Tony Martin, Clyde

McCoy, Jose Melis, Sophie Tucker,

Sarah Vaughan, Dinah Washington,

and Lawrence Welk.

In the future, as songs and artists

gain the acceptance and prestige that

would qualify them, additions will

be made to the series.

In order to easily identify the

“Celebrity Series,” Peter Fabri, Mer-

cury’s Director of Merchandising has

developed a red and black label which

prominently features the new “Celeb-

rity” logo. A blue and grey sleeve

will also be used to give the group-

ing more of an individual personality.

All records in the series will be num-

bered starting with C-30000.

To add further ,
emphasis on the

merchandising impact of the “Celeb-

rity Series,!’ a functionally designed
Wooden Display Rack will be made
available to the record stores which
stock the series. The rack will serve
as a permanent fixture for the dealer

and will have a natural wood, hand-
finish that will blend with almost
every decor. This rack will be desig-

nated by a “Celebrity Series” header
in vivid red, white and blue. It will

be a 16" wide by 18" long by 14"

high, which is a size, easily adaptable
to available space in most record
stores.

In order to obtain the “Celebrity
Series” Kit, the dealer must purchase
a minimum of 100 records at the
normal cost. The display rack is then
given to him free of any cost.

Another feature of this program
will be the addition of a “Popular
Favorites” section in the display box.

The combination of both the “Celeb-
rity Series” and the “Popular Favor-
ites”, Mercury feels, should prove to

be a tremendous boon to the average
record dealer who is constantly har-
assed by an inability to display mer-
chandise. A set of index divider cards
for each category will also be includ-

ed and will list the artist’s name,
titles of the two hits and record num-
ber.

Pre-tested reaction to the plan in

specific areas has been so receptive.

Mercury brass reports that original

production plans have been doubled
to meet the demand for the “Celeb-
rity Series” merchandising kit.

CHICAGO—Industry-wide sales of

console high-fidelity models in 1957

were two and one half times the total

reached in 1956, Louis J. Collins, Gen-

eral Sales Manager, RCA Victor Radio

and “Victorola” Division, disclosed

here last week at the International

Home Furnishings Market.

“THE BRIDGE ON THE RIVER KWAI”—An
Original Soundtrack Recording—Columbia CL-
1100 (1-12" LP)
The soundtrack from the hit flick starring Wil-

liam Holden, Alec Guinness and Jack Hawkins,
is a stirring composition. The score was written
by Britsh composer-conductor Malcolm Arnold,
who also composed the score for the film “Tra-
peze”. One of the selections from the movie score
is “The River Kwai March”, currently a big
selling single. The LP could become top large
seller because of the high stature of the flick
and the current popularity of movie scores.

“RHONDA”—Rhonda Fleming — Columbia CL-
1080 (1-12" LP)
Miss Fleming puts aside her acting abilities

and uncovers another of her talents, that of
vocalist. While displaying a lyrical sweetness in
her delivery, the artist is aided handsomely by
Frank Comstock and his orchestra. Some of the
tunes receiving the actress-singer’s distinctive
stylings are “Around The World In Eighty
Days”, “The End Of A Love Affair”, “When I
Fall In Love”, and “They Can’t Take That Away
From Me”.

“THE PICKARD FAMILY SINGS SONGS OF
YESTERYEAR”—Verve MGV-2082 (1-12" LP)

The Pickard Family has done a great deal of
radio work including a stint with the Grand Ole
Op’ry. The Pickards turn in some delightful vocal
blending while offering' fifteen durable folk songs.
“When You Wore A Tulip And I Wore A Big
Red Rose”, “By The Light Of The Silvery Moon”,
“That Old Gang Of Mine” and “Big Rock Candy
Mountain” are among the tunes rendered. Pol-
ished vocalizing. Nice change of pace item.

“THE ‘5 SATINS’ SING”—The 5 Satins—Ember
ELP-100 (1-12" LP)
The famous rock and roll group issues its ini-

tial LP effort with a program of many of their
hit singles. The songsters, one of the most con-
sistent hit makers in the rock and roll field,

blend their vocal chords to present fourteen
songs that include “I’ll Remember (In The Still

Of The Night)” “Wonderful Girl”, “Our Anni-
versary”, “Jones Girl”, etc. Ember has a platter
that will definitely appeal to the teenage market.

“MY DARLING, MY DARLING”—Eddy Arnold
—RCA Victor LPM-1575 (1-12" LP)

Arnold issues a number of tunes in that most
expressive Arnold style. The well known songster
is accompanied by the worthy Charles Grean
orchestra. Waxing consists of twelve durable
goodies that include “A Lovely Way To Spend
An Evening” “Everything I Have Is Yours”,
“My Darling, My Darling”, and “Hands Across
The Table”. Another treat for the artists many
followers. Well done issue with sales appeal.

“HARRINGTON PRESENTS BABS CAUL-
KINS”—Babs Caulkins—Cadence OLP-5009 (1-
12" LP)

Miss Caulkins is heard on her first LP effort

on which she programs some spicy readings. The
songstress displays an extremely versatile de-
livery showcasing a number of happy items that
include “Splash Me,” “Chase Me Charlie”, and
“A Little Farther”. The thrush has a style sim-
ilar to that of Bea Lillie as she runs through
the selections. Babs Caulkins is certain to gain
new fans through the platter. Pleasing set.

“THE TWO OF US”—Larry Green and Mike
Dinapoli—ABC Paramount-175 (1-12" LP)
The -two pianists portray a dozen standard se-

lections in a most refreshing manner. Both Green
and Dinapoli have extensive musical back-
grounds, as is obvious after listening to their
expressive keyboard work. Together the artists
deliver “Say It Isn’t So”, “Under A Blanket Of
Blue”, “I’ll String Along With You”, and “Ha-
waiian War Chant”, among others. The duet
offers a relaxing program of slick ivory sessions.

“THE BEST OF IRVING BERLIN”—Reg Owen
and his Orchestra—RCA Victor LPM-1542 (1-12"

LP)
The waxing is another tribute to the great

singwriter, to coincide with Berlin’s Golden An-
niversary of song writing. Reg Owen’s orchestra
lends it’s rich delivery to 30 of Irving Berlin’s
tunes. Some of the tunes receiving the stylings
are “The Girl That I Marry”, “Alexander’s Rag-
time Band”, “Heat Wave”, and “I’ve Got My Love
To Keep Me Warm”. Owen and company have a
good issue here.

“HI-FI ROAD TO ROMANCE”—Mark Hunter
conducting the London Arts Symphony Orchestra
GNP 30 (1-12" LP)
Mark Hunter leads the London Symphony crew

who takes the listener on a tour of different parts
of the world. The deck, recorded in London, offers
an array of moody items such as “Sorrento”,
“April In Portugal”, “Paris In The Spring”,
“Song Of India”, and “Brazil”. The musicians
have a warmly attractive delivery that effec-
tively compliments the selections. Beautiful
mood entry.

“DANCING IN THE DARK”—Lenny Herman
and his Orchestra—Judson L-3009 (1-12" LP)
The platter features the Herman Ork rendering

a dozen romantic tunes. The Herman musicians
showcase the tunes with an intimate moody de-
livery that beautifully compliments them. “What
Is This Thing Called Love”, “Love, Your Magic
Spell Is Everywhere”, “I’m In The Mood For
Love”, and “Dancing In The Dark” are some of
the tunes tagged. Herman’s followers will sure-
ly give the album a hearty welcome. Well done
mood deck.

ness—Grand Award G. A. 33-364 (1-12" LP)
David Harkness showcases his organ artistry

as he, along with an accomplished rhythm sec-

tion, offer fifty items from some of America’s
greatest songwriters (Cole Porter, George Gersh-
win, Rodgers and Hammerstein, and others).

Harkness is a talented musician who brings forth
excitingly contrasting sounds. Refreshing ver-
sions of the melodic evergreens. “June Is Bustin’

Out All Over”, “The Lady Is A Tramp”, “People
Will Say We’re In Love”, and “Summertime”
are among the tunes offered.

“SELECTIONS FROM ‘ANNIE GET YOUR
GUN’—‘THE HELEN MORGAN STORY’ ”—Al
Goodman—Camden CAL-411 (1-12" LP)
The $1.98 package contains tunes from two

great musicals that have been previously re-

leased by RCA Victor. Side one features the
“Annie Get Your Gun” items being rendered by
The Goodman crew and vocal assists by Jimmy
Carroll, Audry Marsh, etc. Tunes include “Moon-
shine Lullaby”, and “The Girl That I Marry”.

“Something Wonderful”, and “Getting To Know
You” (The King And I). The set is a wonderful
buy at $1.49.

“STAN GETZ IN STOCKHOLM”—Stan Getz—
Verve MGV-8213 (1-12" LP)

The top flight tenor saxist is heard on eight
sessions recorded in Stockholm. Getz is heard
receiving the most able assistance of foreign
musicians Gunnar Johnson on bass, Anders Bur-
man on drums, and pianist Bengt Hallberg. The
goodies rendered include “I Can’t Believe That
You’re In Love With Me”, “Indiana”, “I Don’t
Stand A Ghost Of A Chance With You”, and
“Without A Song”. Soothing sounds from the
jazz mainstay.

“ON A LARK IN DIXIELAND”—Joe Darens-
bourg and his Dixie Flyers—Lark LLP 331
(1-12" LP)
Joe Darensbourg’s Dixie flyers are true inter-

preters of the authentic Dixieland delivery.
Darensbourg, who has played with Kid Ory,
Lionel Hampton, and Earl Thompson, among
others, now leads his own swingers through top
flight portrayals. Heard are “Sweet Georgia
Brown”, “Dixie Flyer March”, “How Long
Blues”, and “Yellow Dog Blues”. The latter tune
is currently enjoying a successful comeback via
several recordings.

“DIAL ‘S’ FOR SONNY”—Sonny Clark—Blue
Note 1570 (1-12" LP)

It’s the young pianist’s initial effort as a
leader, and he has a lot to contribute to the jazz
scene. Clark has an excellent supporting cast in

such jazz notables as Hank Mobley (Tenor sax),
and Art Farmer (Trumpet), as well as trom-
bonist Curtis Fuller, bassist Wilbur Ware, and
Louis Hayes on drums. The tunes, with the ex-
ception of “Love Walked In” and “It Could
Happen To You”, are all Clark originals. A wel-
come addition to the jazz shelf.

“TAYLOR’S WAILERS” Art Taylor — Pres-
tige LP-7117 (1-12" LP)
The waxing features the exciting drum work

of Art Taylor who works with eight other noted
jazz musicians, among them John Coltrane (tenor
sax), Ray Bryant (piano), and Jackie McLean
(alto sax). The six selections include “Off
Minor”, “Well You Needn’t” and “Cubano Chant”,
the latter a Ray Bryant number. Everything
goes off in top manner for the artists as they
offer some real swinging sessions. Ok issue.

“CONCORD”—Modern Jazz Quartet—Milt Jack-
son Quartet—Prestige-1 (1-12" LP)
“LET’S GET AWAY FROM IT ALL”—Billy Tay-
lor Trio—Prestige-2 (1-12" LP)
“MILES DAVIS AND THE MODERN JAZZ
GIANTS”—Various artists — Prestige-3 (1-12"

LP)
“TROMBONE BY THREE”—Jay Jay Johnson.
Kai Winding, Bennie Green—Prestige-4 (1-12"

LP)
Prestige issues four LP’s on 16 2/3 rpm speed

that have been previously released. The sound
of the disks is not noticeably different than that
of 33 1/3 disks. Because of the fact that 16 rpm
waxings can carry the equivalent of two 33 rpm
LP’s the price is $7.98. The three initial waxings,
clearly marked 16 rpm on the cover, are loaded
with top name value. Some of the tunes and ar-

The lyrical selections of the two late great

composers undergo brilliant portrayals from the
Concertgebouw orchestra. Van Beinum contri-
butes a laudable piece of conducting as he takes
the musicians through the orchestrally stirring-

works. Works from the noted composers, expert
renditions, plus the superb sound the waxing of-
fers should insure a hearty welcome from lovers
of the music. A standout issue.

SAMUEL BARBER: Symphony No. 1 In One
Movement, Op. 9, Overture To “The School For
Scandal”, Adagio For Strings, Essay For Or-
chestra—Eastman-Rochester Symphony Orches-
tra directed by Howard Hanson—Mercury MG-
50148 (1-12" LP)

Barber, one of America’s most inventive com-
posers, has two of his better known pieces receiv-
ing the delicate stylings of a most capable aggre-
gation. The Eastman-Rochester Orchestra, from
the Eastman School of Music, in Rochester, and
Hanson, the head of the school, interpret the
compositions with poise and authority. Samuel
Barber’s orchestrally beautiful pieces and the
ork’s tonally exciting delivery make the issue
a welcome addition to the classical shelf.

“Savoy has for several years now
attempted to insure the continued de-

velopment of jazz by devoting large

amounts of recording space to young
innovators in jazz. Public acceptance

of the progressive school has been a

slow, arduous struggle, but today, jazz

lists among its still limited public

such champions as Stravinsky and
Leonard Bernstein.

“But recording, alone, is not enough.

It is important to jazz and to the jazz

industry that young musicians have

If we of Savoy Records can make
that struggle easier by sending young
jazz musicians to school, it’s the least

NEW YORK—One of the industries

which has shown bigger earnings this

past year is the cigarette makers.

Despite the controversy about the ad-

verse affect cigarette smoking has on

the health (which has simmered down
considerably this past year), Ameri-
cans smoked more than evei\ Figures

published in Printers’ Ink (advertis-

ing publication) compiled by Harry M.
Wootten, show consumption in the

U. S. this year is about 410 billion

cigarettes, almost 19 billion more than
in 1956. American Tobacco’s share of

the sales dropped down to 28.4 per

cent; Reynolds climbed to 27.8 per

cent; and Liggett & Myers is 14.8 per

cent. This is about 70 per cent of the

market—in contrast to the best years
when this “Big Three” held close to 90

per cent of the market. First three big

sellers are Camels, Pall Mall, and
Lucky Strike. Pall Mall and Lucky
Strike changed positions from last

year. The report stated that all the

regular size cigarettes lost ground,
with the kingsize and filtered tips in-

creasing some 3000 per cent over the

previous year. Cigarette machine ops
must therefore provide these many
and varied brands for sale—quite a
difference from those years when only
some three or four brands were avail-

able from machines.

CHICAGO—In this column (Nov. 30
issue) we noted that the nation’s truck-

ers were preparing to seek wage in-

creases. This past week, union leaders

of the International Brotherhood of

Teamsters, under the direction of

James Hoffa, and trucking operators
in 12 Central States disclosed they
reached an agreement on new wage
increases and other benefits. Results of
the negotiations will affect some 90,000
cartage and intercity drivers in the
Central States. They also are expected
to set the pattern for about 500,000
other members of this union. You
know what this means! The carriers
will have to pass along these increases

to its customers—you.

LONDON, ENGLAND—An end of

the year bulletin on industry, issued

by the British Treasury, said that

wages rose 5 per cent, and production

They simply
must, without any hesitation
whatsoever, obtain and rush
wires and letters directly to
these three senators on the Sub-

“It’s not only a matter of con-
tinued well being for the oper-
ators and their families, it’s also

a matter of being able to con-
tinue in business for the store-

keepers of this nation and, espe-
cially, to stem the tide of
unemployment in the many,
many industries which supply
the members of the automatic
music field.

“There are so many factors
involved which will definitely

lead to economic collapse that
every music operator, as an
American, must halt this Sen-
ate Bill 1870 from ever even
coming out of the Sub-Com-
mittee.

One well-known amusements manu-

OAKLAND, CALIF. — George A.
Miller, national president and manag-
ing director of Music Operators of
America (MOA), with headquarters
in this city revealed that he plans to
visit New York City following the
Copyright hearings in Washington,
D. C.

The purpose of his visit is to meet
with heads of various record compan-
ies to arrange for talent, exhibits, etc.

for the 1958 Music Operators’ Con-
vention being held at the Morrison
Hotel, Chicago, Illinois, on May 6,

7 and 8.

Miller’s plans call for a stopoff in

Houston, Texas, on the way home to

California by the southern route,

where he will meet with a group of

music operators from that area.

Miller advises that manufacturers,

distributors and record companies are

applying for exhibit space, even be-

fore the application blanks have been

sent out.

ASCAP SPONSORED BILL S. 1870
A Statement Of The

Phonograph Manufacturers’ Association

The Case Against S, 1870

The coin-operated phonograph industry is again faced with a threat.

ASCAP and oti.er organizations are again pressing for an amendment of the

Copyri -ht Law. This amendment, Senate Bill 1870, would enable ASCAP
and alf other performing right societies to levy a fee on the right of juke

box operators to use records in their machines.

Let us examine the facts.

Equities of the Situation

Congress has never seen fit to extend performing right royalties to ren-

ditions on coin operated machines. The reason is that it would be uniair

and inequitable to do so. This is easily shown.

Operators of automatic phonographs pay substantial sums every year

to authors and composers of musical compositions. ASCAP, now as it has in

the past, contends that operators pay nothing for the use of musical com-

positions. In a recent hearing on a bill substantially identical to S. 1870 it

was shown tliat operators paid annually approximately $2,000,000 in mechanic

royalties. Payment of any additional fee would be grossly unfair.

ASCAP and other performing right societies refuse to recognize mechanical

royalties. Ti.e reason is obvious. Such royalties are paid directly to pub-

lishers and composers and do not find their way into ASCAP coffers used to

support ASCaP's impressive overhead for policing and administration, which

in 1956 amounted to more than 17% of its total collections.

Lest $2,000,000 be considered a paltry amount, remember that in the year

prior to the earlier hearings the entire movie industry paid ASCAP but

$500,000. . ,

Another reason why mechanical royalties are important is because oper-

ators must b.y substantial numbers of the same records. The situation thus

differs completely from a radio station where but one record is purchased.

It is these multiple purchases of the same record which provide substantial

mechanical royalties for authors and composers.

Large royalties must also be paid to the author and composer of the com-

position on the “flip” side of the record. Such royalties must be paid whether

or not the operator desires the song on the “flip” side. Such payments are

a “free ride” which proponents of S. 1870 conveniently overlook.

Another substantial contribution to the music industry as a whole and to

authors and composers specifically is the proven fact that coin-operated

phonographs play a substantial part in popularizing records. The effects

are many fold. Popularizing a song increases mechanical royalties paid

directly to authors and composers. It increases sales of sheet music and

consequent royalty payments to authors and composers. It increases the

number of times the songs are publicly performed for profit, thus increasing

the author’s take from ASCAP.
Considering any one or all of the above facts, it must be accepted as an

established fact that operators of coin phonographs do not have a “free ride”

as ASCAP has been contending since 1926.

The typical coin phonograph operator is a small businessman. He works

hard to earn a meager profit. The last available survey showed the average

operator had a net profit of $3,100 a year. Considering this figure, it auto-

matically follows that operators are already paying more than their share

to authors and composers.
It is impossible for businessmen averaging less than $4,000 a year to defend

themselves against ASCAP and similar groups. ASCAP has a complete

monopoly of the tunes in its repertoire. It has a powerful organization. Even
the wealthy radio industry was forced to form its own perfprming rights society

when fair dealing with ASCAP became impossible. How then can the small

businessmen operators with limited means protect themselves against such

a Goliath ?

Monopoly vs. Enterprise

The most vicious aspect of ASCAP’s all out attempt to exact fees from the

operators is the unfair bargaining position in which the small operators are

placed. The bill contains no qualifications or limitations on the amount of the

royalty. ASCAP is given the right to dictate any fee desired. The individual

operator throughout the country who refuses to meet such demands has only

the alternative of going out of business or going to court. Other performing

rights grouDS are given the same power. It is inconceivable that such dornina-

tion over the operators should be vested in the hands of selfish private

interest groups who historically, neither have had nor shown themselves fit

to have such power. The many thousands of small businessmen who eke out

their daily living operating juke boxes would find their business in desperate

danger.
But, says ASCAP, if our fees are unreasonable our Consent Decree under

which we must operate permits a judge to establish reasonable fees. Legally

this sounds like a safeguard; practically it is not. BMI aiid other societies

do not operate under a consent decree. Not even this limited safeguard is

available in dealing with these groups. No matter how arbitrary the fees

may be, there is no recourse.
ASCAP’s consent decree furnishes little practical help. The small operators

throughout the country can’t afford to travel to New York City, hire counsel,

and submit evidence that ASCAP fees are unreasonable. The battery of legal

talent hired by ASCAP would make such a path a rocky one. In truth then,

there is no real limitation on what ASCAP might charge.

And what mi ht ASCAP consider a reasonable fee? We had an inklin*^

of this when Congressional hearings were held in 1951 and 1952 on H. R. 5473.

That bill limited the performing right fees which ASCAP could charge to a

penny per week for each composition in a juke box. Throughoi’t the hearin"',

ASCAP proudly pointed to the one-cent limitation. ASCAP enthusiast’cally

proclaimed that with this “safeguard” the operators had nothing to fear since

ASCAP could charge only “reasonable fees”. The same argument is made by
ASCAP now but on a different ground.

Yet, when a careful analysis of the “safeguard” was made, it was found
that ASCAP would have the authority to exact approx’matelv $1600 per year
from the average operator. It could have exacted $12,000,000 from the industry

as a whole, which is more than ASCAP distributed to its members in the first

8 months of 1956. If these figures are considered “reasonable” by ASCAP.
the assumption must be that under S. 1870 which has no limitation of fees
a “reasonable fee” would be substantially more than $1600 per year.

Obviously, $1600 a year is outrageous when it is remembered that in a
recent hearing the income of the average juke box operator was found to be
approximately $3,100.

Nor does ASCAP’s position take into account that other performing rights
societies will also be demanding fees.

Another point must be mentioned. ASCAP for years has represented to
Congress that the operators were engaged in a wealthy business—a veritable
gold mine. Statements in this vein are legion. By merely presenting the facts,
ASCAP’s argument was disproved. In fact. Congressman Bryson, Chairman
of the Congressional Sub-committee and co-sponsor of the Bryson Bill, was
prompted to exclaim: “We have always been told there was a lot of money
in juke boxes * * * i am amazed to find that it is not a gold mine from what
the record shows.”

Now as then, operators can ill-afford to divide their already meager in-

come, if any, with ASCAP and the many other societies who will demand
payment should the current bill be enacted by Congress. Yet this is the
inevitable result if monopoly power is unleashed on the operators.

Promoting Monopolies

There is another aspect of this legislation important to the public generally
which ASCAP would have us overlook. The present statute would practically
compel individual authors or composers to become members of ASCAP. This
follows because the small businessmen operators in Utah, Wyoming or any-
where throughout the United States would not have the information and would
not take the time to write and negotiate a license fee with an author or a
composer who for reasons best known to himself, refused to become a member
of ASCAP. The effect would be that only authors or composers who were
members of a performing right society would have their compositions played
on a coin-operated phonograph.

Unlimited Liability for Damages

A practical aspect of S. 1870 deserving of attention is the impossible legal
position in which operators are placed. Operators cannot with assurance
ascertain who might have the performing right license on any particular
record, indeed on any particular side of a record. It is thus not possible for
the small operators scattered throughout the country to know whether they
are obligated to ASCAP or someone else or whether they are violating the law
or not.

Even were ASCAP and all the other performing right societies to publish
lists of their songs, it would be impossible for the small operators to spend
the necessary hours pouring over such lists of titles. It would take hours
to ascertain for each 100 or 200 play machine whether a song was from
ASCAP, BMI, SESAC, or an independent composer. Such an oppressive ad-
ministrative burden would be a ruination of the small businessman.

S. 1870 states that the rendition of a copyrighted song on a coin-operated
machine shall be deemed to be a public performance for profit. The result
is to subject coin phonograph operators to unbelievable damage suits. For
example, if an operator was unable to afford ASCAP’s fee and he attempte<l
to use only non-ASCAP records but mistakenly included five songs in the
ASCAP repertoire, he would be in serious trouble.

S. 1870 states that each, and I repeat “each”, rendition is a performance
for profit. If each of those five records was played but once in one evening,
the operator would be liable for five infringement suits in which the statutory
minimum is $250 each. The maximum is $5,000 each. For that one evening the
operator would be required to pay at least $1,250 in damages plus reasonable
attorney’s fees. In many instances this would drive an operator into bank-
ruptcy. Nothing further need be said to demonstrate the outrageous aspects
of such legislation.

The passage of S. 1870 would encourage ASCAP, as it has done in the
past, to flood the country with its investigators who would pounce eagerly
on any operator who made an innocent mistake. Such Gestapo-like tactics

were present in the early 1930’s, as Congressional hearings and debates will

amply demonstrate. If S. 1870 becomes law, we will again see a revival of
those oppressive policing tactics which caused untold difficulties to the small
businessman years ago.

In this vein, it should also be noted that S. 1870 actually discriminates
against juke boxes. In every other situation under the statute, whether or

not a particular rendition is a “public performance for profit” is a question
determined by the circumstances under which the rendition occurred. Under
the present proposal, all renditions on a coin-operated machine are public-

performances for profit whether such occur at a teenage dance at a high
school, in the basement of a church, an Elks Club or Legion Post or perhaps
in the home of an individual who owns a juke box. There is no justification for

such a sweeping discrimination.

Conclusion

Despite the complete unfairness of S. 1870, on its face it has appeal. ASCAP
and similar groups have worked hard to promote the bill. The tremendous
financial resources of ASCAP have been mobilized. Undoubtedly, ASCAP has
made contributions to organizations to obtain support for S. 1870. In one
instance ASCAP contributed $10,000 to the Federation of Music Clubs in an
obvious bid for support of a bill similar to S. 1870.

It is thus an absolute necessity that the distributors and operators present
their side of the story. It takes time. It takes hard work. But when the facts

are shown, the equity of the operators’ position will be evident.

The issue now as it has been in the past is monopoly v. small business.

This basic issue must never be hidden. Afc-CAP and other societies with their

multimillion-dollar income could arbitrarily ruin an industry composed of

small businessmen. The industry has grown under the 1909 law. It can
survive only under that law. The facts require Congress to reject S. 1870.

British Music Ops Hit By Increased

Fees For Records In Machines

Juke Box Ops Should Read This

Report Carefully—And Then Follow

MOA’s Suggestion Appearing On

Page 62
LONDON, ENGLAND — In the

past week or so a considerable storm

has been blowing up in Britain be-

tween the Performing Rights Society

and the Phonograph Operators Asso-

ciation, and unofficial opinion is that

it may end in a test case in court.

As a result of a letter received at

the beginning of January by Mrs. L.

Shaw, the P.O.A. Secretary, from the

Licensing Manager of the P.R.S., an
immediate P.O.A. Council meeting in

the presence of the Association’s soli-

citor has been called, and it will be

followed, within a week, by a full

meeting of the Association and of all

outside people interested.

The reason for the flurry of activity

was that the letter set out a proposed
new scale of P.R.S. charges for juke
box performance of musical works
controlled by the P.R.S. And opera-

tors who have seen the letter are

shocked at the terms, which they con-

sider exorbitant.

Said a leading distributor: “If we
allow this to go on they’ll be charging
us the moon in a few years.’’

The letter to Mrs. Shaw was as

follows:
Dear Madam,
Further to our letter of 18 No-

vember, our Council has now con-

sidered this matter, and in view of
your representations has decided
despite the rise in the cost of liv-

ing and the change-over meantime
from, 2d. to 3d. operated models, to

retain the basic charge of £10. 10. 0

per annum for 2d. operated ma-
chines and to make no extra charge
for the 3d. operated models. Now
the experimental period is over and
the industry has become estab-

lished, however, we must amend the

former rebate system, under which,
irrespective of the number of juke
boxes operated, those making volun-
tary application for our license

could obtain a discount of 30%.
We feel, too, that notice must be

taken of the Ud. (and 6d.) operated
models which are likely to be com-
ing into use, and a basic fee of
£13. 13. 0. per annum should be
made for these.

We are prepared to give rebates
ns follows to members of your Asso-
ciation and other bona fide opera-
tors, but any single juke box owner
must pay the full tariff fees:-

the rebates being subject to the op-
erator making voluntary applica-
tion for our license and disclosing
all machines operated by him. Jf
any operators are found to have
been operating machines withoxit
disclosure to vs. the full rate with-
out rebate will be payable by him
for all his machines.
You will see that we have I

adopted your two proposals that

(a) no rebate should be allowed to

tho.se who operate their own ma-
chine on their premises; (b) there

should be an increasing rebate ac-

cording to the number of machines
operated. We hope, therefore, that

we can expect the co-operation
jrromised by your Association, and
you will do your best to ensure that

all your members take up our license

for all the machines operated by
. them, and pass on any infornuition
you may have about any non-mem-
ber operators.

LICENSING MANAGER.
The “representations’’ refeired to

were at the end of October last, when
a delegation from the P.O.A. visited

the P.R.S. and had a long meeting
to recjuest better terms for members.

In fact the new terms are very much
worse, and the extra charge for six-

penny machines, at a time when the
Association is pioneering the new rate
and is making headway in its efforts

to get a majority of operators to

switch now to the higher charge per
play, is considered a particularly
nasty slap in the face.

The system in respect of music
licenses in Britain is different from
that in America, and much more
severe. Two bodies charge licensing
fees. They are the Performing Rights
Society (which repre.sents the major-
ity of composers in Britain, and col-

lects for those of overseas countries)
and Phonographic Performance Ltd.
(which represents all major record
manufacturers, and which claims fees
for the public performance of giamo-
phone records they control ) . Phono-
graphic Performance Ltd. is also to

increase its fees, and approaches have
been made to them also by the P.O.A.

Both groups had their hands con-
siderably strengthened by a new
Copyright Act which was introduced
in Britain in 1957. Infiingements of
the Act do not render the infringer
liable to imprisonment or fines. It is

purely a matter for the civil courts,
and suits for damages are necessary.
If the P.O.A. decides to put up a test
case, or cases, it will be a matter of
world-wide interest, as no challenge
of that magnitude has ever Ix^en at-
tempted.

There seems a very good chance of
this happening, as members of the
Association have already stated at
meetings that they are willing to
“pitch in” whatever sums per head
may be needed to instruct Queen’s
Counsel and put up a case. Bill Gersh,
The Cash Box publisher, also strongly
urged this course on Council members
on his recent visit to Britain. “You
have nothing to lose,” he urged.
The new Act, however, is a tough

one. It states quite clearly that no-
one may make use of a creative musi-
cal work without permission. The
copyright it allows to the creative
artist is that his/her v/orks are a
fonn of goods or property, which can
be sold or otherwise disposed of on
almost any terms, as the owner
chooses. And anyone making unauth-
orized use of the goods or property is

in the position of a trespasser.

And as far as gramophone records

are concerned, these are now appar-
ently fully protected as articles by
copyright, and where playing the

music is concerned, the primary
right of copy would seem to be in-

fringed, while playing records covered
by Phonographic Performahce Ltd.

would appear to infringe the second
right of copy. But the Act is compli-

cated, and the matter has never been
fully put to the test.

The new Act superseded one of

1911, which was much more loose in

its terms, and there are many who
think that the operators should have
taken concerted action on the old act,

and should have made representations

to the new Act’s drafting committee
But what is past is past, and every-
one awaits with interest the action to

be taken by the operators’ association

now that the matters ajipear to be
coming to a head.

Incidentally, from 1947 until now,
the annual charge for a license in re-

spect of juke boxes or coin-operated
giamophones was calculated as fol-

lows :

A rebate was allowed from the £10.

10. 0. per annum rate jirovided that
voluntary application was made and
the license taken up Ijefore or immedi-
ately on the installation of the ma-
chine. 3d. operated machines weie
treated as 2d. machines.
The Pe) forming socie'^y was formed

in 1914. It now claims to represent
all British composers, authors' and
music publishers, whose works are
publicly performed to an appreciable
extent. It also claims a counterjjart
association, with mutual arrange-
ments, in virtually every country of

the world.
In France, for examjde, an organisa-

tion with identical aims and objects
was formed by French composers,
authors and music publishers over a
century ago. As time went on, similar
societies were formed by the national
composers, authors and music j)ub-

lishers of Australia, Canada, the

United States of America, Argentina,
Austria, Belgium, Brazil, Chile, Co-
lombia, Czechoslovakia, Denmark, Fin-
land, Germany, Greece, Holland, Hun-
gary, Iceland, Isiael, Italy, Japan,
Mexico. Noiway, Poland, Portugal,
Spain, Sweden, Switzerland, Uruguay,
and Yugoslavia. The societies of those
countries are affiliated to the British

Society, and have transferred to it the
right to license public performances in

British territorv of the copyiight
musical works of their resj)ective mem-
bers.

Phonographic Performances Ltd.
has been publishing warning notices

for some months past in the British

trade press, and has been forecasting
legal action against phonographic op-
erators who fail to take out licenses.

It may now lx;, however, that the
P.O.A. will take action first.

Phonographic Performances Ltd.

was formed incorporated in 1934, and
since foimation there have been no
actions of any sort against juke box
operators. They are now putting out
printed cards to or>erators which
state:

LICENCES FOR THE PUBLIC
USE OF GRAMOPHONE RECORDS

“Section 19 of the British Copy-
right Act 1911 jrrovides that c<rpy-

right shall subsist in gramophone
records guite apart from the musi-
cal works reproduced thereon. Copy-
right, which includes, among other
things, the sole right of public per-

formance, is vested in the manufac-
turers by virtue of the above-men-
tioned Act and their permission is,

therefore, required before records
may be publicly used. The leading
British manufacturers are repre-

sented by Phonographic Perform-
ances Limited whose license must
be obtained whenever gramophone
records are used in public.”

The rebate charged to operators by
this body was, until recently, based
on a flat fee per juke box of three
guineas (£3-3) per box for multiple
operatoi's, whether the site was
“cream” or marginal, and whether the

location was large or small. Fees per

site, were worked out, by mutual
agreement, with individual oi)erators.

The rateable value of the premises is

taken into account in these individual

assessments.
Phonographic Peiformance is a

Company limited by guarantee and
without share capital founded by the

leading British manufacturers of

gramophone records with the object

of controlling the public use of their

records and issuing licenses for that
[lurpose. In this connection, the term
“records” includes any commercial
tajje recordings v/hich may be issued

by the.se manufacturers. All revenue
derived from license fees is distributed

among the recording companies, re-

folding artists and musicians.
Britain’s Phonograph Operators’

Association was formed about 18

months ago. It l>egan mainly at the

instigation of members of the Bal-Ami
group, and for this reason some oppo-
sition major operators remained out

of it for a time. It is now much more
broadly based, with independents on

the Council as well as in the associa-

tion. Members of the large Ditchburn
organization are still outside the

P.O.A. but talks have recently been
taking place in an effort to make the

Association even more fully nation-

wide.
Chairman of the Association, as at

present constituted, is Cecil Jones, a

director of Bal-Ami of Ilford; vice-

chairman is Gordon Maiks, Managing
Director of Phonographic Equipment
Ltd., the large London distributing

and operating company; and the

secretary, Mrs. L. Shaw is a multi-

operator in the London area. Other
council membei's are: Raymond Chap-
pelow, John A. Swinson, Frederick H.

Walker, F. Betts, F. Hardy, H. Kay,
R. Needs, N. Young, and J. Katz. At
least five of these members are either

independent or semi-independent (i.e.

they handle or produce other machines
than Bal-Ami).
There are now several hundi'ed

operator members.
The aims and functions of the

association are stated in the Memo
and Articles as follows:

What is it?

This Association is a company
Limited by guarantee. It is a non-
profit making concern formed
entiiely by per.sons connected with

the Juke Box Industry for the

benefit of persons engaged in the

industry. It is governed by a vol-

untary Council of management
elected by its members. Any
phonograph operator, distributor

oi- manufacturer may join the

Association, and any person who
is a member of the Association

may be proposed and elected as

a council member.
The objects of the Association may

be briefly summarized as follows:

1. To protect the rights and in-

terests of members.
2. To investigate the fees at pi’es-

ent being paid to site owners
and recommend standard rates.

3. To promote good public rela-

tions.

4. To di.stribute information of

value to the Juke Box Indus-

try and to circulate a quarter-

ly journal to its membeis.
Membership of the Association cost^

5 guineas ner annum for an operator,

10 guineas for a manufacturer. Every
member has one vote, irrespective of

the size of his of^erating, distributing

or manufacturing business. In other

words, the small operator has as much
say as the large operator. The council

(which meets once a month) i)

changed anni.ally. The full association

meets quarterly. Red and yellow

NEW YORK—Music Operators of
New York was granted a temporary
injunction against Cigarette and Coin
Vending Machine Employees Union,
Local 19, Monday, January 6, in

an order signed by Justice McGivern,
Supreme Court, SpeciaLTerm Part III.

Because of the failure of the
defendants to make adequate response
to the plaintiffs’ charge that the de-
fendant Cigarette & Coin Vending
Machine Employees Union, Local 19,

is not a legitimate and bona fide labor
union, and further, with respect to the
alleged enrollment of persons former-
ly servicing plaintiffs’ equipment, it

must be concluded that there is re-

quired the preservation of status quo,
pending a trial of the issues. Plaintiffs

have sufficiently established their con-
tention to warrant the temporary in-

junctive relief requested, and upon re-

argument, plaintiff’s motion for in-

junctive relief is granted against all

defendants (Metzger v. Fay, 4 App.
Div., 2d, 436). Suggestions as to fhe
amount of the bond will be received at
the time of the settlement of the
order.”

Dave Baker Predicts Good Year

Ahead For Music Operators

However, Sees Need To Work Harder

BOSTON, MASS.—David J. Baker,

president of the Music Operators’

Association of Massachusetts, and op-

erator of Melo-Tone Music, Arling-

ton, Mass., forecast a good year ahead
for the music operators, but said he

felt music route men will have to \vork

harder to maintain the volume racked

up in 1957.

Baker, making his prediction of the
outlook for the New Year in the music
machine business, said there may be
a slight dip in receipts. “The politi-

cians say this will be a year of chal-
lenge,” he reported, “and nothing
could more aptly describe what lies

ahead for music operators.”

Keeping abreast of the profit levels
of the past year may result in “sep-
arating the men from the boys,” he
pointed out, “in the music industry.”
He contended the same amount of
business will be on tap and “maybe
more,” but ops are “going to have to
go out and dig up the business.”

Baker indicated that the music sit-

uation is now coming to the same
phase that faced the cigarette vending
industry a few years ago. “Everybody
and his brother used to run small
cigarette vending routes, but when
the pressure came, the business was
left to those who operated efficiently

and intelligently,” he said. The MOAM
prexy said “the same situation faces
the music business right now.” Rising
costs in equipment, records and labor,
he said, make this a time for operators
to convert wholly to ten. cent play and
to see that they arrange a better com-
mission setup.

Despite the cautionary note sound-
ed, Baker said he is very optimistic
on the business outlook for the year
ahead. He pointed to the gains in music
made last year, and said he felt that
if the case pending against the city
of Boston and the State of Massachu-
setts over what the association has
cited as “excessive” fees, there will
be a big expansion in the music routes
of all Hub ops.
