If someone who was in the music

publishing business in the thirties, for-

ties or even early fifties left it and came

back to it today, he would find that it

was very different from what he re-

membered it.

Needless to say, an obvious change is

the difference in the nature of plugs.

Whereas formerly the live plug from

the dance band or performer was the

most important thing, today (and for

some years back) everything depends

on the record. Without a record there

can be no hit. And unfortunately even

with a recortl, there are too few hits.

But particularly has the nature of a

hit changed. Formerly if you had a hit

ballad, you could expect to sell sheet

music way up into the hundreds of

thousands. Today despite all the efforts

of the publishers, even the top ballads

seldom reach the hundred and fifty

thousand mark. As an example it would

probably surprise everyone in the trade

to know how little sheet music one of

the longest lasting ballads in the Top 60

this year actually sold.

Another aspect of the changing na-

ture of the publishing business is the

fact that a publisher today no longer

engages in just one enterprise. First

of all he usually has both a BMI and

ASCAP firm to handle different sets of

writers. In addition his time is spent

not only in trying to find material and

get it recorded, but very often you will

see a publisher engaged in subsidiary

enterprises that help to expose his

songs, such as managing artists and cut-

ting masters which he then sells to a

larger firm. So vital has this aspect of

the business become that in our charts

today some of the top hits are records

that were cut by publishers and then

sold.

This development on the part of pub-

lishers has been aided by the advent of

Rock and Roll, for this movement,

which is essentially a teenage type of

music, does not require a professional

approach as we used to think of it.

There is no slickness or smoothness in

Rock and Roll. It is an expression of

teenage emotion. Therefore very often,

the less professional it appears to be,

the more attractive it is to its audience.

And so whereas formerly to get a good

sounding record, you had to gather a

group of skilled musicians, a top ar-

ranger, and an experienced singer,

today that is no longer necessary. A

publisher can go into a tiny studio with

the author usually singing his own song

accompanied either by himself or e

small group, and come out with a side

which, while it might not measure up tc

mature musical standards, nevertheless

has the appeal to sell—and sell in large

quantity—to the teenage market.

And so a publisher today has widened

his area of activity considerably. His

experience has to be wider. He has tc

know more about entertainment in gen

eral. He has to have even greater intui

tion than he needed before. And liis

attitude has to remain constantly youth

ful to keep pace with the teenage audi

ence which is buying his product.

SPINNING THE ROULETTE STORY
A Record Company Celebrates Its 1st Anniversary

In January 1957, the record business was booming. 45 rpm singles were selling

better than ever. The album business was at a new all time high and the trade
talk was that the industry could look forward shortly to grossing $500,000,000 million
dollars in a year.

In the first months of 1957 another recently new phase of the business continued
to flourish and remain very much a pai't of it. This phase was the continual rise of
independents. Countless indies mushroomed and, as quickly as some kept cropping up,
just as quickly did many disappear.

It was in this atmosphere and under these conditions that in late January of ’57

Morris Levy, a young (30 years old) energetic night-club entrepreneur, show-business
promoter and music publisher decided that the time had come to move into the record
business with his own firm. His idea was not to be just another indie; the dream was
to be an independent that would turn its profits back into the business and aim for
higher stakes—the status of a major record label.

To accomplish this goal, Levy knew that he would have to surround himself with
men who not only knew their business, but with men who would be willing to accent
the basic principles that would stand as the foundation of the company. This would
not be a “get rich quick” scheme.

The nucleus of Roulette Records became a partnership: Morris Levy, the president;
Joe Kolsky, executive vice-president and overall head of sales; Hugo Peretti and Lui~i
Creatore as vice-presidents and co-artist & repertoire directors. Morris Gurlak and
Phil Kahl rounded out the partnership and board of directors. Also, as the firm’s

attorney Halsey Cowan was made a member of the board.

Hugo Peretti and Luigi Creatore had already proven themselves in the record
industry. No sooner was the firm under way and even before the company’s offices

were completed, Roulette had its first smash hit. From out of West Texas State
College came Buddy Knox, Jimmy Bowen and their group known as The Rhvthm
Orchids. Buddy Knox zoomed to number one with his own composition of “Party
Doll” and almost simultaneously Jimmy Bowen wrote and struck oil with another
top money maker, “I’m Stickin’ With You.”

In the meantime, Levy and company had wasted no time in seeing to it that the
new baby would have substantial financial support from sources other than the over-
night hit. From George Goldner, Levy and his partners bought out the latter’s interest

in Tico, Rama and Gee Records and the Tico Distributing Corporation. ' Tico Records
was already one of the most famous names in the Latin-American album line; Rama
had a growing catalogue; and Gee Records was riding high with a number of rock ’n

roll acts, especially with a youngster named Frankie Lymon and his group, The
Teenagers.

Hugo and Luigi waited for their opportunity and as soon as it afforded itself

they pulled young Lymon into a recording session. The result: another fast movin'-
chart seller called “Goody-Goody.”

Before six months were out, Joe Kolsky had a vast coast-to-coast network o"
over forty distributors. He had also developed Tico Distributing, Roulette’s only
solely owned branch, into one of the top distributors in the New York City area.
Joe Kolsky was also prepared to send out Roulette’s first album release along with
a full scale sales plan for both the distributors and dealers. The Roulette wheel was
spinning at a fast clip.

In the summer of Roulette’s first year, Joe Kolsky released the fin
first twelve albums. In this same summer, a youngster named Jimmy
Rodgers came up with Roulette’s biggest hit of the year, “Honeycomb”,
Jimmy had auditioned for Hugo and .Luigi awhile back and before they
could get around to record him he had disappeared. After tracking him
down in his hometown of Camus, Washington they sent him plane fart

and had him record two sides. Oddly enough, he had sung “Honeycomb"
at that first audition. “Honeycomb ", followed by another million seller

“Kisses Sweeter Than Wine”, and his best selling album “Jimmy Rodgers”
created Jimmy as a new star for both Roulette and the industry.

Creating new stars like Jimmy Rodgers, Buddy Knox, Frankie Lymon,
Jimmy Bowen, The Playmates, The Techniques was a striking feature
in Roulette’s phenomenal rise during the first year. However, the com-
pany was not content with just making new stars. Messers. Levy, Kolsky
and Hugo and Luigi took a hard, long look toward some of the well

known established stars with the idea of bringing them under the Roulet.c
banner. The idea was not just to stack the roster with names, but
present them with a purpose. Their albums had to have some meaning
other than just a collection of songs. Pearl Bailey was signed and had
an album out in both of Roulette’s major album releases in the summer
and again in the fall. In both “Pearl Bailey A Broad” and “For Adults
Only” the Pearl Bailey of the night club and swank hotel room was
presented on wax for the first time in her recording career. Milton
Berle, the great comic, turned serioi s" and conducted a lush orchestra and
chorus in a collection called “Songs My Mother Loved”. It was dedicatee
to Milton’s mother, the late Sandra Berle.

In one of its major moves of the year (and there were many) Roulette
came up with the great Count Basie and his orchestra under exclusive
contract. This too had purpose and meaning: The label planned to start a
line, “The Biidland Series”. However, the series was just a name without
great jazz personalities to present in this special catalogue. Who better
than Count Basie could give the “Biidland Series” the strength and sell-

ing power Roulette was seeking? Along with Basie came his vocalist Joe
Williams. Also, Roulette gathered up Jeri Southern for both pop singles

as well as the Biidland Series. At the close of the company’s first year,
the first Birdland release was on the market. There were five albums
released: “Basie”, “Joe Williams”, “Herb Pomeroy”, “Specs Powell”, and
“The Mitchell-Ruff Duo”.

With new stars on the horizon, and with well established names added
to the roster, the new independent was doing its best to act like anything
but an independent.

This pose struck often by Joe Kolsky throughout the year
is nevertheless a deceptive one. Roulette’s dynamic executive
vice president was, dm-ing the label's first semester, anything
but a desk jockey.

Roulette’s lovely songstress, Shaye Cogan, used helicopter to get around Detroit
to promote her records. Roulette went all out to support their artists’ promotional
tours.

Perpetual Motion
A visit today by anyone who may have stopped by the Roulette offices at the

beginning of ’57 would certainly find the scene changed. The company which started
with only the top executives and one secretary has branched out in all directions.

The actual physical layout of the offices has undergone metamorphosis countless
times at the hands of carpenters. Today the company boasts a personnel of over 100
including nine field-men in key record areas around the country.

Departments grew and new departments were added. Mel Turoff was assigned
to handle national promotion, Arnold Meyers was appointed Art Director to handle
the album covers, Bud Katzel was named Director of Public Relations and Publicity,
Don Carter, who had been General Manager of Tico Distributing Corp., was named
National Sales Manager to assist Joe Kolsky. Donald Singer headed up the new
Foreign Operations Department. Rudy Traylor was named Recording Supervisor to as-
sist Hugo and Luigi, Ralph Seijo was placed in charge of sales for Tico Records and
Howard Fisher was named Comptroller.

The branching out was not confined to increased personnel only. Under the
aegis of its executives and partners the firm moved into all fields. One of the most
striking examples was the acquisition of the tapes made during the concert given
by the Symphony Of The Air in October 1954. The Symphony, which had been
founded' by maestro Arturo Toscanini and disbanded after his retirement, gave the
concert in his honor to help bring much needed funds to the orchestra if it were to

live on. Now on the market, Roulette issued these tapes as a double pocket $9.95
deluxe album entitled “Tribute To Arturo Toscanini, The Orchestra That Refused
To Die.”

Changing directions completely, Morris Levy also arranged for the signing of
Emmett Kelly, the world famous clown, to help kick off a proposed kiddie line.

Joe Kolsky maintained a constant liaison with all his distributors and by Sep-
tember he was ready again with an album release backed by an even stronger
incentive program, dealer plan and promotional support than had been given the
first album release. Such albums as “Frankie Lymon At The London Palladium,”
“Jimmie Rodgers,” “Songs My Mother Loved,” “Musical Themes, Hollywood, USA,”
“Pearl Bailey Sings For Adults Only” and “Let’s Dance With Tony Pastor,” were
among the LP’s in this release.

While the Roulette wheel continued to spin in all directions, the label carried
on a concerted effoi't to maintain its high percentage of hit singles. Buddy Knox
followed “Party Doll” with “Rock Your Baby To Sleep,” “Hula Love” and “Swinging
Daddy.” The Techni-Ques, another vocal group off the Georgia Tech campus, hit pay
dirt with “Hey Little Girl” and The Playmates came up with a big seller in “Jo-Ann.”
The singles, just as everything else, were backed every step of the w^y by full

promotion. In ’57, such artists as Chuck Reed, Jimmy Rodgers, Frankie Lymon,
Buddy Knox and Jimmy Bowen, The Playmates, Valerie Carr, Shaye Cogan, Milton
Beile and Guy Pastor were out on the road to promote their singles. These art’sts
received Roulette’s complete support. Joe Kolsky went out on the road with Jimmy
Rodgers and again with Guy Pastor; Hugo and Luigi accompanied Milton Berle on
his coast to coast tour to plug his LP “Songs My Mother Loved.”

Whether on the road or in the national office, whether in the recording studio
or at the distributor’s outlet, the motion at Roulette was indeed perpetual.
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One of the highlights of the distributor meeting' was the

dinner and show which followed. Here Carol Hughes sings

for the distributors.

At the MOA Convention in Chicago and again at the

Country Disk Jockey Festival in Nashville, the Roulette organization was

represented in full force and the social shindigs that it gave were heavily

attended and popular with everyone. In the social whirl, which is often an

important part of the business, Roulette again enjoyed hit after hit . . ..

NEW YORK— Roulette Records,

this week officially celebrates its first

year in the record business. The label,

which got under way in the latter part

of January 1957, is acknowledging its

birthday with the announcement of

a new dealers’ and distributors’ sales

plan. The plan is called a “Blueprint
For Profit” and works in the following
manner:

It also includes

the entire Tico, Gee and Rama cata-

logs. The only albums excluded from
this plan are the recently released
“Birdland Series” and RSP-1—“The
Orchestra That Refused To Die,” the
firm’s first classical package.

If the dealer or distributor pur-

chases any twelve LP’s included in the
plan, he receives any two LP’s of his
choice free. He may purchase twelve
of one number or mix the numbers as
he wishes.

If the distributor purchases any
twenty-five extended play albums in-

cluded in the plan, he receives any
three extended play albums of his
choice free. In this category too, he
may purchase twenty-five of any one
number or mix the numbers, as he
wishes. Joe Kolsky, Roulette’s execu-
tive vice-president pointed out that
here the dealer and the distributor
can take advantage of the hit EP
“Jimmie Rodgers.”
The Roulette “Blueprint For Profit”

program calls for an added incentive
prize for distributors. Roulette is is-

suing quotas to each distributor for
the duration of the plan. The dis-

tributor who does the greatest per-
centage of volume sales above his as-

signed quota will receive a bonus of
500 free albums of his choice. Every
distributor who goes over his assigned
quota will receive an additional 5%
free goods on all merchandise over
the quota amount. The quotas set

will be for LP sales only. Roulette’s
“Blueprint For Profit” began Feb. 1st,

for 45 days, until March 15th. Joe
Kolsky stated that this plan is actu-
ally an extension of the program Rou-
lette had for the distributors and
dealers last fall. He went on to say,

“The plan has been so successful that
we have now extended it to include
almost the entire Roulette catalog as

well as all of the Tico, Rama and Gee
catalogs. This now enables the dealer

and distributor a greater selectivity

and variety of albums to choose from.”
Roulette is also marking its first year
in the business with a special birthday
card mailing to the record dealers.

NEW YORK — Imperial Records

was purchased for $5,000,000 by the

Columbia Pictures Corporation, ac-

cording to an announcement made last

week by the latter company.

Lew Chudd, president and owner

of the Imperial label, will head the

new recording and publishing division

of Columbia which will serve as the

core of the film company’s expansion

into the music field.

Imperial has become one of the

leading independent labels in the

country and was founded thirteen

years ago by Chudd.

The diskery reported a gross in ex-

cess of $10,000,000 for last year.

Just two weeks ago, Chudd an-

nounced that Imperial wound up

1957 with an all-time high of 3,000,-

000 disks sold for the month of De-

cember alone. The same month was
also highlighted by the biggest single

day dollar gross in the firm’s history

with a total of $200,000 worth of busi-

ness recorded on December 21.

Chudd attributed a great deal of the

sales to three artists who have helped

make Imperial the company it is to-

day: Fats Domino, Ricky Nelson and

Ernie Freeman.

Fats Domino is Imperial’s all-time

best selling artist. Domino had been

turning out hit after hit in the Rhy-

thm & Blues market ever since he

joined the label. When rock and roll

took over some four years ago, Dom-
ino immediately became a pop favor-

Under Chudd’s guidance he came

up with his greatest smash “Indian

Love Call” and such other interna-

tional hits as “Cattle Call”, “Rose

Marie”, “When I Grow Too Old To

Dream”, “North Wind” and many,

many more. “Rose Marie” stands as

one of the all time best selling rec-

ords in Great Britain. It sold more

than 650,000 copies on the Isles in just

two months.

One of Imperial’s latest and great-

est success stories is that of young

TV star Ricky Nelson. Since joining-

imperial only a few months ago he

has been high up on the charts with

each of his four sides to date, “Be
Bop Baby” b/w “Have I Told You
Lately That I Love You” and his cur-

rent smash “Stood Up” b/w “Waitin’

In School”.

Ernie Freeman has been another

reason for Imperial’s continued suc-

cess and sound foundation. Currently

making noise with “The Tuttle”,

Freeman’s past hits include

The success of Imperial Records,

which has shot from a little-known

label to one of the top indies in four-

years, is due mainly to the devotion

of president Lew Chudd to the com-

pany.

“Jam Session” are Anatole Broyard’s
“Portrait of the Hipster,” Rossell
Hope Robbins’ “Analysis of Bop,”
Henry Pleasants’ “What is This
Thing Called Jazz?”, Lillian Ross’ de-

scription of the Newport Jazz Fes-
tival, Jelly Roll Morton’s memoirs of

New Orleans, Bunk Johnson’s account
of his early days as a jazz man, and
Otis Ferguson’s portrait of the Savoy
Ballroom and his appreciation of Bix
Beiderbecke.

Elliott Grennard’s “Sparrows Last
Jump,” considered one of the best
pieces of fiction written on modern
jazz, is one of the featured contribu-
tions as is an analysis of jazz by
Dave Brubeck.

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New Dot-London Distrib Deal

HOLLYWOOD, CAL. — Randy
Wood, President of Dot Records, and
Lee Hartstone, Vice-President in

charge of sales for London Records,
announced last week the confirmation
of a new agreement calling for the
joint distribution of their company’s
records in two new areas, St. Louis
and San Francisco.
The addition of these two important

cities to the already-existing Dot-Lon-
don distribution operation will give
the label joint distribution in approx-
imately 30% of the total record mar-
ket. Under an agreement enforced
since July 1956, the two companies
have dual representation in seven
other cities: Los Angeles, Boston,
Chicago, Minneapolis, Cincinnati,
Memphis and New Orleans. In the
latter cities, the Dot-London distrib-
utor is a Dot-owned company branch.
Under the new agreement, distrib-

ution in St. Louis will be handled by
Gay Distributing Co., 1906 Washing-
ton St., a new independent firm or-
ganized by Bob Hofstadter, President
of the Roberts Record Distributing
Co., which formerly distributed Dot
and London along with other com-
petitors’ labels. Gay will now con-
centrate primarily on the sale and
distribution of Dot and London, and
will open new quarters and maintain
its own sales force.
Dot-London distribution in San

Francisco will be handled by Stone
Distributing Co., 1274 Folsom St.,

which is the present London outlet.

Dot President, Randy Wood strongly
emphasized that the Chatton Distrib-
uting Co., which has been servicing
the Dot line, has rendered exception-
ally fine sales and service, and re-

peatedly ranked well above sales

quota. “The decision to make a
change was influenced solely by cer-
tain advantages to be gained by both
Dot and London”, Wood stated, “and
I highly commend Bob Chatton and
his fine organization for years of
loyal service and fine performance.”

Pre-existing Dot-London operations
have proven that an important advan-
tage of the alliance is the additional
density of penetration of both com-
panies in those areas where they are
jointly represented. Dot also has a
foreign distribution agreement with
British Decca, parent company of
London Records.
The Stone firm in San Francisco

is a member of a distribution organ-
ization owned and operated by the
Hartstone family headed by George
Hartstone and also includes Mutual
Distributing Company of Boston,
Mass., and Hart Distributing Com-
pany of Los Angeles.
London Records will continue to

own and operate its sole company-
owned branch in New York City.

Electro-Voice Shows

Low Price Stereodisk

Phono Cartridge

BUCHANAN, MICH. — The new
stereodisk developments in high fi-

delity music, which in the past weeks

have burst upon the phonograph-

record industry, have been given fur-

ther impetus by the announcement of

the first low-cost, “Stereo” cartridges

by Electro-Voice, Incorporated of

Buchanan, Michigan, manufacturers

of hi-fi speakers and components.

The new cartridge, which for stereo

reproduction contains a single stylus

or “needle” and two high fidelity cer-

amic elements, will be made available

to phonograph set manufacturers in

production quantities, according to

Lawrence LeKashman, Electro-Voice

Vice President for Sales. For replace-

ment in existing home phonos, the

new EV stereo cartridge will sell for

$19.50 with a diamond needle which

is the approximate cost of conven-

tional hi-fi cartridges with diamond

points. The only previously announced

stereo cartridges range in price from

$70 to about $250 for a single car-

tridge.

By breaking an important cost

bottleneck, the new Electro-Voice car-

tridge help make possible the mass
production of home phonographs, pro-

viding quality stereophonic music af

prices under $200,

An important additional feature of

the new Electro-Voice cartridge is

that it is completely “compatible”.
This means that the new cartridges

can be used to play either an owner’s
present library of records or the new
stereodisks. One of the worst bug-
a-boos confronting phono-turntable

manufacturers, particularly in the

case of record-changer mechanisms
has been motor rumble. This is com-
pounded in the stereo disk which in-

volves vertical play of the needle in

the 45° record groove. An exclusive

design feature of the new EV car-

tridge (patents pending) is reported

to eliminate this vertical rumble com-
ponent from the disk.

LeKashman joined with other lead-

ing manufacturers’ representatives in

the phonograph industry in warning
against misleading statements in re-

gard to “compatibility” of the new
stereo disks and equipment. “The new
stereo records cannot be played on
many conventional phonographs with-
out ultimate damage to the records.

Simply stated, the stylii of present

phonographs are too stiff for the

grooves of the new stereo disk and
tend to erase the stereo groove.” The
new Electro-Voice stereo cartridge

has a stylus almost half the size of

the needle of the ordinary phono-

graph.

The new stereo records, which are

identical in appearance with existing

LP’s, are mono or single groove. The
difference is that two separate micro-

scopic music tracks are cut into the

sides of the single record groove. In

playing, the single stylus of the new
Electro-Voice cartridge rubs against

both tracks and feeds the separate

music signals through the separate

amplifier and speaker systems.

Present owners of hi-fi phonographs

can adapt their present equipment to

stereo by the simple addition of a

second amplifier and speaker system,

plus the new Electro-Voice cartridge.

Due regard should be given to the

weight of the tone arm. LeKashman
also emphasized that the new stereo

developments would not obsolete pres-

ent home record collections since the

coming stereo phonos will contain

completely compatible cartridges such

as the new Electro-Voice cartridge.

Stereophonic disks, which a mat-
ter of weeks ago, were hardly even

a whisper in the phonograph record

industry, exploded upon the trade

with the release of copies of a single

experimental disk by the Audio Fidel-

ity Record Company. The disk had

originally been developed and pro-

duced by the Westrex Company.

CLEVELAND, OHIO—In a sweep-

ing re-vamp of its programming poli-

cies, Radio Station WDOK is plan-

ning to concentrate heavily on music
from long play albums. The change
becomes effective Monday, February
3rd, and will be known as WDOK’s
Album Merry-Go-Round.

“Actually,” says program director

Norman Wain, “it’s merely an exten-

sion of our ‘Better Music for North-
ern Ohio’ policy which has been so

wonderfully received this past year.”

“It’s a natural outgrowth of the

amazing public acceptance of the long
play record album form which now
accounts for close to 70 percent of the

entire volume of the record industry,”

Wain said.

WDOK plans to play the albums in

15-minute segments as uninterrupted

as possible. Only interruptions to the

music will be for commercials, music

will be “segued” where possible.

Other commentary and remarks will

be kept to a minimum. In a typical

hour during the broadcast day, be-

tween 6 a.m. and 6 p.m. listeners will

hear highlights from three different

popular albums.

The 15-minute segment, half-past

every hour, will be known as “Spot-

light on Singles.” In these periods, pop

singles records will be featured to

“keep our audience in touch with the

best single records in the current

market,” according to Wain.

Another innovation simultaneous

with the “Album Merry-Go-Round”
will be two periods during the day
in which Broadway shows and movie

music will be featured. These will

be at 11 a.m. and 2 p.m.

Station officials freely admit that

they are modeling their new format

after several other similar operations

in other parts of the country, notably

in the New York-New Jersey area,

Boston and Los Angeles. Wain adds,

“We’ve studied all of the various

formats in use and fused them into

something different. We really feel

we’ve improved on the models. An
area as big as Northern Ohio deserves

at least one radio station that offers

something ‘different,’ something truly

‘adult.’
”

This telegram was fol-

lowed by an Air Mail package which
contained an autographed picture of

Elvis, and a generous supply of his

records, including his latest release,

“Don’t”.

Young Messer said, “This gave me
the biggest thrill of my life. I have
had more visitors since this hap-

pened than any other patient in the

hospital. Everyone wants to see the

records and picture and read the tele-

gram.”

When asked how he felt about all

the fuss being made over Elvis’ draft

deferment, W.J. said, “Those people

must just be trying to get some pub-
licity. I think Elvis is a swell guy.

He is the greatest entertainer alive,
and he probably pays more taxes to
the Government than all these fault-
finders put together.”

Bill Collie, the deejay from
Houston, Texas, emcees and is host
on the CBS radio program, “Philip
Morris Country Music Show.”
On Monday, January 6, a cake-cut-

ting party was held in Pittsburg, Kan-
sas with Webb Pierce on hand for
the big event. With its performance
at the Memorial Auditorium in Pitts-
burg, the all-stars went over the 300
mark for one-night stands and were
rolling toward the two-million figure
in audience attendance.

LONDON, ENG.—Britain’s phono-
graph operators have decided to copy
the American idea of having an an-
nual drive for charity, coupled with
representative “takes” from phono-
graphs on a nation-wide basis. Mon-
day, April 14 has been decided on as
the start of Britain’s “March Of
Three Pennies” week.

Arrangements for this worthwhile
move to get more and better publicity
for Britain’s phonograph industry
were made at the January meeting
of the Council of the Phonograph
Operators’ Association.

During the meeting, Chairman C.

H. Jones explained that he proposed
to call in Dave Rogers, a P.O.A. mem-

ber, but not a member of the Council,
to speak briefly about the phonograph
charity scheme already put before
members. This was agreed to. Jones
explained that the scheme, which is

roughly based on the “March Of
Dimes” idea in America, was that
the industry should have a charity
week each year in which a represent-
ative “take” should be given by oper-
ators to charity.

It would be good for publicity and
goodwill apart from the worthiness
of the idea. The response from mem-
bers, Jones said, had already been
very encouraging. A list had been
opened, and already more than £770
had been promised. This would soon

CHICAGO, ILL.—A financial report
by The Wurlitzer Company, this city,

distributors who were his guests.

Representatives of national news-
papers had come over afterwards and
expressed great interest in the idea,

and had closely questioned P.O.A.
council members on the phonograph
industry. Valuable newspaper cover-
age had resulted. Much more would
come out of the actual charity scheme.
He pointed out that he considered it a
logical move on the part of the P.O.A.
to be on close and friendly terms with
the Variety Club, because this was
the case with the M.O.A. in America.
In fact, many operators in America
were Variety Club Barkers (i.e., com-
mittee members) and he understood
that the Chief Barker of the Variety
Club of New York at present was an
operator.

Rogers (who is himself a Barker of

the Variety Club) then went on to

explain that the Variety Club, whose
members came from all branches of

the entertainment world, gave 99.9

per cent, of the large sums of money
it raised to charities outside the en-

tertainment industry and that it car-

ried no paid officials or overheads of

ings of $212,549 or 25$ for the cor-

responding quarter last year.

Sales for the first nine months
(April to December inclusive) were

$373,050 or 43$ per share on 860,525
shares, compared with $432,210 or 52$
on 836,225 shares for the same period
last year.

Rogers was
asked if he would serve on this com-
mittee. He agreed. Gordon Marks, and
Fred Betts volunteered to make up
the committee.

Several members of the Council will

attend the next Luncheon of the Va-
riety Club towards the end of January
for further talks.

After discussion it was decided that
the period chosen for the “March Of
Threepences” or whatever name is

decided on for the annual phonograph
charity week, would be from Monday,
April 14. This would give plenty of

time for arrangements to be made,
and for notices to be placed on sites.

It was also decided that the list of

subscribers (but not of amounts)
would be published in due course.

That was the end of the official

Council business, but it was revealed
after the meeting that since Mrs. L.

Shaw took over the secretaryship of

the P.O.A. last March membership
had been doubled, and was increasing
steadily from week to week.

An American Exporter

Looks At The European

Coin Machine Market

ABE WITSEN

PHILADELPHIA, PA.—Abe Wit-
sen, International Scotte Crosse Com-
pany, this city, who just returned
home from a European trip, expressed
his views about Europe’s coin machine
industry and the part firms in the
United States play in it.

“The entire world is just one big
city,” stated Witsen, “with coin ma-
chines playing its part in every city in

Europe.
“When the export market started

to take shape several years ago, it

held a potential for American dis-

tributors the like of which will prob-
ably never be seen again. Import-
ers overseas were happy to get a used
machine in almost any shape, make or

model, as long as it could be put into

operating condition and placed on
location. Today, the situation is dif-

ferent. Reconditioned pinballs and
music machines would find a better

outlet if offered to your next door
neighbor rather than try to sell it to

an operator in Europe. They have been
upgrading their locations with the

latest equipment for quite a while

now. American manufacturers have
been shipping new equipment over-

seas for direct sales to foreign opera-

tors and it doesn’t take very long be-

fore an operator looks twice and de-

cides that he need not buy from his

regular supplier in the United States

when he can get new equipment from
a manufacturer.

“Almost all manufacturers have dis-

tributors in Europe,” continued Wit-

sen, “and operators can get used

equipment as fast as they can get it

from America. Since music and pin-

balls are the equipment that is not

very much in demand, let’s try and

sell the importers some 14-foot bowl-

ers and some shuffle alleys. They

haven’t even scratched the surface as
yet with equipment of this type. Italy,

France, et al., have bingos in many
areas. But we can sell them bowlers
and shuffles if we can break thru
the market. Germany already has
some bowlers and shuffles on location
and they are really making money. But
as far as music and pinballs are con-
cerned there is a definite overpro-
duction on this type of equipment and
the exporter in America has been cut
out of the picture. It appears that
they don’t want any more of this
equipment from the U.S. exporter.

“In Italy, I saw new equipment on
locations that didn’t warrant a good
used machine. This is a common sight.
The locations are demanding new
equipment now that they have been in-
troduced.

“We must cultivate sales of other
equipment,” concluded Witsen. “Ger-
many is showing the way with bowl-
ers and shuffle alleys. It is my sug-
gestion that we follow this lead, and
get back into the export business
profitably.”

Witsen’s tour of Europe included
Belgium, Holland, Italy, Portugal,
Germany and France. While in Bel-
gium, he completed arrangements
whereby he will be the sole arcade
operator at the two amusement cen-
ters at the 1958 Brussels World’s Fair
which opens April 17 and runs ap-
proximately six months (The Cash
Box, Feb. 1 issue.)

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Direct Sales Increase

Direct sales to storekeepers are

again increasing. Such direct sales

are most resented. Especially at this

time. Letters, phone calls and wires,

which have been received by The Cash
Box in greatly increased numbers
these past weeks, attest to this.

Many coinmen have found them-
selves suddenly ordered out of good
locations, as these retailers become
acquainted with machines and prices.

They also have learned, in many
cases, and much to their amazement,
that the same firms from whom they
purchase their machines are also

the firms who are selling them out
of their locations.

Today, the location owner will grab
at machines. He does not know any-
thing about servicing overhead, me-
chanical problems, general machine
costs, parts and supplies, or any of

the other myriad headaches which
confront the average operator who
is working so hard to keep going and
to maintain himself in business dur-
ing this period.

All the location owner is interested
in—is that he will get 100% of the
collections from the machine. And
that he will not have to split this with
anyone else.

The operator who comes around to

see him, who coddles him, who caters
to him, who services his machines
and who, at regular intervals, takes
verbal lashings from him for insuffi-

cient supplies, for too few service
calls, and gets the blame when the
take drops, as well as for a thousand
and one other things over which he
has little, if any, control, is a very
sad man indeed, when he finds a ma-
chine sold directly to his location.

This turn of events, where once
again certain firms have decided that
this is the time to sell direct, in-

stead of to the man whom they have
been selling right along, and who has
proved to be the backbone of their
business, is simply burning the candle
at both ends. And no candle can
last long under such conditions.

These operators who have been so
hurt are now getting to the point
where they will not brook further di-

rect sales to their locations from firms
hundreds, and, in some cases, thou-
sands of miles away from their terri-
tories.

It hurts any operator like the very
devil, who has worked for months and

months to develop a little out-of-the-

way diner into a well-paying location,

and who has purchased machine after

machine and switched and changed

and coddled and pampered and taken

abuse until he has made this location

one of the outstanding on his route,

to call around one fine morning and

find his machine turned around, and

aother machine installed in its place.

And then have this storekeeper tell

him: “This is my machine. I just

bought it. Take your machine out. I’ll

keep all the money from now on.”

Such action is bound to stir up some-

thing that will prove anything but

beneficial to this industry. This is the

time when teamwork is necessary. This

industry is entering into a new era.

Such poor business methods simply

must be eliminated if this business is

to progress and prosper.

The operator who is fighting so

hard to maintain himself throughout

this period is bound to become a bet-

ter customer for tomorrow. But, if

such actions continue, how can this

operator ever remain a customer when
his locations are taken away from
him?

The answer to such actions will

eventually come of itself. The man
who is out on the route, who is in con-

trol of a certain number of locations

in his territory and who, when hurt,

can hurt back much harder than he

will ever be hurt, is sure to come to

some method of retaliation which may
hurt all concerned with this industry.

It may be cutting off his nose to spite

his face, but at the same time it may
also be the solution to righting some

great wrongs that have been done him

time and again. It is very hard to con-

trol a hurt and angered man.

Such direct selling firms must re-

member that when they sell a location

owner that this storekeeper knew
nothing of coin machines, or their pos-

sible earning power, until some opera-

tor developed the spot. The operator

in this location being hurt by such a

direct sale—madly hurt—will eventu-

ally wreak his vengeance. That may
upset many an apple-cart in this in-

dustry.

Coinmen will agree, who will think

back but a few years, that the manu-
facturers could have easily sold direct

to locations, instead of to operators,

if they had so desired. But they

found that the operator was the logi-

cal man to handle the machines and

that, by the operator making a busi-

ness of placing machines on various

locations on a percentage basis, he be-

came an unusually fine merchandising

factor for the further progress and

growth of this industry.

Therefore, this operator must be

protected. More care should be taken

that the storekeeper does not, whether

accidentally or intentionally, pick up
a magazine that comes to his news-

stand, and learn, by looking through

this magazine, the price of the very

machine some operator has installed

in his place. The storekeeper loses

nothing by writing to the advertiser.

And, if the advertiser is careless, he

will sell this man.

Furthermore, one location owner
tells another. He passes the word
along. Before many weeks have passed

by, the operator who worked so hard

to develop these locations and to main-

tain them, finds himself practically

out of business.

Once these location owners have

their own machines they are very,

very reluctant about replacing them

with new equipment. They put all

the push back of them that they can.

They get the garage or radio me-

chanic around the corner to repair

them. They stimulate play on them
where they wouldn’t do this for the

operator. They use every means pos-

sible to keep this selfsame machine

going for years—so that they will not

have to buy a new machine. This

has been proved time and again.

In short, by picking up a news-

stand magazine, by seeing the price of

the machine now in their location

openly quoted, by buying the machine
themselves, these location owners up-

set the complete merchandising prin-

ciple which has created and built this

industry and which principle, if main-

Tho general better business condi-

tions are still reported to be spotty,

the fact does remain, most visitors

report, “that there is an uplift

noted.”

This more cheerful outlook has

heartened a great many here. It has

put more pep into the efforts of lead-

ing engineers and executives at the

factories to get out the px-oducts

which, they believe, will continue the

business uplift.

“The business uplift isn’t general,

everywhere in our territory”, one well

known distributor visiting here re-

ported, “but”, he added, “it is be-

coming noticeable in our area. Many
of our operator-customers are start-

ing to buy more new machines than

they have these past months.

“I have also checked with other

people here in Chicago”, he contin-

ued, “and I find that they, too, report

that this same uplift is becoming

noticeable.

Manufacturers here are also

cheered by this news. They have been

hearing from their roadmen that, in

Its Phono To

Britain’s Ops

LONDON, ENGLAND — Britain’s

Ditchburn organization, reputed to

be one of the largest music machine

operating networks in the world, an-

nounced that it has decided to go into

selling for the first time.

The Ditchburn group of companies

have been manufacturers for many
years.

The decision was taken too late

for the Ditchburn firm to exhibit at

the annual show, but the firm is hold-

ing a small rival show of its own dur-

ing the same period at its London
office, Terminal House, Grosvenor

Gardens. The firm will offer its latest

200 selection “Music Maker” for sale

in Britain.

In 1947, Norman Ditchburn, chair-

man of the Ditchburn organization,

with no previous experience in the

amusement or entertainment business,

foresaw that the British public would

follow the American habit of buying

music from automatic phonographs,

developed the “Music Maker”.

The firm proceeded to manufacture

and operate this machine exclusively

in England. Considerable quantities

of the “Music Maker” were also ship-

ped to Australia, New Zealand, South

Africa, India, . Ceylon, Switzerland,

and other countries.

AtL GOTTLIEB MACHINES ARE EQUIPPED WITH NATIONAL SLUG REJECTORS

Coin Machines In Guam
GUAM—On a recent trip, William

(Bill) Suter, Morcoin Company, Ltd.,

Manila, visited the Island of Guam,
and reports on coin machine activities

there. Here’s what he observed:

When Ferdinand Magellan stepped

ashore on the sandy beach of Guam
in 1524, he little realized that this

tiny little isle, which is only 30 miles

long and 8 miles wide, would someday
be a subject for notes on its coin-

operated business. Guam, a U.S. ter-

ritory, has a population of over 70,000

native Guamenians plus about 23,000

Americans, military and civilans at-

tached to the various army and navy
installations, along with a few thou-

sand transient Filipinos. Guam was
a Spanish possession until 1898 and

at the end of the Spanish-American

War, along with the Philippines, be-

came an American colony.

Three of the major jukebox com-

panies, AMI, Rockola, and Seeburg,

are presently represented on Guam.
Austin Shelton, burly, genial, and

hardworking (and with that first

name you can guess his native state!),

is the AMI distributor there and he

both operates and sells. Austin served

over 12 years as a Master Sergeant

in the U.S.- Marine Corps.

At present there are about 175

jukeboxes here imported by the dis-

tributors, 70 of which are directly

owned by locations. Very few slots

are operated (shades of Magellan who
was so annoyed by the petty thefts

committed by the natives that he gave
the islands the name of Islas de los

Ladrones (Thieves’ Islands). The
game business is largely confined to

Bally bingos numbering over 250. The
rest of the pin games are mostly Gott-

liebs and Williams totalling 150. Al-

most 250 other types of coin-operated

games such as bowling games, guns,

and miscellaneous games are oper-

ated on various sliding scales. Of in-

terest is the fact that 90% of the

jukeboxes are run on 104 with the

sharing basis 50/50. The newer games
are mostly on 10^ but the older ma-
chines are run on 5( also on a split

deal.

The most pressing problem of the

distributors and operators on Guam
is the pernicious practice of locations

playing one distributor against the

other, resulting in . the sale of loca-

tions at fantastic prices from one

operator to another where no con-

tractual agreement has been signed.

Shipment from the U.S. to Guam is

just like shipping from one U.S. state

to another presenting no complica-

tions of consular invoice, etc.

Guam’s main street, Marine Drive,

is a typical stateside street and one

hardly believes that he is 5,000 miles

away from the U.S.A.

Heavier than average play (com-

pared with the U.S.A. in general) is

made on Guam because the weather

is balmy all year except for a short

rainy season.

A few days with Austin will con-

vince anyone that tales of the tropical

w’eather making one lazy or indolent

are only figments of imagination.

Austin’s success is another example

of what a little enterprise and fore-

sight can do. Shelton helped pioneer

the introduction of coin machines on

civilian and military Guam and due

to his constant efforts, America’s

favorite coin machines are being ac-

cepted by Guamenians just as the

Export Business Rolls Ahead

Shipments of Shuffles and Bowlers Plus

Pinballs, In-Lines, Phonos and Vendors

Continues at ’57 Peak

CHICAGO—News from large fac-

tories here is to the effect that export
business continues to roll on ahead.

It seems, from what leading factor-
ies here report, shipments of games
continues equal to 1957 and, in some
cases, even greater than what was
enjoyed during this past peak export
year.

Leading distributors here, as well as
all over the country, are obtaining
orders for shuffles, bowlers, phonos,

inlines, vendors, and other products
which, most find, are more difficult to
obtain.

“We’re really trading high,” one
well known distributor here said,
“and, what’s more,” he added, “we’re
offering cash to the operators who
want cash to obtain the machines we
need for export.”

This is reported to be the case with
many leading distributors who have
developed a fine export business.

They have been scouring their ter-

ritories in an effort to obtain machines
for which they already have orders as
well as for the orders they anticipate.

The rebirth of business in shuffles

and bowlers is surprising to many
of the distributors.

The factories, here in Chicago, are

very much pleased over this. They
foresee a great run of games that

will help U.S. ops to better averages

while the used games are shipped out

of the country.

If export business continues along

at this present pace there is no doubt

that it may even prove greater than

what was the case in 1957.

The last quarterly report for 1957

hasn’t yet arrived but, from all known
shipments, it is believed that this will

prove 1957 one of the greatest export

years.

Report Games
Demand Remains

Equal To 1957

Mfrs. Certain Demand

Will Increase As More

New Games Offered

CHICAGO—“We are enjoying a de-

mand for our games that is equal and,
in some cases, even better than what
we enjoyed at this same time in

1957,” reports one leading manufac-
turer here.

“What’s more,” he adds, “as our
new games are introduced, we believe

that the demand will ^grow even
greater.

“The operators are finding,” he con-

tinues, “that new games bring better

business and with more people patron-

izing more locations there is every

reason to believe that business is get-

ting better for this industry all down
the line.” •

Nor is he the only manufacturer

here who is of this belief. Almost
everyone of the factories here are re-

porting that business has kept up and,

in many cases, is even better than

what they expected.

The fact does remain, as most here

state, that when conditions are such

that more layoffs come about, patron-

age increases in the average location

and, if the operator is on his toes,

arranging his games, phonos and

other equipment attractively and with

eye-catching appeal, play is bound to

be greater.

Some factories here are enjoying

boom business. They report that their

new games have caught on and that

the trade is purchasing in greater

quantity.

But the fact that sales remain equal

and, in many cases, even better than

what they were this same time in

1957, is one of the most heartening

factors for continued big production

runs.

EMPORIA, KAN.—A special meet-

ing of the Kansas Music Association,

Inc., was held on Sunday, January 19,

this city.

Main reason for the meeting was
to take action against a bill introduced
into the State Senate taxing all coin

operated music and amusement ma-
chines at $25 per year. It was voted
to acquire legal counsel immediately
and ask for a committee hearing.

Several other business matters were
taken up. The organization changed
its name to Kansas Independent Music
Merchants. Election of officers re-

sulted in the following men voted into

office: A. L. Ptacek, Manhattan, pres-
ident; Ivan Martin, Winfield, vice

president; and Harlan Wingrave, Em-
poria, secretary-treasurer.

Ptacek served as the first president
of the State association five years
ago, and is now also on the board of

directors of Music Operators of Amer-
ica. Martin has been the president
for the past two years, and is a mem-
ber of MOA. Wingrave is serving his

fourth term as secretary-treasurer,
and is on the board of directors of

MOA.
