With the announcement last week of

the formation of 20th Century Records

and negotiations of Columbia Pictures

to buy a record firm, it has become

more evident than ever that a trend

which started as a trickle has now

become an avalanche, with the cer-

tainty upon us that in a very short

time every motion picture company

will be associated with a recording firm

in some way. Even before the two cur-

rent announcements, MGM, Universal,

Paramount, United Artists and RKO all

had record firm affiliations. In the

next few months, the picture is bound

to be completed.

What does all this mean to the rec-

ord industry?

Many things.

First of all, it means that the record

business has grown up to the point

where it is no longer considered just a

little offshoot of the entertainment

business. It has become one of the

major factors in the entertainment

world, producing more stars in a

quicker time than almost any other

medium. What the record industry’s

connection with the motion picture

industry will mean is that movement
between these two areas for performers

and other creative and business per-

sonnel will now become much more
fluid.

It also means that the record indus-

try is now on the verge of becoming
really big business. Not the least con-

Firms

tribution to this will be the possibilities

of further financing, from which every

industry which is properly run, can

benefit. In the record business, it

means especially that more and more

catalogue can be built up both for

albums, which provide the stable in-

come for record firms, and for singles,

which when they become hits, provide

the gravy. The more a firm can afford

to invest in both, the better are its

chances not only for survival but for

increased profit.

For a long time now, record firms

have been eyed by motion picture com-

panies, but mostly, it has seemed, in

a rather standoffish manner. It has

taken the enormous success which the

record business has enjoyed in the last

several years to make the movie firms

act with decisiveness. But although it

has taken some motion picture firms

a long time to see the light, the returns

now to the record industry should be

enormous. For not only will new financ-

ing be a stimulant, but, as we all know
new approaches to problems very often

bring spectacular results. In just the

promotion area alone, Hollywood
j

methods when applied to the record
jj

industry may produce changes which
^

could very well open the path to even

greater horizons for the record world

than we have yet been able to visualize.

The future for the record industry

therefore looks better than it ever has.

It looked good enough even before the

entry of the motion picture firms. Now
with their aid, it seems to us that there

are literally no limits to what can be

achieved.

Hi's What's in THE CASH BOX That Counts—INTERNATIONALLY”
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The entertainment world—and the record world in particular—has suffered an unspeakable loss in

the death of Manie Sacks.

Everyone who knew him has lost an irreplaceable friend, but to us in the record world he was even
more than a friend. For although Manie had gone onto other endeavors in the entertainment business,
almost everyone in records and music thought of him as the man “up there”, the one of us who had
reached the greatest heights, and yet was always available, always approachable, always ready to help.

Sitting in his office with him for an hour was always a revelation. We would get a word or two in

as we could between telephone calls. And the calls were, one after another, for help, advice, consola-
tion, all the things people need to sustain themselves in a sometimes overwhelming world. But most im-
portant of all each of these pleas was met by Manie with such obvious sincerity and interest, with such a

great desire to help, and what’s more, with such ability in knowing how to help, that the kindness and
selflessness of this man were sometimes beyond our ability to understand.

In the last week since his passing, thousands and thousands of words have been written ahout Manie.
But here is one case where obituaries, which are wont to be flattering, cannot even approach the true
character of the man they are being written about.

For how do you write about goodness? Although we may say Manie Sacks was a good man, those
who did not know him and come into contact with him, will never know the way in which he was good, his

approach, his considerateness, his almost universal love for the people he knew.

Even in his dying, Manie was an inspiration to us. For to the crowds of friends from all over the nation
who converged on Philadelphia last Tuesday to pay final homage to him, the announcement that his disease

had been diagnosed as fatal three and a half years ago, and that he had then been told about it, came as a

shattering shock, for here was a man who knew he was doomed and yet rather than wallow in it and spend
the rest of his life uselessly, he kept the secret to himself and continued to work to the very last minute that

he could. Manie was obviously not only a good man; he was also a very courageous one.

Manie will no longer he with us. But only in one sense. In another, and far more important, sense, to

us in the music world, he will always be present. For how many of us will ever be able to see or hear the
great stars he created without thinking of him? How many of us will ever be able to go through our daily

activities without memories of him. And how often will we think, “If only Manie were here now for me to

talk to him”.

None of us in our lifetime is likely to know another like him, a saintly man while he was alive, an
inspiration to us in his death.

We will miss Manie—more and more.

Classical Stereo Field

whom we have a few here in Belgium,
especially in Antwerp, whose sus-

pected activities consist in practicing

contraband to the detriment of the

exclusive privileges of the general
agents of the great makes and of

the rights of the authors and com-
posers.

Here are the absolutely explicit

figures: approx. 8/10 of the classical

and semi-classical repertoire are sold

at the following prices:

LP 33 — 10" — Frs, 168 ($3.30)
or Frs. 195 ($3.90)

LP 33 — 12'' — Frs. 240 ($4.80)
or Frs. 29,5 ($5.90)

Certain records by major artists

LP 30 cm are sold at Frs. 330 ($6.60)
—and others, finally, are sold at Frs.

285—25 cm size—and/or Frs. 375—
30 cm. size. This concerns, however,
only a minority and exclusively illus-

trious names, imported from the

major producing countries. The latter

prices are mainly based on factors

which are connected with the importa-
tion expenses, which are, of course,

familiar to your correspondent, as

his irregular activity consists in de-

frauding them, i.e. the import duties

and taxes which amount to 26% of

the price paid in Belgium.

You can imagine the repercussions
of said factor on the retail prices,

prices on which the Belgian retailers

demand and obtain a discount rang-
ing from 33% to 33% + 5%. If the

retailers—beginning with your corre-

spondent in Antwerp—would be satis-

fied with a lower discount, the sales

price to the public could be lowered
considerably. Moreover, it has to be

taken into consideration that a sacri-

fice of this kind has been assumed
by the Belgian manufacturers and

wholesalers in order to make it possi-

ble to maintain such an advantageous
sales price as $3.30 and $4.80 as

mentioned above.

Concerning the annual returns of

5%, the Belgian wholesalers have
rejected this formula for the follow-

ing reasons:

a) The increases of taxes and sal-

aries have considerably burden-
ed the cost price, without per-

mitting to increase the sales
' price.

b) These returns correspond for

the wholesalers to a loss of 5%,
and the controlling of these re-

turns would be connected, be-

sides, with great difficulties ami

high costs.

c) At the present time, the retailers

enjoy, in compensation, an an-

nual period of payments. This

period will probably be cut in

half, and from which all the

resellers get a large profit for

the liquidation of Certain super-

fluous stocks.

The United States of America is,

pre-eminently, the protector of small

nations. We are convinced that The
Cash Box is willing to recognize the

rights of the phonograph industry of

High Fidelity Enter

R&B Singles Field

LOS ANGELES, CAL.—High Fi-
delity Records,, heretofore strictly a
packaged goods label directed at the
hi-fi buyer, has signed fifteen-year-
old singer Scott Engel to an exclusive
recording pact, which marks the
label’s formal entry into the R&B
singles field.

Rich Vaughn, High Fidelity prexy,
also disclosed that he will not pro-
duce any of the sessions, but will
turn over the complete reins of the
singles division to an A and R head,
as yet unnamed. Vaughn will, how-
ever, still supervise sales and promo-
tion of the singles.

The decision to enter the R&B field,

which has been brewing for the past
year, was made last week when
Vaughn heard young Engel singing
at the El Mirador Hotel in Palm
Springs and signed him immediately.
Engel, no newcomer to singing, has
appeared in two Broadway shows,
“Pipe Dream” and “Plain and Fancy,”

and had his own television show for

thirty-nine weeks in New York. The
first session is expected to roll early

next month.

Vaughn also disclosed that High
Fidelity Recordings’ 1957 gross hit

the $2,000,000 mark, which is double

his gross of the previous year, and
named organist George Wright as

label’s biggest selling album artist,

and Wright and Harry Zimmerman
as the biggest sellers on stereophonic

tape.

Vaughn plans to launch an inten-

sive search for new talent immediate-

ly and is allocating $100,000 this year

for producing, promoting, and adver-

tising the new singles line.

Ops Call For Uniform

Record Title Strips

Suggest That Record Mfrs. Who En-

close Title Strips Use Uniform Type

So That Programs Look More

Attractive and Appealing

CHICAGO — Operators here are
complaining that the title strips which
are enclosed with some of the new
records they purchase are not uni-
form.

“This”, says one leading operator
like Joe Filitti, “makes the program
look terrible. It loses attractiveness.
It does not appeal to the players.”

He, like other music ops here,
points to programs where bold type
faces stand forth and where light
type faces fade away and, at the
same time, where the music op is

forced to use his own typewriter to
type up a title strip, even tho this
may be the very latest tune in the
phono, it fades entirely from the
player’s attention.

Operators here hope that the record
manufacturers will agree to all use
the same type face and the same style
for the title strips.

“In this way”, say ops, “we will
get some attractiveness into the pro-
gram.

“We all want to use the title strips

the manufacturers give us, but, in

each case they are all printed with
different type faces.
“Then the title strips we buy are

also all different.

“In short”, they claim, “the entire
program becomes very messy and un-
appealing to the players.”

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Uncover Record Bootlegging Set-up

In Chicago And Cincinnati

NEW YORK—One of the most fla-

grant cases of record bootlegging was
uncovered this week when the office of

the Illinois state’s attorney uncovered
a distribution set up in Chicago and
a pressing arrangement in Cincinnati.

Records, plates and masters were
confiscated at the Cincinnati pressing-

plant by Cincinnati police on infor-

mation supplied by Chicago’s state’s

attorney.
Estimates of records produced and

sold throughout the United States

ranged from 100,000 since Christmas
to several millions since the opera-
tion’s inception. Proof that the boot-

legging was in operation before
Christmas was the discovery of “The
Joker” by Billy Myles on Ember.
Since the popularity of this record
reached its peak before the Yule sea-

son it is apparent that the bootleg-

ging scheme had been put into prac-

tice at least several months before

1957 came to a close.

Manufacturers became aware of

what was happening when a Cincin-

nati distributor revealed to them that

he had been approached by the syndi-

cate.

Among the all-star

personnel directed by Feather and
Dick Hyman are singers Marilyn
Moore and Osie Johnson and jazz so-

loists Coleman Hawkins, Tony Scott,

Zoot Sims, Oscar Pettiford and others.

MGM has released jazz LPs occa-

sionally in the past, generally under

the direction of Feather, who brought

George Shearing to the label in 1949,

and helped to produce the British pia-

nist’s first singles and LPs. Feather

has also been associated, as super-

visor, bandleader, or composer-ar-

ranger, with such sets as “Hot vs.

Cool,” “Cats vs. Chicks,” “West

Coast vs. East Coast.” and most re-

cently the “Hi Fi Suite,” in collabora-

tion with Dick Hyman.

Release plans call for immediate

scheduling of the “Oh, Captain” set,

as well as for listing, during the next

three months, of an anthology titled

“48 Stars of American Jazz,” an ex-

pansion to 12 inch of the “Cats vs.

Chicks” set, and “The Swingin’ Sea-

sons,” which will feature original mu-
sic by Feather and Hyman. Already

scheduled for release is a jazz treat-

ment of the “Gigi” score, played by

the Dick Hyman Trio.

balance of this year, it is believed
that business in the music field will

be better than ever.
In the meantime it can be reported

that the music field has tremendously
pepped up with the introduction of

these four outstanding, 1958 model
phonos.
The effect has been tremendously

encouraging to all engaged in the

automatic music industry.

cause of this for the player who may
believe he will obtain a higher score,

by again actuating the balls and not
accepting whatever score he has al-

ready obtained, can lower his score
instead.

Legislators will be seeking for

more revenue. The legislators, as al-

ways, will jump on this industry to

grab as much as they can from this

business for the deficits which will be

created in their community budgets.

A Public Relations Bureau will be

in a position to foster better under-

standing of this industry by these

legislators, as well as by the public

at large and, thereby, halt outrageous

taxation.

A Public Relations Bureau will be-

come a great need to help any Nation-

al Tax Council which may be created.

And to also help prevent, by a com-

plete educational plan, the imposition

of greater taxation upon the men in

this business.

If a Public Relations Bureau is suc-

cessful in doing just this one job, it

will be worth whatever cost may be

required to place some noted, national

figure at the head of such a Bureau

for this industry.

Another very important reason for

the creation of such a Bureau is the

educational work which must be un-

dertaken with the nation’s press.

The newspapers are among the very

first to jump down the necks of the

people in this industry. When a dele-

gation of men come together and call

on a newspaper publisher to discover

his reasons for hitting so harshly and

unfairly at the members of this trade,

they are tremendously surprised to

learn how really ignorant he is of the

true facts. A Public Relations Bureau

could cure this.

A prominent, national figure, head-

ing such a bureau, would be in posi-

tion to take up any newspaper cru-

sade with any publisher in the coun-

try and, thru diplomatic and educa-

tional effort, perhaps halt crusading

actions.

Because this business is unorgan-

ized it is easy prey for such people.

It has no means whereby it can suc-

cessfully fight such cruel actions. A

Public Relations Bureau could do

much to halt this sort of thing and, at

the same time, bring about better un-

derstanding from the press of the

nation.

There are crusaders, blue-noses and

politicos all over the country who use

this industry as a verbal football. The

trade is not unaware of this. It doesn’t

fear these men.

These sort of people are attempting

to gain free publicity by blasting

away at this field. They do convince

some of the general public and this

has, many, many times in the past,

been responsible for closing good ter-

ritory to the equipment of this in-

dustry.

The men now in this business should

also visualize what the effect will be

on this industry when the trade enters

into what can become its greatest ex-

pansion era.

At such time equipment will become

more prominent. Machines will ap-

pear everywhere. This is, naturally,

going to be ammunition for the loud

mouths of crusaders and politicians.

When competition becomes keener

among the men in this industry they,

too, will bring themselves more to the

attention of these very people. The

people who are ready to smash at

them for selfish gain.

Therefore, some sort of organiza-

tion must come into being, to help

save this situation. Only a Public Re-

lations Bureau, headed by a national-

ly prominent figure, can do the job.

It should also be remembered that

a great many metropolitan centers

thruout the nation are closed to vari-

ous types of equipment. There is no

reason why these cannot be re-opened

when the right time comes. But no

one is in position to step in by him-

self, or even with the help of only a

few others, and attempt a drive for

negative legislation. This is the most

difficult and most expensive legisla-

tion.

Once a bill is pushed thru a city

or state legislative body, the man
who attempts to void that bill, or

create another bill which will super-

cede the first, has a most difficult and

expensive task on his hands. Only a

prominent, nationally recognized man,

with the aid of a good organization,

can even attempt such a job, and hope

for success.

To enumerate the many other rea-

sons for the need of a Public Rela-

tions Bureau for this industry would

be useless if what has been already

stated here doesn’t drive the neces-

sity for such a Bureau home to the

reader.

The Cash Box can point to a great,

great many other reasons. But it feels

that the members of this industry,

those who subscribe to The Cash Box,

are the true leaders of this business.

These are the men most interested

in the future welfare of this trade.

These men will agree with The Cash

Box that a Public Relations Bureau,

headed by a nationally prominent per-

son, is a great necessity for this

trade.

A. W. Adickes of Nova Apparate Gessellschaft, MBH, Hamburg, is moving
into Britain in a big way with his new Rock-Ola phonographs in their attrac-

tive pastel shades and excellent show-style lighting. He has appointed as

his Northern agents Phono-Sound Ltd. of Leeds. They will be handling
the new Rock-Ola 120 and other Rock-Ola products in Yorkshire, Lancashire
and Northumberland. . . . Phono-Sound Directors K. Chappelow, L. Chappelow
and E. Lawson will be going with an engineer to the Frankfurt Fair on
March 4th to g-et final details on the technical side of the boxes. Immediately
afterwards they will be running their own exhibition of models for operators
in the North in a Leeds hotel. This firm also handles the “Rennotte” phono-
graph. . . . Top pop programes on television in Britain make it necessary,
even in the most remote areas, to meet the demands of the kids on phono-
graphs for the very latest records they fancy.

LONDON, ENGLAND—“With the

increase of imports of juke boxes into

this country from Germany, France,
and Belgium,” reports Cyril Shack,
one of England’s most progressive

music ops, “this year looks like one of

the most competitive and,” he adds,

“while completition is very good and
keeps us on our toes, our immediate
concern are the ‘get-rich-quick’ mer-
chants who have cropped up in the last

few months.
“These ‘mushroom-firms’ are im-

porting inferior continental machines

which are low priced. They are ac-

tually unsaleable in the country of

their manufacture. They cannot com-
pete with American automatic phono-
graphs.

“Since these machines are, there-

fore, of no use to the operators, they
are being sold direct to the locations

on deferred terms.

“However,” sagely adds. Shack,
“the locations will realize, after a
short period of time, especially when
they run into mechanical troubles,

that these machines have no spare
parts and no service organizations.
“What’s even worse to the location

owners,” he advises, “is that these
phonographs take in less money. Some
of the location owners are already
beginning to realize that they have
made a bad buy.

“But,” sadly adds Shack, “in the
meantime some operator has lost a
location. That’s what really hurts.”

Fortunately, for such firms as Pho-
nographic Equipment Company, Ltd.,

of which Cyril Shack is a director,
through good service and close, per-
sonal contact, they have built up a tre-

mendous amount of goodwill with
their many locations.

“We have been able to obviate this

nuisance,” he advises, “by giving our
top locations better terms.

“In the long run,” he concludes, “it

will be the ‘survival of the fittest’ and
the distributors and operators of re-

' pute will prevail.”

“What’s more”, advises an operator,
“there’s one good thing about EP
play. It keeps the music going.

“That, in itself”, he claims, “helps
stimulate still more play from others
in the location.

“In fact”, he says, “I am advising
my location owners to start off play
on their own by picking out 2 EP
records at 25<f.

“This has helped, they admit to

me, to stimulate more play for them
and, at the same time, keep their

places musically bright.”

How To Use

The Cash Box Price Lists”

[Also known as the “C. M. I. (Coin Machine
Industry) BLUE BOOK”]

FOREWORD: Many times, wide differences appear
in the quotation of high and low prices of certain

equipment. Like any true reporter “The Price Lists"

can only feature the market prices as they are

quoted. “The Price Lists” acts exactly the same as

the market quotation board at the Stock Exchange-
posting the prices as they are quoted for the past

week, regardless of how much they may seem to be
out of line. Some prices do not change for months.
“The Price Lists,” rather than show no price, retain

the last known quotations for such equipment so

that the subscriber at least has the last known prices

as a basis to work with. Prices may be very widely
divergent. Someone on the West Coast may feel a

certain machine worth $150.00 whereas someone on
the East Coast may think it worth but $75.00. Of
course, serial, appearance, demand, territory, quan-
tity, and condition of equipment must be taken into

consideration. (Some equipment offered by outstand-

ing firms, having a reputation for shipping com-
pletely reconditioned machines, will be offered at

higher prices than others, due to the added cost of

reconditioning.) “The Price Lists” reports each quo-
tation exactly as it is made and depends on the sub-
scriber to make average price adjustments to fit the
peculiarities of his territory.

METHOD: “The Price Lists” should be read as

follows: First price listed is lowest price quoted for

the week; Second price listed is highest priee

quoted.
