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A top record executive said to us

the other day, “I have a gasser of a

record in the can but I can’t decide

whether to release it now or not. I

might be losing a hit by putting out

a record of this calibre when busi-

ness is off.”

It seems to us that while at first

glance such thinking might appear

to have validity to some, in the long

run and in terms of the best inter-

ests of the record business, that is

just about the utmost in destructive

thinking.

What is more obvious than the

axiom that if business is bad, you

must try harder than ever. It is in

off periods that every company has

to put forth its greatest efforts. It

certainly isn’t a period in which to

coast. In a successful industry,

there is no time in which coasting is

justified. But if there ever is a time

when it can be tried, it is in boom

periods, when sales may be easier

to achieve; certainly not in times of

recession.

The theory behind holding back

on records now is that a hit disk

will not sell as many copies under

current economic conditions as it

would in better times. Well there are

many ways that question can be ap-

proached. We’re certain for in-

stance that the top records in The

Cash Box lists this week are still

going to go over a million, recession

or not. It would take a very rash

man to say that in better times they

would do considerably more than

that. Moreover, even if it were so,

that the top potential of any particu-

lar record would be more under

better economic conditions, who is

wise enough to take the gamble on

when conditions will be that ideal

and whether at that time records cut

for today’s market will still have the

same potential.

It seems to us that from a prac-

tical point of view, the risk of hold-

ing up a record is far greater than

the risk of releasing it now.

There is really only one course of

action for us in the record business

—and, as a matter of fact, for

people in all businesses today—and

that is to do the most you can, even

more than you might think possible
; j

to produce the best you can, even .

better than you might think you’re

capable of; and to try as hard as you

can, harder than you’ve ever tried

before. That is the way we can not

only hold our own— or even do

better—despite the economic situa-

tion, but that is the way we will be

able to come out of this recession in

short time, in good form, and in a

stronger position than we’ve ever

been in before.

Chuck Willis Dies

NEW YORK—Chuck Willis, one

of Atlantic Records’ top-rated artists,

died on Thursday, April 10, at the

Hugh Spalding- Hospital, Atlanta, Ga.,

where he had been for the past couple

of weeks.

Willis, it was known in the trade,

was suffering from an advanced case

of bleeding ulcers. About one and one-

half years ago he was hospitalized and
the ulcers were brought under control.

Willis resisted urgent pleas from his

doctor and Danny Kessler and Mur-
ray Sporn, .his managers and publish-

ers, to undergo an operation at that

time.

About three months ago, while work-

ing in Washington, D. C., Willis suf-

fered another severe attack and he
returned to his home in Atlanta, Ga.,

to recuperate. A few weeks back he

was finally convinced of the serious-

ness of his condition and he went un-

der a long operation. Three days before

he died, Willis was rushed into emer-
gency to alleviate a congested lung

condition. He seemed to have rallied,

but suffered a relapse early Thursday
morning and passed away at 2:30

A.M.
Chuck Willis was born in Atlanta,

Ga., on January 31, 1928. By the

time he was eighteen he was already

an experiencesd performer. He came

to the attention of Atlanta deejay,

Zenis Sears, who recommended him

to Danny Kessler and Murray Sporn.

Kessler was then A&R head of Okeh

Records, Columbia Records subsidiary.

Under Kessler’s guidance he de-

veloped into a star R&B performer and

sold steadily in what was considered

high R&B sales figures.

At that time—about 18 months ago

—he became an Atlantic Records art-

ist and soon developed into one of

their top-selling performers.

With Atlantic he proved to be an

all-market seller with such .
hits as

“C. C. Rider” and “Betty and Dupre.”

Ironically enough, his latest release,

issued only last week, is titled “What

Am I Living For” and “Hang Up My
Rock and Roll Shoes.”

Ahmet Ertegun, Atlantic Records

executive, speaking for the entire At-

lantic organization, said: “It is such

a tremendous shock to us that we

don’t know just what to say. We will

miss him terribly, not only for the

artist that he was, but for the fine

person he was. We are stunned.”

Willis was not only recognized for

his singing talents, but was greatly

respected as a song writer. He not

only wrote his own material but was

successful as a writer for others.

Some of his hit tunes are: “What A
Dream,” by Ruth Brown and Patti

Page; “From the Bottom of My
Heart,” by The Clovers and Don Cor-

nell; and “Close Your Eyes,” by The

Five Keys.

Surviving are wife, Dorothy, and

three children, Ralph 4, Wanda Jean

4, and Cynthia 2.

Imperial Reaches All-

Time High Gross

HOLLYWOOD— With period end-
ing March 31, 1958, Imperial Records
recorded an all-time high twelve-
month gross of $10,428,000, it was
announced last week by label presi-

dent Lew Chudd.

The figure, which is a $2,500,000
increase over last year, represents
only disk revenue domestically, added
Chudd, with foreign coin receipts still

being tabulated.

Chudd attributes the bulk of last

year’s sales to his four “bomber”
artists: Ricky Nelson, Fats Domino,
Ernie Freeman, and Slim Whitman,
who dominated Imperial’s single busi-
ness. Chudd disclosed that the label,

primarily known for its single hits,

released a total of only fifty-one

singles during the entire twelve-
month period. Total singles sold dur-
ing this time were over twelve million,

Chudd revealed.

Imperial’s biggest album seller was
Ricky Nelson, whose initial LP is

nearing the two hundred thousand
mark. Nelson also leads as the label’s

top EP seller. His first three EP’s
have had an accumulative sale of
over eight hundred thousand. Not far
behind is Fats Domino, whose accu-
mulative sale on all his LP’s and EP’s
brings him close to Nelson.

Imperial’s square dance and Latin
lines also scored heavily in the hefty
gross.

Chudd plans a stepped-up releasing
schedule this coming year and expects
to increase his singles and album
output by some twenty-five percent
over last year. This year will also

see Imperial enter the stereophonic
tape field. Chudd expects to have
twelve tape packages on the market
by September, with initial releases
set for June.

The metal

portion of the brush attachment has

the added feature of acting as a lift

for the tone arm since it is curved

for a finger grip. The Brush N’ Lift

carries a suggested list of $1.00 each.

The 45rpm insert is a two-piece

metal insert that is attached to the

record by placing one part on the

top side of the disk, placing the other

part on the bottom side of the disk,

and with a simple twist of the fingers,

both parts interlock. The item grips

tightly and cannot break the edges

of the record. No force is necessary

to insert the item. The Two-Piece

Interlocking Metal Insert has a sug-

gested retail list of 5 for 49^.

NEW YORK—Once again London

Records has started the machinery
rolling in its annual “May Is Man-
tovani Month” program.

Each of the six previous “May Is

Mantovani Month” campaigns were

extremely successful, according to Lee

Hartstone, vice president in charge

of sales. And this year’s, which comes

right after Mantovani’s big 63-city

American tour is expected to be the

most resourceful to date.

In conjunction with the “M-M-M
1958” campaign, London is issuing a

new Mantovani album titled “Gems
Forever,” featuring famous standards.

This latest addition brings the Man-
tovani LP catalog to 22 packages.

The Mantovani catalog also includes

59 EP’s. “Film Encores,” the Monty
disk issued with the “M-M-M 1957”

program, is still a chart best seller

after one whole year since release.

The Mantovani program begins im-

mediately. Under this offer, dealers

can purchase any of the Mantovani

packages (LP’s or EP’s) on a straight

10% discount basis. LP’s will sell to

the dealer for $2.22 each ($2.47 less

25tf) and EP’s at 72 (80$ less 8tf).

The dealer has nothing further to do

to earn this discount. The 10% will be

deducted on the face of the invoice.

The quantity of albums available to

dealers is limited.

London has set as its goal 700,000

Mantovani LP’s to be sold to the

consumer by May 31, and has set a

suggested retail price of $3.29 on all

Mantovani LP’s during May. London
has prepared order forms, co-op ads,

racks and dealer merchandising aids.

Mantovani albums usually retail for

$3.98.

London made it clear that Manto-
vani LP’s will not be available at dis-

count on any summer or fall pro-

gram this year. And any Mantovani
LP purchased on this program may
be exchanged at any time for any
other Mantovani LP.
London has set a limited budget for

co-op advertising in newspaper ads

and radio spots. Co-op advertising in

these media will be accepted on a

50% dealer-25% distributor-25% Lon-

don basis. In line with London’s new
policy, co-op advertising featuring

prices less than regular list will be

accepted. Distributors have been ad-

vised of the total amount of money
they may spend in co-op advertising.

This year’s “M-M-M” window dis-

plays enable the dealer to participate

without any cost to him. A national

window trimming company has

agreed to install a number of Man-
tovani displays in dealers’ shops at

$15.00 each, this cost to be shared

equally by the distributor and Lon-

don.

London is also offering a 120 LP
floor display. The corrugated display
will be shipped to distributors. A
limited quantity of 50 LP floor brow-
sers have also been prepared. Other
in-store sales aids include: a life size

easel of Mantovani; an eight-page
pocket-size catalog; counter easels;

“day-glo” footprint stickers; stream-
ers; browser-bin cards and jacket kits.

2,000 dee jays and radio stations,

salesmen, etc., will receive promotion
copies of the new “Gems Forever” al-

bum. Additional promotional copies
will be forwarded to distributors at
$1.00 each.

The orchestra fea-
tures plenty of respected jazz names (Eddie
Costa, Joe Wilder, Wendell Marshall) and they
render some fine items in great style. Two tunes
descriptive of the whole set are “Senor Blues”,
and “Play Girl Stroll”. Aiding in the rhythm
department is the accomplished guitar of Bill
Harris. The musicians offer a waxing to be
reckoned with.

20—Death And Trans-
figuration, Op. 24—Till Eulenspiegel’s Merry
Pranks, Op. 28—George Szell conducting the
Cleveland Orchestra—Epic LC-3439 (1-12" LP)
The noted composer’s melodic works are inven-

tively portrayed by the Cleveland Orchestra.
George Szell’s praiseworthy conducting helps
make this a superb showcase for the pieces. The
musicians have a vitality of sound that beauti-
fully captures the essence of the compositions,
especially the tonally exciting Don Juan. Beauti-
ful sound.

“ENCORE PLEASE, SIR JOHN”—Sir John
Barbirolli conducting the Halle Orchestra—Mer-
cury MG-50161 (1-12" LP)
The Halle crew, one of England’s leading

orchestras, under the direction of Sir John Bar-
birolli, pleasingly demonstrates its dynamic range
while rendering eight compositions. The pieces
portrayed include Sousa’s “Stars And Stripes
Forever”, Tchaikovsky’s “Andante Cantabile”,
and Nicolai’s “Merry Wives Of Windsor Over-
ture”. Extremely palatable interpretations. Beau-
tiful sound.

The Hollywood String Quartet performed this

School of Jazz Offers Expanded

Curriculum And Longer Session

NEW YORK — In its second an-
nual session from August 10 until
September 1 on the grounds of Mu-
sic Inn in Lenox, Massachusetts, the
School of Jazz will offer an expanded
curriculum and a longer session to

aspiring jazz talents.

The new catalogue which was mail-
ed this week to all colleges and mu-
sic schools in the United States out-
lines a curriculum which will include
Large Ensemble Playing, Small En-
semble Playing, Composition and Ar-
ranging, the History of Jazz, and
private lessons in Piano, Drums,
Clarinet, Saxoohone, Guitar, Trom-
bone, Vibraharp, Bass, Trumpet, and
Composition. In addition, a new
course in Jazz Styles and Idioms will

be offered as an elective for return-
ing students and those new students
who wish to enroll for it. The course
parallels the History of Jazz course
which will be taught by Marshall
Stearns and will concentrate on the
development of jazz styles and per-
formance practices rather than his-

torical data. The course will be taught
cooperatively by a jazz critic and a
musicologist whose names will be re-

leased in mid April.
This year students will we divided

into two large ensembles under the
direction of Bill Russo. There will

be some 10 small ensembles, nearly
twice last year’s number. Tentatively
scheduled, also, is a jazz critics’ sem-
inar which will be led by Dr. Mar-
shall Stearns of Hunter College. This
seminar will bring- together some 12
jazz critics who will spend the three
week session in observing the tech-

niques of the School and in preparing
critical .papers for publication.
The session will be longer than last

year and students will reside in Len-
ox for a. full three week term. Arriv-
ing in Lenox on August 10, students
will begin classes Monday afternoon,
August 11, and continue through the
intensive schedule of performance,
practice, and theory until Saturday

noon, August 30. The afternoon of
August 30 will be spent in final prep-
aration of the student benefit concert
which will be presented in the Berk-
shire Music Barn at 8:30 p.m. Stu-
dents will gather the following Sun-
day morning for the student-faculty

evaluation of the three week session

and that evening will attend the last

concert of the Music Barn series fea-

turing the Modern Jazz Quartet. De-
parture is scheduled for Labor Day,
September 1.

Several scholarships are listed for

the first time this year. The student

benefit fund will provide 9 partial

scholarships and other scholarships

are available through grants of the

Newport Jazz Festival and Herman
Lubinsky, president of the Savoy
Record Co. Students who are inter-

ested in scholarships should contact

the School of Jazz before May 1.

An expanded lecture series is plan-

ned for evenings during the session

and will include not only leaders from
the jazz business, critics, and musi-
cologists, but faculty and visiting mu-
sicians in informal programs.
Throughout the three weeks, students

may attend Music Barn conceits free

of charge.
The complete list of faculty ap-

pointments for this session will be

announced in mid April.

NEW YORK — The International figures a secret, Shapiro and Berry

Department of Columbia Records, at said it was safe to assume that it was
a press conference on Wednesday,
April 9, announced the completion of

several deals which will give them
subsidiaries and licensees through-
out South America and Cuba.
Nat Shapiro, Coordinator of Inter-

national A & R, and Arnold Berry,
Director of International Relations,

also announced that the International

Department planned its own conven-
tion in New York at the end of June.

Managers, A & R personnel, and
artists will arrive from the South
American countries and Cuba, and
will take part in a series of meetings
designed to coordinate activities, re-

leases, and promotion of hit artists

in all countries. The participants will

also attempt to solve some of the
more serious problems that deal with
exchanging of tapes, manufacturing
and distribution, communication, etc.,

that run into all kinds of barriers at
the present. New products will be
displayed.

Although all present will attend the
annual Columbia Convention, sepa-
rate meetings will be set up for this
international convention.

Columbia, through its new arrange-
ments, will now have two distribution
set-ups. One to distribute Columbia
products, and another to distribute in-

dependent labels. Verve, Mercury, and
others, including several Spanish and
Brazilian labels, are already under
contract for distribution throughout
South America.

Berry also stated that he had re-
cently concluded a pact for a licensee
in Southern Korea. Berry believes
that Columbia is at present the only
American label in that country. “Of
course,” he stated, “the country still

has to be developed as a record mar-
ket. Currently it is still basically a
78 market of not too great propor-
tions.”

It was also announced that Berry
would go to Australia on April 29 to
attend the annual three day party
(May 5, 6, 7) given by the Columbia
licensee in that territory. This will be
a goodwill visit to cement relations
with all the Australian deejays who
will be invited to the affair.

Nat Shapiro leaves for Europe on
April 15. He will tour Holland, Italy,
France and England, where he
will attend meetings with Philipps
A & R staffs to discuss Columbia and
Epic products to be coming up in the
next six months. One of the points to
come under discussion is the best sell-
ing My Fair Lady” LP which will be
launched on May 1st, simultaneously
with the London opening of the
Loewe-Lemer smash.

East, that will also include appear-
ances in seven other Japanese cities,
as well as Hong-Kong, Manila and
Hawaii. His total schedule calls for
thirteen concerts, of which two will
be presented at the Festival on April
20th and 22nd, following which he
will concertize twice in Tokyo and
once in Sundai, Mogoya. Hiroshima,
Ube, Fukuokoa and Kunazawa, re-
spectively, ending in the latter city
on May 14th. The remainder of the
period will cover appearances in
Hong-Kong and the above mentioned
Islands.

Travelling with him will be Mrs.
Peerce and Warner Bass, his accom-
panist.

Peerce will present programs en-
tirely similar to those he sings in
the United States and other countries
in which he has toured. He has stated
that he will offer oratorio, songs and
arias in French, German and Italian—and a group of English songs in-
cluding some compositions by Sam-
uel Barber.
A veteran pioneer of far-flung

areas, Peerce was also the first Amer-
ican singer since World War II to
perform in Soviet Russia (1956), and
during that same season was received
in private audience by his Holiness
Pope Pius XII, to whom—as a ‘cul-
tural emissary”—he presented an al-
bum of liturgical music of all faiths.
The artist, following his Far East-

ern tour, will return to the United
States for summer appearances at
the Lewisohn Stadium, Robin Hood
Dell and other music centers across
the country. His 1958-59 season will
start with a tour of South Africa
and Israel prior to his rejoining the
Metropolitan.

NEW YORK—-We once had a friend

who was a wizard with figures. He
told us, “Figures don’t lie, but I can

make them talk any way I want to.”

We are reminded of our friend and his

philosophy by a report on the unem-
ployment picture at this time by Ev-

erett Smith, researcher of MacFadden
Publications, who comments “The un-

employment picture is deceiving in the

form in which it is usually presented.”

He points out that two factors should

be given consideration in presenting

February’s total of 5,173,000 (or 7.7

per cent) of 67,160,000 total labor

force. Most important, in his analysis,

is that in the past 12 months layoffs

have increased by only 1.8 per cent.

“The fact is that in February of last

year there were 3,121,000 unemployed,

or 4.7 per cent of the 1957 labor force.

In the ensuing 12 months the total

labor force increased by 849,000.

While there are currently 2,052,000

more unemployed than last year, 849,-

000 of these are accounted for by ad-

ditions to the labor force. Actual

layoffs, therefore are 1,203,000”, he

explains. Another factor, he explains,

is that in previous years, anyone laid

off for less than three weeks, or with

a definite job to which he would go

within three weeks, was listed as em-

ployed. This year all such are listed

as unemployed. While we cannot be

happy over this unemployment condi-

tion, even as explained above, we join

Harvard’s Sumner Slichter, who ob-

served “. . . the entire picture is not

as bad as is being played up”.

NEW YORK—We like the ad of the

Chemstrand Corporation, N. Y., a tex-

tile manufacturer, which appeared in

some local newspapers, and industry

trade publications. A large photo-

graph, taking up about two-thirds of

the ad, shows a man’s overstuffed

backside, resting placidly on a wooden
bench. The headline reads “This Is

No Way To Go Places.” We imagine
many other industries, in addition to

the coin machine industry, is faced

with the same problem. If some of

the men in the coin machine industry,

instead of shedding bitter tears about
current business, would get their

backsides off their office chairs, and go
to work as they used to do, they could

improve their grosses.

whether they are working on 60%-40%,
65%-35%, or 70%-30% commission basis

(in addition to 10^, 3 plays 25^) on the

overall average have very well weathered

the economic storm of this past first quar-

ter of 1958. These operators now find

themselves well ahead of their competitors

who did not make such progressive and

necessary business changes.

Those operators who rearranged their

business methods and adopted 441(W Play

Plus” are good businessmen. They recog-

nized, as The Cash Box pointed out, that in-

flation during 1957 was hiking all over-

head expenses to a destructive point. This

hurtful inflation caused higher prices for all

equipment. Added together this meant a

loss of profits. Unless, of course, operators

quickly rearranged their business methods.

The first step in such a business rear-

rangement was to change to 10<‘ per play,

3 plays for 25f*, plus a minimum front

money guarantee or a more equitable divi-

sion of the gross intake from all of their

machines by a commission arrangement

more favorable to the operator. In addi-

tion, it was necessary for the operator to

make his business more efficiently operable

by cutting out waste and eliminating un-

necessary overhead expense.

The inclement weather that ravaged the
sj

country these past three months, plus the

general business letdown which was the

aftermath of the overinflated economy of

the nation, all added up to produce a very

definite recession which continued to grow

more hurtful to business all during the past

first quarter of this year.

With business conditions what they now

are, as a result of these first three months

recessive impact on the nation’s economy,

it becomes somewhat more difficult, but not

impossible, for operators to rearrange their

business methods to be able to override the

forthcoming possible recession periods.

There is still time for the operator who

hasn’t already done so to change to 10^ per

play, 3 plays for 25^, plus a more equitable

share for himself of the gross intake from

all of his machines. In fact, he must make

this change, to assure himself being able to

outlast whatever economic conditions may

be in effect for the balance of the year, in

an effort to come up with a profit at the

year’s end.

It is sad, but true, that most businessmen

don’t heed advice for their own good and

future betterment until they are hurt, and

hurt badly, in their bank accounts. Per-

haps, then, those operators who have been

financially hurt these past three months will

screw up their courage to the point where

they will stop working for their locations

only and, for a change, begin working for

themselves.

The one and only way these operators can

begin to work for themselves, while still

giving their locations a fair share of the in-

come from their machines, is to quickly

change to 10c per play, 3 plays for 25<4

,

plus a more equitable share of the gross in-

take from their machines, whether this be

in the form of a minimum front money

guarantee or a better share of the commis-

sion percentage basis.
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U.S. MFRS ENJOY BIG EXPORT BIZ

More Manufacturers Arranging for Assembly of Their Products in

Europe as Export Business Continues to Boom. Games Sent to

European Distribs for Test So That These Distribs can Order in Ad-

vance of Scheduled Production. This Expected to Help Eliminate

Bootlegging. Will Put Europe's Distribs on Same Level With U.S.

Wholesalers. Report Some Manufacturers Have Advised U.S.

Distribs Export Orders Will be Shipped Before U. S. Supplied.

CHICAGO — More U.S. Manufac-

turers are investigating and studying

the possibility of assembling and

manufacturing their products in

Europe as well as in other foreign

markets.

At the present time, for example,

AMI phonographs are being manufac-

tured under license from AMI, Inc.

of Grand Rapids, Michigan, in Eng-

land, Denmark and also in Japan.

Rock-Ola Manufacturing Corpora-

tion, Chicago, phonographs are being

manufactured in Germany.

Products of D. Gottlieb & Company,

Chicago, and Williams Manufacturing

Company, Chicago, are being assem-

bled in Ireland to cover., the markets

of England, Scotland, Wales as well

as Ireland.

In the meantime manufacturers are

still continuing to export to many
countries where they have no assem-

bly or manufacturing plants.

Export business is booming for

those manufacturers who have entered

into the sales of their products to

foreign countries with enthusiasm

and understanding.

Italy, Belgium, Holland, Denmark
Sweden, Austria, Switzerland, Ger-

many and, at intervals, France, and

now England, thru shipments from

Ireland and Germany, are all enjoy-

ing a coin machine boom.

Manufacturers have learned, over

the past months, as demand continued

to grow for their products from

Europe, that bqotlegging was becom-

ing more rife.

In an effort to halt this bootlegging

the manufacturers are sending games

for test purposes to their European

distributors far in advance of the

time set for their production schedules

for these products.

In this fashion, the European dis-

tributor can test the game in advance,

gauge the possible extent of his mar-

ket and the sales that will ensue, and

then order the quantity he will require

long before the product is scheduled

for production.

Also in an effort to halt bootlegging

from the U.S. to Europe, U.S. manu-
facturers have decided to first ship

to their European distribs before sup-

plying their U.S. distributors.

In fact, it is reported, some manu-
facturers have advised their U.S.

distribs that none of their products

will be immediately available to the

U.S. market until they have cleared

away a portion of their shipments

to their foreign distributors.

In this way, it is believed, boot-

legging can be curtailed and foreign

distributors will not be caught short

with machines.

In the meantime, of course, there

is much excitement thruout the Brit-

ish Isles due to the fact that more

manufacturers are becoming inter-

ested in assembling in Ireland. Eng-

land always was one of the largest

users of American coin machines.

In view of the fact that assembly

and partial manufacture can be con-

ducted in Ireland, this will mean the

opening of markets in England, Scot-

land and Wales, as well as Ireland.

Manufacturers are not neglecting

other markets. Japan has proved one

of the best users of American prod-

ucts. At the present time AMI phonos

are being manufactured under license

in Japan. Other manufacturers are

also considering assembly and par-

tial manufacture in Japan for far

eastern market coverage.

So far shipments are going direct

to all Central and South American

countries. Also to Africa, Australia

and New Zealand. Hong Kong, Singa-

pore and Manila, along with Okinawa,

Hawaii and Formosa are now covered

directly from the U.S.

Should manufacturers set up assem-

bly in Japan these areas can be

covered by representatives from this

country. They can also cover India,

Pakistan, Burma, Indo China, and

other areas.

Most important and most interest-

ing to the trade is the fact that

the export boom continues to grow

greater.

Perhaps, as some believe, it may

have taken a recession in American

business, to more definitely point the

eyes of the American manufacturers

to export.

Regardless of whatever it was that

caused the turn to export, the manu-

Jimmy Moran’s

father was for years a leader in the coin business, and together they have

built up a first-rate team of specialists, who can look after their large route

of boxes as well as their arcades in season. But they have prospered to such

an extent in phonograph operating that they now have the only large show-

room of its kind in Northern Ireland. It is a major shop in the heart of

Belfast, with well-equipped workshops behind. It seems obvious that this

teaming of Automaton with Moran’s will stimulate business throughout this

scattered but opportunity-lined area.

Among the juke-box personalities we met on my trip to Belfast, was

Peter Bracewell, genial proprietor of Phil’s Amusement of Portrush, and

other ventures. At present he operates mainly BAL-AMI’s and Wurlitzers.

Peter’s father, R. G. Bracewell, brought the first Wurlitzer into Ireland before

the war. This was in 1937-38. It was a Wurlitzer 600, 24-selection, and it is

still being operated by the firm It cost about £100, and everyone told Mr.

Bracewell it could never be a success. “Irish folk will never pay a penny

to play it”, they said. Peter had the first Wurlitzer hideaway units in Ni

Ireland. He also has amusement arcades in three major holiday resorts. He

finds that the demand for pin-tables is as great there as in other parts of

Britain, but believes that the price will have to improve on such new equipment.

Profits would be less, but

the large manufacturers (particularly

hard goods—cars and household appli-

ances) can stand 10 r
< less. I believe

it would create a feeling of optimism

that would last a long time.

“Pessimistic publicity in new
papers, radio and TV is putting the

people of our country in a mood that

will be hard to shake off. Everyone

is expecting the government to pull

the rabbit out of the hat and bring

back prosperity. On the other hand

the government is for letting the

people work it out.

Faith was never lost. Honesty with

the customer was maintained. Serv-

ice, maintenance and programming
were the watchwords, and the reasons

for calls. To sum up, he urged reps

to sell themselves as well as their

ability.

Alex Mark, Scotland and Northern
Ireland Area Manager, with the aid

of a map, outlined the excellent prog-

ress that was now being made in

these areas. ,

With the help of an assistant in

the hall he had cards displayed and

explained them. They read:

(1) Analyse your area.

(2) Attention. Right dress! (This

applied to never wearing un-

tidy or over-casual clothing.)

(3) Don’t be a butterfly. (Don’t

jump about. Get out of the car

and footslog the area.)

(4) Eat at Joe’s.

E. H. Stevens, North of England
Area Manager, urged reps and others

always to leave detailed information

about their movements so that they

could be intercepted if necessary. He
also advised a rigid system of order-

ing replacement spares as soon as

they were used.

Mr. Acker, from the Frankfurt fac-

tory, then introduced the special Tele-

matic 200 hideaway equipment. He
said they had called it the Sound-

Mirror in Germany, and wondered if

this was a good name for England.

The curtains were then drawn
apart on the stage to show this excel-

lent wall-box and hideaway, flanked

by other Ditchburn operated ma-
chines.
