The Cash Box Disk Jockey Poll was designed to determine which songs

and artists have been the most popular and played the most during the past
several months by deejays around the country.

The Poll was divided into three sections, popular, rhythm and blues, and
country.

Here we present the findings in the pop field.

Each disk jockey listed three choices in each

category. Three points were awarded for each first

choice, two points for each second choice, and one

point for each third choice. Of the total number

of points cast, the following is the percentage each

artist received. The maximum percentage an artist

could possibly receive was 50% since even if every
disk jockey voted the same artist #1, it would
still add up to only 50% of the six points available
in each category.

During his Varsity-Royale days he
headquartered in Union City, New
Jersey. Oberstein revealed that the
inexpensive LP operation he created
during the ten years from 1948 to

1958 will continue to operate as be-

fore. However, he will personally
devote all of his time to Rondo.

Rondo already has 35 national dis-

tributors and is selling four separate
album lines. There is a Rondo-Gold
label at $4.98, Rondo at $3.98, Rondo-
lette at $1.98 and a Rondo stereo-

phonic line at a still-unannounced
price. Oberstein made no statement
concerning the singles market.

As executive assistant, Oberstein
has selected Herb Joseph, a long-time
aide. The Dick Gersh Office has been
retained to handle national publicity.

In the first release to his distrib-

utors, Oberstein has included four of
the Rondo-Gold series; Giovanni Mar-
tinelli, “The Last Of The Titans”, in

a compilation of 50 years of his oper-
atic recordings spanning the period
from 1908 to 1958; pianist Joseph
Hofman in a recital of Chopin's
works; Serge Prokofieff playing his
own compositions and “Holy Days In
Song At Saint-Eustache”. The Rondo-
Gold series is aimed at the collector

of esoteric recordings.

Distributors have received twelve
Rondo LP’s; “Perfect For Dancing”
by Willie Farmer and His Orchestra;
Sarah Vaughan; “Yes! It’s Paris” by
pianist Kurt Maier; “Yes! It’s Italy”
by Kurt Maier; “Richard Tauber
Styled Songs of Vienna” by tenor
Miklos Gafni; “Yes, It’s Spanish” by
Kurt Maier; “Slaves Of Love” by
Johnny Gregory; “Yes! It’s Vienna
by Kurt Maier; “To You, Dearly Be-
loved” by Max JafFa and his BBC
Orchestra; and “Yes! It’s Beautiful”
by Kurt Maier.

Money will be advanced to every

dealer for cooperative ads and to every

distributor for promotional purposes.

A regular advertising campaign using

trade papers, consumer magazines
and newspapers will be initiated on a

52-week basis”.

Eli Oberstein started with Colum-
bia Records as head of its branch

operations in 1924. Shortly after that

he spent four years on building the

Okeh label.

In 1928, Oberstein left Okeh and
became the head of RCA Victor’s

Record operation for the next eleven

years.

In 1939, Oberstein left RCA Victor

and started his own outfit, Scranton

Records.

In 1941, after selling the Scranton

diskery, Oberstein developed and
created the “Classical Record Com-
pany” and in 1944 sold out to the

Majestic Corporation.

The following year, Eli Oberstein

returned to RCA Victor as director

of A & R. This time, he remained
for three years, (1945-1948) ulti-

mately leaving to start one of the

first of the low-priced lines to sell

in non-record store outlets—Varsity

and Royale.

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Lane Urges Publishers

To Meet With Writers
NEW YORK—Burton Lane, presi-

dent of the American Guild of Authors
and Composers, issued the following-
statement to music publishers last

week;
“Some publishers have chosen to

air their grievances against the
writers’ organization, American Guild
Of Authors And Composers, through
the press. We, the writers, think this
is childish and unfortunate and we
do not intend to become involved in
a running battle with those publishers
through this public medium. As a
matter of fact, we think, in the inter-
ests of all, that the only way to solve
the problems that beset publishers and
writers is to sit down together and
talk things over in a mature fashion.

“I have read ir the trade papers
that some publishers have said they
would refuse to sit down and discuss a
new contract with AGAC unless the
writers submitted written demands
to them beforehand. Had we chosen
to submit a list of demands to the
publishers without requesting that
both parties sit down and discuss our
mutual problems, those self same pub-
lishers would have accused the writers
of using high handed tactics and
would have used that as an excuse not
to negotiate. And they would have
been right, for no one group can claim
to know all the answers to all the
problems, past and future, and there-
by hope to solve them by submitting
a one-sided list of demands.

“Just to put the record straight, I

would like to quote from my state-

ment to our members at our recent
annual meeting in New York. I said,

Contrary to many of the rumors
which have been circulating about, it

is not the aim of this organization
to put music publishers out of busi-
ness. We do not seek to arbitrarily
impose conditions on publishers which
are designed to hurt or to destroy
them. It is precisely because we do
not seek to arbitrarily impose con-
ditions on publishers that we have
taken the position that writers and
publishers should sit down and dis-

cuss all existing problems and arrive
at the proper solutions together.
“The American Guild Of Authors

And Composers is an organization

dedicated to the preservation of the
rights of all writers of music and
lyrics. For 27 years we have done
business with music publishers and
we are ready to do business with
them for another 27 years. All we
ask is that they recognize that writers
have a continuing interest in the songs
they write and in their administration
even after the songs are published,
and that the problems which the pub-
lishers face are faced by writers as
well, and only by open and frank dis-

cussion can these problems be re-

solved.

“Therefore, we extend to all pub-
lishers an invitation to join with us
to help solve the conditions which af-

fect us all through democratic and
open discussion. We believe this to

be the constructive and the American
way.”

Billion A Year Predicted

For Disk Phono Market

CHICAGO — More than 500 RCA
Victor distributors and distributor
salesmen from the Midwest were told

last week that stereophonic sound
equipment priced for the mass-market
will soon push sales of recorded music
and players to a billion dollars a
year, an increase of 200 per cent over
the last five years.

Robert A. Seidel, a former Chicago
business man and now Executive Vice
President, RCA Consumer Products,
told the meeting which was held at
the Conrad Hilton Hotel that the
Radio Corporation of America will
market new stereophonic sound prod-
ucts within the next few weeks which
will “substantially reduce the cost
for enjoyment of this new home enter-
tainment medium.”
The new products include stereo-

phonic records, stereophonic tape in
plastic loading magazines, and a line

of “Victrola” phonographs to play
the stereo records, and tape cart-
ridges.

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Roulette Forms New Label To Intro-

duce New Game On Records

NEW YORK—Joe Kolsky, Execu-

tive Vice-President of Roulette Rec-

ords, announced last week that the firm

has created a new label in order to

introduce an entirely new product

idea on records. The idea is a game
called “Co-Star” The Record Acting

Game. Each album will feature

a famous star of motion pictures, the

theatre and television. The star will

act out scenes from famous plays,

motion pictures and novels as well as

i
original material written especially

for them. There will be open blank

. spaces provided on the record so that

,
the buyer of the album can act out

his or her part opposite the star. A
script for this purpose will be enclosed

in each album. The album will also

feature the proper sound effects, back-

ground and cue music. The buyer

listens as the narrator sets the scene

and the star on the record acts his

or her part. Then, on cue and accord-

ing to the script, the buyer acts out

the scene with the star.

Kolsky explained the game this

way: “For the first time a record

buyer becomes not just a listener, but

is able to participate on the record

and be part of it all. He or she has

a chance to display his acting prowess

and can play the part of the hero or

heroine, villain or ingenue. Anyone
who can read the script enclosed with

the album can play the game.”
Hugo & Luigi, Roulette’s A&R

Chiefs, who produced the Co-Star al-

bums, stated, “Ever since the intro-

duction of the LP, the record manu-
facturers have been improving records

from a scientific aspect only. The big-

interest has been in getting a better

and better sound. We believe that

Co-Star provides a development in

the material itself that is presented

on records. It advances the use of

the phonograph record to a new stage

in home entertainment. This is a

game that can be played at home
alone or can be a party game for the

family, friends and relatives.”

Kolsky picked up the story from
here to say, “From the viewpoint of

the record industry, Co-Star opens the

door to an entirely new untapped mar-
ket for the dealer. Here is an item

that is unlike any other album he car-

ries on his shelves; an item that will

create new- profits, increase traffic ant
result in new customers who perhaps

never frequented a record store be-

fore.” The Co-Star album, he an-

nounced, will retail for $3.98.

Kolsky stated that Co-Star will be

handled by the Roulette distributors

all over the country. The firm has

already prepared point of sale dis-

play matter, window streamers and
give-away booklets for the distrib-

utors to give out to the dealers. He
stated, “We went personally to every

single distributor and his salesmen
with this item. We demonstrated Co-

Star and everyone, without exception,

waxed enthusiastic support for the

product.”

The first release of the new album
line, due shortly, will include 15 al-

bums. Among the stars featured will

be: Basil Rathbone in scenes from
“The Brothers Karamazov”, Paulette

Goddard in scenes from the best sell-

ing novel “Peyton Place”, Tallulah

Bankhead in scenes from “Lady Win-
cemere’s Fan”, “Hedda Gabler” and
other scenes; Sir Cedric Hardwicke,
\incent Price, Arlene Dahl, Fernando
Lamas, George Raft, Don Ameche,
“Slapsy” Maxie Rosenbloom, Virginia

Mayo and June Havoc are also among
the stars that will have an album out
in the initial release. Also, Roulette
has called upon two of the firm’s top
vocal stars, Jimmy Rodgers and Pearl
Bailey, to be on Co-Star. In both Jim-
mie’s and Pearl’s album they will be
heard acting- out original scenes writ-
ten especially for them. Roulette feels
that there will be definite teen-age
appeal in the Jimmie Rodgers album.

Roulette is also planning a heavy
promotional campaign to put across
the Co-Star story. They will be
planting items in various newspaper
columns and have arranged for fea-
ture stories in numerous consumer
magazines. Plans also have been set
to get Co-Star performed and plugged
on various television shows. In Sep-
tember, the label will hit the thous-
ands of college dramatic organiza-
tions as well as amateur theatre
groups all over the country with a
special mailing to tell the Co-Star
story.

The company feels that besides its

tremendous home entertainment val-
ue, Co-Star has a great educational
value and interest for budding thes-
pians everywhere.

Roulette has also set its sights on
getting Co-Star into game stores and
toy shops. It was pointed out that
this avenue of retail sales will be han-
dled by sales representatives ap-
pointed by Roulette. Also revealed
was the fact that negotiations were
currently under way to have Co-Star
sell as a premium item with a number
of large manufacturers.

In concluding, Kolsky stated: “We

-

are convinced that we have developed

a new product that will appeal to

everyone. We think it will mean a

tremendous amount of new billing for

the record dealer and will bring to

the record industry in general, a vital

shot in the arm. We have high hopes

for Co-Star and we think that the

coming months will prove that these

hopes were well founded.”

Co-Star, The Record Acting Game,
will be known as a product of Co-Star

Records (a subsidiary of Roulette

Records, Inc.)

The new line was previewed to the

trade by Roulette executives via a

lavish party held last week at one of

New York’s newest cluls, the Round-

table. Among the Co-Star artists in

attendance were Paulette Goddard, Sir

Cedric Hardwick, Basil Rathbone, Fer-

nando Lamas and Arlene Dahl.

Basil Rathbone demonstrated how
the game was played by acting a role

with his own recording. Comic Jack

E. Leonard had the audience roaring

when he read the script and ad libbed

in hilarious fashion to Tallulah Bank-

head’s recording.

the burlesque artist in manner more inclined to
recitation than actual singing. The songs include
several from such pros as Rodgers-Hart (“The
Heart Is Quicker Than The Eye”); Cole Porter
(“I Sleep Easier Now”) and Leonard Bernstein
(“I Can Cook Too”). Cover carries a “Restricted
From Airplay” notation. Disk generally ap-
proaches sex with taste.

“LOLA FISHER—FROM HERE TO YONDER”
—Cadence CLP 4002 (1-12" LP)

Miss Fisher is the lass who on many occasions
ably subbed for Julie Andrew's in “My Fair Lady,”
and who currently plays Eliza Doolittle in a
“Lady” touring company. The husband-wife song-
writing team, Noel and Gloria Regney, have
provided Miss Fisher with twelve original tunes
that glow' with a melodic Elizabethean-like
charm. The singer captures their pastoral flavor-
ing sweetly and with a keen sense for the folk
song. Archie Bleyer directs the warm ork back-
ing. Appealing vocals for folk-show music traffic.

“DANCE TIME IN PARIS”—Chauncey Gray
And His Orchestra—Judson J 3022 (1-12" LP)

This is Gray’s second effort for Judson (a Gray
package is also available on Judson’s affiliate,

Riverside). The bill consists of fourteen melodies
from France (including Cole Porter’s “C’est
Magnifique”) performed in bright fox-trot ar-
rangements by the crew\ Some of the familiar
items: “Autumn Leaves,” “La Mer,” “April In
Portugal,” “Under Paris Skies.” Expertly fash-
ioned society dance disk.

“BUT NOT FOR ME”—Ahmad Jamal Trio At
The Pershing—Argo LP 628 (1-12" LP)

Sales potential here is enhanced by the r&b
success of the “Music Music Music” side.
The waxing is pianist Jamal’s third Argo pack-
age, an impressive, uptempo-inclined affair cut
at Chicago’s “Pershing Lounge/’ On eight ever-
green items, Jamal, plus a bassist and drummer,
resourcefully romp through “Surrey With The
Fringe On Top,” “Wood’n You,” “But Not For
Me,” and, of course, “Music Music Music.” There
are pauses for mellow' readings of “What’s New',”
and “Moonlight In Vermont.” Also, there’s an
exciting Afro-Cuban bow on the extended “Poin-
ciana.” Fine sound. Disk’s tie-in with the “Muisc
Music Music” single makes this a must dealer
item.

“A JAZZ DATE WITH CHRIS CONNOR”—
Atlantic 1286 (1-12" LP)

Dealers are afforded prime jazz-vocal stock in
this generally lightly swinging package. Well-
equipped with class material (“Everything I’ve
Got,” “I’m Shooting High,” “It Only Happens
When I Dance With You”), and tasteful George
Sharon arrangements, Miss Connor takes her
vocal chores in ever-inventive stride. Personnel
on the date include A1 Cohn, Osie Johnson, Oscar
Pettiford, Eddie Costa and Sam Most, and others.

“COFFEE, CIGARETTES & MEMORIES”—
Jeri Southern—Roulette R-25039 (1-12" LP)
A w'hat-could-have-been attitude comes across

wflth expected expressiveness by the jazz thrush,
w'ho has a long disk history of taking the moody
vocal course. In typical jazz-vocal taste, Miss
Southern recites some of the more literate popu-
lar-art songs (“Yesterdays,” “Spring Will Be A
Little Late This Year,” “I’ll Never Be The
Same”). The Lennie Hayton ork is a sympathetic
companion to the artist. Top-draw'er inventory
for the jazz vocal shelf.

“JAZZ UNDER THE DOME”—The Freddy
Merkle Group—Vik LX-1114 (1-12" LP)
The outfit is a Washington D.C. attraction,

and offers lots of expert jazz selling points on
its Vik debut. Headed by drummer Merkle, the
group, alternating on a five and eleven man basis
goes about its business on a mostly bright swing
band basis. Keyboard artist on the date, Bill
Potts supplied the inventive penmanship on both
the arrangements and the ten numbers. Reward-
ing jazz sessions.

Dot Exec Reports On Europe

HOLLYWOOD—Jim Bailey, Direc-
tor of Administration and Finance
for Dot Records, returned from Eu-
rope last week with first hand news
of record markets abroad, and report-
ed a seemingly prosperous economy
everywhere, particularly in Germany,
where yearly single sales total nearly
50 million, of which about 4 million
are American records.

Bailey stated that the record busi-

ness is just starting in Europe, and
suffers from lack of air exposure.
For example, where the U. S. has
about 5,000 radio disk jockeys, Eng-
land has exactly two on Radio Luxem-
bourg, only British commercial radio
outlet. Further, in England there is

a 65% purchase tax on records, bring-

ing the retail price much higher than

here. Efforts are currently being

made to lower this tax. Even so, the

British are buying millions of rec-

ords per year and Bailey reports that

the English record stores are very

smart, modern shops.

Last year Holland, with a popula-

tion of 11 million people, sold 12 mil-

lion records. Italy sold 20 million,

France about 12 million. An EP al-

bum in France sells for about 800

francs, or l/30th of the average
weekly wage.
Most European cities have only one

television channel, watched with avid

interest, and packing a powerful sales

punch. Following Pat Boone’s ap-

pearance on a Perry Como xshow re-

broadcast in Rome, his record sales

jumped sky-high.

Music, according to Bailey, is still

the greatest form of international

communication, getting through to

people everywhere, and he observed a

decided growth in popularity of Ameri-

can pop music.

Following a detailed study of

Bailey’s European survey, Dot Rec-

ords expected to announce a long-term

company policy in the international

field.

College Band Directors’ Head Urges

Music Educators To Learn Laws

Governing Their Profession

NEW YORK— Frederick Fennell,
President of the College Band Direc-
tors. National Council and member of
the faculty of the Eastman School of
Music, warned the members of the Mu-
sic Publishers Association, at their

63rd Annual Meeting, that until mu-
sic educators understand the United
States laws governing their profes-
sion, copyright infringement will con-
tinue to plague composers and pub-
lishers. “Musicians who have been
swept along in the tremendous growth
of American school band activities

have too often assumed the attitude
that ‘music, like air, is free,’ ” he said,

and added the hope that “certain lead-
ers in the band field will stop looking
with disdain on property rights as
they apply to published music.”
Frank Homeyer, President of the

National Association of Sheet Music
Dealers, who also addressed the sixty
publishers present yesterday at the
Warwick Hotel, recommended the
creation of a joint committee of pub-

lishers and dealers to investigate ways
to improve promotion of sheet music

through better merchandising and
business practices.

WASHINGTON, D. C.—In this day
and age it seems that everyone has
become an expert in economics. Yet,
even those qualified as “experts” are
split on their views on business. Gov-
ernment economic experts’ current
public position is that the downturn
is losing most of its steam and that
conditions will remain essentially at
present until late summer or early
fall, when signs of a pickup can be
expected. They back their views by
citing signs of improvement, with the
steel industry picking up noticeably.
New housing is moving ahead strong-
ly. However, there are top economic
officials of the government who do
not believe plus factors in the econ-
omy come close to outweighing the
minus factors. One top official whose
job is to keep his fingers on the pulse
of the economy told United Press In-
ternational: “I don’t think any person,
however well-informed, can argue
against the fact of future economic
recovery. The question of timing on
the other hand, is quite open to dis-

cussion.” This official believes it may
be mid-September before there will

be conclusive evidence on the end of
the slump.

NEW YORK—Sylvia Porter, colum-
nist for the New York Post, points
out an interesting fact. The Treasury,
she says, will be borrowing and repay-
ing, borrowing and repaying on the
biggest scale ever during the year.
“It means” says Porter, “that the
greatest wave of cash borrowing by
our Treasury since the Korean w^ar,

and the greatest wave of borrowing
ever in peacetime is about to sweep
over our land.” Continuing, she states,

“It means a major spur to business
is in the making—in the form of the
deficit and of the Treasury borrowing
itself. For as the Government sinks
deeply into the red, it will be pouring
billions more into the business stream
than it will be taking out in taxes

—

and this money must stimulate the
economy. The deficit actually will be
the biggest ‘contribution’ the Govern-
ment will be making to business in
the coming months.”

NEW YORK—Sales Management,
a publication, reporting on surveys
made by the Bureau of Advertising,
states emphatically “The summer
sales slump is purely myth.” It was
pointed out that the public buys more
in the average summer month than it

does in the non-summer periods. So,
coinmen, don’t lay down during the
summer months—just go out and
work—the business is there.

CHICAGO—“It’s not as bad as they
say,” admit operators all over the
country in regard to general business
conditions.
Even tho collections are off in most

areas, business on an overall basis con-
tinues in the black, these operators ad-
mit.

The most heartening part of this

whole business problem is the fact that
these operators face the future with
grand confidence.
They believe the entire industry

will progress. This will start with a

very noticeable business pickup this

Fall of ’58, they say.
“I guess we’ve just about hit bottom

as far as collections are concerned,”
state ops.

“But,” they add. “this does not
mean that we are losing money. It

does mean,” they say, “that we aren’t

earning what we used to when our
collections were much higher.

“Then, again,” they admit, “we
didn’t have the labor costs and ex-

penses which we now have.
“We didn’t pay the kind of taxes

we now pay. We didn’t have to switch
as many machines around as we do
these days.”-
The only puzzle in this entire prob-

lem is to learn from the operators just

what they base their collections on at

this time.
It has been found, in some cases,

that operators have their collections

on the high point they enjoyed from
their locations.

This, as businessmen can under-
stand, is a poor method to use at this,

or at any other time, to gauge intake
against outgo.
There are some operators who claim

that, based bn what they did in ’57,

they are doing as well, if not better, at

this time.
“The fact is,” one well-known opera-

tor frankly admits, “that if we were to

base our collections on what we did
in 1957, we are doing better today.

“But,” he adds, “like most others we
like to base ourselves on our best col-

lections.

“Perhaps,” he agrees, “this isn’t ex-

actly good business, but,” he admits,

“it’s a better system than just working
from year to year.
“By that we mean if our collections

aren’t at the highest peak then we
have something to shoot for to bring
them back to that peak, and even
higher, if possible.

“Why should we base ourselves on
a poor year? Let’s look ahead. Let’s

always base ourselves on our best year.

Then we can continue on the theory
that we can beat whatever we for-

merly earned if we use the correct

machines and better business meth-
ods.”

This operator, like the others, is

optimistic over the future of the in-

dustry. He feels that this industry
has only just begun to move “in the
right direction.”
“Take the new machines that are

being produced,” he says. “Years ago
when consoles, one-balls, bells, and
other such equipment were on the
market, who could even dream of buy-
ing machines like we now have?

“Yet,” he explains, “these machines
have proved that they can bring us
just as much and, as far as we are
concerned, with less headaphes.
“The fact remains that the manufac-

turers are gradually pointing us in the
right direction.

They will, eventually, come up with
a new type game. Just as they have
come up with the games of today. This
will open up every location every-
where in the nation to better busi-
ness for all.”

The music operators are of the same
opinion. They point to the new prod-
ucts that are in the market. They
believe that the best features of these
will soon become part and parcel of the
automatic phono business.
“Music is the best,” most of these

men state, “because it has definitely

become the basic backbone of the in-

dustry.”

Independent Belgian Mfr.

Produces Two New Phonos

Bob Rennotte Has British Market

Specifically In Mind

GEMBLOUX, BELGIUM—Independent Belgian manufacturer Bob Ren-

note, has produced two new juke boxes, which will be available in Britain and

other parts of Europe. The modest Belgian manufacturer has designed two

first-rate phonographs with the British market specifically in mind.

Both new machines are 80-selection

ones. One is a revolutionary new wall-

box complete in itself.

In simplicity it has no peer. It fea-

tures: No transformers. No relays.

No rectifiers. No gears. No clutches.

Yet in performance and quality of

reproduction it is reported to be a

good juke box.

It is completely new from top to

bottom. Work began 20 months ago,

and has continued since in very great

secrecy. The prototype was finished

after eight months. Then followed 12

months of exhaustive testing. Bob

was aiming at an ultra-modem ma-

chine at least as simple as his CM30.

Because in Belgium he has to com-

pete with second-hand American juke

boxes at very low cost, he was also

aiming at producing an 80-selection

phonograph at a sensationally low

price.

Here’s a brief, non-technical de-

scription of the CM80 (most of which

applies also to the WB80 wall-box) :

The records are stacked in a hollow

spindle. Moving in that spindle are

jaws which expand to cut the pile of

records at the right place. The pick-

up plays either the side above or the

side below, as required by choice. The

jaws receive their movement from a

small moving platform, to which is

also attached the pick-up arm which,

therefore, moves up and down in con-

junction with the jaws.

The platform is worked by a single,

threaded spindle, which is turned by

a belt and a gearless motor. An axle,

from a ribbon-driven pulley, directs

the searcher, which locates the appro-

priate buffers on the back of a plate,

the front of which is a numbered se-

lector drum. An electric selector but-

ton presses home the correct buffer.

Selection is easy.

The excellent amplifier is a new 15-

watt job, with remote control, and

separate woofer and tweeter speakers

of the very latest design.

The well-lit, modern-styled cabinet

is of formica and steel, in attractive

colours. The strock, steel-mesh grill

is kick-proof. Programming is at eye-

level. National rejectors for any com-

bination of coins are a feature.

“The slogan of the CM80—The sim-

plest of all juke boxes at the best of

all prices—should certainly make the

latest in the Rennotte line big seljers

in Europe,” stated Rennote.

Protest Ordinance Ban-

ning Skill Amuse Games

CHATTANOOGA, TENN.— Frank

Steil, Dixie Amusement Company,
this city, led a group of other amuse-

ment machine operators in protesting

a city ordinance which would pro-

hibit the operation of all types of

amusement machines here. The or-

dinance was passed by the City Com-
mission on the first reading, Tuesday,

June 11.

Speaking only for himself, Steil

declared: “I think we should give

more thought and study to this or-

dinance. It automatically outlaws all

coin machines that are for amuse-

ment. These miniature pool tables

have no gambling feature as such.

What difference is there between them
and. a regular pool table?
“How are these shuffle alleys differ-

ent from a bowling alley ?

Pinball machines were taken out
of Chattanooga in 1954 and were re-

turned in the spring of 1957, after
the passage of a state law legalizing
them.
The present ordinance provided that

“it shall be unlawful for any person,
firm, or corporation to possess, main-
tain, or operate any pinball machine,
miniature pool table, or similar ma-
chine, including all machines operated
by depositing a coin therein, or by
the payment of a coin to the possessor
of such machine for the playing of

a game or engaging in any contest
of chance or skill; provided, the pro-
visions hereof shall not apply to ma-
chines owned and operated exclusively

for the sale of merchandise where
neither the element of chance nor
skill is involved.”

A major Customs inquiry is going on in various parts of the British Isles.

Customs officers, evidently searching for equipment that may have been

smuggled into the country, have swooped on a number of premises and

have questioned some distributors and operators. Some sites are also believed

to have been visited for a check on serial numbers. Whatever the outcome,

operators generally will welcome the end of the inquiry, as it has proved

upsetting for the trade at an important stage of growth. ... At the June

meeting of Britain’s Phonograph Operators’ Association Council a number

of vital matters were discussed. These included depreciation rates (now

being adjusted under a Government Finance Bill); cheaper records, insurance

rates for equipment in bulk, court proceedings over licenses, the listing of

unprofitable sites for the guidance of members; and the dangers inherent

in one company’s alleged policy of selling to sites. Essex multi-operator

Fred Betts was in the chair on this occasion. . . . Ditchburn Equipment, Ltd.,

said to be the largest operating company in the world, has a new slogan.

It is “We Cover The Country,” and in addition to their regional depots at

London (for the South), Tipton (for the~Midlands), Lytham (for the North)

and Glasgow (for Scotland) they reveal that they now have Resident Sales-

Service Representatives in 26 towns in England; six in Scotland; three in

Wales; and one in Belfast. The firm is offering its “Music Maker” 200-

selection model (basically the German “Telematic 200”) at the very reason-

able price of £600 to operators. . . . The sending of American records in

alleged “gift parcels” from a New York dealer, named as David Eskin, to a

Westminster, London record shop, was described by a magistrate as “a

blatant attempt to evade customs duty,” when Douglas Hunter Cox was fined

£50 for “fraudulently evading the prohibition on the importation of thirty-

seven United States records.” Details were given of how part payment was

made to a relative of Mr. Eskin’s in England and of the fact that dollars

were also remitted to America in a way that was not known. . . . Mr. A. S.

Isles to be made a full member of Britain’s Phonograph Operators’ Associa-

tion. In the main, Mr. Soteriades operates a large number of Bal-Ami juke-

boxes.

However, when col-

lections drop off, the" operator has two

alternatives—1) he can sit back, do

nothing—just cry and moan; or 2)

he can start moving and thinking.

Of course, there is the matter of

equitable commission and 10<? play

to make sure the product (music)

isn’t being sold at a loss. Then, and

this is vitally important—complete

cooperation of each location to see

that the equipment gets peak play.

Proper service is another factor, in-

cluding mechanical and sparkling

clean equipment.
But, one of the most important of

all efforts by music operators should

be directed at programming each ma-
chine with the best money making
records. No matter what other moves
a music operator makes, the final re-

sults are determined by the music
the patron selects. The operator has
every assistance in selecting the rec-

ords which will bring in the biggest

collections. The Cash Box’ “Music
Department” is acknowledged the

most accurate, the fastest and the

most complete service ever devised.

Progressive operators have praised
this publication continually for hav-
ing made available lists, reviews and
tips which has resulted in top play
on their music machines. The infor-

mation, therefore, is available—-the
music operator must now put it to

There are, of course, many other

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Demand For Route s Grows
New Blood as Well as Established Op-

erating Firms Reported Seeking to Buy

Going Routes in All Outstanding Oper-

ating Areas. Demand For Routes Hits

High Peak in Some Cities
CHICAGO — Perhaps not since

the days of War II has there been
such a demand for the purchase of
routes almost everywhere in the coun-
try.

Not only are routes being sought
by well established operating firms
but, from reports, it seems that new
men would like to enter into the in-

dustry thru purchase of going routes.
This became most noticeable, it is

reported, in the larger, more outstand-
ing operating areas around the coun-
try.

Many, many other cities, definitely

a cross section of the nation have
been beset by demands for purchases
of going routes.

The fact does remain that, regard-
less of the big, current demand, sales

of entire routes haven’t been any-
where near what was expected.

Distributors, as well as operators,
have let out word among the mem-
bers of the trade that they will buy
routes.

It is interesting that, in some of
the larger and better known operat-
ing centers, complete, going routes
are harder to find for sale than hen’s
teeth.

“I’ve got a dozen new people”, one
well known midwestern distributor
reported, “who are anxious to buy
going rotues.

“Yet”, he says, “I haven’t been
able to dig up a single route now that

I’m able to make offers to those who
told me their collections were off and
business was bad for them.”

Also interesting is the fact that
the routes most wanted are music op-
erations. It seems that both new men
and old line firms want to buy mu-
sic routes.

If the music route also has games
the demand is just as good for its

sale, if not better.

In some cases, some of those de-
siring to purchase going routes, spe-
cify the hope that there are amuse-
ments and music in the operation.

“Where, in former years, we could
sell some new man a number of pho-
nos and games and let him start up
his own route,” a distributor says,
“.today, this same man wants a going-

operating business.
“For a while”, this distributor ex-

plained, “we thought we would be
able to get almost any type operation
the buyer wanted.
“We’ve since learned how wrong

we were. It seems that, regardless
of all the crying, the hardest busi-
ness in the world to buy, even at a
very good price, is a going operating-
business.”
Demand is probably zooming due to

the fact that so few routes have been
put up for sale. Furthermore very
few routes are being offered for sale
in any outstanding operating area
at this time.
