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A&R A Year

Later!

We were thinking the other day that

it’s amazing how the nature of A&R

in the record husiness has changed in

just one short year. A year ago, almost

every firm was set up along standard

lines, with one top A&R man, an assist-

ant or two and a musical director. These

men were usually responsible for the

entire output of the company, cutting

all the sides that were released. In the

past year however that system has un-

dergone drastic changes.

When companies first started buying

masters from independent producers,

almost each sale was headline news in

the trade. Today such procedure is

standard practice. There is no company

in the business which isn’t looking for a

hot master, whereas only a short year

ago, there weren’t too many which woidd

consider buying them. This realiza-

tion that hit records coidd come from

other sources than a company’s A&R

department has led to great revisions

in those departments.

The feeling today is that an A&R

staff shouhl have greater diversification

than it formerly had and that .\&R

duties shonhl be spread over a lai'ger

area in order that all types of records

may get the opportunity to he pro-

duced. The top A&R man is fast be-

coming an administrator rather than

the one who cuts the records.

The necessity for this type of organ-

ization arose through the realization

that many of the hits that were created

through acquiring masters came from

the feelings, thoughts and creativity of

teenagers, who not only bought them

in droves, but also wrote the songs and

performed them on the record. It was

the need to find some way of approach-

ing this large audience and market that

necessitated changes in the A&R set-up

so that these records could have a better

chance to be heard, acquired and mar-

keted.

In terms of the entire record busi-

ness, this broadening of the A&R pic-

ture has not only proved fruitful in

the past year, but promises more for

the future as the record business enters

a new’ period of expansion. For it's an

axiom of any husiness, that changing

conditions require improved proce-

dures. Ami we must always keep in

mind that as the record industry ap-

proaches the half billion dollar mark,

it will of necessity need different proc-

esses than those which worked at the

hundred thousand dollar level.

Mercury Holds “Operation Impact” Meetiuj

^
CHICAGO — Mercury Record Cor-

poration concluded last week its semi-
annual meetings, which it called “Op-
eration Impact.” They were held
simultaneously in New York, Chicago,
and Los Angeles. In this manner the
entire Mercury executive promotional
and sales organizations were able to
attend one of the identical meetings.
President, Irving B. Green presided in
New York; Vice-Presidents Art Tal-
madge

_

and Irwin Steinberg headed
the Chicago seminar, and Vice Presi-
dent Morris Price planed to the West
Coast to moderate the Los Angeles
gathering.
“The meetings' being held the sum-

mer of 1958 are probably the most im-
portant councils in Mercury’s histoiy.”
So spoke the firm’s President, Irving
Green, who went on to elaborate, “The
record industry is on the threshold of
great growth; perhaps to the extent
of doubling its present volume by 1960.
All active participants in the indus-
try must expand their knowledge of
the new product being developed, and
the market places where this product
can be sold.”

With that thought as a keynote, the
outlined format of the meetings in-
cluded such subject matter as The
Future of Single Sales, Returning the
Business to the Retail Dealer, The
Outlook For Monaural LP’s, The Im-
pact of Stereo Disk Product, The
Prospect for Stereophonic Tape, and
the Advent of the Stereo Cartridge,
and Mercury New Economy Priced
Line of LP Merchandise, etc.
Mercury made known its intentions

of several innovations in company
policy that are designed to increase
volume for the firms single product.
Beginning with shipments of July 1st
Mercury will return to its original
5% return plan for all single mer-
chandise. This supercedes the 100%
guarantee which previously existed
“that proved unacceptable because of
its tendency to cause promiscuous
buying which created overstocking and
a waste of time and money for the
retail dealers, distributors, and manu-
facturers.” To ease in the transition,
Mercury will on select occasions offer
a 100%. guarantee to the dealers on a
“sure fire” hit. Meanwhile, all exist-
ing guarantees for merchandise cui-
rently on^ dealer’s and distributor’s
shelves will naturally be honored by
Mercury.

The company also announced a plan
designed to return the business to the
“retail dealer.” Mercury will not sup-
port any special bonus or deals for
one-stop operations. Morris S. Price,
Vice-President in charge of sales ex-
plained, “That we are not trying to
put the one-stops out of business but
rather to see them return to the pur-
pose for which they were originally
created ... a ‘one-stop’, where the
operator can purchase whatever mer-
chandise he might need at a slightly
higher cost to compensate for the
time saving advantage of being able
to purchase everything under one roof.
The move will enhance the earning
power of Mercury’s salesmen.”
The outlook for the Monaural LP

was the. first topic discussed in the
new package category. Mercury re-
cently standardized the suggested list
price of its 12" long playing albums
at $3.98. This encompasses the MG-
20000 (popular), MG-36000 (Emarcy
Jazz) and MG-5()000 (classical) cata-
logs; the latter grouping dropping
from $4.98 in order to provide the Mei-
cury Monaural line of mex-chandise
with consistency in price. Mercury
feels that a market for Monaural LP’s
will continue, and consecjuently Mer-
cury will continue to produce Monaural
LP’s. “However,” Mercury officials
say, “to ease the b'u-den on the retail
dealer of maintaining adequate stock
on all the_ new sound products. Mer-
cury will issue fewer but more selec-
tive LP’s in the future.” In line with
this announcement. Mercury’s July
Monaural release contains only ten
albums with the lead item being Sarah
Vaughan’s performance “After Hours
at the London House.”
The Stereo-Disk was next on the

agenda. Mercury has been recording
dually in both monaural and stei-eo
for many years. Consequently, Mer-
cury has a vast stereo disk catalog.
However, the deteimining factor as to
how quickly these albums will be re-
leased will be the ratio of stereo
I'eproducing equipment that is manu-
factured and sold. Meanwhile, the
firm announces its initial stereo re-
lease which will be shipped to dealers
no later than July 20. The suggested
list price for the 12" Mercury “Hi-Fi
Stereo” Album will be $3.69 to deal-
ers and $5.95 to consumers. Included
in each stero package, which will be.
clearly designated by a colorful strip
across the top of the album bearing
the legend “Mercury Hi-Fi Stereo,”
will be a guide that defines what stereo
is in common terms that will be under-
standable to the neophyte stereo
enthusiasts.

Meanwhile, Mercury will continue
to produce stereophonic tape products
as the demand warrants. Currently,
the firm has a July release on the
market and tentative plans for a
September release of seven popular
and five classical items. An impor-
tant factor that will determine this
September release is how fast the
development of playback equipment
for the new stereo cartridge pro-
gresses. At the meetings Mercury’s
plans for a stereo cai’tridge, magazine-
load tape were discussed. The firm
is prepared to go into cartridge pro-
duction as soon as enough equipment
is produced to saturate the consumer
mai’ket.

The last important item in the meet-
ing was the introduction and an-
nouncement of Mercury’s newly cre-
ated, “Mercury-Wing” line of $1.98
long playing album merchandise. The
new series was designed and devel-
oped to add additional volume for the
retail dealer. The line will be mer-
chandised to the dealer at the sug-
gested list price of $1.23, and will fea-
ture selections by famous name ar-
tists such as — Patti Page, Frankie
Laine, Sai’ah Vaughan, Eddy Howard,
etc. A specially designed prepack
which will consist of .44 pieces of
merchandise divided among the first

twelve releases will be offered to the
dealer at $54.12. Included in the pre-
pack will be the 44 albums, four color
posters and banners and a four color

merchandising display box that v
enhance the sales potential of tl

line. The first twelve albums in t

Roulette Institutes New Salei

Policy Designed To Cut Dowi

On Rack & One-Stop Returnii

NEW YORK — Joe Kolsky, Ex-
ecutive Vice-President of Roulette
Records has formulated a new sales
policy in regard to the sale of records
to one-stops and rack-jobbers. This
policy, which goes into effect im-
mediately is aimed at ending the
growing problem of heavy returns
from rack-jobbers and one-stops to
the distributors and in turn to the
manufacturers. Kolsky has in the
past months been very active in the
drive to have a unified action on the
part of all record companies in seek-
ing a joint solution to the problem.
At the recent M.O.A. Convention, Kol-
sky was among those who sparked
the meeting of the independents which
was held at the Roulette suite at
the Hotel Morrison. Although no con-
crete solution was reached at this
nieeting, Kolsky continued his efforts
in this direction.

The crux of Kolsky’s plan which
has already been announced to all the
Roulette distributors is basically this:
Beginning at once, all Roulette

merchandise sold to rack-jobbers and
one-stops will be sold through the
Roulette distributors at distributor’s
cost at net terms with a 57r return
privilege. This means that the one-
stops and rack-jobbers will now be
able to purchase Roulette Records at
$.46 rather than the usual $.60 less
their volume discount. In turn. Rou-
lette will offer their distributors a
10% discount on their total billing.
To crystalize just hov/ the plan

works, Kolsky cited the following ex-
ample:
“Ever since 100%. guaranteed re-

turns have been stopped, most dis-
tributors are willing to sell to rack-
jobbers and one-stops on the basis
of 10%. return privilege and 10% dis-
count, nl'is a 2% cash discount. This
being the case, let’s take a rack-
jobber or one-stop purchase of 2,000
records of a number. The selling price
is $.54 instead of S.60, or a net profit
of $.08 per record over the cost of
$.46 or $160.00 on this sale. Now, less
the 2% discount of $18.40 brings the
net return to the distributor down to
$141.60. Assuming that the one-stop
or rack-jobber takes advantage of
his 10% return privilege, since the dis-
tributor can only return 5% to the
manufacturer, he now must take back
5%. or an additional 100 records. This
means another $46.00 in merchandise
which now diminishes the distribu-
tors net profit to $94.40.
“Under the new plan Roulette is

initiating, the distributor would on
this sale of 2,000 I'ecords receive a
10% discount which in turn he could
use for the purchase of an additional
200 records which he could sell at the
usual $.60. This would bring his profit
to $120.00 Tack on to this the 2% dis-
count we allow which he is not re-
quired to pass on to the rack or one-
stops and this additional $18.40 gives
the distributor a total net profit on
the sale of $138.40. This then is the
obvious comparison: a profit of $94.40
under the old method of selling or
a profit of $138.40 under the sales plan
v/e have devised.”

Other principal points in the plan
are as follows:

1. The minimum order under this
plan will be 1,000 records per num-
ber. Any sales below this minimum
quantity are to be handled by the
distributor at his discretion. How-
ever, no allowances, discounts, credit
or additional return privileges will
be granted by Roulette on such sales.

2. All billing will be handled by
the distributor. The merchandise sold
will either be on a C.O.D. basis or pay-
able within 30 days depending upon
the rack-jobber’s or one-stop’s credit

standing with the distributor. Thi
of course, will have to be determine
by the distributor.

3. Rack-jobbers will be obligate
to maintain a suggested list prie
on the merchandise sold under th
plan for from 30 to 45 days depene
ing upon the time the record was pui
chased.
For example, Joe Kolsky cites: “]

a rack-jobber purchased our recor
of “Secretly” by Jimmie Rodger
a week or so after its initial release
the distributor would give the rad,
jobber 45 days to maintain his price
However, if this record was pui
chased today, the rack-jobber woul
be given only 30 days.

4. One-stops will be required no
to sell to any other sources other tha
the usual sources he is supposed t
sell to.

5. Roulette will ship all merchan
dise direct to its distributors unles
a request is made to drop-ship di
rect to the one-stop or rack-jobbe
by the distributor.

6. All sales made under this plai
will first be anproved by the sale:
department of Roulette-. Also, an in
voice must be forwarded to substan
tiate the sale.

7. This plan will now eliminab
trans-shipping since everyone will bt
getting the same deal. Also, sinc<
all invoices on sales made will bi
sent to Roulette, the label will hav(
a closer watch and anyone trans-
shipping will jeopardize his positioi
as a Roulette distributor.

Joe Kolsky stated that he know,
many distributors will say, “Fine
but you can’t stop the one-stops fron
selling to other sources or preveni
the rack-jobber from breaking th(
price line he has been asked to main-
tain for 30 or 45 days.” “My answer,’
Joe states, is this: The rack-jobbei
or one-stop who does not comply tc

these terms can only fool the dis-
tributor once. When he is found out
he can be cut off completely.”

Joe went on, “I have discussed
this plan with other manufacturers
and they have already indicated a wil-
lingness to go along with it. This ol
course will make the plan even more
effective. A rack-jobber or one-stop
cannot afford not to comply with the
terms offered and risk losing out on
future hits by these manufacturers.
I have also discussed the merits of
this plan with rack-jobbers and one-
stops and they are anxious to make
the additional profit by buying at
a lower cost. They expressed a will-
ingness to, in turn, accept a 5% re-
turn privilege and no more.”
“From the distributors standpoint,

it means not only a greater profit,
as outlined, but he can now main-
tain and control a 6%% over-all re-
turn privilege.”

Kolsky reported that not only has
Roulette announced this plan to its

distributors, but we have sent an
open letter to all independent record
manufacturers stating our aims and
attaching our distributors’ announce-
ment to the letter.

In concluding, Joe Kolsky remarked,
“As I stated in my letter to all the
record companies, we’ve all discussed
the harrowing problem of voluminous
unwarranted returns from rack-job-
bers and one-stops. Roulette offers
this sales policy idea in good faith
as a means of making our business
a stronger and healthier business. We
believe it to be a sound, workable
nlan and wdth everyone’s cooperation,
it can be a highly successful one.”
Kolsky revealed that four other

important independent record manu-
facturers told him they would go along
with the new idea.

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NO SUMMER SLUMP
Manufacturers Report Production At Peak. Leading

Distributors Find Business Ahead Of ’57. Operator!

Working Harder, Routes Showing Welcome Profit!

CHICAGO—A series of telephone
calls brought forth the welcome news
that, as far as the manufacturers are
concerned

:

“There’s no slump this summer.”
The factories that have already

closed for the summer vacation period
state that they have been working at
full peak production schedules.
Every single piece of equipment

was shipped long before vacation time
began for their employees.

Such factories as Bally Manufac-
turing are not closing down for any
vacation period this year.
“We’re staggering our vacations,”

sales manager Bill O’Donnell reported,
“in view of the fact that we are ab-
solutely jammed with orders and back-
logs are beginning to accumulate for
much of our varied line of equipment.”

Other of the larger manufacturers
have made the very same report.
Some have even advised that they
cannot see any slump ahead.
As one leading manufacturer as-

serted :

“If anything at all we see even
better business ahead for the balance
of the summer season.”

Leading distributors who were con-
tacted report that they, too, have
found their business, on an overall
basis, ahead of what they enjoyed in
’57.

“The fact is,” Joel Stern of World
Wide Distributors, this city, reports:
“We are in the midst of trying to

obtain more machines to fill the orders
we already have and find,” he con-
tinued, “that more orders continue to
pour in so that we are working ahead
trying to keep up with the demand
we are enjoying this summer.”

Other distributors, tho possibly not

as enthusiastic, also report that they
have been made very happy by the
orders which they have already re-
ceived and are receiving each day.

“This,” stated Joe Kline of First
Coin Machine Exchange, this city, “is
an outstanding indication that the op-
erators want new equipment and that
their locations can make the grade.

“Otherwise,” he added, “the opera-
tors definitely wouldn’t be buying-
ahead.!’

Leading operators are frank to ad-
mit that, tho business isn’t as good
as it was in ’56, it’s better than it

was in ’57.

What’s more, there seems to be im-
provement ahead for the months to
come, they believe.
A consolidated report from among

most of the operators would sound
something like:

“Sure our business is off. In some
cases maybe 20% But, on an overall
average, we’re still showing a pretty
good profit.”

The average operator admits to a
profit ranging anywhere from 5% to
20% at this time. He is sufficiently

optimistic to look forward to some
fine summer business.
As one leading operator stated:
“I think that, regardless of the slow

start caused by the cold weather,
we’re going to have a very good sum-
mer season.
“The fact is,” he added, “more peo-

ple are traveling and more people are
taking vacations this year.

“I personally believe,” he com-
mented, “that we operators have very
little to howl about considering all sur-
rounding business factors and the fur-
ther fact that we’re still in the black
in most cases.”

Court Of Appeals, State Of N.Y.

Rules NewYork City Operators

Can Operate Any Number Oi

Type Of Games In One Locatior

For One License Fee

NEW YORK—The operators in the
City of New York can now operate
any number or type of games in one
location, and are required to pay only
one license.

This was the decision of the Court
of Appeals, State of New York, on
Thursday, June 26.

It all started on September 4, 1956,
when an inspector of the Department
of Licenses of the City of New York
issued a summons to James E. Corri-
gan, a tavern owner in Queens. Cor-
rigan had a license, but had two
games on his premises, a pool game
and a shuffle game. Magistrate Lo
Picolo found Corrigan guilty and im-
posed a fine of $10, but suspended the
execution of the sentence on the con-
dition that an appeal be taken.

The law firm of Haskell and Blatt
(Ben Haskell and Teddy Blatt), rep-
resenting Corrigan, took an appeal to

the Appellate Part of the Court of
Special Sessions (3 judges). In June,
1957, this court affirmed the convic-
tion, with one judge dissenting. ' Has-
kell and Blatt then moved for re-
argument and the Court reversed it-

self in November, 1957, rendering the
following decision: “On re-argument,
judgment reversed on the law only,
complaint dismissed and defendant
discharged. The regulation or article
requires clarification. If it is intended
that each machine be separately li-

censed it should so state clearly and
unequivocally. All concur.”

The Corporation Counsel of the City
of New York then applied to Judge
Conway of the Court of Appeals, and
obtained leave to appeal to that Court.

Ben Haskell, representing the De-
fendant-Respondent, James Corrigan,
argued the case on May 2, 1958. He
argued that if the legislative body of
the City of New York intended that
only one machine be operated under
one license, instead of using the term
“any” machine in its license code,
as it did, it would have used the term
“A machine”, or “each” or “every”
machine.

On June 26, 1958, the Court of Ap-
peals of the State of New York, (7
judges), rendered a unanimous de-
cision, ruling in the favor of the lo-

cation owner.

As the law stands today, only one
license is required regardless of the
number or type of games in a location.

How Much Can An Average In-

crease Of $2 Per Week Mean

To The Average Operator?

CHICAGO—How much can an in-

crease of $2.50 per week mean to an

operator ?

In the case of one small town op-

erator it has brought him to the most
profitable business era he has yet

enjoyed.

This operator has a route of 120

machines. He worked his way up to

$5 per week front money per machine.

“I won’t operate in any spot where

I can’t get at least that much to cover

my overhead expense. And, believe me,

this is only part of my weekly expense

I should be getting,” he reported.

After reading an editorial in The

Cash Box, pointing out that the low-

est overhead expense cost for the

average operator was approximately

$7.50, this operator made a check and

found that this was true.

“In fact,” he says, “it was lower

than what I found my expense to be

what with new records, parts and sup-

plies of all kinds, it’s much more than

$7.50 per week.

“Yet,” he adds, “on an overall aver-

age a small town operator like myself

can get along on $7.50 per week front

money guarantee from each location.

He was able to put into effect, by

good salesmanship and convincing

arguments, an increase to $7.50 per

week from $5 per week front money

guarantee in 75 of his 120 locations.

This meant an additional $87.50 per

week to him. A total of $4,550 per

year extra income. An overall in-

crease of 7.2% over his former intake.

This also meant to him, personally,

more than half the salary he draws

from his business each week.

He averages $10 per week per ma-
chine on an overall basis over a pe-

riod of a year. This, he believes,

would probably be double in any big

city. But, he explains, in his small

town this is tops.

“After all,” he advises, “we really

have one big day. That’s Saturday.

From about noontime until late Sat-

urday night.”

He is still forging ahead. He's now
working hard to get as many more of

his locations on a $7.50 per week
front money guarantee as he possibly

can.
He feels that, eventually, 95 of his

120 spots will be on this new guar-

antee.

He also reports that he features

straight 10c. play on his games and

10c. 3 25c. play on his phonos.

“I’ll never change from this play

system,” he reports, “because,” he ad-

vises, “rather than do that. I’d go out

of business.

“No operator,” he feels,” “can do

it today on nickel play.”

Even tho he is in an area that has

been hard hit by the recession, he re-

ports that he is progressing.

He optimistically looks forth to the

fall season of ’58 for a big business

pickup all around.

CHICAGO—One of the most serious

problems facing this, and almost every

other industry in the nation, is the

vital need for a more realistic, more

equitable depreciation schedule.

It has become a fact that, due to

constant, creeping inflation, and based

on the Consumer Price Index, any

machine four years old will require

107% of its original cost for replace-

ment.
Similarly, as has been noted by

outstanding Certified Public Account-

ants, a machine 6 years old requiies

108%, 8 years old 119%, 12 years old

147%, and so forth down the line.

It is, therefore, a problem for all

concerned, to reach a more realistic

depreciation schedule. Either that or

find their firms are using tax-paid

dollars, which they declared as

“profits,” to replace capital invest-

ment merchandise. Thereby, in many
cases, show a “loss” instead of a

“profit.” A loss that can, in some in-

stances, push firms up against serious

financial problems.
In short, the operator who read the

editorial that was published here in

the January 28, 1958 issue, page 53,

realizes that the phonograph he pur-

chased in 1954 will cost him 30.7%

more to repurchase for his route in

1958.
In short, the man who purchased a

phono in 1954 and completely depre-

ciated this phono in four years, on the

suggested depreciation schedule of-

fered by this publication many years

ago, 40% the first year, 30% the sec-

ond year, 20% the third year and 10%
the fourth and final year, finds that,

to replace this phono on his route, he

has to dig into his pocket (his profits)

and pull out 30.7% more tax-paid dol-

lars for such replacement.

In short, even tho he completely

depreciated his phono 100% on the

best prescribed method, he was still

short 30.7% of actual cost due to con-

stant, creeping inflationary factors

which have continued to push down
the value of the dollar while pushing-

up all costs. (According to the Na-
tional City Bank of New York in a

chart it issued, American money con-

tinues to depreciate at the rate of

2.2% each and every year.)

There is no doubt that it will be a

hard, long and rugged struggle to

convince taxmen that there must, to-

day, come into being a more realistic

depreciation schedule in keeping with

this nation’s lowering monetary trend

as well as its continued inflationary

economics.
Some method must be devised

whereby the average operator can ar-

range for a “reserve” to be set up,

in keeping with inflation, so that he

can replace depreciated equipment at

the inflated cost four years from to-

day, compared to what he paid for

this capital investment equipment in

1958.
Even four years from today, ac-

cording to outstanding accountants,

the cost of any new capital invest-

ment merchandise that will have to

be replaced will, at its very lowest

ebb, be better than 107% above to-

day’s cost.

In short, even in the durable goods

field, 7% must be added on to the al-

ready depreciated 100% to keep from
putting tax-paid dollars into the re-

purchase of new machines.

In this industry costs are going up

at a much higher rate. Those who pur-

chased automatic phonos in 1954 at a

list price of $895 are now paying $1.-

295 to replace these phonos in 1958.

This means that, even tho they have

written off this 1954 phono 100% over

the past four years, they have had to

add on $400 of what they tho’t was
“profit” to buy the same ca_pital in-

vestment merchandise, or 30.7% more

than what they originally paid.

It is un to the members of the in-

dustry to find the solution between

actual profit and inflated costs which

kill profits and force payment for the

same capital investment merchandise

in what was tho’t to be profit thru

tax-paid money.

Now that the London bus strike is over and the public is beginning (if
slowly) to get back to their old habits, one group of operators is really

They are the unfortunate showmen at London’s vast pleasure park,
the Battersea Festival Gardens. This is primarily a park served by buses.
The nearest Underground Tube station is more than half-a-mile away. A
majority of the visitors use the buses which pass the gardens on several
sides. As a result of the strike, operators and showmen at Battersea estimate
that their business on last year is down by 55 per cent. They are now
using every device of publicity to make the public resume their fair-going
habits on a greater scale than ever for the rest of the season. But the coin
and ride men are very depressed. One of them told us this week: “This
ceitainly means that I will not now be able to afford to go to next year’s
International Convention of the Variety Club at Las Vegas,” (where leading
British showman Bill Butlin, as Chief Barker of Tent 36, will be leading
a group of British show delegates. . . . About a year ago Music Hire Ltd. of
Domestic Street, Leeds, installed a juke box in Wakefield Y.M.C.A. Yorks
In the branch’s annual report, just published, the Secretary, H. Parr, pays

success. He reports that operating on 3rd. (and five for a
shilling) it took £21 in an experimental period of less than three weeks!
Jiving is allowed, and rock records are a feature of the box. In the past
yeai membership of the branch has jumped from 130 to 320, and an official
has openly stated that the juke box is responsible for many of the new-
comers. In his report, Parr says that the attraction of juke boxes may
sometimes lead young people into undesirable places, but “the Y.M.C.A. juke
box has been of great service to Wakefield, by attracting members we could
not have contacted otherwise.

It may not have occurred to him that a breach of the law
was being committed under his nose, and that his plain duty as first citizen
wqs to^ call a policeman! Commented a representative of the A.C.A.:
“Politicians and the Church seem to get away with this, and it is only the
poor amusement caterer who stands to get it in the neck”.
