For it was Susan who inspired Robin to write one of

the nation’s top hits, “Susie Darlin’ Dot records picked up the master because of the

strong reaction it was getting in Hawaii and it proved to have equal strength in the

United States.
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The time is now approaching for

the annual WSM Country Disk

Jockey Festival. When this meeting

first started several years ago, it was

regarded as an ideal way in which to

meet the people responsible for the

Country music which this nation en-

joyed. And the importance of the

Festival grew each year. However

in the last couple of years, there

have heen many complaints on the

part of those coming back from

Nashville that this meeting has been

losing momentum rather than gain-

ing it, and since these reports have

become more and more insistent, we

think WSM officials should take

heed, see whether there is really

merit in the complaints, and if so,

do something about it, for it would

be a shame if this wonderful oppor-

tunity to get together in Nashville

should slowly fade away.

Perhaps a good first step would

be to call an industry-wide confer-

ence prior to the convention to en-

gage in some detailed discussion

about what those attending would

like to see accomplished and how it

can best be done. Such information

unfortunately cannot be had piece-

meal by phone conversations, let-

ters, etc. It takes a meeting at which

every segment of the industry can

be represented, and we feel such a

meeting should immediately be ar-

ranged by WSM,

It’s not necessary to point out ex-

amples, but the difference in atti-

tude of those who attended the Storz

stations meeting in Kansas City and

those who attended the Nashville

meeting last year is marked. The

Kansas City convention was organ-

ized down to the last detail. There

were daily seminars which were at-

tended by almost everyone present

and the discussions were pertinent.

Parties and conferences were ar-

ranged timewise so that they could

all be attended and the whole affair

had an air of organization.

We hope that WSM officials will

lake this friendly advice in the man-

ner in which it is intended. We
would like to see the annual Coun-

try Disk Jockey Festival not only

continue but grow even greater in

importance. And this it can do. But

it will happen only if something can

be done to meet the criticism which

has come out of these meetings for

the last couple of years.

Capitol-EMI Issues

Ten New Classicals

HOLLYWOOD — Like the first is-

sues of Capitol-EMI albums last
month, the September 10 album re-
lease consists entirely of recordings
from European sources, which have
not been available in this country be-
fore.

A Delius album of seven selections
by Beecham, which brings Sir Thom-
as’ performance of “Brigg Fair” to

LP, also includes the first LP record-
ings of the intermezzo from “Feni-
more and Gerda”, and an early, less-

well-known composition of the Eng-
lish composer, “Sleigh Ride”.

Another album presents Mstislav
Rostropovich in a performance of Pro-
kofiev’s last major work, the Sinfonia
Concertante, Op. 125 for ’cello and
orchestra.

A brand new three-record album of
Verdi’s “Simon Boccanegra” with an
Italian-English libretto, brings to-

gether Tito Gobbi, Victoria de Los
Angeles, Giuseppe Campora and Bor-
is Christoff, as Amelia, Gabriele and
Jacopo respectively. 'The orchestra
and chorus of the Rome Opera House
is conducted by Gabriele Santini.

, A wide variety of music is pre-
sented in the remaining seven albums
of the^ September release.

Yehudi Menuhin collaborates with
his brother-in-law, Louis Kentner, in

performances of Mozart Sonatas in

B Flat Major, K. 454 and A Major
K. 526.

In another disk Anthony Collins
conducts the Royal Philharmonic Or-
chestra in early masterpieces of Si-

belius, featuring Karelia and En
Saga. A second Sibelius album pre-
sents Sir Malcolm Sargent in a
performance of the composer’s Second
Symphony. Sir Malcolm Sargent was
also featured in Sibelius’ First on the
initial Capitol-EMI release last month.

Anatole Fistoulari directs The Phil-

harmonia Orchestra in performances
of Tchaikowsky’s rarely recorded
“The Tempest” and Glazounov’s
“Stenka Razin,” while Rudolf Kempe
conducts the Berlin Philharmonic Or-
chestra in an interpretation of Schu-
mann’s “Spring” Symphony No. 1.

The release is completed in “Pic-
tures at an Exhibition” and “Bo-
lero” by Sir Eugene Goossens and The
Royal Philharmonic Orchestra, and
Prokofiev’s “Classical Symphony,”
coupled with Shostakovich’s First
Symphony by Efrem Kurtz and the
Philharmonia Orchestra.

Promotion and advertising for the
10-package Capitol-EMI album re-

lease for September includes a full-

color, die-cut window or counter dis-

play card on Verdi’s “Simon Boc-
canegra”, a full-color Sir Thomas
Beecham display, a new six-page re-

lease supplement spotlighting both
the August and September new re-

leases on Capitol-EMI, and striking
full-page advertisements in national
consumer publications.

Orbit Signs Newcomers

NEW YORK—Orbit Records con-
tinues its expansion program with the
pacting of two new vocalists, Jack
Owens, singer - songwriter - publisher, -

and South African thrush Maggi
Woodward, it was announced last week
by label prexy Richard Vaughn.

Colpix Readies Debut
NEW YORK—Colpix Records, the

new division of Columbia Pictures
Corporation, revealed its general
policy and initial releases last week
as it prepared to make its debut in

the music industry on Wednesday,
October 1st.

In the announcement from general
manager Jonie Taps and director of
operations Paul J. Wexler, Colpix
pledged a program of controlled re-

leases, each hand-tailored for specific

consumer targets and backed by
strong pre-planned promotion and
merchandising.

Revealing that its initial release
schedule will contain four long-play-
ing albums and one single record,

Colpix said that it would continue
to issue few but highly specialized

and marketable items. The new label’s

top executives added that while only
11 albums were planned for release

in the remaining three months of the
year, they pointed out that “dealers
could expect as large a volume from
these specialized 11 as they might
realize from three times as many
items of the type usually found on a
heavy release schedule.”
Taps and Wexler added that this

controlled release policy has received
enthusiastic response from dealers
and distributors with whom the pro-
gram has been discussed.
Pominent on the initial release list

is an album of the actual recording
made aboard the atomic submarine
Nautilus on its historic cruise under
the North Pole. Dressed in a spe-

cial 12-page commemorative package,
“The Nautilus” contains the voices
and sounds of Commander William
Anderson and the officers and crew
as they performed one of the most
heralded feats in modern times. A
special promotion program is being
readied for this October 15th release.

It is being planned to capitalize on
the continuing tremendous public

interest in the Nautilus and Ander-
son, including major stories in all

media and coverage by major tele-

vision programs. The idea for the
commemorative album was conceived
by Herb Shriner.
Leading off the release on Oct. 1st

will be “Benny Fields and His Min-
strel Men,” starring Jack Benny,
George Burns, Milton Berle and Phil

Silvers. In the minstrel show format
and featuring such top names in show
business, the album will be intro-

duced by Ed Sullivan on his network
TV show and later will be featured
by the album’s stars on their own
video stanzas. The album also will be
made available soon in stereo.

Mercury “5 For 1
” Plan Ends Sept. 30th

CHICAGO—Mercury Record Cor-
poration’s “5 for 1” Merchandising
Plan will definitely terminate on Sep-
tember 30th, despite rumors that the
Plan might be extended for a second
time. Previously, demand at the re-
tail dealer level had prompted Mer-
cury to extend the special savings for
another fifteen days beyond the ori-

ginally stated closing date of Sep-
tember 15th.

Irwin Steinberg, Mercury’s Vice-
President and Treasurer was elated
over the reception afforded this Mer-
cury merchandising plan and he elab-
orated by noting that, “The ‘5 for 1’

Plan has set off a powerful, three-fold
chain reaction for Mercury as well as
the Record Industry in general.
Firstly, the Plan proved a tremendous
‘relief valve’ to the retail dealer. It

enabled him to clear his shelves of
obsolete merchandise at an especially
crucial period in Mr. Dealer’s history,

what with the great abundance of
new product, both monaural and ste-

reo now being produced. Secondly, it

provided conclusive evidence that the
monaural market, rather than being
in a state of tottering existence, is

in reality possessed of great depth
and vitality and stronger than at any
of its previously high periods. And
thirdly, the Plan trebled the total

volume of Mercury’s normal $3.98
monaural long play business.”

Significant also “was the extremely
low percentage” of dealers who in-

voked the stereo clause of the ‘5 for 1’

Plan. This innovation provided an
opportunity for the dealer to ex-
change any monaural long play pur-
chases for a similar stereo counter-

part. Suprisingly, the majority of

the dealers seem to prefer the more
stable sales that the monaural prod-

uct provides.”

“FRANK SINATRA SINGS FOR ONLY
THE LONELY”—Orchestra Conducted By
Nelson Riddle—Capitol W 1053 (1-12" LP)

This is Sinatra’s bluest Capitol effort to
date, and is, of course, a sure-thing for the
charts. As for Sinatra in a blues mood, the
songster is confronted with some of the
most feeling-sorry-for-yourself ballads ever
written (“Spring Is Here”, “What’s New”,
“Willow Weep For Me”, “One For My
Baby”), and his response to them is emo-
tional vocal mastery. Sinatra’s able Cap-
itol partner. Nelson Riddle, has created
arrangements that delve beneath the mel-
ody.

“JULIE IS HER NAME”— (Vol. 2)—Julie
London—Liberty LRP 3100 (1-12" LP)
Five successful Julie London LP’s have

Before sailing, Presley came
off the vessel at 10 AM to attend a
press conference which was held in
the Press Room on Pier 4, and con-
ducted by the Public Information Of-
fice of the Brookl3Tn Army Terminal.

Presley, who entered the Army on
March 24, was one of some 9,400
young soldiers being trained by the
2nd Armored (Iron Deuce) Division
at Fort Hood,Texas, for duty with
the 3rd Armored Division in Ger-
many. Though trained as a tank crew-
man, Presley will be transferred to
Germany as a light truck driver.

“Music Man” and in the other he ba-
tons the Hampshire Philharmonic
Symphony Orchestra in “Carmen
Suite” and Ravel’s “Bolero.”

by Don Miguel Valencia, “The Twen-
ties Roar Back” by “The Peephole
Eight,” “Gigi” by Warren Vincent
conducting the Royal Farnsworth
“Pops” Orchestra and vocals by Helen
Halpin and Jack Searle, and “Invita-
tion To Dance” by A1 Donahue and
his Society Orchestra.

Leslie revealed that he has been
working on producing stereophonic
sound at this price for over a year
before deciding on the “authentipho-
nic” stereo process he now employs.
Dr. Harlow White, who had much to
do with independent impulse stereo
record cutting in 1936, acted as con-
sultant in the development of “au-
thentiphonic” and Dr. George Poisse-
homme is stereo supervisor. Leslie
emphasized that Stereo-Spectrum is
not compatible.

All of the packages contain a free
record cloth in a plastic container.
The albums are in a swing-open,
double-cover design with the LP in-
serted in an inside jacket.

Stereo-Spectrum joins the $1.49 De-
sign LP label and the Cricket chil-

dren’s records as the third disk sub-
sidiary of the Pickwick Sales Cor-
poration.

Cover Suit
HOLLYWOOD— For the second

time in less than two months, Capitol
Records has filed suit against an al-

bum producer for duplicating one of
its original album covers—this time
it’s the best-seller original cast album
of “The Music Man.”

Capitol has filed suit in the New
York State Supreme Court, which has
granted the label a temporary re-
straining order against Remington
Records, Inc., Plymouth Records
Corp., Masterseal Records, Inc., Mas-
terseal Sound Laboratories, Paris In-
ternational, Inc., Webster Record
Corp., and Donald H. and Wally Ga-
bor, individually, and doing business
as Continental Distributing Co., who
Capitol names as defendants in the
production, manufacturing and dis-

tribution of the $1.49 Remington Rec-
ords album of “Music from the Origi-
nal Broadway Score, ‘The Music
Man.’ ” Capitol contends the Reming-
ton album cover is almost an exact
duplicate of Capitol’s original and ex-
clusive Broadway cast album of “The
Music Man,” which usually retails for

$5.98.

Pending the hearing on t'ne tempo
rary injunction. Judge Saul S. Streir,

Justice of the Supreme Court of New
York, ordered that no sales, idvcrtis-
ing or promotion of the Remington al-

bum of “The Music Man” be m.ade by
the defendants. In addition to seeking
a permanent injunction against the
defendants, CRI also asked the Court
to grant damages in the foi-m of an
accounting of the profits of each of the
defendants on the sales of the dis-

puted album.
Capitol’s suit aUeges that the cover

of the Remington album is so identi-
cal to the original Capitol cover in

design, color, typography, and place-
ment of copy and art that it leads
record buyers to believe that the Rem-
ington album contains performances
by the original Broadway cast where-
as Capitol has the only original Broad-
way cast recording of the .stage pro-
duction “The Music Man.”
Capitol disclosed that Meredith Will-

son, the writer and composer of
“The Music Man,” and The Music
Man Company, producers of the mu-
sical, are joining it as plaintiffs.

second quarter of 1958 (April, May
and June) exceeded those of the first

quarter. The second quarter showed

a gain of approximately $600,000. In

this second quarter the total value of

machines shipped was $5,751,750

—

compared with $5,144,565 for the first

quarter. The increase was made pos-

sible by the sale of music machines,

which saw some 1,430 more machines

exported, totaling more than a million

dollars. With vending machine ex-

ports also showing an increase, the

only drop off was in amusement ma-
chines. This decrease in export of

amusement machines is easily ex-

plained. It can be seen, from news
reports in The Cash Box that Euro-

pean countries are using more amuse-
ment machines than ever before, but

exports from United States, on new
games, had of necessity to show a de-

cline because of the erection of a man-
ufacturing outlet in Ireland to supply

European countries. Certain coun-

tries still have import restrictions,

which, if lifted (and they could be at

any time) would create a demand for

all types of machines from the United

States.

In breaking down and analyzing the

various types of equipment—phono-

graphs, amusement machines and
vending machines, we find:

1) Phonographs: Exporters thru-

out the world bought 4,684 music
machines, valued at $3,467,040 in the

months of April, May and June, which

was over a million dollars more than

the months of January, February and
March. 1,430 more music machines
were exported during this quarter

than the previous one. Every area

thruout the world bought more pho-

nographs than they did in the first

quarter. South America almost dou-

bled its dollars spent, with Venezuela
the big buyer. As usual, Europe

bought the most machines, with West
Germany leading—spending $733,014

for 1,064 machines. Second biggest

buyer on the Continent was Belgium,

buying 862 machines, valued at $631,-

119. Switzerland, Italy, the Nether-

lands and Austria were extremely

active this quarter.

2) Amusement Machines: Ship-

ments from the United States to for-

eign countries dropped somewhat in

the second quarter from that of the

first quarter, when a record sales

figure was recorded. Games shipped

this second quarter amounted to 7,-

385 machines, valued at $1,667,176.

As mentioned in the general analysis,

this reduction of sales is attributed

to the new machines being manufac-
tured in Ireland under U. S. agree-

ment with two leading American fac-

tories. As is usually the case, Eu-
rope was the biggest buyer, importing
4,663 machines, valued at $1,164,316.
The largest buying country was Italy,

who bought 1,154 machines, valued at
$346,541. Belgium, which ranked
second in money spent, $311,575,
bought many more machines, 1,830.

Canada showed a good sized gain
compared with the first quarter pur-
chases, taking in 1,028 machines,
valued at $222,178. Third largest
importer of amusement machines was
Cuba, buying 1,082 machines, valued
at $122,476. Altho the volume isn’t

comparable to the above, it is inter-
esting to note that Venezuela, So.
America, was the most active im-
porter in that area, buying 223 ma-
chines, valued at $79,160.

3) Vending Machines: In this divi-

sion, exporters shipped equipment
during the second period totaling
$617,534, quite a nice increase over
the first period total of $471,064.
Canada led in money expended, buy-
ing 3,474 machines, valued at $440,-
214. The Continent of Europe led

as a buyer of number of machines,
but its expenditures didn’t match that
of Canada, these countries evidently
buying less expensive equipment. In
Europe, Belgium led the other coun-
tries, with Sweden next. Once again,
it’s interesting to note that Venezuela
bought 80 machines, valued at $13,-
636.

Los Fonografos figuran en primer

lugar en las Exportaciones, Regis-

trando un Aumento de Medio Milldn

de Dblares sobre las del primer Tri-

mestre de 1958.

Como era de esperarse, durante
el segundo trimestre de 1958 (abril,

mayo y junio), las exportaciones
efectuadas por los fabricantes de
maquinas accionades por monedas,
en los Estados Unidos, a sus clientes

en todas partes del mundo, fueron
mayores que las del primer trimestre.
El segundo trimestre registro un-
aumento de mas o menos $600,000
en las ventas. En este segundo
trimestre, el importe total de las

maquinas despachadas fue de $5,751.-

750, en comparacion con $5,144,565
en el primer trimestre. Dicho au-
mento fue posible mediante la venta
de maquinas musicales, de las cuales
se exportaron alrededor de 1.430 mas
por un total en exceso de un millon
de dolares. Como las exportaciones
de maquinas expendedoras acusaron
tambien un aumento, la unica reduc-
cion ocurrio en las maquinas para
fines de diversion en las exporta-
ciones de esta clase de maquinas se

explica facilmente. Segiin podra
verse en las noticias publicadas en
The Cash Box, los paises europero
las exportaciones de nuevos juegos
de los Estados Unidos tenian que
reducirse necesariamente a causa del

establecimento de una fabrica en
Irlanda para abastecer a las na-
ciones europeas. Sin embargo, al-

gunos paises tienen todavia restric-

ciones para la importacion que, de
suprimirse (lo cual puede suceder en
cualquier momento), creaiua una de-
manda de toda clase de maquinas
de los Estados Unidos.

Fonografos: Los exportadores
de todo el mundo compraron 4.684
maquinas musicales, por valor de
$3,467,040, durante los meses de abril,

mayo y junio, lo cual representa mas
de un millon de dolares sobre los

meses de enero, febiero y marzo.
Durante este trimestre se exportaron
1.430 mas maquinas musicales que en
el anterior. En todas partes del
mundo se importaron mas fonografos
que en el primer trimestx’e. El total
en dolares importado por la America

del Sur fue casi dos veces mayor,
siendo Venezuela el pricipal cliente.
Como de costumbre, Europa importo
la mayor parte de las maquinas con
Alemania a la cabeza, invirtiendo
un total de $733,014 en la compra de
1.064 maquinas. En segundo lugar,
en el Continente, figuro Belgica, cuya
nacion compro 862 maquinas por
valor de $631,119. Tanto Suiza como
Italia, Holanda y Austria hicieron
tambien buenas importaciones.

2) Maquinas de Diversion: Las ex-
portaciones de los Estados Unidos a
paises extranjeros fueron algo men-
ores en el segundo trimestre que las
del primero, en que se llego a una
cifra sin precedentes. En este segundo
trimestre se exportaron 7.385 ma-
quinas por valor de $1,667,176. Segiin
ya se ha mencionado en el analisis
general, esta reduccion de las ventas
se atribuye a que se estan facricando
nuevas maquinas en Irlanda bajo un
acuerdo celebrado entre el gobierno
de los Estados Unidos y dos de las
principales fabricas de este pais.

de machines a musique, dont il a ete
exporte approximativement 1.430 ma-
chines de plus representant plus d’un
million de dollars.

Cette diminution des exportations de
machines d’amusement est facile a
expliquer.

jeux neufs devaient fatalement ac-
cuser une diminution par suite de
I’etablissement d’une organisation
manufacturiere en Irlande pour ap-
provisionner en machines les pays
europeens. Certains pays ont toujours
des restrictions a I’importation qui, si

elles etaient supprimees (ce qui peut
arriver d’un moment a I’autre), se
traduiraient par une demande interes-
sante en tons genres de machines en
provenance des Etats-Unis.
En divisant et analysant les divers

types de machines par groupes —
phonographs, machines damusement
et distributeurs automatiques, nous
constatons ce qui suit:

1)

Phonographes: Les importateurs
du monde entier ont achete 4.684 ma-
chines a musique, representant une
valeur totale de $3,467,040, au cours
des mois davril, mai et juin, soit un
progres de plus dun million de dollars
sur les mois de janvier, fevrier et
mars. Il a ete exporte 1.430 machines
a musique de plus pendant ce trimes-
tre que pendant le trimestre prece-
dent. Tons les pays du monde ont
achete davantage de phonographes au
cours de cette periode que durant le

trimestre anterieur. L’Amerique du
Sud a pres de double la valeur de ses

achats, et le Venezuela a ete le princi-
pal acheteur. Comme toujours, I’Eu-
rope a achete le plus grand nombre de
machines, I’Allemagne Occidentale
etant au premier rang — s’etant in-

scripte pour un total de 1.064 ma-
chines d’une valeur globale de $733.-
014. Au deuxieme rang est la Belgique
qui a achete un total de 862 machines
representant une valeur de $631,119.
La Suisse, I’ltalie, la Hollande et
I’Autriche ont ete extremement ac-
tives dans ce domaine au cours de ce
trimestre.

2) Machines d’amusement: Les
ventes des Etats-Unis en ces ma-
chines a destination de I’etranger ont
accuse un leger ralentissement pend-
ant le deuxieme trimestre par rapport
au premier trimestre ou ces ventes
avaient atteint un chiffre record. Au
cours du deuxieme trimestre, il a ete
exporte un total de 7.385 machines
dune valeur globale de $1,667,176.
Ainsi qu’il a ete mentionne dans
I’analyse generale, cette reduction des
ventes doit etre attribuee au fait qu’il

est maintenant fabrique des machines
neuves en Irlande en vertu d’un accord
americain conclu avec les deux prin-
cipaux fabricants des Etats-Unis.
Comme on le constate dans la plupart
des cas, I’Europe a ete le principal
acheteur, ayant importe un total de
4.663 machines representant une val-

eur de $1,164,316. Le plus important
pays acheteur a ete I’ltalie, qui a im-
porte 1.154 machines d’une valeur de
$346,541. Le Belgique, qui s’est in-

scrite au deuxieme rang avec une
valeur totale de $311,575, a achete un
nombre sensiblement plus important
de machines, a savoir 1.830. Le Ca-
nada a accuse un progres tres appre-
ciable sur les achats du premier tri-

mestre, ayant importe un total de
1.028 machines, estimees a $222,178.
Au troisieme rang dans I’importation
des machines damusement, Cuba a
achete 1.082 machines representant
une valeur totale de $122,476. Bien
que les chiffres dimportation du Vene-
zuela ne soient pas comparables aux
chiffres des pays ci-dessus, il est in-

teressant de noter que ce pays a ete
le principal importateur d’Amerique
du Sud en ce domaine, ayant achete
un total de 223 machines estimees a
une valeur de $79,160.

“Italians Are Flipping Over

‘Flippers’” Reports Chicago

Newsman From Rome

CHICAGO — “Italians are flipping

over ‘flippers’ ”; writes John J. Cas-
serly, feature writer in a story he
sent in specially from Rome to Tne
Chicago American, local newspaper.

“That’s their name for pmball
machines, which have become a na-
tional craze,” he writes.
“The ‘flipper’ is big business today

from the Alps to Sicily. During the
past two years, more than 26,000
pinball machines have appeared every-
where from island hamlets to elite ho-
tels. It is estimated that the levers
pulled in more than $21,000,000 last
year. All are controlled by two Italian
firms.
“A single story on the pinballs show

their social standing. A well-known
Italian Duchess alights from her
chauffeur-driven car at precisely the
same hour each evening in Rome. She
unobtrusively enters a fashionable
coffee bar where the owner reserves
the ‘flipper’ for a full hour of her en-
tertainment.
“A Milan industrialist confided to

a social columnist that he relaxes by
‘flipping’. However, the story didn’t

raise too many eyebrows. Many were
busy ‘flipping’ themselves.
“There are an estimated 4,000 pin-

ball machines in Milan and well over
2,000 in Rome. The country ‘bars’ are
buying them like calypso records.
“One cafe at the sea resort of Ri-

mini reported its pinballer rolled up
$500 in one 12-hour period.”

(Editorial note: There is more to
this report, but our readers can get
the idea. Like most news stories on
amusement machines, this report
could be loaded with inaccuracies, such
as the statement in the last para-
graph where the Rimini location is

purportedly to have taken in $500 in
a 12-hour period. Let’s say that it

only takes one minute to play a game
(which, as is known, is cutting it

away down). In a 12-hour period,
there are 720 minutes. If the machine
was played continuously, to take in

$500, it would cost the player about
70^ (U.S. money) to play a game.
Unfortunately, too many news stor-
ies appear in print that are not
checked for accuracy or fact by the
writers.)

In Addition to Manufacturing in Eng-

land and France, Firm Will Shortly

Manufacture in Spain Under License

LONDON, ENGLAND—Automat-
ic Musical Instruments Ltd. of Ilford,

Essex, the firm that manufactures
Ami equi,jment under license in Brit-
ain and France, held its third private
conference of distributors in London
on September 22. There was a full

attendance of distributors for the
first time, and it was the first sucti

meeting to be attended by sub-dis-
tributors.

There was great interest, and no
criticism, when Cecil Jones explained
the reasons for the break with Messrs.
Huffier and Walker. The Ami GB Ltd.
managing director went on to outline

the arrangements that had been made
for covering the various territories

to be vacated by this firm from the

end of the month, as far as Bal-Ami
equipment is concerned. In introduc-

ing sub-distributors A. E. Perrett of

South Wales and Messrs. Winser and
Needs as new sub-directors, he men-
tioned that they were welcome addi-

tions, and said that Perrett had been
in the business for 25 years and was
established with respect in South
Wales. Also, Needs’ father had been
one of the first purchasers of Bal-

Ami equipment when the firm was
first formed.

Jones went on to say that he had
every confidence in all the distribu-

tors, and felt that they were now a

most excellent family organization.

He explained the reasons for the for-

mation of the new company. Phono-
graphic Equipment (1958) Ltd., which
is taking over the vacant territories

from October, and revealed that the

new premises that had been taken

by this company in the Huffier and
Walker territory are at Coulsden, in

the Croyden area of Surrey. He
thought that London operators would
welcome the fast approach down the

Brighton Hoad to Coulsden, which
stands in beautiful country, and
South Coast operators would invari-

ably drop in at the new premises on
their way up to town. There would
be a special onenins: shortly, and the

business would be functioning within

a month.
It was generally agreed that dis-

tributors should get together more
often in this way to consolidate still

further their poilcy of co-operation.

It was well-known in the trade that

Bal-Ami distributors were people of

substance who would always giye a

square deal and that was hOw opei’-

ators liked it. Excellent retail prices

had been established, and relations

remained first-rate in all parts of the

country.
Jones went on to say that he had

been asked many questions, since last

week’s Government announcement, on

the interesting question of what was
going to happen if full convertability

was introduced in Britain as has been
predicted. Far from being worried
about this, the company was perfectly

satisfied that it would remain in the

strong and happy position it was in

now. If all consumer goods were in

fact freed from dollar restrictions

»^ext yea>‘. and iuke-hoxes were com-
ing in direct, the British manufac-
turer would still win.

Importers would have to pay 20
per cent duty on imported machines,
whereas Bal-Ami would then be in a

position to bring in complicated tool-

parts from America, and so improve
its service still further.

He also revealed that in addition
to its manufacturing activities in Eng-
land and France the firm would short-
ly be manutacturing under license in
Spain also, in association with the
parent company. This would obviously
mean greater efficiency and speed all-

around.
The main topic of the day was on

methods by which distributors could
co-operate more closely to give oper-
ators a still better service. A full and
free discussion on this went on for
a number of hours and some very
important decisions were made.

In outlining his achievement in se-

curing a new seven per cent hire pur-

chase rate from two important com-
panies, Jones urged that now that this

fashion had been set up it was up
to distributors to press other hire

purchase houses to do business at

the same rate. Not only that, but he

hoped to see the rates being warmly
applauded for the lead he had given

in this matter.

Hental arrangements for Bal-Ami
equipment were then discussed at con-

siderable length.

Bal-Ami distributors will meet
again in London about the middle of

November.

GREAT BRITAIN GLIMPSES

—

The new low rate of seven per cent on juke-box hire purchase has been
secured for members of the Bal-Ami group from two leading companies.
This is the same rate as for new cars, and is believed to be the lowest ever
in the industry. Following negotiations over a period, Cecil Jones, Manag-
ing Director of AMI (GB) Ltd. completed these welcome arrangements with
Messrs. Lombank and Daniels of Ilford, . . . There is now a general move in
Britain to switch all juke-boxes to sixpenny play (with the “come-on” bait
of three-for-a-shilling) instead of the present rate of threepence on which
most boxes are working. A. C. Vernon of the Isle of Wight has given an
excellent lead in this direction. Some months ago he persuaded all operators
on the tourist isle (opposite Portsmouth, on the South Coast of England)
to switch to sixpence. All results can now be assessed as sensational, with
takes on all boxes going up by 25 per cent. . . . This should finally squash
criticisms of such a move. The Isle of Wight experience, and, after all, the
U. K. is essentially an island also, has certainly proved the point that if all

operators cooperate, the price per play can easily be raised without any
objections from the public, and with a quarter increase in the take. . . .

Newport. It bears the added (I’ecent) legend “The Original Juke Box”. It

plate that makes the music is “Soldiers Of The Queen”. The sound is not
at all bad.
